The percentage of deaths to the whole admission is 8.12—and 
if the 54 cases in which death occurred within three days after
admission be omitted, the rate of mortality falls to 5.9 per cent__a
very favorable record, when the acute character of the cases and the 
severe nature of the injuries admitted is taken into a< count.

Of the 196 deaths from all causes, 41 were due to Diphtheria, or 
21 percent, of the whole mortality. From Typhoid Fever, there 
were 25 deaths, or 12.5 per cent, of the total mortality, 
the 196 deaths, 66 were caused by these two affections, 
cent, of the whole.

In Dr. R. P. Howard, the Hospital has lost its chief medical adviser 
and one of its warmest friends. As attending Physician for 22 
years, and subsequently as consulting Physician and Chairman of 
the Medical Board, Dr. Howard rendered invaluable services to 
this charity, and it is well known how efficiently and zealously the 
important duties of Secretary to this Board were performed by him 
for 30 years.
