The Little Republics Politely
’Requestad te Attend a Con-
_ ference in Washingion and

Come to Terms.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Aug. 29—DPresi-
dent Roosevelt and President Diaz simul-
taneousiy have telegraphed notes to the
presidents of the five republics of Central
America, offering the good offices of the
United- States and Mexico in bringing
about a conference of the republics for a
discussinn of plans to maintain peace. The
announc.inent that this action had been
taken was made today by Acting Secre-
tary Adee of the state department.

Mr. Adee late today received Minister
Goderi, charge d’affaires of the Mexican
embassy, and they conferred at length
concerning the steps taken looking to the
settlement of Central American disputes
and ending the almost incessant warfare
between the republics. Neither would ad-
mit that the Central American republics
had been invited to hold the conference
at Washington, but Senor Corea, . the
Nicaraguan minister, is authority for the
statement that such an invitation soon
will be extended. In fact he telegraphed
President Zelaya to that effect.

In diplomatic circles here it is said that
none of the Central American republics
tan afford to decline to accept the proffers
of mediation made by the United States
td Mexico, and that this medns that
‘permanent peace practically is assured.

NEW SULTAN
OF MOROCCO

lssues Proclamation Stating
He Will Enter Jato Good Re-
lations With France and
Other Powers.

PARIS, Aug. 20—A despatch to the
Matin from Casablanca confirms the re-
port that Mulai Haifig, the newly pro-
claimed Sultan of Morocco, had issued a
‘proclamation at Mazagan, pointing out
that the policy of Sultan Abdul Aziz had
been ruinous to Morocco, and stating that
he proposed to matisfy the French demands
and enter into good relations with France
and all the other powers. The proclama-
tion is regarded as being of the utmost
importance, as it implies that Mulai Hai-
fig has the support of all the principal
tribes of the southern part of Morocco.

The Tangier correspondent of the Matin
telegraphs that special couriers have ar-
rived at Tangier from Fez, bearing orders
form Sultan Abdul Aziz to the Moroccan
War Minister Gabbas to immediately send
two caids with troops to join General El
Marina, and go with them to Fez. If this
order is carried out, ths correspondent
adds, Tangier will be depleted of troops
and be at the mercy of Raisuli, who is de-
scribed as being much encouraged by his
victory over General El Marina.

SOUTH AFRICA

An Enormous Drink Bill--Boer
Girls Like Britons--A Garden
Country.

PRETORIA, Aug. 28—According to
Dr. William Hosken, of the Transvaal
legislative assembly, $13,750,000, or $45 per
head of the population, was spent in the
colony on drink alone during the last ad-
ministrative year.

Daughters of Boer farmers in the Trans-
vaal and Orange River Colony make no
secret of their preference for British suit-
ors. Members of the South African Con-
stabulary especially stand very high in
the favor of Boer maidens, and an_ old
burgher who was asked recently if he
would like to see the force abolished ex-
claimed: “Abolish them! Why, they’re all
engaged to our girls!”

The new railroad between the Rand and
Zeerust, which was recently opened by
Lord Selborne, will open up the Marico
Valley, the richest and most fertile part
in the Transvaal, to the markets of South
Africa, and eventually of Europe. During
this season 5,000,000 oranges have been
sent by the Marico farmers to Johan-
nesburg and other centres.

INDICTMENT AGAINST
FOUR BUCKET SHOPS

WASHINGTON, D. C. Aug. 28—Indict-
ments were returned by the grand jury to-
day against five proprietors of brokerage
offices which are alleged by the authorit-
ies to be conducted as “bucket shops.” The
indictments allege that the defendants
“did set up and keep a place for the pur-
pose of gaming in violation of the laws of
the District of Columbia.”
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THEY PLEADED
‘ NOT GUILTY

Mary Brady, John Francis and
Mary Degan Will Stand Trial
on Tue: d iy Next.

