and fair dealing of his administration.

But to return to our more immediate point, In
our paper of last week, having occasion to mention
the sccond Reformation in~ Germany, wa stated
that there wae too much cause to appreliend that
it was less of a Lutheran than a Socinian charac-
ter. More ample information and indeed officinl
documeuts have since fallen in our way, and we
{ proceed from these sources to state briefly what
i this religious movement is; how it commenced,
and what is its public and avowed creed.

As respects its commenceinent, the Bishop of
Treves, on the Gth of July, 1811, issucd a circular
letter or charge to his diocese ; stating that from
the 7th of September to the 7th of October of the
sume year, would be exhibited in the Cathedral of
Theves the coat worn by our Saviour on the
morning of his Crucifixion, and calling upon all
pious Catholics to repair to Theves and to pay
all due honour to the holy relie.  This charge or
circular immediately produced a protest from a
Catholie priest of the name of Ronge, publislied
in all the Protestant papers, and affixed to the walls
of all public places, in which he protested against
this imposition on the credulity of tha wultitude,
and upon this needless proclamation of one of the
most pernicious follies and weaknesses of the
Roman Church, ¢ I%orthat the Council of Trent,
whilst it permitted and preseribed u due feeling and
respect for all holy relics as mewmorials of ancient
picty, still exprossly disavows any direct adoration
of relics and pictures, and directs all bishops and
priests to take care in the teaching the due honour
and veneration to be rendered to relics and sacred
pictures, that the people be fully led to understand
that there is nothing divine, and no power of mi.
racles, in suchi relics and pictures themselves ; but
that the honour shown to them refers morely to
respect and endearment for the persons or things
they represent) ;

Now there nre two leaders of this second Re-
formation ; the firet, Ronge, whose protest we have
just givenj sccond, Czerski, also & Catholic priest,
who made public nt the same time the following
declaration :—* [ renounce the Pope, and the false
doctrines of the Roman Catholic Church, but I
remain a Catholic Christinn and a Catholic priest.
| I will not be a Lutheran ar a Calvinist, but accord-
ing to the precepts of Christ and his apostles, I am '
and will be an apostolic Catholie Christian.’ !

Sucl was the commencement of this Reforma-'
tion, and the two above papers were searcely made !

and in the fuce of the State and Chureh to de-

Having unintentionally, in our receding paper,
misstated the received tenets of these Reformists,
we have felt it our duty to give the above full ace
count of what they are teaching and preaching, and
weo have no doubt but that the above statement
will afford equal pleasure to all our Christian rea-
ders. 1Indeed, the above creed scarcely differs
from the 39 Articles of our own English Church,
and we find it rather difficult to understand, how,
with such a confession of faith, one of these Re-
forners can disavow that he and his new church
are Lutherans. 'I'here is scarcely an article in it
but what Luther might have subscribed, or in any
mode (except as to the election of priests by theie
cougregations) differing from our own English
Protestant Church,
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William Pitt and Nupoleon Bonaparte,—I may
well comprehend that feeling, for it was my own.
I saw Pitt Juid in the grave; I looked down into
the narrow bed where slept all that was mortal of
the man who virtually wiclded the whole supre-
wacy of Europe, Yet how little can man estimate
the future! Napoleon was in his glory, when
Pitt was in his shroud. Yot how inﬁnilu{y more
honourcd, and thus more happy, wos the fate of
lim by whose sepulchre all that was noble and
memorable in the living generation stood in rever-
ence and sorrow, than the last hour of the prisoner
of St, Helena! * Both were emblems of their na-
tions. The Englishman, manly, pure, and bold,
of unshaken firmness, of proud reliance on the
resources of his own nature, and of lofty porses
verence through good and through evil fortune,
The foreigner, duzzling and daring, of singular
intellectual vividness, and of a thirst of power
which disdained to be slucked but at sourecs above
the ambition of' all the past warriors and statesmen
of Lurope. Ile wus the fist who dreamed of
fubricuting anew the old Roman sceptre, and ess
tablishing an empire of the world, His game was
for a prodigious stake, and for a while he played it
with 'u'udi‘:inlls fortune. He found the moral ate
mogphere filled with the floating elements of reyolu-
tion: he collected the republican electricity, and
dischared it on the cusps and pinnacles of the
Lluropean thrones with terrible eftuet, But, from
the moment when he had dissipated that charm, he
lost the sccrat of his irresistable strength,  As the
licad of the great republle, making opinion his
recirsor, culling on the old wrongs of nations to
evel his wuy, and marshalling the new-born liopes,
the ancient injuries, and ardent imaginations of the
continental kingdows to fight Lis battles ; the world
luy before him, with its barriers ready to fall at the
first tread of his orse’s hoof. As an Emperor, he
forged his chain, Nupoleon, the chieftain of res
publicism, might have revolutionized Europe; Nas
poleon, the monarch, narrowed his supremacy lo
the sweep of his sword. Like ,a nocromancer
weary of his art, he scatterred the whole treasury
of his magnilicent illusions into “ thin airs” Aung
away his creative wand for n sceptro; and buried
the book of his magic *ten thousand fathom deep,”
to repluc e .t only by the absolete statutes of courts,
and the weak ctiquoette of governments in decay.
Portunate for waukind that he committed this
irrecoveiable error, and was content to be the lord
of FPrance, instead of being the sovercign of opis
oni fur his nature was despotic, ond his power
must have finally shaped and massed itself into
stupendous tyranny,  Still, he might have long
influenced the futcs, and long excited the awe and
wonder of Burope.  We, too, mnight have worship-
ped s Stary and forgotten the danger of the flam-
ng phenomenon, in the rapidity und cccvmricily
of its couse, ns we saw it cclipsing the old lumi-
narics in guccession ; until it touched our orbit,
and visited us in contlagration, It wuw gaid that
it dicd of o broken heart, in dispair of the proa-
peets of England.

