New York, Aug. 25—In approving the

RUSSIANS,  FROM AIR
BOMBARD SUBLRBS
OF TURKISH CAPITAL

London, Aug. 25.—Bombardment of
thc outskirts of Constantinople by a
Russian aeroplane squadron, = resulting
in the death or injury of forty-one per-
sons, is announced in a despatch from
Athens to the Central News.

The attack was made on Monday on
the Asiatic suburbs of Constantinople.
Thirty Turks, eight Greeks and three
Armenians were killed or wounded.

says:—*If your army is equal in num-
bers approximately to that of the ene-
my, nine of the ten advantages of the
terrain should be on your side. Employ
all your mental resources, all your phy-{
sical efforts, all your diligence in ob-
taining them.” He intimates that an:
army may be too large as well as too
small, for the larger it becomes the
more difficult 1s it to move and feed.
On this ~account, he says that the
strength of an army depends upon num-
bers less than upon efficiency.

tant gut. Says Loutao:

“There are four things to which a
general must give careful attention (1)
Time—the establishment of his reputa-
tion; (2) place—he must be familiar
with the country in which he operates;
(8) opportunity, which, if he is skilled,
he will be able to create; (4) the’con-
dition of the troops as regards strength,
ability and morale. War should be so
conducted that one need not wage itl
again for the same cause. Those who |
master the true principles of the art of
war will be able to subsist their armies
at the expense of the enemy. An army
should be so disposed that all the corps
of which it is composed can mutually
support and defend each other whenever
requisite.”

The Wings of an Army
" ®The troops in the right wing and
those in the left must fulfil for those in
the centre the same function that the
wings of a bird fulfil for its body. Its
wings impart to fhe bird the ability to
pass quickly from: one.paint to another
and enable it to move in any direction
at will. Thé troops posted on the right
and those posted on the left should en-
. able a general quickly to make any dis-
position of his army that he may see
fit. The mobility and strength of birds
are generally proportionate to the size
and strength \of their wings. This
should likewise be true of an army. The
two wings of an army should be com-
posed of the most mobile, the best dis-
ciplined, the most experienced troops.

TOWN PLANNING

|| An Important Letter From W. F.

Burditt, Secretary of Commiss-
ion

To the Editor of The Times:

Sir,—As there seems to  be a certain
degree of misapprehension with regard
to the action which the city is taking and
is about to take in the matter of town
planning, may I ask space for a few
words of explanation?

The New Brunswick Town Planning
Acty passed in April, 1912, provides that
any city or town council may apply to
the lieutenant-governor-in-council for au-
thority to prepare a town planning
scheme for any land which is in course
of development, or is likely to be used
for building purposes, with the gemeral
object of securing suitable provision for
traffic, proper sanitary conditions, ame-
nity and convenience in connection with
the laying out of streets and kindred
matters. And that the government may
authorize a local authority—such as the
city council—to prepare and put into
efiect a town planning scheme with ref-
erence to any land within, or in the
neighborhood of, the area over which it
has municipal control.

The regulations which govern the mode
of procedure in putting the act into op-
eralion provide that a local authority
(city or town council), before making
application to the government for au-
thority to exercise the powers conferred
by the act, must define the area’ for
which it proposes to prepare a town plan-
ning 'scheme, give public notice one

month in advance of its intention, and|

provide, for public inspection, a map
showing in outline the boundaries of the
proposed area,

The object o! thus requiring the pub-
lication of notice, is that any parties in-
tcrested who wish to make any . objec-
tions or representations ‘with reference
to the lands proposed to be included
within the area, may have an opportun-
ity of being heard.

The St. John city council has now
taken only this first step. Assisted by
the counsel of Mr. 'Thos. Adams, town
planning adviser to the Commission of
Conservation, when he was here in
March last, a certain area which it was
thought advisable to include in a town
planning scheme was determined upon
and defined in outline. During .the in-
tervening five months the city engineer
has prepared a map, showing the boun-
daries of the area, on a scale of eight
inches to the mile, as required by the
regulations. This map is now open for
inspection at the office of the common
clerk, Mr, H. E. Wardroper, City Hall.

From the above it will be understood
that the preparation of the scheme' it-
self has not yet been undertaken; no
plans for the future development of the
area have been made even in the barest
oeutline. The present step relates only
to; the determination of the
‘which

eme—its extent and what shall be
included within it,

If anyone should question the neces-
sity for including within the scheme so
wide an area, the boundaries of which
are in some places as much as five miles

from the city’s eentre, it may be said|

in reply that town planning looks to the
future as well as the present—perhaps
even more to the future than to the
present—and endeavors to take into con-
sideration the expansion which may pos-
sibly take place in the next half century.
Furthermore, it is not proposed to plan
for all this wide area at once and in de-
tail, but only as necessity may arise.

