Calendar Experts Plan Year

With Thirteen

Equal Months

GENEVA, Juné 80.—The calendar
reform experts of the League of Na-
tions, according to current reports, are
moving slowly but surely to the con-
viction that the year should be divided
into 13 months of equal length instead
of the present system of 12 months.

By this system each month would
have 28 days, and the day needed to
complete the 865 would be added to
the end of December, as a 29th day,
becoming the eighth day of the last
week of the year. The new 13th months

would be inserted between June and
July, and presumably would be called a
solar mid-year month. When Jeap year
arrives, the scheme provides for the
insertion of an extra day at the end
of June to be known as an inter-
national holiday. {
The committee has reached a tenta-
tive agreement that Easter should be
fixed on the second Sunday in April.
The program of the committee is to
submit the advantages and disadvan-

tages of all plans placed before it to
all interested bodies.

The passing of a resolution that the
building inspector be requested to is-
sue a permit to Miss P. K. Hanson al-
lowing her to repair her building in
North Market street, and a petition
that the council authorize bond issues
for work in the water and sewerage de-
partment in order to provide employ-
ment for men out of jobs, featured the
council meeting held yesterday after-
noon.

The passing of the resolution regard-
ing the restoration of the building in
North Market street ends a warfare of
more than a year’s standing between

the owner of the building and the
building inspector.

The matter was brought up in a com-
munication from E. P. Raymond, so-
licitor for Miss Hanson, who said that
the commissioner of safety had not re-
plied to a letter from him and he did
not think he intended to reply. He
asked that the council pass a resolution
granting Miss Hanson the authority to
make the necessary repairs.

ASSUMES RESPONSIBILITY

Commissloner Frink said he must as-
sume some responsibility in this mat-
ter as he had told Mr. Raymond that
the council had informally agreed that
repairs might be made and ‘he moved
that the building inspector be asked to
grant the permit.

This was seconded by Commissioner
Bullock and passed without a dissent-
ing voice.

A petition signed by a large number
of ratepayers claiming to be out of em-
ploment by the curtailment of work by
the city, urged that the council approve
of bond issues for necessary works in
the water and sewerage department.
One of the jobs named was that of the
new main from Marsh bridge to Little
River.

Commissioner Wigmore said that last
month he had laid off 26 men and 20
more men would have to go very soon.
Among the works which he considered
necessary now was the replacing of the

ANSWER:

If you rate success in terms of money, many
other professions hold out greater inducements
than teaching does, although fortunes have been
made in private schools.

But if you count success in the opportunity
it gives you for self-development along the high-
est lines, for leading an intellectual life and for
doing good to your day and generation, then no
profecsion offers higher rewards than teaching.

So far from teaching being unmanly,
it is, on the contrary, the greatest and
most responsible work that ‘any man
can take upon himself, for the material

* he works with is not wood, nor iron, nor
gold, nor silver, but immortal souls. He
deesn’t build houses. He builds character.
He doesn’t plant potatoes. He implants

tions for good or evil. He does not fashion metal into curious shapes.
He molds the thoughts of ckildren, He does not sell dry goods or
groceries. He “sells” ambition and high ideas and righteousness.

Compared to the teacher’s job, most other jobs are unimportant, for
no other human being on earth does any work so vital as that of training
the minds of little children. They come to the teacher plastic and are as
clay in his hands. Listen in on any group of children and you can hear:
“Teacher says this; teacher says that; teacher does this; teacher does that.”
Teacher is their guide, their oracle, their model.

And especially is the job of the teacher important in this country, where
in our melting pot are assembled a thousand incongruous ingredients that
all have to be blended together into a homegeneous whole of Americanism.

Many of the children come to school from homes of filth and
squalor, from homes of ignorance and vice, from homes of un-
patriotic nationalities, and it takes a man who is every inch a maa
to undo the work of their patents, to combat the influences of their
homes, and to turn them into law-abiding citizens.

This is no work for a dainty, young girl to perform in the interim be-
tween the time she graduates and the time she gets married.

NEGROES TO FIGHT
JM CROW LAWS

Campaign Launched to Raise
$1,000,000 in Chicago For
-Equal Rights

CHICAGO, June 29—A campaign
to raise $1,000,000 to fight the segrega-
tion and disfranchisement of negroes
and ‘“Jim Crow~ Iaws has been
launched at a mass meeting of the Na-
tional Association for the Advancement
of Colored People in annual confer-
ence here. The movement was formal-
ly opened by James Weldon Johnson
of New York, secretary of the associa-
tion, The principal address of the
meeting was. delivered by Clarence
Darrow.

Characterizing the practices, against
which the campaign fund will be di-
rected as constituting the “last ves-
tiges of slavery,” Mr. Johnson de-
clared that “such a fund will be a
demonstration of the mass power
which the negro intends to use, and
will serve notice upon the country of
the negro’s determination to secure
and maintain every fundamental right
with every other American citizen.”

“The Federal Government,” Johnson
said, “will use a navy ‘to prevent a
man from taking a drink, but will not
empower a deputy marshal to protect
the negro ballot.”

. Mr. Darrow hailed the beginning of
the end of race prejudice in America
in his address.

SEEK SOLUTION OF

Juridical Union Closes Sessions
of Importance at Swiss
Capital

Canadian® Press Despatch.

PARIS, June 29—Matters of inter-
national importance received the at-
tention of the International Juridical
Union, the closing session of which
was held here yesterday.

