New York, Aug. 27—A letter writ­
ten by Warren G. . Harding, June 15, 
exhorting newspaper editors in the U. 
S. td use their power to end war, was 
made public last night by Walter Well­
man, journalist and author.

In the letter to Mr. Harding decried 
the isolation policy of the U. S.. Mr. 
Harding wrote that he had been in­
formed, that some newspaper editors 
were considering a plan to use the 
power of the press to ascertain the 
opinion of the people of the U. S. upon 
the problem of the duty of the U. S. 
“in world re-organisation for the aboli­
tion of war, the region of international 
war without tribunals instead of bat­
tlefields as courts of last resort, and 
the creation of a system of intematiohal 
co-operation without super-government 
or encroachment upon the independence 
of any nation designed permanently, to 
(preserve peaces neighborlly relation­
ships, economic stability and prosper­
ity among all the peoples of the world. 
Must Meet Problem.

,‘*I Dave long since become convin­
ced,” he wrote, “that the U. S. should 
not and will not enter the much dis­
cussed League of Nations, but that 
conviction has not destroyed the hope 
that there may be found a way to 
world Association and attending world 
understanding. In my 'opinion that is 
a problem which the U. S. must soon 
meet with earnestness and courage, and 
thÿ it will be of great help to the 
Government when it proceeds toward 
a practical solution of the problem to 
have a definite formation of public 
opinion to build and rely upon.

“I further believe that in this great 
task of helping to make the world safe 
for humanity, no political party should 
seek selfish advantages, that he should 
apply our old wholesome tradition that 
party rivalries stop at the edge of the 
high seas. Hence I shall be glad if 
the American press, ignoring partisan­
ship, uses its great power to draw 
forth the best thoughts, heart and soul 
of our people. In such a crystal!ra­
tion will be read the decision of the 
Republic.”

IS FOURTH VICTIM 
OF RUM PIRATES

Paris, Aug. 24—Do strawberries 
cause cancér? This startling question 
arises from the latest reseatches de­
scribed at the Strasbourg Cancer Con­
gress.

Investigations by Professors Flbieger, 
of Copenhagen, and Borrd, of Stras­
bourg, established that cancer In the 
liver and intestines of rats was due to 
a parasite derived from the eggs of a 
worm inhabiting the intestines of cats.

Professor Borrel asks, “Is cancer in 
man caused by a similar process?”

A delegate frpm the Pasteur Institute 
emphasized “the possible danger from 
vegetables and fruit usually eaten raw, ! 
Buçh as strawberries, radishes, and 
salads, which are habitually grown onj 
manure beds.”

The congress passed a 
drawing pubUc attention to the danger 
of cancer developing in the intestines 
owing to the contamination of garden 
products eaten

The famoiis Polish professors, Lasz- 
czynsky and Wachtel, who have ar­
rived in Paris, have made public startl­
ing statistics which have caused much 
discussion here.

KIND CITY LIGHTS. (Boston Herald.)
These are great days for tunnels — 

tunnels in the making, tunnels just 
completed and tunnels planned. If you 
want an example near home, take- that 
latest venture in tdnneling beneath ti e 
Hudson. This time it is to lie a tun­
nel for vehicles, the prediction being 
that, when it is complete, 43,000 auto­
mobiles, motor trucks and other car­
riages will traverse it from end to end 
every day ! The aim is to make better 
connections between New York and 
New Jersey; the scale on which the 
work is being done may be called col­
ossal. More than a thousand men are 
engaged, 8,000 feet of the tunnel have 
already been made, and there are ex­
pectations that it will have been put 
through “in the rough” by the spring 
of 1925. Then the engineers will add 
the concrete lining and arrange the 
roadway, making it the Summer of 
1926 before the structure can be open­
ed for use.

For a tunel just made, turn far afield 
to New Zealand. Rejoicing crowds 
gathered the other day 
the latest triumph of British engineer­
ing. The new structüre extends from 
Otirn to Arthur’s Pass, its- underground 
length measuring nearly six miles, It 
had to be driven for a large part of the 
way under mountains, and the “first 
shot” on the work was fired in April, 
1908, by the then prime minister, Sir 
J. G. Ward. Straightway formidable 
difficulties were encountered. Climatic 
conditions retarded operations, for the 
area has a high rainfall, violent gales 
and long periods when the tempera­
ture falls below freezing point; what 
is called ‘an effort of stupendous en­
ergy” was needed to keep the em­
bankments safe from torrents.

WICKED LONDON.

(New York Times.)
From the report of Sir William 

Horwood, Commissioner of London 
Police for 1922, let us take first the I 
only comforting details. These f'elate 
to the clothing and lighting of the 
London bobbies, an amiable, polite, 
patient, but, as will be seen, inefficient 
set of men. In Winter those robust 
legs are to be encased in trousers . of 
a dainty cloth equal to that supplied 
to Inspectors, instead of the harsh 
stuff of former days.” Will not this 
luxury have a demoralizing effect? 
Conservatives will regret the change 
in the lighting system. An electric 
concern is to replace the dim, familiar 
oil lamp on the belt. This mechanical 
improvement only makes sharper the 
demoralization of London morals 
which the Commissioner records, tin 
spite of the utmost efforts of the po­
lice, hundreds of prosecutions, fat 
fines and costs paid by convicted book­
makers, the evil of street betting “does 
not abate.”

