San Francisco, Nov. 30—Gold bulion, 
valued at more than $125,000 and stored 
in the specie vault of the ocean liner 
Sonoma, was stollen while the vessel was 
on the high seas on her way to this port 
from Sydnéÿ. The theft, one of the most 
daring robberies of the sea, was discov­
ered when the steamer arrived here 
Tuesday morning.

Investigation showed that the sup­
posed burglar-proof locks of the vaults 
had been filed off and five strong boxes 
containing the bullion removed. Locks, 
the exact duplicate of those removed, 
were then snapped on the vaults. This 
precaution on the part of the robbers 
covered up their act until the Sonoma 
arrived here, as an inspecion is made 
each day of the vaults.

Specie, is the first shipment removed 
from a vessel. When those in charge of 
the bullion opened the Sonoma’s vaults, 
preparatory to delivery, the five boxes 
containing the bûllion were gone. The 
keys for the original locks fitted the 
substitute ones exactly.

As soon as the robbery was ‘discovered ! 
officers of the vessel notified officials of 
the company. Captain Matheson, with 
detectives, hurried to the scene. The bul­
lion was consigned from Australian 
banks to the International Banking Cor­
poration, according to Frederick S. Sam­
uels, general manager of the Oeeani 
Steamship Company.

Captain and his men scoured the ves­
sel from stem to stem.

More than three years' of pounding by 
the Atlantic swells has transformed the 
great liner into a heap of twisted debris ; 
and her decks, which settled down on the 
sea bottom, cover an area of several 
hundred feet. The wreck was practic- 
'ally covered with gravel and silt when 
the divers located it, as it is in a posi­
tion in which it receives the full force 
of the Atlantic gales. This obstnrtion 
had to be pumped away as far as pos­
sible by powerful pumps placed in posi­
tion by the divers, as the gold was at 
the bottom of the huge mass of Wreck­
age. The plate girders had to be blasted 
and cut away by explosives, and the task 
of the divers was both difficult and dan­
gerous. In consequence ' of this the 
Racer carried a re-compression chamber 
for the purpose of treating cases of ill­
ness which the divers might contract in 
the course of their hazardous task.

The vesfcl engaged in salvaging the 
gold in the Laurentic is about all that 
remains of the splendid Admiralty Salv­
age Section which was brought into be­
ing during the war. With this exception 
the section came to an end with the com­
pletion of the wreck-raising operations 
on the Belgian coast. In the case of the 
Laurentic the rate paid is half-a-crown 
for every £100 worth of gold recovered, 
and this divided among all employed in 
the work is equal to about one-half- 
penny per cent, per head.

1 Bed this morning were all colored peo­
ple residing in Truro and all told of see­
ing the accused there at various times 
during the first three days of August G. 
H. Vernon, counsel for the accused said 
that he would have only two or three 
more witnesses for the defence. The 
prosecution was conducted by Hon. J.

The cross-examination of Archie Paris 
was resumed when the court opened.
