As a consequence his
summer has afforded very little opportun-
ity for rest and recreation. Despite the
rush, however, he has come through it
well and is in splendid shape.

The most important object of his trip
was to discuss with the British authorities
the naval question. As to the result of the
regotiations which, by the way, are still
unfinished, the prime minister had made
it clear that no announcement may be ex-
pected immediately. What form the policy

(The Telegraph).

Lest spring The Telegraph bhad the pleas-
ure of announeing that &he Celdbreock
Realty & Development Company, eompesed
of New Brunewiek and Montreal parties,
hed aequired the Gilbers property at Cold-
brook, eonsisting of ngarf; 800 acres, and
intended to develop i as an industrial
eentre. Although the purehase was only
made on the first of May last, a great deal
of work hes nlready seen done toward
redldn‘ the aims a{ the eempa First
of all, i wes necessaty to build a spur
line from the Intercolonial railway to the
property in order to give trackage facili-
ties, This has been done by the Inter
colonial railwly autherities a¢ the expense
of the ecompany, and the epur is already
proviig a greal convenlence in bringing
cement and other materials needed for the
construction of the automobile factory of
the ,erihme Motor Company Lithited, as
a site for which two acres have been
bought from the Realty & Development
Company. It {s intended to carry the spur
further into the property, and indeed
wherever it may be requh'eg to give track-
:fn facilities to other factorles, for the

tablishment of which the company is
pre te offer exceptional advantages.

The Telegraph is informed that it is in-
tended to ressrve from fifty to eeventy-five
scres for factories, keeping them entirely
separate from the residence portion, where
houses will be erected for the factory em-
ployes.

A portion of the level land, of which
there are about 160 acres, will be sub-
divided into acreage lots for market gar-
dening purposes, the soil belng rich and
admirably adapted for the raising of celery,
cabbagos and other vegetables.

Another large area, comsisting of up-
wards of 400 mcres, extends for about a
mile up a beautiful valley, with sloping
hill sides thoroughly sheltered by a ﬂigh
ridge from the north winds, and present-
ing opportunitics for many .attractive
home.ntes.

DR. - TOWNSEND GIVES
AN IMPORTANT TALK

Some Health Matters Affecting St.
John Referred to by Sanitarium
Superintendent

Dr. David Townsend, of the River
Glade Sanitarium, who was in the city
yesterday, eaid that the work on the build-
ing at River Glade had been greatly de-
layed on account of the wet weather. He
did not think that the institution would
be ready for patients by October 1, as was
expected but that the opening would be
some time later,

“One great thing that I have noticed in
my work in your province,” said Dr.
Townsend, “is that many of the people do
not know how to feed themselves, and
for this reason many get into a condition
when they succumb to the attack of the
tuberculosis bacilli. Good milk and eggs
form a fine food and the people should be
taught the food value of these articles. A
glass of milk has as much nourishment as
a pound of meat, but even some of the
farmers in New Brunswick pass by these
foods and eat pork, which is very good
when fresh, but which loses its good
points when eld.”

“Many people as soon as they hear that
& person has tuberculosis immediately gay
‘that he is doomed but this is far from
the truth and all one needs is the proper
care and advice. The sanitarium at River
Glade will be a means of teaching means
of prevention rather than the cure of the
disease. People should sleep more with
their windows open, especially if employed
at inside work. Some- of the clerks in the
big stores will work there all day long and
then perhaps spend four or five nights at
dances or other indoor entertainments,
while Sunday will likely be spent: at
something that will tire them so that they
are in worse condition Monday than on
Baturday. This kind of life weakens peo-

ple so that the tuberculosis germ has a
chance to work in their systems.”

8t. John could be a very healthy city if
proper sanitary conditions prevailed, was
the opinion of Dr. Townsend and he was
sure that the people would soon get to
realize the proper way of living necessary
for freedom from tubereculois.

He also pointed out that the dust of St.
Jonh streets would have a tendency to
carry tuberculosis baeilli,

All cases of tuberculosis should be re-
ported to the authorities and then the
sanitary conditions of the district where
the disease prevails could be looked into
and improvements made.

Dr. Townsend believed that conditions
here would be bettered but the people
must bring the improvements themselves.
“In the same way that the people caused
the repairs to King street,” he said, “so
will they eventually demand that foods be
handled with all necessary precautions and
that cases of tuberculosis be handled with
precautions necessary for the prevention
of the apread of the- disease,”

In Rex vs. O'Donnell, charged with
stealing 54 silver spoons, - the judge in
\charging the jury said: —‘“The prisoner
{ complains that his money was taken from

!hxm and that he was therefore deprived
! of makmg his defence. Generally speak-
ing it is not right that a man’s money
should be taken away from him, unless it
is connected in some way with the prop-
erty stolen. If it is connected with the
robbery it is quite proper thaf. it should
be taken, but unless it is, it is not a fair
' thing to take away his money which he
i might use for the defence. I believe con-
stables are too much in the habit of tak-
ing away everything they find upon a prie-
oner, which is certainly not right. And
this is a rule wh}ch ought to be obgerved
by all policemen.”

