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REl'ORT OF THE COMMITTEE FOR 185 Î-55.

In again presenting the annual report of the Quebec 
Ladies’ Benevolent Society to the public, the 
Committee would remind its friends and supporters 
cf the good that has been effected in past years 
through its instrumentality ; and, at the same time, 
they would beg them to consider the urgent and 
increasing necessity there exists at present for its 
labors and their co-operation. While, therefore, 
they would thank them for the assistance they have 
already rendered in this labor of love, they would 
continue to press the claims of the Society upon 
them. The present crisis, in which God in his 
mysterious providence has touched the springs of 
commerce, bears more especially upon the working 
classes, and by depriving many of them of employ­
ment, takes away from them all means of providing 
for themselves and families. These will form a 
large addition to the number of those who are usu­
ally assisted out of the funds of this Society, and
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who may be incapacitated by age or disease from 
doing any thing for themselves. At such a time, 
therefore, those who have a more abundant portion 
of this world’s go^ds should remember that “ He that 
giveth to the poor lendeth to the Lord and while 
all, more or less, feel the pressure of the times, it 
should be no reason for withholding their contribu­
tions. They should rather make some sacrifice, 
looking for that blessing promised to those who 
consider the poor and the needy.

The thanks of the Committee arc more especially 
due to those gentlemen who assisted them with 
such liberal donations last year, which enabled them 
to afford timely assistance to many poor, though 
deserving families. They hope that many may be 
found equally liberal this year, and they promise 
those who may intrust them with funds for the use 
of the poor that they will be carefully and impar­
tially distributed.
