The subject of preaching is the Word, 
the Word of God, the whole Word or re­
vealed will of God. It is not philosophy, 
not science, not literature, not travel, but 
the revealed will of God that is to be 
preached. Philosophy, science, literature, 
with many other sisters, larger and smaller, 
beautiful and more beautiful, stronger and 
more delicate, are handmaidens that ren 
(1er good service, bnt the Word of God is 
the Queen to whom all the others are 
suboidinate. It is sometimes called preach­
ing the gospel, which is a very appropriate 
term, if properly understood. It is to be

santly about the Gospel and who seem to 
think that they have a monopoly of it, of 
the knowledge of it as well as the thing 
itself, have nevertheless a very shallow and 
one-sided notion of what the Gospel means.
It is evident that some of them do not 
think that the preaching of the Gospel iH 
concerned with the whole revealed will of 
God. It is quite true that preaching 
human learning or human speculations, or 
mere morality high and dry, is not preach­
ing the Word; but neither is a diluted and 
emasculated and often uncharitable exhi­
bition of what is assumed to be exclusive­
ly the Gospel, preaching the word either.
In opposition to those winds of doctrine, 
which are all the more dangerous because 
of the affected tone of piety that some­
times accompanies the winds, you, my 
brother, are charged to preach the Word, 
the Word of God, the whole counsel of 
Uod. I am not to be supposed as assert­
ing that every chapter or verse is of equal 
importance with every other chapter aud 
verse, no such levelling up or levelling 
down principle is to be assumed as the 
logical result of our urging and requiring 
at the hands of preachers that the whole 
word of God, the whole counsel of God, is 
to be proclaimed as far as opportunity 
offers. You know quite as well, as the,, 
members of this Presbytery do, that the 
Word of God is the subject of preaching.
At the same time tlje side-lights of litera­
ture, of science, of art, of travel, are not 
only admissible, ,they are very necessary 
to light up the darkness or the dullness of 
difficult passages of the Bible, and, by the 
blessing of God, they may even light up 
with interest to the hearers the otherwise 
dullness of the preacher himself.

You are charged to preach the word 
faithfully, affectionately, lovingly, with 
all the earnestness that a knowledge or 
conviction of the wrath of God revealed 
against all unrighteousness is fitted to pro­
duce in your mind. You are to be faith­
ful in preaching the word in spite of the 
fact,that now as well as soon after apostolic 
times, there are men that will not endure 
sound teaching, or doctrine, men that are 
of itching ears. Whether men will hear 
or whether they will forbear,they must be 
told that the reception of the Word of 
God as the rule of life, of the doctrine that 
Jesus Christ is the one and alone Saviour 
and that the Holy Spirit is the sanctifier 
involves of necessity very important con­
sequences as to life and* conduct. There 
must be, as the result of faith in Jesus 
Christ,purity of person, honesty in the re­
lation between man and man, including 
truth in the heart, and consecration of 
means to the cause of God. The man ot 
impure life, the dishonest and untruthful, 
and the worldly, not to speak of the avari­
cious, will not endure sound teaching on 
these topics or outcomes of the Gospel.—
There are not a few in these days who can­
not bear sound doctrine as to giving to the 
cause of God. And for this result, we who 
are ministers are largely accountable. We 
have, with the best intention it is true, 
shunned to declare the whole counsel of 
God as to the result of the Gospel on liber­
ality. We did not like to be regarded as 
worldly, we aimed at being very spiritual, 
we occupied ourselves with enforcing the 
truths that hear directly on the heart, 
believing that if we were successful there, 
the results in other ways would come of 
themselves. We made the mistake, and 
it was a very serious mistake, of not tak­
ing the Apostle Paul, who was careful to 
indicate results as well as doctrines or 
principles. Many have erred in this re­
spect, ministers are men, fallible men.

in order to lower yourself to their stand­
ard, but that they may be gradually raised 
up to yours. You are not to be dragged 
down but they are to be raised up. The 
result of a faithful ministry is worth all 
the labour that we are able to expend, it 
is worth infinitely more than any human 
labour. It is a marvellously glorious re­
sult. It is that you may present every 
one of your flock perfect in Christ Jesna. 
Is there any labour, any pains, any study, 
any travail of soul, on our part that is 
commensurate with such a result ? There­
fore we are to stir ourselves up to great­
er diligence, we are to hold this up always 
as an incentive to greater exertion.

