| that, if I had not had my eye on her
{every minute from the instant she
{ took the goods I would almost have be-
| lieved she had thrown them away and
! really did not have them on her per-
son. But I stood by my guns and fin-
{ally convinced her that I had seen her
! put two lace handkerchiefs in her bod-
{ice and tuck the gloves in her muff.
j We never search any one without their
consent, or without witnesses, I told
{ her, and it is the wish of the house
that matters of this sort be conducted
as secretly as possible—simply give
 back the goods and you go scot free,
on condition that your account here is
closed at once and you never enter the
door again. Persist in refusing and
the courts and publicity will be the
jresult. Then she handed out the st\_lff,
i said she wanted the gloves, three pairs,
{for a present for her maid, \yho was
a great comfort to her, and intended
making gifts of the handkerchiefs. She
didn’t know why she took the things
except that it was easy to take them,
and that she had taken several arti-
cles before—which fact I knew or sus-
pected without being absolutely cer-
tain.

“ We have papers in that desk tht_ere
that the parties concerned would give
thousands of dollars to get hold of,”
said the confidential employe of this
exclusive shop when asked as to her
experiences. “ The papers are all dat-
ed and classified, and contain the ad-
dresses and signed confessions of t.he
shopliftere, whose transactions with
this particular house are closed f9r
ever, but who are swimming along in
undisturbed serenity, so far as the
public is concerned. Because of the
social -standing of some, the integrity
of their relatives, and the money thgy
are supposed to have at command, their
slips were as great a surprise to us as
they would be to their perspnal fne_nds
were the facts made public. A high-
class store had rather lose hundreds
of dollars thaa become associated in
the public mind with police-court trials
and sensational arvests, and the de-
tective, to serve {hem efficiently, must
not only be cautious and discreet, but
must never make an accusation, unless
so absolutely sure of her ground, that
the goods can be secured quietly on
the spot. :

“Y geldom arrest anybody in the
store, but wait until they are clear of
the doors, so that if they offer resist-
ance or make a scene, it won't attract
attention, and I never bother with any
theft whatever that does not amount in
value to 83 or 84. It does not pay,
and, besides, the person who will take
small matters like that and is not in-
terfered with, will be certain to come
in another time and take something
more valuable. Tt is the thieves who
operate on a large scale that Ihave
especially to watch for. Jewish and
Italian women particularly are adepts
at the trade, and a number who have
become too well known in London or
Paris or other foreign centers, come
here to pursue the game. These work
regularly on commission and some are
notoriously successful. I have known
them to take whole pieces of silk, worth
85 88 or 810 a yard, in quantity so
heavy that a strong man could scarce-
1y carry it without effort, and yet
they would walk along as naturally as
possible. Strong, pliant women they
are and with wonderful nerve.

“ Some of them wear long capes, fall-
ing to the hip, and the only way I can
tell they are working, is by the move-
ment of their arms which shows from
the back. Their outer skirts are made
with long slits down either side, which
slits are concealed by the gathers, but
admit to the pockeis in the ‘kick’ or
working skirt worn underneath. Often-
times this kick is made of the thinnest
open-work material so as ' to secure
lightness in weight. It can hold near-
ly a dozen pieces of silk, and the shop-
lifter nearly always has a cab in wait-
ing.
“Other professional shoplifters and
the ordinary shoppers who steal so fre-
quently that they become adepts, car-
ry off valuables under their arms. .By
bolding the arm in a certain position
really important thefts, can be made.

carried off in that way. I have known
women to walk out with two sealskin
jackets or fur capes under their dress-
skirts, which they secured in the fit-
ting-room and many a one has got
off with expensive undergarments they
have contrived to appropriate, while
trying on the different styles, even with
the saleswoman right there in attend-
ance. Coolness and assurance are the
main essentials for the shoplifter. Some

I know the
world better now, and know people's
temptations and so am not harsh. The
other day I saw a pretty young girl
fingering a gold pin, one of several
unusually pretty ones stuck in acush-
ion. She examined it again and again
and finally, when she thought no one
was looking she slipped it in her muff,
She was refined looking, and I was as
sorry when she put that pin away as
though she wers some relative. She
moved about examining other things,
| bought some little knick-knacks or
other, and then I saw her watch the
| chance to put the pin back on the coun-
ter. T thought her conscience would-
n't let her keep it, and turned my at-
tention elsewhere. but in alittle while
I saw the same girl before that cushion
of pins again; she locked longingly at
the one she had previously selected,
stretched out her hand, and was just
going to take it when T touched her
on the arm. * My dear you don’'t want
that,’ I said and I looked at her for
a moment, and then moved away.

