THE FRENCH IN CENTRAL SUDAN
They Find the Remains of the Explor-

er Behagle, Whom the Bultan Rabah

Killed,

ln’mmutinn has  come from the
French Rudan that the French have at
last destroyed the final vestige of the
power of the Sultan Rabah, whom they
killed in battle in 1800. This man was
the greatest obgtacle in the way of the
extenslon of IPrench rule over the large
territory acquired in the treaty be-
tween France and England, Rabah
was once a slave in the Egyptian Su-
dan, but before he died he carved out
an empire for himself as large as many
European States. He had great ability
and he used the white man's guns
against the rude weapons of the tribes
he conquered. 8o he became the de-
gpotic ruler of the large territory
around Lake Tchad.

Ilabah had never been defeated and
thought no power was strong enough
to cope with him. When the French
sent the Bretonnet expedition to Lake
Tehad, to take posgesion of the coun-
try, Rabah defeated and killed Bret-
onnet and a large part of his force. A
little while before this event Rabah
had captured a peaceful Fren~bmen
named Behagle, who had teen mcst
imprudently sent out by a private com-
pany to study commercial possibilities
in the Sudan and the Sahara, It is
known at last that after Rabah killed
Bretonnet he sent word to his son to
put his white prisoner to death. 1t
had been supposed from native reports
that Behagle had been starved to death,
but It now appears that he was hang-
ed by order of Rabah,

Late last year a Fren¢h force was
sent in pursuit of Fad el Allah, one of
the sons of Rabah, who had entered
Bornu with a considerable force and
was beginning to molest some of the
French posts. After a hard fight in
which Fdd el Allah lost about 500 men,
he was killed, and the remnant of his
force captured. Since that time Niebe,
the only remaining son of Rabah, has
surrendered with 1,600 men, turning
over to the French also 1,800 guns, a
cannon and a large quantity of am-
munition, There is nothing left of
Rabah's power. The French believe
they will now have no difficulty in
maintaining peace in their part of the
central Sudan,

The men they captured told the
French how Behagle met his death just
outside of Rabah's old-&eme. A party
was fent to the place and a child, who
had been present at the execution of
the white man,-directed the French to
the place where the body was buried.
The boy said Behagle had been hanged
on the gallows in the market place*‘at
the time when millet ripens.” His ex-
ecution therefore appears to have taken
place in September 1899,

The boy led the French to the grave.
The body of the explorer was found in
a siting posturé; his legs were still
fastened together by a chain; the stick
to which his hands were tied behind
his back and the rope with which he
was hanged were algo found In the
grave, The body and these relics were
removed to the French post at Fort
Lamy where they were reinterred.

The French have reared a monument
on the spot where the explorer was put
to death, It stands in front of the wall
which encloses the garden of the de-
spot Rabah. This inscription has been
engraved in French and Arabic on the
monument

‘“T'o the memory of the explorer Be
hagle, who was treacherously put to
death on this spot by ocder of Rabah.”

LORD ROSEBERY.

The Liberal Unionists Will Not Fol-
low His Leadership.

LONDON, Feb. 26.—Lord Rosebery
has authorized the formation of a new
Liberal League, with himself as presi-
dent and H. H, Asquith, Sir Henry
Fowler and 8ir Edward Gray as vice-
presidents, to act, as it is authorita-
tively announced, in conjunction with
the rest of the Liberal opposition on
the lines of the policy expressed in
Lord Rosebery’'s speech at Chester-
fleld. This rather ambiguous an-
nouncement is probably Lord Rose-
bery's first practical move to test the
strength of his following among the
liberals,

LONDON, Feb. 20.—The Liberal-
Unlonists, at the annual meeting of thé
Liberal-Unionist council today, defin-
itely repudiated any desire to enroll
themselves under Lord Rosebery’s
banner,

