If there had never been a school at Wood-
stock, and the Baplist' people of Ontario
snd Quebec, with nearly a million dollars
in their poseession with which to found a
university, were called upon in the first
instance to decide upon a loostion, they
would doubtless choose Toronto, Ang it
seems fo me they should spproach the
seltlement of this question altogether free
from local prejadices, and ask themeelves,
which location, all things” taken into cone
sideration, is the bewt location mow, fnd
which will be regarded the best in all time
to come.

Aside from the matter of economy,which
will be best secured by having the Arts
Depar of the new

Are there any perfect? “ He that
is without sin among you, let him firs
cast & ston The apostles were not
without faults, then why should the
preacher now be expeoted to be taultless,
any more than the aposties? But see
what great men Paul and Peter were with
all their faulite.

Here is the secret of the matter.” Preach
ers are not perfect, and some churches
seem to know this while others do not.

About one hundred sad twenty years
ago the pioneers of civilization in the
backwoods of North America wefe in al-
most constant collision with the mosyfiT
midable of the Iadian tribes, who had
learned (o use the weapons of tie white
men and who were ved mpon ('riving
away those pale-faced invaders of their
hunting grounds.
