serve an extension of its lease of life !

The Scenes from LaUa Rookh which, un­
der the competent direction of Mrs. Thos. 
Temple, so pleasantly interested Frederic­
ton society, when given there for the bene­
fit of the Victoria hospital, will he the at­
tractive evening’s programme ; and 30 of 
St. John’s most popular young ladies and 
gentlemen will lend the charm of their 
presence to the picturesque illustrations 
which Moore’s famous poem brings liefore 
one’s eyes.

Four principal scenes, embracing seven­
teen groupings, will be represented.

In the “Veiled Prophet of Khorassan,” 
which is the illustration first to be shown, 
Mokanna and Zefica are the principal fig­
ures at the opening. Ladies are observed 
behind the curtains and richly dressed 
courtiers, carrying braziers, lend an air of 
movement to the group, while slaves await 
their bidding. The scene changes. Mo­
kanna, half-reclining on his couch, reveals 
his soul in a soliloquy. Zelica, horror- 
stricken, listens, and as her unconscious 
exclamation declares her presence, the 
Veiled Prophet shows his face and she falls 
fainting. Next comes a garden scene, with 
groups of maidens dancing in the distance, 
Azim resisting their wiles. Following this, 
in the same surroundings, Azim, with out­
stretched arms, invites Zelica, who springs 
to meet him. The last is an out-door cas­
tle scene, where Azim and the Caliph arc 
the principals, while soldiers and slaves 
make up the setting. Azim strikes the sil­
ver veil and discovers Zelica and the. scene 
closes to music.

A few weeks ago, Progress recorded 
and commented upon an occurrence on 
the grounds of the Provincial Lunatic 
asylum, publishing the account upon the 
authority of a gentleman—an eye-witness— 
who saw, he said, a number of patients 
hitched to a plough and using it in thc pre­
paration of cultivation.

The superintendent of thc asylum was 
away at the time, but when he returned he 
published an indignant letter of denial (?).

Dr. James Steeves, sr., is superintendent 
of the Provincial Lunatic asylum, and his 
son, Dr. James Steeves, jr., is assistant 
superintendent. The former receives a 
salary- of $1,200 per annum and the latter 
$800. Both of these gentlemen are lodged 
and boarded in the building and provided 
with many additional comforts which only 
gentlemen of means can afford.

No person, so far as Progress can 
learn, finds fault with their salaries or 
comforts. The general hope is that the 
gentlemen appreciate and enjoy the good 
things of their lives.

The assertion can safely be made that 
the people of New Brunswick have a 
greater interest in the asylum for the in­
sane than in any other public institution. 
There are between 400 and 500 inmates, 
who come from every county, every- parish 
in the province. Their friends remember 
them, and watch with pitying interest for 
any news, good or bad, from the only- 
place they are allowed to place them, the 
one place where a cure, if possible, is sup­
posed to be effected. The only reports 
which should be looked for from such an 
institution are those of the superintendent 
relative to the condition of the patient, 
their friend or relative.

It sometimes happens that a patient re­
ports himself; that is to say, he wanders 
from the grounds, or, in other words, 
escapes and finds his way home, which in 
most cases he leaves again in the care of 
his keepers.

Progress will have but little to say- of 
the frequent escapes which can be reported 
from that institution. It is perhaps a diffi­
cult matter to keep a strict watch on men 
who are looking out for such chances, but 
the public gets an idea when patients es­
cape, wander through the country and final­
ly die of starvation, when patients go down 
to the falls and leap to death, when a pa­
tient is found dead in early winter within a 
fow yards of the building, frozen stiff, when 
the police of Portland and the city fre­
quently arrest the strays, that everything is 
not conducted as it should be in the home 
for the insane.

One would imagine that with 400 patients 
at least requiring daily attention that two 
men would he very busy and outside prac­
tice could not he taken

It Haa a Grip an the Boom, and Property
Owners Make Their Own Rents and
Choose Tenants.
“I am going to make a prediction,” said 

a prominent merchant to Progress : “The 
Union street of the future will be the street 
of the city.”

Present appearances would indicate that 
such a prediction may become a fact, in 
part at least. Union street today is so far 
ahead of that thoroughfare ten years ago 
that it is hard to realize the change. It is 
a street of business, small businesses to be 
sure, but cash business. Progress ven­
tures the assertion that credit has found 
fewer holes on Union street than on any 
other business thoroughfare in town. The 
dealers keep good articles, and while they 
manage to let the jieople ' know this, they 
spend little time and less money upon 
window decorations. Their best customers 
are country people, who prefer cheap 
figures to ornamented plate glass fronts 
with prices to match.

