iPremier Asquith States That
Immediate Peace is
Desired.

IGREAT POWERS MUST
/ PRESERVE JUDGMENT

Wrime Minister in Speech
States Feeling of Nations—
Bulgaria Ready to Quit and
Begs for Settlement at
Once.

Birmingham, England, July 21—
f'he Prime Minister characterized the
ppectacle presented by the Balkan
States as “disheartening and repell-
ant” in a speech at the Chamber of
Commerce centenary banquet here to-
night. On the one hand, he said, wera
the Balkan States drenching with one
another’s blood, the territory their
united efforts had freed from Turkish
rule, on the other hand Turkey Jdisre-
garding the Treaty of London, on
which the ink was scarcely dry, and
‘taking advantage of the difference be-
tween her late enemies to recover her
lost territory,

The Powers, continued Mr. Asquith,
were doing everything possible to
bring the dispute to a peaceful confer-

ence. Today it seemed likely that
such a conference would take place.

Immediate Peace.

“We believe,” he added, “that it
must result in the immediate suspen-
sion of arms and a speedy settlement
upon the terms of which with a view
to what has happened, the great Pow-
ers must and will preserve their own
Judgment.”

The Prime Minister warned Turkey
that if she were ill-advised enough
to set the provisioms of the ‘Treaty of
Londen at defiance-she must be pre-
pared: for.the introductions wof ques-
tions which it would be by no means
to her interests to bring into the de-
bate.

Bulgaria Anxious for Peace.

London, July 21.—Any idea that the
fBulgarian army is preparing for a
counter stroke is now quite abandon-
ed. It has become known that in his
anxiety to bring about peace, King
Ferdinand appealed to the German
Emperor regarding Roumania’s action.
The nature of the Emperor's reply
has not been disclosed. A semiofficial
despatch from Sofia says that even
should the Roumanians invade the
capital no resistance would be offer-

ed.

The actiial occupation of Adrianople
has not yet been confirmed. The ad-
vance of the Turks on Adrianople has
been accompanied by = considerable
skirmishing. The Turks are believed
to be proceeding in three columns,
one from Bulair, by way of Uzunkopri,
which has been occupied, and two
from Tchatalja, by way of Babenski,
and Kilisseh both of which places are
peported occupied.

An Unconfirmed Report.

The Bucharest correspondent of the
Daily Telegraph hears, but is ungble
to confirm that Greece has waived
claim to Kavala and Drama and will
content herself with the Saloniki hin-
terland, which would facilitate a
peace settlement, He also says that
8 junction has beén established be-
tween the Roumanian right wing and
the Servians, who crossed the moun-
tains on the frontier in four columns.

London, July 22.—Besides accepting
the Turtukai-Baltchik line Bulgaria
has consented to the Roumanian
troops remaining in Bulgaria, accord-
ing to a Bucharest despatch to the
Daily Mail, until Bulgaria has con-
pluded peace with her enemies.

United States Experts Estimate
Attempt to Check Cotton
Weevjl Would Cost Country
$108,000,000.

Washington, July 21.—Federal ex-
perts estimate that a loss of almest
$108,000,000 a year to, cotton growers
in Alabama, Georgia, Tennessee and
Florida would result from the adoption
of the plan proposed recently by Sen-
ator Smith, of South Carolina, which
contemplated the establishment of a
belt in which the growth of cotton
should be prohibited by law, in an
effort to keep the cotton boll weevil
from spreading eastward into the At
lantic coast states.

This conclusion has been reached
by the Department of Agriculture
based on a strip of about 100 miles
wide down through Tennessee, Ala-
pama and Georgia. No filgures were
prepared to show how this loss of
$108,000,000 annually might be offset,
either in part or in full, by the rais-
ing of other crops.

The problem of getting men is al-
so instructive, In the British Navy a
man, after previous training as a boy,
enters at the age of 18 for 12 years'
service; he then’ may, if he chooses,
re-enlist for 10 years /more, or until
he is 40; at that age, having done 22
years’ service, he gets a pension. The
Canadian Naval Service Act provides
for a seven year enlistment. The Aus-
tralian naval regulations at first pro-
vided for a term of service of five
or seven years. It is obvious that the
jonger the service the fewer men need
be procured each year; and that the
shorter it is the larger the number en-
listed yearly., Thus, if 4 per cent. is
allowed for deaths, loss of health, etc,,
an enlistment of 100 men a year for
22 years' service ultimately will keep
up a force of 1,500 men; while with
seven years' service it would need an
annual enlistment of 2256 a year to
provide the same force.

Mr. Hazen
said that in some quarters fear is ex-
pressed that unless something is done
by the United States authorities in the
near future, the canneries there will
suffer greatly, even if they are not
forced to close. He pointed out that
this question was the subject of a
treaty some years ago between  the
United States and Canada. At that
time it was agreed that the reports of
Professor Prince and Professor Starr-
Jordan would become the basis of an
international agreement regarding the
fishing of waters contiguous to the two
countries. When the recommendation
was made Canada had lived up to it,
but the United States authorities have
failed to do so up to the présent time,
although the matter was made the

Spending Much Money.

