Let to One Dady, and Governor

New York, Aug. 20—Argument in the
application .of Michael J. Dady, the Brook-
iyn contractor, for an injunction against
Governor General Wood of Cuba, seeking
to restrmin him on the promulgation of
a new charter for the city of Havana was
heard today. Dady had a contract with
the city of Havana for the construction
of sewers and pavements in the Cuban
capital. It is claimed that irreparable
injury will result to Dady by the promul-
gation of a new code; as it will make it
impossible to carry out the contract. A
previous application was made for a pro-
visional injunctign to Judge Thomas, who
adjourned the motion' till today, ordering,
however, that meanwhile General Wood
should do nothing to interfere with the
vested rights of the complainant. Frank
D. Pavey, cqunsel for Dady, today con-
tended that the proposed action of Gov-
ernor General Wood was an attempt to
violate the rights of the plaintiff under
the laws of-the United States and the
treaty of Paris. Ie said that Dady’s was
a property right; that he was privileged
.to offer and perform conditions of con-
#racts submitted to him to the city of
Havana if the council of that city sanc-
tioned it. This, he claimed, had been
done. He claimed that the United Btates
has expressly disclaimed any sovereignty
over Cuba and furthermore that the muni-
cipal laws of a country are unchanged un-
til the sovereignty is changed; that Gen-
eral Wood is doing an unlawful act in
attempting under cover of the United
States laws to change the municipal laws
of Havana. ;

. United Blates District Attorney Bur-
nett said that General Wood has declar-
ed that it was essentiak to the health of
Cuba and of his own soldiers as well that
he should have supervision over the
gewerage and street -paving and general

3,130 MILES IN 33 DAYS.

|

Traveled by Land and Sea, Night
and Day, in Cars, in Carts and
on Foot to Join in the Fight for
the Relief of Mafeking--Arrived
on Time.

The siege and relief of Mafeking are
now ranked amongst the glorious records
of the British army, and the names of
its brave defenders and gallant command-
er are known all over the civilized world,
but in the midst of all these enthusiastic
rejoicings, says the Mafeking correspond-
ent of the Times, we have overlooked one
of the finest forced marches which has
ever been made, and this, too, by troops
which have been sent to help the mother

country by her colonies. On April 13th, -

“C” Battery of the Royal Canadian Ar-
tillery, under Major Hudon, received or-
ders to proceed to Cape Town and em-
bark for Beira, where they were to form
part of the Rhodesian. field force under
General Sir Frederick Carrington. The
following morning they left Stellenbosi
and did a forced march of thirty miles
into Cape Town, and sailed on board the
Columbia with their guns the same even-
ing. Arriving at Beira on April 22nd, they
disembarked on the foliowing day, and
part of the battery left by train the
sume: evening en route for Marandellas,
where the general had established his
base camp. 'The remainder of the bat-
tery started for the same destination the
following morning, accompanied by four
officers and 100" non-commissioned officers
and men of the Queensland Mounted In-
fantry, who were detailed as escort to the
guns. Despite having to unload the guns
and. baggage at Bamboo Creek, where the
narrow guage ends, and reload everything
on the broad-guage wagons, the first part
of the contingent reached Marandellas cn
April 26th, after a journey in open trucks,
on what is certainly one of the worst rail-
ways in the world, of 380 miles, the re-
mainder arriving en the following day:

General Carrington considered it ad-
visable that, if possible, more artillery
should be with Colonel Plumer’s column,
and made his plans accordingly; the ouit-
come shows with what precision they were
made and how excellently they were car-
ried out by the men entrusted with them.
1t must be borne in mind that both guns
and escort were without horses or mules,
so the ‘“Salisbury to Bulawayo” coaches
and animals were monopolised by the gen-
eral’s orders, to be exclusively at his dis-
posal until the column was safely through.
Two guns left Marandellas on April 30th,
the remainder following on May 1st and
2nd, and reached Bulawayo on the 6th,
a distance of nearly 300 miles. On arrival
there they immediately entrained and pro-
céeded to Ootsi, where the line was cut,
and detraining did a forced march from
there to Safeteli, a distance of over 60
miles, and joined Colonel Plumer’s column
at that place on the 14th.. Colonel Plumer
moved the same day and met the southern
column under Colonel Mahon at Jan Mas-
sibis, and relieved the long besieged Mafe-
king on May 16th, after a march of 33
miles. ;

In order to appreciate the pluck and
perseverance shown by the Canadian artil-
lery and Queenslanders on this occasion,
one must consider the obstacles they had
to contend with on the line of march.
To start with, many of the men arrived
at Marandellas without coats, as these
had been burnt off their backs by sparks
from the engine, which is fed by wood
fuel and does net carry a spark protec-
tor on the funel. The rolling stock is
absolutely deficient, and the men sat in
open trucks on their ammunition, baggage,
ete.,exposed to the great heat by day and at
night to a biting cold and fever mist,
which makes itself felt soon after sun-
down; add to this the constant danger by
fire, which had to be very carefully guard-
ed against on account of the ammunition.
At Marandellas, -when every available
coach and wagon had been procured, it
was found that the men would have to
sit on top of the ammunition and baggage,
so that once more they were forced to
undergo the severe trial of having to sit
through the long day’s jolting in a mule
wagon, very much overcrowded, and often
unable to move in order to change their
positions and relieve their strained and
cramped limbs. Yet they did it without
a murmur, and reached their destination,
a distance of nearly 700 miles, which they
had completed by train and mule wagon
in eight days. Their journey from Stell-

enbosch to Mafeking, via Cape Town, a |

distance of 3,130 miles was ac-
complished in 33 days, and includ-
ed, roughly speaking, 1,900 miles by sea,
120 miles marching, 300 miles in mule
wagons, and nearly 800 miles by train.

The Emperor and Empress Reported - to Have Fled—Noth-
ing Certain as to Their Whereabouts—Japan
Distrusts Germany and Russia.

London, Aug. 21, 355 a. m.—Owing
probably to the Pekin wire being cut
little news of the conditions in the Chin-
ese capital has come through this morning.
What. has reached London indicates that
the alkes are in“need of reinforcements.

The commander of the Italian second-
class cruisce Fieramosca telegraphs from
Taku, according to the representativie of
the Daily Mail, that very urgent requests
weére coming from Pekin on Saturday for
the immediate dispatch of further troops
and that in answer to these 400 Italian
mavines were sent off post haste.

The Japanese minister in London, Kato
Takaaki, is said to have received a tele-
gram last evening announcing that subwe-
quent to the entry into Pekin a Japanese
detachment went to the imperial palace
to afford whatever protection was neces-
sary. 'The enemy were in strength and
fighting was still proceeding when the
message was sent to Tokio. The main
body of the Japanese was then at An
Ting Men gate, the Tartar city, with
headquartars at the Japanese legation.

Reports of the presemce of the Empress
Dowager are still contradictory, but Gen.
Yang Lu, on the authority of the Shang-
hai correspondent of the Standard, is def-
initely announced to be a prisoner by the
orders of the empress in the imperial
paalce. .

“Tivis, perhaps,” says the cokrespon-
dent, “is a good thing, as detention in
the capital will enable him to negotiate
with - the allies’ commander, which he
would do as Prince Tuan’s enemy.”

The Chinese minister in ILondon, Sir
Chih Chen Lofeng Luh, on being asked

"as to the whereabouts of the Emperor

and Empress Dowager, replied:

“They have gone westward to the old
capital, Hsian Fu, and I think they are
quite safe there.”

