Ottawa, July 5—In committee on
bill aboliching the supreme
court of New Brunswick and creating two
courts in its place, Dr. Stockton, Mr.
Fowler and Mr. Border endeavored to as-
certain as to how the judges would rank
mihen appointed to the ‘courts. Mr. Ayles-

six judges required amd there were gix on
the present court and it was intended to
retain the services of these six judges.

Dr. Stockton said that the court was
abolished because it was intended to ‘get
rid of one of the judges, namely, the chief
Jjustice.

Mr. Aylesworth eaid thet the creation
of the courts rested with the provines,
and what he was doing in this legiglation
was to meet what the province desired.
As. to the intention about the judges in
reference to their appointments nothing
had been arrived at.

Anxious About Judge Tuck.

Mr, Foster pressed for an answer as to
what was going to be done with the chief
justice. He asked Mr. Aylesworth to say
that he was to be appointed chief of the
court of appeal.

Mr. Aylesworth replied that he could
not say what was to be the position of
the senior puisne judge as to whether he
was to be appointed to the court of appoal
or to the trial court; neither could he say
as to the second senior and the same thing
applied to the chief justice. The opposi-
tion appeared to be only concerncd wivh
the chref justice.

Mr. Fowler said that what he wantbed
was that the seniority of the judges be
preserved.

Dr. Stockton said that it was a blow at
the judiciary and Mr. Borden said that
the provincial legislature with the conni-
vance of the dominion executive was at-
tacking the independence of the judiciary.
The bill was reported from committee and
standssfor a third reading.

The final disposition of the public
works estimates last night opens the
way for .possible prorogation next week
if the Lord's Day bill can be disposed of
in ‘the commons today.

R. L. Borden did not agree with the
oconstitutional view of Mr., Aylesworth.
the motion to reconsider was defeated and
the bill was reponted.

MacLean moved an amendment to insert
in the bill his proposition of two cents a
mile for passenger rates om all Canadian
railways.

DID NESBITT GIRL
MAKE AFFIDAVIT
AGAINST THAW?

Much Speculation- in New York
Whether, If it Was Made, It is
in Existence

Will Play An Important Part in
Prosecution of White Murderer
if it is Found--The Thaws Were
Never Married in Huropeis Now
Authoritatively Announced.

New York, July 5—Conflicting stories as
to the existence or non-existence of an affi-
davit made by Evelyn Nesbitt in a breach
of promise suit which, it is alleged, she
took steps to bring against Henry Kendall
Thaw prior to her tmip to Burope, and
marriage later to the young Pittsbuny mil-
lionaire, were told today by pemsons in-
terested in the imvestigation of the 'Linaw-
White murder: Early in the day Assistant
District-Attorney Garvan was quoted: as
saying that there was no truth in the
story ‘that he expected to come into pos-
session of the alleged affidavit and further
that he had no reason to believe such a
paper existed.

Counsel for Harry Thaw, and Mrs. lhaw
herself added their demials to the report
that there ever had been such an affidavit
made or contemplated. The reports were
said to have been circulated by some
enemy aof the young prisoner, and were
wholly untrue. Later in the day a private
detective, who had been engaged by Stan-
ford White to shadow Harry Thaw, was
examined by Mr. Garvan, and said he had
submitted his reports to Howe & Hum-
mell, and Delancy Nicoll, attorneys.

Following this came a statement abtrib-
uted to the district-attorney’s office that
it was.known there that the Nesbitt girl
had visited the office of Howe & Hummell;
that ghe did have a consultation with Mr.
Hummel, and it ds alleged, the affidavit in
question was the result of that interview,
the case being Mr. Hummel's personal
matter, and not a part of the office busi-
ness.

It was further stated that while the dis-
trict-attorney’s office had learned the affi-
davit was really made, it had been de-
stroyed upon the reconciliation of the
Nesbitt, girl and young Thaw. The affi-
davit was said to have beem in Mr. Hum-
mel’s custody at the time of its alleged
destruction.

St. Michael’s Church, With Steeple
426 Feet High, Destroyed

Hamburg, July 3—St, Michael’s church,
one of the most interesting buildings in
Hamburg, was totally destroyed by fire
this afternoon. The fire broke out in the
steeple, where workmen were repairing
the clock, and is supposed to have been
due to carelessness. The fire spread rapid-
1y and the steeple, which was 426 feet high,
fell in lems than forty minutes from the
time the fire sbarted. The flames com-
municated with adjoining buildings, sev-
eral of which burned so rapidly that the
fire seemed to get out of comtrol. The
firemen fought desperately to check the
flames, and remove the inmates of the
burning houses. A etrong wind was blow-
ing. A department store, occupying three

a thundering noise.

The flames later attacked houses in Eng-
lischeplanke, Boehmken, Venusberg and
Muehlen streéts. The Schaas market,
| which was a wooden byilding, burned rap-
idly. A small Baptist church was also de-
stioyed. In all twelve houses were entire-
ly destroyed, while mote than twenty roofs
or upper stories were burned.

