Thirty Thousand Dollars worth of Mats, 
Brashes and Spittoons.

(From the New York Times ]
Tweed’s Department bought brooms, 

brushes, dusters and mats in the most bewil 
dering profusion. One Danl. Berrien, who 
appears to deal in everything, from a crow­
bar to a scrub brush, supplies the Depart­
ment in January, 1871, with $7,150 worth 
of dusters, brooms and mats ; in February 
to the amount of $2,833, and in March 
with brashes and brooms amounting to 
$4,981, or in all, $14,979. For three 
months of furnishing of this kind, this is 
not amiss, but Berrien’s trade is excelled 
by that done in the previous years by Ed 
ward Marrener. Daring six weeks, from 
April 18 to May 31, 1870, Marrener con­
trived to supply the department with 
“ mats, brooms, spittoons and water-cool­
ers,” to the amount cf $96,757. The en­
tries lor Marrener’s accounts el ude analysis 
by a liberal use of the indefinite “ &c.,” 
and a careful avoidance of details. Ber­
rien’s are a little better defined. Take the 
item for 174 mats and 22 dozen towels set 
down at the extraordinary figure of $2,955 
35. If any one can find in the Department 
ol Public Works, or in any of the other 
city offices, a door mat worth $5 we shall 
be glad to hear ol it, and we hold it to be 
in the last degree improbable that the 
hands of city officials are dried with towels 
worth more than $6 a dozen. At thisrate. 
the mats reach a total ol $876 and the 
towels figure up to $72—$942 in all- 
showing the “ rake” on this little bill to 
be over $2,000.

Small’s Hall, Dook Street.
This new Hall, which has been engaged 

by the Choral Society, will be inaugurated 
under the auspices ol the best native com­
bination of musical talent in the City, as 
sisted by Mrs. West and Messrs. Packard 
ind Sprague of Boston, to night. As the 
public would like to know what they may 
expect to receive in place of the comfort­
able (?) Institute scats which they have been 
accustomed to indulge in, we will give the 
general outline and appearance of the in­
terior part ot the Hall. The architecture 
is of the Severely rigid Gothic style, and 
the wails and ceiling are white as yet, not 
having received a coat of,paint. The in­
terior is 63 feet in length and 40 feet in 
width. The distance from floor to ceiling 
is 28 feet. The Hall is lighted by 31 
Gothic windows, and the galleries, one at 
each side and at one end, are supported 
by eight pillars, arched work surrounding 
them at the summits. The fronts of the 
galleries are lull, and three rows of high 
backed seats extend around the galleries. 
The stage is about 20 feet in length, and 
extends back about 15 feet. The seats on 
the main floor are on a level, and with 
the seats in the gallery the Hall will ac­
commodate a thousand persons. There is 
an entrance from the street for the per­
formers leading behind the stage, and the 
public entrance is about 15 feet wide, 
leading from the street by two easy flights 
of stairs of about 12 feet each, to the Hall. 
It is thought it will be comfortably heated.

Altogether the Hall is neat, commodious 
and convenient, and a great improvement 
on the dingy appearance ol the Institute.

To determine what amount shall be 
raised by the District during the ensuing 
year in supplement of the moneys provid­
ed towards Teachers, salaries by the Pro­
vince and County, and for the purchase, 
rent or improvement of School grounds 
and buildings, the purchase, erection, re-

• pair, furnishing and care of school-houses 
and out-buildings, the purchase ot fuel, 
maps or apparatus and prescribed text­
books for the pupils of indigentfparents, 
the payment of interest on mofcey to be 
borrowed bv the District, or any#) th el-ex - 
penses required in providing an-efficient 
school. _ - i _

Of the sum voted by the meeting, Onê-pollar 
is to be collected from every male resident

In all cases one half of the Provincial 
Grants are to be paid to the Teacher* 
and licensed assistants semi-annually, or 
rateably according to the number of pre­
scribed teaching days the School shall 
have been satisfactorily taught.

(2). From the School Fund provided oy the 
County Assessment, to be apportioned by 
the Ch;ef Superintendent to the Trus­
tees of the School Districts within each 
County, as follows :—

(a.) At the rate of $20 for the school year, 
in consideration of each licensed Teacher 
employed: of whatever class.

(6.) The balance, by an equal rate per pupil 
according to the average number of pupils 
in attendance at School, and the number 
of teaching days the School has been open. 
The Trustees of Districts recognized as 
poor Districts jin any year, to receive, in 
this latter apportionment, special aid not 
exceeding one third more per pupil than the 
Trustees of other Districts within the 
County.

One-halt of the County fund is to be appor­
tioned and paid semi annually.

No public moneys will be received by Dis­
tricts which fail to establish Schools under the 
Act. It will be observed that the amount 
of Provincial and County moneys to be ex 
pended in any District in aid of Schools will 
depend almost exclusively upon local exertion, 
or the direct efforts made by the people of the 
several Districts in maintaining their own 
Schools.
