Portland Police Affair»—Diamisial of Cray
and Pidgeon.

The Portland Police Committee held a 
meeting last evening, and summoned 
several of the policemen before them. 
Cray and Gibson, who have not been on 
friendly terms for some time, were 
amongst the number. Though the pro­
ceedings in Tow n Committees are pri­
vate, and with the Police Committee es­
pecially so, enough is known to 
state that these two men told 
their stories, and cross-questioned 
each other. They were thvn requested 
to retire, and the Committee considered 
the subject, after which Cray was sent 
for and Informed that his services were 
not required any longer on the force. He 
took his dismissal in good part, and the 
report that he offered, in presence of the 
Committee, to fight with Gibson to prove 
which was the best man Is without 
foundation. We state this because some 
maliciously-inclined persons are already 
circulating such a damaging statemen*. 
Mr. Pidgeon, for twenty-eight years an 
officer of the Parish and Town, was next 
called, and his various delinquencies 
pointed out—his connexion with the 
Brophy scandal, etc.—and he received 
the order to leave the force.

by dismissing Cray and Pidgeon, 
the Committee are more likely to be sup­
ported in their appointment of Jones, as 
they gain a vote or two by the opera­
tion.

We learn from them that 
the Captain remained at Seychelles, that 
he may come down here, that a magiste­
rial court of inquiry was held at Sey­
chelles, at which all parties were examined 
on oath and which ionnd that the vessel’s 
course had been a mistaken one, owing 
to errors in reckoning, that the Captain 
had executed and extended his proles’, 
including abandonment, and that the 
Government prohibited the Captain from 
selling the ship or cargo. The master of 
the schooner that rescued the crew put 
part of his crew on the ship and is thus 
in possession, and he expects that half 
the cargo will be eared, there beigg only 
9 feet of water in the hold.

The Quebec Government.

The Quebec Government clings to of­
fice as tenaciously as the devil-fish clung 
to Victor’ Hugo’s hero. Ouimet is vain­
ly trying to get somebody to take the 
portfolio of Attorney General, and 
makes no sign of resigning.
