THE MACCABEES.

Tho Two City Tents Visited by a High
Official—Installation ard Supper,

The two tents of Knights of the Mac-
cabees in this city held a jeint meeting in
Carling’s block last evening. Deputy
Supreme Commander Hall, of Port Huron,
installed the officers of both, as follows:

Mr. B. E. Hall delivered an address in
which he detailed the history, progress and
work of the order. He stated that it was
organized on its present basis in 1881, and
that it only had 700 members on Jan. 1,
1882, while its present membership was
over 140,000, being third in numeral
strength among the great beneficial orders
of this continent, The death rate had, he
said, always been very low. Over 1,600
death claims and over 500 disability claims
had been paid, amounting to over $2,750,-
000. The deaths had never exceeded six
to eachi 1,000 annua'ly. The average
age of the members was 34 years, being
the lowest average age ever obtained
by any organization with the same
membership. During the past eleven
months the net increase in membership had
been nearly 35,000. Since Jan. 1, 1893,
more than 450 new tents had been organ-
ized, 40 new tents being organized in the
month of December, The number of tents
in Ontario had increased trom 77 to 136
and the membership from 2,900 to 4,700 in
the past year. Over $§900,000 had been dis-
tributed among the widows, orphans and
disabled members in the last year at a total
expense to the average member, including
all dues, of only §8. While the 33 leading
orders of this class now constituting the
national fraternal congress made a net ine
crease in their membership during 1892 of
over 122,000, the Maccabees furnished of
that number over 30,000, or 25 per cent. of
the total net increase, and while the aver«
age death rate in the 33 crders was 10.69,
in the Maccabees it was but 5.65 to each
1,006 members. The order was duly regis-
tered in Ontario as a friendly society under
the Insurance Corporation Act of 15892. It
had paid to the Ontario widowsand orphana
during the last year over $30,000.

After all the installations had been pere
formed, an adjournment was made to Brad«
ford’s. Here almost 50 members sat down
to a nicely-prepared supper. The toast
list and respouses were: ““The Queen,” Dr.

He has had a wide experience in
both businzss and municipal matters, and
has served on the council for several
vears, He has also been a candidate for
werden before, but was unsuccessful. In
politics he is a staunch Liberal
Mr. Calvert made a short address, review-
ing the various questions to be dealt with
by the couneil. The hospital question
wouid come up, and a committee be ap-
pointed to consider the advisability of the
erection of a new building. The bridges
throaghout the county were in pretty good
repair, and very littie rebuilding would
have to be undertaksn. This was a great
source of satizfaction, as such work gener-

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A CANADIAN PATRIOT’S ADDRESS
O HIS FELLOW-CITIZENS.

High thougi the telegraph reports rated
the recent address by Hon. Wilfrid Laurier
at the banquet tendered him by his con-
stituents in Quebee East, the {ull report oft
the speech now before us shows that it was
an even more statesmanlike effort than at
first stated—in faet, the most notable de-
liverance on public affairs that has been
given to the people of Canada for many a
day. Let us entertain and instruect our
readers with a few of the more salient
points in the First,
the mission of the Liberal party, Mr.
Laurier said;

oraiion, as to

“I am happy to be able to make the
statement in this sld French city of Quebec,
to be able to proclaim that the basis and
aim of our ideas and hopes as Liberals are
that we are beforz and aboveall Canadians;
Canadians in the fullest acceptance of the
term. Canadians at Quebez, Canadians at
Toronto, and Canadians from the shores of
the Gulf of St, Lawrence to the famous
mountains whose feet are kissed by the
waves of the Pacific and whose crests are
refreshed by the balmy breezes from the
Orient. (Prolonged applause.) Qur great
object is the development of the work of
Coniederation; it is to draw closer, bind
and cement together, the different elements
scattered over the face of the whole of
British Nerth America, and to weld them
into one nation. (Hear, hear.) This is, as
I understand it, the role of the Liberal
party in the Confederation, and as long as
I shall have the honor to take a part in the
shaping of our destinies this is the ideal
towards which it shall gravitate, (Ap-
plause.)”

