TORONTO, Aug. 24.—Hon. Christopher 
Findley Fraser, ex-Commissioner of Public 
Works for Ontario, was found dead early 
this morning in his room at the Parliament 
buildings. Mr. Fraser had been in poor 
health for some time. Many telegrams to 
his relatives and political friends were dis­
patched this morning notifying them of the 
ex-Minister’s death.

At 2 o’clock this morning Mr. Fraser and 
Dr. Chamberlain, inspector of prisons, 
asylums and hospitals for Ontario, returned 
to the city after an absence of a month on 
their summer route, as is is called, attend­
ing to their duties, Mr. Fraser looking 
after the registry offices and the doctor 
after his charges. At the station Mr. 
Fraser complained of being tired and 
Dr. Chamberlain accompanied him as far 
as the Parliament buildings. At 6 o’clock 
the night watchman took the morning 
papers to Mr. Fraser’s room, according to ( 
his custom. He found the door closed, but 
the gas was burning brightly. Not hear­
ing anyone moving inside, the watchman 
entered and found the ex-Minister lying 
dead in the lavatory adjoining his room. 
He had not retired. His coat and vest 
were lying on the bed, and it was evident 
that death had taken place not long after 
he had arrived home. A medical examina­
tion showed that death was due to the 
failure of the heart to perform its functions 
properly.

No arrangement has been made for the 
funeral and nothing definite will be known 
until tomorrow morning. It is thought, 
however, that the body will lie in state in 
the Assembly Chamber for a day or two, 
and that the remains will then be trans- 
ported to Brockville for interment.

OAR Cel. Leys Set Right as Regards the W. 
C. T. U.-Sir John Gorst Visits the 

Board and Tells How De­
sirable a Place Lon­

- - $6 30The directors of the Western Fair Board 
mot yesterday afternoon, and before they 
adjourned they had passed a resolution 
placing in a proper light the remarks of 
Col. Leys at a previous meeting with 
reference to the W. C. T. U. They also 
agreed to permit hose-reel racing on the 
fair grounds track ou Labor Day, and 
received a flying visit from Sir John Gorst, 
British M. P. President A. W. Porte was 
in the chair, and the directors in attendance 
were: Col. Leys, A. Bogue, J. Kennedy, C. 
Trebilcoek, G. Taylor, Ald. J. W. Jones, 
Ald. Thomas Jones, D. McKenzie, Col. 
Lewis, Ald. J. Natkins, Wm. Moore, J. 
S. Pearce, Wm. Yates, Secretary Browne 
and Supt. Hook.

COL. LETS AND THE W. C. T. IT. %
Col. Leya drew the board’s attention to 

a report of a previous meeting published in 
the Free Press, in which he was made to 
reflect adversely on the quality of meals 
supplied at the W. C. T. U. dining hall at 
fair time. He showed that the report was 
garbled and incorrect, and that the matter 
was not before the board as business at the 
time, and was not being discussed as such 
when notes were taken of it. He had said 
that what was needed was a place like a 
restaurant, where a steak or a chop could 
be ordered at will. He did not say that 
the dining hall was unfit to go into, but 
was unfit for the purposes that the board 
wanted.

Capt. Porte bore Mr. Leys out in this 
statement, and ex-Mayor Taylor character­
ized the report as abusive and unjust.

Mr. Wm. Moore said that Col. Leys had 
not said or meant what had been attributed 
to him. He then moved the follow­
ing resolution, which Mr. Trebilcock 
seconded—it was carried unanimously: 
“That the directors of the Western Fair 
Board have noticed with regret a report in 
the Free Press proceedings of our last 
meeting which is entirely incorrect so far 
as relates to Coi. Leys and the W. C. T. U., 
and that a copy of this resolution be for­
warded to Mias Ella Cosford, secretary of 
the London W. C. T. U.”

MAY USE THE TRACK.
Mayor Essery and Ald. Parnell were 

present to try to induce the directors to 
alter their decision not to allow hose reel 
racing on the track at Queen's Park on 
Labor Day. They were assisted by Ald. 
Thomas Jones, Ald. J. W. Jones and Ald. 
Nutkins around the board.

President Porta explained that on the 
first application permission had been given 
to use the track, but when they heard there 
was going to be hose reel races they had 
refused to allow them. This was done be­
cause of the represented weight of the hose 
carried and of the sharp turn which would 
be made on the track, cutting the clay 
surface.

The mayor said that the Fair Board 
should do all they could to encourage large 
crowds to visit the city. It was not meant, 
when the grounds were leased to the com­
pany, that such requests from citizens 
should be denied. The track could not 
very wall be cut up any worse than it was.

