A RAILWAY PUZZLE.
The railway companies are sorely j 

perplexed over the question of con- ! 
veying bicycles safely and easily by j 
rail. Dozens of schemes for securing ; 
the cycles to the sides or tops of the 
vans have been experimented with by 
the different railways, but the ideal 
device has not yet been discovered.
Wooden stands, covering the whole 
floor space of a van, are found to pre­
serve the bicycles from damage, but 
only sixteen machines can be put into 
a van so fitted, against 40 to 50 ac­
commodated In an ordinary van. Over 
11,000 cycles were booked from Liver­
pool street alone during August, as 
many as 1,042 being sent in one day, 
so that any decrease in the capacity 
of vans (of which as many as possible 
are already added to <tb“ trains) would 
actually make ‘trains for cycles only’ 
an occasional necessity.

London, Nov. 1.—The African situa­
tion has been aggravated toy the 
French semi-official note, made public 
on Tuesday last, and by the reply of 
the British colonial office, issued the 
same day, declaring that there did not 
seem to be any reasonable fear of 
complications at Nikki, capital of the 
Borgu territory, “provided the French 
government behaves reasonably.” It 
was added, however, at the colonial 
office that Great Britain has taken the 
determination to more effectually police 
her territories, “and that If the French 
persist in trespassing complications 
will naturally arise.” The Times says: 
“If the French are unwise enougn to 
persist in carrying out the theory of ef­
fective possession constituting a title, 
they will find that we shall be reluc­
tantly obliged to apply it, t§o.” It Is 
one of the rare occasions upon which 
the press is unanimous, papers of all 
shades of opinion promising the Mar­
quis of Salisbury the nation’s support 
in “bringing the French filibusters to 
their senses.”

THE ENGINEERS’ BATTLE 

GOOD AS LOST.
The engineers’ battle Is as good as 

lost, and, despite the uncompromising 
attitude of both sides, tne men are 
seeking any honorable retreat from 
their demands, which, it Is now clear, 
would destroy the engineering trade of 
Great Britain. Even the most preju­
diced of the strikers are beginning to 
realize that the foreign contributions, 
which at first encouraged them, were 
really designed to kill employment in 
their trade by taking advantage of the 
opportunity to seize the foreign mar­
ket.

The same situation, though in a less 
marked degree, is the secret of the 
trouble in the cotton trade. The opera­
tives do not yet appreciate the facts, 
however, and a repetition of the ter­
rible experiences of four years ago may 
be necessary before the lesson is learn­
ed. The Employers' Federation is 
stronger today and the struggle, if be­
gun, will be the bitterest of all indus­
trial wars. The Immediate collapse of 
the engineering strike would do much 
to ward off a cotton trade struggle, but 
the Engineers’ Society is the strongest 
trades union in the world, and will not 
surrender for a while yet,

the House of Commons to vote $10,000,-

paign. Theoretically all that has pass­
ed on to the northwest frontiers is 
purely an Indian concern, and, as the 
chancellor of the exchequer in his 
speech at Bristol on Thursday spoke 
hopefully of reducing taxation at home, 
it is evident that he does not contem­
plate the possibility of having to hand 
over the greater part of his expected 
surplus to help India.

HARD WORK AHEAD.
Another correspondent writes: Sir 

Wm. Lockhart, with his army of 35,000 
men, has carried Sampagha Pass easily 
and relieved the experts at home, who 
have been perhaps needlessly alarmed 
by the vexatious delays and difficulties 
of transport and by the evidence that 
the riflemen among the Afrldis were 
well armed and under resolute leader­
ship. While the road to Cabul is now 
clear, the revolt of the tribesmen is 
not yet suppressed, and the bands of 
sharpshooters must be dispersed one 
by one. Where they receive their 
arms and ammunition is a mystery. 
The sincerity of the ameer’s profes­
sions of friendship for England is ques­
tioned, in spite of the proclamation 
warning his subjects against assist­
ing the tribesmen. The pacification 
of the country remains a question be­
set with difficulty. To the perplexities 
of frontier diplomacy is added a new 
menace—the plague has again appeared 
in the Punjab, at Hurdwar, a great re­
sort of Hindu pilgrims.

