THE RAILW&Y DEAL.
Even dissatisfled parties arB te aomoe

extont thsankful, that the raitway question
is now settled, and the vote cf Friday
inorning, espccially as it was a forcgono
conclusion that the Government would
carry the N. P. contract, was a relief ail
round.

The new or amended contraet, Nyhicb
bas been ratafied, differs froin the original
one mainly in its being a cleur, intelligible
document which Uthe original was net.
Its detais are changed on a fow points cf
importance, the Company being bourd to
completo certain works this fali, such as
the location of the Winnipeg Station, thè
,'eaching cf Portatge la Prairie by Novern.
ber and éther important iteias cf detail.
The great improvement however is in the
banishment cf ambiguity, the ammended
contract being a piece cf clear and explicit;
English, easily understood by moun of
ordinary business capacity. The aid te
be given by the Government differs very
littie fromn that proposed in the first puh-
lisbed contract and the work te bc donc
by the cornpauy is in the main the sanie
as llrat outlined.

Just as the Legisiature opened the
Governnient had an offer frorn the Vice.
President cf the St. P. M. & M. road, in
wbich thc Principle cf the Governnient
stili rotaing, the roads projected and being
constructed, as public highways, open. te
ail coaipetitor; vras embodicd, and in
almost every other way the offer cf tbn
N. P. -k Manitoba Co. wau paralleled,
while a kind of vague guarantee regar<3ing
maximum freiglit rates was aise included.

The wxzdon> cf the Government in refus.
ing te consider the oflers bas been widely
questioned, and the action does seem a
littie arbitrary. The probability is how-
ever, that they were in a tight corner.
If thc M. & M. road secured running
powers over thc k. U V. and its feeders,
the N. P. people would refuse te corne
into the country, aiAd te get the 11 & M.
road in here alone wýu1d be no relief from
xnonopoly as evcry' Manitoban knows.
Besides this rond bas ne line te the Pacific
coa8t;' and. a direct line thereto is just as
necessary-for the trade prosperity of this
.province as openings te thc VU. S. Jake
ports.

The seeiningly generous offer cf the

slt. P. M. & M. Vice.President te let the
actai »possession cf the projcctcd roads
romaitin in the bauds cf the Government
aniounts te nothing wvhcn looked into.
The possession cf a railway bonded te
its full cost instesd cf boirg cf value
znight be an actusi burdev, for railway
companys cf ten compromise bonds tht-y
caunot pay, but wvhich a Government
would bo expcctcd tn houer.

In short, oniy on one point is tlq offier
cf V'ice-President Clough an improvement
upon thc contract now rstified, and. that
is the point cf a froc road open te al).
Thtis the Goverument have sacrifdccd, and
let us hope they bave received value in
maximu7m rate guarantees for this con-
cession. The Railway Cýommissioner as-
sures us, that hie bas guar 'antee on this
hend, which will satisfy the most scrupu-
lons, and it is te be hoped ho bas. The
late Premier once sold * te the people a
"pig in a bsg" regarding theoI Better

terms," and when the porcine was let out,
it was a sorry scrub. \%Ve wili hope for
botter in the Attorney-General's bidden
pig. Should it also. prove a scrub, iIt will
be, difficuit te persuade any ene outaide
the Goverument. and thoeir immuediate
friends, that the province bas profited
mnuch by the deal.

Se mucit for their
energy, aud the first coutract laid before
the public, with its inco.iprebonsible
tangle of nauddled English wouid indicate
that tact snd business ability are Dot tee
liberally bestowed upon the parties who
represented Uie province in cennection
tberewith.

The question of the weck bas becs, Ùic
message recently sent te Congress by
President Cleveland, in which ho asks for
power té suspend bte regulationspermait-
iing the transportation of goods te sud
frein Canada, througli the United States.

Hô aise ashe for legisi ation concerning thoc
privileges extended te Canadiani shipping
in usitug 'United States canais, a la is
message the President gies a longtmy re-
view cf the fishery question. Rie declares
that tho treaty thrown out by tha Sonate,
provided an honorable and satiaifàctory
means cf settling the flshery difficulty, but
intimates that the proposcd' treaty not
proving acceptable te the Senatei it wvil
be ncessary te resort to retaliatory. mess.
ures against Canada. This seenis a veiry
inconsistent course oan the part 'of the
President. If the treaty was 'a!l that
could be desired, as the President.mç&in-
tains, whcre is the grouna ier reta 'listiýn
agaiinst Canaida?1 'This country prorriptly
ratified the treaty, and is thereforp ini ne
sense te blaumae for theý refusai of tfie senate
te do likewise. Canada and Great Britain.
oflér what the President deClares te be a
satisfactory agreement forthe settietuent
cf the difliculties, but because the senate
refuses the *offer, the President deèlares
that a systemi cf rcetaliation nusut be in.
augursted against the country which laoldis
out the olive branch.

