EXTRACT FROM THE RULES OF THE SOCIETY.

5. The management of the Society shall be under the direction of 
persons who are members of the United Church of England and Ireland ; 
and all the agents of the Society shall likewise be members of the same.

3. The selection, appointment, removal and field of labor of all the 
Agents, together with the amount of their respective salaries, shall rest 
entirely with the Committee of the Society. The clergymen employed 
by the Society shall be subject to the ecclesiastical jurisdiction of their 
Diocesans ; and the schools shall be opened at all times to the visits of 
the Diocesan and the parochial missionary Clergy in their respective 
districts.

The following resolutions relative to membership were 
adopted by the Corresponding Committee at a meeting held 
in the Committee Room on August 5th, 1877 :

Retolved—“ That every new member to be added to the Corresponding 
Committee of the Colonial Church and School Society, Montreal, shall be 
proposed at one meeting and elected at the next.”

Reiolved—“ That no layman shall be eligible as a member unless he is, 
or is willing to become, a subscriber to the funds of the Colonial Church 
and School Society, of not less than five dollars per annum. That no 
clergyman shall he eligible unless an annual parochial collection is made 
by him for the Society, or unless he himself is, or is willing to become, a 
subscriber to the Society of five dollars per annum."

Retolvtd—“ That members of the Corresponding Committee who for one 
year absent themselves from its meetings shall,[ipsofacto, not be continued 
on the list of the Committee.”



TWENTY-FIFTH ANNUAL REPORT

OF THE

COLONIAL CHURCH AND SCHOOL SOCIETY.

The Corresponding Committee begs to present this, 
their twenty-fifth Annual Report, with gratitude to 
Almighty God for the blessing which has rested upon 
all their work during the past year. The schools, 
both in the city and country, have prospered, and have 
afforded fresh proof that the aid given to them is well 
and judiciously bestowed.

MODEL SCHOOL, MONTREAL.

Principal Hicks reports :
In sending in another report on the Model Schools under 

the care of the Colonial Church and School Society in 
Montreal, I am led to notice that this is the twenty-fourth 
which I have furnished since my arrival in this Province as 
an agent of the Society.

I am pleased to be able to state that there has been a large 
increase in the number of the scholars of these schools during 
the past year. The attendance of the pupils lias been most 
satisfactory, and the desire manifested by parents to send their 
children that they may have the benefit of the course of 
instruction carried out by the teachers proves that the schools 
are still doing a useful work, and that their discontinuance 
would bo a subject ot regret to many in our city entrusted 
with the care of the young.

Miss Thornber still retains the position of head teacher, but
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chiefly directs lier attention to the Girls’ department. Miss 
Hicks, her assistant, has charge of the Boys’ department, 
which is composed to a great extent of pupils whose ages 
vary from seven to nine years, and who may be looked upon 
as scholars preparing for a more advanced course of instruc­
tion. I must again repeat that Miss Thornber and Miss 
Hicks arc graduates of the McGill Normal School, and that 
like many of the same clous in Montreal, they are doing 
credit to this training institution. In both departments of 
the school, sound instruction is given in all the branches 
usually considered necessary to prepare children for the 
requirements of future years, and especial care is taken that 
the Elementary part is well . and thoroughly done. The 
French language, (indispensable in this Province), drawing 
and object lessons occupy a fair share of the time at the 
teachers’ disposal. The religious instruction of the scholars 
is still most carcfull)' looked after by the Secretary of the 
Society, the Bov. J. Baylis. Bible read:ng, Bible lessons, and 
instruction in the Liturgy and Church Catechism form the 
course of religious teaching on which the rest of the school 
work is based, and a considerable part of this instruction is 
conducted by the Superintendent himself. The Bible lesson 
forms a most important feature of this course, and is given to 
the whole of the scholars at an hour in the week specially set 
apart for the purpose. This lesson, as usual, is opened with 
prayer, and the questioning of the pupils on the scriptural 
subjects brought before them is never neglected.

In speaking of this part of the work of the school it may 
not be out of place for me to bear testimony to the excellent 
conduct of the pupils, and the interest they appear to manifest 
in the whole of their studies.

At the close of last Session, at Midsummer, the scholars 
underwent their accustomed annual public examination, which 
was attended by a large number of their parents and others 
interested in the work of education. The Doan of Montreal 
presided at the meeting, distributed the prizes, and in 
addressing those present called attention to the tact that the
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schools of the Society in Montreal had at that time been in 
operation for nearly a quarter of a century, and that during 
the whole of this long period they had been instrumental in 
promoting in many ways the cause of public instruction.

The examination of the children in different subjects taught 
in the schools was most satisfactory. They were questioned 
by the Rev. Superintendent on Bible history. Catechism and 
the Liturgy, and their replies showed that this part of their 
instruction had been very carefully attended to.

During the past session, as in j-ears gone by, it has been my 
duty to supervise the teaching of the Normal School students 
in the different classes, and 1 must not fail to state that these 
young persons enter very earnestly into their duties, and that 
in their professional training they receive much benefit from 
the practice and direction which the Society’s schools afford 
them. ■ •

In concluding my report I must again advert to my own 
position in connection with the Society's work in the Province 
as far as education is concerned—a connection which depends 
to a great extent upon the maintenance of these schools in the 
city of Montreal. From the first I felt great pleasure in 
helping, as far as I could, to establish here the means of 
educating a large number of the children of Canada in all 
those subjects which constitute a good Elementary education, 
especially as I was convinced of the soundness of what was 
done, from the fact that according to the principles of the 
Society under whose care the schools were maintained, the 
whole system of instruction was based on careful Bible 
teaching. And now, in conclusion, I would merely add that 
I still feel glad to be associated with the work of the Society. 
A largo measure of success has been accorded to it, but 
there is yet much to be done. May the record of the future 
l>ear still stronger testimony to the benefits which follow 
the labours of those who endeavour faithfully to instruct 
the young in the truths of our Holy Religion.
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COUNTRY SCHOOLS.

Forty-two have been aided by the Committee, and 
the returns, in every case, show that the schools are 
efficiently conducted under the supervision of the 
clergymen of the districts in which they are estab­
lished. The published Schedule attached to this 
Report gives the attendance at each school and amount 
of grant.

SECRETARYSHIP.

The Rev. J, Gr. Baylis, who was reported last year as 
having accepted the post temporarily, has since 
accepted the permanent appointment with the 
approval of the Home Committee. All corrrespond- 
ence should be addressed to him at Montreal.
