Great indeed has been the serviee

rendered to Ontario agriculture by |

the work of the Ontario Agricultural
and Experimental Union, the 33rd
annual meeting of which was held in

tuelph last week During the 33
yoars of its existence the Union has
been a comnecting link between the
Ontario Agricultural College and the
farmers of the province. Many of
our best varieties of grains have first
been made known through experi-
ments conducted by the Experimental
Union.

An ides of the importance of the
work of the Union was given in the
report presented by the secretary,
Prof. C. A. Zavits In 1886 there
were 12 experimenters throughout the
province, In 1911, 4,490 farmers
took part in conducting the experi-
ments; 40 series of experiments were
conducted and as many as 1,045 in-
dividual farmers took part in one
periment.

Reports from over the province in
dicate that the acreage planted to
potatoes is incressing very slowly
Professor Zavits attributed the small
development in potato growing to the
lack ~f uniformity in vaerieties and
scarcity of lalor, In most Ontario
soctions it is impossible to seoure a
car Joad of potatoes that are uniform
in variety, and for this reason East-
ern potatoes are preferred.

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THE CITY LAND OWNER---HOW HE TAXES US FARMERS

ARTICLE VII.

HE main reason why we farmers do not recelve a larger portion of the price the olty con-
T umer pays for our products Is the excessive value of oity land. Theiv are a number of
other reasons but exorbitant land values Is the chief.

During the past five years land values in the oity of Toronto and vicinity alone have Increased
over $100,000,000. A large part of that increase has been taken, or will be before long, out of the
pockets of the laboring people and middie classes of Toronto. Most of It, however, has been paid,
or will be in time, by us farmers. In other words we are paylag the greater part of $20,000,000
@ year on the average .nto the pockets of the land speculators and land owners of Toronto and
vicinity, The astonishing feature of this condition is that we do not realize It But that Is not
all: We are pouring other millions, in a similar way, Into the laps of the land holders in London,
Hamilton, Ottawa ane every other osnter in the . Exaotly similar oon-
ditions exist In each of the other provinces, particularly in the west,

When we blame the middleman, as we so often do, for taking too large a share of the price the
onsumer pays him for owr products we do not realize that he, as well as ourselves, is being squeez-
d by the land monopolist. It is all very simple when once we see it. The wonder is that we

ve not seen it long ago

The city af Toronts occupies 20% square miles of land. That land alone buildings not in-

2, or at the rate of 87,833 an acre. But the land is not assesscd
t more than half its actual value. Not infrequently land in Toronto changes hands at prices
hat exceed its assessment foui and five times and more. Thus it is safe to assume that the sctual

Our great industrial concerns have to conduct thair business on this high priced land. It oos!
them thousands of dollars to do so, and as far as they are able, they make us farmers pay the piper.

AN ILLUSTRATION OF HOW WE ARE TAXED.

Ilustrate Take the case of a commission merchant. We will assume that he is hand-

on wholesale basis, in a large way.

fices and other business conveniences. We will assume that his offices and buildings oc

upy re of land valued at 100,000, Because his landlord expects to receive at least six per cent
clear off the value of the land and all taxes, excepting possibly water rates, it means that this
merchant has to pay his landlord approximately 88,000 a year in rent and taxes. (Note.—Were
he pay on farm land value basis, his rent and taxes would be 84 to $8 a year.) That, how-
ever is not all. He has, we will say, to pay $75,000 a year in salaries and wages to his managers,
hook keepers, buyers, salesmen, office staff, warehouse men, drivers and others hese men have to
live in the eity. They have to pay rent for their houses that are based on city values., A warehouse
man or driver receiving $15 a week has to pay at least $16 a month for the rent of his house, This
Is practically one-quarter of all he earns. (Under such conditions do you wonder that the laboring
men in our cities find it hard to make ends meet or that when, through sickness or other cauces
they are unable to pay their rents, they are forced into the slums?) On men drawing larger salaries,
say $1,500 a yi the burden of rent will not fall quite so heavily. They should be able to seocure
homes at a rental of $256 a month or $300 a year. Thus In thelr case the rental tax represents only
one-fifth of all they earn. Just think, however, what that means! It means that there are thousands
upon thousands of men-—most of them with families—in our industrial centers who have to pay
each week or each month, one-quarter to one-fifth of all they earn Into the pockets of éhe land hald-
er who—If he owns enough such land—simply has to draw his rents, or have his agents do It for

