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COMPETITION FOB LIBRARY PLANS.
The rules governing the competition 

for plans for the proposed public library 
in Toronto have been issued. The archi­
tect who*e plans are selected will b| the 
winner of the first prize, and will have as 
his reward the supervision of the erection 
of the building. The second prize will be 
$350, the third $250, and the fourth $150. 
All plans intended for the competition 
must be in the hands of the Secretary of 
the Public Library Board on or before 
January 31st, 1906.

The building is to be at least twenty- 
five feet from either College or St. George 
street, on the corner of which the new 
library is to be erected. The building 
must be thoroughly fireproof, and may be 
of brick, terra cotta or stone, and the 
style is to be simple and dignified, appro­
priate to the site.

There must be a high basement not less 
than sixteen feet from the floor to the ceil­
ing, and be absolutely dry, with trenches 
under the floor for all heating and other 
pipes, so as to allow of all such pipes 
being repaired or altered without injury to 
the floor or inconvenience to patrons.
