DR PUNSHON AT THE METROPOLITAN 
BUILDING.

The Rev. Dr. Punsbon, in rising to support 
the resolution, was received with great ap­
plause. He said he was glad to «how himself 
on that occasion, and that was about all be 
intended to d«. (No, no.) About three- 
quarters of an hour before he bad given up

Sides of making a speech. He did come 
with the idea that be should be obliged 
to nr something, but he bad felt during the 

progress of the meeting exceedingly grateful 
to those who. as by instinct, bad understood 
his weariness, and who had, therefore, so ex­
haustively presented the subject that nothing 
at all was necessary for him to say. He was 
there only to testily to bis unabated attachment 
to the interest» of that cause. He was al 
what the Americans would call the inception of 
this Metropolitan Chapel Building Fund, and 
bad the honour to be one of the first secretaries 
of it, and had cherished an unfailing attachment 
to it from that time until now. He was con­
vinced from the statistic! just presented, and 
by the calculations which Mr. Waddy had so 
elaborately worked out and so impressively 
presented, that they were bound solemnly—if 
they would do their duty to God, maintain 
their own interest in Christ, and not perjure 
themselves si witnesses for iheir Master—to 
enter into this cause with greater heartiness, 
greater seal, and greater liberality, and with a 
more earnest spirit ot reliance upon the divine 
power than they had ever done before. He 
sympathised with a great deal that had been 
said on the various aspects in which the cause 
might be presented. He believed if they would 
build chapels, they must have a church too. 
They must have a church, in many instances, 
before they had a chapel; not, however, be­
fore they had obtained inch an amount as would 
secure a site. That they must build churches 
in every part was a thing Si certainty. There­
fore, the sooner they got tbe sites the better. 
Kvervwhere, all over London, wherever they 
could find a suitable place for the erection of a 
chapel, in a growing neighbourhood, and where 
tbe population was increasing, should sites be 
secured at once. Then let them put up some 
temporary building, as they did at Highgate- 
archway ; let them work there, plying tbe old 
agencies of Methodism and preaching tbe Gos­
pel of ibe kingdom until sinners were converted 
and tbe church raised up to tbe normal quan­
tity of members now thought necessary to con­
stitute at least the nucleus ot a church. When 
they bad got 100 members, then be bad no 
doubt Providence would always opeo their way 

sfor the building of a permanent chapel. In 
the meantime, let them take care that, somehow 
or other, they were aggressing in all the neigh­
bourhood, or the glory would deptrt from 
them, and it might bo that tbe cindleatick would 
be taken out of bis place, and tbe honour and 
privilege would be given to others that should 
be worthier ot it than they. Though be bad 
been passing through the country lor some 
time, he bad never met with Methodist 
preachers who did not preach repentance to 
wards God and faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. 
They did not happen to come in his way. 
Whenever he heard a Methodic sermon, be 
could not recall one exception where be did 
not bear the old ring. (Applause.) He 
prayed God that it might ever continue eo. 
(Hear, bear.) Of course be heard belli chim­
ing in different melodies—one man preaching 
alter one fashion, another alter another fash­
ion ; end be prayed that this glorious diversity 
might last as long as Methodism was Meth­
odism. (Applause.) So long as there waa 
essential unity of doctrine and of faith, eo long 
as there was singleness of purpose, so long aa 
there was I he unabated loyally to Christ, and 
•he frank, fearless declaration, would the power 
of the Holy Spirit convince, arouse, and s»ve,

then and there, the vilest, tbe most leprous 
of those who were within tbe sound of the min­
isters voice. (Loud applause.) Almost every 
aspect of this case bad been touched upon ex­
cept one. When ministers preached in Lon­
don, they never knew to whom they were 
preaching. Thieoccurred in the metropolis, 
perhaps, to a greater extent than anywhere 
else in tbe world. London congregations were, 
in one respect, the most IIactuating congrega­
tions on the face ot the earth. It was utterly 
impossible to tell, when a minister went into a 
London pulpit, who might be listening to him ; 
because all the world came to London. They 
might possibly take bold ol a man at one of bis 
byways of life, just where Philip met with the 
eunuch, ooce in a lifetime. They might take 
bold ot a man by what might be considered a 
chance word, which would, however, be an 
arrow sent by tne Spirit of tbe Izord 
straight into the heart ol that man just 
before be was going to the ends of tbe earth, 
and who, but for his providential entrance into 
the house ol God, would never have heard ol 
the Gospel. On tbe very last Sabbath but 
one, when be was himself preaching in the 
Kensington Chapel, a poor, brokeo-down peni­
tent came into the vestiy afterwards, and look­
ed up to him, with a lace the expression of 
which be could never forget, and said : ‘ You
have cut me to-night; I shell never forget. 
He said to the man, ‘ Let us talk a little.’ He 
bad just before given an invitation to any who 
were impressed, as was his custom, to come 
and converse upon matters appertaining to the 
besfthinge ; and he gat, at last, to this man’s 
history. • Sir,’ said be, • I have been wander­
ing about Kensingtoo-gardens all this after­
noon ; and I am as miserable as I can be. 
What sent me to this place I do not know. 
Bat, Sir, I am going to New Zealand, and the 
thought came upon me, if I went to New Zeal­
and and tbe ship should be lost, and I was not 
saved, I should go to bell. I determined when 
I beard your sermon—and it cut me to tbe 
heart—to find peace with God.’ He then said :
• Don’t leave me, don’t leave me.’ That was 
the old thing. (Applause.) They bad that 
many a time—tbe power of tbe Spirit going 
straight with the Word into mao’s heart there 
and than. That penitent did not leave the 
chapel until he was enabled to rejoice in find­
ing peace. That man had been the prodigal 
son of a pious Methodist mother. (Hear, 
bear.) At Salt Lake City, in the Mormon 
Territory, a little incident occurred which be 
might also mention. Alter he bad been look­
ing through the Mormon Temple, the porter 
was particularly anxious to know what he 
thought of the sermon preached in the after­
noon. He waa tolerably cautious about letting 
tbe man know bis opinion. One ol the friends’ 
that accompanied him told tbe porter who be 
was. The man replied, ‘ I know him well 
enough ; I have beard him at Dalston many a 
time.’ (Laughter and applause.) That port­
er, he feared, hid not profited very much. 
(Laoghtei.) But tbs fact remained that, in 
thsoe uttermost ends of the earth, be tonnd a 
man who had been accustomed to sit under 
Methodist preaching in this vast central me­
tropolis ol London. (Hear, bear.) There was 
one part of tbe resolution which he could not 
heartily support—via., that part which express­
ed thankfulness for the contributions that had 
been received. He thought that was being 
thankful for very small mercies. (Laughter.) 
When Boardman and Pilmoor offered them­
selves lor the American mission, the first for­
eign missionary collection was made among 
tbe Methodist preachers in the Conference 
(Hear, bear ) Alter these men had been des­
ignated Wf tbe work, they went to York, and 
they held a meeting to tell what they were do­
ing and where they were going. The people 
were excited to » high pitch of enthusiasm— 
Yorkshire people were sometimes rather excit­
able- (laughter)—and they made a collection 
in order to help forward tbe mission. The 
collection amounted to ten shillings. (Great 
laughter.) They were so abundantly thankful 
for this result that they called a special prayer­
meeting at six o'clock tbe next morning in or­
der to return thanks to God for that unex­
ampled liberality. (Loud laughter.) There 
was something akin to that in the extraordinary 
gratitude expressed in tbe resolution for tbe 
rather small contributions ot tbe whole of Lon­
don, resulting Irom 111 sermons and 34 meet 
ings. He hoped that all the chapels to be 
built would be occupied by godly, earnest, 
soul-saving ministers, so that tbe hearts of tbe 
people might be opened, and larger and yet 
larger manifestations ol tbe presence and pow 
er ol God might come down upon them. Tbe 
old principles were still binding—God’s work 
to have the chiefest regard ol God's people ; 
God’s sovereignty, to inflict tbe penalty where 
that regard was not manifested ; God’s promise 
of help and blessing wherever that regard was 
carried out. In the olden time there was but 
one central temple ol worship ; but our Jeru 
silem was so inconceivsbly vaster then theirs 
that we most arouse ourselves with our utmost 
energy if we were to overtake the admitted and 
terrible necessities of to-day. (Loud ap­
plause.)

