Weir owners and fishermen generally
are intensely interested in the outcome of
the meeting to be held here on Friday by
the Weir Owners Association. The meet-
ing will hear the report of a committee,
appointed to meet the Food Controllers,
of United States and Canada, and the
packers at Calais on Friday last. At this
meeting it was soon apparent, to the dele-
gates from this section, that they were

at Bangor a week previous. This did not

to the delegates, who claimed, with
good reasons, that they should be consult-
ed at least before a price was set. That
the interests of the Packers would not

understood. One of their prominent
members was also a member of the Food
Control at Washington. A resolution
adopted at Bangor doing away with the
contracting of weirs had evidently been
rescinded, as a number of weirmen have
been approached to confract their weirs.
A maximum price of twenty-five dollars a
hogshead
refused to dccept. It means nothing to
the weirmen, and fishermen will easily
understand this. The delegates threshed
the matter out Friday afternoon and far
into Saturday morning, listened to elo-
quent addresses on ' patriotic lines from
the Food Control representative and
others, but still were of the opinion that
as producers of 8 per cent. of the pack
they wege entitled to consideration and
they meant to haye it before coming to
an agreement. It is well-known to every-
body that in order to get any returns from
their invested capital in weirs, a good fair
price must be obtained by weir owners
for theig fish. 'Ninety per cent. of ‘the
weirs along the coast must be rebuilt this
season, the cost of this work has in-
creased threefold; everything used in the
building of a weir has advanced tremend-
ously. Addto this the fact that 80 per
cent. of the weirs did not pay experises
last year, and one may readily see the
price.of fish must be higher. The agrc:e-T
ment made at Bangor between packers
and weir men of Maine for a maximum
price of  twenty-five" dollars is a diflerent
proposition when applied to Charlotte and
St. John. Along the west coast of Maine
a large number of weirs ‘are owned or
controlled by the Packers, here our weirs
are owned by the fishermen. They must
obtain all their profit from the sale of fish
at the weir. It is hoped an agreement
will be reached at Friday’s meeting. - The

Ostend, in the early morning of the 23rd.

Ottawa, Apnl 19 —C. A Magrath, fuel
controller for Canada, to-day made the
following statement :

“ The' new fuel regulations went . into
effect on the 1st of April. Provision is
made therein that no consumer may be

his estimated normal needs for the year
ending 3lst March, 1919. I desire to
point out, however, that this provision is
not in any way designed to place obstacles
in the way of consumers laying in coal
supplies during the 'summer time. It is
merely intended to insure a more even
distribution of coal receipts.

* The tegulations on this point are ex-
tremely important, and provision is made
whereby \the moment the  consumers in
any municipality Bave been supplied with
70 per cent. of their requirements, the
proyincial fuel administrator may, on the
advice of the local fuel commissioner, en-

increase the percentage that may be de-
livered in any way he deems desirable.

* My advice to, consumers throughout
Canada is to get in their coal supply at
the earliest possible moment, and in as
large quantities as they are able, to be

be in force at the time. Tt is well for the

$25 as a maximum price per hogshead for
sardines for the -entire. season. The
packers; however, were not agreeable to
such a fixing of price, and after a long
and wearisome discussion the session
closed without any progress being made.

A sliding scale, with $25 the maximum
and $15 the mxmmum price per hogshead
for sardines dunng the ctoming season,
was the suggestion pyt forth by an im-
portant weir owner and packer yesterday
to The Telegraph when discussing the
present deadlock between weirmen and
packers over the standard prices of the
catch.

He pointed out that last year while $60
and $70 had been paid in some instances
for fish per hogshead, that oy the other
hand he had purchased sardines at from
$4 to $5. When averaging up the sea-
son’s purchases he found ‘that the price
was about $18.50, which would make this
season’s price, even if placed at $20, be-
yond that of the previous year.

“I realize that there is a great deal to
be said in favor of the. weir owners this
season,” he added, “ for the severe winter
was such fhat many of the weirs were
seriously damaged. In our own case it
cost about $10,000 properly to reconstruct
our weirs, and many of the weirs were
wiped out entirely. This has been a
heavy charge upon the weirmen and
naturally they feel that they should get a
good price for their fish this season.”

He pointed out - that the packers were
under the direct control of the food con-
troller, and that would only ‘permit them
a reasonable profit on their product; and
under these circumstances efforts should
be made to have an equitable price fixed
for both weirmen and packers so that all
might ply their business this season ‘with

cultured lives. -

* The tradition of how literature should
be taught in colleges is against the sort
of teacher that he represents. You are
usually told on the Ha_rvard campus that
Professor Copeland’s courses are not on
his poets or his essayists, but on “Copey ”
himself—which is a very commonplace
interpretation of his real aim. A man
who wanders afield in search of stimulat-
ing interests cannot be expected always
to~carry with him the cymbersome notes
of the literary curriculum. Moreover, his |
aim is to broaden the inner life of the
students, and so his instruction must be
more or less subjective and applied to
