By Special Wire to the Courler
Lisbon, Aug. 7.—Bernardino Ma-f
chado was elected by congress to-day |
prTsident of the Republic of Portu-[
gal.
Senhor Machado, who was sup-[
ported by the two principal parties,
was elected on the third ballot by a
majority of 134 of the 397 members
present. The new president is popular
with all classes in Portugal, and al-
though large crowds assembled -out-
side the chamber to await the action
of pariiament, his election generally
was considered a certainty.
Senhor Machado has been promin-
ent for years in the public life of
Portugal, havin, served his country
as premier, provisional minister of
foreign affairs, minister of the inter-
ior and minister to Brazil. He has
been considered the foremost man
in the Repubiican party, and before
the overthrow of the monarchy, was
regarded as the logical choice of that
party for the presidency.

MOTORS AND FASHIONS?

T. W. P. League May Follow
Suggestions of Britain’s
War on Luxury.

“We might pledge ourselves against
using jitneys,’ said a Toronto club
woman in discussing the decrees
advocated by the British Parlianient- |
ary War Savings Committee in their
war against luxury, “but as most of
Toronto hasn’t an automobile, and
much of it has already parted with
ﬁxs tcgr, we can’t do much more than

at.

The call is for pledges that the
peoplq abstain from luxuries, and the
committee suggests many  varieties
of sacrifice for the different phases

are that the use of motor cars for
private purposes be giveg up, that
no restaurants be patronized and that
no attention be paid to passing
fashions. :

“Wear out your clothes,” says Mr.
H. E. Morgan, of the committee, “and
ignore the changing styles.”

“It is quite possible that Toronto
w1_11 take some action in that regard,”
said Mrs. Willoughby Cummings, of
the Toronto Women’s Patriotic Lea-
gue, ““Of course, much' more econ-
omy has been practiced this year by
Toronto women than most people
realize,

“Very little entertaining has taken
place. Many have given up  their
summer tours, and others have only
taken short trips. It is amazing to
note how many women have already
returned to town. Many luxuries
have been uietly given up, and there
has been more sacrifice than people
know. Some of it has been caused
by necessity, but much of it is pure
sacrifice for patriotism, that more
could be given for the war.’

“As for the suggestion that res-
taurants should not be patronized—
that requires thought It would be
hard on the restaurants, Apart
from which, many Toronto people
living in apartments find the restaur-
ants an economy.

No combined action has been taken
by Toronto in the war against lux-
ury.

“There is no doubt more oif Uus
could do without motors if we had
adequate car service,’ said another
Toronto woman., “We people living
north of the tracks have to walk
from Farnham avenue, and back
again up hill, and as for riding home
at night, it is simply disgusting. Even
the jitneys are filled to overilowing
down at King street. Motors are
more necessary in Torono than many
other items of living.”

STORY OF E-11°S RAID

A correspondent in the Dardanelles
writes:

I have received from an eye-wit-
ness who has arrived from Constan-
tinople a vivid account of the recent
attack by the E-11 on Constanti-
nople.

My informant early one morning in-
tended crossing from Pera to Stam-
boul, and instead of walking over the
bridge he took a small boat. “The
sea,” he said, “was beautifully smooth
with hardly a ripple upon it.

“1 suddenly noticed about sixty
yards from the landing place, wha*
appeared to be a stick floating up-
right in the water and moving to-
wards the bridge. The sight amazed
me, as the current was obviously set-
ting in a contrary direction. I looked
hard, and saw a white trail gliding
swiftly through the blue-green water.
It instantly flashed through my mind
that *the .object was a torpedo, and I

Paris, Aug. 7.—The French war of-
fice to-day gave out a statement on
the progress of hostilities in France
reading as follows:

“Last night passed quietly on the
western part of the front. There has
been reported nothing more than
some engagements with hand grea-
ades in the vicinity of Souchez, and
artillery fighting in the region of
Tracy-Le-Val and in the neighbor-
hood of Berry-au-Bac.

213 has beén repulsed.

In Lorraine, a strong German re-
connaissance has been dispersed.

CERMAN-AMERICANS

Says They Are Not in the States
to be Merely Tolerated.

