the Dobrudja. announced by Berlin 
last night, places the important town 
of Galatz, 12 miles north of Braila, 
in a perilous position that makes its 
capture inevitable. The troops of the 
Danube army are driving towards It 
from the south, while tlie Bulgars 
and Turks are advancing on tlie town 
from the northwest corner 
Dobrudja. Already Galatz is believed 
to be under the fire of the Bulgarian 
artillery from the opposite bank of 
the Danube.

How Are Russians Affected?

Mew York, Jan. (i.—1The possibil­
ity that Les Darcy, the Australian 
middleweight, and Georges Carpen­
tier, the French heavyweight, 
meet in an American ring in 
near future makes a comparison of 
their pugilistic careers of more than 
ordinary interest. Should events so 
shape themselves that the 
boxer and the fighter from “Down 
Under" i ace in the roped arena Car­
pentier will have the advantage in 
weight, height and reach.

Darcy is strictly a middleweight, 
while the Frenchman in 1914 was a 
light heavyweight. The Australian 
lias never entered the ring over 109 
pounds, while Carpentiev’s fighting 
weight two years ago was fully ten 
to fifteen pounds above these figures. 
It is reasonable to assume that he 
has gained additional poundage in 
the period he has served with the 
French Array.

There will also be a difference of 
between four and five inches in the 
height of the two pugilists with 
the advantage resting with Carpen­
tier. The physical statistics of the 
boxers show that Darcy’s reach is 
not quite as great as that of the 
French ring idol but so far as can 
he judged by results there is little 
difference in the hitting powers of 
the two pugilists when allowance is 
made for the variance in weight.

task. Neither should it be governed 
by the common laws of labor. Noth­
ing short of 100 per cent, efficiency is 
accepted in the finished product. 
Consequently 100 per cent, efficiency 
is required of the worker. This 100 
per cent efficiency implies more than 
physical obligation to do so mudh 
work for so much money. It means 
doing all that ohe is capable of do­
ing in the period of time one is at 
work. It is not sufficient to be sat­
isfied to do a little work and get a 
little pay for it. The space occu­
pied and machinery used by the slow 
or easy-going worker would better 
be given up to a speedy worker, so 
that the speedy workei* might do 
more and earn more. The obligation 
upon the munitions' worker is to 
turn out the, greatest 
amount of work within the time al- 
loted. The worker owes a duty to 
the soldier that is beyond all money 
consideration.

Instrument at Dodge Brothers Plant 
Has Lifting Power of 100,- 

OOO Pounds.
Recent. Panama Canal pictures 

show an 80,000 pound rock being 
hoisted on a flat car by a gigantic 
derrick, establishing a record for lift­
ing dead weight. At the plant of 
Dodge Brothers, Detroit, is a testing 
machine that excells this derrick. It 
is known as the Universal testing ma­
chine, and is one of the most im­
portant of the many vital instru­
ments of a like nature in the Dodge 
Brothers physical laboratories. It 
has a direct capacity of 100,000 
pounds. Through lever arms it is 
capable of exerting an almost ines­
timable power. To make it a trifle 
more graphic, it may be stated that 
1000,000,000 pounds come within 
the range of “inestimable.”

A simple comparison with an or­
dinary crow-bar may give the imag­
ination a better grasp on weights 
and figures of such tremendous pro­
portions. With the aid of a crow-bar 
objects can be raised which would 
not yield an inch to a direct appli­
cation of a man’s strength. Similarly 
the huge testing machine with a di­
rect force of 50 tons, would be able 
to actually push a concrete pillar in 
a factory building straight through 
the roof, provided a suitable ful­
crum and lever arrangement could be 
made.

The machine is used for tension, 
compression, shear, transmission and 
sometimes torsion tests, the last 
three named requiring special fix­
tures. It will press a steel pin 
through a gear in a twinkling; it. 
will tie knots in shafts or axles; it 
will tear a started chain into two 
pieces, determining the weakest 
point and recording at the same time 
the exact amount of force applied. 
There are dozens of other equally re­
markable things. Among the parts 
regularly tested by this method, be­
sides the starter chain, are wheels, 
holts, front axles, front axle spindles, 
and ball bearings. Despite the great 
power required of this machine, 
it is also called upon for numerous 
delicate operations. For instance 
while a pulling force is being applied 
to an object, a needle records the 
progress of the test on a chart, so 
that a complete record of the opera­
tion is available. The operator can­
not make a mistake with the scales, 
for a hell rings the moment the beam 
is not properly balanced.

A Wonderful
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The Use of Liquor Shown to 
Affect Accuracy of Aim

(Associated Press.)
Munich, Germany, Jan. 6.—Tests 

recently conducted by the Bavarian 
ministry of war upon the effect of 
alcohol on marksmanship were 
tied out by twenty marksmen on 
twenty test days, the total number 
of shots fired being over 80,000. The 
results showed, according to 
Dr. Kraeplin, whose report on the 
subject is reprinted in the Militar> 
Weekly, an average falling off in 
marksmanship of about three per 
cent as the result of the consumption 
of forty grams of alcohol, corres­
ponding roughly to the amount, con- 
litined in a liter of beer. The effect 
was most perceptible twenty-five to 
thirty minutes alter absorbing thr 
alcohol. Most of the marksmen shot 
even worse than the average, sev­
eral of them eight, ten and even 
twelve per cent, worse. One of the 
amusing sidelights on the tests was 
that several of the riflemen insisted 
not only that they could, but actual­
ly were shooting better after getting 
the spirits, while in reality their 
marksmanship hud fallen off as 
much as ten per cent.

