CANNOT CLOSE STREET

Chairman of Railway Commission
States Municipal Council Can-
not Close Street.

FORT WILLIAM, Ont., July 9.—
During the session here today of the
raflway commission Judge Killam
chairman of the commission made the
important statement that municipal
council has no right to close up af
street, and further that the railway
commission is the only body that has
such power. The question arose over
the dispute between the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway ‘and the Grand Trunk
Pacific over the right to use Hard-
isty street in this city. By a vote of
the people the Grand Trunk Pacific
was given the right to use Hardisty
street which parallels the Canadian
Peacific Railway through the whole
the whole length of the city and if
the right granted by the people is car-
ried out the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way would be shut off by a track of
a rival company running between the
city and its principal works.

MISSIONED BY HAYWO00D TO
KILL BRADLEY.

BOISE, July 9—The reading of|
the deposition taken in San Francis-
co in connection with the explosion
at the residence of Fred Bradley,
whom Orchard swears he twice at-
tempted to assassinate. Today one of
the closing features on the side of the

wood accused of the murder of Frank
Steunenburg. By the state the Brad-
ley incident is looked upon as one of
the most important features of their
case in the support of Orchard’s
story.

The defence all along has maintain-
ed that the attempt to poison Bradley
and his whole household, and the ex-
plosion at his house, whiich Orchard
said was caused by a bomb placed
by him, are a fabrication. Orchard
says that he was commissioned by
Haywood to go to San Francisco and
kill Bradley who had been a consist-
ent enemy to organized labor.

Bradley was terribly mangled but
recovered. Shortly after the explos-
:ion the owner of the house sued the
company for dajmages and got a judg-
ment because of an escai)e of gas
which it was claimed caused the ex-
plosion. Bradley still maintains his
belief that the explosion was caused
by gas. It is not likely that he will
go on the stand before tomorrow.

His testimony will take one day
and on Thursday Haywood will be
called. His examination will take up
the remainder of the week and the
state’s rebuttal is hardly looked for
before Monday.

NEW YORK WORLD SAYS 'PHONE
AND TYPEWRITER HAVE
SPOILED CIVILITY.

Health Commissioner Darlington of
New York, has his telephone discon-
nected at night. He found that there
were too many people who woke him
up on the theory that he was a uni-
versal complafnt bureau. Instead of
writing a formal complaint and send
ing it by mail to the office, it ,was
easier to work off the spell of sudjen,
wrath by calling the commissioner up
on the telephone at his house.

Dr. Darlington is not the ¢'nly man
who has to safeguard himself against
the annoyances which the telephone
has brought into modern life. It is as
big a nuisance as it Jis a convelnience.
Welcome as it was at first, the time
has come when some systematic
method must be devised for checking
the nuisances which the abuse of the
telephone breeds.

‘A talk
is al'ways more effective where the

harmonius,

certain purposes. It is a convenient
way to make appointments. It is a
substitute for the telegraph. It is the
quickest way to get the doctor.

But the man who invents an ad-
justable telephone padlock will make

SO much as
broached. Mgr. Langevin’s time was
completely taken up with parish
matters and private consultations
about the spiritual needs of parish-
joners. Thus not one word of the
foregoing Standard article, S0 far as
it concerns the Archbishop of St.
Boniface, is true. ~The running of
Catholic candidate§ was not the
cause of.His Grace’s visit to Regina.
There was no ‘meeting’ of the most
energetic of the agents of the Ct;nrch
and, therefore, there was no decision
by that imaginary meeting ‘to place
Roman Catholic candidates in nomin-
ation at the next parochial election,
with a view to establishing a third
party in the province which shall
be devoted to the interests of the
Churck.’

OVER-CAPITALISATION

One -of the most interesting ana
important discussions at the recent
boards of trade convention at Prince
Albert dealt with the question of the
watering of stocks of companies op-
erating public facilities, and a reso-
lution was passed calling for legis-
lation to prevent such watering. The
Toronto News dealing with this sub-
ject in a recent editorial drew atten-
tion to the movement now afoot in
the States against what is admitted-
ly a great evil In part the News
said:

“It has been often pointed out
that many franchise-holding com-
panies have constructed and equip-
ped their properties from the pro-
ceeds of bond sales, and then issued
millions of dollars of common stock;
that this stock, representing noth-
ing, has gradually passed into the
hands of outside purchasers; and
that thereafter rates are kept high
and the character of the service ne-
glected in order that good dividends
may be earned for the shareholders.
Over-capitalisation once having been
permitted, the community cannot in-
terfere, inasmuch as the small in-
vestors, into whose hands the se-
curities have passed, have the right
to demand a fair return on their
money.