The criminal docket was taken up at
this morning’s session of the county court,
which opened at the court house at ten
o’clock, Judge Forbes presiding. The
prisoners, Mary Brady—alias Ferrish;
John Francis and Mary Degan, were
brought into court and on motion of Hon.
H. A. McKeown, arraigned. Daniel Mul-
lin, K. C., counsel for the three prisoners,
stated that the prisoners should have
peen called before his honor prior to go-
ing before the grand jury to elect wheth-
er they would be tried by jury or under
the Speedy Trials Act.

By his honor’s instructions the county
court was adjourned from 10.20 until 10.30
o’clock. Mr. Mullin said he intended to
consult with John Francis; his client, but
Judge Forbes told “him he could not do
so. Mr. Mullin insisted and Judge Forbes
told him that he (Mr. Mullin) had had
the court at his mercy.

His -honor then asked John Franeis to
stand up and read over the charge to him,
and the prisoner elected to be tried by
jury. Francis pleaded not guilty.

Mary Brady—alias Ferrish, charged
yvxth robbing William Lounsberry of $400
in her house, Sheffield street, on July 3lst
last, elected to be tried by jury and
pleaded mot’ guilty. :

Mary Degan, charged with having com-
mitted perjury on the 19th instant, during
the preliminary examination of the Fer-
rish woman, elected to be tried by jury
and, like the other prisoners, pleaded not
guilty.

His honor then announced that further
prgcedure in the criminal cases would be
adjourned until Tuesday morning next at
ten o’clock; and discharged the petit ju-
rors until then.

His honor also announced that on' Tues-
day next the circuit court would open at
the Court House at 11 a. m., and arrange-
would be made to continue the county
court down stairs: The speedy trials court
was then adjourned and the county court
reopened.

The case of the Vaughan Electric Light
Company, Ltd., vs. the Hampstead Steam-
ship Company, Ltd., was resumed, and
L. A. Currey, K. C., manager of the de-
fendant company took the stand, being the
first witnes for the defence. :

Mr. Currey stated that the Hampstead
§teamship Company, Limited, of which he
.is a director, owns two steamers, the
Elaine and Hampstead. He had often
made trips on the Elaine, and never,
while he was aboard had he known any-
thing to go wrong with the electric lights.
The former manager of the company, Cap-
tain Fred Mabee, had informed him (Mr.
Currey) that work had been done on the
Elaine’s lights by the electricians. Witness
said thet-Mr. Vaughan had' called upon
him and spoken relative to repairs fo-the
Elaine’s electric plant. Mr. Currey de-
nied' having telephoned to Mr. Vaughan
to'come to his office, neither, did he sum-
mon him there at all. Later, after exam-
ining the Elaine's -electrical apparatus,
Mr. :Vaughan said, in the presence of the
witness, Capt. Peatman and Geo. R. Vin-
cent, at a meeting, that the steamer’s
wiring should be replaced, as it was old,
and estimated that it would cost $125, and
agreed that it would not exceed $200, al-
though it might possibly reach $150. . Mr.
Vaughan agreed to do the work satisfac-
torily and promised the witness that he
would call again at Mr. Currey’s office and
draw up a contract, but witness heard no-
thing further of Mr. Vaughan until the
bill was rendered. Witness stated further
that he was aware that the plaintjff com-
pany’s workmen did not arrive at work
till after nine o’clock in the morning, on
several occasions. As the men were em-
ployed by the day they should have been
on hand at seven o’clock in the morning.

Mr. Currey added that he had engaged
W. & J. Myers to do work on the Elaine,
and their men are now at work aboard
the boat.

Witness called up Mr. Vaughan when
he got his bill, and reminded him that
cost of the work was not to exceed $200.
Subsequently Mr. Vaughan called upon
witness and was told that the lights were
not working and the search light in par-
ticular was practically useless.

Capt. Peatman, of the Elaine, was next
sworn, and after stating that as a mas-
ter mariner he had been in charge of the
steamers David Weston, Springfield, Mon-
ticello, Beatrice E. Waring and Elaine,
he practically corroborated Mr. Currey’s
statements.