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ARre wE To HavE A Ramnway Crsis?—We
have seen of late, numbeiless ingenious calculu-
tions, which, if just, would lead us to the cofclu-
sion that railway speculation is about tb htrry us
1o some ctushing calamity. Yet, strange it'fs, the
world does not séem to apprehend, with all its aw-
‘ful results, the impending danger. ‘Our dlurmists
summon Cocker and Bounycustle to their aid—
parade béfore our eyes arrays of figures to the
umdunt of millions to be raised 3 and yet nobody
nppears to be very greatly frightened. Now and

then, it is true, we have uslight panic; olir mere |

epeculators rush to gell, and premiums ure some-
what sliorn of 'Uicic brillmut appenravce, - The
ehutdecock ceases to be bandied about; yet
somehow or other we see sensible and solid men
step in and take up, for the purpose of hourding,
the very article which unsubstautial hands have
‘droppad.  We are, in fuct, on the brink of un
dbyss.  wverybody knows ‘it everybody predicts
our full ;' yet nobudy seems to have u lear of the
result.

Tt is a difficult matter for a journalist to express
tin opinion with respect to a matter upon which the
‘countiy at large appears to have made up its mind
to act contrary to its expressed convictions. We
nibst, however, speak our convictions ; for the
subject is ohe of too vital un iuterest to be lightly
passed over. In order to be clearly understood.
we shall extract some remarks and data which have
last week appeared in the London Times : —

“In order to present the case fairly to our read-
ers, we have carefully investigated the amount of
capital embarked in railwuys, the -number of shares
in the market, and the value of the premiums upon
them. It appears that 44 companies have been
formed during the lust twelve months, of which
the total capital engaged is £35,510,000, the
nwnber of shares-is 4,086,665, and the total value
of tho premiums on those shares as quoted is
£3,559,000.

“ We find, further, that there are 53 companies,
of which, although neither the number of shares
nor the nominal ameunt, nor the amoant paid up is
stated, yet the premiuws of such as are stated
(and they are'nvl many) give &n average premium
‘of £6 per share; but adopting as the basis of
calenlation the facts which appear as tothe 44 com-
panies of which the details arc before us, we may
assume that the capital embarked in these 58 com-
panies is £16,490,000, the nuwber of shares
1,413,000, and the value of preminins is £4.646,000.
We know, further, from ‘the general share-list,
that the rise in the price of shares in 27 compa-
nies which have existed more than a year,amounts
in the whole to £13,491,000, the number of ghares
in such companics exceeding 9,100,000. ‘The
total result, then, is that the number of railway
shares which urc the subject of spectlation is as
follows : —

to £15900,000. 'The capital required for the 102
companies in the second and third classes alone
amounts to not less than £82.000,000 ; Lut ih ad-
dition to this, which has reference only to railw
in the United Kingdom, we are aware of the
names of not less than 20 foreizn railways, of which
chares to the amount of £10,000,000 are in the
Tondon market alone.  On account of these latter,
remiitances have already been made to thie Conti-
nent to an amount of £3 000,000, and it is impos-
sible to estimate the probable remittances in twelve
months to come at less than £10,000,000 of
money.”