If the application is approved, the

first step in preparation of a scheme!

will be to determine, in co-operation and
conference with municipal authorities
and property owners, the best location
for main asterial and connecting roads,
having regard to facilities for traffic, di-
rectness of communication, easy grades,
etc. The determination of suitable
widths of roadway for streets according
to their character and prospective use
would probably come next, provision be-
ing made for narrower roadway and
consequent economy of maintenance, but
ample width between building lines in
purely residential streets. The regula-
tion of building lines would follow as a
consequence. Doubtless some provision
would be made for the protection of resi-
dential districts from the intrusion of
undesirable occupation.

Provision would also be made for pub-
lic open spaces as well as for the pre-
vention of overcrowding in private prop-
erty and the many kindred matters that
come under the head of town planning
would receive consideration in turn as
the details of the scheme were worked
out. In short, the general aim and ob-
ject in preparing and carrying out a
scheme would be to avoid, so far as pos-
sible, the mistakes of the past and so
plan for future development as to pro-
vide the utmost convenience for traffic,
the best facilities for business and in-
dustry, coupled with healthful and
agreeable conditions of life for the citi-
zens.

Mr. Thomas Adams is expected again

Solid Rock Between Prevents

Undermining

ON HARTMANN'S WEILERKOFF

Underground City For The De-
fenders — “War Will Last
Seventeen Years, Untill There
Are no More Children”

Paris, Aug. 24—We motored up a road
newly built through the woods—a really
remarkable feat—to the top of a moun-
tain, from which we walked to the
summit of the Hartmanns Wellerkopf,
I will explain this most important posi-
tion in some detail, as' I am specifically
allowed to do by the French censorship.
The last part of the road—over which
all supplies are carried—is under fire of
the German artillery, but it is not until
one reaches the. very base of the round
knob, which is the Hartmanns Weller-
kopf, that one enters the boyau.

We immediately entered the front
line trenches. Looking through a steel
peephole, I saw the German front trench
only ten yards away. I asked at once
how lines could remain so close, why
mines were not exploded underneath
each other’s trenches.

“Solid rock,” said the officer. That is
the explanation; it is only on solid rock
that such positions as this can be
found.

Odd bullets whined continually over-
head; two shells exploded in the open
space behind a wing at one corner not
twenty-five yards away; another explod-
ed at the very base of the trench, among
the entanglements, within only a few
feet of us, the smoke, acrid and dis-
agreeable, hiding for a minute men at
our very side—for the artillery of both
armies shell each other's front line
trenches ten yards apart from positions
perhaps 8,000 yards away.

We motored later to the headquarters
of a regiment, and here we saw the be-
ginning of a remarkable underground

icity. The trenches and chambers are all

covered, yards of -earth overhead, with
heavy wood supports and even fireplaces
—a winter's work. Here also we saw
one of those sad little improvised ceme-
teries—two graves; flower strewn—which
one sees so often at the front.

We walked straight through the
woods toward Altkirch and at the fur-
ther edge the German infantry opened
fire, as they closely watch these woods,
and the bullets _hammer through the
trees. Going down into a boyau we
made our way directly to the front
lines.

It was curious to watch Altkirch still
and quiet in the afternoon sun.

We continued through the trenches
with the engineer who built them,
three lines connecting at three separate
points, so that there would always be
an, outlet of escape.  They. were .fine
trenches, with wood floors, under which
a gutter ran, the earth at either side
held back by saplings twined together
like wickerwork. A city was “rising”
below ground.

Every few score yards there was a
pail of water, with a bottle of hypo-
sulphite of soda, to use against as-
War here is at a
standstill.

At Dannemarie we saw the general
of division. “The only way to win this
war,” he said, “is to kill enough Ger-
mans.”

An acting brigadier general of Alpine
Chasseurs told me that galety and ap-
timism were his watchwords; that as
everybody knew the war would last
seventeen years (until there were no
more children) one had best enjoy it;

Canadian peaches are more juicy and
delicious than the imported varieties,
and have no suggestion of woodiness.
Plums are also shown in abundance,
and their rich colorings make a most
appetizing display.

The fruit windows are well worth
looking for and the dealers deserve con-
siderable credit for their enterprise in
making their places of business so at-
tractive and enticing. '

man of the company cheers their spirits
up with a grotesque style of wit which
tweaks the nose of Death.

The humor developed by this war is
not exactly suitable for drawing rooms,
but it is remarkably effective in an at-
mosphere of high explosiges. The plain
facts of war are not slurred over in the
way of those at home (literary gentle-
men with delicate souls) who try to pre-
tend that war is a nice clean thing, full
of poetry and chivalry.