The question of neutrality in time of
war, which was lengthily discussed
was interpreted by all speakers in the
sense that there was no neutrality pos-
sible within the League of Nations and
that the countries outside the league
could claim the privileges of neutrality
only so far as it would not affect re-
pressive measures adopted by the
league against one of its members for
infractions of the covenant.

The committee also was asked to
study the question of whether the
thorny problem of enlargement of the
league council might not be dissolved
by the adoption of a system of elect-
ing its members by groups of nations,
either regional or continental.

Speaking in support of organized

rts in the schools Mr. Burden said

t the athlete learned to keep his
body sound, to overcome selfishness, to
adopt team play, at the same time
developing selt reliance and an ability
to make quick decisions. ‘T'he most
valuable lesson of all was obedience to
the leader and rules. I'he true sports-
man was out to play the game rather
then just win. Athletics fostered grit
and endurance more than anything
else ‘and also developed a spirit of
loyalty to school and to country.

SPORT AND STUDIES.

Mr. Burden argued that sport should
be under careful supervision with good
coaching and strict refrain. Athletics
and scholarship could mix, should mix
and often did mix. His own personal
cbservation was that in Fredericton
High School the boys taking part in
athletics made higher averages than
did those who did not. - With regard
to scholastic engagement and sport he
would suggest that a certain standard
be reached before a student be allowed
to engage in athletics. The boy who
was making progress in his studies,
but who -served efficiently on com-
mittees and was good in sports, had in
him the making of a better citizen
than had the boy who was a leader in
study and was good for nothing else.

There was a possibility of over-
development in sport and this should
be guarded against. For New Bruns-
wick schools he would advocate the
formation of an Interscholastic Union
in affiliation with the Maritime body.

Dr. W. S. Carter mentioned the im-
portance attached to athletics in the
selection of Rhodes Scholars.

In regard to the Beaverbrook travel-
ing scholarship the suggestion had been
that those tobe chosen should bethose
most regular in attendance at insti-
tutes and summer schools. .

C. Y. Wetmore discussing school
athletics said that in the schools form-
ing the Kings county unlon member-
ship on teams was conditional on pass
marks made by the boys.

TRAINING HARD FOR

Predicts Eggs
Will be Higher
Next _Hf inter

REDERICTON, N.B,, June 29—
Backward spring coanditions
which have prevailed during the
present year are expected to cause
higher prices for eggs during next
winter, according to officials who
have been engaged in a survey of
poultry conditions throughout the
province. The cold backward
spring has materially reduced -
hatches of chickens throughout the
province, said Leslie Wood, poul-
try superintendent of the Provin-
ical Department of Agriculture.

FARM STAND GIVEN
BY MISS MPHAIL

Dominion-wide Inquiry is
Needed Before Parlia-
ment Meets Again

‘OTTAWA, June 29—“The farm
party stands for a complete clean-up
of the customs from coast to coast,”
said Miss Agnes MacPhail, to the
Canadian Press after this morning’s
caucus. “The present inquiry has been
ccnfined to only two ports and has but
scratched the surface. It must be ex-
tended from coast to coast and be com-
plete and without fear or favor, irre-
spective of where the chips fall. There
should be a judicial enquiry, and this
should represent all groups in the
Hcuse—that is to say one judge should
be nominated by the Liberals, one by
the Conservatives and one by the Inde-
pendent groups. This commission
should proceed to work immediately
after adjournment of Parliament and
Parliament should not meet again until
the report is complete, whether it takes
six or eight months. Then Parliament
will be in a position to consider the
whole question on its merit; there will
be no sheltering of higher ups, to what-
ever party they may belong and the
general result will be a clean-up of
political. life in Canada for lasting
benefit. .

READY TO HELP.

“On condition that such a Dominion-
wide judicial enquiry is undertaken, the
Farm group to which I belong, will be
willing of course to facilitate the wind-
ing up the business of the session; the
granting of necessary supply and put-
ting through what legislation remains to
be dealt with. The Senate also should
bz permitted time to consider the legis-
lation sent up to it. If the Conserva-
tive government contents itself with
this program it will not lack our sup-
port.”

Miss MacPhail ridiculed the idea that
Progressives might proceed to vote out
the new government and so force an
election or re-grouping. “That is the
last thing we want,” she said. “We
want to see the legislation before Par-
liament carried through, and we do
feel that before there is an election the
customs probe must be completed.”

LOT OF WORK,

As many persons have no idea of
the work involved in getting out a new
directory and the safeguards used to
prevent error it is of interest to follow
the steps taken.

When an order for a telephone is
placed by a new subscriber, six copies
of this order are made out. One goes
to the chief operator’s department,
where a number is assigned. When
the installation is completed, the plant
department notifies the chief oper-
ator’s clerk, who makes a final test
with the subscriber, checking the tele-
phone number, name and listing for
correct spelling, street address, etc.
All of this information is checked and
noted on the order, which, when com-
pleted, with the necessary record filled
in, is turned over to the directory de-
partment.

The listing is then placed by the
directory clerk on what is known as
the printers’ copy. This printers’ copy
is kept alive all the time and consists
of pages of the directory pasted on
loose leaf sheets. Changes ar¢ made
daily. ‘

After the date of closing of the di-
rectory, whi¢h is May 18 and Novem-
ber 18 of each year, a complete check-
ing of all changes on the printers’ copy
is made before it is sent to the print-
ers. A galley proof comes back from
the printers and is checked for accur-
acy as to numbers, names, ete. The
galley proof is then sent to the printers
ard a page proof returned, and this is|
also checked. Another final checking is|
made before the press run.

The present issue is well gotten up
and is printed on paper of good quality.