The picture of drunkenness is sin­
ister, if much less so than in 1914, 
when 77,000 persons were charged 
with it. In 1918, under the severe re­
strictions of the war, the number fell 
to a little more than 11,000. In 1922 it 
was
6,400 of them women, 30,799 were con­
victed. This is an increase of more 
than 3,300 since 1921, an increase of 

than 900 convicted drunken 
women. Compare these figures with 
those of our own more self-controlled 
community. According to Commission­
er Enright’s report for 1921, arrests 
for intoxication in that year were 
8,169, whereas the average for the 
years 1910 to 1914 was 27,504. Accord­
ing to statistics published by Muni­
cipal Judge Gemmill of Chicago, there 
were 11,402 arrests for drunkenness 
here in New York in 1922. Even if this 
unofficial statement be accepted, it 
shows that this city is three times as 
moral as London. Only in the matter 
of comparative peccadillos, such as 
murder, does London shine.

“Twenty-six cases of murder of per­
sons above one year of age were rec­
orded, as against twenty-one in 1921. 
Arrests were effected in thirteen cases, 
and in the remaining thirteen the 
murderer committed suicide. The total 
number of persons apprehended and 
charged was sixteen, as against seven 
for 1921. Of the sixteen (one being for 
a murder committed in 1921), thirteen 
were convicted and sentenced to death, 
and three were found to be Insane at 
the time of the commission of the 
crime.”

In New York in 1921, 237 murders 
were reported. There were 34 convic­
tions. New York is devoted to the 
prevention and punishment of crimes 
worse than murder.

two weeks’ time over the counter at 
retail? Would you take a gamble that 
you could sell that many “seconds” of 
a widely advertised make of collar 
and take a small profit on the busi­
ness?

• That is what was done by the Wil­
liam Filene’s Sons Company, better 
known to the shopping public as “Fi­
lene’s.

The census man credits Boston with 
a. population of less than 800,000. The 
entire metropolitan district, including 
Boston, from which the great bulk of 
Boston shoppers come, has a popula­
tion of approximately two millions. Yet 
Filene’s took the gamble and sold sev­
eral thousands more than a million 
collars in two weeks.

B. F. Raphael, merchandise man­
ager of Filene’s bargain basement store, 
signed a contract for the entire lot of 
seconds of a nationally known brand' 
of collars which were salable- This con­
stituted the entire accumulation of the 
manufacturer for two years. They had 
but slight imperfections, some virtu­
ally not noticeable, and any that were 
found to be unfit for sale were to be 
returned to the manufacturers for al­
lowance.
on to the customers, any who was dis­
satisfied being permitted to return the 
collars.

Merchandising of the collars over the 
counters in Filene’s Automatic Bar­
gain Basement commenced with the re­
ceipt of the first shipment. The ad­
ditional shipments were placed on sale 
as rapidly as they arrived, almost 
daily.
stock went on the counters every day, 
and any purchaser who did not find 
what he desired on the first day was 
pretty sure to locate it on the fol­
lowing day.

This plan was advantageous in sev­
eral ways. It provided a new stock of 
merchandise daily. It did away with 
the necessity of finding storage space 
for. the big lot of collars until the de­
mand at the counters exhausted the 
stock. It permitted easy handling of 
the collars because the lots were han­
dled upon arrival, In comparaitvely 
small quantities when compared with 
the total number put on sale. It was 
not necessary to interfere with the other 
departments of the store nor were ad­
ditional sales people required to handle 
the goods.

Filene’s publicity campaign was also 
out of the ordinary. It commenced with 
a brief two-line notice that the pur­
chase of a large quantity of the col­
lars had been made, 
ment was enlarged on in the daily 
newspaper advertisements, and with 
the opening of the sale a quarter-page 
advertisement was devoted to it. But 
the drive was only just getting under 
way. During the sale not only was 
newspaper space used liberally, but 
mailing lists were also used and the 
campaign ended with a full two-page 
imitation newspaper sent through the 
mails, set up and printed in imtation 
on the front and second pages of a local 
paper, every item being devoted to 
some phase of the collar sale.

A crew of 40 men started at work 
on Saturday morning at 7 o’clock and 
worked right through until three 
o clock tills morning, at which time 
the last connection was made and the 
water turned into the mains again.

, The water was shut off one of the 24 
inch mains and the 12 inch, leaving 
one 24 in service. The connections of 
these two with the 80 inch were Com­
pleted about noon yesterday and the 
water was turned into them and the 
other 24 shut off and the connections 
with it being finished this morning.

The work was done under the per­
sonal supervision of Commissioner 
Wigmore who stayed with the job 
from the time it was started until It 
was completed.