In Wright vs. Court, the court decided
that a constable cannot justify handcuffing
a prisoner unless the prieoner has at-
tempted to escape. The defendant had
been arrested for felony and he brought
an action against the constables and the
court said that the pohce constables have
justified handcuffing in order to prevent
his escape, but they do not aver that it
wae necessary for that purpose or that he
had attempted to escape.

* Mr. Justice Williams, in summing up
a case, stated that “on the one hand it
is clear that the police ought to be fully

the powers necessarily entrusted to the
police are not made an instrument of op-
pression : or tyranny towards even the
meanest, the most depraved and the bas-
est subject of the realm. The officer might
take all proper and necessary means for
the securing of the prisoner but at the
same time he must take care not to use
any wanton or unnecessary violence in
taking these . means. Handcuffing is a
reasonable, requisite means for preventing
the escape of those arrested, but that
everyone that is conveyed from the police
station to the magistrate’s court is to be
handcuffed, seems to me to be an unjusti-
fiable view of the law and one in which
police officers are mistaken.”

The question  in such cases is had the
officer used unjust means to secure the
safe custody of the prisoner?

As to searching prisoners, which is not
& serious as handcuffing, the same judge
said:—"“Even when a man is confined for
being drunk and disorderly, it is not cor-
rect to eay that he must submit to the
degradation of being searched as the
searching of the person arrested must de-
pend on all the circumstances of the case.”

“Where there is a lawful arrest, the
questions are,” said Mr. Justice Williams,
‘“‘whether or not” the officers in the dis-
charge of their duties used unnecessary
violen§: either in apprehending him, re-
tainin;® him whilst in custody, or in tak-
ing him before the magistrate. If any un-
necessary viglence was used then the pol-
ice constable is liable.”

Even Barrington, the celebrated pick-
pocket, was protected by the court. It
was. at the Old Bailey in London. He
made an application in person for the re-
turn of property taken off his person on
being arrested and Chief Baron Eyre dir-
ected the money to be restored.

Summing Up

From those cases cited, the law govern-
ing the conduct of police constables in
making an arrest, including searching,
handcuffing and unnecessary violence, is
abundantly clear. Heretofore all I have
said regarding the law applicable is taken
from decisions of the supreme courts in
England and Canada. The distance from
where the arrest was made to the \orth
End police station s only about 200 yards,'
and is not an unimportant circumstance.

Was it necessary to handcuff the pris-

oner under the evidence adduced?
Not one of the four pohcemen who as-
sisted at the arrest show any signs of vio-
lence by White; whilst on the other hand,
White's body, face and head, show many
signs of violence. In the words of a de-
cided case, “is not this palpable evidence
of wanton and unnecessary violence?”’

Was the conduct of the police humane?
Was the use of the baton on White's head
necessary or Justiﬁable From the cases
cited, from the testimony given and par-
tlcularly from the evidence of the “police
constables themselves, from the circum-
stances attending the arrest and from the
physician’s testimony, I have come to the
conclusion that there has been no case in
law made out against White. As it is a

matter of considerable importance, affect-
ing, as it does, the conduct of the police
!and of the unfortunate subject of the King
i who is arrested, I would like that a spe-
cial case would be submitted to the su-
preme court so that we might have, be-
sides the decisions of the English court, a
decision of our own supreme court on the
right to handcuff except to prevent an es-

He is Bill
James of the  Beattle team of the North-
western League and has been purchased
by President Gaffney for the Boston team
next season.

Rube Marquard, after his run of nine-
teen straight victories in the National Lea-
gue, was hailed as the best pitcher in the
game, but many who have seen James pre-
dict that he will outdo the great Mar-
quard and be the sensation of baseball.

Among these boosters is Ted Sullivan,
the Chlcago White Sox scout, who has
been in the Northwestern League looking
for promising material. Sullivan said af-
ter he had seen the Imure Pilgrim play-
er in action:

“He has everything. Let him develop
two years more as he has in the past year
and he will be greater than Rube Mar
quard. He will be the greatest pitcher
that .bageball has ever known.”

James is only twenty years old. He was
born at Iowa Hill, Placer county, Cali-
fornia. Bill started his career as a ball-
player in the sand lote of that small town,
and his progress in the game was rapid.