It will be your duty to visit in a pastor- 
need to incite yourself personally acqn&ut- 
ed with every one, with the children and 
servants as well as with the heads of 
households. In order to warn and exhort 
with effect you need to know yonr people 
both as to character and circumstances, 
and to know them you must go among 
them. After what I have said as to study 
it may seem as if no time would be left, 
or but little time, for visitation. And it 
is quite possible that time will not be left 
to visit as much as some will wish, for all 
are not as considerate as they might be as 
to a minister’s time, 
opinions of unreasonable people are not 
the standard of conduct for you, but a 
conscientious sense of duty and of the 
clainfs that God makes in hie word. The 
apostle appealed to the people on one oc­
casion that he had taught from house to 
house as well as publicly, and we so far as 
time and strength permit are to imitate 
his example. Economise and systemati­
cally arrange your time so as to call on 
your people not to hear their gossip, but 
in a pastoral way. Without being more 
particular, I might suggest whether it 
would not be advisable and advantageous 
to set apart a day or a part of a day each 
week for this purpose. Wben this is done 
week after week regularly a great deal of 
visitation can be overtaken in a year even 
when the charge is extensive and widely 
scattered. I am not inclined to say that 
so much time is to be spent in visitation 
as to interfere with careful preparation for 
the pulpit. There is a solemn charge to 
preach the word, and the inspired writer 
says woe will be to him if he preaches not 
the gospel. There is not equally solemn 
and emphatic language used as to visita­
tion. Nevertheless the latter is of impor­
tance, if it be not of the very highest im­
portance, it is of grave importance.

On the attention to be given to the sick 
and afflicted, to the bereaved, and to the 
care and training of the young, I need not 
now dwell, time does not permit me to 
dwell on every point in detail, nor is it 
needful.

The weather has been most unfavor­

able to operations in the woods, there 
having been very little frost or snow to 
the present time, which is quite un­
usual.

On 11th Dec., when considerable ice 
had formed in our rivers, a heavy rain 
fell, swelling the streams and floating 
off logs supposed to be safe for the win­
ter. This unprecedented freshet carried 
a quantity of logs, estimated at from 
1,500,000 to 2,000,000 superfleial feet 
out to sea, there being a channel of 
open water with ice on either shore of 
the river, which prevented the drift 
lumber from landing, while the loose 
ice with which it was mixed rendered 
attempts to save it futile.

The cost of procuring logs on the Mi­
ramichi is constantly increasing, owing 
to the fact that lumbermen are obliged 
to go further into the forests each year 
to carry on their operations. The Go­
vernment tax, which was raised from 
sixty to eighty cents per thousand su­
perficial feet two years since,is still con­
tinued at the latter figure, and the 
bocmage and other incidental charges 
are also increasing each year.

their interests have not been adequately 
protected in the apportionment of the 
public funds ; and there is an equally 
strong general feeling, especially among 
those interested in the business of the 
up-river parishes, that an extra effort 
ought to be made to put, at least, the 
road from Newcastle to Boiestown in 
good condition. Some five years since 
it was hoped that the heavier traffic be­
tween Chatham and Newcastle, and 
points as far up as Doalitown, might be 
successfully carried on by a river stea­
mer, but experience has shovyi the al­
most absolute failure of the project. It 
may be, in a measure, because the 
steamer selected fir the service was too 
large, but even if one of suitable size 
had been put on the route the yearly 
blockade of the main river at the South­
west Boom, the difficulties of navigation 
and other drawbacks would have ren­
dered the service abortive. It is pos­
sible to prevent the blockade at the 
Boom, and in that connection,the Com­
pany should be obliged to have more 
regard than they appear to have for 
public rights and public convenience ; 
and a few thousand dollars, in addition 
to what has been already expended in 
clearing the river of obstructions would 
render its navigation quite easy. In 
the meantime, however, the general in­
terests of the people require that the 
amount of money which has been yearly 
sunk in the steam Subsidy should be 
expended in restoring the roads of the 
Southwest and Northwest river* to the 
good condition of former times. We 
direct attention to this matter in re­
sponse to what we know is the feeling 
of a large number of our people whose 
businees has been hampered by the bad 
condition in which the roads referred 
to have been allowed to get. The own­
ers of the Andover have, doubtless, 
done the best they could to give the 
public value for their money, and we 
do not believe that the boat has netted 
them a cent of profit, if, indeed, their 
enterprise has not entailed loss upon 
them.