{ " Children not more than eight or

|ers. Some carry off things of their
{own accord, planning their own mode
! of doing it, and others are instructed
by their mothers before they come,
and frequently fix the goods for the
mothers to get hold of, doing this while
the women engage the clerk in conver-
sation or otherwise divert attention.
I saw a woman pinch a child’s arm
sharply one day when the little one
did not take the beaded pocketbook
that had been shoved just in front of
iher. It had probably been a prear-
ranged trick that the child was to take
certain things, and when she failed to
do this the pinch reminded her. One
successful woman-thief comes in here
with two beautifully dressed children
a girl and a boy, the latter only about
four years old. She slides different
small articles that she took down the
child’s back, and was carrying off sev-
eral remnants of fine embroidery and
pieces of nainsook when I stopped her
out on the pavement.

“ Every detective has to be especial-
ly carefu: about guarding her identity,
because once her face and figure be-
come familiar to the clan her nsefni-
ness is gone. My name is never call-
ed in the store, and if a friend of mine
{ should come and ask for me, they are
| careful to make sure she is really a
!frienr? before she is granted an in-
| terview. All sorts of pretexts are re-
sorted to by those who wish to discov-
er the detective’s identity. One of a
clan of detectives will pretend to have
lost her purse, and ask to consult with
the detective about it. Another will

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LICE ON ANIMALS.

These wingless insects are found par-
|asitic on all animals. Cattle are un-
!fortunate in being the most common
in(fected. We meet, with this disease
{affected. Ww meet with this disease
| most frequently during the winter
months in neglected, dirty animals.
Young animals are especially liable to
be infected. Suvmetimes, however, even
well-kept cattle suffer severely.

Every species of domestic animal
bas its own specific louse, or lice. The
louse of one species of animal cannot |
exist permanently on another species.

The following remedies are of es-
pecial merit, according to the Kansas
experiment station, Manhattan, Kan-|
sas: i

1. Mercurial ointment, diluted with
alittle oil, is very effective on horses |
and pigs. It is applied in small quan-|
tities to the affected parts only. It
must not be used on cattle.

2. A tobacco decoction, one pound |
tobacco and three gallons = boiling |
water, allow to stand for half an hour, |
with or without theaddition of two
pints of vinegar, is very effective; but
often produces nausea in horses und |
cattle.

3. Five percent solutions, three tea-|
spoonfuls toa pint, of creolin-or lysol,
in water containing 20 percent of alco-
hol, well rubbed in with astiff brush,
is very effective.

4. The remedy which has given the
most satisfactory result to the writer
is kerosene emulsion, made as follows: |
Kerosene, two gallons: common or
whale oil  soap, one-quarter pound;
water, one gaiion. Heat the solution
of soap and add it boiling hot to the
kex'osen‘e; then churn the mixture for
ten minutes. Be sure to have the
water boiling hot when you add it to
the kerose_ne, ana churn it thoroughly, !
or otherwise you will have trouble in
mnklng.a good emulsion; which, when
made right, ghould have acreamy ap-!
pearance. Dilute the emulsion with
twenty gallons of water and apply
with aspray pump. If no spray pump
is at hand, drive the animals, if mau_ywL
are to betreated, intoa narrow chute,
and apply _the emulsion with a com- |
mon watering-can, being careful to
Lreat all parts of the body.

is fatal. After the grass is ithor-
oughly dry in; the morning, turn the
hens out for an hour or two each day
and allow the brood a run, but they
must not be given complete liberty ,
until two or three weeks old. I have
always thought that the delicacy of
young turkeys is due ina measure to
the rapidity with which feathers are
grown. A young chicken retains its
own for several weeks until its body
is well grown, but a young turkey
begins at once to put out large feath-
ers on its wings and tail. This enor-

:mous feather growth saps the vitality

of the body and leaves it an easy prey
to weakness and disease. To over- |
come this tendency should be the aim
of every breeder.

A SILO.