The Duke of Devonshire, lord presid-
ent of the council; who presided, de-
clared Lord Rosebery had done }r(-n\
service In disassoclating: himself from
the pro-Boer element, but the speaker
had falled to see how the Liberal-Im-
perialist party could offer any induce-
ments to the unionists, Men who re-
fused to play the game and impartial-
ly blamed others, all around, whether
Kipling or Rosebery, would meet with
very scant sympathy, The country
was not disposed to follow the flag of
a statesman who had quietly looked
on while the new guldes of the liberal
party had led it deeper and deeper in-
to the mire. He sympathized with Lord
Rosebery's: offer to reconstruct the
party, but the speaker did not expect
his efforts would be attended with suc-
cess, In the meanwhile, he believed the
Unlonists would adhere to their own
party.

The resolutions passed by the meet-
ing referred to the openly - expressed
hopes of the Roseberyites of getting
Unlonisit recruits and declared these
hopes were quite groundless,

A NEGRO HANGED

For the Murder of Prof. White ‘in
May, 1900.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb, 27. —Amos
Sterling, a young negro who was the
accomplice of Henry Ivory and Chas.
Perry in the murder of Prof. Roy Wil-
son-White, of the law department of
the Unlversity of Pennsylvania on the
night of May 19, 1960, was hanged to-
day in the country prison. Sterling
made a confession to his spiritual ad-
viser, claiming sole responsibility for
the murder of Prof. White. He sald
he did not know Perry or Ivory and
asserted that neither of them was
with him when the crime was com-
mitted. His statement is not credited
by the police authorities. Prof. White
was attacked by three colored men on
a - dark stre-t, in the vicinity of the
university, One of his assailants struck
him on the head with an iron bolt, and
ufter he had fallen to the ground he
was beaten to death, tobbery was
the motive of the crime. Perry, Ivoty
and Sterling were arrested several days
later and the two. first named made
confe ms accusing Sterling of being
the actual murderer. The three men
were convicted together and Ivory and
Perry were executed on October 8th
last year. The condition of Sterling’s
health caused four postponements of
his execution.

Henry—~France Not Well
Pleased

PARIS, Feb, 24.—The Temps today
publishes an ironical editorial on the
visit of Prince Henry to the United
States. Where, it asks, is the szound
democracy and proud simplicity of
Jefferson, Franklin and Washington?
8nobbery, it declares, is more pro-
nounced in America than elsewhere.
The Americans have a childish taste
for artificial splendor with rank. The
paper believes, however, that the visit
will offset the English advances to the
United States.

LONDON, Feb, 25.—The Times, in an
editorial on Prince Henry's magnificent
reception, asks what could be expected
from a people whose hospitality to
much less distinguished strangers is
proverbial.

It was absolutely certain beforehand,
the paper adds, that nothing would be
omitted which would add to the pleas-
ure of Prince Henry's visit or prove
that the chosen representatives of a
free people can welcome the represent-
ative of a European monarch with as
much splendor, courtesy and regard as
his own,

ities lying behind. diplomatic inter-
cours America has nothing to fear
from being beiter kKnown to the world,
She has everything to gain from the
better knowledge visits of this kind aid

BERLIN, Feb. 24, Magistrates
of Berlin have sent a cable message to
Prince Henry congratulating him upon
his safe arrival in the United States
It is stated that Burgom ster Kirsch-
ner has cabled to Mayor Low expre:
inhg Berlin’'s pleasure at the prince's
reception in New York, which is taken
as ¢dvidence of the cordiality existing
between Germany and the United
States.

The newspapers are filled with tele-
graphie details of the Prince's welcome,
and they enlarge thereon in a manner
that is entirely foreign to their usual
rractice. The Lokal Anzieger cven re-
produces the names of the guards on the
speclal train that conveye ‘rince
Henry to Washington and in its com-~
ments it dwells with enthusiastic hope-
fulness upon the ‘“fraternization of the
kindred nations,” which owe much
to each other.”