If there is a boom in any part of town, 
Union street has got its grip on it. The 
news of the street railway going through it 
warmed the hearts of real estate owners 
who are fortunate enough to own blocks on 
either side. There were a dozen appli­
cants for every vacant store worth occupa­
tion and rents moved like magic. A gentle­
man told Progress that he had had scores 
of advance applications for his stores on 
that street in the event of them becoming 
vacant. They are leased, however, and at 
good prices.

When the paving is finished the street 
will be improved 1,000 per cent. There is 
no street, save Mill or Charlotte, which can 
boast of so much or so heavy traffic, and 
smooth block pavement will make it much 
easier for horse and man.

Progress joins in the above prediction, 
adding the belief that before another decade 
has passed every business street will be 
paved ; that property owners will live on 
their rents ; that credit will be as scarce 
everywhere as on Union street at present ; 
that with the advent of a cash system every 
man’s credit will be so valuable that not one 
will ask it.

Parliamentary practices and personal con­
siderations were the antithesis in 1867, in 
this part of the world.

But the most curious episode in all these 
proceedings was the speech delivéred by 
the Speaker, just before he gave the casting 
vote. He berated both sides of the house 
in no measured terms. All political prin­
ciples were trampled beneath his feet ; he 
turned his past record upside down, then 
inside out. (At one time, in 1837, Mr. 
Simonds was one of the boldest champions, 
with L. A. Wilmot, on the side of the peo­
ple, in his demands of the English govern­
ment for the surrender of the casual and 
territorial revenues, and settlement of the 
quit rents, Sir Archibald Campbell being 
the lieutenant-governor, and was opposed 
to the surrender.) He declared responsible 
and departmental government unmitigated 
evils, the curse of the country, and hurry­
ing it to irretrievable ruin. It he could see 
the people rise in their might and blot 
these principles out of existence, he would 
“depart in peace” and be happy. Not one 
member, on either side of the house, had 
displayed a single spark of "patriotism—“to 
the victors belong the spoils,” was their 
motive power. He had listened attentively 
to the whole debate, day after day, and the 
only conclusion he arrived at was that 
members liked to hear themselves talk, and 
see who could make the longest speech and 
take up the most time, thereby satisfying 
themselves, if nobody else, that the ablest 
man was he who possessed the most wind. 
In this way, he said, nine-tenths of the 
time of the country was squandered. This 
is but a brief epitome of his honor's re­
marks. He slashed and cut friends and 
opponents alike. In this he was impartial, 
but his casting vote went always further 
than his speech on the side of the govern-

Mr. Fisher felt sorry that the speaker had 
made such an exhibition of himself in lec­
turing the house as he had done, and the 
intemperate language he had used. He 
felt sorry for his honor, for the house and 
for the country, that “the first commoner” 
should so deport himself. He (Mr. Fisher) 
could only account for it that the speaker 
did not in his excitement fully comprehend 
the force of the language he was using, or 
that there might have been some unaccount­
able disturbing weight on his mind, which 
led him into so humiliating a position. 
Other members spoke in the same vein, 
when the speaker replied and reiterated his 
former charges and brought forward many 
more—and then voted with the government. 
The whole scene was one long to be remem­
bered. It was both grave and comical. 
The government after this was called “the 
Speaker's government,” as he held them all 
in the hollow of his hand.

The next chapter will close this series, 
and will show how the defeat of the govern­
ment was brought about, viz. : by the de­
fection of one of its supporters, Mr. Hugh 
McMonagle—another dissolution of the 
house—and a return of a large Liberal ma­
jority—and final restoration of the dis­
missed Fisher government to the offices out 
of which they had been bowed by Mr. Man- 
ners-Sutton through the liquor law legisla­
tion, less than two short years before.