Mr. Hazen said that while the de-
partment is now spending large sums
in the propagating of food fish, he
hoped that im the near future they
would be able to pay more attention to
the game fish, as there were so many
Canadian waters eminently suited
to their breeding. However, he had
not yet gone into this matter very
deeply, but thought it could be worked
out. He also spoke of the commission
which is now sitting in British Colum-
bit, where Judge Audette is investi-
gating the question of recompense
to the pelagic fishermen of the Pacific
coast. He feels that Canada will
greatly profit from the treaty made,
and that the percentages accruing to
Canada will form a considerable source
of revenue, even after the damage
claims are satisfied.
Discussing his home province, New
Brunswick, Mr. Hazen said that it also
is feeling the beneficial results of the
great immigration movement to Can-
ada. There are still considerable areas
of good land in New Brunswick open
to settlers and these are being taken
up. Most of them need clearing of the
Leavy forest growth, but the -present
high prices of lumber and forest pro-
ducts are helping the movement. In
the matter of farming New Bruns-
wick is not at present time growing
sufficient produce to supply her home
market, but the shortage has the effect

of hardening prices on local produc-

Sir: During the short time I have
been here I have received numeérous
inquiries regarding alfalfa, its culture,
ing, etc., which leads me to be-
lieve that this awakened ‘interest
means much to. the successful work-
ing out of the agriguitural problems
of how to produce cheap and valuable
feed and at the same time enrich and
Lstrengthen the properties of the soil,
and later on induce active interest in
the cattle, hog, sheep and dairy pro-
duction of the province.

1 would therefore request that you
kindly  insert the following sugges-
tions, which I deem most essential
for the successful culture of this
legume.

ist. If, after proper demonstration
it develops alfalfa cannot be pro-
duced on your farm, devote your en-
ergies to other lines. It is only rea-
sonable to assume that some few
localities are not adapted to alfalfa
production. Few farms of 160 acres
have more thar 30 acres that is suit-
able, in the way of drainage, proper
slope, etc., necessary for the success-
ful production of alfalfa, and it is
advisable to make the initial start
on a few carefully selected acres with
a top soil of light variety, not sandy,
with light, clay subsoil, and not too
close to water.

The drainage question is the first
to consider. Be sure and select land
that has a gent]e slope, and thorough-
ly surface drained. Extremes as to
the high or low land are to be care-
fully avoided. Water standing one
day on alfalfa in a depression will
affect it materially, and if it freezes
you can depend on a field with spots
where the depressions will be filled
up with a growth of weeds. It is not
possible to secure a satisfactory crop
from any soil without proper and ade-
quate drainage.
Do not sow alfalfa on new breaking,
as the roots do not penetrate below
the plow line, and are liable to di-
verge along under the sod and sub-
ploy line, so that the root does not
develop vitality or strength to support
a healthy, strong plant-seeding on the
first breaking of new land generally
results in a half a stand the second
year, a weak, straggling plant, and a
thin stand the third year.
Alfalfal will not succeed on acid
land. Such land should be thorough-
ly limed (about six tons per acre of
Dousmans Marl intermixed with phos-
phate has been tried out with great
succcess in the middle states in re-
cent years).

Shows Beneficial Results of Action—Government
will Save $800,000 on Contract — The Connelly

Wharf,

Mr, Valiquette of the Dominion Pub-
He 'Works Department, was in the city
yesterday and explained to the city
commissioners. the nature of the
changes made some three months ago.
in the contract with the Norton Grif.
fiths Company in respect to the break-
water.

In the original contract it was pro.
vided that the seaward end of the
breakwater should be built of crib-
work and dredged to its face on the
inner side, so as to furnish a lay-to
berth for vessels waiting a chance
to get into the drydock. About three
months ago the Norton Griffiths Com-
pany agreed to build at their own ex
pense a layto pler near the dry
dock, and the department of public
works on the advice of its engineers,
and with a view to hastening the har-
bor developments at Courtenay Bay
decided to abandon the idea of having
the outer end of the breakwater built
of crib work. This decision was ar
rived at and announced about three
months ago, and the story in the pa
pers last evening that another changa
in the plans had been announced was
misleading.

Buiit of Stone.

Under the new arrangement with
the Norton QGriffiths Company Lhe
breakwater will be built entirely of

/| stone, and instead of being rum out

in & straight line, the outer section
starting from a point 2,800 feet from
the shore, will run to a point 400 feer
east of the original position of the
outer pier head. The idea of bending
the outer section four hundred feet
to the eastward is to provide against
the stone work slipping into the
dredged harbor basin:

Under the original agreement the
channel and basin was to be dredge
right up to the face of the crib work,
=0 ships could lie against the crib

work. o change will be made in l?:c-
plaps Jor dredging the basin, but n_le
out®” section of the breakwater will

be 400 feet from the dredged basin,
and there will be no danger of it slip-
ping into the harbor basin. The
change will not affect the protection of
the harbor in any way.