Serious trouble is now threatened in the
neighborhood of Canton. The Americans
at Swatow, aceording to the Daily Chron-
idlé’s "Shanghai correspondent, have ap-
plied for a warship in consequence of ser-
ious rioting and the Hong Kong corre-
spondent of the Daily Mail says that a
warthip is on the way there now.

Queen Victoria has sent the following
message to the commandant of marines at
Pekin.

“I thank God that you and those under
your command have been rescued from
your perilous situation. With my people
I have waited with the deepest anxiety
for good news of your safety and the
happy termination of your heroic and
prolonged defence. I grieve for the losses
and sufferings experienced by the be-
sieged.”

A Japanese warship has left Yokohama
for Shanghai, according to the Daily Mail,
to- Jand troops and to .protect Japanese
subjects. The Daily Mail also announces
that Germany will lanid a detachment at
Shanghai. Further Yokohama advices to
the same paper declare that Germany and
Russia are objects of distrust to the Jap-
anese press, which urges that Japan,
having borne the chief burden of the oper-
ation, must see to it that the future of
China is not determined merely by the
pleasure of the western powers.

“It is felt,”” says the correspondent,
“that determined action oh the part of
Great Britain, the United States and
Japan will avert any danger amising from
the ambition of continental Europe.”

The semi-official Japanese organs say
that, if occasion arises, Japan can send
50,000 troops on short notice and that, if
the powers are inclined to play a selfish
game, special measures will be mnecessary.

Sir Chih Chen Lofeng Luh, interviewed
by the Daily Chronicle, is represented as
having said: .

“The present disturbances are omly a
temporary outbreak. We do not despair
of peace. Everylhing depends upon the
conduct of the allies who are now in
Pekin. All subsequent questions rest with
them for solution. You may be quite cer-
tain that it is not the antagonism to
western ideas which is at the root of the
troubles, but rather the difficulty of gov-
erning a great and ancient people.”

EMPEROR AND EMPRESS
HAVE FLED.

The Leader of the Anti-Foreign Movement,
Prince Tuan, is With Them—Japanese

Despatches.

Washington, Aug. 20.—The Japanese le-
gation today received several important
despatches giving the fullest and latest in-
formation of events in Pekin. A telegram
dated Tokio, Aug. 19, says:

“After the entry into Pekin was effect-
ed by. the allied troops, the Chinese troops
on Aug. 15 betook themselves to and re-
mained in the Imperial palace. A body
of Japanese troops was told off to guard
the palace and there they met with ob-
stinate resistance by the Chinese troops.
Fighting is still going on. The head-
quarters of the Japanese army is in the
legation and the division is mainly quar-
tered in the villages outside of An Ting
Men. A telegiam dated 12th in:t., re-
ceived from Japanese foreign office, gives
the following despatch from the acting
Japanese counsel general at Shanghai:

“From Sheng’s statements to me I am
inclined to think there is truth in the
rumor that the Empress Dowager, at least,
if not the Emperor, too, has left Pekin
for Wu Tai Hsien, in Shen Si province,

via Tao Ting Fu, for he told me that some
of the privy council crossed the Lukon
bridge .on the 12th with banners bearing
inscriptions denoting that they formed a
part of the imperial escort and that Lu
Chuan Liu, governor of Kiang Su, sent a
telegram on. the: 14th to the southern
viceroys and governors directing them to
forward all war funds to Shen Si. But as
an imperial decree was issued on the 13th,
the departure, if it took place at all, must
have been subsequent to that date.

“I have also learned from another re-
liable source that Princes Ching, Yung Lu
and Kaghi Yi are still in Pekin, though
Prince Tuan has {ollowed the Empress
Dowager.” .

A telegram dated the 20th from the
Japanese foreign office says:

“The Japanese consul at Amoy tele-
graphs as follows on Aug. 18:

“It is reported from the interior that in
Ting Chou Fu.and Lung Yuen Chou sev-
eral Christian chapels were destroyed by
mobs. The anti-Christian movement ap-
pears to be spreading toward the district
or Chang Chou Fu. There do not, how-
ever, seem to he any foreign missionaries
in the interior.””

Prince Ching, referred to as still at
Pekin, is the Chinese official most friendly
to the foreigners, while Prince Tuan, who
is said to have followed the Empress
Dowager, is the head of the anti-foreign
element, Yung Lu probably is the Jung
Lu in' command of the imperial forces.

CHINA WANTS PEACE.

Li Hung Chang Asls for Terms—Doubtful

If He Will Get a Favorable Reply.

Washington, Aug. 20—The Amenican re-
ply to China’s latest appeal for a cessa-
tion of hostilities, received today from
Li Hung Chang, has not yet been made
known and it is likely that the matter
will be one of the main subjects of con-
sideration at -the- cabinet meeting tomor-
row. But there is reason to believe that
the overtures will, in effect, be rejected,
on the ground that the conditions laid
down in the American note of August 12,
have not been complied with and until
complied with the government must pro-
ceed without reference to China’s appeal
for a halt in the proceedings.

The despatch of August 12 said specifi-
cally that the United States was ready
to enter into an agreement between the
powers and the Chinese government for
a tessation of hostilities on condition that
the relief forces should be permitted to
enter Pekin unmolested and escort the
legationers therefrom under such eircum-
stances as the commanding general might
Jay down. But up to the present time,
there is not evidence that the allied forces
are unmolested at Pekin, or have received
the sanction of the lmperial government
to convey the legationers to Tien Tsin
without further trouble and under the
conditions laid down by the commanding
general. On the contrary, all of the des-
patches indicate that the allies are meet-
ing stubborn resistance and there is an en-
{ire lack of compliance with the condi-
tions laid down by the United States in
its despatch of August 12.

China’s latest application for peace ne-
gotiations was received early today at
the Chinese legation and was transmitted
by Mr. Wu to the state - department.
Secretaries Hay and Root were out of the
city, but Acting Secretary of State Adee
went over the subject with the president.
Earl Li’s request is that the United
States shall name Minister Conger, or
some other official, to act as peace envoy
for the cessation of hostilities. The Chi-
nese envoy proposed no terms as to the
withdrawal of troops and made no other
suggestion as to what was to come be-
fore the commission, his sole anxiety be-
ing to secure the cessation of hostilities.
The application is understood also to have
tbeen made to the powers in the hope that,
if all would name a commissioner, there
would be a general council of peace be-
tween Li Hung Chang on the one hand,
and the several representatives of the
nations on the other.

The situation at Pekin was made more
elear today from many sources. The la:
test advice appears to be that from Con-
sul Fowler, at Che Foo, repeating a des-
pateh received from Consul Ragsdale at
Tien Tsin. The latter reports: “Chinese
troops surrounded in Palace grounds.”
The Japanese legation received a despatch
of the same general tenor, but more in
detail, saying that the Chinese troops re-
treated on the 15th, within the Imperial
palace and that they were surrounded
there, with the Japanese military head-
quarters located in Japanese legation. Ad-
miral Remey also transmitted an authen-
tic report from Pekin on the 15th, say-
mg:

“Troops moving on the Imperial city.”

These several despatches from different
sources, establish clearly that the Imperial
city and grounds were under siege. But
not one of the despatches is clear as to
how late this condition of affairs existed.
The latest information, while showing
the Imperial city surrounded, does not
disclose the issue of this situation, nor
hew long it has continued.