Twenty persons are missing. The fire
watchman, who lived in the steeple, sound-
od the electric alarm, but his retreat was
cut off. Three workmen who were repair-
ing the clock, also perished, and thirty
firemen were wounded, two of them
dangerously.

The activities of early years have a de-
termining influence upon the formation of
character. Generally speaking, the more
active the life, the happier it is. When
failing health' or infirmities of later years
oblige -us to give up first one form of
activity and then amother, we do it with
regret.  Activity rightly directed means
life, health and happiness; misdirected or
not directed at all, it runs wild, and
makes havoc with the individual and.the
community.

Needs and Desires.

The savage has few .pleasures and few
wants. His activities are for the most part
directed to eking out a scanty subsistance,
12(\ in defending himself against aggressive

ighbors. = Civilized man also recognizes
the meed of self-preservation, but expende
his eurplus activities in the exercise of
peaceful pursuits. Civilization has increas-
ed his pleasures, and also his wants., To
supply his necessities and gratify his de-
sires, he labors. The nature of these wants
is largely determined by his early training,
that ds, by his education.

What is Education?

Ideals of education have differed with
the centuries, and with Taces of men. We
recognize it as the harmonious develop-
ment of his!physical, moral and intellectu-
al powers. Omit the cultivation of one of
these, the moral. We may have the pow-
erful intellect and the giant frame, whose
motto is “might makes right,” unchecked
by any kindly consideration of the claims
of others. Omit the physical development,
and though abounding in good will to all,
and with intelligent aspirations to benefi-
cent acts unable to bring to full fruition
for lack of bodily stremgth. Grant, once
more, the physical and moral qualities, yet
for wamt of intellectual development the
results will be meagre.

Factors in Education.

In the work of education the home, the
school and the church are the recognized
direot factors, These should be allied
forces, having for their aim the protection
of life and the formation of character.
There is an indirect force aleo at work,
that of fhe world around us.

in other pagts of the city, that all the
children- may have such a playground not
far from their homes.
Why Not a Chain of Playgrounds
| The Times is of opinion that play-
fgrounds can be opened in various parts
of the city in sufficient numbers to af-
ford playroom for all the children from
three or four to twelve yeams of age,
while a big playground near the entrance
to Rockwood Park could be provided for
the older boys and girls, and made also
the objective point for oocasional excur-
sions of smaller children.

To provide a series of playgrunds for
smaller children the city could divide it-
self into districts or neighborhoods, each
interested especially in its own ground.

For example, suppose’'all the people!
who live south of St. James street should
decide to have a playground for the lit-
tle ones. A site could be secured, a local
| committee appointed, and the work of
preparation carried on. The grounds
could be fitted up and equipped at very
little cost, €0 many would be willing to
contribute materials, or labor, or a small
sum of money. The playgrounds com-
mittee of the Women’s Council would be
glad to co-operate, and perhaps give some
financial aid, although their chief aim
will doubtless be to secure the large
playground near the park. But they would
assist. It would be possible at small ex-
pense to provide supervision of the
grounds for part of each day, for all the
people in the neighborhood would e in-
terested.

If the whole city were thus divided
into neighborhoods there would soon be
a chain of playgrounds, each vieing with
the other to be the best in equipment
and supervision, and“in a year or two St.
John would have the credit of making
better - provision. for' the play and care
of its children than any city in Canada.

The Times offers this' suggestion to its
readers in all parts of the city, and willj
be glad to forward any effort made in|
that direction. Those who want to know |
what a model playground can be and can |
do for the little ones have an illustration
in the Centennial school grounds.

Mrs. Thaw Also Tells {Report-
ers She Will Not Flinch
at the Ordeal

DENIES VALET'S STORY

Declares She Was Married Abroad
and Will Produce the Proof— Mur-
derer’s Mail Too Heavy for Him to
Handle—District Attorney Active
in the Case. \

New York, July 3—“When the time
comes I shall be only too glad to talk and
tell all. I ghall not flinch at the ordeal,
nor will I break down. My one thought
now is to be of service to my husband.”

This statement was made by Mrs. Harry
Kendall Thaw just befote che was.admit-
ted o see her husband at the Tombs to-
day, and is the first time she had consent-
ed to talk of her probable attitude in the
coming trial of Thaw for the murder of
Stanford White. Mnrs, Thaw also denies
the etatement in the ante-mortem testi-
mony of Valet Bedford to the effect that
che was not married to Thaw abroad, pre-
vious to the ceremony performed by Rev.
Dr. W. L. McEwan in Pittsburg, at the
request of Thaw's mother. “I was mar-
riad 10 Mr. Toaw abroad,” s2id Mre, T a'v,
“before the ceremony in this country, and
I have the proof, all statements to the
contrary motwithstanding. I ehall produce
the proof at the trigl”

Mrs. Thaw paid her usual visit to her
husband at the Tombs today, remaining in
conversation with him for a considerable
time. She was awaited outside by the
usual Jarge crowd of curicsity rezkems that
gather each day to watch her come and

go.