Having pointed out that the Confedera-
tion had not been so successful as it should
have been because of the false system of
taxation which had brought about the de-
plorable state of affairs revealed in the
census returns, Mr, Laurier made a strong
appeal in favor of the Liberal policy of

trade freedom. Not one cent more than is

necessary to economically govern the coun-
try will be taken from the people in tax-
ation when the Liberals attain power,

Another cause which bas retarded the
progress of the Dominion, and has pre-
vented the binding together of the different
races grouped by Providence in this corner
of the globe, said Mr. Laurier, is the re-
peated appeals of the men in power, not to
the patriotism of the people, but to sec-
tional and race and religious prejudices.
Mr, Laurier said:

““Our rulers, in governing, have never
appealed to the patriotism which is to be
found in the hearts of all the inhabitants of
this country, whom they have governed by
an alliance of coteries recruited from all
the elements, and appealing to all the
worst passions in the country. Thisis what
has happened, and this is the trauth. The
Tories of Ontario and the Bleus of Quebec
have joined hands to appeal to all the pas-
sions in both Previnces, not to govern, but
to capture ana retain power. What mat-
ters it to these men whether our divi-
sions becoming deeper and deeper,
that harmony is becoming more and more
difficult of attainment, and that the future
of Confederation is jeopardized? What
matters all this to these fierce Tories and
these wild Bleus, these hot-headed English.
men, and these ultra-Frenchmen, when
they are always ready to arouse the preju-
dices of Ontario and Quebec, and to em-
brace each other over the ruins of their
common country, provided that by doing
go they can hoist themselves into power.”

patriotism entertained by the firebrands in

the two Provinces, as ably set forth by the
Liberal chief:

“In this Province of Quebec the allies
of those who ia Ontario are thus
treating me Dbecause I am of the
French race, are also attacking me be-
causs I am not sufficiently French for
them. (Applause.) They are trying to
make believe that I am English, waich
does not surprise me, as it is conformable
to their traditions. But, gentlemen, let
me tell you this, and 1 appeal to every one
of you on the subject; we are all citizens of
the same country; we wish to arrive at the
same resnlt, and when the Tories in On-
tario charge me with being French, and the
Bleus in Quebec reproach me with being
English, what should we conclude? Simply
that these gentry have but one thing in
view, and that is to appeal to the
prejudices, among the French-Canadians in
Quebec and the English-Canadians in On-
taric and to thereby create sympathies for
themselves that will maintain them in
power.”

Mr. Laurier scornfully rebuked the mis-
chief-makers, and continued:

“I acknowledge that I am of Frenech
origin; but if I recognize the fact, I also
recognize the positicn in which my race
nave been placed by the battle which was
fought on the Plains of Abraham, and
which is commemecrated by a monument
reared by you to the memory of the two
commanders who there lost their lives.
There are some amongst us who forget this
state of things, who affeet to believe that a
small French republic or monarchy—I
hardly know what they want—should be
established on the banks of the St. Law-
rence. I cannot accept this idea, because
those who use this language speak like
siaves who would break their bonds if they
dared, but who do not do so because they
are cowards. For my part, I believe my-
self to be a free man, and this is why 1 am
in favor of the actual regime.”

And again:

¢Asfar as I am concerned, gentlemen, I
want no little republic of San Marino, no
principality of Monaco; and although
Casar =aid that he would rather be the first
in a village than the second in Rome, I say
that my ambition is to be a great citizen of
a great country. I look forward to the day
when Canada will have a population of
30,000,000 inhabitants, of 40,000,000 per-
haps, and when its voice will weigh in the
destinies of the world. (Applause.) I ask
you, gentlemen, of whom the majority are

"ing desperate about them.

French like myself, is there a single man
amongst you wio would seriously like to
see Canada cut up, who would detach from
our;patrimony a single portion of what was
the country of our ancestors? No;j and,
for my part, I say that this country is ours
and ours it must remain. There is room
enough in this great country for all tie
races, all the creeds and all the religions,”
(Applause,)

“*Need I say to you, gentlemen, to you
who remember history,” continued the
orator, amid great applause, ‘‘that if we
are separated from our feilow-countrymen
by language and religion, we are united to
them by a bond which is perhaps just as
dear—by liberty?” And ¥4 illustrated
this point most aptly by show.ing that side
by side with Papineau in the struggle for
the rights of the people and the constitu-
tional liberty that we now enjoy stood
John Nelson, the Scotchman, O’Callaghan,
the Irishman, and Wolired Nelson and

Thomas Brown, the Englishmen. He

asked:

‘‘How can these men or their dezcendants
—English, Scotc's, Irich and French—who
shed their blood to win for us the liberties
we enjoy to-day, make use of the same
liberties to tear each other to pieces? Ah !
no. Far be from me the thought. Let us
be more broad-minded, and say that these
who ghared in the labor shall also share in
the reward. (Applause.)”