After a further explanation from Capt. 
Porte, and after Aid. J. W. Jones (an ex- 
fireman and an authority) had stated that 
it would not be necessary to turn on the 
track, and that only 400 or 500 pounds of 
hose would be carried, a resolution was 
moved by Mr. George Taylor and seconded 
by Mr. Wm. Yates, granting the use of the 
track for hose reel purposes. This was not 
to be considered as a precedent, however, 
and was allowed on the understanding that 
any damage would be made good by the 
city. As the mayor had retired Ald. 
Parnell returned thanks so the board.

With reference to this matter Secretary 
Browne explained that there was nothing 
personal between himself and the labor 
party or Mr. Johnston. The board had 
refused to let the grocerymen use the track 
for grocery wagons, and had acted similarly 
with the Seamecefs. They merely meant 
to treat all alike.

SIR JOHN GORST, M.P.
Before the above question had been 

settled Mayor Essery brought in Sir John 
Goret and that gentleman was introduced 
to the directors. He then took a chair and 
for a few minutes indulged in a 
disultory conversation with President 
Porte. Sir John said that the city 
was much more beautiful to live 
in than the old city of London across the 
water. The houses were nicely arranged 
and everybody seemed thriving and 
prosperous, a state they did not always 
enjoy in old London.

of his profession, is engaged with experi­
ments which he expects will result in the 
production of bons fide milk from chemi­
cals—even milk upon which cream will 
rise. The constituents of milk, olein, buty. 
rine, stearine and other chemical com­
pounds, are known, and the trick is to 
make them combine as nature has put 
them together. The success of the chemists 
in producing artificial butter that is about 
as good as the old-fashioned kind, and con­
siderably cheaper, is an indication of the 
probability that M. Berthelot's line of in­
vestigation will be ef great profit to the 
world some of these days. He entertains 
the belief that all of the world’s food 
eventually will be made in a drug store.

The London Medical Journal combats 
the popular notion of the injurious efiect of 
a cold bath taken when one is overheated 
by exercise—an idea falsified by the experi­
ence of athletes from the days of the Greeks 
and Romans even until now, who find in 
this procedure a refreshing and stimulât 
ing tonic after the exertion they have re­
cently undergone. Physiologically speak, 
ing, too, according to this writer, a cold 
plunge or douche taken immediately after 
the physical effort, when the skin is acting 
freely and there is a sense pf heat through­
out the body, is as rational as in the 
experience of the athlete it is beneficial—is 
paralleled, in fact, by the tonic effect pro­
duced by the cold plunge when the skin is 
actively secreting after a Turkish bath, and 
finds its rationale doubtless in stimulating 
the nervous system, in the increase of in- 
ternal circulation, and also in the renewal 
of activity to the cutaneous circulation 
after the momentary contraction of blood- 
vessels due to the cold. The popular be­
lief presumably rests on the injurious effects 
which may be induced by the bath in one 
who does not resort to it immediately, but 
allows time for the effects of fatigue to 
show themselves en the muscles and nerves 
and for the surface of the body to get cool; 
taken then, the bath is more likely to 
depress than te stimulate, there is less 
power of reaction and greater liability to 
internal inflammation—a warm bath rather 
than a cold one, at such a time, being more 
suitable and more safe.

The additional details of Dr. Tortch- 
insky’s method of treating typhoid fever 
with boric acid as given in the medical 
journals, show some remarkable results. 
The most striking effects of the acid appear 
to have been obtained in cases which came 
under treatment in the initial periods of 
the affection. It was further found that 
the beneficial action of the remedy could 
be intensified by combining it with small 
doses, say from two to five grains, of anti- 
febrin, quinine, naphthalin or salol, the 
combination with quinine proving especi­
ally useful in late stages of typhoid, with 
tremor, delirium, and other cerebral 
symptoms, as well as in the cases of re­
lapses. As no untoward accessory effects 
from the acid have ever been observed, the 
opinion is expressed that this method is the 
cheapest, simplest, most harmless and 
most efficacious of all yet known. Of 
course, as soon as the general improvement 
sets in, the acid is discontinued and tonics 
are given.

JU.PUBLIC SCHOOL OPENING.
The city schools open on Monday next. 

Teachers and children have enjoyed abun­
dance of holidays, and it is to be hoped 
that the health-giving relaxation will nerve 
all to attend at once and get down to 
work with a will. While it is best that 
classes should be formed promptly, and 
systematic study arauged for, parents as 
well as teachers should counsel pupils to 
greater thoroughness in work and less 
hurry. In education as in everything else, 
it is too often true that “the more hurry 
the leas speed.” A prominent educationist 
tells us that in the last promotion examin­
ation, many of the pupils either failed, or 
made a poor showing, because of hurrying 
through with their work. Indeed the diffi­
culty of restraining this undue hurry, 
which on this continent seems to be con­
tinued into adult life, is one of the 
greatest trials that the teacher meets with. 
Good work first, speed afterwards, should 
be the rule both in the schools and out of 
them. In this connection the declaration 
of the Dominion Medical Association, at 
present in session in St. John, N. B., is 
noteworthy: “That the system of educa­
tion in force in the Dominion draws too 
largely upon the brain tissue of children, 
and materially injures their mental and 
bodily health."