THE LABOR CRISIS.
The industrial situation is the grav­

est yet reached. There is little prospect 
of a compromise in the engineering 
struggle. Meanwhile the trouble in the 
cotton trade has reached a decisive 
point, and this week may see the be­
ginning of another great war, Involving 
200,000 operatives, which will paralyze 
the greatest trade of the empire. The 
spinners and weavers will decide on 
Monday whether they will submit to 
the 5 per cent reduction in wages which 
the employers declare the exigencies 
of the trade demand.

The leaders of the operatives’ unions 
are using their influence to secure a 
negative decision, coupled with an of­
fer to curtail production. It is ex­
tremely doubtful if the manufacturers 
will accept the alternative, which, they 
protest, is altogether inadequate. They

THE CRICKET CRAZE.

Prince Ranjitslnghi, the 
Indian player on the English side, who 
made 189 in the first inning of his 
eleven, Is the hero of the hour. Scare 
heads in the newspapers are devoted 
to him as being the saviour of the 
English team. Ten times more money 
is spent by the London press in cabled 
specials and agency reports over this 
match than is devoted to the whole 
deliberations of the recent convention 
for federating the Australian colonies 
and molding a constitution for an Aus­
tralian empire.

A GERMAN INSULT TO JEWS.
Much excitement has been occasion­

ed in a large Berlin club, w’hich is 
knowm on the Boerse as the Millionaires’
Club, by the action of one of its mem­
bers, Lieut. Spikerman, who is a well- 
knoxvn sportsman and hot anti-Semite.
He recently had a conspicuous notice 
fixed on the gates at his place at 
Rangsdorf, which read "Dogs and Jews 
not admitted.” Among the members 
of the club is the banker Van Mendel­
ssohn, a collateral descendant of the 
musician. When he learned of the no­
tice he at once resigned. Another He­
brew, Herr Furstenberg, appealed to 
the committee of the club to intervene 
against Lieut. Spikerman, but it de­
clined to take any action.

Caron Comas to Whitney’s 
Rescue.

Sir Adolphe Caron, the Quebec Con­
servative leader, has no misgivings as 
to the effect of the defeat of the Lib­
erals in the forthcoming Ontario elec­
tions, if that could be secured. He 
wants to see Mr. Whitney win, be­
cause by that means an agency would 
be secured for the Conserx ative lead­
ers by which to force their way back 
to power at Ottawa. This Is the ex­
planation of the Quebec leader’s inter­
vention In Ontario Provincial affairs. 
Sir Adolphe spoke at Ottawa in favor 
e# Mr. Whitney last week, and further 
exposed the hollowness of the state­
ment made toy the Ontario Opposition 
leader when he asserted that neither 
Sir Charles Tapper nor any of his 
lieutenants were interfering in the On­
tario contest.

Sir Adolphe Caron Is the politician 
against whom, in the late Parliament, 
serious charges of corruption were 
brought. Full inquiry was denied by 
his associates in the government, the 
indictment laid down by Mr. (now 
Speaker) Edgar was emasculated, so 
as to prevent full inquiry, and justice 
was not done. Little wonder that Sir 
Adolphe has no love for Liberalism, 
and that he is now attempting to get 
a further whitewashing by way of On­
tario. The people of this Province will 
tell Sir Adolphe that the fulfillment of 
his aspirations would toe their injury. 
Discredited in Quebec, he and his as­
sociates will not be allowed to use the 
resources of this fair Province to aid 
them back to power in the Dominion.

Crisis in British Cotton Industry.
As prolonged industrial disputes in 

Great Britain injure not only the peo­
ple of the Motherland, but hurt 
business in every country with which 
Britain trades, it is to be hoped that 
the threatened great disturbance in 
the cotton trade will be averted. If a 
strike or lockout takes place, as a re­
sult of the proposed reduction of 5 per 
cent In the wages of the operatives, 
the evil effects of cessation of produc­
tion will be far-reaching in its effects.