The retaliàtion proposeq is that ship.

United States
be probibited. Tmè President bas asked

introduced does net,appier te affect the

With a presiden Liai election close ut band,
it je hot unlikotly that a desire te nie
party capital eut ef the matter, bas an
important influence upon the mcem-t
îmanSeuvrez gmowing eut ef the fiehiery
dispute.

The rctaliatery legislation now asketi
for by the Presideat, is niltin comparison
witb.the act passeti by Ceagi ess il Marcb,
1887. Tite latter act provides for abso.
lute nen-intercourse with Canada, but wvas
se prôpared ae to throw thse reepoasibility
for its enforcement upea the President,
This responsibility the P.iesideni4 andi Ad.
ministration did net propose te assume,
andi coaeequently the aet bas reniained a
deati letter. Now, however, that the Re-
publicane have thwarted thse efforts at
treaty-making, retaliation may bc rcsorted
te, whilst thsa omis will rest upon tisose
wvbo sez-ured thse defeat ef thse treaty.

UNDESIRABLE IMMIGRATION.
Wlst la the 'Unitedi Ste tes strict at-

tention le boing givon te the inspection of
immi grants cemiing inte thse country,
la Canada se fàr tise inatter bas been
neglected. It dees net appear that any
supervision is given iflcoming immigrants
at ail. There certainly should be sorti
<lese systemt ef inspection ef aIl immi-
grants landing at oui- ports, te see that
the country is net imuposeti upon. Canada
bas perbape muei less reason te complain
of thp class ef immigration svbich :sbe
receives than has the 'United States.
Our immigrants aire mostly British sub.
jecte, or the botter cias of tliose wvho
leave Europe. Socialiste, Anarchists,
boycot.ters andi dynanmiters whio flow into
the 'Unitedi States along with thse semi-
civilizeti masses freai Itaiy, Hungary,
Bohieria and other parts ef the OLti
World, Wedomn find their way inte tisi
country. WVith the large num ber of these
degraded people which thse United States
receives, it is ne woader that a strong
sentiment against immigration le grewing
in that country, and that au éffort je hoe-
ing madie te restrict immigration.

Se fair as Manitoba and thse West le
concerneti, the arrivais ef immigarants
bei-e have beenl usually cf a desirable

ane îd it is almost .surprising thatý

witisout any eyetem ei inspection, 80 £0e'
undesirable persons cerne into tho court-
try. Still tliere are sorte who ehould net
be allcwcd te caone into thse country. It
lias Iately beca roporteti on goed auther-
ity, tbat perzons supporteti by cliarity nt
homeý, have iscen ahippeti eut te this
country, eolely with the abject ef relicv-
ing tliose who had the cure of
these unfortuuate ones froms furtsor
trouble and expense. Tt le said
tisat several insaite persane havû
been sent out te Manitoba thmis surit-
nier, withi the ebject as juet stated. This
le casting a burden upen the ceuntry
svhici t lias ne righit te beur, anti whichi
ehoulti be at once resenteti. If a proper
systeni of inspection ef immigrants svere
matie at tise ports of entrance, cases of
this nature woulti be deteùteti, aiti the
undesirable immigrants ehould beproînptly
sent back. This le a matter svhich shoulti
bc investigateti at once, followed by an
isonest effort te prevent; a continuance cf
tse abuse. Tîmougs 'western Canada
effers a boise for nany thousande and*'
millions ef industrious anti tbrifty Fet-
tiers, yet it wveuIt ho botter tisat aur
broad jýrairies ehoulti remain for a time
uaoccupied, than that the country sbouild
be rapidly filled up wvith the refuse et
création.

CAM AIIA RIERGI.
Canatiane have no reason te be nahar-

ed of the record ef their country la tho
commercial worid. Thoso few unworthy
Canaiuns who contrast thie country un-
fovorably with the Unitedi States, la
commercial andi-ceterai caterprise, simp.
ly do net know what tbey are talking
about. If they wvili take thse pains te
stutiy trade statisties, they wili leara that
Cana.da aluîost leads tise world. ln coin-
merciai enterprise, ln proportion'to popu-
lation. The twe tuais et commercial
greatneass are raiiways andi shippin!g..
Now wbat do we find 1 Canada bas
moi-a miles et railway per capita than
any country Ln thse world, and la shipping
she stands second ausong, the countries et
the w6rld as te the number et tous per
capita. Great Britain only excelle Can-
ada la tise matter et shipping. Iný pro-
portion te population, Canada may be
said te leati the world la commercia
eaterprise Canadians wbo speak dis-
para.gingly et tiseir country, show grosa
igtorance, andi are uaworthy te bo classed
amon-, the citizens et this vetng,,.çnter-
px-ising andi vigoieous commionwealth.