him, while he lives In luxury or travels in Europe upon money that the hard-won [

of others.

WHERE WE FARMERS ARE HIT.

But! do you ask, what has that got to do with us farmers? A great deal. Because these
men have to pay such high rentals they have to get wages in proportion In the country districts
they could live in even hetter houses for 84 to 812 2 month. Thus one-half to two-thirds of
what these men pay out In rents goes to pay Interest on our excessive city land values. This rep-
resents from 10 to 16 per cent. off all they earn. Thus 10 to I5 per cent. of the $75,000 a year the
merchant we are talking about, pays out in wages to his employees, Is Immediatsly pald out by them
in turn tn their landlords. This represents another $7,500 to $10,000 a year, or approximately $18,
000 In all that this one merchant has to pay each ysar directly and indirectly to the olty land mo-
nooolists, As far he can, however, he strives to escape that tax by adding a part of the cost to
each dozen of eggs that he sells. This Is where It hits us. It means that we receive just that much

Thus again another
tax Is placed on our eggs as these men sell them, and again we are deprived of that much more of
the selling value of our

THIS TAX I8 ON EVERYTHING.

So far we have talked only about eggs.  The same tax is placed in the same indirect way on not
only everything else that we produce, Including our cheese and butter, oats and hay, pigs and steers,
apples and noultry, that are sold In our groat centers of population, but it Is placed on everything
that we buy that Is manufactured there. This tax to the land monopolist Is concealed In the prioss
we pay for our boots and clothing, our furniture and machinery, our roofing material and buggles,
our groceries and orovisions. We cannot escape It. It sucks a shars of our earnings out of prac-
tically everything we produce or consume, Therefore when times are prosperous and we hear that
Iand values In our cities have been Increased another twenty, fifty, one hundred million dollars,
as they 4o svery few vears, we may take it as falr warning that the land owners and land speoulators
in our towns and nities are Increasing the oost to others of manufacturing the goods we buy and of
selling the products we produce In order that thereby they may be enabled to squeeze a faw million
doliars more out of our pockets, and out of those of the laboring men, for thelr benefit, we may

know also that a few more wealthy people, poss!
bly or i , are being
oreated at our expensa,

There Is a simple remedy. We must aghtate
to have land taxed according (o I's vaiue. Then
the money that now pours into tne nockets of
these oity land holders would be returned to tie
people of the country st large through the taxes
such land would pay. One anre of this oity land
would then often pay as muoch in taxes as many
thousands of acres of farm land. In this way
the weaith that the community at large oreates,
as represonted by city land values, would flow
baok to the people who oreate it, and not go, as
much of it now does, to enrich the already righ.
When we have accomplished this we will have
gone far to have stopped the depopulation of our
rural districts and to .wake farming more pro-
fitable.

warm, close stable is extremely enervating and
tends to lower the vitality of the animal to such
an extent that it cannot throw off disease germs
s0 succossfully as one which is more rugged. Keep-
ing in cool, dry stalles, with daily outdoor exer
cise, is one of the best preventatives of that dre.d
disease, tuberculosis

Light is another important factor towards
maintaining health. Dark stables favor the de-
velopment of disense germs, whereas light (espe-
cially sunlight) is more or less a disinfectant
Just why it is that so many people are afraid to
put large windows in their stables is diffienlt to
understand, unless the small windows are used
in order to save expense. A littlo extra expense
in windows, however, is money well invested, and
if a farmer once had plenty of large windows put
in his stable, 1 ¥ 1 quite sure that he would not
be willing to go back to the dark stable under
any eireumstances