SENTIMENTAL CHRISTIANITY.

We have met but very few Christian men 
who were sentimentalists, yet as w. look over 
tbe list of our acquaintances, we find here, and 
there, one ol the very tenderest kind. But 
where we find one such man. we find a score of 
women, who, in beautiful rooms, recline in 
luxurious easy chairs, with a mystic book, 
from which they read tbe poetic effusions of 
loroe religionist. They delight in fervent rhap­
sodies of golden streets, angels’ harps, and 
heavenly glory. They enjoy tbe beauty and 
poetry of religion, and float on tbe periumed 
air to tbe very gates of the celestial city, think­
ing it is to easy to give up pleasures, to love 
the sinner, to care for the sick and needy, so 
that they may win Christ and heaven. When 
the real stale of the case is, if they Should be 
suddenly transported with all the world to the 
open gates of the New Jerusalem, they would 

' look over the crowd, and if the foor, the rag­

ged and ignorant, were all entering, they 
would hold up their clean shirts, and wait to 
see if any of •• our set,” would be also there.

With many of os, there is too much pasting 
by on the other side, and not enough of I be 
slopping, op-lifting, and pecuniary help, which 
made tbe rocky road to Jerico so beautiful a 
picture to the mind's eye.

There is a vast difference between that pure 
and undefiled religion that keeps one uo.pot­
ted Irom tbe world, that cares lor tbe poor, 
the sick and weary, and this selt-concenirated 
sentimentalism. There is a great difference 
between reading about doing tbe will of tbe 
Father, and the doing ol hit will with earnest­
ness and zeal. A difference between wishing 
to do well, and doing well ;—between bene-vol- 
tntia and benc-faeio.

Tbe reading, without tbe practicing causes 
one’s piety to be absorbed in self ; makes one 
strive lor a kind ol monastic piety, while tbe 
life is empty of active dutiea and Christian 
charity. To us there it no lower type ol human 
selfishness, than that shown by oue who is so 
engrossed in tbe work ol saving bis own soul 
that be is indifferent to the world around him, 
except in a lew congenial spirits.

Publish-ri stale that religious books are in 
great demand at tbe present time, and many ol 
them are read by those who have bad only a 
superficial religious experience, and to them 
the books are onlv a mysticism ; but, thinking 
that they comprehend and enjoy tbe same

length, and breadth, and height, and depth, 
they speak of these religious truths in a flip­
pant manner Such expressions, to those who 
bear them, and do not understand the true 
spiritual state of the speaker but see that tbe 
words and the life do not correspond, often are 
tbe means of being a handicap in the race of 
life.

How often we bear, “All is on the Altar.” 
“ We have given up the world and live only to 
please Christ." We think that they believe 
themselves sincere, and we doubt not they 
would like to live that way. but when the cause 
of Christ needs five or ten dollars, which could 
be given without self-denial, except tbe part­
ing with tbe loved money, such a test lor their 
sincerity has often found the pure gold lacking. 
It they liv» to please Christ they can constant­
ly work lor hit church and hit little ones, for 
we have them always with us. A lady, not 
Ioni ago asked her colored washer-woman,

“ Ellen, why are you not a Christian ?”
-• Well, to tell you tbe plain truth, Mrs. 

Lincoln, 1 think that I am enough eight better 
than most of the church members. I works lor 
hespe of ’em and its mighty mean most ol ’em 
is. Last week I washed lor Mrs. Ray, and she 
is one of yoar awlul pious ones ; the alseays 
gives me a big wash ; always scolds about the 
way it's done ; beats me down in my price, 
and then when I am tired to death, makes me 
go to the store after my pay. But tbe meanest 
thing she does is, never givin’ me 'nough to 
eat ; and the few scraps she does give me to eat 

the wash-room, she haoils oat in about the 
way you throw your dog a bone. It that ar’ 
woman bat religion I don’t want none of it.”

How often do we give, “ instead of bread, 
only a stone?” Mrs. Ray •• admires” all the 
books on the Higher Lite, and says that “ God 
has done a great woik ” in her.

It is very bard to believe that God does al| 
tbe work, and that one never has to answer 
one’s own prayer. But what a delightful faith 
that would be to so many ol us; simply fold tbs 
band and drill on toward heaven. Many are 
trying this way, we do believe. They indo­
lently read tbe lives of some good men, whose 
besetting sins, and battles with satan and sell, 
bis biographer knew nothing about, and wish 
to be good, they say, •• Lord ! Lord Ie But 
they have been idle so leng that the circulation 
of their spiritual blood it very poor, and they 
have a religions numbness. They think that 
they love souls when they only sigh over them. 
They think they pity the poor when they weep 
over their sorrows. They think they are over­
coming self when they are to indolent that 
nothing disturbs them.

They may deceive themselves as they will, 
they are not following Christ when they refute 
to work lor Him. Bare negativeq^odoess it 
not enough, but a life of positive holiness it re­
quired. Such a life does not consist in merely 
going to the church on tbe Sabbath and to tbe 
regular week-day meetings, with hymn-book, 
prayer-book, or Bible for breast-plate, inscrib­
ed “ Behold !" To take, with humble mien, the 
busy streets that others also may lay aside the 
cares ol life and follow in their footsteps. To 
teach in Mission school on Saturday and Sab­
bath school on Sunday, when, by so doing, they 
gratify their natural inclinations ; to put on 
other good deeds like phylacteries ; all these are 
only a small, if any, part ol the Christ-likeneas 
of life.

If they have trifled with Christianity long 
enough, and desire to find the plane of tbe 
higher life, and have Christ dwell in them, they 
have simply to open the door of the heart. It 
opens Irom tbe inside.

They sty that they want him there, bat we 
wonder if they do actually want him constantly 
by ; constantly looking into their thoughts and 
life ; want him to go with them to the kitchen, 
the nursery, and when they “ run in to see a 
neighbor.” Of course they know that God sees 
them now, but, somehow, they feel that he sees 
from a distance, and does not notice the little 
things.

II they really want the Presence, it is only 
bid him make the heart bis temple ; study to 
know his will Irom the only true source, his 
Word ; listen to bis voice, and follow his com­
mands and they will tboi show their laith by 
their works ; that they have the pare religion 
ot the Bible, instead ol a conglomerate taken 
Iron, Kraipis, Madame Guyoo, Baxter, Sweden­
borg, Murray, Beecher, Max Mueller, Busb- 
ncll, Dora Greenwell and Mrs. Palmer.—SI 
Louis Advocate.

CANADA CONFERENCE.

SEVENTH DAY.

WxDNKMur, Jane 10.
Tbe Conference assembled at 9 a. m.
The President in the chair.
Tbe venerable Solomon Waldron led in 

prayer.
After reading of the minutes,
Mr. Andrews read tbe Sabbath school re­

port. There are 1.0U2 schools in connection 
with tbe church, being an increase ol S3. The 
whole number ol teachers is 9,617, showing an 
augmentation of 52. Tbe whole number of 
scholars in attendance is 71,563. exhibiting an 
increase ot 1,162. It is gratifying to record 
that 2,419 have united with the church during 
the year. The whole number of scholars en­
rolled among the members of the church, is 
6,199. The International Series ol lessons has 
been adopted by 021 schools. The total 
amount of money raised for Sibbath-echool 
purposes is #40 106. The Committee expres­
ses its conviction thst another Sabbath school 
periodical ought to be established, or else tbe 
Advocate should be issued weekly instead ol 
of semi-monthly. Tbe committee recommends 
the continuance ol the expositions of tbe les­
sons is published in tbe f/serdion. Other 
suggestions wete made, and occasioned some 
discussion. The report was received, bet 
some matters were laid over lor farther consid­
eration.