San Francisco. Aug 6.—Four State

Presidents and as many Vice-Presi-
dents of the National German-Ameri-
can Alliance threatened to resign at
the alliance’s convention yesterday if
an open letter to President Wilson
was adopted.
The letter proved to be in the na-
ture of a strong appeal to discontinue
the exportation of arms to belliger-
ents, and to depart from the Adminis-
tration’s hinted pro-allies attitude.

The resolution to a certain degree
takes the place of the open lett
which was drafted to be forwarded to
President ilson. The resolution
was decided upon as an expression of
the feelings of German-Americans in
regard to America’s attitude to the
belligerents. It was unanimously ac-
cepted. It reads in part: ;

“The American people must realize
that those of German birth or extrac-
tion are not willing to accept second
place in public life, and are not here
to be merely tolerated. As American
citizens we rightly demand full equal-
ity, and we will not suffer our in-
fluence upon the development of our
Republic to be curtailed.

“During the present world conflict
efforts have been made to place us in
a false position. The dispute between
the land of our birth and the land of
our adoption has been made the occa-
sion of casting suspicion upon us, and
our loyalty to this country, the land
of our adoption, has been questioned.
We must emphatically protest against
this, and will not further permit any
doubts whatsoever to be cast upon
our loyalty.”

I started
to answer your letter a week ago, but
we had orders to move off to the
trenches again. We had the honor
of being inspected by Sir John French
last week, and he certainly is a smart
old gentleman. He praised the Can-
adians very much indeed. We have
been in the front line of trenches
three times in succession now, and
are back in billets again waiting for
reinforcements from England. I had
a pretty close call yesterday. I was
sitting in the trench spreading my
bread with marmalade when a sniper
hit my rifle with a bullet, and the
rifle fell down on me and the bayonet
gave me a good cut behind the ear
and on the ear and also on the face,
but I am still able to be with the
boys. They say you are not lucky
here unless you get a bullet that hits
you bad enough to be sent to Eng-
land. In other words,
Blythe if one of our comrades gets
hit in the arm or leg. We call him a
lucky guy. It certainly is hell out
here at times. But now that I've gone
this far I should like to see it through
if the good Lord spares me and lets
me get through with a full skin. ' We
are expecting to get leave to go to
England some time in August for a
few days, and that will look Ilike
Heaven if ever we do get there again.
I think if ever I should get in a bed
again I'll lay there and rot.

“We have a very fine man for our
captain, and I am quite sure if any-
thing happened to him the battalion
would miss him more than anyone
else, as he is so game and every inch
2 hero if ever there was one. He
comes from Kingston, Ont. He is
very good to the men and deserves
a dozen V.Cs

“We have had plenty of rain this
last week, and have had to go through
trenches in water and mud in some
places nearly up to our knees.

Premiec
Norris led his Conservative oppon-
ent by 744 in Lansdowne, Hon. Val
Winkler had 468 in Morden-Rhine-
land, Hon. Dr. Thornton 295 in De-
loraine, and Hon Dr Armstrong 404
in Gladstone. Hon. Edward Brown is
a candidate in The Pas, where the
election is deferred. Sir Rodmond
Roblin’s old seat, Dufferin, went Lib-
eral by 225, and James Howden’s old !
constituency, Beautiful Plains, is Lib-
eral by over 200.

The future leadership of the Con-
servative party is already a matter of
general interest. It was suggested |
from Liberal sources during the cam-
paign that Sir James Aikens would
succeed Sir Douglas Cameron as
lieutenant-governor of Manitoba at
the expiration of the latter’'s term, |
and W. H. Sharpe would be appoint-
ed to the Senate. This was based, it
was stated on, on the belief that they
would not care for the leadership of
the party unless it had a substantial
standing in the next legisiature.

I ondon is Still
Old London in
Spite of War

One of the paradoxes of the war is
the visiting of Parisians to London
for a bit of excitement and gaiety.
Paris is nothing like its old self, for its
theatres are closed, motor buses at
the front, most of its taxis laid up
and a large number of its hotels
closed. But London has sacrificed but
little of its old life. Hotels are full.
tea-rooms and restaurants as crowd-
ed as ever, theatres, especially = the
music halls and revues, well attended,
and the Hyde Park and upper
Thames have their usual crowds of
holiday makers.