Tokio, Jan. 6.— (Correspondence 
of The Associated Press l—The Nip­
pon Yuscn Kaisha, Japan’s largest 
steamship company, lias concluded 
an agreement with the South Ameri­
can Emigration Union for the trans 
portation of 20,000 Japanese emi­
grants to South America within four 
years 1'rotu 1017. : The company lias 
also decided to open a regular quar­
terly service between Japan and 
South America with ships of about 
6,000 tons each. They will proceed 
by way of South Africa, but the 
homeward bound route has nbt been 
selected.

Baron Hondo, president of the 
company, which has just declared a 
dividend of 28 per cent, issues a 
warning that the current shipping 
boom will be greatly changed after 
the war when all the ships now used 
as military transports return to the 
carrying trade. In the meantime ha 
declared the great increase in the 
cost of coal and other necessities 
would cut heavily into shipping pro­

German prisons are doubtless bad 
enough, but for anything the world 
has yet heard to the contrary, Libby 
and Andersonviile hold the record 
for atrocity.

Some of them who had been 
able to hide their money when 
searched, bought from the guards 
pies as large as an ordinary saucer 
for $1 each. The greatest secerecy 
was necessary in order to get the 
money to the guard. When the latter 
delivered the goods he threw the 
dainty in the general direction of the 
purchasers. Often the prisoners 
fought like animals for the prize and 
Col. Miller says that he was often 
seen the rightful owner, when cheat­
ed out of his due by a stronger man 
weep like a child.

Ex-Premier Venizelos lias lived in ed. Nevertheless they made them­

selves so very unpleasant for every 
one that Crete was Anally admitted 
as an integral part of the Grecian 
state. Prince George, a brother of 
the present King Constantine, was 
sent to Cr< tv as governor-general, 
but al'tei a time Venizelos expelled 
him.

"We have only the most loyal feel­
ings towards Prince George and the 
whole royal family,” he explained at 
that time, "and we want George to 
stay. All we ask is that he do as he 
is told.”

That fairly expresses Venizelos’ 
present feelings toward King Con­
stantine.

The more recent history of M. 
Venizelos is fairly well known. He 
was taken up by the Military league 
and might have made himself the 
dictator of Greece—except that the 
powers never favor dictators—but 
did take over the prime ministry. In 
five years he almost rebuilt Greece. 
He crushed a little of the graft that 
the state reeks with, bettered the 
laws, cleaned the administration of 
justice and started the state in the 
path of modernity. Naturally enough 
he has been in almost constant fric­
tion with King Constantine. The lat­
ter is a strong and positive char­
acter, and if he lacks certain of the 
essentially great qualities of Veni- 

”Sometimes the zelos he is tremendously popular as 
the hero of the latest Balkan war. 
Each felt that the other was a rival 
in the limelight. The king has push­
ed Venizelos out for the present.

Those who know Venizelos best 
say that he is absolutely unselfish 
and unworldly. He seeks power con­
tinually, but it is because experience 
has shown that he is the one man in 
the present state who does use it 
to best advantage. It is said of him 

Venizelos that, he is surrounded by mediocrities 
and this is probably true. It is also 
pointed out that his chief aides of a 
few years ago are almost without 
exception his enemies to-day.

“Venizelos is too hard a leader,’ 
is the comment of one man who 
knows him very well. *' 
his followers to give up everything, 
obey everything, do everything, and 
find their reward in a conviction that 
they have been serving the country.

Some Ineresing experiences fall o 
the lot of the Canadian Patroitic 
Fund Committee that looks after 
soldiers’ insurance.

It has been hard in many cases to 
bring the soldiers’ wives to see the 
necessity ol keeping up the insur­
ance, and only through constant ef­
fort and interest do the officers pre­
vent policies from lapsing.

In these four gospel portraits or

mately. This gospel Is certainly the 
eagle gospel, as the others are sugges 
tlve of the other faces of the cherubim, 
the lion, the ox and the man.

I often think of and quote these 
lines: “The Scriptures and the Lord 
bear one most holy name; the written 
and the Living Word are in all things 
the same. Then the word of any one, 
If sincere, is the utterance of the heart, 
and In Him we see and know the heart 
of God the Father. As Creator He Is 
too far above us to be known by us, 
but when we see Him in human fsrm, 
the Word made flesh (verse 14), then 
He comes near to us In such a way 
that we may know Him. Though no 
man hath seen God at any time, any 
believer can see Him In the only be­
gotten Son (verse 18). Those of whom 
It is written In Ex. xxiv, 11, "They saw 
God and did eat and drink,” saw not 
the Father, but the Son, whose goings 
forth have been from the days of eter­
nity (Mlcah. v, 2, margin). So was It 
also with Abraham, and Jacob, and 
Moses, and Joshua, and Gideon, and 
Manoah, and Job, and Isaiah, and Dan­
iel.

Not only Is He God the Creator, hut