FACTS AND MR. McCAUSLAND

e

Magistrate W. McCausland has
seen fit through the columns of The
Standard to take up the cudgels on
behalf of Chief of Police Harwood,
describing the article upon the city
police which apeared in yesterday’s
Morning Leader as being ‘‘entirely
uncalled for” and “published with
exceedingly bad taste.”” Mr. Mec-
Causland, if correctly reported by
The Standard, goes on further to
state that “the insinuations made by
The Leader are without foundation
in fact whatever.”

As our veracity has thus been im-
pugned by a gentleman who claims
that “‘no man is in a beter position
than he is to know how the police
carry out their duties,” we return
once again to the subject of yester-
day’s article. One of the ‘““insinua-
tions” made by The Leader yester-
day was to the_?f!ect that one of
shrore members of the city police had
been or were receiving pay from the
C. P. R. Mr. McCausland says that
“insinuation” is “without -founda-
tion in fact.” While yesterday Wwe
merely mentioned the fact that a re-
port . was in circulation charging
certain of the police force with re-
ceiving monies from the C. P. R,
we now make the straight and de-
finite charge 'that members of the
force have been in the pay of the
C. P. R. Perhaps Mr. McCausland
considers this a desi_rable state of
things to have existing in our city,
but. we venture to think that to
most people it will appear as noth-
ing short of a grave scandal.
Another of' The Leader’s ‘insinu-
ations” was to the effect that when
it was recently necessary to dis-
charge a member of the force, it was
not -until His Worship the Mayor
torced dis hand that Chief Harwood
took action in the matter. If Mr.
McCausland had gone to the trouble
of examining the records of the City
Council in this matter he would per-
haps have hesitated before denying
the accuracy of our statement.

Whatever Mr. McCausland may be
in the habit of doing in his magis-
terial capacity, The Leader is not in
the custom of making serious charges
against any man without being in
possession of evidence in support of
these charges. We have made what
is admittedly a = grave indictment
against the manner in which the
police department is administered in
this eity under Chief Harwood, every
word of which we are prepared to
substantiate.

MAGISTRATES, POLICE AND DIS-
CRETIONARY POWERS

In discharging what we believed to
be our duty as a newspaper we yes-
terday spoke plainly on the city po-
Hee force and the peculiar methods
by which it appears to be goverl'xed.
We had no quarrel with anybody,
nor were we seeking to create any
controversy.

Commenting on the action of

and in seeing that they are properly
observed. In this sense he is “but
a machine.” We say most emphatiec-
Ally that he has not discretionary
powers in the enforcement or non-
enforcement of the law. To give
cuch powers to the police would be
to open wide the door to a thousand
abuses,—abuses which it has taken
centuries to correct and safeguard
against and the removal of which
has resulted in the liberty we en-
joy today. What right has a chief
of police to arbitrarily say the law
shall be enforced in one instance
and not in another? What right has
he to make fish of one and flesh of
another?

The Leader knows that a judge, a
police magistrate or justice of the
pedce has discretionary powers. but
if Mr. McCausland has taken it upon
himself to transfer any of those
powers upon Chief Harwood he has
exceeded his authority, and has ap-
parently been the means of creating
the condition against which The
Leader yesterday -and again today
raises a vigorous protest.

QUALIFICATIONS OF SCHOOL IN-
SPECTORS.

In referring to the statement made
by Premier Scott at the big banquet
here, that just as soon as the Govern-
ment could place their hands on a
Roman Catholic with the technical
qualifications and knowledge of our
conditions requirgd they would try
and secure him for the staff of school
inspectors, the Battleford Herald re-
marks:

“Surely Mr. Scott doesn’t mean to

insinuate that there is Do Roman
Catholic with sufficient education
and ability to fill the position of
school insuector.’