C. 8. Hanington asked a question from
which it might be inferred that the
Elaine was running on Sunday. It was
stated, however, that the date was mis-
taken, and this was not the case. Judge
Forbes saw the humorous side of the
question, and said to Mr. Hanington, “I
know what you’re after, you're looking af-
ter the Lord’s Day Alliance.” :

G. R. Vincent, also of the defendan
company, was next examined, and stated
that he had been secretary-treasurer of
the Hampstead Steamship Company Ltd,
since December last. Witness practically
corroborated the statements made by Mr.
Currey and Capt, Peatman, and adjourn-
ment was made till 3 o’clock this after-
noon.

STRATHCONA TALKS ON

~ CANADA’S PROGRESS

New York, Aug. 28—iord Strathcona,
Canadian Lord High Commissioner, reach-
ed here this morning on a special train
from Montreal, hurried across town in
an automobile, and caught the White Star
liner, Oceanic for Liverpool, without any
too much time to spare. He used the in-
tervening time, however, to receive grac-
jously a number of metropolitan report-
ers, and told them of the wonderful pro-
gress the dominion is making. He pre-
dicted confidently that before the close
of the century, and perhaps long before,
Canada’s population would be as great
as is that of the United States now.

The Lord High Commissioner, in the
words of ome of the reporters, “carries
 his eighty years like a boy.”

With his daughter, the Hon. Mrs. How-
ard, by his side. he talked to the inter-

)

viewers on the vessel's deck about Can-
ada, her past, present, and future, but
when asked whether he had been called
to the other side, as a preliminary to be-
ing superseded in his position, as rumor
had it, he would not talk.

“You can see that I am still the Lord
High Commissioner,” was all he would say
of that. Growing reminiscent, he con-
tinued, “I came from Morayshire, Scotland,
to Canada, seventy years ago, when I was
a mere clip of a boy, ten years old. I
went into the employ of the Great Hud-
son Bay Company. Canada was one tre-
mendous wilderness, but even then she
had great possibilities, which I soon learn-
ed, and have since seen developed. At
present her progress is as tremendous as
was the wilderness. By the close of the
century if not, indeed long before that
time, she will have a population of equal
the present popfilation of- the United
States. Then there will be two great
sister countries side by side, living, I hope,
in the same positions of amicable regard
that characterizes their relations now.
Canada has possibilities almost unlimited
in scope.

“The greatest strides that Canada has
made have been, in agriculture. The
great northwest, once the property, entire-
ly of the Hudson Bay Company, to be ex-
ploited merely for the,furs it could sup-
ply, is now cut up into emall farms and
ranches. In 1870 there was no wheat
grown in the North West. The factors
of the Hudson Bay Company had to send
to the United States or to the far east-
ern Canadian cities for their wheat and
other breadstuffs. Last year the North-
west produced more than 100,000,000 bush-
els of wheat and more than 200,000,000
bushels of other grains. It was the same
with your Minnesota and other portions
of your Northwest, but they developed
more rapidly.

“ That reminds me of ‘Jim’ Hill. Oh,
yes, I knew him. Thirty years ago he and
I were closely allied in various enter-
prises, especially railroads in Canada and
the United States.”

“What’s your opinion of Mr. Hill?”’ was
asked.

“I think he's one of the biggest rail-
road men of the age,” said Lord Strath-
cona. “He has that reputation among
railroad men the world over, and it’s an
earned reputation. But now, what do

gan think of Scotchmen? I tell you, we
hwse g «ame over here to keep you boys

in line; and when we leave you, have to
come back to set you straight again.

THE SECURITY STRUCTURE
IS REALLY STRENGTHENED

The Fundamental Conditions of Business Are Sound Despite
Forced Liquidation of Stocks---Reducing Lines of Credit.

(New York Evening Post.)