Now, assuming these data to be correct. our
contemporary’s argument amonnts to this. By the
formation of a number of railway companies, you
fiave created n certuin property, to which you
have a ) a value beyond the legiti-
mnately to be paid for it ; nad this excess or pre-
mium, is a puraly fictitious® thing, which ‘“any
rumour of waror apprehension of scarcity must
at once dispel,” plunging those who have embark-
ed in it in _ircetriovable ruin.  We adwit the cor-
tectness of the concinsion, if the premises are not
unsound. But it is na established fact that these
premiums are a fictitious property 7 Are they not
to all intents and purposes as real as any other
portion of the price paid! A party buying a rail-
way forms his deductions, as to its prospects as an
investment, and pays for it ut n premium or at par
accordingly, inprecisely the same way as he buys
manufactared goods above or under the manufac-
turer’s price.  Would the Tines treat the premi-
um of £120 on a Grand Junction or Liverpool and
Manchester share as any thing less than substan-
tialy ? Certainly not.

dtis clear then that this sixteen millions which
our contemporary would blow away is not the fic-
titious thinyg represented. It is the value of the
privileges obtained from parliament by the compa-
nies to whose shares it is attached. It may be
said, however, that a large portion of the schemes
now at premiums have as yet obtained no such
‘privilegs. Granted ; and in that case the amount
of premium is or ought to be regulated by their
prospect of success in go obtaining them. And
thie much, too, is certain, that no proposed under-
tiking, whose shares are not fairly worth a pre-
:miuin on their first issue, can ever expect to be
‘carried ont,

The point of danger for speculators and pur-
\cnasers of all descriptions to consider, is one of
these. Mave premiums run up too high,or have they,
in their giddy scramble for shares, got hold of a
bnbble instend of & genuine article.  We suspect
that many will be’found to have paid to much for
their whistle, and mere will be found to have got
no whistle for their monéy. Ruinous indeed the
effect may be to seine, bat we cansee no probuble
ovent before us which can create any thing like
the sweeping crash contemplated by the 7'imes.

In the construction of railways, the importance
of the religions instruction of the labourers seein
to be generally felt and acknowledged. The Leeds
and Bradford Railway Company have recently
voted £200 to the “ missionaries” who hav® been
ministering to the spiritual wants of the navigators
and their families.

The reduction of fares on the Manchester and
Leeds las increased the number of travellers twen-
ty-six per cent. during the last half-year. The
charge of a late excursion fromn ottingham,
through Liverpool, to the Menai straights, upwards
of 500 miles, was only 14s. Pussengers are now
carried on the Liverpool and Manchester between
the lutter place and Patricroft, the first class at 1d.
and the second class at 3d. per mile.

A Hint for the Consting U'rade.~ A correspon-
dent of the Hull Packel points out that a new
feature in the transit of goods is now taking place
between London and the ouatports; goods which
used to be borne coastwise are now carried by
railway. 140 chests of tea were sent hence on
Tuesday lust, in bond, and would reach London by
return ol post.

Comparalive Cost of Railways in Greal Briluin
and Irelund.—On examining the return of the
number of new ruilways for which acts were ob-
tuined last session, it appears that the difference
in the cost of construction is very considerably in
favour of Ireland. For example: acts were ob-
tained for the construction of 18953 miles in Eng-
land and Wales, at aw estinated expense of
£28342,047, being at the rate of £14,561 per mile.
Seotlund obtained acts for 438§ miles, and the es-
timated expense of £i 9,500, being an average
cost of £14,9133 per mile.  Ireland obtained acts for
G413 miles of new railway, and the estimated ex-
peese is £7,508,045, which gives an average of
only £11.790 per wile. Capitalists, who desire
permanent investment, should not overlonk the im-
portant fuct of cheapness in the construction of our
Irish railways.

Armoseeric Ramnwav.—Experimental trips
have been made on the Croydon Atmospheric
Railway, which, with allowance for the fact that
every thing iz not yet in complete working order,
have been very satistactory. The line is five miles
long, extending from the Daitiouth arms to Croy-
don. ‘Phe average specd, only one engine being
employed for five miles, was thirty miles an hour:
the greatest velocity forty-five. A greater speed
was attained on I'riday. The train passed up the
viaduct ncross the Bright on line, which has an
incline of 1 in 50, at the same rate as the other
parts. Inareport to the Directors, Mr. Samuda,
the Engineer remarks :  * A gpeed of seventy miles
per hour has been attained with a train of 6 carria-
ges’ and a speed of 30 miles per hour with a train
of sixteen carriages, using ouly one steam engine
over two sections of inain. In a length of five

miles we have found it praticable to obtain a vaca-
um of twenty-seven inches in the whole’length and |
have run trains at wpwards of sixty miles an Imur]
over the five miles, with the aid of one cugine|
only.”