Here we face everything quite frank-
ly—deadbodies, the smell of corruption,
vermin . and all the inevitable brutality
without squeamish phrases. Therefore
our humor is a little coarse at times, but|
healthy and true. We can laugh quite’
heartily for example at new and ingeni-|
ous ways of destroying the enemy, and |
do not sentimentalize over their sudden
death (our soldiers are there to kill and
not to shed tears of pity)-

A Rich Joke,

How we laughed the other day at a
tale of the Germans in some dug-outs,
when a number of grenades, flung by
skilful hands, caught them straight in:
their fat stomachs and blew them all to
bits! It was a rich joke, endrmously‘
good to men living on the edge of Hell,
created, as they firmly believe, by Ger-
man philosophy. We laughed and laugh-
ed. (It was at a tea-table in a cottage
in a shattered village not far from the
German lines, where German guns were
taking pot-shots into quiet hamlets to
kill civilians,)

And last night, at an officer’s mess,
there was great laughter at the story:
of one of our men, who had spent his |
last cartridge in defending an attack.'
“Hand me down your spade, Mike,” he|
! said, and as six Germans came one by!
| one round the end of a traverse he split|
each man’s skull open with a deadly}

blow.

“Splendid fellow!” said a military
chaplain, laughing very heartily, (This|
priest does not believe in the senti-
mentalities of war.) “That man ought
to have the Victoria Cross.”

The oddest incidents happen in this
extraordinary life of war to provide al
litle chance of mirth. It was, for in-!
stance, very funny the other day, when a
spy hunt took place, a man being dis-
covered at work with a telephone.

“We've got him, sir,” shouted a Brit-
ish Tommy, and many shots were fired
rather wildly, until the captain ap-
proached with his revolver and put it
against the forehead of the culprit.
“What are you doing here, you scoun-
drel?” he asked sternly.

“Telephoning to the battery,” said the
alleged spy, who was an honest Eng-
lishman, “Who’s your officer?” asked the
astounded captain. The head of a little
gentleman appeared, and a mild voice
said, “I am.” Rather a good joke, that!
Bayeneted His First Man,

That was a rare joke, too, when a
Kitchener’'s Army man bayoneted his
first German the other day, and was so
cock-a-hoop that he stood with one foot
on his dead foe in the attitude of Lewis
Waller in romantic melodrama. “I
laughed until the tears came into my
eyes,” said a young lieutenant who wit-
nessed the operation.

They have queer fancies, sohe of our
British soldiers from the rural districts,
as, for instance, when a day or two ago
some of them went to a great deal of
trouble with a dead German—he had

a bit of sniping, too, and there was gen-
eral laughter when he described a trick
that caught out two Germans who were,
as he said, just a little too clever, They
marched up their trench with a dummy
which bobbed up its head now and again
to draw the snipers’ fire. But the snip-
ers did not fire until the two Germans,
anxious to see the reason’for the failure
of their ruse, poked their own heads up.

“We got them nicely,” said the lieu-
tenant, laughing heartily, “and down
went the Germans—dummy and all. It
was ‘enormously comic.”

Go into the dug-outs of the gunners,
and there are nine chances to one you
will arrive in the middle of a joke, Go
Lwhere the ‘shells are bursting, and I
swear to you upon my honor, that you
will hear men laugh as they scramble for

An act providing for a standard chart-
er for cities and towns might be intro-
duced independently by the government
or as the result.of a commission of in-
vestigation. Conditions in no city or
town in New Brunswick are so out of
the ordinary -as ‘to demand special and
favored legislation. It is not too late
for the government to have prepared a
.standard charter to meet conditions that
may arise, after @ vote is taken by the
people of the City of Saint John on the
form of government most favored - by
them. R ;
The City of Séint John at the last ses-
sion of the legislature was empowe
to appoint a commission of investiga-
tion on tax methgds. The mayor and
aldermen of St. John city, under the act,
have’ been pleased to appoint a commis-
sion of five men, four residing in the
City of Saint John, and one from this
city. It is a matter of congratulation
that the City of Saint John was able to
secure men capable of carrying out the
work undertaken without . going be-
yond the Province of New Bn'mswlcl'x.

The same line of reasoning 1is applic-
able to any special tax act for the City
of Saint John as is applicable to special
form of government for the City of Saint
John. Taxation within the municipali-
ties of New Brunswick should be stand-
ardized.

Mr. Farrell, in his address to the
union at Moncton, in 1918, referred to
a matter of endorsation by the province
of all bonds issued by municipalities
within' the province. The action of the
government of New Brunswick, follow-
ing the destruction of the Town of
Campbellton, was in effect an endorse-
ment of that town’s bond issue, and if for
any similar reason it became necessary
for the governgnent of New Brunswick
to assist any town, city or municipality
it would undonbtedly do so- Therefpre
the government of New Brupswu:k
might as well; go far as liability is con-
cerned, go the full length of g'ufirantee-
ing all bonds issued by mumc_xpal au-
thority within the province. This would
enable the smaller communities to sell
their bonds at highest market rate.