The Commissioner has in mind, and 
is preparing the specifications for an 
extension of the 36 inch main to the 
Marsh Road, this giving a direct ser- 
i ice from Loch Lomond to the city 
distributing mains with a large new 
main and this would enable the older 
mains to be kept as emergency lines. 
Should this project go through, the 

line would be carried down the 
valley from Little River, instead of 
following the line of the present sys­
tem, the cost of such an Installation 
being regarded as much less on ac­
count of having less rock to go 
through.

WHEN A BANK FAILS.
(Toronto Star.)

When a bank falls the news of it is 
received with indignaton by all the in­
terested parties. The depositors and 
the shareholders resent not only the 
financial injury done them, but they 
feel a sense of outrage—they feel that 
their faith was misplaced, their confi­
dence played upon, and that things 
should never have reached a fatal pass 
without some inkling being given them 
of what was happening so that they 
could have taken precautions.

It is complained by some that Gov­
ernment inspection of the banks is not 
close and strict enough, which prob­
ably is true. But the notion in some 
minds appears to be that, under real 
Government inspection, if a bank was 
found to have got anywhere in a cur­
rent that might lead to the brink of 
disaster, the public would be given 
notice in such good time that all de­
positors could draw out their money 
and all the snjall shareholders could 
sell their shares. This would be nice 
if it were possible. But there can be 
no? such service as that to the public, 
even to the innocent public—the small 
depositors and investors who have no 
voice at all in banking, no influence over 
events, who ask only one thing, that 
the bank shall be safe, which those 
who run it says it is, and which the 
Government leaves them to believe it

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There should no doubt be closer gov­

ernment inspection of the dealings of 
a bank in large amounts and in 
tained and contiiflious transactions with 
lange customers.

The notion that the Government’ 
should let people know which banks 
are solid as the rock and which ones, 
if any. are not so strong, is one that 
would never do. A hint like that given 
to the public about any bank would 
be about as sudden and complete in its 
result as if a charge of dynamite had 
been exploded under it.

Nor are depositors justified in feel­
ing resentment against those employes 
of a bank who accepted deposits an 
hour or two before the institution sus­
pended payment. The fact is that these 
employes didn’t know anything about 
what was going to happen. They prob­
ably didn’t sufficiently suspect it even 
to draw their own wages for the cur­
rent week. When a bank fails it is a 
swift decision promptly executed, and, 
if in advance of it any depositor were 
told not to put his money in, but take 
it away to a safer place, a run on the 
bank would begin just as soon as that 
man could reach the streets and pass 
the word to his friends.

While there is always much criti­
cism when a bank fails—and a lot of 
it misdirected—yet there is, perhaps, 
not a sufficient amount of sustained 
enquiry into all the ins and outs of the 
history of a bank that fails. There is, 
a rather too generous tendency to agree 
that in the interests of stability it can­
not be desirable to feed discontent with 
too much regrettable truth about loose 
banking.

TWO WEEKS MORE.
Daylight time will come to an end 

in St. John in two more weeks, the 
clocks being changed back on Satur­
day, September 8, at midnight.

Under the supervision of H. A 
Port», manager, preparations for the 
St. John Exhibition are going forward 
rapidly. Alterations and replacements 
have been made looking to perman­
ence. A bandstand has been erected 
at the base of the grandstand in a sort 
of recess, with provision for storing 
instruments in safety.

“The daddy of them all” has been 
found in the old coin collections, 
letter carrier came into the office on 
Saturday and produced a coin which 
bore the date “1414.” It is a very cur­
ious copper coin, evidently a cent and 
most of the figures and inscriptions 
which once had adorned it, were oblit­
erated but the date was theré. and 
along the border the words, “Halifax, 
N. S.” The rest of the coin was worn 
too smooth to distinguish much el*.

Considering the fact that Columbils 
discovered America in the year 1492 
and that Halifax was founded by Lord 
Halifax in 1749 this is a very remark­
able coin. The Indians of what is now 
Nova Scotia mustx surely have been 
able to peer into the future and to 
read the white men’s minds centuries 
in advance.

Captain Frank W. Pitt, who runs the 
Gondola Point ferry boat, has a silver 
six-pence of the date 1570, on the re­
verse side of which is a rather crude 
impression showing the features of 
Queen Elizabeth. The coin looks as If 
it ha4 been beaten out. This is one of 
a large collect! ori of paper and coined 
money, shown to The Times by the 
Captain. The following wye the old­
est: A $20 Bank of Augusta, Ga., bill, 
dated July 4, 1850; a Confederate note, 
dated June 24, 1862, at Richmond, for 
$100, with interest at two cents a day, 
and payable, six months after the rati- 
ftcation of peace. On the reverse side 
of the note, were three stamps indicat­
ing that the interest had been paid in 
1863, 1864, and 1866. Also he has Con­
federate notes of 1864 for $60 and $100.

Among his coins are a five franc 
piece, bearing the bust of Charles X., 
of France, dated 1826; a William IV, 
one and a half penny piece, 1884; 
Mexican quarter reals, 1855 and 1879; 
Spanish coins, 1711, and 1741, and an 
old coin dated 1764, bearing the words 
“Schilling, Courant, Mechlenb, Schwer- 
ine, Munze, on the reverse side.