James made the high echool nine in his
junior year, playing an infield position. On
graduating he played with several semi-
professionals, pitching, and developed
great speed. He did, not have much of an
assortment of curves and could not throw
spitter, but his speed got him by in all
the games.

Emmett Schofield, first baseman of the
Seattle team, saw Bill work in one of his
games and induced the manager of his
team to elgn him. James was signed, but
he was young‘'and the manager of the
team sent him home to grow for a year.
In the spring James reported to the Seat-
tle team and immediately made a hit with
the fans.

This eeason he has established the won-
derful record of seventeen straight victor-
ies and practically every one of these vic-
tories was due to his wonderful pitching.
He fields- his position like a veteran and
is a good hitter, batting this season close
to .275, which is exceptxonally good for
a pitcher. He stands six feet three inches
and weighs close to 200 pounds.

When James and his favorite catcher,
Bert Whaling, were sold to the Boston
Nationals for $8,000, Second Baseman
Chic of the Seattle team remarked:

“Without wishing a slam for Whaling,
the price for James was $7,099.”

James was asked the other day what
was the freakiest incident in his baseball
career and remarked:

“It was down in Maysville, Cal., when
I struck out twenty-two men, but still lost
the game 1 to 0.”

RECENT DEATHS

William Gilchrist died Saturday
morning after a long illness. She had l%een
suffering from heart disease for s
time and the result was not wholly unex-
pected.

By her marri-
age with Mr. Gilchrist there is one duugh-
ter, Miss ’\Iary Gilchrist, who is also
widely known in musical society in this
city. In a large circle of relatives and near
friends Mrs. Gilchrist’s death will be sin-
cerely mourned.

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Decline in Population of Ireland,

Almost Ceases

"~ RECORDS ALL IMPROVE

Court Statistics Show Marked
‘Change for Better—Only Five
of 95 Local Prisons Taken Over
in 1878 Are Now Left

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

Dublin, Aug. 27—Two government Tre-
ports which have been issued this week
give pleasant evidence of the growing pros-
perity of Ireland. They are the annual
report of the registrar-general, which
ehows that the decline in the population
of the country has practically ceased and
the report of the general prisons board of
Ireland which shows that, although the
population is no longer dwindling, crime
is steadily decreasing. Both these reports,
of course, are striking testimony to the
fact that there is more work in Ireland to
keep her population at home and to keep
those who remain at home out of inis-
chief.

The population of Ireland last July was
estimated to be 4,374,584 and the number
of emigrants during the year wae 30,573
which was 4,000 below the average for the
decade from 1901-1910. The decline in pop-
ulation during this decade was only 1-2
per cent compared with 5.2 per cent dur-
ing the preceding ten years.

The total number of marriages in 1911
was 23,473 or 5.32 per 1,000 which is an in-
crease of 0.32 per 1,000 over the rate for
1910 and an increase of 0.21 over the av-
erage rate for the ten years. This, of
couree, is another evidence of increasing

The prison report is even more hopeful.
The total number of prisoners received in
1911 was 23,145  as against 28,434 in 1910.
The number of commitments for the min-
or offences of drunkenness and disorderiy
behavior was 9,258 in 1911 and 10.088 in
1010, while 1,077 male and 345 female of-
fenders were under  the age of twenty-one
Only five of these were under the age of
sixteen whereas ten years ago the comit-
menté of children averaged 120 abnually,
The decrease is due to the law prohibit-
ing the imprisonment of children under
fourteen and of those between the ages of
fourteen and sixteen unless they are of un-
ruly or depraved habits. The number of
“Juvenile adults”—between the ages of six-
teen and twenty-one—was 1,338, a reduc-
tion of nearly forty per cent on the num-
ber of juvenile adults received in 1910.

Another Good Feature %

One of the most significant features of
the report, with reference to the changed
conditions in Ireland, is that dealing with
the prison establishments. Thé board now
has under its charge one convict prison
for men at Maryborough, one conviet and
local prison for men and women at Mount-

mous Kilmainham jail, the use of which
has been discontinued, one Borstal institu-
tion at Clonmel, one state inebriate asy-
lum at Ennis, and five bridewells at Ball-
ina, Birr, Loughrea, Mallow and Newry.
When the board was constituted in 1878 it
took over ninety-five bridewells, of which
only these five are still open and it ie
hoped that it will be possible to close them
also within a year or two.

prison authorities is that of teaching
trades to the prisoners. In a country like
Ireland where agriculture is the chief in-
dustry, agricultural training ie the most
desirable, but most of the prisons are not
equipped with land for the purpose. All
available land, however, is highly cultivat-
ed and at Maryborough the convicts have
reclaimed thirty-four acres of swamp and
turned it into a highly productive farm.