The Annual Christmas Festival in 
commoration of the Lord’s Nativity 
was duly observed in St. Paul’s and 
St Mary’s Churches, on Christmas 
Day. Larger congregations than usual 
assembled to take part in the «mani­
festation of Christian joy at the House of 
God.

The Prayer Desk and Pulpit are covered 
with evergreens except a panneling formed 
for devices and monograms m white on a 
scarlet ground. The latter are Alpha and 
Omega, “J. fl. S.”eto. The Altar rail 
and Pulpit steps are trimmed with ever­
green wreaths. The Font is very neatly 
decorated with a conical covering of ever­
green, terminating at the apex with a 
beautiful collection of flowers and foliage 
of plants.

The decorations of St. Peter’s Church, 

Derby, are very much superior this year, 
to those of last year. Their main feature, 
and that which strikes the eye first on 
entering the church, is the temporary rood- 
screen, composed of a central equilateral 
arch and two side lancet-arches, supported 
upon pillars and surmounted with the 
motto “ Peace on Earth,” in white on a 
red ground. The whole, including the 
lofty chancel arch, is massively wreathed 
with hemlock, which attracts the eye with 
its rich but sombre green. Very little 
has been done to the ohancel, as the rood- 
screen cuts off the view from the body of 
the church, but the Communion rail is 
festooned with hemlock and the chairs 
are entwined with wreaths made of vari­
ous kinds of mosses. Around the sides of 
the church runs the sentence “We have 
seen His Star in the East and are oome to 
worship Ніщ,,” dqne in cedar upon» white 
ground, arranged in panels and bordered 
with bpmlock.

The readers of the Advocate, were sur­

prised last week to find it publishing a 
letter in which the writer boasted of 
listening to a private conversation on a 
train en route to St John, the substance of 
which he gave, with comments which were 
fitted only to inspire contempt for the 
writer. We do not think that a self-con­
victed eavesdropper ought to expect bis 
statements to have any weight, so we do 
not comment on the imaginings contained 
in the letter referred to, but the Advocate’s 
friends cannot fail to feel chagrined at the 
want of taste displayed in the pulication 
of each a letter. It is a significant com­
mentary on the manner in which the paper 
is conducted that a letter conceived in a 
false and bitter spirit and containing per­
sonal epithets savoring of the gutter, 
should appear in it on Christmas Day 
when it ought to be the aim of everyone 
to promote peace and good-will. It is 
quite freely stated that the authorship of 
the letter in question has been traced to 
onr local member of the New Brunswick 
Government, but however much in accord 
with his tastes and sentiments the produc­
tion may be, it is not at all probable that 
he was the actual writer. We would like 
to believe, however, that he did not in­
spire it, but in view of the material inter­
est which he is said to have in the Advocate 
and the fact that it is well understood to 
he his home organ, it would not so freely 
deal with certain matters and persons with 
whom and which he is so closely identi­
fied, without having reason to believe that 
its utterances were in accord with his 
views. While we let the matter pass for 
the present, we sincerely hope, for the 
credit of the place in which the paper ia 
published, that, in future, men who an 
blashingly boast of having listened to pri­
vate conversations, will not be allowed to 
retail the information manufactured under 
so thin and mean a subterfuge, with the 
evident approval even of those who con­
trol the Advocate.

One Tou TURNED HORSE SHOES.

A good deal of interest has been mani­
fested by our people engaged in the Bass 
fisheries in reference to the course 
the Fisheries Department would take 
in regulating the “shsnty” matter. People 
who live miles awâtÿ f 
grounds are obliged, when prosecuting the 
fishery, to provide themselves with tempo­
rary quarters near their work aud they 
have,heretofore, placed shanties on the ice 
for that purpose. Many of these were 
located on the fishing ground» in such a 
manner as to inconvenience fishermen per­
manently residing in the .neighborhood, 
while the proximity of their occupants to 
the fishings at all times rendered it im­
possible for the officers to prevent or de­
tect fishing on Sundays or at other illegal 
times. There were other drawbacks 
which made it desireable that the matter 
should be the subject of Departmental 
Regulation.

The Department was petitioned, and 
we were informed that it was asked to 
prohibit the erection of shanties anywhere 
on the ice of the Northwest River in the 
vicinity of the Bass fisheries, 
would * have been manifestly unfair, 
for as all the shore rights in that part of 
Northesk are in private hands, it 
would have practically placed all fisher­
men,save those residing near the fisheries, 
within the control of the property owners.