A silo i8 a convenience which every
dairy farmer should have. It need not
be an expensive structure. It requires
to be strong enough to hold corn fodder
when cut intolengths of from one-half
to one inch. 1t should be fairly close, !
s0 as to exclude theair after the ensil-
age has settled.

The main features are strength to
resist the outward pressure of its con-
tents, exclusion of air by the construc-
tion of the sides, and a fair depth of '
holding capacity, in order topermit the
ensilage to settle intoa compact mass.
Sufficient strength of sidecan be ob-
tained in most silos by the use of 2 x 10
inch or 2x 12-inch studs, placed from ,
18 inches to2 feet apart. A clay or
earthen floor is most economical, and
asgood asany that can be put in. The
inside of the walls of the silo may be |
finished by a single lining of lumber, |
nailed tothe studs horizontally. The
lumber should be tongued and grooved |
and dressed on the inside. [f each
alternate board be allowed to extend |
qt.the corners, 80 asto make a lock-
Joint, that will giveaddninnalstrength‘
to the structure. The corners of the
silo, on the inside, should be filled by
the use of a board or plank 10 inches
. wide, set on end.

behind it should bé filled with sand or
saw-dust. Iconsider that studs 2x 10
inch or 2 x 12-inch, with one ply of
sound tongued and grooved lumber,

Additions tothat method
of construction may be advantageous in
a few cases for convenience.

To build one with the least outlay of
cash, the farmer who has some standing
timber may get outtimbers hewn on
one side. These may be put in a
mow inthe barn and lined on the in-
side with one thickness of lumber ton-
gued and grooved und nailed on hor-
izontally, This big bin, or silo, should
be constructed with the corners inter-
locked by every second board passing
through and being nailed onthe corner
That effectually prevents the
spreading of the silo at the corners,

If aportion of the ensilage around
the sides becomes frozen, that is more
an inconvenience than a loss, It should
be mixed with the warm ensilage, from
the middle of the silo, before it is offer-
ed or fed to the cattle:—Prof. Robert-

MAKING BRASS INSTRUMENTS
Method by Which Some of the Principal
Paris Are Brought Into shape.

The bell of a brass band instrument,
which is the big end, extending back
ta the bow or first bend, is made of a
singlé piece of metal which was orig-
inally flat. The pattern by which the
metal is cutl is of the shape that a bell
woula have if it were slit straight
down the side from end to end and
When the flat
piece of metal from which a bell is
to be formed has been cut out by such
a pattern, it is bent by hand over a
rod until the edges meet. The seam
is brazed, and the piece of metal now
has its trumpet-shaped form, but with
man; little more or less uneven places

in the thin metal.

The bell is then placed upon a wood-
en mandrel, a form which fills the in-
terior of the bell from end to end and
is of the size and shape to which the
beli is to be conformed. The inequali-
ties in the surface of the metal are
then worked out by hand with wood-
en hammers, the bell being repeatedly
driver down upon the mandrel. When
the bell has at last been brought in
this manner substantially to its true
form it is finished and brought to its
perfect smoothness of surface in a
spinning machine.

The bhow of the insirument is made
somelimes in two pieces, sometimes in
one. All of the very largest instru-
ments have (he bhow in two pieces,
whiclk. are cut from flat metal, like
the bell piece. These flat pieces, whose
outlines conform to the curve of the
struck into their rounded
form with dies, and the (wo halves
thus made are then juined. Many in-
struments of all sizes are made with
the bow thus formed, but the costlier
instruments, of sizes other than the
very largest, are made with the bow
of a single piece, bent.

The bow has some taper, being larg-
er at the end where the bell is join-
ed to it than at the other. The bent
bow in its original form, as cut by
the patterns, is a straight, flat strip
of brass, a little narrower at one end
than at the other, in shape like that
of the face of a long, slender keystone,
so that when it is rounded up into tube
shape it will have the required taper.
This piece is brought into tube shape
and brazed and wrought into form and
finish, all except the bending of it in-
to bow shape, in substantially the
same manner as the bell. The shght-
ly tapering but yet perfectly wrought
section of pipe is then filled with
molten lead. When the lead has cool-
ed the section of pipe thus filled is
laid across a wooden form shaped like
the lower part of the letter U, into
which it is gradually bent. As thn
pipe is bent down more and more, lit-
tle wrinkles appear along across the
inner side. These wrinkles as they ap-
pear are beaten out by hand with very
small, light hammers, and when the
bow has finally been brought down to

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The Canada Eastern Rallway.