The Vossische Zeitung recalls the sen-
tence engraved upon the sword pre-
sented by Frederick the Great to George
Washington: “From the Oldest to the
Greatest Field-Marshal,” and a@ds:
“Those "German fighters for liberty
who were driven from the Fatherland
in 1848 and found a new home in the
United States, were the pioneers of the
agreement which now receives its of-
ficlal seal in Prince Henry's visit.”"

BERLIN, Feb, 26.—The details of the
movements of Prince Henry and the
courtesies shown him in the 1. 8. con-
tinue to bz followed here with extraor-
dinary interest, and the pleasure of
Fmperor William at the reception ten-
dered his brother has been freely ex-
pressed to members of the royal
household. 1n official circles it is con-
sidered that the emperor has personal-
ly accomplished, by sending Prince
Henry to the United States, what it
would have taken years to do other-
wise.

RUSSIA'S MASTERN PORTS,

Speaking of Russlan ports in the far
east, Engincering observes that while
Vladivostock has many advantages it
is ice-bound for four months in. the
year, and this was the reason of the
Seizure of Port Arthur. The latter
port, is, however, a long way from
Viadivistock and not easily defended,
Engineering says:—

“The part of the harbor of Port
Arthur where the water is deep enough
for big vessels is very limited, and the
shipe are exposed to attacks from the
ocean.

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AN ENGLISH TRAGEDY.
How it Happened That Alice Funnell
is Charged With Murder.

(London Telegraph.)

Public interest in the Eastbourne
tragedy was ifested by a 1d
able attendance at the adjourned cor-
oner's. inquiry. The fatal occurrence
took place so long ago as Dec. 12, whe:
Alice Funnell and her sweetheart Law.
rence Osborne were found in thelr lodg-

ings wounded by revolver bullets, the
young man being dead. Further let-

brothers and sisters and granny and
grandfather—I cannot write any more,
dear father, as I feel quite done for
in this world. Trusting, dear father, we
shall all meet in the world above, and
that you will think the opposite way
about matters concerning last night.
You will see that I am going to die
happy with Charley, the one that I
love so dearly. This was my last wish
that I should die with him, and so
pray you forget me as soon as possible,
You will soon find out where we are.
I trust, dear dad, you will carry out
my last wish. Bury Charlie and I to-
gether. We die together, so we wish
to be buried with each other.” 2
Other letters in a similar strain were
written by her on the fatal day, always
under threats. She admitted, however,
that they were otherwise on good
terms, and that they played ‘“‘Lulo” to-
gether in the afternoon. Osborne cop-
fed out the following lines from Marie
Corell’s “Romance of Two Worlds:"

“What are we waiting for, O my heart?
Kiss me straight on the brows and part,
Again, again, my heart, my heart!
What are we waiting for, you and I?
A pleading look—a stifled cry.
Good-bye for ever!—ere we die.”

The last three words were the de-
ceased’'s own. Osborne, witness said,
was sitting on her knee at the time he
fired the revolver, and she did not see
the weapon before he had shot her.

The jury found that Osborne and
Funnell had premeditated dying to-
gether, and that the firing was the re-
sult of the arrangement between them.
They were unable to say who actually
fired the revolver.

The coroner sald the verdict was in
law one of wilful murder and a war-
rant. being made out for the young
woman’s committal, she was removed
in custody.

JOHN BURNS ON DRINK.

(Chicago ‘I'ribune.)

No voice addressed to Anglo-Saxon
wage-earners provokes wider response,
or more rightly so, than that of John
Burns. His life has been identified with
working class interests. His position
in parliament has been used to advoc-
ate advanced social legislation, and in
the London County Council he has
championed administrative enterprises
calculated to raise the standard of
common life. In public addresses, too,
he alwzys deals with subjects concret-
cly and with great courage.

In a recent speech in London to work-
ing v.0;!e he lald earnest stress upon
the enor nous evils of drink.