On the 12th February, 1857, the legisla­
ture was called together for the despatch of 
business. It turned out in more respects 
than one to be the most remarkable session 
on record. The opposition 
the house exulted in the belief that the gov­
ernment, now that the liquor law was out 
of the way, could not stand a week. The 
political soothsayers counted 23 opponents, 
sure—to say nothing of four or five “loose 
fish” who would swim with the tide when­
ever they began to see, it ebb and the pos­
sibility of promotion to office, several offices 
at that time being vacant. The writer, 
however, during his long political expe­
rience has frequently seen such scores run up 
among his friends, and knew well how gall­
ing the disappointment whenever events did 
not turn out according to calculation. The 
present was one of those occasions which 
furnished an equal amount of encourage­
ment to both parties, but no clear sky 
through the murky clouds which hung over 
and about the house. As his excellency 
was now a conspicuous political figure and 
deeply concerned in the fate of his ministry, 
he felt that his own safety was involved in 
theirs—for if they were defeated his situa­
tion would be a very awkward one, from 
the fact that he would be obliged to send 
for his old advisers, the only available ma­
terials to work with, if re-elected—more­
over there was the prospect of his former 
conduct being arraigned Indore the 
house, and his recall insisted upon 
by the restored government, (as 
in the case of the lieutenant-governor, 
Sir Colin Campbell, of Nova Scotia, so 
soon as the Liberals there got into power, 
and had an opportunity of dealing with his 
excellency for his past political miscon­
duct)—and, therefore, it was quite natural 
to suppose that his excellency would feel 
painfully anxious.

AS MB. GILL SAW IT.

V St. John Churches Were Not “Holy” and He 
Had to Carry on a Bombardment.

[Rev. Joshua Gill in Advocate of Bible Holiness.)
I write at the conclusion of the services ton, between daylight and dark ; but whe­

ther this is anything more than a tradition 
we cannot definitely say. It is said that 
Squire Kilbum, of Muniac, has often, at a 
good pitch of water, made the run from 
that place to Fredericton, 100 miles, in a 
day in a log canoe. Our esteemed friend 
Judge Ingraham, tells of a day’s journey 
which he once made in a bark, in company 
with Charles Lee, from the falls to Eel 
River, 81 miles. On the 15th of June, 
1887, at comparatively low water, Messrs. 
J. W. Bailey and R. B. Straton covered 
the distance between Peel and Fredericton, 
76 miles, in one day. And on the 26th of 
May, at the beginning of the present 
freshet, and before it had reached its 
height, Messrs. J. K. Knight, agent 
Merchants’ Bank, and H. M. Harley, teller 
Nova Scotia Bank, Woodstock, made the 
run from Andover to Woodstock, 51 miles, 
in 7 hours, against a stiff head wind.

Before attempting the trip, 
prepared a time table, based upon informa­
tion obtained in a survey of the river made 
by Deputy Foulis. All distances were 
taken, from the plan accompanying his re­
port of survey, as were the elevations from 
which was calculated the relative speed of 
the current at different points. The follow­
ing are the principal points in the time

A short distance 
below the eddy a rocky point projects 
from the next bank, from wnich the water 
recoils with tremendous force, forming a 
line of rollers, extending obliquely down 
and across the river. About 100 yards 
below is another, similar, but much 
rougher. As the Bed Sican drew clear of 
the eddy, and feels the full force of the 
current, an attempt is made to get her 
outside of the line of rollers, for they look 
ugly ; but the current is too strong, and 
so she is headed straight for them, and 
goes climbing through in beautiful style, 
not however without shipping considerable 
water. But it will nevêr do to take the 
second line of breakers in like manner, 
for the Red Swan would want wings in­
deed to get through that wild dance in 
safety. So her bow is headed across the 
stream, the bow man is called on for his 
very best, and away she dashes like a 
crazy thing.

The tele of French asd RouUn Nereis. 
The Pali Mall Gazette, London, recently 

printed an interesting letter from Mr. 
Hepiy Vizetelljythe senior member of thé 
great publishing firm of Vuetelly * Co., 
whose translated reprints ;of- French and 
Russian works have won appreciation the 
world over. The infofmatioù sought was 
as.to the public demand for these. Mr. 
Vuetelly wrote :

We publish for more translations from 
the French and Russian than all the other 
London publishers put together. The 
reason why our business came to 
particular direction was this: Mr. Vize- 
telly, who had formerly been engaged in 
publishing, gave it up many years ago to 
connect himself with journalism, apd for 
fifteen years (embracing the period of the 
siege of Paris and the Commune) he had 
been the Paris representative of the Illus­
trated London News. Soon after returning 

England he resumed publishing, ana 
among his earliest ventures were “Popular 
French Novels," comprising only the very 
best examples of modem French fiction of 
a perfectly unobjectionable character, by 
such writers as Daudet, About, Cherbuliez, 
Henry Greville, Merimee, &c., issued in 
well-printed shilling volumes.