Save $800,000.

By the new agreement the gcvern-
ment will save $800,000, which will be
available for other harbor works at
St. John, and the Norton QGriffiths

It is sald that as a résult of the
arrangement the contractors will: be
able to complete the breakwater by
next March, The company will have
dredges to work this year dredging
out the basin near the dry dock, and
by next spring it will be able to start
dredging on the foundations for the
new piers at the foot of Mecklenburg
street,

Another Change,

The government has also sanctioned
a slight change in the channel to the
bay, providing that the outward end
thall eurve more to the southward,
thus making it easier for vessels to
enter,

The work on the West Side was
also a subject of discussion getween
the commissioners and Mr. Valiquette,
and the latter was also indigmant at
the reports given to the newspapers
of this phsae of the conferencs,

The Connelly Wharf,

“The C.P.R. and Mr. Schofield have
agreed that it would not be advisable
to try to use the Connelly wharf this
winter, because it has not sufficlent
protection,” he sald.  “The contrac-
tors are within thelr time limit, and
the whole wharf with the exception of
the sheds could be combleted in De-
cember. But there does not appear
any reason to rush matters if the
steamship companies won't use the
new berth for fear of storms coming
up, though, it is true, ships might lie
there for months withoit any trouble
if there were no southerly winds.”

Connelly and Charlton have already
sunk over 800 feet of the crib work of
their pew wharf, 300 on the eastern
and 500 feet on the southern side.

LIVE ILNS
CLOSED NOW

Price bf Commodity Likely
to Soar as Result of Mill-
men’s Lockout — To Im-
port from Upper Canada.

As a result of the long duration of
the millmen’s strike the lime kilns
which have been operating in the vi-
cinity of the city have been forced to
cease work, and unless an early set-
tlement in the matter is made, there
is little possibility of them being open
this year at least. 7

The ceasing of active operations at
the kilns will have a very depressing
influence on building work going on
about the city and contractors will
find themselves deeply affected by the
action of those operating the kilns in-
asmuch as they will be unable to pro-
cure in the city lime for building pur-
poses,

The lack of lime will possibly have
a tendency to ' increase the cost of
building work here and so indirectly
the city in general will feel keenly
the effect of the mill closing.

If the kilns remain idle during the
remainder of the year it is doubtful
whether builders in the city will be
able to procure a sufficient supply of
lime as it must be shipped here either
from Upper Canada or the United
States, If sufficient quantities can be
secured from outside centres it is
most probable that the work requir-
ing the use of lime will be done at an
increased cost to the builders.

As the strike continues merchants
in the city are realizing that the clos-
ing of the mills is having a far reach-
ing influence and they are anxiously
looking forward to an immediate set-
tlement between the millmen and the
owners, As far as can be learned, how.
ever,.there are no more signs of the
mills re-opening than.there were the
first of the strike,

In the meantime over $2,000 which
previcusly was daily circulated about
the city is now tied up, and shipping
men along with other merchants find
that business has been hampered
through the ghutting down of the lum-
ber mills. ;

‘Walter H. Wilson, a St. John boy
who has lived some time in Seattle,
and is now on a visit to St John,
surprised a local member of the Pro-
vincial legislaturé and a reporter of
The Standard when in the course of
conversation he casually mentioned
that in the part of the world he came
from potatoes had been selling for one
dollar a ton, and that the farmers of
Washington were much disappointed
because the Canadiag people turned
down the reciprocity pact.

It is fifteen years since Mr. Wilson
left St. John for the West, and he is
very much interested in the progress
the city has made since he left, and
its prospects for the future. ‘“There
have been quite a number of changes
since I left here,” he said, “and I
notice many evidences of progress
that ‘were lacking fifteen years ago,
especially on the West Side.”

Mr. Wilson has a number of stories
to tell that illustrate certain features
of life in the West that will appear
strange to people in the Kast. In
the KEast a man with one hundred
thousand dollars would be regarded
as a fortunate mortal, but it seems
that in the West it is not always
easy to get possession of your own
money. Mr. Wilson spent about eight
years in the Yukon, and a few years
ago, in company with three other men,
had cleaned up anywhere from $60,-
000 to $100,000 each, went to Seattle
and put their money in a bank. One
morning they woke up to find that
some financial "cyclone had hit the
city, and that business was bad and
armies of unemployed were marching
through the streets. The banks were
being besleged by people who want-
ed their money, but instead of pay-
ing their depositors the banks em-
ployed policemen to. beat up the
crowds and drive them away.: Even
men who had deposited $100,000 could
not get their money back, and had
to be content with clearing house cer-
tificates, “We had to wait six months
before the banks would pay us back
our money,” said Mr. Wilson.

Such is life in the West, but Mr.
Wilson is rather inclined to think that
the West has used him well and will
return, though he is thinking of leav-
ing the States and entering the Cana-
dian West.