Today’s despatches seem to make clear
that the Emperor and the Empress Dowa-
ger have made their escape from Pekin
and that about the only present service
of the Imperial palace and grounds is an
asylum in which the demoralized Chinese
soldiers are making a last stand. The
Japanese legations advices today showed
that the banners of the Imperial cortege
were seen leaving Pekin on the 12th.

The attitude which the international
forces will observe toward the Emperor
and Empress: Dowager is understood to
have received official consideration among
the powers resulting from a request by
the southern viceroys that no personal
indignity be shown to China’s rulers.

In view of the general desire of this
government and the others concerned to
keep China intact and speedily restore
quiet, the disposition among officials is ter
ward refraining from any personal indig-
nities. It developed, in this connection;
that all the powers recently rejected the
proposition of the consuls at Tien Tsin
to destroy the tombs of the Ming dynasty.
The proposed destruction was a . threat
held out to the Chinese in the hope of
‘bringing them to terms. But the powers
rejected the proposal and thus gave sig-
niticant evidence that anything calculated
to give personal affront or indignity to the
Chines.e was not a part of the present
campaign.

CHINESE TROOPS SURROUNDED.

The American Consul at Tien Tsin Makes
a Startling Report,
Washington, Aug. 20.—The state depart-
ment tonight made public the following:
“Che Foo, Aug. 20, Secretary of State,
Washington:
“Twentieth, Ragsdale reports Chinese
troops surrounded in palace grounds.
(Signed) “FOWLER.”
Ragsdale is counsel of the United States
at Tien Tsin.

Stories of Massacres in Many Parts of
China,

New York, Aug. 20—Robert E. Speer,

 Tehchend in the Kiangsi province have
been destroyed; that the foreigners in-
' cluding the consul and the customs staff
left Wenchow, in the Chenking province,
-200 miles south of Shanghai, =

He adds: “Since I wrote the above,
‘word has come that sixty foreign mission-
aries and 100 native Christians have been
murdered in Tai Yuen Fy, This will not
-be published until it is confirmed. The
missionaries from Kai Feng Fu, in Honan
are on their way to the coast and are
- having a terrible experience.”

A Faulty Despatch,

Washington, Aug. 20—The state de-
mpartment this morning received a despatch
from Consul Fowler, dated Che Foo, Aug-
ust 15. It relates to the massacre of
missionaries and others at Pao Ting Fu,
which has been referred to a number of
times in the press despatches and has
generally been conceded to have occurred
on June 30. The first part of the des-
.patch is so badly mangled in transmis-
sion that it is impossible to make much
of it. The text is as follows:

MORE TARIFF CHANGES

Sir Charles Only Trying to
Create a Scare.

Says the Statement of the Leader
of the Opposition Is a Political
Dodge--The Policy of the Gov-
ernment was Distinctly Laid Down
and Remains Unchanged.

Montreal, Aug. 20—(Special)—Sir Louis
Davies and Hon. Mr. Fieding were in
Montreal today and left for Ottawa .this
evening. While here Mr. Fielding de-
nied Sir Charles Tupper’s statement that
the government intended any further
change in the tariff. “I have read the
statement of Sir Charles,” said Mr. Field-
ing. “His object is so plain I hardly think
he can mislead anybody. Knowing the
business community of Canada is strong-
ly on the side of the Laurier government
he would lik® to create alarm by talking
of contemplated tfriff changes. While
carrying out the policy of tariff reform
the government has always realized the
necessity of a reasonable degree of tariff
stability. "As to the article in the Lon-

don Standard, I have never seen it and
never heard of it until it was mentioned
to me by the correspondent who came on
board our ship at Rimouski, I was only in
London for a few duw and had no time
to follow all that newspapers said: The
policy of the governmént respecting pref-
erential tariff was distinctly laid down
in the last budget speech and it remains
unchanged. I believe the policy gave en-
tire satisfaction to business men of the
country and I am sure they will not be
misled by such unfounded statements as
made by Sir Charles.”

A Guess in Washington on the Méthod
Employed to Enter Pekin.
Washington, Aug. 17.—The allied armie=
have captured and entered Pekin in the
. face of obstinate resistance and the mem-
bers of the foreign legations are safe.
Official confirmation of the fall of the
Ohinese capital came to the United States
government tonight in the shape of two
cablegrams, one from Admiral Remey and
the other from Consul Fowler at Che
Foo. The cablegram from Admiral Remey
came to hand first, early in the evening,
‘followed very soon after by that. from
Consul Fowler and the officials, realizing
the great public interest in the events
- which it was believed had happened in
. Pekin, at once made them public.
. Admiral Remey's despatch is as fol-
lows:

Previous information which has been
received here showed that the allied ar-
mies took possession of Tung Chow on
the 12th inst. From that city to Pekin
the distance is not very great, not more
than a dozen miles. It seems evident,
therefore, that the armies halted for a
time at Tung Cnow, probably for the pur-
pose of giving the men a rest and to pre-
pare for the attack on the capital city in
force, after waiting until the rear of the
advancing hosts should arrive at the front.
Possibly also the delay was the result of

-negotiations innug'uia.ted by the Chinese

officials looking to the delivery of the
ministers with a Chinese or other escort.
If negotiations were attempted they must
have failed, as the army continued on its

march and attacked the capital three
days after reaching Tung Chow.

The officials here were aware of the
fact that the stronghold of tne Boxers
was in the Chinese city and for the allies
to attempt to force their way through
it into the Tartar city in which the lega-
tion compounds are" located might mean
a great loss of life and possibly a defeat.
It was also known that mawmy of the im-
perial troops which have sided with the
Boxers were in or near the Chinese city
and that much of the artillery and rifie
fire which has been poured into the lega-
ticns had been from the walls separating
the two cities. These facts evidently
were communicated to Gen. Chaffee and
the other commanding officers of the al-
lies. Realizing these cbstacles it appears
the allies decided to attack the city by
the east gate. There are four entrances
to the city on the east, two leading to
the Chinese city -and two to the Tartar
city. Just which of these was selected as
the attacking point Consul Fowler’s de-
spaten does not disclose.

Contrary to the préss reports of today
Consul Fowler’s despatch shows that the
attack on the city met with strong re-
sistance. The Japanese force engaged with
the advance, according to the understand-
ing of the officials here, numbered 10.000
men, so that the loss suffered by them
was over one per cent.

No mention is made of the losses of the
forces of the other armies, but it is pre-
sumed that it was in proportion to that
suffered by the Japanese.

The president was overjoyed on hear-
ing the news of the safety of Minister
Conger and his associates. He had been
hopeful all along that their rescue would
be successfully accomplished. Tonight’s
news confirms that hope and brings a
feeling of great relief to him.

_ The president entertained a number of

Later in_the evening, as soon as he
heard of the news, Seervetary Root came
in from the Country Club and remained
for some time with the president dis-
cussing the latest informaton which had
come to hand.

“Japanese General Disappeared.

Tokio, Aug. 17—Extracts from a long de-
spatch describing the advsnce of the allied
forces from Tien Ts:n say General Ma dis-
appeared during the fighting at Yang Tsun,
that the immediate advance on Pekin was

decided upon at a ccuncil of war in which

Aug. 7, and that the advance columns were
drawn up in the following order: Japanese,

Hussian, 'British and American. The French

contingent was obliged to remain at Yang
Tsun on account of its inadequate commie-~
sariat, :

At Tien Tsin.