Former Judge Olcott, Thaw’s chief coun-
sel, had a conference with his client late
this afternoon. He was accompanied by a
Mr. Keck, who i said to be the attorney
for the Thaw family at Pittsburg. When
Judge Olcott left he carried with him a

undle of about eseventy letters, which
Thaw had received through the mails.
Judge Olcott stated ‘that owing to the
number of letters sent daily to Thaw, he
would have some member of the law firm
open them in the future before they reach
him, and thus save the young man con-
siderable annoyance,

Tomorrow will be observed as a holiday
at the Tombs, and the rules obtaining on
Sunday will be cbserved. This will pre-
vent Mrs. Thaw seeing her husband to-
morrow, unless she obtains a special permit
from Oommissioner of Corrections Lantry.

Up to a late hour this afternoon this
permission had not been gbtained. Thaw
is very amxious to have his wife visit him
tomorrow, and Judge Olcott will wecure
the mecessary permission if possible.

OVER SILVERWARE
FOR THE MONTCALM

Arriving here
Mr. Bryan went to the Hotel Cecil where
he soon was besieged by callers. John
Burns, William T. Stead, and Mrs. Stead
i came early in the evening and paid an
extended wisit, Messrs. Bryan, Burns
and Stead ‘engaged in an animated discus-
sion of economics and the social and labsr
unions. Mr. Bryam received a great mass
of American mail, When he had finished
reading his letters he received a deputa-
tion of newspapor correpondence and dic-
tated the following statement: \

“The first suggestion of a reception for
me at New York came prior to the action
{of any of the state conventions and be-

fore there_was any discussion of the next
campaign.

She
has 75 commodious and perfectly appoint-
ed staterodms, with two berths and sofa
each, a large and particularly attractive
and cheerful dining room on the saloon
deck, two sceial halls, one on the promen-
ade and one on the saloon deck, and a
large smoking hall on the promenade deck.

WE HAVE *FREE ALCOHOL"

Legislation Providing for its Use in
the Arts.

Government Has Looked After
the Interests of the Users of
Alcohol ip This Country and
Other Countries Have Adopted
Canadian System. i

(Toronto Globe).

“One Who is Informed”’ writes to the
Globe: Recently various articles have ap-
peared in the daily papers commenting
upon the material advantages soon to be
enjoyed by the United States in the use
of “tax free”’ alecohol in the arts, and urg-
ing the Canadian government to follow thé
lead of our American friends and give
Canadians the benefit of'the practical sug-
gestions contained in the recemt legislation
of congress in providing the privilege of
using denatured grain alcohol free from
revenue spirit tax.

Investigation reveals the fact that for
more than ten years Canada has had in
force legislation whereby, for use in the
arts, gram aleohol (dematured and known
as methylated epirits) can be had free from
revenue spirit tax at a price which bears
only a emall profit to the department (for
supervision) over the cost of the grain
apirit and the denaturents. So well has
this arrangement worked that the agents
of foreign countries, and particularly the
United States, have . visited Obttawa and
based their methods of denatafizing and
control of the privilege upon the manner
in which the Canadian government handle

‘and ccatrol their methylated or denaturiz-

ing department.

Some years ago the government allowed
denatured alcohol to be supplied by a con-
cern which was allowed to buy grain alco-
hol “in bond free,” mix it with ten per
cent, of wood aloohol, and sell.it to the
public until it was discovered that an em-
ormous amount of revenue was being lost
to the government throngh the abuse of
the mixing privilege, for the reason that
the grain alcohol was being taken secretly
and converted into +whiskey and high
wines instead of methylated spirits, as in-
tended.

After due consideration the government
decided to alter its policy and assume com-
plete control under its inland revenue de-
partment of the entire denatured business,
buying the grain alcohol and the denatur-
ents by tender and adding only to the cost
of eadh a profit to cover the expense of
supervision and inspection, and since then
the people of this country have been able
to get their alecohol for the arts of a umi-
form quality at the cheapest price obtain-
able, and in any quantity.

In providing for the industrial interests
manufacturers -who gave a bond to the
government that the methylated apirits
would not be purchased for zesale, but
would be destroyed in their own produc-
tioms, were granted a purer spirit at a
mucw lower price than the ordinary person
buying for use other than manufacturing
could buy. And soapmakers and perfum-
ers who use very large quantities could, by
having the methylated spirits etored in
bond and destroyed in their production
under the supervisiom of an officer (whose
time they paid for), secure a still lower |
price and purer epirit from the depzu't-“
ment. ; {

It will thus be seen how well the gov-
ernment has looked after the interests of
the users of aleohol in this country, and
ag imitation is the sincerest form of flat- |
tery, the adoption by foreign countries of
the plan adopted by us roves its worth.

Dry Farming.
(July Century.)