Mr, Laurier then condemned, in terse
language, the conduct of his political op-
ponents in Quebec who endeavor to use the
priesthood as a means of attaining or re-

taining political power., He quoted, as

expressing his views, the statement made
by the late Cardinal Newman, in which
that noted church dignitary said:

**Were I asoldier in her Majesty’s ser-
vice, and sent to take part in a war which
I could not see to be unjust, and should
the Pope suddenly bid all Catholie soldiers
to return from the gervice, I should not
obey him.”

Mr. Laurier maintained that this was the
correct view of a citizen’s duty——allegiance
to the church in matters spiritual, and
toleration of no dictation in matters of
state. This is an eflective, a conclusive,
rejoinder to the mischief makers, who for
the purposes of advancing their own selfish
interests have, in the name of religion, been
circulating statements to the contrary re-
garding the attitude of Liberal Catholics.

Mr. Laurier has been taken to task by
French-Canadian Conservative politicians
for indorsing the reunion of the Knglish-
speaking race, and he reiterated his well
known views, which are those of a far-

Mon pere, vieux soldat, ma mere, vendecnne.”

“True to the double blood that was
poured into my veins by my father, an old
soldier, and my mother, a Vendean.” Let
us also be true to our double origin, true
to the memory and the reverence of the
great nation from whom we have sprung,
and true also to the great nation
who have given us freedom. (Applause.)
And, in all the difficulties, all the pains,
and all the vicissitudes of our situation, let
us always remember that love is better than
hatred, and faith better than doubt, and let
hope in our future destinies be the pillar of
fire to guide us in our career. (Enthusiastic
and prolonged applause.)”

These sentiments carry their own com-
mendation, Their utterance in the city of
Quebec, in language identical with that
used by the Liberal leader while speaking
in English-speaking Ontario, onece more
proves, as Mr. Laurier pcinted out, that his
policy and views are applicable to all parts
of the Dominion, and do not resemble the
policy and views of the men who oppose and
misrepresent him, These men have one
poliey for Quebec and another for other
portions of Canada.

NEW ONTARIO.

A Beautiiul Winter Climate
> Western New Landr,
To the Editor of the ADVERTISER:

During last winter three or four letters
about Aigoma appeared in some cof the
newspapers published in older Canada
written by residents of Algoma, and among
others by the crown land agents at Sauit
Ste. Marie and Richards’ Landing, and by
the president of the Fastern Algoma Agri-
cultural Society. Owing to the interest
taken in the subject and to the circulation
of literature concerning Algoma, a good
many practical farmers from different
parts of older Ontario visited the district
last summer and fall and were delighted
with the evidences they saw of the fertility
of the soil. Some of them visited the fall
shows and spoke highly of the exhibits of
grains, roots, grasses, dairy products,
ppples and other fruit, and all of them
were pleased with the climate in the
summer and fall; but of course they did
not know anything about the winter
climate, and the letters 1 have men-
tioned did not refer to the winter
climatee As I am an old resi-
dent of the distriet, and have lived in
Algoma a good maay winters, I would like
to say a few words to your readers about
the climate of Algoma in the winter. The
winter weather here is delightful, with the
exception, pernaps, of ouly two or three
days during the season. The weather is
not changeable as it is in the older parts of
Ontario. The winter days are sunny, cold,
clear and bright, and we have good snow all
the winter for sleighing and snowshoeing;
and this snow is worth thousands of dollars
vearly to the people here in connection
with the lamber industry, for during the
winter lumbermen and farmers can mazke
roads anywhere. The snow stays with us
all winter, and affords a good protection to
the fall wheat, and that is one reason why
suchexcellent fall wheat isgrown here. And
cne good thing in winter here, we don’t
have any blizzards or disastrous storms.
The timber and hills here protect us from
the cold winds, and the presence of so much
water all around us in the great lakes and
rivers also has the eflect, I believe, of keep-
ing us from great extremes of cold. We
never have the severe weather here that is
experienced in the Western States, Mani-
toba, or the Northwest Territories.