DEATH OF AN HONORED ONTARIO 
STATESMAN.

The sad intelligence of the sudden death 
of Hon. C. F. Fraser, chief of the Forestry 
Department, and ex-Minister of Public 
WorksforOntario, which is contained in our 
telegrams to-day, will be read with regret 
by very many readers of the ADVERTISER 
throughout the Province. For the long 
period of 22 years the honorable gentle­
man sat as a member of the Ontario Legis­
lature, and for 21 years of that period, 
until ill-health compelled his resignation 
just before last general election, he occu­
pied a position as Minister of the Crown, 
enjoying the respect and esteem of all with 
whom he came in contact.

Deceased was only 55 years of age at 
his death, but his public career was a long 
and eventful one. He was born in humble 
circumstances in the place which for so 
many years returned him to the Legisla­
ture, being the son of Mr. J. 8. Fraser, of 
that town. In early life he was appren­
ticed to the printing business, and while so 
serving managed, by earnest study after 
work hours, to materially add to his 
stock of learning. He had a decided 
leaning for the law, and after passing 
the usual examinations he was admitted to 
the bar of Upper Canada at Trinity term, 
1865, Nine years afterwards, his eminence 
in the profession brought him the honor of 
Q.C., and his fellow practitioners expressed 
their confidence in him by selecting him as 
a bencher of the Law Society of the Prov­
ince in 1876. He was first returned to the 
Legislature as member for South Grenville 
in 1872. By 1873, his talent as a public

—Mr. Davidson, the leader of the Conser­
vative Opposition in the Manitoba Legis­
lature, was defeated in the bye-election for 
Beautiful Plains yestarday by Mr. Forsyth. 
The Patron candidate was successful, there 
being no regular Liberal nominee in the 
field. In Brandon City Charles Adams, 
Liberal, was elected by a majority of 180 
over Mr. Cliff, the Conservative nominee. 
The result is regarded as very disappoint­
ing to the Conservative Opposition in the 
Legislature, already small.

If the view taken by Dr. Pollitzer of the 
character of priekly heat be correct, 
namely that it develops on a skin soaked 
in perspiration and insufficiently supplied 
with fat, there would seem to be at hand a 
means of preventing the occurrence of the 
rash in those who are subject to it. He 
has consequently advised a number of 
patients who suffer every summer from 
prickly heat to anoint the usually affected 
regions with a fat, after the morning bath 
—the fat recommended being for obvious 
reasons lanolin, with the addition of a little 
almond oil; the operation is of course only 
a prophylactic measure, not to be continued 
if the rash develop. Dr. Pollitzer remarks 
that such treatment will probably throw 
still more work on the sweat glands, for, 
as has recently been shown, the diffusion of 
vapor of water—the insensible perepira­
tion—is diminished through a horny layer 
impregnated with fat, though with ratulent 
sweat ducts this circumstance should not 
produce prickly heat. After the rash has 
appeared, the best treatment is, of course, 
a drying application, especially powder, and 
the avoidance of everything likely to pro­
duce sweating.

+ + +
The advantages to be derived from abso­

lute rest in bed in nervous disease, and 
particularly hysteria, are urged by Dr. Guy 
Hinsdale, in one of his lectures on that 
ailment. He says that by going to bed in 
earnest and under no pretext walking 
about the room, not even sitting up, and in 
some cases not even feeding herself, the 
patient realizes that a new era has begun 
in her life history, the result being that the 
opportunity to feed herself is highly 
appreciated when the permission is given, 
say after a fortnight or more of denial. In 
pursuing this system she sits np a few 
minutes each day at the end of a month or 
so—the time is lightened—and at the end 
of two months, perhaps, she is allowed to 
sit in a chair; every added privilege is 
appreciated as never before—liberty never 
seemed such a boon—like the hunger, in­
deed, of a convalescent from typhoid fever. 
In a word, the whole aim of life, if the 
system has been successfully maintained, 
is now to ceupy a sphere that before 
seemed impossible to attain.

Secretary and Registrar for a
but in April, 1874, he was appointed Com­
missioner of Public Works—an office which 
he held up to the time of his resignation 
last spring. During all the intervening 
period, sometimes by acclamation, some­
times after a contest, his fellow-citizens in 
Brookville continued to elect him as their 
representative.