We will probably be told by the ad­
vocates of high import taxes that 
the proposed reduction is a result of 

'Great Britain’s policy of trade free­
dom. Before an argument of that kind 
te listened to, it will be well to have 
it asked why wages in the English 
cotton factories are 30 per cent higher 
than they are in Germany, which has 
a “protective” tariff? The cotton wea­
vers of Lancashire, indeed, today are 
paid the highest remuneration in the 
world for the amount of work they 
produce. Whether, as a result of the 
dullness of the demand for cotton 
goods, they will consent to the 5 per 
cent reduction remains to be seen.

No class In the 
United States would be quicker to re­
sent tyranny than the Germans, yet in 
the fatherland they accept the yoke 
with scarcely a protest and apparently 
are cowed by the prevailing militarism.

The 
casket was placed in a hearse. Only 
the family and the pall-bearers and a 
few intimate friends went with the 
body to the family home, on the Shore 
Road, near Fort Hamilton.

Death on the Asphalt.
1 In Toronto, according to the Globe, 
asphalt as a material for paving be­
tween the street railway tracks has 
proved a disastrous failure. The con- 
ïtant Jarring produced toy the passing 
cars, says our contemporary, cracks 
the asphalt very quickly during cold 
weather, and the life of asphalt under 
these conditions—which are aggravated 
by frequent watering—does not exceed 
five years. This experience, which may 
be duplicated, in London, proves the 
wisdom, from a civic standpoint, of the 
bargain arrived at by our City Coun­
cil with the street railway company. 
While the new agreement was under 
discussion, ex-Aid. J. W. Jones promul­
gated the Idea that the street space 
taken up by the railway tracks should 
be maintained by the company. He 
visited Detroit, and closely examined 
the asphalt along which the electric 
cars ran. He found many cracks such 
as those to which our Toronto contem­
porary refers, and the discovery but 
strengthened him and his associates at 
tbe aldermanic board in their deter­
mination to stand by the demand that 
the company, during the continuance 
of its lease, shall maintain the pave­
ment within its tracks, and to a rea­
sonable distance on either side. This 
provision was finally incorporated In 
the bylaw, and is the best stipulation 
In the entire agreement. Though Tor­
onto geta a percentage of the street 
railway revenue, the taxpayers must 
keep the whole street in thorough re­
pair, and the evidence now before us 
•hows that that will be no small mat­
ter. _____________

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon. R. J.Seddon 
(Premier of New Zealand), and Hon. !

The relations of Pullman, the mil­
lionaire car builder, are evidently 
afraid that his body will be stolen, and 
they have adopted extraordinary 
precautions to prevent the remains be­
ing carried off. If body-snatchers 
succeed in getting away with the 
corpse it will be after they have blast­
ed through concrete and asphalt as 
hard as granite, and burst steel rails 
capable of holding up a modem sky­
scraper. The body of the magnate was 
this week placed in a lead-lined cof­
fin lined with tar-paper, and rested up­
on a bed o-f cement a foot and a half 
thick, in a grave eight feet deep, nine 
feet wide, and thirteen feet long. An 
inch of asphaltum was plastered under 
and around the coffin. Then the spaces 
at the head and sides were filled with 
concrete, which quickly hardened to 
stone. Eight heavy steel “T” rails were 
laid across the top of the box, the ends 
resting on the concrete walls at either 
side, and their lower surfaces clearing 
the asphaltum covering by half an 
Inch, the distance to which the side 
walls of concrete had "been built above 
the asphaltum. That should keep the 
late Mr. Pullman’s remains in the 
ground while the world lasts.

New York, Nov. 1.—The body of 
Henry George lay in state in Grand 
Central Palace yesterday. The crowd 
that began to assemble at dawn swell­
ed to a multitude, until 75,000 persons 
or more were in the vicinity. The doors 
were opened at 9 a.m., and immedi­
ately several hundred entered the hall 
with bared heads. They saw at the j 
head of the hall, in an immense bower 
of floral tributes, a plain, heavy, black- 
cloth-covered casket, resting on a | 
framework, draped in black. Through 
the glass they saw the great man’s 
calm face—the left arm rested lightly 
on the breast, the other oy the side.