TOO WARM STANLE INJURIOUS TO CALVES

In fact, an animal that is gaining rapidly in
flesh should not be kept in a very warm stable,
for the reason that it will suffer from heat. A
few weeks ago | visited the farm of a very sue-
cossful breeder and feeder of eattle, and I also
found that he had a number of young cattle in
one end of his sheen pen and that his experience
was similar to our own. In fact, a person has
only to try the method I have suggested in order
to be convinced that it is better to give young
cattle a cold building where the air is dry and
fresh than to keep them in a warmor stable

There is, of course, such a thing as going to
extremes, and we have nothing to say in defense
of the man who turns his eattle ont into the barn-
vard and al'ows them to remain there all day
in all kinds of weather. This is not the method
1 have Leen commending, hut what I would espe-
cially urge upon breeders is to give animals pro-
tection from the weather, but along with that
protection give them plenty of fresh air

Dry cold does not injure eattle, but damp, foul
air will sap the vitality of the most rugged an-
imal. If we would bear these two facts in mind
and act accordingly, T believe that we would hear
less about tuberculosis in the herds of this coun-
try. To maintain sanitary conditions in our
stables requires some effort and some exnendi-
ture of money, but there are few things which are
worth having which ean he obtained for nothing

Perhaps the most frequent mistakes
made by dairymen are the failure to
supply sufficient food, or failure to
provide food sufficiently succulent and
palatable and too frequently stabling
in Larns seriousiy in proper
sanitation.

Economical production is the watch-
word of the dairyman. This can ouly
be reached through liberality ot reed-
ing and environment
Many good cows have had their pros
pects blasted by scanty feed, or
through unwholesome and uncomfort-
able surroundings

The answer to the question *‘how
to feed” is to feed liberally, regular-
ly and wisely. Keed a well balanced

We have not this class of teachers
in our rural sohools. Our economy
in dealing with the school teacher
problem lies in a more liberal view of
the importance of the profession and

strings and make the teaching pro-
fession worth while to the best men,
who now pass it by.

TEST FOR BUTTER FAT

“We never got the greatest value
from keeping individual records of
production of our dairy cows until
we started to use the Badeook test as
well as the scales,”” said a sucoessful
dairy farmer to an editor of Farm
and Dairy recently. “We are paid
for milk on the butter fat basis at
Through records
we have found that several of our
cows that had thought inferior
were really bringing us more money
than others that gave more milk

A record of the weight of milk giv
en by each cow in our herds is valu
able as an indication of the producing
ability of the cow. Truly mccurate
records, however, must take account
of both the weight of milk and Gual-
ity of milk. For instance, a cow Biv.
ing six thousand pounds of three per
cent. milk will produce in the season
one hundred and eighty pounds of
Lutter fat, which, paid for at the
rate of twentyfive cents a pound,
would be worth forty-five dol\ars. An-
other cow giving only five thou and
pounds of milk, did her milk test four
per cent., would produce two hundred
pounds of butter fat worth fifty dol-
lars. If records of the milk produc-
tion only were kept, this second cow
would probably go to the buteher be
fore number one, when as & matter
of fact it was bringing in & revenue
of five dollars a year more than the
first one.

Wooden milk pails are usually dirty
pails. We need something easior
cleaned.

It is a false economy to breed from

© poor cows; better sell three of
them, and buy one good animal with
the proceeds.