Tbe Secretary ol tbe Conference read the 
Annual Report of the Book Committee, and 
also a comparative statement of tbe financial 
affairs of tbe book and printing establishments.
The prosperity dnring the last year has been 
unprecedented Tbe circulation ol tbe period­
icals bad steadily increased. The assets of the 
establishment are #55,276 in excess of all lia­
bilities. The Book Steward and Editor were 
highly commended lor their ability and success 
in tbe management ol the Book Concern and 
Uuardian.

The r, port showed an increase in cash sales 
over last year, ol upwards of #5,000.

In tbe last three years tbe increase ol cash 
sales i< nearly #17,000.

It showed also that the Christian Guardian 
had steadily increased in circulation, and that 
tbe other periodicals issuing from the Book 
Room are in a financially prosperous condition.

During the readingof tbe report tbe Presi­
dent introduced the Rev. Dr. George, who de­
sired to take leave of tbe Conference. He did 
so in a most genial and fraternal manner. He 
would remember his visit to the Conference 
with pleasure ; bis views of our work bad be­
come greatly enlarged, and he would recall tbe 
names of persona and places with increased 
satisfaction. He retired amid the applause of 
tbe Conference, and has left behind him a 
Christian Irngraooe which will long remain in 
the mind ol tbe Conference.

On resuming the consideration ol tbe Com­
mittee’s reports, on motion they were adopted.
The Conference proceeded to the 
ELECTION or ROOK STEWARD AND EDITOR.

The Book Steward's term of office having 
expired, be waa re-elected by a vote that waa 
unanimous, except a few scattering votes.

Mr. Rose expressed his thankfulness tor the 
renewed expression of their confidence in the 
management of the Book-Room. He asked 
for their help and co-operation in tbe future.
He bad during tbe past lew years extra work 
in having tbe charge of tbe Sunday-school 
publications, end hoped they would this year 
give him assistance m this work.

Tbe election of Editor was this year attend­
ed with more than ordinary interest, on ac­
count of the bitter aud ungenerous attacks 
made on the Editor, in the Toronto Mail and 
Leader, and which had been renewed daring 
the present session of Conference. These 
papers demanded his expulsion from the Edi­
torship, because bis vote at tbe recent election 
had been displeasing to them. Except to 
deny that he had in any instance canvassed for 
or against either candidate, Mr. Dewart re­
mained silent, and did not use tbe Guardian 
to defend himself against any of these attacks, 
though tbe temptation to do so must have been 
at times rather strong. Ol coarse, there were 
some within tbe Conference who were willing 
to 'eke advantage of this side issue to bring 
forward another candidate tor editor. Tbe 
strength of the opposition to tbe present editor 
gathered around the Rev William Scott. Mr.
Dewart was however, re-elected on the first 
ballot by a large majority ot votes. With the 
exception of a few scattering votes, the result 
of the billot was, A. Sutherland 28, W. Scott 
69, E. H. Dewart 234. This vote was not cast 
on political grounds ; but on the principle that 
tbe editor's editorial management of the paper, 
aid not his private political convictions, should 
govern tbe action of tbe Conference in his ap­
pointment. Tbe result 61 tbe vote cal toil forth 
strong expressions of approbation.

On being called upon for a speech, Mr. De­
wart briefly addressed tbe Conference. He 
said it was superfluous to say that he fully ap­
preciated this expression of tbe kiodoess and 
confidence of the Conference, as there was 
nothing he so highly esteemed as tbe affection 
of his brethren. He could not go so far at to 
say that be was equally thankful to those who 
voted against him ; but be could say that be did 
not cherish any hard feeling against those who 
voted in opposition to him. He believed in 
the right of private judgment in these matters.
Some of his predecessors in the editorship may 
have brought to their work greater ability than 
be, bat none bad a more sincere desire to do 
right, to conduct tbe paper impartiallv towards 
individuals, in relation to public questions, and 
loyally to the priociples ol Methodism. Tbe 
Guardian was not bis paper, bat that ot tbe 
Cborcb. He was not tbe editor merely ol
ihose whose votes elected him, but ot tbojP'W u about #3.360,000. 
whole; and he expected all to help in sustain­
ing and extending tbe circulation of the Guar- 
dian. There never waa a time in which the 
circulation ot sound religious literature was the sum of #1,000, elicited lengthened discus- 
more needed than now. The onscriptural sioo, and was referred hack to the association 
theories of infidelity were finding their way to lor re-consideration.

•II classes of society, through tbe agency of 
novels and periodicals, and nothing but the 
circulation ol what is instructive and reliable 
can counteract this influence. As the last time 
be would have the privilege of addressing the 
united ministry ot the connexion, he urged 
them to leod their valuable help in obtaining a 
larger circulation for the Cnristian Guardian. 
As statements to the contrary had been circu­
lated, he wished to inform tbe Conference that 
the circulation ol tbe Christian Guadian to­
day waa 1.266 more than a year ago.

A motion waa submitted to Conference, ask­
ing its authorizstion ot the pavmeat ot #1,000 
from the Book-room towards meeting special 
requirements on behalf ol the Superannuation 
Fend. The subject elicited considerable 
friendly discussion, and was carried on a 
division.

Certain ebargeg affecting tbe moral character 
ol the Rev. Nelson Brown, a superannuated 
minister residing in tbe Red River District, 
were read from tbe official records ol that dis­
trict. Tbe Conference, after mature delib­
eration. cameto the conclusion that, in accord­
ance with the recommendation ot„his district 
meeting, hie suspension be continued another 
year, and that tbe whole case be disposed of by 
the Toronto Conference next year.

Rev. Dr. Ryerton read tbe address to tbe 
English Conference, which, with a lew verbal 
alterations, was adopted by tbe Conference.

Tbe Revs. J. H. Johnson and J. C. Ash 
were re-appointed agents lor Victoria College 
for tbe ensuing year.

Tbe Rev. Dr. Taylor asked permission to 
accept an appointment from tbe Dominion 
Government, that be should proceed to tbe 
British Isles, to lay before tbe higher classes 
and sons of toil the advantages of emigration, 
to Canada, and set forth the resources of this 
great country.

Dr. Ryersou moved, seconded by Rev. Mr. 
Willoughby, that tbe request be granted. Tbe 
President spoke in strong terms unfavorable to 
tbe proposal. Rev. G. R. Sanderson thought 
it was no ordinary appointment, and that it 
would contribute to tbe best interests of tbe 
country and tbe cborcb. Rev. John Gemlsy 
advocated the appointment. Dr. Jeffers was 
favorable to tbe proposal. Dr. Douglas ap­
proved of tbe proposal, but was doubtful of tbe 
propriety of tbe appointment ol one who had 
been sacredly set apart to tbe work of tbe 
ministry. He thought, however, that as there 
were many permissions of a similar kind 
granted by tbe Conference, tbe one now before 
us ought to be accepted.

The motion was carried on being put Irom 
the chair.

Dr. Tt/arson was appointed to lake the place 
of tbe Rzv. John Gemley on the Committee tor 
tbe investment < certain Contingent Fund 
moneys.