But this does not mean that Lon-
don doe snot feal the war. The hotel
guests are mainly purchasing agents
for the Allied Powers, visiting at-

for American factories looking for
supply contracts. Comparatively few

of the younger men seen in the fash- :

ionable tea places and restaurants
wear civilian clothes. Khaki is also
the prevailing color among the men
at the revues. The “Piccadilly knut,”
as the young men who set the fash-
ions are called, has largely disappear-
ed from his old haunts.

London’s gaiety is, in one sense,
la: _ely kept up by the war. Men liv-
ing the hard routine of duty at the
training camps or a life of constant
danger at the front, seem to find a
complete change and rest of mind
in a frivolous show as in nothing else.
The first idea of a wounded man on
getting out of the hospital is around
of restaurants and variety halls. Of- |
ficers and enlisted men with arms in
slings and on crutches are sights too

passing notice.

Curiously enough the new dramas
based on the war, except a few spy
plays, have had no support at all and
were soon taken off. Yet a French
company, giving a series of short
plays nightly, has met a great suc-
cess because of its thrillers—tales of

light society kind have.failed to at-
tract, while thgse with real humor
and well drawn character have en-
joyed uninterrupted runs. A season
of Russian and French opera came
to an early and disastrous close, and
the popular priced evening orchestral
“proms” in Albert Hall were discon-
tinued for lack of support. Concerts
on the whole do not seem, however,
to have suffered greatly from the
war.

Fashionable life has merely trans-
formed its activities. Instead of pri-
vate affairs, society gives benefits,
ranging from gala theatrical performe-
ances with royalty present to garden
fetes. It is quite cosmopolitan, for
its object is the raising of funds not
only for British charities but for
Belgian, French, Russian, Serbian
and Italian relief funds.

While London has lost its German
and Austrian colony, it is so fillad
with Belgians that Flemish and
French signs can be seen in shop
windows all over the city. Many
French families have come over also.
Therc was a long season of French-
Belgian comedy, played by a com-
pany from Brussels with the best

Owing to the efforts of Mr. J. P.
Jaffrey, Dominion immigration Agent
at Philadelphia, American tourist
traffic through Canada is considerab.
ly increasing. Canada being at war,
a large number of Americans had the
impression that passports would be
necessary to cross the border, con-
sequently the tourist traffic, which
should be very great, as Americans
cannot spend the holidays in the
European summer haunts, has been
very light. Mr. Jaffrey has correctsd
this mistake in the minds of many
and is endeavoring to secure the co-
operation of the other immigration
officials in the United States.
~The system being used is an adver-
tisement in the press advising parties
who are contemplating a Canadian
trip to communicate with him. Mr.
Jaffrey then looks into the matter to
see if they are bona-fide tourists or
are on purely business trips and fur-
nishes them with a personal letter
of introduction to the custom officials
at the Ca_nadian border. This insures
them against any unnecessray delay,
and allows any maid or chauffeur,
who may be of German descent, and
1s accompanying the party, from be-
Ing stopped at the border, as might
ot.herwxsc be the case. Of course no
.| aliens are ‘allowed to enter in this
manner without their record being
previously examined,

A remarkable cas of anthrax,
which was apparently conveyed by a
shaving brush, was investigated at
Hammersmith’s Coroner’s Court re-
cently.

August. The disease was generally
conveyed by personal contact with
animals. The disease was caused by
the introduction of an anthrax bacil-
lus on a broken or rough surface of
the skin. It might have been coa-
veyed by means of a shaving brush,
for the hair of various animals was
used in the manufacture of shaving-
brushes.” He could not account for
the infection in any other way.

Sir,—On the anniversary of the!

' commencement of the war it appears |

to me that the. citizens of Brar_ufordi
should be given an account of the'
stewardship of the Brant Patriotic
and War Relief Association.

After the war broke out, a great
deal of thought was given as to how |
we should organize to take care o{i
the conditions created in our midst,
caused by the war. Several meetings |
were held, and after a thorough con-
sideration, it was decided that it
would be wise to have one organiz-
ation.to collect and disburse funds
for the relief of unemployment, and
to see that the dependents of the sol-
diers who had gone to the front were
properly looked after.