The Herald is apparently in ignor-
ance of the requirements of the De-
partment of Education which must
be met before any man is eligible for
appointment as 2a school inspector.
For many years past the Department
has strictly adhered to the rule that
no man not 2a university graduate
should be appointed as an inspector.
It further requires that such gradu-
ate should first have served as a
teacher in the province and thus be
thoroughly familiar with our con-
ditions and be versed in our school
laws, regulations and courses of
study. What Mr. Scott stated was
that there was not a man of the
Roman Catholic faith in Saskatche-
wan who possessed these qualifica-
tions and was available for appoint-
ment as a school inspector.

Years ago Mr. Haultain, when he
was commissioner of education, made
a promise to Archbiszhop Langevin to
appoint a Roman Catholic inspector,
but he was unable to find a man with
the necessary qualifications in the
Territories We believe he even en-
deavored to secure such a man in
Eastern Carada, but those who did
possess the qualiﬁcatidn of being
university graduates were not at-
tracted by the salary which was then
paid to inspectors. Mr. Scott has
now publicly stated ‘“‘that just as
“goon as we can place our hands on
«g ‘Roman Catholic with the techni-
«cal qualifications and knowledge of
“our condjtions required we will try
“to secure him tor.our staff of In-
“gpectors.” And even his bitterest
political enemy will not say that
Mr. Scott does not keep his promises.

BOISE, Idaho, July 8§.—The at-
torneys- for Wm.

GETTING BUSY

PROVISIONS OF HEALTH BY-LAW
393 TO BE PUT IN FORCE
IMMEDIATELY.

From Tuesday Morning’s Leader.
The city health department are
this week distributing thrqughout the
ciy a number of notices calling the
attention of ratepayers to certain
provisions of the new health bylaw
which it is intended to enforce forth-
with. The most. important- of the
notices issued deals with sections
102, 107, 108 and 109 of the bylaw,
dealing with the compulsory con-
nection of all buildings with the
water and sewerage systems wherever
such buildings abut wupon streets
served by those systems and the
abolition of box and pit closets.
Under section 102, upon failure to"
make water and sewerage connec-
tions, the Health Officer “may close
the premises affected until such time
as the necessary —conmections are
made. - Thirty days constitute the
period within which the bylaw in
this respect must be complied with,
after which time property owners
who have failed to comply with the
bylaw will be liable to prosecution.
For premises where the water and
sewerage systems are not at present
available, the bylaw provides that
pit closets shall be installed—box
closets are absolutely]prohibited. The
pit closets have to be in accordance
with specifications laid down in the
bylaw, the pits being lined ~with
brick laid in cement with a floor of
cement at least six inches in thick-
ness 80 a8 to be impervious to water.
Thirty days are given within which
the bylaw in respect of this portion
its provisions must be complied with.
A third notice issued by the Health
Department deals with the ‘disposal
of household refuse. Metallic ves-
sels of galvanized iron, of a pattern
approved by the department, have to
be provided for the disposal of gar-
bage. Liquid refuse has to be kept
separately and where there are sew-
erage connections must be disposed
of through the sewers. Ashes also,

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NSURANGE MEN O
FBHT LICENSE

Underwriters Decide to Refuse to
Pay $10 Licence
Fee

(From Monday’s Morning Leader.)

At the regular monthly meeting of
the Saskatchewan branch of the
Dominion Life Underwriters Associa-
tion held on Saturday evening, ac-
tion was taken to resist the payment
of the license fee on insurance agents
gr;posed recently by the City Coun-

A report was made by a sub-com-
mittee, consisting of the President,
Mr. C. C. Knight, and the Vice Pre-
sident, Mr. J. J. H. Young, which had
been appointed at the last meeting
to obtain legal advice on this ques-
tion. The substance of the report
‘was -that the City Council had no
power to impose such a license. The
companies are protected from any
such imposition on the part of ar
municipal corporation under the bill
passed at the recent session of the
Provincial Legislature entitled “An
Act respecting the Taxation of Cor-
porations.”

After listening to the report and
discussing various phases of the ques-
tion, a resolution was unanimously
adopted to resist the collection of
such a tax imposed by any municipal
corporation fn the province, and to
place the services of the Associa-
tion’s solicitor at the disposal of any
member who may be called upon to
pay the tax in Regina or a similar
tax elsewhere. It was reported that
one other municipality had decided
to collect a tax on any one solcitjng
insurance in the town.