Stock market omens—the price move-
ments—did not presage an early return of
better times for the speculator; but, view-
ed comprehensively, the situation pres-
ents a preponderance of evidence in sup-
port of the contention that fundamental
conditions are sound, that the recent
liquidation has strengthened the security
structure, that the let-up in general busi-
ness in certain departments and in cer-
tain sections of the country is a develop-
ment to be welcomed, that the pessimism
of a large majority of Wall street opera-
tors is less profound than it was a fort-
night ago, and that so far as the most
important factor of the hour is concern-
ed—the monetary factor—matters are
shaping steadily, even if slowly, toward
& 'ditinct betterment, nationally and in-
ternationally. With full allowance for all
drawbacks resulting from an undue ex-
tension of credits in the United States,
Europe and South America, and from the
rash opening of the Pandora’s box of evils,
summed up as Rooseveltism, it may be
gaid ‘truthfully that the security markets
today are far more firmly bottomed and
far more effectually hedged about with
the: guarantees of safe investment than
they wdre a year ago, when the orgie of
Harrimgvism was at its climax. That
this estimate is placed upon existing con-
ditions by those who are competent to
adviee as to investments—the conservative
‘banking interests and the most intelligent
and conscientious brokers—is evident
‘from the recent increase of purchases of
standard issues by emall investors. It is
‘only an accident when a man buys at
the lowest, just as it is only an accident
when he buys at the highest. Prices of
stocks since the opening of summer have
been a series of temptations to discrimin-
ating buyers, who have made much of
the opportunity and who are. likely to

make more of it in any quarter of the
market where enforced liquidation may
be resumed.

(New York World.)
The market during the last week was
subject to a large amount of forced liqui-
dation, and the selling for the bear ac-
count was very heavy. The investment
buying has been largely in fractional lots,
which was well distributed all over the
country. For the first time since last
swinter the large banking interests ap-
prove of this class of buying, although
they are still violently opposed to any
speculative movement in the market
which would advance prices to a point
where the small investor would cease to
buy. The opinion among bankers seems
to be that this is an unusual opportunity
for investors to secure bargains, and that
it will disappear when the general busi-
ness of the country has contracted suf-
ficiently to ease the money market. The
prevailing opinion among financiers 18
that the crops will be normal, notwith-
standing the scares of the early part of
the season, and that the farmer wil} prob-
ably receive a higher price for his pro-
ducts than at any other time in recent
years. They declare that as the agricul-
tural products of the country are the‘ true
foundation for its prosperity, there is no
basis for a general breakdown in business,
although they feel that a contraction
along healthy lines is necessary to 1m-
prove banking conditions. They urge that
it is imperative that the business men
of the west particularly should realize
this fact and should begin to curtail their
operations, and that the soonmer this is
done the better it will be for the w]:nole
country. The east has already re‘cogmzed
the necessity for' reducing its lines of
credit, while the west has continued to
go ahead at full epeed. /

GOOD SECURITIES
ARE NOW CHEAP

a Purchase on Reactions---
. Buying for Investment.

Many of the Wall street interests who
last summer pointed out the dangers of
the wild speculation in progress are now
engaged in giving assurances that the bet-
tér class of investment securities are
¢heap. Undoubtedly there has been rare
intelligence displayed by the small invest-
ors during the last three months, and
bankers are doing all they can to encour-
age this class of absorption. The princip-
al legitimate sales on the Stock Exchange
during the period above referred to have
been to.”the Small,: investors, who have
bought and paid for them outright. They
have been able fo pick up many of the gilt-
edged issues which the rich men have been
compelled to sacrifice. There is a growing
opinion in conservative quarters ?h.at the
depreciation in the price of securities has
now about discounted all the adverse fac-
tors in the situation, and that, while the
speculators may attack the market at
times to bring about a decline, the mar-
ket is a purchase on these reactions. The
principal selling in the market at the pres-
ent time is for the short account, wh_lle
about the only genuine buying is for in-
vestment. This condition may develop a
scarcity of securities, which will make the
short interest very vulnerable. Indeed it
is said that the short interest outstanding
in some stocks is equal to the total num-
ber of shares that are afloat in Wall
street, and that the concerted calling in of
the stocks that are now being loaned
would produce havoc among the bears.
The rise brought about, however, by such
tircumstances would of course be only
temporary in character and would inevit-
ably be followed by a reaction to more
normal levels.