Fraxer.—DParis, Seplember 16.--Complaints
have been made by the leading journals on the do-
cnments relative to the external commerce of the
United States, lately published by order of the
American Government.  The general: feeling ap-
pears to be surprise at the gigantic growth of the
“Young Democraey ;” and one ortwo of the jour-
nals draw the conclusion that, in course of time,
America will succeed in completely beating down
and usurping the vast trade carried on by Great
Britain with every country in the world. On
every other question, ns well as this, the French
press affects to think that the decadence of Great
Britain draws  nigh, and that the United
States will be the most active contributors towards,
if not the sole authors of her humiliation and ruin.

Marshal Bugeaud has quitted Africa en cange ;
but his leave-taking was so peculiarly solemn, thot
it scems certain he has no intention of going back
again. He isa very able man, though blustering
and headstrong; an excellent general—an  ener-
getic ruler. 1le has done much for Africa, {in a
French point of view) bothin his civil and ilitary
capacity, and his place will not be very easily sup-
plicd. Ile is at this moment on a visit to Marsha
Soult, the Minister of War, with whom he has long
been on anythingfbut cordial terms.  T'he two great
men, however, will no donbt patch up their differ-
ences. It is expected that Soult, who is nearly worn
out by years, will resign, and that Bugeand will
succeed him; but it will be prudent not to believe
this until it shall actually have taken place, for it
is has been often asserted, and as often proved to
be fulse ; and, besides, Soult is one af those worthy
men who, when they once get into place, stick to
it with greater tenacity than a leech sticks to
blood—indeed, the old Marshal has solemnly de-
clared, on more than one oceasion, that he will
only rive up his portfolio with his life.

Before the departure of Bugeaud from Africa,
the French troops had. as usnal, several bouts
with the natives, in which, as usual, the latter was
put to flight, their flocks taken, and their crops
destroyed, and some few of them, who had taken
refuge in a cave, had the pleasure of bving blown
upby gunpowder. Lt Gen. de Lamoriciere has
been appointed Gov. General of Algiers during
the absence of Marshal Bugeand, and as he is a
distinguished officer, it is not impossible that, if
Bugeand be really recalled, he will be his succes-
sor. It is, however, said to be onc of the dearest
desires of Louis Phillippe to erect Algiers into a
vice-royalty, and to confer it upon his son, the Duc
de Aumale ; but the continenta! powers and Eng-
land would probably not be dieposed to permit that.

Tl.e subject of railroads continues to engross the
attention of the public in the Mother Country.
Fears are entertained by many of our english cotem
poraries, that in the event of many of these great
undertakitigs now in progress, proving to be un-
profitable, a panic may be excited in the money
market, affecting the Banks and all other financial
Institutions, producing=~as is always the case un-
der similar circumstances-~the most  disastrous
resulis, alike involving in their influence, every
branch of commercial enterprise, or of mechanical
industry. Others, again, are of the opinion, that
the present actual wants of the country are de-
manding lines of railway thronghout every sec-
tion of it, and that even the power of steam,
might as easily be dispensed with, in the manufac-
ture of goods, as the application of the same agent
on multiplied rail roads, inaid of tkeir transit, to
and from, every point in tle kingdom.

One Journal emphatically remarks, “ the people
of England, now that the great advantage derived
from the facilities conferred by Rail Roads, are
amply shewn them, will not rest sutisfied, until the
United Kingdom is intersected like the bars of a
gridiron, crossed ! ‘Then, the merchant, the farmer,
the manufucturer, and the traveller for pleasure or
information, will fully support thic expence of themn,
whilst the frequency of their custom, will tend
mutnally te enrich each gratified party.”

We refer our readers totwo articles in this day’s
impression.  One cntitled, “Are we to have a rail-
way crisis,” in which some sensible ideas are
embodied. The other, being an account of a pub-
lic meeting in Halifux, is by no means devoid of
interest.

The Hon. W. Young, in the course ofa most
eloguent speech, expressed his firn conviction that
this project, although so gigantic would be carried
out.