Hon. Provincial Secretary Tweedie,
in moving and the Legislature in unani-
mously adopting a resolution urging the
Dominion government to acquire the
Canada Eastern Railway have shown
that when the interests of the Province
are to be promoted they ere prepared
to rise above considerations of a party
or persoual character. If the Inter-
colonial Railway is, in future, to be
wmade a source of legitimate income;
instead of one of deficits as it hus been
in the nast, such important counecting
lines as iie Canada Eastern should be-
come parts of it. It was essential to
the success of the Government road that
it should be extended to Montreal, by
the acquisitien of the Drummond line.
When that wus accomplished it had
termini at Montreal, St. John and
Halifax. These are important from the
| standpoint of export and import traffic,
as well as on account of their being large
distributing centres of the provinces in
which they are situated. Fredericton,
in the heart of this Province, and situa-
ted as it is on one of the largest rivers
of Eastern America, is a distribuiing
point for the products of the country,
which makes it a2 most important centre
of traffic. The Dominion Government
would, therefore, be remiss in its duty
if it were to fail in acquiring that road
now, when it is believed it may be
done, and before arrangements may be
made which would spoil the oppertunity.
The Canada Eastern, notwithstanding
its drawbacks, on account of being at
times squeezed by the C. P. R. on the
one haad and the I. C. R. on the other,
has been a success. [t has paid its
way. It has been the means of de-
veloping the country through which it
passes and creating traffic which would
never have existed without it. It has
also benefitted a very large contiguous
section and caused its upbuilding in
wany ways, and will continue to do so.
The Province has spoken, through its
representatives at Fredericton and given
no uncertain sound as to its convictions
in respect of the Dominion Government’s
duty in regard to the Canada Eastern;
and it now remains for Mr. Blair and
his colleagues to act the part of wisdom
in extending the government system
into the great central distributing point
of New Brunswick.

Whither is it being Led ?

There is & widespread feeling in Con-
servative circles that Sir Charles Tup-
per ought to retire from the leadership
of the party. He is now in his seventy-
eighth year, and although physically
vigurous and mentally sound, he is, of
course, incapable of keeping in touch
with an ever-changiug political environ-
ment. Like other men of oll age, who
have insisted on remaining in active
pelitics, his mental efforts are directed
to the work of retaining recollections of
the past and struggling to adjast present
conditions with them, rather than
studying and grasping new conditions
and developing them with the aid of
the wide experience he has had. The
general wish that he should retire,
although often expressed by individual
members of the party, is, however,
never crystalized into a formal declara-
tion in its councils, and it generally
happens that while many ef its best
men attend these in the hope that seme
oue of their number will appear to lead
them all out of the difficulty, there is a
lack of either conrage or ability which,
instead of bringing about the desired
coup, permits the old baronet’s personal
entourage to secure remewals of con-
fidence in his leadership and relegates
the party to its position of internal dis-
satisfaction and discouragemert.

The vecord of the party for many
years is one of gradual decline. Its
great difficulty bas been that no wan of
preeminent aptitude for leadership has
been found in its ranks, Its abler men,
who are strong in some lines of party
or parliamentary work, have lacked the
all-round qualities which go to make
leaders and, as a result, Sir Charles was
chosen for the position, notwithstanding
his advanced age, and has been able,
because of his genius for maunipulatien,
to place his younger rivals in penumbra
and keep the rank and file wondering
how long be is to be permitted to
lead the party in its falling back and
leaving the field almost entirely to its
victorious and more vigorous opponenta.

It is a remarkable thing, and ope that,
no donbt, causes great misgivings in
the party, that while it has not gained
a single constituency in any bye-election
since 23rd June 1896, it has lost nine
to the Liberals, who thus bave an in-
creased count of eighteen on a division
in the House of Commons. Surely
such a record shows that the Conserva-
tive forces are “on the run” and must
convince the party that the boasting of
Sir Charles, Mr. Foster and others of
prominence that, having travelled
through many of the constituencies,
they have tound them ripe for a changs,
is worse than idle. It is the fatuity of
eonscious impotence, the boast that is
the counterfeit of success ¢/ful] of sound.
and fury, signifying nothing.” The
Conservative party ought to know that
it cannot be guided to success by a
memory, and that, even in ancient days,
[srael was never led to victory by its
patriarchs, They are reputed to have
advised, but they knew enough to see
that the younger warriors led the hosts
in their conflicts against the engmy.
The old men were too anxious for
success te suppress the development
snd aspirations of men who they realis-