For rc lucing the British drink bill
of $800,00),000 per year, or $20 per héad,
he advocated “abstinence” as “the best
and most simple remedy” for the indi-
vidual, and the restriction of the num-
ber ¢f drinking places as the duty of
public authorities generally. He quoted
Liverpool as having “since 1889 reduced
its police drunkenness cases from 16,000
to 4,180, its crime from 926 to 653 per
100,000, its policemen by 100, at a sav-
ing of $40,000 to the rates, by the simple
remedy of having got rid of 345 licens-
ed premises in eleven years.”

Then he urged a similar policy for
London.

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fons were not acted upon,
although there was a feeling -against
diverting Elderslie brook into Lake
Lattimer, for fear of suits for damages
by property owners. The changes
agreed upon involve the acquirement
by the city -of certain properties, and
the whole expense which will be
thrown upon the city in the event of
these things being done will be about
$6,600. The mayor prisided at the
meeting, and there were present: Al-
dermen Armstrong, Maxwell, Seaton,
Macrae, Tufts, MoGoldrick, Millidge,
Robinson, MeMulkin, White and Bax-
ter, Director Cushing and Engineer
Murdoch.
The mayor explained the business
which was to come up, and Mr. Mur-
doch then read his report.

Ald. Millidge devoted considerable
time to an explanation in connection
with our water system and the need
of improving it. Before entering upon
the report of Mr, Murdoch, he wished
to call attention to some facts which
were not generally known. The Coun-
cil decided not to extend our water
pipes to Loch Lomond. The Insurance
people raised the rates of insurance
on account of this refusal. He was
able to show that this was not their
reason for jumping the rates. He found
on looking through a book on insur-
ance that in the past 41 years the
companits had received in Canada
$156,764,807. Their expenses aggregat-
ed $156,447,491, which left a profit of
$317,316, or one-fifth of one per cent.
on the business done in Canada. That
was the reason and a sufficient reason,
he thought, for raising the premiums.
It was only an excuse when they said
they did it here because .the gcity de-
clined to go out to Loch Lorond for
water. For years the insurance com-
panies doing business in St. John filed
affidavits as to their Dbusiness, the
expenses, etc.,, which seemed about
equal. Thus they got rid of paying
taxes. Then the city established the
present license system. Whereas the
companies used to pay $2,994.60, they
now had to contribute $6,723 under the
license system. Not only did the
city get more money out of them, but
the assessors were relieved of the work
of looking into their business. If the
insurance companies could not do busi-
ness without increasing the rates,
surely it was unfair to attempt to lay
the blame on the council because of
their refusal to extend the water
pipes to Loch Lomond. The insurance
people said they would not increase the
rates if the city gave a minimum 20-
pounds pressure and made some addi-
tions to the firc apparatus. The city
last year had 321 hydrants, 105 in the
high service and 216 in the low. Only
12 of all this number had a pressure
of less than 20 pounds. The majority
of these showed from 30 to 50 pounds.
It would be necessary to falsify these
figures to show that what these insur-
ance people claimed should be done
had not been done. The pressure was
all they asked. At noonday, when the
draft wes the greatest, the water rose
at the higher levels of 10 feet, and this
at the very highest points. It would
go far beyond that at midnight. The
minimum pressure was 17 to 18 pounds
at the highest points. That was 80
feet above the level of the harbor. Ald.
Millidge did not hesitate to assert that
ag far as the pressure went, St. John
was well off. At no part of the city
would the water fail the engines, and
at the greatest number of points the
pressure was all that was actually
meeded. Here at the City Hall the
pressure was 100 feet. The aldermen
then took up and discussed the recom-
mendations made by the engineer of
the department. The turbines at the
Silver Falls pumping station could be
further depressed than at present, and
he advocated doing this, as it would
add to the water pressure. The cost
of acquiring the necessary land for
the enlargement of the pond there
would be $2,000, and it was said $1,500
would suffice to raise the dam three
feet. It was important to understand
the possibilities of the water shed
there. There were four recommenda-
tions in the engineer’s report. He fav-
ored the raising of the dam at Silver
Falls three feet. He showed how this
would add to the area of the pond. Mr.
Knox wanted $800 for 2 1-2 acres of
land, and Bishop Casey nad agreed to
take $1,000 for what would be taken
from him. The raising of the dam
would give capacity for 40,000,000 gal-
lons of water. The demand of the city
daily was for 5,000,000 gallons. Next in
importance to this proposition was, he
thought, the improvement at Lake La-
timer. The engineer of the department
owned a lot of land out there, but he
had named no price for it as yet. The
alderman had no doubt, however, but
what Mr. Murdoch would treat the
city fairly. Elderslie Brook ran near
Lake Lattimer and it was suggested
that it be diverted so as to flow into
the lake. A canal would have to be
cut 4,500 feet long. It would be shal-
low, but wide and all the water would
be carried into the lake after a drought
and Lattimer had to be drawn
upon, it would fill up in consequence
of this diversion much quicker. At pre
sent it took it 6 or 7 months to fill up,
but the introduction of the water from
Elderslie Brook would help fill it up
and it would do so more quick-
1y. The cost of making the
diverasion would be $4,000, exclusive of
the right of way. Lattimer Lake
then would have an unlimited supply
for reserve These sugges-
tions should be carried out, and the
lowering of the exit from Lake Lati-
mer should be done. Here Ald. Mill-
idge spoke of the droughts of 1900 and