ASYLUM MANAGEMENT.

We present in another column, this 
Bioruing some things referring to the 
lunatic asylum management which are sug­
gestive of thought. We believe that the 
management of the asylum could lie investi­
gated with profit to the province, the 
people and the patients.

Up to this time the press lias avoided 
shaking public confidence in an institution 
which should possess it in the fullest degree, 
but we think the time has arrived when the 
people desire a fuller explanation of asylum 
affairs.

The superintendents and assistants ot 
lunatic asylums arc shielded from public 
criticism more than the officials of any 
public institution. They are separated 
from the people by a wall of unsound 
minds, by men and women whose every 
word and act outside are looked upon as 
itrangc and unreal.

Who would place implicit faith in, or be­
lieve in toto, the charges made against the 
management by persons who have been 
months, perhaps years, within asylum walls?

If the people accepted such statements 
as true we have no hesitation in saying 
that the management of our asylum woidd 
have been in different hands long ago.

It becomes necessary then for the public 
.safety that the supervision of asylum

magement should be in competent hands, 
anil we respectfully suggest that a suspi­
cious public would be satisfied more easily 
with this than any other arrangement.

PRINC IPLES—AND PERSONS.
We have heard both sides of the 

question, now, and the doctrine of Christian 
Perfection has lx?en set forth so fully that 
he who runs may read a page or so, written 
from either point of view.

Dr. Jekyll dreads the deeds 
of his second self; Mr. Hyde hates his 
double, but neither fathoms the intents of 
the other, nor can he alter or frustrate 
them if he would. Between the good 
and the evil one a great gulf is fixed.

It would be easy, too, for the actor to 
picture Dr. Jekyll as colorless and cold­
blooded ; to accentuate the contrast so 
sharply as to make Mr. Hyde ridiculous by 
excess of impotent malignity ; or to expend 
his force on one character and slight the 
other. I am bound to say, however, that I 
have seldom seen a more carefully balanced, 
finely-shaded, closely individualized piece 
of work. Dr. Jekyll demands our love; Mr. 
Hyde excites our abhorrence ; but, as has 
been said in the preceding paragraph, when 
one is before us we do not think of the 
other, and either impersonation stands by 
itself as a finished portrait.

Mr. Hedley’s transitions from one to the 
other character were most skilfully 
aged.

How She Differs from Ancient Models— 
Comparative Measurements.

Mechanics’ Institute.To get some comparison between the 
ideal of woman’s figure as the Greek sculp­
tors chiseled it and the modern dressmaker 
and cloakmaker regard і , says the New 
York Mail, one cannot do better than 
pare the proportions of the Medicean 
Venus with those of the professional models 
who exhibit fine goods for the sellers at the 
wholesale and retail stores. The Venus is 
5 feet 5 inches in height, measures nearly 
25 inches about the waist, 84 inches about 
the bust and 44 inches about the hips. The 
upper arm measures 13 inches and the wrist 
p. From the base of the skull to the waist 
is between 14 and 15 inches. The ap­
proved dimensions for a cloak or dress 
model as employed in most of the large 
city houses do not differ from the Venus 
greatly as regards height. Short women 
and tall women are needed in the retail 
stores, but a wholesale house exhibiting 
samples to a buyer will require a woman 
of about five feet five inches to display its 
choicest goods to advantage. Her other 
measurements will be about as follows : 
Waist, 23 inches, or sometimes 24; bust 36 
inches, or occasionally 37 ; hip measure, 
from 45 to 47 inches ; upper 
11 inches ; distance from base of skull to 
waist, 16% inches and from shoulder to 
shoulder, 13% inches, 
measure approximates the Greek measure 
much more closely than it would have done 
twenty years ago. Sixty years ago there 
would have been very httle comparison 
possible between the two. Where the 
dressmaking model differs from the statu- 

odel the divergence can be traced 
accurately to the corset shape, which makes 
the waist rather smaller, the bust and hip 
considerable larger than they ought to be. 
It is the corset, also, which makes the waist 
too long. Lack of a sufficient amount of 
muscular exercise is responsible, probably, 
for the missing two inches in arm girth and 
the missing inch and a half in shoulder 
width. The professional models are, as a 
rule, among the most symmetrical women 
seen in die city as to measurements not 
specified, and in these respects approximate 
the Greek nearly.