Washington, Aug. 17.—The navy de-
partment today made public the reports
of Col. Robert L. Meade and Major L.
W. Lawler, of the United States marine
corps, on the battle of Tien Tsin. They
give not only a graphic account of this
initial engagement in the (hinese cam-
paign but furnish the * information with
official exactness. Col. Meade’s. report i8
dated at Tien Tsin July 16. After telling
of the situation around Tien Tsin and of
the decision on July 12 at a conference
held at the general’s headquarters to at-
tack the city about daybreak the next
day, Col. Meade’s report in describing
the early fighting in wihich the marines
and 9th infantry took such a gallant part,
says:

“We reached the advanced position
about 8 a. m. I took 180 rounds per man
with me—100 rounds in the belts and 80
in the haversacks. This is not sufficient
for an all day fight and as it grew toward
night 1 began to be apprehensive of being
feft in an advance position in a fight
‘where no prisoners were taken on either
'side, with only the bayonet to fight with.

“On the fimng line the auion was es
pecially hot and tlie enemy’s fire espec-
.ially rapid and accurate and at about 8.30
a. m. the enemy appeared in large num-
bers upon our left and among the grave
mounds of the field in which we were
with the evident intention of flanking
uz. I made a turning movement to the
left and rear and we drove them away
About 2 p. m. they again made a flank-
ing effort but at this ttme the infantry
“support of the artillery company was on
the mud wall of the city and aided us by
a cross fire. This company was gommand-
ed by Captain C. G. Long. The effort
of the enemy proved a failure and we
drove them in.

“We remained in the trenches until
about 8 p. m., when we received an order
from the brigadier general commanding
us to withdraw which was probably the
most difficult action of the day since the
enemy had so well covered our position
that their shots. struck the crests of the
trenches and threw dirt in our faces—
many being hit.

“(en. Dorward ordered that the troops
should sleep upon their arms that night
and on the following morning to enter
.the city. The south gate had to be blown
in by gun cotton.

“The troops Rad had nothing whatever
to eat on the 13th save the smaill lun-
cheon (if it may be so called) which each
man carried in his haversack. Gen. Dor-
kindly sent
to the reservation for food and other
necessaries and the bivouac proved a suc-
tess and the men, although very fatigued.
were ready for duty.

“On the 14th inst. the south gate having
been blown in, we moved into the walled

city at about 6 o'clock a. m. .
“We found- the city filled with dead
Ohinamen and animals. No  resistance

was made to our occupation in the city
iteelf but an infantry fire was kept up by
the Japanese infamiry upon the enemy
who responded from the suburbs. Since
then we have had undisturbed possession
of all Tien Tsin.”

from the British Commander.

Col. Meade enclosed the following letter
from Gen. Dorward, the commander of
the Lnglish forces:

“From the General Officer Commanding
British forces in China.

- «Ty the Officer Commanding the United
States forces, Tien Tsin, China, July
10:

“Sir,—I desire to express the high ap-
preciation of the British troops of the
honor done them in serving alongside their
comrades of the Amemican army during
the long and hard fighting of the 13th
inst. and the subsequent capture of Tien
Tsin city ‘and of my own appreciation of
. the high honor acccrded to me by having
them under my command.

“The American troops formed part of
the front line of the British attack and
so had more than their share of the fight-
ing that took place. The ready and will-
ing spirit of the officers and men will al-
.ways make their command easy and
pleasant and when one adds to that the
steady gallaniry and power of holding on
to exposed positions which they displayed
on the 13th inst., the result is soldiers
of the highest class.

“We all deeply sympathize with you in
the heavy losses you have suffered, es-
pecially with the 9th Regiment in the loss
Jof their gallant colonel, . H. Liscum,
and with the first regiment of marines
in the death of Captain Davis, who met
' soldier’s death in the front of the fight.

“] blame myself for the mistake made
in the taking up of their position by the
9th regiment, not remembering that troops
wholly fresh to the scene of action were
likely to lose their way. Still the posi-
tion they gallantly stuck to all day um-
doubtedly prevented a large body of the
enemy from turning the right of the at-
tacking line and inflicting serious loss on
the French and Japanese. ;

“] propose specially’ to bring to notic
,in despatches the conduct of First Lieut.

385 officers took part, held at Yang Tsun |

Corps, in bringing a wounded man from
the front under heavy fire. Licut. Butler
was wounded but T am glad to learn not
seriously. The regimental adjutant, Iirst
Lieut. Henry lLeonard, as lieut. Butler
was suffering severely, volunteered to
carry him out of the firing line. This
gallant feat he successfully accomplished,
but I regret to say was very dangerously
wounded.

“The 9th regiment were fighting some-
what outside my sphere of action so I am
able to<bring forward only one instance
of personal gallantry in that regiment, al-
though fighting for about 12 hours almost
alone and unsupported and never giving
back a foct of ground until directed to
retire under cover of night and fire of

. the naval zuns, such instances must have

been very numerous. The one 1 would
mfgr to is the hringing back to me by the
acting regimen‘al adjutant, Captain Taw-
ton, of the account of the position of the
regiment, across a wide and fire-swept
space, and returning with reinforcements
to guide them to his regiment when he

Major Waller’s report is of cspecial in-
terest as he had command of the marines
in the fight before Tien Tsin was reach-
ed. The report is dated Tien Tsin, July
28, and says in pant:

“At two in the morning, July 19, the
Rus<an colonel informed me that he
would push on with his 400 men and at-
tempt to get into Tien Tsin and aid in the
defence of the city. T objected but was
overrulzd in couneil. , My rcason told me
that there was a slim. ehance for passing
the - Chinese force with only 530 men and
ro guns, the three-inch rifle proving de-
feative. I disabled it and rolled it into the
viver and followed the Russians in the
twelve mile march on Fien Tsin. The Rus-
sian column was in ‘adwance. 400 strong,
with my Colt gun in their front, under
the commamel of Lie\p?.L;Pmy"c‘l‘l. The ,ad-
vance continued until 7 a. m.~without
opposition, when we reached a point op-
posite the imperial afsenai. -

“Phere we met a small flank fire which
was quickly silenced by our sharp-
shooters. About tem minutes later we met
a heavy front flank fire.~ from
1,500 or 2,000 men intrenched. We de-
ploved and my line fegling the flank fire,
turned to the left and rear, confronting
the flank movement, our line at that time
having its front advanced and richt flank
refused. |

“The support of the Colt gun 11-:1\'?113:
dwindled to two men, and the gun having
jammed several times, all the crew being
shct down but one, Mr. Powell very pro-
perly decided to abamdon it, which he
did, after disabling the gun. Receiving
nobice that the Russians would retreat to
a point four miles beyond our bivouae, I
began my retreat, moving by the right
flank and keeping up a fight for four
hours with the enemy who were in foree,
imperial troops and Boxers. We suceceed-
ed in falling back bringing our wounded
by hand. At 2 p. m. we had reached our
base, having marched 30 miles and fought
for feur hours. I was obliged to leave
the dead- but brought ofi the wounded.
Our casualties weve four killed and nine
wounded.

“It was agreed thai we should advance
in two columns on the next day, at 4 a.
m., my force occupying the advance of
the British.column and the right of the
firing line. We struck the enemy at about
7 a. m. and. drove them steadily until
about 12.30 p. m., when we entered Tien
Tsin, relieving the besieged Europeans,
our losses being one killed aund "three
wounded.