Estimates of the mmqunt.of land that
can be reclaimed by drmigation vary all the
way from 50,000,000 acres up to 125,000,000 |
acres, with the weight of authoritative |
opinion ‘decidedly = favoring the lower
figure. Yet if one per cent of the money
now being expended for irmgation works
were made available for the education of |
the people who ought to be interested in
dry farming, it is probable that 500,000, |
000 acves of land—perhaps more than that
—could be meclaimed from its present un-
productive amd comparatively worthless
gtate just as rapidly as settlers, whether
native born, or immigrants from foreign
countries, could be taken to it.

There is nothing inimical to irrigation
in the dry-farming movement. Kach has
a wide field before it. In many regioms it
is probable that a combination of irmiga-
tion and dry-farming methods will be
found desirable. By an economical use of
the water stored in reservoirs, in accord-
ance with dry-farming principles, and by
conserving the rains and enows that fall
in the soil as taught by the advocates of
dry farming, and drawing upon the irriga-
ting ditches only to supply the deficiency,
it is possible that irrigation reservoins may
be able to supply double or treble the
acreage they can serve by the present
wasteful methods,and that great stretches
of territory im which the rainfall is too
emall to allow the successful application
of dry-farming methods alone may be
covered with waving grain fields.

Banquet ‘ :

After a Few Witty Remarks on the Gold Questioﬁ He Passed
to His Subject Which He Discussed in a Masterly Man-

ner—Praised the English

Language and Dwelt on the

Duty of Christian Nations, the Benefits of Education and
Spread of Popular Government.

London, July 4—Wm. J. Bryan was ‘the
central figure at the annual Independence
day dinner of the American Society at the
Hote]l Cecil tonight. Nearly 500 members

“At home as a citizen, I have openly
md squarely opposed him at every stage
pf his comspicuous career. I am reason-
ably sure that when I return home I shall
vontinue to do the same. I believe he to-
night is as well eatisfied as I am, though
by different reasoning, that the country
we both love and try to serve has not bean
yuined by its gold. Abroad, as the official
representative of the American people
without distindtion as to party, I am glad
to welcome him here as a typical Ameri-
can, whose whole life has been lived in the
daylight and one whom sudh a great host
of my countrymen have long trusted and
honored.”

Bryan's Happy Reply.

Mr. Bryan, ansing amid laughter and
theers, eaid:

“The temptation to make a political
ypeech is strong within me. I have not had
r chance to do o for ten months. How-
ever, I will sestrain myself. With ref-
erence to the ambassador's remarks on
pold, I wish to say that when I see the
progress my country has made walking on
one leg, I wonder what it would have done
walking on two lege. It is pleasing to
testify that the ambassador not only has
fought me, but that he has done it well.
No American rejoices more than I that he
iis 3,000 miles from this base. While abread
I have met many good Republicans—hold-
ing office—and I only wish there w=re
enough offices abroad to take all the Re-
publicans out of the country.”

Chairman F. W. Jones proposed the
health of King Edward, and Haymar
Greenwood, president of the Canadian So-
ciety and member of parliament for the
city of York, proposed the health of
President Roosevelt. When they arose to
drink to the toasts, the crowd discovered
Mrs, Nicholas Longworth in the gallery
and cheered and drank her health.

Following the passage between Ambassa-
dor Reid and Mr. Bryan, the latter read
his formal epeech as -follows:

The memory of the evening epent with
the American Society, Thanksgiving Day,
two and a half years ago, is such a plea-
gant one that I esteem myeelf fortunate
to be able to accept the imvitation so
kindly extended by our distinguished am-
bas=ador,” Hon. Whitelaw Reid, to be your
guest on this occasion. Our English
friends, under whose flag we meet tonight,
recalling that this is the anniversary of
our nation’s birth, would doubtless par-
don us if our rejoicing contained eome-
thing of eelf-congratulation, for it is at
guch times as this that we are wont to
review those mational achievements whi¢h
have given to the United States its prom-
imence among the nations. But I hope I
shall not be thought lacking in patmiotic
spirit if, instead of drawing a picture of
the past, bright with heroic deeds and un-
parallelel in progress, I summon you
rather to a serious consideration of the
responsibility resting upon those nations
which aspire to premiership. This line of
thought is suggested by a sense of propri-
ety as well as by recent experiences—by
8 sence of propriety because such a subject
will interest the Briton as well as the
American, and by recent experiences be-
cause they have impressed me not less
with out naticmal duty than with the eu-
periority of Western over Fastern civili-
zation. j

Quotes Kipling.

Asking your attention to euch a theme
it is not unfitting to adopt a phrase coin-
ed by a poet to whom America, as well
as England, can lay some claim, amd take
for my text ‘“The White Man’s Burden.”

“Take up the White Man’'s burden—

In patience to abide,
To veil the threat of terror
And check the show of pride.

By open speech and simple,

An hundred times made plain,

To seek another’s profit,

And work another’s gain.”