I am glad to say that as a result of the
, efforts made to attract attention to Algoma
‘ that several new settlers located in the
‘district last summer and fall. We
$ave room in Algoma on the On-
wrio free grant and Indian land for
afoesands  and thousands of settlers
and I wish the newspapers of On-
tario and Quebee would wusze their
influence to make it Lknown amongst
the farmers’ sons and tenant farmers of
older Ontario and Quebec that here in New
Ontario there are millions of acres of fertile

nd awaiting settlement. And there is
one thing should be rememberad about the
distriect: Yt is easily reached by rail or
waler from ary part of older Canada, Sault
Ste. Marie, the distriet town, being only
some eighteen hours’ ride from Toronto by
C. P. R. and some 23 hours from Montreal;
so farmers in older Ontarie and Queb:c
would not be moving far frein the old
homes when they come here. A pamphlet
has recently been publiskhed giving a good
desl of information about the country,
entitled ‘*‘Aigoma Farmers Testify.” Copies
of it may be obtained free from the Crown
Lands Departmezut in Toronto or from any
of the crown’ land agencies in the District
of Algoma, or from its compiler, Dr. Fred
Rogers, barrister, etc., Sault Ste. Marie,
Ont.

1 am the crown land agent for the Thes-
salon distriet. The other crown Iland
agencies are located at Sauit Ste, Marie,
Richards’ Landing (St. Joseph’s Island) and
Massey Station. I am sure either the
Crown Lands Department at Toronto or
any of the local crown lands agents in
Algoma will be glad to give information
about the country; and I will be glad to
answer any letters which may be addressed
to me on the gubject. And I have been as-
sured that Mr. Wm. Turner, the crown
lands agent at Sault Ste. Marie will also do
the same. I trust that during this winter
the newspapers will try and make the facts
1 have mentioned generally known, We
want to stop any further exodus to the
States and induce the farmers’ sons and the
tenant farmers of older Ontario and Quebec
to locate here in New Ontario instead of
going to the Uaited States.

The Gow’s Kingdom

An Important Gathering on His-
toric Ground,

Seventeenth Annual Meeting of the

W. O, Dairymen’s Association.

Interesting and Instructive Addresses
by Practical and Well-In-
formed Men.

Hearty Welcome From Ingérsoll's Rep-
resentatives — Growtih of the Dairying
Induztry—Advantages of the Agricul.
tural College and Traveling Dairy—
Lessons of the World’s Fair—The Cow’s
Kingdom Knows No Boundary—Hints
On Good Butter and Cheese Making.

Juesday Aiternocn,

INGERsOLL, Jan. 23.—It is just 30 years
since Harvey Farrington instituted and
operated the first cheese factory in West-
ern Ontario at Norwich. Three years
afterwards the Canadian Dairymen’s Asso-
ciation was formed at Ingersoll, and ever
since then this place has been recognized as
the center of the dairy industry ot Ontario
and of Canada. In 1877 the Dairymen’s
Association of Kastern Ontario was organ-
ized, and the old one was changed to the
“Dairymen’s Association of Western On-
tario.” The seventeenth annual convention
of this association, which began here to-day,
is, therefore, being held on historical
ground, and amid surroundings that have
ever been favorable to the rise and
progress of the great dairy industry.
The proceeding of the first day, while of a
preliminary nature, were very interesting
and attended by a large crowd., Hotel ac-
eommodationistaxed,and as the roadsarein
fairly good condition farmers drove in from
many miles around. A number of well
known dairymen are present from a dis-
tance and will give the result of long ex-
perience in dairving work during the suc-
ceeding two days.

'he programme of the opening session
was changed considerably owing to the
necessary absence of the president, John
Geary, London, and the non-arrival of Hon.
John Dryden, Toronto, and Hon. Thomas
Balilantyne, Stratford.,

MR. PATTULLO'S OPENING ADDRESS.