It was Mr. Fraser's misfortune that he 
never enjoyed very robust, health—indeed, 
sickness compelled him to retire from the 
Government a short time since —but he 
never permitted his personal troubles to 
interfere with the due discharge of his 
public duties. He was a model head of a 
department. Scrupulously honest and 
fair, the public knew that while the con­
tractor doing business for the Province 
would get his due, he would get no more 
from Mr, Fraser. A characteristic instance 
of the manner in which he performed his 
important duties came under the notice of 
the writer while the new Legislative Build­
ings were being constructed. Some busy- 
body set the story going that in the pur­
chase of certain supplies a political friend 
of the honorable gentleman was being 
favored. A prominent Toronto merchant, 
who was also a tenderer, immediately 
called on Mr. Fraser, and frankly repeated 
the story. "Rely upon it,” said Mr. 
Fraser, with emphasis, “that all such 
stories are untrue. In public business I 
have no favorites. If you are the lowest 
responsible tenderer you will get the work, 
and you will be held to your contract. The 
same rule applies to all others." In this 
frank reply, there was no cant.

While he held office Mr. Fraser was re­
sponsible for the proper expenditure of 
many millions of dollars, but it was never 
alleged on the floor of the House that 
every cent of the appropriated funds had 
not been properly applied. Once, outside 
the House, an Opposition member insinu­
ated that Mr. Fraser was a corrupt ad­
ministrator. No sooner had the Legisla- 
lature assembled, however, than Mr. 
Fraser promptly took np the gauntlet thus 
thrown down and challenged his accuser to 
make bis charge good, or unconditionally 
withdraw it. Needless to say, it was 
withdrawn with promptitude. How many 
millions would today be in the

Others, 
again, appear to think that all that is 
necessary ii to put in a comma here and 
there at haphazard to set off the “looks of 
the thing." How risky that way of doing 
things is may be learned from the follow­
ing incident:

It seems that some twenty years ago, 
when the United States, by Congress, was 
making a tariff bill, one of the sections 
enumerated what articles should be ad­
mitted free of duty. Among the articles 
specified were “all foreign fruit-plants,” 
etc., meaning plants imported for trans­
planting, propagation or experiment.

The enrolling clerk in copying the bill 
accidentally changed the hyphen in the 
compound word "fruit-plents" to a comma, 
making it read, “all foreign fruit, plante,” 
eto. As a result of this simple mistake, for 
a year, or until Congress could remedy the 
blunder, all the oranges, lemons, bananas, 
grapes and other foreign fruits were ad­
mitted free of duty.

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THE PYTHIANS WIND UP.

Paet Grand Chancelier Davidson 
then took the chair and installed the 
officers elect. The salary of G. II. Mitchall,

Jottings From Clamas, Bruce County.
The progress of this part of Ontario dur­

ing the past 40 years is wonderful. Previous 
to that time nothing but a dense forest cf 
bush end swamp, with only a few hardy 
settlers, were scattered over the whole 
peninsula. Now every acre is owned, 
settled and tilled for some useful purpose. 
Postoffices and villages are found every 
three or four miles apart, and as an evi­
dence of success and indomitable persever­
ance we have cleared farms; commodious 
brick houses and evidences of prosperity 
are everywhere. The original settlers are 
leaving a heritage to their sons and daugh- 
ters which no other county in the world can 
show.

The grasshoppers are playing havoc with 
the turnips and other green crops. Cattle 
are suffering, the grass being bare and dry, 
and have to be fed extra on many farms.

Last week large shipments of cattle were 
forwarded from this district to the Toronto 
cattle market, and from there to Liverpool. 
Prices realized were very low indeed, 31c 
to 4c per pound for live weight, one shipper 
making only the same price as he paid, 
after keeping them over a year.

H. Cargill, the Dominion member for 
South Bruce, is nearly a “Pullman” in 
miniature. He owns and operates a fine 
flour mill, saw mill, sash and door factory, 
employes several hundred hands all the 
year round, owns some 10,000 acres of 
swamp and bush land. Cargill village is 
nearly supported by his industry. He has 
built nice houses for his men which he 
rents at a low rate, and a large hall for 
church services and public meetings. Car­
gill is a fine man socially and 
a great favorite generally, ready 
to assist and help there in need, 
but “the shanty men” who labor and toil 
to build up his fortune complain that they 
are provided with “spungy pork” in the 
winter. General reports predict his political 
demise at the coming Dominion election. 
He promised to vote against the duty on 
binder twine and failed. He promised to 
vote in the interest of temperance, but 
“bolted” when the question came up in the 
House, so that no amount of promises or 
even paying $50 at a bazar for a quilt 
worth $5 will not save him from defeat at 
the next Dominion election.

The cheese factories were well sustained 
at the beginning of the season, but recently 
the quantity of milk sent to the factories is 
about half, while the quality is not so good.

Harvesting operations are nearly over, 
the crops have all been gathered in splendid 
condition, and farmers will realize a full 
average crop.