The body was clad in black broad­
cloth, a turn-down collar and a plam 
black tie. For the first half-hour the 
throng filed up the hall in tw os, passed 
at the rate of 1,500 an hour, but the 
numbers swelled and grew until 80 
passed in the minute. At the rate of 
5,000 an hour, the crowd passed, until 
the churches emptied their audience 
into the vast concourse. For the last 
two hours the crowd came at the rate 
of 6,000 an hour. At 3 o’clock the line 
was stopped. A careful estimate of 
the number who could not get in places | 
it at 30,000.

During the last hour an orchestra 
played Chopin’s “Funeral March,” j 
Handel’s “Largo,” and the “Lost !

At the 
foot of the pedestal, upon which the 
bronze rested, were many floral trib­
utes.

The prospect of London’s tax rate 
being reduced to 7 or 8 mills on the 
dollar suggests the happy social 
condition pictured in Edward Bel­
lamy’s “Looking Backward.” Yet As­
sessment Commissioner Grant was not 
indulging in any dreamy forecast of 
the municipal government of the For­
est City one thousand years hence 
when ne made the assertion that with 
a proper assessment the rate could be 
made 7 or 8 mills on the dollar, and 
that without anyone having to pay an 
excessive amount of taxes. It was 
easy, he said, to raise the assessment 
to 860,000,000 or $75,000,000 by applying 
principles of equity. The assessment 
act as it stands, he claims, is unjust 
insomuch as it allows (people to be as­
sessed for iwhat they do not own, and 
allows capitalists in certain cases to 
escape taxation. For instance, a man 
may own a house worth $1,000, and owe 
on it $500, in which case he is obliged 
to pay taxes on the $1,000 and interest 
on his debt, while the capitalist from 
whom the money is borrowed pays no 
taxes on such asset. Another example

low citizen who has $5,000 invested in 
real estate has to contribute liberally 
to the municipal treasury. Mr. Grant 
thinks there would t>e gio complaint 
against the assessment of personalty 
if people realized its equity. The com­
missioner recognizes fully that a great 
amount of wealth escapes taxation al­
together. And it is altogether prob­
able that within a few years the 
amount of personal property taxes paid 
into the city treasury will be double 
and treble what it now is. The court 
of revision have practically completed 
their work, and below is a complete 
statement of its decisions where ap­
peals were allowed. The appellants 
who were unsuccessful numbered near­
ly 100, or double the number of those 
who were successful. A great many 
of the appeals were against personalty 
assessment, and these formed over half 
the total amount struck off. Follow­
ing are the reductions made:

Stories About Glassford, Who Climbed 
the London Jail Walls.

Stories concerning John Glassford, 
the escaped prisoner, who was cap­
tured at Chatham yesterday, continue 
to come to hand. A few da>s ago his 
mother received a letter requesting 
her to come to London, make ar­
rangements for his trial, and swear 
that he was crazy.

It is now asserted that about three 
years ago Glassford was employed by 
Mr. Blue, living near Ridgetown, and 
taking exception to a fancied insult, 
he carried a loaded revolver around for 
two or three days, waiting for a favor­
able opportunity to shoot Mr. Blue’s 
brother, who, he thought, had caused 
the insult. On another occasion Glass­
ford w*as seen on the highway in the 
township of Howard, steadily pacing 
to and fro between two houses that 
fronted the road and directly opposite 
to one another. His peculiar watch 
was noticed by an approaching far­
mer, who hid in the shadow to ascer­
tain the cause of Glassford's vigils. 
After satisfying himself beyond a 
doubt that Glassford’s apparent pur­
pose there was to witness the people 
retiring to bed, he ordered him away 
under pain of a thrashing if he didn’t 
make his exit immediately. This shows 
some of the instincts of the man.