It is not enough to kuow that a
cow gives & pailful of milk when she
is fresh; we want to know what she
roduces in a year,

There is no doubt that the dairy-
man is well advised who sticks close
ly to the breed which suits his dis-

better there are always a few who
cannot be trusted to do the work cor-
rectly Owever, our experience is
that about 70 per cent. of the factor-
tes pasteurizing carry out the neces
sary details; of the other 30 per cent.
probably 15 per cent. do the heating
properly but are handicapped on ac-
count of surplus whey, wash water, or
lnck of water supply. The other 15
per cent. are simply careless and make
little efiort to do good work

4. The assertion that not cleaning
the tanks will prevent yoasty flavors—
Some makers advance this excuse for
not cleaning the tanks. We find fac-
tories where the tanks are not cleaned
that are troubled with fruity and
yeosty flavors, si that this argument
does not hold good

5. 1t is said that in ohecking the
development of lactic acid by heafing,
putrifactive bacteria that may sur-
vive will grow more rapidly than if
the whey is allowed to sour natural-
ly—From u practical standpoint the
writer has as yet observed no bad re-
sults from this source. Is the tem-
perature employed and time of expos-
ure sufficient to control this point?

6. Dilution of the whey from con-
densed steam—Hardly worth consid-
ering.

WHERE PATRONS ORJEOT
A rather narrow view is occasional-
ly taken by some patrons and per-
haps' by some makers. For instanos,
suppose the case of a factory where
the majority of the patrons desire
the whey pasteurised. At the meet-

1. When the whey is short they
get none and therefore object to pay
for heating the whey which the other
fellow is getting. They seem to as-
sume that the surplus of the spring
should be kept in the tanks for mid-
summer. e

2. They object to paying the small
sum necessary for the remedy, that of
having the whey measured out.

3. They object to someone getting
the surplus whey or to provide any
other means of disposing of it. Fea
ing that these “kickers” may go
some other factory the matter is not
pressed.  Thus on acoonnt of failure
to deal with details the main point is
lost sight of  In such cases makers }
can hardly be blamed for foll wing
the line of least resistance and mak-
ing sure thut chere is always plenty
of whey, such as it is

If some measure could be worked
out whereLy all factories would pas-
teurise, thus placing them on the
same basis, the drawbabks, which al
though local in ¢ cter, hinder the
voluntary extension of the system,
would be largely overcome. The best
patrons are alive to the importance
of having the whey, if it must be re-
turned, us free ns possible from ob-
jectionable features. If conditions are
made reasonably favorable the major-
ty of factorymen can be depended on
to do the heating properly and look
after the details.

When necessary, provision can be
made for measuring out the wney o«

away from, thus wewkening the local
factories. Should the output of some
of these factories be reduced to any
extent the result will be an increased
cost of manufacturing while those who
do not patronize the home factories
muy not at certain seasons of the year
get a profitable increase in price,
especially if the looal factory is
olliged to close early in the season
owing to a curtailed milk supply. Can
not some satisfactory arrangements
be made to change these conditions?
MAKER'S CERTIFICATES

“During the past season all compe-
tent factory operators were gran
““Makers' UOertifioatos”” by the On-
tario Department of Agriculture. This
sooms to bo working out well so far,
and we trust will have a good effect
on the business.

“It is expected that at this session
of the Dominion Parliament the “In-
spection Sales Act” will be amended
to include the branding of “‘Whey
Butter.” The inspection of scales
used for weighing cream samples for
testing will also likely be dealt with."

FINANCIAL STATEMENT

The financial statement showed to-
tal receipts of $4,981.85 and expendi-
tures of $4,820.46, leaving a balance
on hand of $161.30. The principal

The main items of expenditure were:
Purchase of dairy exhibits, $2,012.00;

THE WORK OF INSTRUCTION

The reports covering the work of
instruction and sanitary inspection
in the cheese factories and creameries
in western Ontario were presented by
Chief Ins, v Frank Herns. These
reports will be published in Farm and
Dairy. They showed an increased
production of butter of 1,758,000 ILs,
and an increase of 4, in the num-
ber of patrons of creameries. Six new
creameries were erected, involving an
expenditure of $16,183. There was
spent in the improvement of build-
ings $13,496.