The following report Irom the Committee 
appointed by tbe 1-et Conlerem-e, ou “ Fire 
Insureooe of Conoexional property,” was sub­
mitted lor consideration:—The Committee 
have had under consideration the several plans 
suggested ; and after careful enquiry they beg 
to submit the following plan ol insurance for 
churches, parsonages, and ministers’ effects. 
The plan is based on tbe provisions of ao act 
passed in 1873, consolidating and amending 
tbe laws relating to tbe Mutual Fite Insurance 
Companies in tbe Province of Ontario.

1. The organization of a Church and Parso­
nage Mutual Fire Insurance Company, for tbe 
insurance of Conoexional property, and the 
moveable and other effects of oar ministers.

2. That a bead office be opened within the 
bounds ol Ontario, and, if tonnd advisable, a 
branch or agency in each Annual Conference.

3. That classification of risks and tariff of 
rates be prepared, and definite premiums 
charged, payable by cash and in premium 
notes, such notes to cover tbe premium and no 
more.

After payment of losses and necessary ex­
penses, that the balance be invested as a Re­
serve Fund; and when such Reserve Fund 
•hall amount to #20.000, that the interest accru­
ing thereon be annually paid over to tbe Gene­
ral Conference, as an acknowledgement for tbe 
services ol the Ministers, in lien of paid agents, 
to assist sack Conoexional objects as said Con­
ference may determine.

6. In order to facilitate tbe organization of 
such company, it is recommended further :

That tbe plan, the shore Act, and blank 
forms for proposed insurance, be printed and 
tent to our ministers lor tbe use of all Trustee 
Boards :

That each Superintendent be requested to 
consult all tbe Trustee Boards on bis circuit or 
mission, obtain such proposals lor insurance as 
he may be able, and report to the Insurance 
Committee on or before the first of September 
next.

That a meeting of ministers and representa- 
tirea from boards proposing to insure, be called
to meet in------------on or before the second
Wednesday ol September next, for tbe organ­
ization ol the company provided in tbe above 
Act.

That a committee ot three be appointed by 
tbe Conference, by whom all tbe preliminaries 
shall be arranged and the above meeting called.

It it believed that this Act opens tbe way tor 
a sale ard economical incorsnca of our con­
nexions! property ; that in insuring only oar 
own property we shall avo:d tbe hazardous 
risks of ordinary companies, and. have oar 
churches and parsonages more conveniently and 
generally insured ; and that having to pay only 
actual losses and necessary expenses, such a 
reserve fond will be gradually accumulated as 
will prove an effectual guarantee to insurers, 
and afford important aid to tbe various interest 
ol our church.

The report, aft r considerable discussion, 
was, on motion, received, and remitted to tbe 
Annual Conferences.

Tbe total vaine ot church and parsonage pro-
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Thursday, June 11.
Selected from the Guardian :—Mr. Krough 

read the report o' tbe Compensation Fund 
Committee, providing lor the payment, by 
ministers from other churches, ol such suns' 
into tbe conoexional foods as will entitle them 
to kn equal share with their brethren in the 
benefits ot tbe funds The entire scheme was 
remitted to the General Conference lor further 
disposition.

The Secretary read the report ot the Chil­
dren’s Fund Committee. Tne receipts lor the 
year were #24.144, and the payments were 
•23.977, leaving a balança in tbe Treasurer’s 
bsnds of #366. The number ot children on 
tbe fund is 952, tbe allowance for each child 
being #26 per year, and the rate on tbe mem­
bership ol tbe chuich is 35 cents p:r capita, 
The report was adopted.

The Rev. Dr. Wood moved that the Confer­
ence empower the chairman of the British Col­
umbia district to confer the right ol ordination 
on Cornelius Bryant. The motion was unusual, 
but was accounted for by tbe peculiarity ol the 
circumstances—tbe distance Irom the seat of 
Conference, and the loss ol time involved in 
tbe journey being reasons apparently sufficient 
to justify tbe departure from long established 
usage.

l)rs. Green, John Hyerson, R. Jones and 
others spoke strongly against tbe motion. Rev. 
James Elliot, J. A. Williams, tbe editor, and 
others favored the motion. Tbe President 
ruled tbe motion out ol order.

On motion, tbe Rev. Wu. H. Withrow, M
A. , was appointed to the editorship of tbe Soe- 
day-school publications, under tbe direction ol 
tbe Book Committee.

A presentation of a beautifully framed 
group, in photographs, of the young men new­
ly ordained, and also ol tbe President of tbe 
Conference, was made to tbe President this day 
at noon.

Leave was granted to Rev. Jno. Burwash, 
M.A., to labor in tbe Sackville Academy, N.
B. , as classical teacher lor tbe ensuing year.

Tbe address to tbe Eastern British American
Conference was read and adopted.

Rev. E. B. Harper moved that Conference 
should authorize the Book Steward to donate 
to Mr. Cornish, McClintock and Strong's 
Cycloptedia for his services as Journal Secre­
tary. Carried.

A strongly expressed resolution on Tem­
perance and Prohibition was read and cordially 
adopted.

Rev. G. A. Gifford was received Irom the 
Primitive Methodist body into full standing 
with tbe Conference.

A resolution, commending the claims ol the 
Evangelical Alliawee sod committing the Con­
ference to I ta objects and interests, was cordial­
ly concurred in bv tbe Conference.

By vote of Conference it was resolved that 
the first General Conference will bold its ses­
sions in tbe Metro^ ditan Church, Toronto, 
during the month of September next.

Tbe report ol the Contingent Fund Com­
mittee was read and adopted. The sum total 
from all sources was #7,979, showing an in­
crease ol #600 over last year. The ineoi 
from this Fund is chiefly allotted towards poor 
circuits in new and destitute settlements 
throughout the country.

It was announced that tbe increase ol the 
present year, over that ot last year, in tbe mis­
sionary income, is about #7,000— asking tbe 
missionary receipts to exceed #115,000.

On motion, it was resolved that the Annual 
Conferences meet this evening in three of the 
Churches af this city, for tbe purpose of or­
ganizing.

The Conference held religious services prior 
to its close, in which several of tbe senior min­
isters took part. The President pronounced 
tbe benediction, and closed the most important, 
and ooe ol the most htrmonious Conferences 
ever held by tbe Wesleyan ministers.

Al-er considerable exertion 
tbe bodies were recovered from the deep and 
prepared for burial. On the Sabbaib u» the 
funeral a large concourse of people followed the 
remains ot the three brothen to the grave, all 
denominations in town uniting n this token of 
respect and sympathy. Tbo writer endeavored 
to improve tbe sad event by nreachmg Irom 
Job 9, 12. Brother and sister Burley were 
divinely sustained ielhia the greet trial of their 
livu, their calmness and resignation were a 
wonder to ns allr , j

Tbe week following the above mournful 
occurrence, another ol our people, Thomas 
Moulton of Great Burin, Whs accidentally shot 
dead by hie brother. This fourth sudden 
death deepened the impression already made 
upon tbe community, men au more clearly thaa 
ever that “ ie the midst ol life we are in 
death."

We do not sorrow as thou without hope. 
It ia our happiness to know that our duused 
brethren loved the Lord Jesus Christ, that 
they were, with one exception, member» ot our 
church and regularly met in darn. We doubt 
not but though absent Irom tbe body, they are 
present with the Lord ; ear loss is their gain.

Daniel Fexodson of Guysboro' Intervale, 
tbe «object of this notice, wee converted to 
God in the year 1831, under tbe ministry of 
tbe late Rev. William Smith, at that time ear­
nestly and aooeeu lolly labouring on tbe Guys- 
boro' circuit.

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THE HALIFAX SCHOOL LAW.