The Brapt Patriotic and War Re-
lief Association was organized for
the purpose, and every subscriber be-
came a member. The officers and
committees were duly elected as fol-
lows:

For the purpose of properly distri-
buting the funds received, it was de-
cided to work through two sub-or-
ganizations, viz: The Social League
for the relief of unemployment and
the Canadian Patriotic Fund, Brant-
ford Branch, for the care of the de-
pendents of soldiers gone to the
front.

The committee decided that for the
past winter, the funds collected from |
the first two calls should be equally |
divided, as the distress caused by the
sudden cessation of work was very |
acute, so that up to the present the |
funds collected have been equally di-
vided between the two sub-organiz-
ations mentioned.

Your committee will consider how
funds collected in the: future will be
disposed of, but inasmuch as the con-
ditions of employment should be
considerably improved hext winter, it
is not likely that the Social Service
League will receive the same pro-
portion as for last winter.

With the large number of Brant-
ford men who have so nobly answer-
ed the call from the front, a heavier
burden is imposed on us to care for
those whom they have left behind.

In determining the amount of as-
sistance which should be given, wide
investigation and extensive enquifies
have been made. In Montreal, Toron-
to, and most of the eastern towns it
has been estimated that a woman re-
quires an income of $30 per month
on her own account, $7.50 for a child
between the ages of ten and fifteern,
$4.50 for a child between the ages of
five and ten, and $3 for a child under
five. In families where there are more
than - three children, only $z2 per
month is allowed for each child be-
yond that number, irrespective of its
age. No family, however large, is ex-
pected to require more than $60 per
month exclusive of assigned  pay.

When the: allowance for each ‘indi-
vidual Ease ‘has been worked out  in
accordafice with this scale, all sources

We have some 350 namies -0on
list, and while in a few isolated case!
we have experienced some difficulty,
we are proud to say.that the soldiers’
wives of Brantford are the finest type
of womanhood of the country.

Persons pitne to criticise should
bear in mind that when the head of
the house leaves of his own free will
to fight for the country's cause, seri-
ous and.  onerous -obligations at once
fall upon the wife and mother, and it
is reasonable to accord these noble
women liberal treatment and condi-
tions which will tend to make their
lives as cheerful as possible.

With regard to the financial status
of the Canadian Patriotic Fund, the
Honorary Tieasurer’s statement of
March 30th, 1915 shows receipts to
that date of $3,387,172. and disburse-
ments $1,101,934, leaving a cash sur-
puls on hand of $2,285,238.

The Fund has ne record of amounts
pledged for future payment. New
branches are being formed continually
and contributions are received daily,
so that there is no doubt that the
Hecad Office Executive will be en-
abled to cariry on the work as long
as necessary.

By forming a Branch of the Fund in
Brantford, we are able to draw back
from the Head Office of the Fund the
amount necessary to make payments
to our soldiers’ wives every month ir-
respective of the amount contributed.

We ‘are at present drawing $4,000
per month and by dividing the amount
which will have been contributed for
the period of a year into monthly
payments, we find that we are- re-
ceiving ‘about twice as much as’ we
are sending in. This will be increased
as recruiting continues.

In addition to the amount contri-
buted by your Association, we have
forwarded $1,000 contributed by the
city Officials Fund. The County -of
Brant also rcimburse us for amounts
paid to soldiers’ wives resident in the
County, and this amount is in the
neighboihood of $600 per month.

Our office and administration ex-
penses are small, ' representing less
than 3 per cent of the total disburse-
ments.

There is no doubt that the Cana-
dian Patriotic Fund is, as it has been
so aptly termed by Sir H. B. Ames.
the Honorary Secretary, “A National
Benefaction”, and we are confident in
the assurance that its work has the
hearty and sincere support of the peo-
ple of Canada.