During the discussion it' was
brought out that similar attempts to
impose such a tax had been made by
towns and villages in Alberta, but
the Life Underwriters Association
there had fought the matter to a suc
cessful issue. The officers of the Al-
berta association submitted to arrest
on more than one occasion but con-
sistently refused to pay a license fee

Mr. Norman Mackenzie, K.C., of
the firm of Messrs. Mackenzie, Brown
and Thom, was chosen as solicitor for
the association.

The insurance managers who have
decided on Regina as their head-
quarters for Saskatchewan regard
this proposed license fee as a purely
dseriminatory tax. In some cases, it
was shown, that the bill had been
rendered to the company and in
others to the managers personally.
Since all the companies must be
licensed by the Dominion govern-
ment and also by the government ot
each province in which they operate
it was regarded as a grim joke that
they must also seek the license of the
city of Regina, while such cities as
Toronto; Montreal and Winnipeg
are content to accepf the government
license. :

They contend that the managers
of the life insurance companies b2
to pay their taxes the same as other
citizens om property, income or on
floor space, and object to being call-
ed upon for a special tax, because
they considered Regina a convenient
the provincial
branches of their companies.

Preparations were made to send a
large delegation to Toronto in August
to attend the convention of the Can-
adian Life Underwriters Association
and also the International Life Un-
derwriters Association which will be
held on subsequent days. Mr. C. C.
Knight, the president, was nominat-
ed as Saskatchewan’s delegate to the
International convention.

Mr. J. B. H. Young read a thought-
ful paper on the draft insurance bill
submitted by the Royal Commission
on Insurance and the paper was
thoughtfully discussed.

OTTAWA, July 8.—The rail-
way commission issued an order
today providing that there must
be a fire extinguisher at either
end of each passenger coach. It
must be approved by the board
and re-charged every three
months.

“What are the elemental traits of
the Scot There are many, I confess,
but two are prominent; an inexting-
uishable love of liberty, both ciyil and
religious, arll a passion for education.

“Long before the days of Bannock-
burn, even before Wallace or Bruce,
imbedded in the Scotsman lay the in-
stinet of freedom and independence.
He was born to be neither slave nor
sycophant; he was bord to be free;
he was educated to be free by his re-
ligion—because we all know that from
the detys of Knox arid «Melville the
Church of Scotland, which sprang
from the people, has always  been,
through all the crisis of"Scottish his-
tory, a most powerful advocate of the
cause of the people.

“Sir, education is, after’ religion,
the greatest blessing of a country. In
Scotland education is co-existent with
religion, and if the name and memory
of John Knox are immortal, it is not
only because of his ecclesiastical ser-
vices, but pre-eminently because he
was the founder ‘of that méagnificent
system of public schools, which un-
questionably is responsible for the
leading part played in the worlld by
the Scottish race.

“8ir, it is a remarkable fact, but
there is no illiteracy in Scotland. One
might be challenged to produce a
Scotsman who cannot read, write  or
cypher. It has beéen truly said that a
Scot maty starve—but rear his child-
ren in ignorance he. will not! With
his religious frame of mind, with his
knowledge of that Book of books—the
Bible—the Scot has developeld to be
conscientious in the discharge of his
duties, frugal, shrewd, prudent and
peaceable.

“For one who observes the national
characteristics of the Scottish race, it
is remarkable to notice what striking
resemblance there is between the in-
dividual and Scotland herself. Your
native land has the wild, barren, stern
crags and mountain peaks around
which the tempest blow—and also the
smiling valleys below and the bab’
bling burns. So the Scotsman with
his  power of concentration and hard
intellect in his head above, has a
heart below capable of being touched
by-the finest issues.

“Yes, Mr. Chairman, with his Cel-
tic heart, a Scot is above all sentimen-
tal, fond of home ties. Poetry, song,
romance and ballejds are part of his
very nature. In this, as in many other
respects, he is not unlike the French-
man.

“Fortunate, indeed, has been Scot-
land in its national literature. - Who
would not be proud of your . beloved
Burns, the very incarnmation of Demo-
cratic Scotland, whose matchless songs
have been re-echoed from one contin-
ent to the other? Who wWould not ad-
mire your great Walter Scott, a veri-
table worljd of poetry, romance and
chivalry in himself?