THE TOWER SCHOOCL

Editor Times:

Sir,—I was greatly astonished on read-
ing an article in one of Monday evening’s
papers—a very spirited account of the
dispute at Lancaster school. I say as-
tonished, but I may add disappointed un-
til, by further injuiry, I learned the facts
of the case, which, I am glad to say, on
behalf of the principal of the school, were
decidedly contrary to the impression
which that account must have left on the
mind of the reader.

I, myself, was at one time a pupil of
W. H. Allingham, and received from him
the best part of an education both of
mind and character which enabled me to
succeed in after life in a way which other-
wise would have been impossible. I con-
sider it a privilege to show him this token
of respect, though he himself might not
regard this action entirely consistent with
the intention in which it is done.

A CABINET SHUFFLE?

The Ottawa correspondents of the press
have been giving out some very interesting
statements and surmises concerning the

For example, the correspondent of the
Toronto Mail and Empire says that Hon,
Mr. Fisher went to the Thousand Islands
at Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s request to discuss
with Mr. Sifton the question of the lat-
ter’s return to the cabinet, and that Mr.
Sifton returned with him to Ottawa and
had a conference with the premier. This
corespondent says it was understood that
Mr. Sifton was not anxious to enter the
cabinet, and if he did so would make cer-
tain stipulations ag the condition of his
acceptance. .

The correspondent of the Toronto News
declared that Sir Wilfrid Laurier was
anxious to have Mr. Sifton, and that
western Liberals insisted on his return,
on the ground that without his strong
hand ‘the government would. not do as
well in the west in the general elections as
in the two previous ones. If, on the other
hand, Mr. Graham should be chosen he
would run for Brockville, Mr. Derbyshire
retiring with the assurance of a senator-
ghip. Mr. Devlin might succeed Hon. Mr.
Scott, but Sir Richard Cartwright would
remain. “It may be, writes the News man,
“that on the’ expiration of Sir Mortimer
Clark’s term of office as lieutenant- gover-
nor he may be succeeded by Sir Richard
and thus opportunity for filling his place
in.the cabinet may offer before the next
general election.”

The Ottawa correspondent of the Mont-
real Star declared that it was known there
“that Liberals of Manitoba and Saskat-
chewan have for months past been urging
the ex-minister of the interior to re-enter
public life, as they recognize that the
Hon. Frank Oliver has little political
strength outside of Alberta.”

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Foraker Attacks Taft’s Stand on Tariff Revision.

CINCINNATI, Ohio, Aug. 24—Senator
J. B. Foraker, the leading and, for that
matter the only Republican of prominence
in the country actively and openly oppos-
ing President Roosevelt’s politics and the
nomination for President of Judge Taft,
M. Rooscvelt’s choice, gave an interview
in which he answered portions of Mr.
Taft's Columbus speech and stated the
point of his controversy with the federal
administration.

Senator Foraker will reply to Secretary
Taft in full at a speech to be delivered at
Georgetown, Ohio. In his interview Sen-
ator . Foraker said:—

That Secretary Taft is losing ground in
Ohio, although if nominated all Repub-
licans will support him.

That his controversy with the President
is over the question whether a public serv-
ant shall do his own thinking.

That if Secretary Taft is correct in say-
ing that there are evils in the tariff, they
ought to be removed at once, without
waiting eighteen months.

That the secretary is wrong in saying
that any great body of republicans desire
the tariff revised either now or eighteen
months hence.

That the rate bill, instead of strength-
ening the Elkins bill, weakens it.