ed that, in the course of nature, wust

succeed them. I

The Moancton Dogberry. |

The Moncton Times, referring Lo the |
committee appointed by Speaker Hill

Messrs. Shaw and Glazier can settle
with their friend, the Times, for the
left-handed compliment it has bestowed
upon them. It, evidently, has a poorer
opinion of them than they deserve. It
is a new thing, however, to have the
doctrine set up that a man’s accuser
ought also to be one of his judges. We
are quite sure that Mr. Hazen, himself,
will not claimi that he ought to have
been placed on this “bluff” investi-
gating committee. He is the man
who has heen pursuing Mr. Emmer-
son with the bridge charges in a bush-
whacking kind of way for more than
six months and when he was forced
to formulate them he must be the
prosecutor before the committee, while
Mr. Emmerson must defend himself.
If Mr.- Hazen had a right to be
on the coramittee so would Mr. Em-
merson, And if they were, whata
speotacle ot inconsistency it would be!
Only the Times, with its lop-sided, in-
experienced and ill-conditioned editorial
management could know so little as to
commit itself to such an absurdity !

The Legislature.

We were obliged last week to hold over
the speeches of Mr. Hazen snd Hou. Mr.
Emmerson on Hon, Mr. Tweedie’s motion
to go into supply, and must cartail our
references thereto this week.

Mr. Hazen.
made a long speech and a very good omne, 8o
far as ite composition went. :

He claimed that Mr. Tweedie hLad
not gone as fully into the provincial finan-
ces as he ought to have done, referred to his
alleged resemblance to Napoleon and Presi-
dent McKinley, but thought he lacked
courasge or he would not have put up
with Mr. Emmerson beiog made premier
when he, Twesdie, was entitled to the posi-
tion and when he had to take a back seat
because the Liberals insisted on a Liberal
being made premier in suceession to the late
Hon, Jas. Mitchell.

Then, be made an alleged quotation from
“Sir Samuel Johnsou” about ‘‘scoundrels’
althd’ be did not apply the term to anyone
in particular.

He would be glad if the KEastern Ex-
tension claim were paid to the proviuce.

He was always in favor of it beiog paid.

He deprecated the act of Lhe Provincial
Sceretary in getting a report on the public
printing from Mr. D. G. Smith, and in-
timated that ae Mr. Smith had done some
printing for the government his report
would be unreliable and valueless.

Mr. Hazen next referred to the credit of
the province, with the view of conveying
the impression that the government’s
maoagement had cothing to do with its
being better than that of Nova Scotia and
of showing that Mr. Tweedie was not en-
titled to any credit for ths very suceessful
bond sale he made last winter. He also
condoned the’ conduct ¢f former govern-
ments in giving away thc lands of the
province to railway companiee,

Ou the subject of immigration he made
personal references to the Surveyor-General,
which caused a flutter of fans in the
galleries.

Turning to the public accounts he argued
that everything was going to the dogs, that
over-expenditure and the debt were in-
correctly stated and that reform and re-
trenchment alone would save the provioee.

Resuming hie speech oo Friday he
reiterated the reports respecting two and
three priced bridges, which formed the
staple of the opposition stump speeches in
the late campaign and spoke so earpe-tly
that some of his auditors thought that he,
himself, beljeved what he was saying,

He thought there should be a greater
expenditure for game protection and he ad-
vocated the control of the road expenditure,
or a part of it, being placed in the hands of
the Municipal Councils.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson followed Mr. Hazen,
and made an eloquent opening, as he
riddled that gentleman’s pessimiatic wailings
over the position of the province. He
(Emmerson) repretted very much that the
hoanorable gentleman had adopted this tome,
because he had hoped that, coming from the
wider arena of Dominion affaits, he would
have taken a very broad view with respect
to the government of this provioce and that
he would have besen willing to have an opti-
mistic vision #8 to everything that was to be
done and as to what might be hoped for
with respect to the future of the country.

closest ecrutiny of all these matters aud of
any othera in his public career. His speech,
of which the foregoing is coly an insdequate
outrine was well received and heartily ap-
plauded from time to time,

WEDNESDAY, 19rtu.