ONTARIO PROHIBITION.

TORONTO, Feb. 26.—Over a hun-
dred representatives of the Dominion
Alliance waited on the government
this afternoon to protest against the
conditions of the prohibition referen~
dum. All members of the government
were present. Rev. Dr. McKay, the
chief spokesman, sald what the alli-
ance wanted was a fair referendum,
that was a majority vote, as for any
other question, and the taking of the
vote at the time of the municipal
elections. Rev. Dr. Carman sald If
the referendum svere not submitted at
the date of the municipal elections it
should be at the time of the general
elections.

Premier Ross, in reply, maintained
the constitutionality of the proposed
referendum and enforcement of the
law. He sald it would be no easy task
and the government at first had de-
cided in favor of a three-fifths major-
ity, but that had been objected to as
too large. The present proposal was
that three in every eight on the list
should pronounce for prohibition. This
was a fair proportion and was as far
as the government would go. If the
temperance people could not succeed
in getting a majority of votes on the
basis agreed on, they did not deserve
to be successful. As for the date of
taking the freferendum, the premier
said the proposal to make it the same
as that of the general elections would
not be acceptable, but it might do to
hold it on the day of the municipal
elections. That would be considered.

MARCONI'S PLANS

LONDON, Feb. 24.—Soon after Signor
Marconi arrives in New York, whither
he is now bound, he will spend several
weeks in surveying the coast of Cape
Breton, where he proposes to construct
a permanent wireless telegraph sta-
tion which will probably be the prin-
cipal station in North America. Its
establishment will entail prolonged
labor, but Signor Marconi hopes during
the summer to conduct tests prelimin-
ary to inaugurating a commercial ser-
vice,

| South Atrica 1t win, without doubt, be
found that Major General Bruce Meade
Hamilton will come out pretty near
the top in point of continuous hard
work and excellent results achleved.

It may be put forward by some that
the general has been lucky; that he
has reaped where others have sown;
that he has simply swooped down on
laagers and gathered up the Boers in
centuries after other generals (French,
Smith-Dorrien, and his namesake, Ian
Hamilton, to wit) had done the rough
spade Work, To accept this assertion
would be to argue a very imperfect
knowledge of Bruce Hamilton's opera-
tions since he went out to South Af-
rica as chief of General Clery's staff.
The general has worked with a fever-
ishness, a tireless activity, and, with-
al, a thoroughness as to give him the
sobriquet of ‘“Brute’ Hamilton.