“Af moon on the 27th the Russians hav-
‘ng attacked the arsenal, asked for rein-
forcements. 1 sent out Second Lieut. Joly
with 40 men, Mr. Harding, my adjutant,
joining as voluniteer and placed the whole
under the command of Commander Crad-
dy, R. N. This force, about 1,800 strong,
succecded in driving -the ememy from the
parapets out of their fortification and in
full flight. It was doveloped that the
enemy 'had about 7,000 men at this peoint.
Our men charged over. the parapet with
a British company, being the first in, this
part of the fight. Our lcss here was one
wounded and Lieut. Joly overcome by the
heat, but not until after he had brought
his men back to their quarters.

. Lawrence, Mass, Aug 17—A gasolené
stove was the cause of the loss of two
lives in Methuen today and the destruc-
tion by fire of a barn and its contents.
The victims were Mrs. W. H. Barton, 45,
and Henrietta Peabody, a girl of 14, who
had been boarding with the Batrtons. The

accident took place just before noon, at
a farm at the
west end of Methuen,

Miss Peabody was prepnrmg dinner, on
a large gasolene stove. The valve leaked
a trifle and allowed the fluid to escape.
Miss Peabody was wiping the gasolene
from the stove when her dress took fire.

The stove was located in the ell and
was near‘a door which leads from the ell
to the barn.  When the girl discovered
her dress -to'.be on fire she ran hurriedly
into the harn and seizing a handful of hay
endeavored, to ‘extipguish the blaze. This
made matters wo'xhe for in & moment
the hay was il 4ifire. - Leaving ‘the barn
‘the girl 1an; 49, the street and  her cries
attracted .a man who was chopping wood
on the opposlte side of the street,. At the
same tire nhofher man who was on his
way home from the market drove up. The
latter saw the girl in the street and tak-
ing a blanket from his team wrapped it
about her body. Mrs. Barton was found
in the burning barm, her clothing also a
mass of flame. -

Mrs, Barton and the Peabody girl were
wrapped in blankets and conveyed to the
residence of Williami Harvey, nearby. Five
physicians were called.

The girl was more severely burned than
the woman., The fire consumed every bit
of her clothing and flesh fell from the
body when she was moved.. Mrs. Barton
inhaled: some of the fire ‘and her hands
and body were badly burned. She took
fire while endeavoring to extinguish the
girl’d burning clothing. The Methuen fire
apparatus’ arrived' in time to'save the
house, but the barn with its contents was
destroyed. Loss 'about $2,000; partially
covered by insurance.

The two victims were so badly burned
that it was impossible to take them to the
hospital. Both died during the afternoon.

Needlng Rest, Just as Do Orgamc St‘ruc-
tures in Nature.

It is .a fact of comparatively recent dis-
covery in chemical metallurgy that meta's
lose their vitality from repetition of shocks
and strains, and may be said to suffer from
Iutlgue—that is, they may be worked till
their molecules fail to hold together, and
then they are in a state of exhaustion.

As is famnharly known, bars of tin, rods
of brass and wires of any metal will sep-
arate, owing to fatigue, if bent backward
and forward continuously. But by careful
experiments, however, the fact is made to
appear that a remedy exists for this con-
dition of metals, if theé overstrain does not
border on rupture; and this remedy is
very much like that which is applied in
the case of an overworked human frame—
namely, rest.

Feather-edged tools recover their vitality
better than any other. Of course, the
length of time required for this rest varies
with different metals, and the amount of
strain to which'they have been subjected.

Hard metals, such as iron and steel, use
up one and, two years’ time in the process.
On the other: hand, soft metals, like lead,
retain their cohesive force longer, and also
require less rest.—[Cincinnati Enquirer.

“Resolved, That in the opinion of this
convention mutual preferential trade with-
in the British Empire would greatly tend
to cement the unity of the Empire, vastly
assist in developing the material resources
of the several colonies and dependencies
thereof, hold a restraininig influence up-
on immigration, directing from foreign to
(ountucs within the Empire and conduec-
ing to an equitable system of commercial
intercourse between the Empire and the
nations of the world.”

W. M. Jarvis, of St. John, in seconding
the resolution, said that so much had heen
said on the subject he did not think it
necessary to supplement.

England
treated with indifference the iniquitous
policy of the bounty system to the great
injustice of the British West Indied,
crowtding their product out of the Eng-
lish market. Asking England for coun-
tervailing duties the British West Indies
were only asking for the same measure of
treatment granted by the United States.
Yet the British statesman, fearless of the
other problems shirks the sugar question.

The English consumer clamored for
cheap sugat, but was it not possible that
the Empire will not have to pay the
price in the end. Without casting re-
flections on the loyalty of the colonies,
the possibility of them being absorbed by

securing redress of the grievances of the
‘West Indies. Anything that would im-
prove their industrial conditions would
improve ours.. The speaker then moved
the following resolution:

**Whereas, the British West India Islands
and British South Guiana are very import-
ant markets fcr Canadian products; and,

‘*Whereas, anything whiich retards the

THE QUESTION OF TAXATION.
“The Sun is trying to make its readers
believe that the people of Canada are
oppressed by the rate of taxation impssed
by the present government. As-our taxes
are all levied on imports and on certam
articles m;mufuc:turcd in Canada on which
I.hefé is an excise duty, and as the rates
. of duties both of excise and. customs have
‘not been increased since the present gov-
ernment came into power, but diminish-
ed, it follows as a matter of course that
‘the present large revenue arising from
taxatibn is due to increased consumption
of the articles taxed. Increased con-
- sumption on the pant of a people means
jncreased prosperity, because people do
purchase goods and use them in bad
times,’ but only when they feel rich
enough to buy them and pay for them.
This consideration knocks in the head all
the elaborate statements of the Sum in
reference to the alleged increase of taxa-
tion per head from $5.48 in 1896, to $7.26
in.1900. In the former year there was a
defieit, which means that the amount
raised by ordinary revenue was not suf-
ficient to pay the ordimary expenditure,
notwithstanding ‘the fact that Mr. George
E. Foster, the finance minister in that
year starved every service, including the
militia, and threw a number of payments
into the following year for the purpose
of ‘making as good a showing as possible
for the government. On the other hand,
in- the year 1900, the fiscal year which
ended the 30th of June last, not only
was there sufficient revenue to meet all
the ordinary expenditure, but there was
such a large surplus that it more than
paid all the capital expenditure leaving
something over for the reduction of debt.
All this clamour about taxation comes
with a strange air from the Tory party
which has placed such enormous burdens
on the people of Canada in the. shape of
high taxation and indebtedness. We may
refer again .to the fact that in 1878, when
the Libemals went out of power, the rate
of taxation was $4.37 per head, and that
in 1883, five years afterwards, the Tories
had raised it to $6.60 per head, an in-
crease of £2.23 in five years. Moreover
this increase of taxation, although it gave
a small surplus of revenue over expendi-
ture, did not begin to meet the capital
expenditure which the country was then
incurring, and notwithstanding the heavy
rierease of taxation the country went in-

No doubt tlie powers wil
first of all exact from China a full indem-
on | nity for any losses that they have suffered,
and it is likely that’ the Chinese govern-
ment, if the country stil] has a govern-
by | ment, will yicld almost anything that may
be demanded. But when that is done
in | what then? In going to the rescue of the
imprisoned legations all the powers had a
common object in View, the saving of
their own people, but when this object
has been accomplished there does not ap-
pear to be any bond of union botween
them. Each country is looking out for
jts own interests, and the intcrests of
some countries ‘are directly in opposition
to the interests of others. Here, for in-
dJtance, we have Russia which desires to
acquire territory in CHina but does not
desire ‘to share the trade of that country
with any other power.