Thus sings Kipling and, with the excep-
tion of the third line (of the meanimg of
which I am mnot quite sure), the
stanza embodies the thought which
is uppermcst in my mind to-
night. No one can travel among
the dark-skinned races of the Orient with-
out feeling that the white mam occupies
an especially favored position among the
children of men, and the recognition of
this fact is accompanied by the conviction
that there is a duty inseparably connected
with the advamtages enjoyed. There is a
white man’s burden—a burden which the
white man should not shirk even if he
could, a burden which he could not shirk
even if he would. That no one liveth unto
himeelf or dieth unto himself has a na-
tional as well as am individual applica-
tion.« Our destinies are so interwoven
that each exerts an influence directly or
indirectly upon all others,

Sometimes this influence is uncomscious-
ly exerted as when, for instance, the good
or bad precedent set by one mnation in
dealing with its own affairs is followed by
eome other nation. Sometimes the influ-
ence is incidentally exerted as when, for
example, a nation in the extension of its
commerce introduces its Janguage and en-
larges the thorizecm of the people with
whom it trades. This incidental benefit
conferred by the opening of new markets
must be apparent to @py one who has
watched the stimulating §nfluence of the
new ideas which have bee§ introduced in-
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to Asia and Africa through the medium

of the Engligh language. This is not the

mother tongue of very many of the
wonld’s leaders in religion, statesmanship,
ecience and literature, but it has received
through translation the best that has be:

written and spoken in other countries.
He who learns this ]an"gwage, therefore, is
like one who lives upon a great highway

where he comes into daily contact with|

the world.

Without disparaging other modern lam-
guages it may be caid with truth that
whether one travels abroad or studies at
home there is no other language so useful
at the present time as that which we em-
ploy at this banquet board, and the na-
tion which is instrumental in spreading
this language confers an inestimable boon
even though the conferring of it be not in-
cluded in its general purpose. England
has rendered this service to the people of
India, end the United States is rendering
the same service to the people of the Phil-
ippines, while both England and the
Umited States have been helpful to Japan
and China in this way.

Nations Shoula Set a Good Ex-
ample.

But the advanced nations canmhot con-
tent themselves with the conferring cf in-
cidental bemefits, if they would justify
their leadership they must put forth con-
scibus and constant effort for the promo-
tion of the welfare of the mations which
lag behind. Incidental benefits may fol-
low even though the real punpose ®f a na-
tion is a wholly sefizh cme, for as the sale
of Joseph into Egypt resulted in blessings
to Mhis family and to the land of the Pha-
raohs, so captives taken ip war have
sometimes spread civilization, and blacks
carried away into slavery have been im-
proved by contact with the whites. But
nations camnot afford to do ‘evil in the
hope that Providence will transmute the
evil into good and bring blessings out of
ain, Nations, if they would be great in
the better wense of the term, must intend
benefit as well as comfer it, they must
plan advantage, dnd not leave the results
to chance,

I take it for granted that our duty to
the so~called inferior races is not discharg-
ed by merely feeding them in times of
famine or by contributing to their tem-
porary support when some other calamity
overtakes them. A much greater assist-
ance is rendered them when they are led
to a more elevated plane of thought and
activity by ideals which stimulate them to
self-development. The improvement of the
re:pe theree ves ch-uld te the raramourt
object in all intercourse with the Ordent.

Among the blessings, which the (hristian
nations are at this time able—and in duty
bound—to carry to the rest of the world,
I may mention five: education, knowledge
of the science of government, arbitration
as a substitute for war, appreciation of
the dignity of labor, and a high concep-
tion of life.

Education a Great Blessing.

Education comes first; and in nothing
have the United States and England been
more clearly helpful than in.the advocacy
of universal education. If the designs of
God are discdoeed by His handiwork, then
the creation of the human mind is indubit-
able proof that the Almighty never intend-
ed that learning should be monopolized
by a few, and He arrays Himeelf against
the plans of Jehovah, who would deny in-
tellectual training to any part of the hu-
man race? It is a false civilization, not a
true on¢, that countenances the permanemnt
separation of society into two distinct
classes, the one ecouraged to improve the
mind and the other ccmdemned to hope-
less ignorance. Equally false is that con-
ception of international politics which
would make the prospenity of one nation
depend upon the exploitation of another.
While no one is far sighted enough to esti-
mate with acouracy the remote, or even the
immediate consequences of human action,
yet as we can rely upon the principle that
each individual profits mather than loses
by the progress and prosparity of his nzigh-
bors, o we cannot doubt that it is to the
advantage of each nation that every other
nation ehall make the largest possible use
of ite own resources and the capabilities
of its people.

Japan’'s Advance.

No one questions that Japan’s influence
has bedn a beneficent one since she has
emerged from illiteracy and endowed her
people with public echools open to all her
boys and girls. ‘The tramsition from a
position of obscurity into a world power
was scarcely more tapid than her tramsi-
tion from a inenaoce into an ally. China is
entering upon a similar experience, and I
am confident that her era of reform will
make her, not a yellow peril, but a pow-
erfu] colaborer in the internatiomal vine-
yard. In India, in the Philippines, in
Egypt and even in Turkey, statistics show
a gradual extension of education, and I
trust I will be pardoned if I say that
neither the armies nor the navies, nor yet
the commerce of our nations have given us
0 just a claim to the‘ gratitude of the
people of Asia as have our echool teach-
ers sent, many of them, by private rather
than by public funds.