At 2:30 Mr, A. Pattullo, Woodstock,
called the meeting to order. He was sorry
to have to open the convention with an
explanation, and stated that the president,
John Geary, had bean recalled to London
shortly after his arrival in town in the
morning, Mr. Geary would, however, be
present at the evening session. He went
on to speak words of welcome to those
present, welcoming thewm tc the historical
cheesze town of Ingersoll and to what could
not fail to be one of the most successiul
conventions in the history of the Western
Ontario Dairymen’s Association. They
wore on historical ground, in the
original home ot the cheese industry
of the Dominien of Canada. He
spoke of the warm welcome extended
by the people of Ingersoil; it showed
that the spirit which made dairy-
ing a success in early years had not died
out yet. Mr. Pastulio went over the his-
tory of the cheese mdustry since the first
factory was instituted at Norwich, a few
miles away, in 1864. Since then the in-
dustry had slowly developed, until it was
now not only the greatest industry of the
neighborhood, but the greatest industry in
Canada. It read like a romance and had
keot on increasing in value, until now
813,000,000 worth of cheese was exported
annually, It meant a great deal, not only
to the whole country, but to the individual
farmer. Dairying was doing more than
anyvthing else to keep the farmers of the
country comparatively prospercus when
they might have been the reverse. Cheese
had, with only one exception, since the in-
ception of the industry, always sold at a
p:ofitable price.

Touching on education for the farmer,
Mr. Pattullo said that the Agricultural
College was one of the most useful educa-
tional institutions in Ontario. That was
where the future farmers of this country
were being educated, and to that institu.-
tion the speaker recommended the farmer
to send his sons, not to send them to#the
high schools and colleges. That was not
where tliey would learn practical knowl-
edge. Knowledge geinea in the Agri-
cultural College could be put to practical
u-e and would make the boy a success in his
iusiness. They were never too old to learn,
and the dairymen by meeting together in
cenvention recognized that fact. They
were not met merely for social intercourse,
but for the purpose of self-education, to
improve themselve and to advance the
cause of the great industry with which they
were connected.

D. DERLYSHIRE, BROCKVILLE.

Short addresses were then delivered by
distinguished visitors, D, Derbyshire,
Brockville, elaimed for Leeds county,
Eastern Ontario, the heme of modern
dairying. That county made more cheese
last year and secured more $9% points at
the World’s Fa/r than any other county in
Canada. He spoke of the credit earned by
Canadians for the magnificeat exhibition
at the World’s Fair. It was their duty to
go ahead, take such steps as they
had never dore in the pasi, stir

machinery; make a finer article in larger
quantities than they had ever done In the
sast. Thirty doliars a cow was not the
best they could do in Ontario.

DR. S. 8. VANSLYKE, GENEVA, N, Y.
Dr. 8. S. Vansiyke, Geneva, N. Y., said
the American farmers were not going out
of business. There were as many large
factories over in New York State as there
were formerly, and perhaps a few more.
They had learned a lesson from Canadians
at the World’s Fair, and were now going
to make better cheese. The only trouble
with the Yankees last year was that they
had not used their braine. The Canadians
got ahead of them. They (the Y_nnkees)
had the requisite amount of brains and
only needed to use them, and in five or ten
years they would be heard from te better
advantage.

MR, JOHN GOULD, OHIO.

Mr. John Gould, of the Ohio associa-
tion, said that the kingdom of the cow
knew no boundary lines. The cow in
Canada was the sister to the cow in Ohio.
The same principles were required to in-
sure success in both countries, but it was
braing that fed the cow, brains that made
up the product, and it was brains that ob-
trined marks and secured first premiums.
Mr. Gould said his brothers in the associa-
tion in Chio had asked him to keep his eyes
and ears open aud bring back all the in-
formation he could without paying duty.
(Laughter.)

CANADIAN BUTTER AT THE WORLD'S FAIR,

Mr. John 8. Pearce, London, read a very
interesting paper on “‘Canadian Butter at
the World’s Fair.” As Mr. Pearce was one
of the judges on butter at the fair he was
able to speak with authority on the subject.
While Canatia came off with flying colors in
nearly every other department of the great
exhibition, Canadian butter was not in it,
There was no reason why Canadians should
not make as good if not better butter than
their neighbors acrose the line. That they
were not doing so now was plain toanyone
who had seen or compared the product of
the two ccuntries. There were 800 ex:
hibits of butter in June, and 43 of these
came from Canada. Fourteen Canadians
secured medals. In October Canada had
170 exhibits of butter, and tcok 27 medals.
Butter-making had  been  neglected
somewhat in Canada because it was
not as profitable as cheese-making.
Still increased attention was being given to
the butter industry, especially during the
last two years, due mainly to the efforts of
Prof. Robertson, and the traveling dairy.