THE DAIRY OUTLOOK

The manufacture of cheese, accord-
ing to the instructors’ reports, showed
o decrease in 144 factories and an in-
crease make in only 25, while 25 made
the same quantity as last year. The
returns for 1011 are not yet complete
but are likely to show the smallest
make in many years. There were
2.017 less patrons of cheese factories

than in 1010. Only 20 patrons were
prosccuted for  adulterating  their
milk. Al paid fines ranging from $5
to 850 each. Some valuable experi-
mental work was conducted during
the year, the results of which will be
announced later.

DAIRY HISTORY

All the speakers for the Wednesday
evening session were prevented from
being present by the storms that
blooked the railways. Dairy Com-
missioner Ruddick and Chief Dairy
Instructor G. G. Publow of Kingston
took their places. Mr. Ruddick gave
an outline of the history of dairying
in Oanada along the lines contained
in his recent interesting Lu'letin deal-
ig with that subject. Mr. Publow
gpoke of his trip last summer to Great

ritain covering the same ground that
he did at the Campbellford conven-
tion. Three things, he said, are essen-
tial in the manufacture of Canadian
cheeso, a cleaner, sweoter delivery of
the milk at the factory, a tempera-
ture of 60 degrees at the factory, and
the keeping of the cheese until they
are well matured. He also urged the
makers, who are doing good work, to
brand their cheese.

NO DANGER OF ASPHYXIATION

Acetylene gas will cause asphyxia-
tion, yet not nearly so readily as coal
gas, which is the gas used for il
ation in the cities. No fatal results
from inhalation of acetylene are upon
record, and it is claimed that they
could not ocour until the gas was pre-
sent in the proportion of ‘at least
20 per cent. Mantles are net used
with acetylene burners owing to the
fact that it is almost impossible to
light the gas without a slight explo-
sion, or jar, which would destroy the
mantle, although if mantles could be
used they would raise the efficiency
of the lamp many fold

For an ordinary farm house it has
boen estimated that the total cost of
installing the entire equipment as is
necessary for acetylene lighting 1s
somewhere between $200 and $250.
Acetylene lighting is not uncommon
in some of our more prosperous farm
homes, and as the advantages of
acetylene lighting and the lack of
danger with good machines become
more generally known, we may hope
to see acetylene lighting a part of all
well equipped homes such as are now
the pride of our well-to-do farmers.

To Prevent Typhoid

When one is compelled to live in a
house or in a neighborhood where
typhoid fever prevails he should make
it his infallible rule to eat and drink
only such foods as have been recontly
heated to above the scalding tempera-
ture. Salads should be avoided, and
water and milk should always be
scalded before use. Fruits should be
pared. The typhoid fever organism is
very susceptible to heat, and slight
Loiling or even a good strong scalding
is sufficient to destroy it. So far as
possible the house fly should be screen-
od out of the house, while any that
@ain access should be diligently pur-
sued and destroyed A bit of wire
netting attached to a wooden handle
is & convenient weapon. If these mea-
sures were consistently practised a
large part of the now generally pre-
valent typhoid fever could be prevent-
+ especially if in conjunction with
these measures the discharges of the
sick were consistently and thoroughly
disinfected before being thrown out
upon the soil or into latrines.
In many cases the typhoid organism
persista in the bowel discharges and in
the urine for quite a number of weeks
after recovery, so that great care
id be taken for a month or two
that these discharges are not allowed
to contaminate soil or water, In the
case of a few unfortunates known as
typhoid carriers, the organism be-
comes acclimated, and these persons
then are a source of constant danger
to their fellows,
To bowel and kidney discharges
should be added an equal volume of
five por cent earbolic scid solution
(poison) or five per cent solutisn of
liguor cresol compound (United States
l“znrmnmpnil). Soiled linen should
be put st once into boili
Soiled hands should be wi for five
minutes in mercuric ohloride water
(1: 1,000) colored with methylene blue
to distinguish it from ordin-g non-
reach

water.