There have been varioue rumours afloat 
in regard to tome negotiations which are 
understood to be in progress between the 
Educational Vigilance Committee of which 
we have written previously, and “ the 
powers that be." From the uncertain and 
fragmentary details, we gather this much 
of truth. The Archbishop of the Romish 
Church bas approached the leaders of the 
Association with a view to a compromise, 
And this definitely aettlea at least three 
things of the many which we have been 
hinting at on thie most humiliating and 
painful subject.

There is no longer any question as to 
who rules the educational interests of Hali­
fax. It is not the Board of Education, 
though appointed for that object. It is not 
the City Council, though it bas the power 
of appointing a majority of the Board, 
which it does to its own satisfaction by ap- 
pointing its own members. It is not the 
Government of the Country, though it is 
elected to guard the people's affairs, and 
has the privilege of appointing members of 
the Board of Education for life. The offer 
of compromise comes from none of these 
Hie Lordship, John or Thomas (or what­
ever bis Christian name may be) Archbishop 
of Nova Scotia, presents his compliments to 
the Reformers and condescends to ask if 
they will accept a compromise. One or 
two concessions have been hinted at. 
Father Hannan, astute representative of the 
Bishop on the School Board, might be re­
moved from that Office. Romish 'text 
books would no longer be used, Ac. Ac.
“ Now, gentlemen, will you comply 7'

So, the Vigilance Committee has actu­
ally been in solemn session, considering 
proposals from the Archbishop in relation 
to modifications in our School Law 1 Pray, 
who gave his Grace or Lordship, or Holi­
ness, the authority thus to dictate ? The is­
sue must not be made a religions one, for­
sooth ! Religious prejudices must not be 
created by this school measure 1 Really we 
are called to exercise great forbearance and 

'path nee. For some time—no one seems 
e to know bow long—images of the Virgin 

Mary, and catechisms of the Romish 
Church, nave been set up and plied with 
great assiduity for the instruction of the 
youth of Halifax ; and the schools thus 
equipped have been drawing their support 
from the taxes collected for Free, nonsec­
tarian schools. And now, when we have 
been assailing the Government, and City 
Council, we make the late discovery that 
there is a power higher than both I Yet we 
are admonished not to stir up religious 
prejudices 1 ! Most considerate guardians !

The offer of compromise involves an ac­
knowledgement of undue advantage taken 
by the Roman Catholic hierarchs through 
the connivance of the Government, the City 
Council and the Board of Education. If 
the law has been duly administered, why 
make concessions? If the laws of Educa­
tion in this Province are intended to shelter 
images, there need be no fear of icono­
clasts. If the law admits ot the employ­
ment of unexamined Teachers and Books 
other than those of the Board of Instruc­
tion, the Archbishop and his party are quite 
safe If, on the other hand, there is any 
doubt as to the violation of the Law, why 
not challenge an investigation and abide 
the issue ? Take it which way yon will, the 
public must now be confirmed in the con­
viction that, “ there is something rotten in 
Denmark.” Our most serious charges 
against the Board of Education, are estab­
lished by the admission of this august, 
metropolitan potentate.

Then, there teas, after all, some force of 
influence in the recently organized Educa­
tional Association. How calmly the au­
thorities looked on while this little body 
was engaged in framing Reaolutiooe,aod how 
stately was the dignity of the daily Press, 
when in avowed its purpose of obtaining a 
reform 1 But the all-powerful agencies of 
truth, printers’ types, and assertions of 
strength, which brought New Brunswick 
to its feet, have been operating in Nova 
Beotia. Six months longer and they would 
create a wholesome revolution At this 
stage it would be a flue thing for some par­
ties if, by a pretty little compromise, the 
Educational Committee could be paralyzed, 
the religious Papers silenced, and a new 
lease of life afforded to the sappers and 
miners of our social liberties. Let him who 
chooses take that responsibility. As for 
us we take the ground of “ no compact 
with Rome.” If the law is to be followed 
out, let it be doue by the Government, and 
at oce ! If the people have no power to 
redress their wrongs, tbeu must we be con 
tent to endure the gloomy alternative of 
insult and persecution. But in no case 
shall we enter into an alliance for the ad 
ministration of a law which does not belong 
to any Christian body ; over which a Romish 
Archbishop has not any rights of guardian­
ship, nor an Educational Committee any 
right to make concessions. Let not any 
person or party presume to speak or act in 
regulating interests which belong only to 
the people of Nova Scotia, or their lawful 
representatives.

ttife REVIVAL IN SCOTLAND.
Messrs. Moody and Saukey have been 

engaged in their Messed work at Dundee, 
Glasgow and oth ■ towns. They have lately 
revisited Edinburgh and held numerous 
large and enthusiastic meetings. The suc­
cess and spirit of tbeir work will be seen 
in the following extract, from an address 
delivered by Mr. Moody at the Assembly 
Hall Meeting :

“ Mr. Moody, on entering the ball, re­
minded the meeting that, when be left 
Edinburgh two months ago, be requested 
the prayers of the converts here that a 
blessing might rest on the work they were 
going to engage in at Dundee, Glasgow, 
and other towns ; and as these prayers bad 
been abundantly anawered, he asked them 
to join with him in thanksgiving. Thanks 
for this were accordingly offered up, aod a 
hymn, “ He leads us,” having beeu sung, 
Mr Moody delivered an address on the 
words of encouragement frequently found 
in the Scriptures addressed to God’s people 
—“ fear not." He showed bow in every 
nftance blessing and success had resulted 

from obedience to this injunction, and diffi­
culty aod trial from disregard of it. He 
then followed with an earnest exhortation 
to steadfast reliance on God’s promises,and 
sincere and unfaltering effort to do His will. 
The lecture was enforced by frequent refer­
ence to Scripture. The impression was 
also deepened by hymns sung by Mr. 
Sankey. At the close, Dr. Andrew Thom­
son, the Moderator of the United Presby­
terian Synod, made an earnest appeal in 
the name of the churches, the missionary 
societies, and the perishing heathen, to 
the young men present to recruit the 
ranks of the ministry at home and abroad. 
They would never, be said, rue the day they 
laid themselves on Christ’s altar He spoke 
to them in the name of mioirlers of every 
denomination sealed around the platform, 
and also in the name of the honoured evan­
gelist who presided. They had found it, 
be assured the meeting, a blessed thing to 
preach the gospel. None of them would 
like to change with a king, a peer, or a 
judge on the bench, or to give up their min­
istry for all the world. No true convert, 
who bad ever put his hand to the plough, 
had desired to look back. Theirs was the 
noblest, the happiest, the most blessed life 
that a mao could spend on e«rth. Mr. 
Moody advocated the adoption of a shorter 
course of study for young converts who 
were willing to devote themselves to evan­
gelistic aod missionary labour. He believ­
ed hundreds aod thousands of young men 
and women in America and in this country 
would come forward to work for the Lord 
if they were not kept back by the eight or 
ten years of study required. It was in­
timated that all the young men disposed to 
respond to the appeal made by Dr. Thom­
son should, after time for prayer and con­
sideration, have an opportunity next Mon­
day evening to offer themselves for the 
work of the ministry or of missions.

On one afternoon there was a remarka­
ble scene in the Queeu’s Park, where 
Messrs Moody and Sankey held their fare 
wet', meeting. Pl&< trds of invitation to it 
bad beeu posted tL oughout the city, and 
accordingly, shortly after three o’clock, 
troops of people began to enter the Park at 
all its gates, and bent tbeir steps towards 
the place fixed upou for the meeting, at the 
entrance to the Hunter’s Bog. Between 
four and five o'clock the streams of people 
along the foothpaths that lead to the valley 
were wide and continuous. They assem­
bled on a spot a little below St. Anthony’s 
Well, where the ground rises on either side 
of the footbpath leading up to it. It is a 
place naturally well adapted for an open- 
air meeting, as there must have been shoot 
10,000 or 18,000 persons congregated with­
in the range of the speakers voice. Mr. 
Moody addressed the assemblage from the 
foot of a bold rock that, rising abruptly, 
looks up the valley, and the mass of people 
who formed his audience stretched across 
the path leading to St. Anthony’s Chapel, 
and far up the rising ground over which 
the Hunter’s Bog is reached.