Text of the Lesson, | Kings xii:6-16.
Memory Verse, 16— Golden Text,
Prov. xvi, 18—Commentary Prepared
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

In this record of the division of the
kingdom and its cause we still see God
over all controlling and in all working,
for He has foreseen everything:from
the beginning and provided for every
so called emergency and always tells
the final outcome. This division of the
kingdom has never been healed till
this day, but it will be in His time, ac-
cording to Ezek. xxxvii, 21, 22, “I
will make them one nation in the land
upon tie mountains of Israel; and one
king shall be king to them all, and
they shall be no meore two nations,
neither shall they be divided into two
kingdoms any more at all.” -The im-
mediate cause of this division is found
in chapter xi, 9, 10, “The Lord was
angry with Solomon because his heart
was turned from the Lord God of Isra-
el, which had appeared unto him twice
and had commanded him concerning

God and disobedience to Him is back
of all trouble, as a rule, and the devil
is back of that, but the time will come
when on this earth there shall be no
more trouble, and from this earth and
this atmosphere the devil shall have
gone forever (Rev. xx, 10; xxi, 1-4;

“The Lord stirred
up an adversary unto Solomon, Hadad,
the Kdomite.” *“God stirred him up
another adversary, Rezon, the son of
Lliadah.” ‘“Thus saith the Lord, the
God of Israei, Behold I will rend the
Ljugdom out of the bhand of Solomon
and will give ten tribes to thee.” ‘“Theé
cause was from the Lord, That He
might perform His sdying, which the
Lord spake by Ahijah, the Shilonite,
unto Jeroboam, "the son of Nebat.”
“Thus saith the Lord, Ye shall not go
up nor fight against your brethren, the
c¢hildren of Israel: return every man to
his house, for this thing is from Me.”
I Kings xi, 14, 23, 31; xii, 15, 24).
Even the devil cannot touch a child of
(iod without God's permission, as we
see in the case of Job and of Simon
Peler.

Tle beliecver who aims to walk with
God in hunility and obedience may
live in continual peace and quietness,
assured that ail things are God’s best
for him and that no real evil can ever
befali him. Rut if there is disobedi-
ence or wilifulness God will in love
and wisdom chasten for our good. *Sol-
omon being dead, Rehoboam, his son,
reigned in his stead, all Israel having
made him king at Shechem (xii, 1; I
Chron. X, 1). When Jeroboam heard
in Egypt that Solomon was dead he
returned and, with a deputation, wait-
ed upon Rehoboam with a request that
he would lighten e burdens which
his father's magnificent reign had
caused to be placed upon them. He
asked for three days to consider their
request, and meantime he consulted
first with the old men and then with
his young men. The former advised
moderation and that he speak kindly
fg the people, but the latter advised
increased severity. So when the third
day came and Jeroboam and the peo-
ple came again for his reply he spake
to them as the young men had advised,
for the Lord was by their evil counsel
working out His purpose (rerse 15), as
He also wrought by the counsel of
Hushai, which was evil toward Absa-
lom, to overthrow him. “The counsel
of the Lord standeth forever, the
thoughts of his heart to all genera-
tions,” but all other counsel or device
He bringeth to nought (Ps. xxxiii, 10,
11). “Whatsoever the Lord pleased
that did He in heaven and in earth, in
the seas and all deep places” (Ps.
exxxv, 6).

However people may associate them-
selves against Him or take counsel to-
gether against His people, .all shall be
broken to pieces and come to nought.
(Iga. viii, 9, 10). For “the Lord of
hosts hath sworn, saying, Surely as I
have thought, so shall it come to pass;
and as I bave purposed, so shall it
stand.” (Isa. xiv, 24). He maketh the
wrath of man to praise Him, and the
remainder He restrains. He saith to
the sea, *“Hitherto shalt thou come, but
no further; and here shall thy proud
waveg be stayed.” (Ps. Ixxiv, 10; Job
xxxviiy 11). If our hearts are whole
toward Him He will hold strongly
witk us and cause others to see and
know that He is with us; but if we
are self willed and rely on human wis-
dom He will work against us and
overthrow us, though He may bear
fong with us. He has a purpose for
every individual life of His redeemed,
as well as for the church, which Is
dis body, and for His people Israel
and for all nations; and He will ac-
tomplish His purpose through His will-
ing people individually and collectively.
We never heard of anything so great
as the 1ove of God.