“What, then, of your old ballads,
that have kept burning the fires of

higher spheres. It would be com-
monplace to dilate on the glory of a
Burns, of Walter Scott, a Macaulay,
rames which will shine as long as
the world lasts. It is a well-known
fact that in the field of philosophic
and scientific research, the scientists
of the Edinburgh, Glasgow and St.
Andrew’s university enjoy a world-
wide reputation for their discoveries.

“Where can you find in any coun-
try men more distinguished in their
specialties than MaclIntosh, of natural
history fame; than Ramsay, the emi-
nent chemist; than Tait, Geikie, and
Thomson. Who is not familiar with
the renown of Lord Kelvin, to whom
the University of Paris thought fit in
1896 to present an address, in which
it was said: looking into the great
laws of nature and the principles of|
nafural philosophy, you have endeav-
ored, in explaining physical problems,
to rise as high as human intelligence
can reach.

THE SCOTS IN CANADA.

“Gentlemen, this list of illustrious
countrymen of yours could easily be
made longer, but I must not trespass
upon your time; still I cannot pass
over prominent Scotch names in Ca-
ada, if it is only to mention them. In
politics and in business, they stand
first among the builders of this coun-
try.

In the early days of English Can-
ada, the boundaries of the two pro-
vinces could not offer a field. wide
enough for their energetic activity.
They, with French-Canadians as their
aids, invaded the North-West to cap-
ture the fur trade, with the Macken-
zies, the MacTavishes, Simpson at
ther head, and even Lord Selkirk in
his unfortunate venture, an except-
ion to the general Scotch success.

Having mentioned Mackenzie’s
name, it is but due to his memory to
say that he was the first Canadian to
see the Pacific Ocean from the Rock-
ies. It was his glory, so to say, te
fix towards the West, the limit of Ca-
nada discovered on the East by a
Frenchman.

“It is almost useless to recall here
the names of such illustrious states-
men as Macdonald and Mackenzie.
Let me gay that here in Montreal, it
is impossible to speak of the progress
of our e¢ity without mentioning the
names of Scotchmen, the Allans, the
Youngs, the Stevensons of . Victoria
bridge fame, the Donald Smiths, the
Stephens, The first Canadians called
to the House .of Lords. But all this
is so familiar to you that a mere men-
tion will recall their merit.

Tdorway’s Cathedral
by the Arctic Circle

When King Haakon VII was
crowned in the Cathedral of Trond-
hjem, the ancient capital of his new
kingdom, the nave of that magnifi-
cent building was as it is now, cover-
ed in by rough planks of wood. From
the interior it was necessary to clear
out an army of architects, modellers,
sculptors, stonemasons and builders,
for the Cathedral has for many years
past been undergoing such recon-
struetion as, in regard to some of
its portions, amounts to rebuilding.
It will probably be such a restoration
as will satisfy even those to whom
almost all restoration is abominable.
The work done so far, says the Lon-
don Times, has been carried out in
a spirit of high reverence for the
past under the superintendence of
Herr Christie, the most eminent of
Norwegian architects, who is devot-
ing his life to what Prof. Deitrichson
of Christiania University, calls ‘“‘Nor-
way’s noblest monument, the coun-
try’s sacred treasure, the crown and
glory of its architecture.” It was in
1869 that the present restoration
was begun. It has continued pro-
ceeding since that year, and is ex-
pected to reach completion in 1914,
when Norway will celebrate the hun-
dreth anniversary of its restored in-
dependence. The amount of money
expended will reach at least 6,000,-
000 kromer (£ 333,000).