That through an amendment inserted by
Senator Lodge, a friend of the adminis-
tration, the harm was done, and his
amendment required proof that an offence
was ‘“knowingly”’ done.

That if the Standard Oil rebate offences
had been committed after this amend-
ment, the word “knowingly” would have
cost the United States $29,000,000 in fines
in Judge Landis’ court.

That the “unfortunate circumstance”
which Judge Taft speaks of in describing
the elimination of imprisonment from the
Elkins law was made at the suggestion of

the Interstate Commerce Commission it-

" JAPANESE QUESTION

R. G. Macpherson’s Article in the Canadian Courier,
Setting Forth the Situation in British Columbia

at Present.

(R. G. Macpherson, M. P. in Canadian
’ Courier.) ;

The Pacific Ocean Province of Canada
is the port of entry for the Orient and

| has a climate in many respects the equal

to Japan, Ching and India, is exceeding-
ly rich in natural resources. Fisheries
most abundant; timber wealth enormous:
mineral wealth an El Dorada; valleys fer-
tile and all comprising an area of 357,000
square miles; population estimated at
950,000, less than 3-4 of a person to every
square mile.

Japan lies within a fortnight’s journey,
with a population of 45 ‘millions- or 440
persons to every square mile, with a nat-
ural yearly increase of over half & million.
The Japs are obliged to-seek other fields
for their surplus energy and population.
The average man may Say, “Well, that is
just what we need in Canada.” Granted,
but not of a race of people we cannot as-

.similate-a race of people who send their men

only—a race of people who have a skin not
colored like our own. The latter may not
be a sin, but it is an unsurmountable bar-
rier to intermarriage, and a non-marriag-
able people means a raising of two separ-
ate and distinct peoples, owing allegiance
to different flags, different customs, social
and political, as "non-assimilative as oil
and water.

The Jap, if not checked either by treaty
or otherwise, will inside of two years num-
ber in our population 25,000 to 30,000 able
bodied males; to offset that number we
will have less than 30,000 males, that is
one man to every four would be a Jap.
Today we have close to 20,000 Chinese, 8,-
000 Japs and 2,000 Hindoos, and when you
take into consideration that an infinites-
imal number of these have wives and fam-
ilies and do not contribuite anything at all
that goes to make up a strong nationality
such as white citizens do, you will read-
ily understand the feclings of a man who
has his little home, wife and family, who
contributes his share to our schools, hos-
pitals, charitable institutions of all kinds
and who shares the responsibilities incum-
bent upon every man who loves his coun-
try, when he sees thousands of an alien
race landing upon our shores. Where the
yellow man goes the white man disap-
pears.

I have lived in this province for close
on twenty years and I see today 5,000
Japs employed in our Fraser River fisher-
ies, where fifteen years ago, not one Jap
was employed, and the white man and
Indian have been pushed aside. I have no
quarrel with the man who wants cheap
labor, but T have with the man or men
who will allow my white brother to be
pushed aside by an alien race.

Fifteen years ago our saw mills employ-
ed a white crew, our shingle mills the
same, our lumber camps the same; today
not more than 5 per cent. of white men
will be found in our saw mills. In our
shingle mills the same percentage. Lum-
ber camps have stood the strain better,
but they are fast getting into that artery
of trade as well. ;

Where wealth accumulates and men de-
cay.”

This subject cannot be disposed of in a
light manner; we are face to face today
with the fact that unless we put up the
bars this province in a few years will be
an Asiatic one. The Asfatics are usurping
the land and dispossessing the whites. And
why? All because we want cheap labor.
God forbid that we shall ever measure
the greatness of our nation by dollar and
cents standard. What has made the Mari-

time Provinces great? Has it been coolie,

labor? What has the coolie labor done
for the grand old province of Quebec?
Tell me who has made two blades of

| grass grow where none grew -before in
my native province of Ontario? Has it
.| been done by an alien race, and so on to

the foothills of the Rockies? It has been
our own kith and kin. They have built

| churches, schools, railroads and cities and
all without the aid of an alien race.