Tt is quite evident that Mr. Hazen has
been all along merely trifling over his
alleged bridgeecindal ; aud, although he
made bold charges against Mr. Ewmerson
on Tuesday §t was only because he was
shamed into dcing go by the government
and its supporters. People in the House
and out of it were amaz:d that after he
had preferded his charges he failed to ask
for the appointment of a comnmittee to in-
vertigate them, and Hon. Mr. Emmerson
wae entirely in line with general ex-

Hazen had intimated was greater than it
had been under the former government
while the income of this goverument was
greater, Mr. Emmerson said :—Assuming
that the figures of the hon lesder of the
oppoeition were correct, and he (Emmerson)
would oot admit that there were, we have a

yearly average of $92,500 of revenne more |

than the old government had, as agaiust
$144,600, as stuted by the hon. leader of the
opposition,.

We are able to point to the
fact that the controllable expenses of govern-
meut have either been reduced or wat in-
creased, nrtwithstanding the introduction of
typewriters and telephones and all the other
modern iucidents of conducting the affairs of
government and business matters, a!l of
which are made neceseary by the march of
progress and by reason of the modera ideas
in conoection with the eonduct of public and
of private business. We are able to point
to the fact that the cost of Executive
Goverument, which was $40,246 in 1882,
was only 827,640 in 1898. We are able to
point to the fuct that the cost of she legis-
lature, which was $27,663 in 1882, was
$20,870 in 1898, notwithstanding that there
has beev au increase in the number of
representatives in this House. We are able
to point to the fact that the public printing
of the Province has been practically costing
0o more than under the old Govt., notwith-
standing that there is a very much larger
amcunt of printing to be done, and notwith-
standiog that we require our Bills to be
privted which we formerly did not.

Hon. Mr. White said that the reportof
she committee appointed to confer with the
minister of fisheries npon the fishery ques-
tion was laid upon the table early in the
session, snd it would appear from that
yeport that there was some doubt as to the
extent of the jurisdiction possessed by tbe
government over certain fisheries or fishing
rights ia the provioce. How far the Prov-
foce and Dominion respectively p these
nghts, one sgaiunet the other, and how far

them concurrently as to some

fishing sights still remains in doubt. This
doubs exists particalarly with reference to
those fisheries within the three mile lhmt,
below low water mark. Thiure may be some
doubt s to the fisheries between low water
snd high water mark. Itis very desirable
20 have a bill framed that will fully cover
ghe fishing rights of the province, and it will
be readily understood that in the somewhat
mncertain state of the law it is » matter of
no small difficalty to frame a bill that will
reach the fisheries we have power to regu-
Jate and at the same time will not transgress
beyond theylive to which we have power to
aot, aod render the bill ultra vires.
This di the bill was intended to
@vergome. W hecher it would accomplish it
or pot would doubtless be ascertained
bereafter. It was absolutely neceseary,
Bowever, to previde for the regulation of
fisheries; the matter sould not be allowed to
o by default. The bill followed the
6nurlo act, with some material moditica
¢ions. The bill was also & consolidation of
the provisions with reference to surface fly
@ishing, sad all the other fishing laws of the
pmvim are withoot any changes embodied
in the bill, Power is given for the govern-
ment to make almost any conceivable
SITADg ¢ with the Domini It could
not mow be told just what ocourse it
was desirable to follow. Some honof.bl.
members bad expressed a fear that section 8
would take away proprietary righta, That
esction was as follows: “The graot by
patent, legal constraction or implication of
the bed of sny navigable water, or of aony
iake or river, in New Bronswick, whether
such patent has besn issaed before or sfter
the passing of this act shall not unless such
exolusive right of fishing ig expressly granted

: :y such patent, be deemed to cagry or io-

ade the exclusive right of fishing in the
8! waters which ocover or flow over
the 80 granted, any ntatute law, usage

or custom to the contrary notwithstandiog.”

He did not think there was any case
existing in the province where property
rights tn the stream had bsen given in the
caxe of navigable waters and lakes. If
there was, this section would certainly take
away the exclusive rights. He did not
thiok ema!] lakes or streams could be called
navigable, though what was navigable and
what was not was now somewhat doubtful
in law. Uatil recently it was supposed that
navigable water meant tidal water, but some
receut decisions had thrown doubt ugou this
point.