Not that the “brute” was meant un-
kindly. It was used by his men in
the same way as we speak of a man
achleving things by brute force and
stubbornness alone. The view which
Mr. Thomas Atkins holds of the gen-
eral is that he “just works 'isself to
a skeleton, that there ain’t no stop-
pin’ him; he does a heap of strange
things at once, starting a march when
wa blokes have made up our minds to
sleep. He's a hot 'un, is the general,
and no mistake."”

Then he served with the Burmese
expedition  in 18856. A ten years’ re-
spite from active service, and then the
Ashanti expedition, under Sir Francis
Beott, from which he emerged as lieu-
tenant colonel. He did excellent work
in the Benin campalign of 1897, was
mentioned in despatches, and received
the brevet of colonel.

As to his work In South Africa. In
considering his brilliant achievements
during the last two months, one is apt
to lose sight of his earlier work, which,
as a reference to the officlal despatches
shows, was arduous all through. Let
it not be forgotten that General Brucc
Hamilton achieved big things from
the time that he got his baptism of
fire in the campaign in Natal. He
fought with the same dash and eager-
ness there and in the Orange River
Colony as have marked his Coings in
the Hastern Transvaal in these latter
days, and the nation may well rejoice
that the wound he received at Venter's
Spruit was but slight.

In the Orange River Colony he led
long and tedious marches, many of
which, though not characterized by
large captures, such as we have been
accustomed to read lately, were em-
inently successful. To mention only a
few of his undertakings before pro-
ceeding to more immediate statistics—
it was the splendid march of Bruce
Hamilton which saved 250 Yeomanry
and 25 infantrymen from being over-
whelmed im August, 1900, mear Win-
burg. Not satisfied with saving the
Yeomen from the strong force of Boers
who besleged them, he took the bull
by the horns, engaged the enemy, and
captured General Oliver (who is now in
Ceylon) and his three sons.

But, of course, it is In the Eastern
Transvaal, to which Botha and the
residue of his army have held fast
during the last few months, where
Bruce Hamilton has gained most of
his laurels, The capture of one laager
after another, the incessant night
marches, often undertaken in pouring
rain, have told a tale on the Boer
remnant. His operations have been
watched with the keenest interest by
students of war, and public satisfac-
tion was great when the general, after
making three noteworthy hauls in a
week, received the epecial thanks of
the government for his brilliant work.
He must have accounted for at least
1,000 Boers in less than two months,
for be it remembered that unofficial
telegrams from the front have report-
ed a2 number of small captures which
Lord Kitchener, probably deeming
them too small to chronicle, has not
sent to the war office.

A BOER TRAVELS AS LUGGAGE.

(London Express.)

A most remarkable story has been
furnished to an express representative
by the second officer of the R. M. 8.
Goth, which lately arrived home from
the Cape.

On the Goth’s arrival on Christmas
morning at Ascension Island on the
homeward voyage, a Boer commandant
was discovered on board in a large
wooden case forming part of the cargo.

The “consignment’” had been received
on board at St, Helena, and shipped as
a box of Boer curios for England. The
measurements of the case were: Length
4 feet 3 inches; breadth, 2 feet 4 inches,
and height, 2 feet.

‘When the box was opened the con-
tents proved to be a live Boer com-
mandant, who gave his name as
Smonerburg, and owned that he was a
prisoner of war on parole.

Standing over six feet in height, he
was helped out of his cramped “room”
in a weak and exhausted state. He
had been there cribbed, cabined and
confined for five days.

Enough food was stored to last him
for his voyage to England, but in being
stowed away in the hold his water
bottles had been broken.

He was eventually landed at Ascen-
slon under an escort, to awalt reship-
ping on a man-of-war for St. Helena,
where he will join his brother Boers in
captivity.

The box in which the prisoner was
found was a most clever contrivance,