A LETTER SENT OUT.

Missionary Says the British and
American Troops Saved the Place
--Bravely Fought Side by Side--
Wondering Why Relief Did Not
Come--Food Scarce.

Tlie special correspondent in Shanghai
of Leslie’s Weekly sends it the following
letter brought to that city by the Chinese
servant of a missionary in Peckin, under-
stood to be the Rev. W. F. Walker, in
the service of the Methodist Board of
Foreign Missions. He has resided, with
his wife and daughter, in Pekin for many
years, and with his family was compelled
to seck shelter with other missionaries
and converts in the British legation. The
Shanghai  correspondent, in a hurried
note, says that the letter was mailed as
quipkly as it was received, and that it is
authentic in all respects. It was written
apparently under date of July 19th—we
refer to the Pekin date—and was dis-
patched from Shanghai the day of its
xeceipt. The letter corroborated in
many respects by other advices, and there

is

“-is no doubt that it correctly describes the

long and dreadful siege up to the date
when the powers asserted themselves and
caused the retirement, temporarily, at
least, of the besieging hosts of Boxers.
The letter reads as follows:

“We felt trouble in the air long before
it actually broke out. The great, surging
throng of yecllow-faced men evidently
knew of the plotting against the foreign-
ers, but not one spoke. Our presence was
simply ignored, and we, were passed by in
gilence with averted . faces. Only those
who have experienced it can realize the
awful sense of isolation that seizes upon
you when you find 'yourself alone in the
midst of this seething mass of black-
haired men and can see that they are
purposely ignoring your existence, refus-
ing to see you, and, controiling their
natural curiosity, pass you by with silent
contempt. You may know that, with their
mysterious means of inter-communication
Ly gossip or from mouth to mouth, they
are all aware of the fate that is being
plunncd for you, but you can search their
faces in vain for one leok of pity, and
strain your ears without hearing a singie
nete of warning.

Veterans Warned New Comers.

“This was the condition in Pekin, and
old observers like Sir Robert Hart warn-
ed us that it would be wise to -move
women and children to places of safety
before the storm broke, for to them it
was apparent that the mob was simply
waiting for the appointed time; but there
had been so many alarms, and nothing
had come of them, that most foreigners
were skeptical and refused to believe that
these rumors deserved to be credited any
more than the many which had failed to
materialize before. Others were jubilant
at the pmspectyo’f being present when at

. welcome one. 1f the Chinese had not
! been such cowards they could easily have

"{ack has been only of a sneaking and
cowardly character. They have tried to
creep up the bed of the canal under the

!svtting fire to the buildings around it.

i i The sacred buildings of the Hanlin College,

{ with its ancient library of unique manu-
seripts, was burned, and several homes of
friendly Chinese which adjoined were also
destroyed. From the legation could be
seen the destruction of the other lega-
tions, and by the rising of the smoke you
could tell as one by one they were wreck-
ed. The Russian and the American lega-
tions have been the least damaged, for
they lay so close that they are almost
under the protection of the guns in the
Inglish legation. We would have had a
Lard time had it not been for the smug-
gling in of supplies by frieadly Chinese.
T he stable-gate of the legation opens into
a Chinese market, and a lot of vegetables
and garden products was smuggled in that
way. We also received much informa-
tion concerning the whereabouts and posi-
tion of the Chinese forces from the com-

The, inner-or, as it is
popularly known, the forbidden citys evi-
dently -had nat. been. taken. . lt.is sur-
rounded by a massive wall of solid mas
onry, more than twenty feet high and. it
is not regavded as -surprising that. the
Chinese should make their final stand
within its shadoavs. Prior to the receipt
of the:despatch, it was accepted generally
as a fact that the llmpress Dowagers in
company with the Emperor and a large
suite, had left Pekin while. nothing i
said in Admiral Remey's 'advices ,as to
the whereabouts ,’af the. Emperor, it is
deemed scarcely. probable that he left the
city without the Kmpress Dowager.

Some doubt of the accuracy  of,.the in-
formation received by Admiral Remey. is
expressed, particularly as the Chinese
minister,, Mr, ,Wu, is very, positive: that
the Emperdr, ‘Empress Dowager and "the
entire Chinere court,left Pekin, before the
arrival at the gates'of the' alties.

Minister Wu said to the Associated
Press to-day that he has official adviess
to the effect that the Emperor and Em-
press Dowager had gone from- Pekin to
the province of Shem Si, a considerable
distance west of the capital city. He
had not been advised to what city they
had gone, but it sccmed probable that
their destination was the capital of Shen
Si province. The minister believed they
were entirely out of danger:: The state-
nient that the Empress Dawager was de-
tained by Prince Yungedo therefore gave
him little concern.. He said. there was 10
Chinese Prince Yungedo. It is not a
Chinese name.

Washington, Aug. 19.—Now that - the
primary object for which the allied armies
marched upon Pekin, viz., the rescue of
the besieged legationers, has been accom-
plished the drift of discussion in official
and. diplomatic circles reverts to the next
step to be taken.

The Emperor of Ge’rmény to Count
Von Waldersee:

—

Cassil, Prussia, Aug. 18—In the throne
room. of the palace here at noon today,
in the presence of Field Marshall Count
Von Waldersee and his staff, Emperor
William presented the count with a field
marshal’s baton and made an appropriate
speech to which Von Waldersee re-
plied. A dinner followed and his. ma-
jesty toasted the Austrian emperor.

At 3.45 p. m, Von Waldersee started
for Berlin, the Emperor embracing and
kissing him as he left. 2B

The emperor began his speech by con-
gratulating the officers upon ‘having- been
chosen. as the staff to co-operate in the
campaign in_(higa under the leadtership
and direction. of “‘Our tried and trusty

t

field ‘marshal.” His majesty continued :
“My dear Von Waldersee, I congratulate
you that I am today again able to greet
you as the head of the united troops of
ihe civilized world. It is of great signifi-
cance that your appointment from the out-
set secured the support and approval of

the Emperor of all the Russias. The
mighty ruler who makes his power felt

throughout the continent of Asia. This
again shows how closely united are the
old traditions in arms of the two em-
pires. I hail with joy the fact that at
his majesty’s suggestion the whole of the
civilized world without distinction and
spontancously entrusted to your excel-
lency the command of its troops. As
Prussian officers we can be gratefully fill-
ed with pride at the task assigned to you
inasmuch as it expresses unanimous ap-
preciation of our military work and gys-
tem and the training and leadership of
our gencral officers.”

Then presenting the baton to the field
marshall with a few felicitous exhorta-
tions eéxpressive of nhope that Count Von
Waldersee might be destined to perform
the task set him, whether tedious, rapid
or sanguinary, or of whaltever kind, in a
manner that all would desire, the emperor
concluded:

“In the interest of our people I wish our
common expedition may turn into a firm
guarantee of mutual appreciation and
mutual peace for the European powers,
so that what the Czar attempted last
year in another field and what we failed
to do in peace may now perhaps be at-
tained with weapons in our hands.”