The English language has® become the
vehicle for the conveyance of governmental
truth even’ more than for the spread of
general informetion, for beginning with
Magna Charta and continuing throigh the
era of the American revolution and the
Declaration of Independence down to the
present, no language has been so much
employed for the propagation of that the-
ory of government which traces govern-
mental authority to the comsent of the
governed. Our own nation spresents the
most illustrious example known to history
of a great population working out ite own
destiny through laws of ite own making
and under officials of its own dhoosing, al-
thougb‘ I may add, we scarcely go beyond
Eng in recognizing the ommnipotence
of giparliament fresh from the people. It
i flicult to overestimate the potency of
conception of government upon the
ogress of a nation, and, in turning the
ought of the world away from despotiem
to the possibilities of self-government, the
pioneems of {reedom made western civiliza-

. | tion possible.

An idea will sometimes revolutionize an
individual, a community, a state, a nation,
or even a world, and the idea that man
posses:es inalienable righte which the etate
did not give nd which the state, though it

-

can deny, cannot take away, has made mil-
lions of human beings, stahd erect and
claint their (Gicd-given inheritance. While
the era of comstitutional liberty is ever
widening, while the tyranny and ineolence
of arbitrary power are every year decreas-
ing, the leaders of the world's thought, not
only the English speaking nations, but the
other Christian nations as well, have yet
much to do in teaching reverence for the
will of the majority and respect for the
public servants upon whom the people be-
stow authority.

Christian Nations Shouid Stand

for Peace.

The Christian nations must lead the
movement for the promotion of peace, not
only because they are enlisted under the
banner of the Prince of Peace, but also
because they have attained such a degree
of intelligence that they can no longer
take pride in a purely physical victory.
The belief that moral questions can be set-
tled by the chedding of human blood is a
relic of barbarism; to doubt the dynamic
power of righteousness is infidelity to truth
utself. That nation which is upwilling t0
trust its cause to the universal conscience
or which shrinks from the presemtation of
its claims before a tribunal where reason
holds sway betrays a lack of faith in the
soundness of its pesition. I venture to
| suggest that the world’'s peace would be
| greatly promoted by an agreement ameng
|the leading nations that no declaration of
! war should be made until the submission
|of the question in controversy to an im-
i partial court for investigation, each nation
| reserving the right to accept or reject the-
| decision. The preliminary investigation
would, in almost every instance, insure am
amicable. settlement and the. reserved
rights would be a sufficiept protection
against any pcesible injustice.

An Appeal for Labor.

Let me goa step farther and appeal for
a clearer récognition of the dignity of
labor. The odium which rests upon the
work of the hand has exerted a baneful
imfluence the world around. The theory
that ialeness is more honorable tham toil—
‘that it is more respectable to consume
what others have produced than tq be a
producer of wealth—has not only robbed
society of an emormous sum, but it has
created an almost impassable gulf between
the leisure classes and those who support
them. Tolstoy is right in asserting that
most of the perplexing problems of soci-
ety grow out of the lack of sympathy be-
tween man and man. Because some
imagine themselves above work while
othens see before them nothing but a life
of drudgery there is constant warring and
much of bitterness, ~When men and
women become ashamed of doing nothing
amd strive to give to society full com-
pensation for all they receive from soci-
ety there will be harmony between the
classes, |

While Europe and America have ad-
vanced far beyond the Orient in placing
a proper estimate upon those who work,
even our nations have mot yet fully leamm-
ed the lesson that employment at some
useful avocation is essential to the physi-
cal health, intellectual development and
moral growth, 1f Amenica and Englnd
are to meet the requirements of their
high positioms they must be prepared to
present in the lives of their citizens ex-
amples, increasing in number, of men and
women who find delight in contributing
to the welfare of their fellows, and this
ought mot to be difficult, for every de-
partment of human activity hes a fascina-
tion of its own. The agricultural colleges
and industrial echools which have sprung
up in so many localities are evidence that
a higher ideal is spreading among the
people.

The Brotherhood of Man.

And mow we come to the most import-
ant need of the Orient—a conoeption of
“hfe which recognizes individual responsi-
bility to God, teaches brotherhood of
man and measures greatness by the ser-
vice. rendered. The first established a
rational relation betweem the creature and
this Creator, the second lays the founda-
tion for justice between man and his fel-
lows and-the third furnishes an ambition
large enough to fill each life with noble
effort, No service which we, can remder
to the less favored nations can compare
in value to this service, for if we can but
bring their people to accept such an ideal
they will rival the Occident in their con-
tribution to civilization. 1f this ideal—
which must be accepted as the true one,
if our religion is true—had been more per-
fectly illustrated in the lives of Christians
and in the conduct of Chrnistian naticns
there would mow be less of the “White
Man’s Burden.” .