Canada’s exhibit was not a creditable
one. Why was this? First, the flavor was
defective and had a fishy taste and odor.
This, Mr. Pearce said, was due to methods
of washing utensile. Everyone should be
doubly careful about exposing milk or its
products to odors or germs, Butier should
not stand exposed to the atmosphere after
churning, and greater care should be used
in liniag the tubs and top with some air-
tight article. Canadian butter stood fairly
well in its quality of grain, but not so
well in the matter of color. The
paper dwelt strongly on the advisability
of care in procuring the best salt;
much trouble could be traced to this
source, Metheds of packing were touched
on. In this the Americans had the advan-
tage last summer. Nearly all of their
packages were well filled, some within a few
inches of the top, and some to the top, and
each nicely covered with cloth or paper,

PRACTICAL HINTS.

In reply to a question, Mr. Pearce stated
that three-quarters of an ounce of sait
should be used to a pound of butter.

Mr. Gould was asked how to put up the
ideal package of butter. He stated thas
many attempted to put too much butter
into a package at once, when packing, and
water or airspaces were formed. He advo-
cated the disuse of the wooden paddle
and kneading with the hand wrapped in a
clean cloth.

Mr. Derbyshire admitted that the great-
est defjciency in Canadian butter was in
the style of packing. Its very look con-
demned it in comparison with the very
tasty packages put up on the American
side, He urged them not to make any
more white, highly salted and stinking but.
ter. Their credit was av stake as a butter-
making community, and they should let
nothing go out that was not perfection.
They had the men, the cows, the finest
gragses, and all they wanted wa= skill, so
that they wonld have the finest tutter that
could be made.

The immense boon® that the Mount Elgin
and Woodstock creameries were to the
farmers of the community was adduced by
testimonials from those in the audience, It
was shown that frost injured cream and
turned it bitter.

THE PAST AND PRESENT.

In Mr. C. E. Chadwick, police magistrate
of Ingersoll, and bonorary secretary of the
association, the past is vividly associated
with the present, He was one of the men
who were early connected with the associa-
tion, for many yeare its rresident, and
to whose prudence and foresight are due
much of the success that has followed the
dairying industry of Western Ontario.
Although confined to his house for the last
two months, Mr. Chadwick made a splendid
address and was frequently applauded.

Tuesday Evening.
MAYOR WILLIAMS,

Dr. Williams, mayor of Ingersoll, opened
the evening proceedings with an address of
welcome., The poople of Ingetsoll were, he
said, in a position vo welcome the members
o the association back to their town after
having made a success of the industry;
after having given that industry a national
importance that would enable it to do much
in time to buiid up this Canada of ours.
There was no industry in Canada to-day
whieh occupied so important a position as
the cheese industry. Besides employing a
large number of people it also was the
most profitable industry in couneetion with
the agricultural interests of the country,

MR, NOXON;! i

Mr. Steven Noxon, president of the
Board cof Trade, said that too much honor
could never be given to the memory of the
pioneers of cheese-making, The industry
took its root here, and it was foreed by in-
dividuals, by men with the courage of their
convictions, to such an extent that it was
rapidly taken up by all sections of the
country, and to-day they stood in the proud
position of being the pioneer cheese-pro-
ducing eountry in the world. Canadians,
he said, would always be able to lock after
the reputation of Canadian cheese,

PROF. DEAN,

Prof, H. H. Dean, of the Ontario Agri-
cuitural College, Guelph, followed with an
address on ‘‘Foods we eat, with special
reference to those from the dairy.” Mr.
Dean held (first) that Canadians should
study economy in the purchase of food, and
that to be economical was right; (secondly)
that dairy products are eeconomical foods.
Dairymen had not advertised the goods
they proeduced. Foods had two chiei uses
in the hodv—first, builders; second, to
supply fuel. In buying foods the cost
should be first considered. The cheapest
food was that which supplied the most
nutriment for the Ileast money. Next
shouid be considered their digestibility.
Men lived not on what they ate, but what
they digested. Animalfood was mestly pur-
chased because it was more easily digested.

The speaker showed conclusively that
milk, butter, cheese, catmeal and wheat

bread would give the greater amount of
energy ifor the money expended.
The evening meeting closed with an

address by Mr. A. T. Bell, dairy teacher in
the dairy school at Guelph and manager of
the Provincial Dairy School, Tavistoek.
The hall was crowded, many women being
present,

; President Geary arrived iate in the even-
ing.