The services were impressive and sub­
lime.—Over seventy young men volunteered 
to give themselves for Missionary work.

TRURO DISTRICT.

The annual District Meeting was bald in 
the town of Picton June 18th, and continu 
ed on the two follrwing days All the 
brethren were in attendance. For the first 
time, Bro. Brettle presided in this District. 
Bro. A D. Morton was elected Secretary 
of the meeting. The examination of char­
acter was passed without a word of cen­
sure. The brethren, by the grace of God, 
have been kept pore ; t necessary and im­
portant fact in our ministerial work. The 
probationers passed the usual examinations 
and four brethren offered for the ministry 
amongst ns. After making up for the 
losses by death», and for the numbers who 
have removed, the District has a gratifying 
increase of 100 members. All the Co 
nexional Funds are in advance of last year. 
The missions in the District have been 
mo«t successful. Our cause has been en­
larged. new congregations gathered, new 
classes formed.

The Financial business was entered upon 
on the second day. An unoeual number of 
Circuit Stewards were present. The es­
timated deficiency was not increased large­
ly on any circuit. And certainly a loss on 
the salary of $110 is sufficient self-sacrifice.

Ontario, Jews 11, 1874. 
Dear Editor,—When I find how well 

your columns ere occupied with interesting 
articles, I feel a reluctance to intrude very 
frequently with my correspondence. Your 
printer in my last made me perpetrate au 
untruth by converting the mildest winter 
ever known in Ontario into the wildest. 
Our spring has been backward, and very 
seldom has fall wheat presented so dis­
couraging an appearance as it does this sea­
son. The spring crops are looking well, 
and no longer does a failure of the staple 
crops of our country bring the dismay it 
was wont to do, before so much time was 
given to the making of cheese The sea­
son, so unfavorable for wheat lias been 
very favorable for our maple sugar makers, 
who have not made such large quantities 
for very many years.

Our section of the Dominion has been 
remarkably free from the occurrence of 
any events of a marked or startling char­
acter. A life jeopardized at Niagara Falls 
has been rescued by the heroism of a very 
brave man, who plunged into the boiling, 
foaming current carryi ig'ooly in his hand 
the end of a coil uf rope, add-struggled 
against the current to the very verge of 
the great horse shoe fall—to a rock 
which, paralyzed with terror, sat the ap­
parently doomed mao, and tying the rope 
around him, and again simply holding on 
with his left hand was di ,'ged to safety, 
from the very jaws of death. I think 
never has so daring act of heroism been 
more cooly performed, or has more richly 
merited acknowledgement from the Royal 
Humane Society. In Methodist circles our 
hearts have been saddened by the unex­
pected deaths of two of our honored aod 
beloved brethren, both intimate friends of 
ray own. George Gooden and Noble F. 
English ; few among us were butter known 
or more beloved than they. Our District 
meetings all occurring about the 20th of 
May, presented few items that would be of 
much interest to your readers, except what 
will be found in the reports of our Confer­
ence proceedings. Hamilton sent forth an 
invitation for all the ministers to attend the 
Conference. An invitation very fully avail­
ed of by the brethren. And the uew spa­
cious and very beautiful Centenary Church 
presented en Wednesday, June 3rd,a specta­
cle as no church in Canada,I think, had ever 
done before. Upwards ol five hundred minis­
ters were assembled together within its 
walls. A touch of melancholy was sensi­
ble, not only because of recent deaths, but 
from realizing that we were meeting to 
fraternize all together for the last time. 
The excitement always of the first day’s 
proceedimgs, the distribution of the lists 
of stations under correction, each brother 
is entitled to one of these, and besides this 
many thousands are purchased, and the 
mails go forth in every direction, burdeued 
with an unwonted mass of matter, which 
is received aod devoured with greediness 
on all our circuits. With what palpitating 
hearts, do wives at home await the arrival 
of the little sheet, that first tells them of 
the probability of their future home. To 
how many it brings sadness, to some glad­
ness. What a flutter these sheets occasion 
oo circuits. Officials hurriedly gather to­
gether, enquiries, discussions, and often— 
too often—protests, deputations to Confer­
ence follow, and the fight commences, pre­
paratory to the next meeting of the Sta­
tioning Committee. Happy he who aits 
calmly at such a time, or confidently is able 
to rely on a divine Providence, amidst all 
this strivings of man. In many particu­
lars this Conference is unique both in its 
history aod procediugs.

It was at once ruled that it had no legis­
lative fuDCtious whatever. There was uo 
election of a President or co-delegate, for 
the next Conference. While the elections 
of Secretary, Book Steward, aod Editor, 
were only pro tern, or until the assembling 
of the General Conference in October 
You will see from the report in the daily 
papers, and Oaardi in, that these replaced 
the former occupants in their respective 
positions. E. B. Ryckmaui, has proved 
himself an efficient Secretary ; and Sam­
uel Rose has rescued our Book Room in 
nine years, from the rink of bankruptcy, 
into a flourishing and most effleieot arm of 
service, while the Christian Guardian, 
now numbers more than oJOO in ite list of 
subscribers. The vote io favor of E. H 
Dewart’s re-election, was very large, not­
withstanding an outside pr. sure, and the 
censure ot some portions of the press on 
account of his having exercised his politi­
cal franchise at the recent Dominion El­
ection, in » manner that some disapproved 
of. The presence of Dr. George, as re­
presentative of the M. E. Church of the 
United States, with that of several visitors 
from the same body, gave increased inter-

epee the experience ef this grace, the hal­
lowed fervour with which they urged their 
brethren to the attainment of it, end the 
power with which prayer wee offered for 
il» immediate beatowment, impressed the 
hundreds of Ministers and people who were 
present.

Junk 14.—Our united Conference con­
tinued its Sessions until far on in the after­
noon of Thursday. The stationing of the 
brethren bad beeu specially complicated by 
the division of Conferences. Many of the 
Eastern brethren had undoubtedly claims 
to come first, while scarce any of the 
Western men, felt disposed to go East­
ward ; and the correct list bad to be am­
ended again and again. At last they came 
up to be read aod confirmed, aa the Secre­
tary of the Committee, Rev. Geo. R. San­
derson, went sternly and deliberately 
through the entire list of Circuits and ap­
pointments, an almost entire silence, dis­
turbed only by the occasional rustling of 
the printed sheets each brother held in 
hie band, pervaded the Conference, when at 
last be was doue reading, a strong earnest 
voice was heard from the rear of the 
Church, saying, Mr. President, I want to 
know why my name is left off that list, 
and why after twenty-four years of service 
in the ministry, I era left without a station, 
or any work assigned to me. .All felt dis­
tressed, a beloved brothea. faithful laborer, 
had been unintentional yr left without a 
station. The matter was temporarily ad­
justed by giving him a super annuated re­
lation to the Conference.