Trondhjem, with its 40,000 inhab-
itants not far from the outer rim of
the Arctic Circle is a strange place
in which to find one of the most re-
markable of the Cathedrals of Eur-
ope. But then, 2 great part ot
Europe helped in the building of
this magnificent monument to ODe
who was held to be hero, miracle-
worker, martyr and saint.  There
were churches dedicated to St. Qlaf
in Novgorod and in Constantinople,
in Bsthland and Ireland, in England
and Germany. 1n London there were
four churches of St. Olave two of
which still remain. At Trondhjem,
then called Nidaros, “the mouth of
the Ouse,”’ the Cathedral rose above
King Olaf’s shrine ‘and on the very
spot where his body had been hid-
den after his last disastrous fight
against Canute, who had added the
Crown of Norway to those of Den-
mark and England. To Olaf’s shrine
and Olaf’s well, which is embedded
within the Cathedral walls, came
pilgrims from all parts of KEurope,
brnging their gifts with them. By
the side of a small church there grew
up a larger one, and round the large.
one a great gruciform Cathedral,
notable even re for its architec-
tural splendor of detail than for its
magnificence of size.

By the year 1300 the church was
complete and was the wonder Of
Norway. It was 324 feet long with
a great central tower, three other
towers of smaller dimensions au.
many turrets and pinnacles. There
were 316 windows 3,360 pillars, and
thirty-five altars, all richly decorated
and adorned. On the capitals of
the columns weird and exquisite
architectural fancies were lavished.
The general effect was perhaps, one
of the over decoration. The orna-
mentation of the capitals is very
deeply cut. Quaint heads are mingl-
ed with floral designs, and the spirit
of the maker of comic gargoyles as-
serts itself here and there.

The present restoration is one of
many, for the Cathedral has had ex-
ceeding bad fortune. It was three
times on fire between 1328 and 1531.
1t was plundered in 1537, the silver
shrine of St. Olaf being carried off
to Copenhagen. When the Swedes
captured Trondjhem, in 1584, they
stabled their horses in the Cathedral
and buried Olaf’s body in a far away
é¢ountry church. There were fir-
again in° 1702 and 1719; and the
repairing was then done in a slip-
shod and irreverent fashion, capitals,
columns tracery being used as ordin-
ary building material arches being
obscured by mew stone work, the
nave left in ruins, the aisles shut
off from the chancel, the walls dis-
figured by tiers of wooden boxes used
as pews. This was the condition of
Trondhjem Cathedral when the re-
storation was begun in 1869.

The work has now been carried
very far. Practically everything is
completed but the nave, which has
been carried up to something like
two-thirds of what will-be its final
height. Everything has been exactly
restoreds Nothing has been changed,
go far as can be discovered, or will
be. Te building is to be in 1914
just as it was in 1300. To this end
not only the best architectural, but
the best workmanly skill has been
employed. Every fragment of th
old building has been used where
that was possible, and in the case
of what was ruined bevond repair
careful casts' have been made, and
the whole restored from these and
from suggestions in the unini
work. The material employed is a

curious blue soapstone found in th-

KILLED AND INJURE

UNITED STATES CONTRIBUTES
ITS USUAL LIST OF INDEPEN-
DENCE DAY CASUALITIES.

NEW YORK, July 4.—Indepen-
dence Day was largely celebrated in
New York. The weather was fine
and thousands visited the amusement
parks and sporting events. Up to
a late hour the police state that sev-
en lives were lost and that half a
dozen others were dying and that
hundreds of others were being treat-
ed in th hospital for injuries.

NEW YORK, July 4 —Sacrifice of
life by reckless celebrators of the 4th
of July began today with the acci-
dental shooting of an Italian woman by
her nephew, who, stricken with re-
morse at the death of his aunt, shot
and instantly killed herself. Mrs. Al-
fonso Aucarino. the wife of a retired
Italian contractor, living in the Bronx,
and Arthur Cararo, aged 19, were the
vietims of a tragedy. Cararo was am-
using himself by ishooting at the brick
wall of the yard around his house and
flower beds and pavement. Mrs. Auc-
arino stood nearby watching him,
when one of the bullets glanced from
the pavement and struck her over the
right eye, penetrating the brain and
causing instant death.

Numberless accidental injuries were
recorded as an outcome of the careless
use of explosives. The use by Italians
of revolvers loaded with ball cart-
ridges instead of blanks was account-
able for a number of injuries.

UTICA, N. Y., July 4.—While cele-
brating the Fourth at Yorkville, a
suburb of this city, at an early hour
this morning a number of Poles be-
gan fighting, with the result that
two men are dead. The fight start-
ed in a saloon, but the men were
thrown out and the scrap was con-
tinued on the river bank. .Two of
the men, Joef Gelsoski and Joseph
Szeszeh, were knocked into the river
and were drowned.