Why, then, deliver our beautiful prov-
ince into the hands of yellow people? Is
our destiny not bound up with that of
old Canada, our homes not as sacred as
the Fasterners. Who should be the best
judge of this matter, we who live here
and are in daily conflict with the yellow
men (a conflict which can only mean a
bitter settlement some day) or the man

in the éast who views it only from an ac-
ademic standpoint?

Murdock and
Union Foundry Co. Disagree
About a Casting.

Much of the time at a lengthy meeting
of the water and sewerage board last even-
ing was taken up discussing the ultimate
fate of a special casting made by the

Union Foundry Company and pronounced
sound by H. G. Hunter and the makers
and condemned by the director. G.  H.
W_'ar:ng, er., expressed with much freedom
hxs views of the director’s competency to
judge. Eventually the matter was left in
the director’s hands to settle. He will
obtain another casting elsewhere.

A question of discontinuing construction
work owing to the cost of labor was re-
ferred to the treasury board. A consider-
able amount of business was transacted.
Ald. Frink occupied the chair and Ald.
Christie, McGoldrick, Pickett, McGowan,
Kelley, Sproul and Willet were present
with the director, Mr. Hunter and the
common clerk.

J. Wilson applied for the extension of
the water main to his lot in Woodvi§e
Road, Lancaster, a distance of 360 feet.
He expressed himeelf willing to give the
usual guarantee of six per cent on the
cost, estimated at $500.

Ald. Kelley raised a new point in con-
nection with guarantess of this nature by
a motion that in future all special water
contracts should be placed on the records.
He contended that in the event of the
sale of the properties the city could not
enforce the guarantee against the pur-
chasers. 4

Ald. Pickett agreed with Ald. Kelley
and the motion passed.

On the common clerk requesting Mr.
Wilson to bring in the deed of his prop-
erty he took some exception to his being
the first to have to comply with the new
rule.

Mr. Dagler, of the Posey Stock Farm,
writes Mr. Cowans in regard to their
racing, from which we have been permit-
ted to make a few extracts. Mr. Dagler
writes: ;

“T thought I should write you a few
lines to let you know your horses are in
fine shape. We started Wherle at New-
castle, Ind., and he was 3rd, three times
around 20 and 21. There were eight start-
ers. We raced him at Muncie, Ind., this
week, six starters, he was 2nd. five times.
I am sorry you could not get h%m home,
as I know you would have been well
pleased with him, he can trot a half-mile
track in 16 and 17; these races were only
play for him.

“We started the little mare at Muncie,
Ind., this week, 14 starters, best time,
213 14. She is dead game and a good
race mare. A horse running away in the
last heat interfered with her driver and
he had to pull her up and it looked like
she would be distanced on the back
stretch, but she came the last half in 1.04
and came in 4th, so you see she is game.

THE LOG DRIVE
ON THE ST. JOHN

River Will Be Cleaner at End
of Season Than for Years
Past.

(Fredericton Gleaner.)

The last drive which the Messrs.
Moores, contractors on the lower corpor-
ation for the St. John River Log Driv-
ing Company, will have to make is now
reported as being about Woodstock. It
is said that therd is about two million
feet of logs in the drive and the contrac-
tors are making good progress.

This has been a very successful year for
the Messrs. Moores. They have done
their work well, and the river will be
cleaner of logs thm fall than it has been
for a number of years past.

At Springhill this year between 15 and
16 million feet of logs have been handled.
Of this amount about 9,600,000 feet were
river logs, and about six mllhons were
bank logs.

The work at Springhill is now about
completed, with the exception of what
there is to be done after the next corpor-
ation drive comes in.

The work at the booms will be com-
pleted in another month. About 110
million feet of logs have already been
rafted. Between 20 and 30 million feet
remain to be rafted.