Mr. Thompsos suggested that the words
“guvigable waters” in section 8 be changed
to ““tidal waters,”

Hon. Mr. White thoughtit was best to
adhere to language which would give the
Province the benefit of the decisions of the
court.

Messra. Hazen, Dawson, Russell, Hill,
Mott and Carvell were either in accord with
Mr. Thompson's suggestion or in favor of
striking out the section. Progress was re-
ported with leave to sit again.

Mr. Barnes introduced a bill to authorize
the municipal council of Kent county to lease
the public wharf st Richibucto.

Hoo. Mr. Tweedie introduced the ap-
propriation bills.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie made his motien res-
pecting the advisability of the Canada
Eastern Railway being acquired by the
Dominion government and made a part of
the Intercolonial Railway system.

But in this
matter the two goveraments were Co-part-
ners as they had both subsidized the road.
He gave a sketch of the road showing what
a sucoess 1t had been in the past and how
much more succeseful it would be if operat-
ed as a part of the Iatercolonial system.
It would increase the efficiency of the road
and be of great assistauce in developing a
naturally rich portion of the province.

Others who spoke in favor of the reso-
lation were Messre.

Emmerson,

Sulcide 37_ Hanging.

Last Friday morning the commutity of
Chatham was atartled by the announcement
that Michasl Conway, sgn of Mr, William
Conway, St. John St., had hanged himself.
He was about 22 years old and had been
working in the woods a portion of the
winter, but was home for the last two or
three months. His friends knew he was
despcudent and moody and it caused them
gome uneasiness, On Thursday night he
was at home snd parted with his sisters
about ten oclock, going at ouce to his room,
The family missed him in the morning and
about nine o'clock made a search for him.
His youngest sister, Carrie, hunted for him
in the baro and not finding him in aoy of
the stalls looked up in the loft apd there
saw him haunging by the nesk from oue of
the collar beams, She quickly gave the
alarm to her father and sister and ren into
Ald, Flanagan's store and told him. Mr.
Fisnagan hastened to the bsrn and raised
the body 80 ag to take the stiain off the
rope, but found that the poor fellow was
quite dead and cold. When the Coroner
arrived he cat the hody down, Conway had
used a piece of an almost new clothes line
for his fatal purpose, and judgiog from the
way io which remaining pieces of the line
were kuootted he had evidently tried several
aof them before getting the kuot to suit him,
When found his feet were within about fwo
inches of the floor, and from the position of
an old chair lying near them, it was evident
that he had stood on it to adjust the mnoese |
about his neck and then kicked it from under
him, Death was caused by stangulation.

Dr. McDonald, Coroner, held an 1nquest.
The jury were, Jas, Duon foreman, Chas,
Caseidy, Jr., J. Fleiger, J. J. Leggeatt,
Joseph Steele, Ambrose Hay and J. Ken-
nedy. The details of the foregoing facts
were given in evidence, together with
testimony showing that deceased was with-
out doubt temporarily insane when he com-
mitted the rash act, and a verdiot was rend-
ered accordingly.

Sermen for Foung Men

A correspondent writes ;—An unusually
large congregution, in which was represented
all the churches in town, assembled in St.
Andrew’s church, last Sabbath evening to
listen tothe Rev. Mr. Henderson’s montaly
germon to youog men. Last Sabbath’s
sarmon was addressed to young men just be-
ginviog life— “‘who have left or are about to
leave home, to push their way in the world.”

As a proof of his assertion he re-|
ferredZto the moat brilliant statesmen and
successful politicians of the day, the gentle-
men at the head of the medical and legal |
professions, the most eminent journalisys,
bankers, merchants and government officials,
who were men of deep religious convictipns :

and promioent for their Christisn philan.