Count Von ' Waldersee, replying, said
that as long ‘as he had strength to hold
the baton an order for & retreat should
never pass his lips. *

Those who
supported the resolution besides the mover
were H. W. McKenna of Parrsboro, and
ex-President’ M. G. deWolfe. The St.
John delegates had left for their homes
before the matter was introduced.

New York Trouble Was as Bad
“as the Southern Affairs.

New York, Aug. 19- The Rev. P. L.
Cuyler, pasitor of Zion M. E. church, in his
sermon today, spoke about last week’s
race ricts in this city. He said in part:

“The trouble that our people have just
gone through presents a disgusting and
brutal spectacle. In the troubles that we
have in the south even, there is nothing
to equal it. There, at least, the men who
are in authority and whose duty it is to
protect the citizens of the state do not
participate in the riots, but rather seek {o
shield from the fury of the mob the in-
nocent vietims. Instead of suppressing
the rioting the guardians of the peace
appear to have participated in the cruelty.
The police clubbed the colored men and
the greatest damage done upon the per-

.sons of our people was the work of their

clubs.

“Of course we know that the element
that made so much trouble is not repre-
sentative of New York. The mobs were
composed of hoodlums, roughs and toughs
of every bad kind.”

Mr. Cuyler closed by saying he did not
wish to stir his congregation up over the
matter as there had been trouble enough,
saying:

“We cannot fight. We are not strong
enough. If we attempted it there would

L only be a period of murdering that would

accomplish nothing. But we are citizens,
even though we are black, and there
should be some redress in the courts for
all we have suffered. The city should be
responsible for the brutality that has
been practiced upon innocent people. I
advise that some of our most responsible
people get together and find out if some-
thing cannot be accomplished in-this di-
rection.”

He declares that all
burghers in districts occupied by the Brit-
ish, except those who take the oavh, will
be rcgarded as prisoners of war and
transported, and that buildings on farms
where the enemy or hi: scouts are har-
bored will be liable to be razad.

Food Scarce at Johannesburg.

Cape Town, Aug. 18—The United States
Corsul, Mr, James G. Stowe, says that
when he left Johannesburg there was only
three days’ meat sugply ahead and other
food was scant, all the transport facili-
ties being required to feed the army. Be-
sides this the rollilng stock was worn and
the resumption of mining therefore is im-
possible at present.

Trial of Kidnappers.

Pretoria, Aug. 18.—The trial of Lieut.
Cordua, of the Staats artillery, charged
with heing concerned in the plot to kid-
nap General Lord Roberts, was continued
today. The prisoner . admitted his im-
plication, but declared that he was over-
persuaded to join the conspiracy by a
man named Gano, who was the originator
of the plot and who professed to be in
the Dritish secret service, but wanted to
assist the Boers. The progecution tried
to connect Commandant General Botha
with the affair. Cordua admitted that at
the suggestion of Gano, he and Gano
started out- with the chject of visiting
Botha, but were captured and sent back.
The evidence, though inconclusive, appear-
ed to show that Corduna had some com-
munication with Botha, although Cordua
denied it. Several witnesses testified that
Cordua had been drinking heavily of late.

Powell Curious.

Pretoria, Aug. 18.—General DeWet ap-
veared yvesterday at North Commando
Nek, held by Gen. Baden-Powell, and
sent in a flag of truce asking the sur-
render of the British force. Gen. Badeu-
Powdll rerlied asking what terms DeWet
was prepared to offer. /

DeWet is evidently moving eastward.

Gen. Tord Roberts is issuing new,
severe and rigorous orders, rescinding the
one previously issued.

Welcomed from Africa.

Ottawa, Ont., Aug. 18—(Special).—
Chartie Clark, Angus McCaulay and J. F.
McConnell, three Ottawa boys wounded
in the charge in the final attack on
Cronje’s laager, returned yesterday to
home amnd friends. Kach is still bearing
the marks of the experiences they have
passed. They were met at the train by
a crowd of four hundred people, among
whem  were Major  General O’Grady-
Haly and most of the local miiitia offi-
cers, and were given the warmest kind of
welcome.

The African Consp'racy.

Pretoria, Aug. 19—The case of the de-
fense in the trial of Lieut. Cordua, of the
Seaats artillery, charged with being con-
cernced in the plot to kidnap Lord Rob-
erts, was concluded today. Lieut. Cor-
dua’s counsel admitted. that the accused
was guilty of breaking his parole, and of
attempting to plan a conspiracy, but he
asserted that the attempt was a failure.
Counsel also maintained that Gano sug-
gested the entire plot and egged on the

_prisoner. On these grounds he asked the

court to find that the charges had not
been proven and begged its mercy for his
client.
Gano, who is said to be of American
birth, denied having suggested the plot.
Counsel for the prosecution will sum up
Angust 20.

Roberts to Succeed Wolseley.

The vote in favor of a life sentence sas
unanimous. When the jury retired the
belief was general that its members would
fail to agree and in this opinion the de-
fendant himself was firmly convinced.
When the verdict was returned Powers,
for the first time during the weary six
weeks’ trial, betrayed his feelings. Under
all of the trying incidents of the trial
he had maintained a changeléss expres-
sion. The verdict of guilty, however,
apparently staggered him.

Powers remained in the court room-for
some, time after the verdict was rendered
in conference with his attorneys, who will
at once move for a new trial and failing
in that, will take an appeal.

Panic Started -and the Crowd
Broke the Rail.

L Paris, Aug. 19—A second serious acci-
dent has happened at the exposition. It
occurred, unlike the first, when many
were killed or injured, through the falling
of a foot-bridge near the celestial globe,
amidst a scene of rejoicing. The first
was on an ordinary Sunday afternoon,
the latest upon the occasion of the most
successful fete given, casting a deep gloom
over the city. It had been decided to
give a night fete befitting the day when
the prizes were distributed and conse-
quently all the buildings were bnilliantly
illuminated by electricity, the luminous
fountains were playing and the Seine was
alive with hundreds of boats lit by Chi-
nese lanterns. All the Paris exposition,
therefore, was crowded, including the
bridges joining one part wéth “the other
and it was on one of these wooded con-
structions, that joining the Invalides to
the Italian pavilion, that the accident
happened. It was rumored at first that
the bridge had fallen, but it was found
that this was not absolutely correct, as
only the handrail on one side had given
way under the following circumstances:

Through the pres-
sure of the crowd thirty persons were
precipitated from the bridge to the road-
way, three yards below. Two of these
are not expected to live. One of those
believed to be mortally hurt was injured
internally and the others sustained a frac-
ture of the skull. = The injuries of the
others consists of wounds upon the head
and faee, broken arms and ribs and in-
ternal lesions. Most of the victims were
women.

The pope, who is in excellent
health and spirits, spoke at some length
regarding matters of Callholic interest
and then with a complimentary introdue-
tion, invited Archbishop Ireland to ad-
dress the assembly on matters in America
and the relations of the outer world to
the Holy See. :

Monsignor Ireland, who was frequently
applauded during a speech of twenty
minutes, spoke glowingly of the fidelity
of American Catholics to the Roman
church and the Holy See. He described
liberty under the American flag and set
forth the necessity of the pope, as the
head of Christendom, being free and in-
dependent of any onme civil power, “So
as to be in fact as well as of right, the
sovereign teacher and ruler of all nations
and peoples, without special dependency
on any special nation or people.”