If it is legitimate to ‘seek another’s
profit” and “to work another’s gam” how
can this service best be rendered? This
thas been the disputed point. Individuels
and nations have differed less about the
purpese to be accomplished than about the !
methods to be employed. Persecutions
have been carried on avowedly for the
benefit of the percecuted, wars have beem
waged for the alleged improvement of
those attacked, and still more frequently
philanthropy has been adulterated with
selfish interest. If the superior nations
have a mission it is not to wound, but to
heal—mnot to cast down but to lift up, and
the means must be example—a
far more powerful and enduning
means than violence. .Example may be
likened to the sun whose genial rays con-
stantly coax the buried seed into life and
clothe the eamth, first with verdure and
afterwanrds with ripened grain, while viol-
ence is the oocasional tempest which can
ruin but cannot give life.

Popular Government Spreading.

Can we doubt the effitiency of example
in the lght of history? There has been
great increase in education during the
last century amd the school houses have
not been opened by the bayonet, they owe
their existence largely to the mogal in-
fluence which mneighboring nations exert
upon each other. And the spread of popu-
lar government during the same period,
how rapid! Constitution after constitution
has Deen adopted and limitation after
limitation has been placed upon arbitrary
power unmtil Russia, yielding to publc
opinion, establishes a legislative body and
China sends commissions abroad with a
view to inviting the people to share the
vespongsibilities of government.

While in America and in Europe there
is much to be corrected and abundant
poom for improvement there has never
been so much altruism in the world as
there is today—mever so many who ac-
knowledge the indissoluable tie that binds
eadh to every other member of the race.
I have felt more pride in my own, country-
men than eyer before as I haye visited
the ecircuit of schools, hospitals and
churches which American money bhas|
built around the world. The example of|
the Christian nations, though but feebly
reflecting the light of ‘the Master, is
gradually reforming society.

On the walls of the temple at Karnak
and ancient artist carved a picture of an
Egyptian king, he is represented as hold-
ing a group of captives by the hair—one
hand reising & clup as if to stmike them.
No king would be willing to confess him-
self g0 cruel today. In some of the capi-
tals of Europe there are monuments built |

" CHURCH UNION

To the Bditor of The Telegraph:

Sir,—I now proceed to fulfil my promise to
give reasons why I think union between
Anglicans and others cen be effected with-
out requiring confirmation and ordination.

I may say here that I am strongly con-
vinced that the authority of the ministry
emanates from our Saviour, who commis-
sioned His apostles; and that that authority
has been transmitted along the line of bish-
ops to the present time. I am also con-
vinced that if the authorities of the Church
of Rome, a few years ago, could have found
any flaw in the Anglican succession, they
would not have invented the ‘‘Porrection of
Instruments’’ as an excuse for their attitude
towards the Anglican ministry.

I say this not to provoke discussiom, but
to show that one may have decided views
on the subject and yet may see his way
clear to a course by which the scattered
fragments of the Christian church may be
welded into an.organic unit.

To suggest a plan whereby this might be
effected, would beé useless, if not for me, im-
pertinent. I shall- therefore content myself
with simply quoting a precedent. Every
tyro in early caurch history knows the
troubles occasioged by the Donatist schism.
Nothing could exceed the bitterness between
the Donatists and the Catholic church, using
the term in its ‘primitive and proper sense.
Hippo, the see of the great Augustine, was
a hotbed of donatism. Petilian, the suc-
cessor of Donatus, declared that Augustine's
ekill in argument was ‘‘simply lying;’’ and at
one time Augustine’s life was endangered by
Donatist fury, On the other hand, the
Church disallowed, not only the ordination
of Donatists but their baptism also. And
vet when certain clemical persons from Do-
natism applied to one Bishop Theodorus,who
appealed to Augustine for advice, his reply
was ‘‘they ought to be treated with gentle-
ness; in receiving them, the church receives
not their dissidence but their attachment;
and their baptism and orders, and profes-
sions of continence should be recognized.’”
He also authorized Theodorus to show his
letter to others as expressing his opinion.
(Aug. Ep. 61).

Here then is a basis for the comsideration
of unity, for those who hold with Augustine
that ‘‘the true ministry is that which, by
an uninterrupted succession can be traced
back to the apostles.”’ It is true that the
Donatists were led by bishops. A church
without bishops was not thought of in that
day. But a ‘“Historical Presbuterate’” or a
Schismatic Episcopate are but incidents in
the matter. The underlying principle is that
an effort after unity requires” a different
course of procedure from a state of dissi-
dence. =

In this work of unification there will be
many sacrifices of feeling to be made on all
sides. Many misgivings will be created in
people’s minds. There will be many
prejudices to overcome, many scruples to
satisfy many doubts to dispel. But these
difficulties: will in time disappear. With
confidence in the rectitude of the cause, and
above all faith in God, the end so earnestly
desired will be accompliched. And there is
no thought so encouraging, no action so in-

sought, not because by that means, money
will be saved, and effort economized, although
both these results will be achieved; but be-
cause the wish nearest the Saviour’s heart,
while under the deepest shadow of His ap-
proaching agony wrung from Him the prayer
“Holy Father, keep through Thine own
name those whom Thou hast given Me, that
they may be one as we are,” and for them
also who shall believe on Him through their
word He prays ‘“‘That they all may be one,
as Thou, Father art in Me and I in Thee,
that they also may be one in us; that the
world may believe that Thou hast sent Me.”
With such a purpose we may well trust that
He will send to us from the Father the
Spirit of Truth, who will guide us into all