Port Hope Binder Twine Factory
Closed.

Port Herg, Jan. 23.—In oonacquence of
the decision of the Government to manu-
facture binder twine in the penitentiary at
Kingston, the twine fagtory in this town
closed te-day. This factory last winter
employed 90 hands. The employes ve-
ceived notice to quit, with no prespect of
reopening.

UNPROFITABLE FIGHTING.
[New York Sun.]

The religious wars among the blacks of
different theological creeds in the British-
African concession of Uganda wouid be
ridiculous if they were not sanguinary.
Some of the natives are Protestants, some
are Catholics, and others are Moham-
medans. The adherents ot the two Chris.
tian bodies have had many a bard fight for
their respective doctrines; and a dispatch
printed here last week told of a battle that
was fought some time ago between the
aboriginal Protestants and the Moham.
medans, It appears that the martial
Protestants were victorious in the feld.
The killed numbered only four Prot-
estants against thirty Mohammedans;
and the Protestants emphasized their vic-
tory by capturing 1,500 of the enemy, in-
cluding women and children. It required
s British major to restore the peace; and,
after he had restored it, he made provision
tor its maintenance by dividing Uganda,
into three separate districts—one district
for the Protestants, one for the Catholics,
and the other for the Mohammedans,

We are disposed to approve « # this policy,
though it may not be acceptable to the
King of Uganda, who still reigns with the
heip of the British. It is pretty certain
that the three belligerent religious parties
can never come to an agreement with each
other as to the truth of any one of the re-
ligions which they profess. Argument is
of very little use in a case of the kind. The
Protestant Waganda will stick up for the
tenets of the Church of England, the
Catholics for the successor of St, Peter,
and the Mohammedans for the Prophet of
Mecca. As the quarrel cannot be gettled
by logic, neither can it be settled to the
satisfaction of all parties by fighting. [f
the Protestants thrash the Mohammedans,
that does not prove the talsity of the
Koran: and if there be a drawn battle be-
tween the Christian contestants it cannot
bs a praof of the superiority of the religion
whose adherents slanghtered the larger
number of the enemy. Let each of the
three religions, therefore, stand upon its
own territory.

Yet after a while the Waganda may be
led to adopt the American system, under
which the believers in ail creads and the
rejecters of all live together in peace as
good citizens, respecting each other’s rights
aud helping one another to get along.

UNPROFITABLE FIGHTING.
[New York Sun.]

The religious wars among the blacks of
different theological creads in the British-
African concession of Uganda would be
ridiculous if they were not sanguinary.
Some of the natives are Protestants, some
are Catholics, and others are Moham-
medans. The adherents ot the two Chris-
tian bodies have had many a bard fight for
their respective doctrines; and a dispatch
printed here last week told of a battle that
was fought some time ago between the
aboriginal Protestants and the Moham-
medans, It appears that the martial
Protestants were victorious in the feld.
The killed numbered oniy four Prot-
estants against thirty Mohammedans;
and the Protestants emvhasized their vie-
tory by capturing 1,500 of the enemy, in-
cluding women and children. It required
s Dritish major to restore the peace; and,
after he had restored it, he made provision
tor its maintenance by dividing Uganda
into three separatve districts—one distriet
for the Protestants, one for the Catholics,
and the other for the Mohammedans,

We are disposed to approve « 7 this policy,
though it may not be acceptable to the
King of Uganda, who still reigns with the
heip of the British. It is pretty certain
that the three belligerent religious parties
can never come to an agreement with each
other as to the truth of any one of the re-
ligions which they profess, Argument is
of very little use in a case of the kind. The
Protestant Waganda will stick up for the
tenets of the Church of England, the
Catholics for the successor of St. Peter,
and the Mohammedans for the Prophet of
Mecca. As the quarrel cannot be gettled

by legic, neither can it be settled to the !

satisfaction of all parties by fighting. [f
the Protestants thrash the Mohammedans,
that does not prove the talsity of the
Koran; and if there be a drawn battle be-
tween the Christian contestants it cannot
be a proof of ¢he superiority of the religion
whose adherents slanghtered the larger
number of the enemy. Let each of the
three religions, therefore, stand upon its
own territory. 3

Yet after a while the Waganda may be