At last the hour came when we must 
part to meet no more. I, aod I believe ail 
of ust had looked forward to it with pain­
ful feelings, here were brethren of the same 
class, and brethren who had in the years 
gone by, stood shoulder to shoulder in 
many a field of moral conflict, and here 
were fathers whose Episcopal hands bad 
ordained us, and whose sagacious words 
had often counselled us, here were younger 
brethren whose reception amongst us was 
well remembered, and some of whom had 
attained io comparative youth, most distin­
guished places in our ranks ; hitherto when 
parting with them, it had been only for a 
year, now it was to be with the many for 
life. The last business of the United Con­
ference was concluded. The Church where, 
in the evening each annual Conference 
should assemble for the first time was fixed, 
aod the time for the assembling of the Con­
ferences next year, so that there should be 
no collision, arranged ; aod there came a 
pause the minutes were finally read and 
approved. And then we rose to sing to­
gether the stanzas of the 534th hymn,

" Blest be the dear uniting love.
That will not let ns part.”

after which oor full hearts found vent in 
prayers and tears while fathers Hurlburt 
aod Carroll led ns to the throne of grace. 
Rising, we sang with deeper feeling than 
can be expressed, oar grand doxology, and 
with the benediction pronounced by the 
President, separated, to assemble no more 
till the graves give up tbeir dead. In the 
evening we gathered into different churches. 
Centenary being courteously assigned to 
Montreal ; John Street to Toronto, and 
London Conference which embraces Ham­
ilton, went to King Street Churches. 
Casting our eyes around, I found that, 
though a much smaller body, we were not 
to be dispised, aod the ballet soon made it 
plain that we numbered nearly one hun­
dred and fifty members present. We had 
carried off too our full share of distinguish­
ed men. Among whom were the presi­
dent Dr. Rice, aod the Co-Delegate, John 
Williams, together with the Secretaries 
both of Conference and the Stationing Com­
mittee, and Ue venerable Dr. Evaus. The 
balloting which immediately look place, 
elevated the recent Co-Delegate to the pres­
ident’s chair, and gave him James Gray as 
Secretary ; thus organized, we proceeded 
to ballot for chairmen aod representatives to 
General Conference. As there were twenty- 
four of the latter to be selected, aod each 
was to receive a majority of the whole, it 
took us till midnight to acomplish our 
work, when the first annual assembly of the 
London Conference dispersed.

OUR ENGLISH LETTER.

A new Wesleyan Hymn Book.—Dr. Parker’s City
Temple —The Derby Dsy —The Vrimitire Me­
thodist Conference.—The Finch Methodist Con­
ference.—Political disquiet in France.
Dear Mr Editor,—Among the extra­

ordinary events of the times, the promise 
of a New Hymn Book for Wesleyan Me­
thodism,-is not the least startling It has 
beeu asked for in a quiet and informal way 
tor many years peat, and yet no answer 
was vouchsafed by the parties in whose 
hands the matter rested.

There were many weighty reasons for 
letting the question rest, the acknowledged 
merits of the Book we now have, the mighty 
hold which it has upon our people, the mil­
lions of copies which are in constant use, 
and the substantial benefits accruing yearly 
to the Worn Out Preacher’s Fund, from its 
privileged sale. But it has been discovered 
that the Copyright is lost. The venerable 
Thomas Jackson was the last survivor of 
the man in whose name the Copyright was 
held. His heirs have no beneficiary inter­
est in the Book Room or Conference, and 
the seven years after Mr. Jackson’s decease, 
upon which our authorities appear to have 
been depending, have all vanished by the 
unfavorable decision of the highest Courts 
of Law. The Hymn Book as it m, or 
with any additions, can be published 
by any who choose to run the risk in a 
commercial point of view. Yet although 
Trustees or Firms may print and publish, 
Wesleyans will not buy. They intend to 
be loyal to the Conference in this matter, 
and will patiently wait until a revised and 
enlarged Hymn Book shall be prepared 
under duly constituted authority. The 
movement has compelled our Book Room 
to reduce the prices for the cheaper editions 
aod especially for those in use in our Sab­
bath Schools.

The new City Temple a congregational 
place of worship, erected especially for 
Dr. Parker and his influential Church has 
recently been opened. Its site upon the 
Holborn Viaduct, is very central, and the 
building is commanding in appearance, 
admirably adapted for purposes of congre­
gational service, and a grand memorial in 
the midst of London on behalf of Noncon­
formist principles. The Corporation of the 
city presented a costly pulpit, for the ac­
ceptance of which, the Dr. and his com­
mittee have had to face all kinds of criti­
cism. The opening services were attended 
by the Lord Mayor io his full state and re­
tinue, but apart from this, the Dedicatory 
services were distinguished for their sim­
plicity and the absence of those hateful 
shows, processions and ecclesiastical mil­
linery which distinguish the consecration 
of oor new Churches in connection with 
the Established Church. Dr. Parker is 
entering upon a fine sphere of holy toil and 
sawed influence. As I intimated some 
months ago my persuasion of his strength­
ening power and popularity, I need not 
refer more fully to the position to which he 
has attained.

The great Derby Race has been duly 
observed by the votaries of fashion and

this department of Methodism, as well as in 
others.

The French Methodism Conference has 
been in ret-eut session, and its doings indi­
cate a fine spirit of hopefulness, and brave 
endurance in the midst of trials of no ordin­
ary magnitude. It will require years of 
patient toil to rclrive the losses of the Ger­
man War, and to clear the Connexion of 
its heavy debts. But there is no disposi­
tion to retreat, but on the other hand we 
observe calls for more ministerial helpers, 
and plans laid for further ex'ension.

The political outlook in France just now 
is one of much foreboding. The elements 
of fierce party conflicts are actively at work 
and all is disquietude aod apprehension. A 
little spark would soon kiudle a terrible 
blaze, and men are looking on in fear at the 
tremendous forces on either hand, and the 
absence of power to guide or control.

From the English Letter of W. Y. Chris­
tian Advocate

The Evangelical Alliance reminds one of 
the Czar, to whom that body presented an 
appropriate address. It has been a great 
pleasure to our nation to welcome Alex­
ander II., of Russia, the emancipator of 
the serfs, and one who has in many ways 
proved himself to he a most enlightened and 
liberal potentate. I was not at the grand 
lunch given to him at the Guildhall, hut I 
had several capital opportunities of seeing 
him. I saw him and bis splendid cortege 
on tbeir way to the Crystal Valace, hap 
pening, for it was really a chance, to he 
walking out along that very road ou the 
Saturday evening that I might meditate lor 
the morrow. I had no idea when I chose 
that route for a walk that lie would be com­
ing that way. It was au exquisite walk, in 
the very fairest season ot the year for Eog- 

! lish scenery, and it is scarcely possible to 
conceive a lovelier landscape than that Sur­
rey view near Dulwich in the height of 

i May’s verdant and flowering beauty. I was 
I glad the Czar saw it on his way to the 
; magnificent display at the Crystal Palace.
! I also saw him and bis pars in state to the 
Guildhall on the Monday. But the best 
was a week ago on the morning of the same 
Saturday, when Dean Stanley suddenly 

I sent me a note to say-the Czar was coining 
privately to the Abbey. A few of us went, 
and presently he came, most quietly dress­
ed in a black surtout, without a siugle or­
nament, with his daughter chattering and 
ambling gaily at his side—she etqort aud 
he tall—wearing a blue alpaca morning 
dress ot the simplest sort to be tasty, aud 
as destitute of ornament as her father. A 
happier looking pair could not be imagined 
I was close to them, both as they went aud 
returned. He is a young looking and good 
looking man ; he is forty-six, but does not 
look more than forty. He looks like 
thoughtful, simple-minded, sympathetic, 
aod noble gentleman. His daughter is not 
handsome, but site looks thoroughly hon­
est and good. Behind were half a dozen 
gentlemen, including the Prince of Wales, 
the Duke of Edinburgh, and the Graud 
Duke Alexis. They spent about forty miu- 
utes in the Abbey, far too short a time. 
But the Emperor had almost as little time 
to do Loudon in as many ot your country­
men are accustomed lo allow themselves.