CHICAGO, Ill., July 5.—The Tribune
today says that 37 men, women and
children are dead, and 2,153 are maim-
ed, lacerated or burned, as the result
of yesterdsy’s excess of patriotism in
the United States. The roster of the
dead is four more than last year’s
mortality. A year ago 33 persons
were dead the morning after the
tourtn, Untortunately the death roll
will increase day by day, and even the
late days of August will witness addi-
tions to it. Tetanus, that grim after-
math of gun powder wounds, claims
its victims by scores, and even by hun-
dreds for weeks after the fourth.®

New York leads all the cities of the
United States in the number of in-
jured, with Pittsburg a ‘close second
in the grim race.

The total number of injured, 2.153
is under last year’s figures, which
were 2,789.

wigures show that this Jyear, at
least, most of the casualties were due
to carelessness in handling fire crack-
ers, and other forms of ‘“harmless ex-
plosives.” The victims of gun powder
this year stand second in number, but
snow a marked decrease ifrom last
year’s figures.

The crusade against the deadly toy
pistols seems to be bearing fruit, as this
year only 205 victims are reported as
against 304 last year.

A MOTOR CAR IN
THE ANTARCTIC

BRITISE PARTY’S DASH TO THE
SOUTH POLE—FOUR MILLION
SQUARE MILES AWAITING
EXPLORATION.

Preparations are rapidly advancing
for the dash by motor car to the South
Pole upon which Lieut. Shackleton is
intent.

i'ne lleutenantit Wil be remembereda
took part in the famous voyage of dis-
covery, under Capt. Scott. He stated
yesterday that nis ship would sall
from London at the end of July or the
first week of August. The vesel is a
Newrounaland sealer, specially pullt
for contending with ice, and she will
undergo certain alterations before sail-
‘ing, with the object of giving more
room down below for storage purposes.

She will proceed first to New Zealand
and thence to King Edward VIL Land,
Where she will disembark the shore
party. She will return in January,
1908, to New Zealand, arriving there in
May of that year; and lie up till tha
tollowing January, when she goes
down again to King Edward VII. Land
and picks up the expedition on its re
turn from its shore work.

The expedition will navigate as far
as possible to the westward, till the
coal runs out and it gets too dark and
dangerous, when it will return to New
Zealand and thence home again. Lieut.
Shackleton and -his comrades expect to
be in England again in June, 1909.

The captain of the vessel has not
yet been chosen; besides him there will
be a crew of 14. In addition there will
be the staff for scientific and general
work, numbering 12 in all. These will
incilude Sir Phillp Brocklenurst, whno
is a good strong man at sledging work,
and who will also do the surveying;
Lieut. Adams, who will act as meteor-
ologist, and is also good for sledging;
James Murray, the biologist, and James
Muir, who is an able mechanical en-
gineer.

The great feature of the expedition
is that it will press the motor car into
the services of the Antarctic explora-
tion.

This idea, is not, of course, new. It
has often been discussed, and was moot-
ed at the time of the last expedition;
but so far as Lieut. Shackleton knows
the present is the first time it has ever
been put into effect.

The intention is to use petrol or
isome similar substance that will not
freeze; while it will have separafe sets
of wheels adapted to the varying sur-
faces over which the journey is to be
made. The car ‘is not to carry mem-
bers of the expedition—with them it is
a case of marching on foot. Its func-
tion will be to draw the sledge's con-
taining the imp>dimenta of the expe-
ditien, -

loads will be transfered to a number

From the base at King Edward VII.
Land to the South Pole is some 700
miles; and unless lnsuperaple moun-
tain difficulties are met the distance
may be covered in about five weeks oT
S0.

But Lieut. Shackleton was careful (0
point out that the object of his expedi-
tion was not a mere dash to the Pole
and back. There is geographical and
scientific work in hand also. Four mil
lion square miles in the region of the
Pole await the footsteps of the explor
er, and a rich harvest of geolog'ical
geographical, and magnetic discoveries
is probably in store for those who ven
ture the journey.

28 HOURS ON AN ICEBERG.

Sealing Vessel Cut Horizontally in
Two in the Arctic Region.