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NOTES AND COMMENTS

The agreement just reached between
Great Britain and France with regard
to their spheres of influence in central
Africa practically completes the par-
tition of the continent among the
European States. There are, to be
sure, some mountainous regions, and
the waste of the Libyan desert lying
north and northeast of Lake Tchad and
Wadai, and for the most part, still un-
explored, which no one has ever claim-
ed. The only part of these regions sup-~
posed to have any value are the dis-
tricts of Tibesti and Borku, and as
they are in touch with the French
sphere and separated by hundreds of
miles of desert from any other Euro-
pean influence the coming maps will
probably show them under the French
colors. With the exception of these
areas and of the independent States of
Morocco, Abyssinia, Liberia, and the
Boer republics, every square mile of
African soil has now been divided am-
ong the European powers, either as
colonies or . as spheres of influence
whose boundaries have been agreed
upon in general terms, and in a consid-
erable number of cases have been de-
limited in detail. The scramble of the
past twenty years is at an end, there
being now no valuable areas that are
not covered by existing agreements.

In the new arrangement between
France and Great Britain the Anglo-
Egyptian possessions are to include no
territory that did not belong to Egypt
before the Mahdist revolt, while the
north boundary of the French district
of the Upper Mobangi is simply push-
ed about 800 miles further north, so
as to include within the French sphere
the whole of the populous regions of
Baghirm: agd Wadai and the half de-
sert area of Kanem, north of Lake
Tchad. One of the most interesting
phases of the arrangement is its solu-
tion of the unsettled questions relat-
ing to rights of possession along the
borders of Tchad. The race of Great
Britain, France and Germany for the
lake, beginning early in this decade,
was one of the most striking episodes
of the African scramble. It ended 1n
a series of treaties, the last of which
was signed in 1894, by which the pos-
sessions of the three powers secured
frontage along two-thirds of the lake
coasts. France willl now occupy the
remaining shores. Germany secured
the extension of her Cameroons col-
ony ‘to the south end of the lake, to
which she is explicitly confined by her
treaties with Great Britain and France.

It is likely to be long before France
will derive much material advantage
froe her new sphere of influence in
the Sudan. A militant spirit pervades
the 2,000,000 people of Wadai and these
devoted Mohammedans believe that
severe repression should be visited up-
on all infidels. Both Baghirm: and
Kanem are vassal States of this pow-
erful sultanate and the whole regiox'l
now added to France’s sphere in the
Sudan embraces about 220,000 square
miles and 2,100,000 people. In parcelling
out the western and central Sudan the
powers have been working for the tu-
ture with little prospect of speedy ad-
vantage. While, Great Britain is ac-
quiring some foothold in Bornu, which
has fallen to her share, Wadai, much
the more pow'erful empire, is as yet
uiterly untouched by any European in-
fluences save those of Turkish origin
received through Tripoli. The Arab ele-
ment is far larger than in any oth-
er part of the central or western Su-
dan, and its Sultan is an ally of the
Senusi sect of Mohammedans, which is
as fanatical and almost as tyrannous
as the Mahdist propaganda has been
in the Egyptian Sudan. Three of the
six explorers who have visited the
country were murdered and most of
our knowledge of it has been deriv-
ed from the great work which Nachtig-
al -was seven years in writing. He
alone was gifted with a degree of pru-
dence and tact which inspired confi-
dence and won friends even among the
most fanatical Moslems.
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TAKE CARE OF YOUR FEET.

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THE RUSSIAN FAMINE.

The Peasantry Livinzg on Weeds and

Chopped Straw.

A London correspondent, referring to
the famine in Russia, says:—'Owing
to the rigorous press censorship which
prevails in the Czar's dominions, not
much has been heard of the Russian
famine. There is no doubt, however,
that it has attained most serious and
even appalling dimensions. The whole
of four great provinces to the east of
the River Volga is now involved, and
the peasant population, numbering sev-
eral millions, is reduced to the last ex-
tremity of want. West of the Volga
the famine district extends almost to
Moscow itself. Throughout this large
area the failure of crops is said to be
more complete than even during the
terrible visitation of 1891-92. The un-
happy peasantry are endeavouring to
support life on a mixture of weeds,
acorns, and chopped straw, and are
being decimated by the effects of ty-
phus and excessive cold on constitu-
tions enfeebled by insufficient nourish-
ment.

“The Russian Government, notwith-
standing previous warnings, has not
imitated that of British India in or-
ganizing and insuring against famine
in time of comparative pienty, and the
consequence is that this terrible catas-
trophe has caught it almost unprepar-
ed. Much is being done by private
agencies, and the Red Cross has been
distributing relief to more than 70,000
persons for the last two months in one
province alone, but Government mea-
sures to cope with the distress are still
on a very inadequate scale.