The address gave visible satisfaction.
Monsignor Ireland had a final audience of
the pope on Friday. He will leave Rome
this evening.

Annual Meeting of the Grand
Council.

OFFICERS ELECTED.

i e

Report of the Grand Master Urges
the Establishment of a Masonic
Home -- The Grand Recorder
Shows an Increase in the Mem-
bership.

(From uesday's Daily)

Tn Masonic Hall last evening, the an-
nual meeting of the Supreme Grand Coun-
¢l of the Cryptic Rite of Freemasonry of
the maritime provinces was held, the Hon.

Yobert Marshall, puissant grand master,
presiding. After organization had been
completed, the grand master read tl_le
following as his annual message to the il-
ludtrious companions:

To the Officers and Illustrious .Companions
of the Cryptic Rite of Freemasonry of the
Maritime Provinces. Greeting:

The number ¢thirty-three” has peculiar
significance -and importance to the thought-
tul” student ¢f our cermonials. This ought
to be, and is, & marked period in the history
of, our royal select and superexzelleat de-
grees of the Cryptic R:te of Freemasoary in
the province of New Brunswick, and one
may reasonably be excused in making a brief
and careful retrospect of our history.

In the year 1865 your grand master ‘‘passed
the circle’’ in the Baltimore Council of Royal
and Select .Masters, located in the city of
Baltimore, U, S. A.

On the.fourteenth and fifteenth days of
August, in the year 1867, just 33 years ago,
the Grand Council ¢f Royal and Select Mas-
ters was organized in the city «f St. John
and in Carletan, under and by virtue of au-
thority of three warrants issued by the
Grand Council of Royal and Select Masters
of the state of Maine, U. S. A., as will more
fully and at large appear by reference to the
printed proceedings of these now historic

years. %
In the year A: D. 1871 the grand council
cof New Brunewick assumed control of the

“Rod Cross’’ degree, with the cordial approval
and endorsement of the Grand Encampment
of Kn'ghts Templar of the United States of
America, as will appear by reference to the
proceedings of that grand organization =ot
its e ghteenth triennial session, held in’the
city of Baltimore, Maryland, September, A.
D.. 1871, and recorded cn pages 102, 166 and
233 of the preceedings of that year.

The proposition to make the degrees of
tho Cryptic Rite of Freemasonry a pre-re-
quisite before advancing to the Order of the
‘remple, was ‘then uoder consideration, but
little, if any, substantial progress has been
made, and my impression is that the time
has gone by for the success cf the advocates
of this material change in our ritual and
ceremonial.

In the year just referred to our grand
council assumed the style and title of The
Grand Council of Royal and Select Masters
of the Province cf New Brunswick, Domin-
ion of Canada, and at our last annual con-
vocation our grand council assumed the
title of the Supreme Grand Council of the
Cryptic Rite of the Maritime Provinces, with
the unanimous consent of Illustrious Com-
panions of Prince Reéward Island, New
pBrunswick and Nova Scotia. The following
up of this union movement by other supreme
authorities in these provinces down by the
sea would give, in my judgment, greater
potentiality to the charitable works of these
pranches of our order in these prosperous
provinces. For example, who can measure
the good that would be the outcome of the
establishment of a ‘““Home for Freemasons’’ ih
some central and convenient location, either
in ithis province or in the province of
Nova Scotia, or Prince Edward Island. In
union there is strength, and one would re-
spectfully ask this supreme ‘grand council
to appoint a committee with plenary power
to confer with the committee now in ex-
\stence for the consideration of a Masonic
home, under the control of the Grand Lodges
of Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island and
New Brunswick.

If these remarks tend to induce the leaders
of the various organizations controlling the
nigher branches of our Masonic orders in
these provinces to take a more earnest view
of the schcme, for better following the
sublime teachings inculcated by the life,
death ‘and resurrcction of our risen Saviour,
my words will not be in vain.

The historic lecturer tells us that fithe
most beautiful and sublime system of thor-
ality that the world ever behcld must have
been instituted by the King of Kings to
gently woo the mind cf man away from
idolairous dogmas of vainglery and hypoc-
risy, envy, malice, hatred and all unchari-
tableness and elevat'ng him to that higher,
holier sphere cf gentleness, kindness, brother-
ly love and charity towards all mankind,
moved by His silent monitor within us to
have faith in the one true God, belief in the
resurrection cof the body, and hope in the
immortality cf the soul to rest eternal in
the Holies of Holics in that Golden City be-
yond the sunsot.”

I'reemasonry, which we all recognize as a
philosephical science, most properly portray-
ing an upright life, may well impress upon
the mind our duty to our fellow an, and
to our Creator. What then could belt'r
demonstrate true charity than by a determin-
ed effort by the united pbranches cf our
Masonic order toward the establishment of
a Masonic home for the comfort and: relief
of the widow, the orphan and the distressed
brother Mason.

Let us muake a long pull, a strong pull and
a pull altogether and succcss, abundant
success, will most assuredly be ours.

Our whole-sculed companion, Captain
Charles F. Har ever took a deep inter-
est in the higher branc ¢f our Masonic
order, He offered his services to Queen and
country at the time of the outbrealk in South
Africa, which were at once accepted.  He
now fills a hero’s grave in that distant part
of our Writish empire. #n heartfelt sympa-
thy I recommend that a memorial page be
set apart in our printed proceed:ngs in sym-
pathetic remembrance of our beloved compan-
jon and that a copy of the same be for-
warded to his sorrowing widow.

In September, A. D. 1899, I procecded to
Yarmouth, Nova Scotia. En route I had the
pleasure of meetng our illustrious brother,
William Marshall Black, 33 deg. On our ar-
rival at the city ¢f Yarmouth we were both
gratified in extending a welcome. to Right
Lliustrious Theodo:e A. Cossman, inspector
general for Nova Scotia and cur most wor-
shipful grand master of the Grand Lodze of
1'ree and Accepted Masons of the said prov-
mce.

With the able and efficient assistance of
Right Illustrious Companions Wm. Marshall
Black, 33 deg., and Thcodore A. Cossman, 32
deg, gn the evening of the 1ith September, A.
D.,. 1889, we duly organized at the Masonic
‘Temple in that eity, *‘Yarmouth Council of
the Cryptic Rite No. 12, under authority of

Jthe Supreme Grand Council of the
Cryptic Rite ¢f ‘the Maritime Prov-
inces; since  which time our worthy
grand recorder, John A. Watson, a2
deg, has had the formal warrant beautifully
engraved and forwarded, and with a little
more effort I doubt not that the leading

Masons of the city ¢f Yarmouth will prove
equal to the woccasion and cause Yarmouth
council to rank first amongst its peers in

these provinces down by the sea.
Agreeably to arrangement had by corres-
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pondence, I caused to be issucd a commis-
Slgn, dated 29th August, A. D. 1899, to Illus-
trious Companion R. J. Laughlin, as repre-
sentative of Arkansas in the rank cf puissant
deputy grand master. 1

On the fifth of March, A. D. 1899, a com-
mission was issued to Illustrious Companion
Nathan S. Woodward as representative to
the grand counecil wof Tennessee, with rank
of P. deputy g:and master.

And on the 23rd day of April, A. D. 1809,
we forwarded a commission to J. A. Britton,
as representative to the grand council of
California, with rank cf puissant grand prin-
cipal conductor cf work.