AGED DEFENDANT
WINS IN THE BREACH
-~ OF PROMISE SUIT

Judge McLeod Finds Ethel Gibbons
‘Wanted Money Transferred
- Before Marriage

PLAINTIFF NOT THERE
TO HEAR VERDICT

Court Believes She Was Influ-
enced by Friends in Bringing

 8uit--Judge Says This in Jus-
tice to Her--Regrets the Matter
Went to the Courts.

“On the evidence, I feel obliged to don-
clude that the plaintiff refused to go on
with the marriage ceremony, unless the de-
fendant, first transferred the money he had
in the bank to her.” Judge MecLeod gave
his decision against the plaimtiff, Miss
Ethel Gibbons, Wednesday afternoon, in
the breach of promise case brought by her
against George Rowley, the eighty-three-
year-old Carleton vesident.

In rendering the decision, he spoke for
about half an hour, and expressed regreb
that tthe case had come before the courts,
and believed that Mies Gibboms, in taking
the step she did, had been influenced by
triends. i

Plaintiff Not in Court.

The attendance in court was small, and
one of the earliest arnivals was Captain
Gibbons, father of the plaintiff. The lat-
ter was mot present. About twenty min-

' utes before Judge Meleod took his seat,

Mzr. Rowley entered and sat down by the
head of the table, facing Captain Gibbons.
George R. Vincent mepresented Mr. Cur-
rey, the plaintiff’s lawyer. J. B. M. Bax-
ter sat by his dlient, Mr. Rowley. !

After explaining the nature of the case,
Judge McLeod said in part: - “The plain-
tiff has her home in Bayswater, and has
worked as a trained murse in Boston. The
defendant, Mr. Rowley, lives in Carleton,
and if my memory serves me, he will be
eighty-three years of uge in September of
this year. Both have known ome another
for some four or five years. It was at
the home of the plaintiff’s sister, I believe,
that ehe was asked by the defendant to
marry him, That was in September, 1904.
It ds in evidence that it was durning the
evening the plaintiff was asked, and ehe
declined. She was going to Bostom the
next day, and that morning the defendant
again asked her, but was refused.

“She went to Boston, and it -appears
that after this there was some correspond-
ence, and I gather from her letters, some
of which are here, that he remewed his
offer of marriage. She continued to de-
cline his offers, spoke of the difference in
their ages, and pointed out that there
could be mo happiness. The defendant ap-
pears, during this time, to have given the
plaintiff gifts and momey. In her letters
ghe thanks him. -

“In September, 1905, che returned home
from Boston, and the defendant saw her.
He asked again for her to marry him, but
again she declined to do so. She finally
went back to Boston, and there was fur-
ther correspondence. The deféndant wrote
on Oct. 14, 1905. It was friendly, and ex-
pressed much interest in her,

Her Acceptance.

“Subsequently there was a letter written
by the plaintiff, dated Oct. 19, im which
she accepted the defendant’s offer of mar-
riage. She had thought the matter over
and had concluded to accept him, but at-
tached to the agreement a certain condi-
tion which has caused some discussion.
She said she could not consent to occupy
the same room with him. If he would be
agreeable to this, then the marriage might
be proceeded with. His answer by letter
was to the effect that he was willing to
abide by the agreement. She writes a let-
ter. It is one of respect. She says he has
been very kind, and that she would like
to make him happy.

“The plaintiff again writes on Nov. 4,
saying that she would soon be coming
home. She was met at the boat by rela-
tives,~and on Thursday, Nov. 16, received
a call from the defendant. The marmiage
was talked about, and drom my view of
the evidence there was mot any new agree-
ment or contract entered into. - What was
said was just a continuance of what had
been agreed upon.”

Judge McLeod here read the two counts
in the plaintifi's declaration, and men-
tiomed the Franklin vs. Framnklin breach of
promise case in a Massachusetts court.

“But I do not think,” resumed his hon-
or, “that the evidence in that case covers
this case.”

He further eketched the circumstances
succeeding Miss Gibbons’ return from
Boston. “The plaintifi wanted the de-
fendant to move to Portland,” he said,
“but he did mot wish to do so.

The Judge's Uonclusion.

“1t seems to me,” said the judge, “that
from the evidence the plaintiff did want
tne defendant’s momey. I canmot find in
the letters or from the evidence that the
defendant promised to give the plaintiff
his money before marriage. The defendant
said he would take good care of her after
raarriaze, and that wihen he died she would
ivherit his property.

I regret
that a case such as this has come before
the courts, and am/constrained to say
that this woman, Ethel Gibbons, in bring-
ing suit, wds influenced by her friends.