It is now decided, at I intimated io ray 
last, it was likely to be, to bring out forth­
with a new Wesleyan Hymn Book. Dr. 
Osborn is hard at work with a view to 
this. The task is in the hands of a sub­
committee, of which, however, he will be 
the principal worker. Mr. Arthur, Dr. 
Punshon, Dr. Rigg, and others, are on the 
sub-committee. The book will he brought 
out in the course of next year. There is 
to be (I) John Wesley's Hymn Book, con­
taining 540 l^hans, with its racy preface ; 
(2) a collection of psalms—about 100 ; (3) 
a further collection of hymns, including the 
best aod most popular modern hymns. 
The whole collection will contain, it is ex­
pected 1,000 hymns.

Besides the volume of missionary statis­
tics, of which I spoke in ray last, Mr. 
Boyce is bringing out the life of the Itev. 
W Shaw. This volume will include much 
of what Mr. Shaw himself published in his 
“ Story of My Mission," and a good deal 
of racy writing, besides the biographer’s 
additions. It will be a standard mission­
ary volume.

Our Methodist M. P.'s arc some of them 
just now doing good service in the House. 
The Fiji Islands and the West Coast of 
Africa, Mr. Alderman W. M'Arthur made 
his specialty some time ago. But Mr. 
Shepherd Allen aud Mr. Alexander M’Ar­
thur have within the last ten days led the 
defense of Sunday sanctity against the as­
saults of seculiarist radicalism. Both 
spoke well, aod the patrons of Sabbath pro­
fanation received a crushing defeat, only 
voting sixty-eight in a house of about 340. 
Not only Mr. Disraeli but Mr. Gladstone 
voted in the majority ; Mr. Muudella, also, 
one of the best friends of the workingmen 
in the house, a sober but thorough radical 
voted on the same side. Mr. S. D. Waddy, 
M. P., for Barnstaple, had been petitioned 
against for bribery aud treating, but has 
come off triumphantly. An acquittal in 
such cases now is a strong presumption of 
real blamelessness. We have a working 
law against bribery and corruption of very 
searching and stringent power, and ad­
ministered unwaveringly by our incorrupt­
ible judges. Even in Ireland it proves its 
potency.

Dr. Waddy, Mr. Waddy’s father, is 
growing rapidly weaker. On this side, as 
on yours, the physical controveisy as to 
female education, and its relation to sexual 
differences of constitution, is occupying 
some space in the public mind. Dr. 
Maudsley, and Mrs. Garrett-Anderson, 
both physicians, are taking opposite sides 
in the Fortnightly Review. The con

by Churches or Conferences, and the puerile 
attempt to make an offence of voting for 
one candidate, which the same persons 
would exalt into a virtue if cast on the op­
posite side, is a piece of impertinence aud 
petty tyranny, to which true men will find 
it hard to submit. We regard it as travel­
ling beyond the count for the daily press of 
Hamilton and Toronto to attempt to excite 
and control the action of the Conference in 
this case.—Can. Advocate.

full text of the Reciprocity Treaty was sub­
mitted by the President to the L. S. Senate 
assembled in Secret Executive Seasion on 
Monday, a» Congre»» was on the point ol ad­
journing.----- It was resolved lo defer the con­
sideration of the Treaty until next session, not 
upon any question as to its merits, but in or- 
der to afford time for the full deliberation which 
the subject demanded, and which at the present 
moment would-bave beeu impossible The
following are its leading provision»:----1st
and 2nd articles give to the respective coun­
tries the ri; bt ol tree fishing and curing fish on 
each others sea coaeta. Shellfish are reserved 
irom the operation ol the Treaty, as el»? 
the salmon, shad and other fisheries in the
rivers and mouth of rivers.----- By article 3rd,
the places reserved on the coast ol either coun­
try Irom the common right ol fishing under the 
Treaty ol 1854, are to be reserved uoder the 
new Treaty.

By Article 4, provision ia made lor the gra-

tbe Treaty upon ce Mata kMicles, the growth of 
product of either country earned in the Sche­
dules appended, denominated respectively 
Schedule» A B and C. The reduction to take 
place as follows io either country simultané- 
oukly From the 1st day ol July, 1875, to'be 
30th day ol June, 187G, only two thirds of the 
duties will be levied ; aod Irom the 1st day ol 
July, 1876, to the 30th day of Jone, 1877, only 
ore third ol the present duties will be levied ; 
and Irom the 1st July, 1877, the aaid articles 
are to be admitted duty free. No higher duly 
is lo be imposed either by Canada or the Uni­
ted State» open other articles the growth, 
produce, or manufacture of either country not 
enumerated in the Schedules belore mentioned, 
than are respectively imposed on the like arti­
cles, the growth, produce, or manufacture ol 
Great Britain or any other coon'ry.

Article 7 throws open the inland coasting 
trade to the vessels of either coun ry.

Article 9 provides tree trade in «bips between 
the two countries.

By article 10 it is agreed to appoint a joint 
commission lor the erection and regulation ol 
Lighthouses oo the great lake».

Act 11 provide» for a joint commission lor 
the propogation ol fish in the inland waters 
common lo both countries.

By article 12 it is provided that the stipula 
lions of the treaty may be extended lo New­
found land.

The Treaty will become void it within a 
given period to be hereafter inserted, the ne­
cessary measures to give it effect have not 
been passed hr either ol the leg islatures re­
spectively interested.

A Russian Revival.—A wonderful relig­
ious revival appears to be going on in the Rus­
sian capital under the preaching ot a British 
nobleman, Lord Radatock, who at the mature

hia life, and in a fit ol religious enthusiasm, 

to devote hia properly to the poor, and hia time 
to preaching the Gospel. For some time he 
baa been travelling on the continent, and 
preaching, particularly to Russian etravellers, 
with great euccesa. Lately be has aettled for 
the time in the Russian capital, where bis dis­
courses are listened to with eagerness by hun­
dreds ot Russian ladies of the highest rank. 
Some noblemen too have been affected by his 
earnestness and eloquence, but so tar bis con- 
v.rts appears to have been chiefly of the more 
impressionable sex. The result is the conversion 
of large numbers from the Greek Church to 
Protestantism, and what is more important 
Irom fashionable frivolity to earnest Chris­
tianity. A Russian paper counts upon this re 
vival aa being something remarkable.but rs'her 
bitterly in timates its beliet that if a humble 
Russian priest, clad in course raiment was to 
attempt to speak with the same boldness anil 
earnestness to high born Russian dsmea aod 
gentlemen he would hardly meet with the same 
success which attends a noble Lord from a for­
eign country.

A very curious lawsuit is about to come be­
fore the New York court», in which the history 
of three bechelor brothers, Abraham, Samuel 
and David Wood, promises to be fully brought 
out. More than half à century ago, they went 
to New York poor young men and devoted 
themselves to trade. Abrabanl got into busi­
ness first, and belr.g very industrioua made 
money, alowly at first, but soon with rapidity 
until be was accounted one of the heavy 
men down town. David followed his 
example, and in due time Samuel also got 
rich. Abraham and David purchased Broad­
way property, which increased rapidly in 
value. It cost them but a trifle to live, and 
their wealth rolled up in an immense 
volume. Economy led to celibacy, and the 
three brothers never married. In view ol 
the immense aggregate ot their wealth, the 
question arose what should be done with it? 
aod it was finally decided that each should 
make a will in favor of tbe others. Abraham 
was the first to go, and alter tbe old bachelor 
bad been placed in bis grave his brothers 
opened tbe will and found tbe plan carried 
out. Shortly afterward David died, but 
when the will was opened it was lound that 
it bad been drawn bv an adroit lawyer, who, 
as is now alleged, was in the interest ol a 
second couain, who served David in tbe ca­
pacity of clerk. This youth bad the will so 
drawn as to convey to Samuel only the life 
use ol estate, which was lo go to tbe nephew 
on Samuel’s death. Hence Samuel has brought 
suit to set tbe will aside oo tbe ground ot fraud.