LIVERPOOL, July 4.—The crew
of the Norwegian sealing vessel
Prince Olaf arrived at Lerwick last
night, after a terrible experience in
the Arctic regions.

Their vessel started for the seal-
ing grounds in April last, carrying a
crew of ten men. On May 29 a lane
was discovered in the ice, through
which a great number of seals were
observed. Capt. Bjodi took his ship in-
to the break, but soon after entering
the lane the ice closed together with
great force, cutting the ship com-

tom of the vessel sank, while the up-
per part was forced upon the sur-
afce of the ice.

The crew got out two boats, and
reached an iceberg, on which they
remained for 28 hours. At the end
of that period the Norwegian sealer
Gunlidi rescued them.

The interest
charged for the year amounted  to
$684,384.84, and the net earnings,
$1,663,151.61. The assets for the
corporation are given at about $40,-
000,000.

Meat Packers Meet.

OTTAWA, July 5—The meat pack-
ing houses and transportation com-
panies interested in the export trade
and inter provincial meat trade, are
being notified to send representatives
to a meeting which is to be held on
July 17 at Ottawa, in the office of
the Deputy Minister of Agriculture.
The meeting has been called for the
purpose of discussing the regulations
drafted under the meat and canned
food inspection act, which was pass-
ed during the last session of Parlia-
ment, and goes into operation on
September 3rd. The meeting of the
seventeenth will be confined to meat
packers and transportation com-
panies.

The art of the Eastern conjurer was
excellently illustrated a few days ago
when one Shekla performed marvels of
sleight of hand before an interested
and highly mystified company. Shekla
has already had the honor of adding to
nis list of distinguished patrons the

King and Queen. With his brown skin-

ned wife, and little, boy, in their na-
tive costumes, he does anything that
seems impossible in the most cheerful
and easy manner. He tears his turban
into fragments and instantly restores
it; he breaks up a co'in and multiplies
it indefinitely; he causes birds to ap-
pear within his closed fist and to dis-
appear; he produces rabbits from ap-
parently empty baskets; he causes
water to flow from an empty shell, and
so on. But his most remarkable per-
ormance is the employment of Dis
wife as the human stove. On her bare
head, a bottomless earthenware pot is
piaced. lnto thls receptacle Shekla
puts burning coals, works up a flerce
flame, and thereon cooks an omelet to
perfection. The latter trick was not
shown yesterday, but equally effective
was the one in which he squeezd his
substantial better half into a linen bas-
ket, put the lid on, and then ran a
sword in and out without apparently
hurting the woman within. This ex-
pert juggler performs only in private,
which seems almost a p'ity, for he is
a charming exponent of the ancient art.

ORNAMENTS OF THE BRITAINS

Ancient Amulets Found Recently in
the Kentish Land Pits.

Interesting relics of archeological
value have recently been unearthed in
different parts of Britain, says the
Scientific American. During the exca-
vation of some sandpits at Crayford ‘in
Kent, a number of metal articles were
found about four feet below the sur-
face. Upon examination they were as-
certained to be fashioned in solid gold,
of massive and heavy design, and of
very early origin. T-hey were evident-
ly amulets, for although they were oval
in shape, spaces were left for the in-
sertion of the ankle or arm. Judging
trom the Size of the ornaments and
the orifices, they were apparently arti-
cles of feminine adornment.

The intrinsic value of the metal is
approximately $1,600, but from antique
and historical points of view, their
value is almost priceless. The relics
are in a perfect state of preservation,
and are ‘inscribed with hieroglyphics,
whnich bave not yet been deciphered.
The period to which they belong: is
computed to be far before the Chris-
tian era. It is believed that the spot
at which they were discovered
constituted a burial place of
ancient Britons, who were in-
terred with their implements of war
and personal embellishments. Th'is
contention is substantiated by the fact
that at the same place on several pre-
vious occasions various other articles
of an early date, consisting of Hint
and stone weapons, human bones and
so forth, have been brought to light.

The previows discoveries now repose
in the British Museum to wh'ich the
present articles will doubtless be pre-
Sented, sSinCe they are'the proaperty
of thé crown. At Manchester interest-
ing relics pointing to the ex-
tent and period of the Ro-
man occupation of the city have
been brought to light. In the course
of excavations on the site of the Ro-
man fort within the civic boundaries,
