Mgr EpiTor:—I have been thinkiog
serlously of the position we in this
Dominion are in, if this war should
end in favor of Germany. What
means could we take to defend our-
selves under present circumstaces?

All the mail and silver bullion on
board the suuken Empress of Ireland
bave be:n rccovered as the result of
one of the most remarkable leats of
deep water salvege ever attempted.
When the ship was sunk pear the
mouth of the St. Lawrence it settled
10 the soft mud at the boltom ofthe

ver, which is 138 feet deep at low
tide. She also heeled over at a sharp
angle, Because of these conditions the
divers were compelled to work at
times at the upuswal depth of 160
feet.

To familiarize the divers with the
arrangement ol the ship and the loca
tion of the strong box pasteboara
models were made arid the divers wece |
thoroughly sthooled with these betore
being, permitted o undertake the
work. As a further precaution the
first work that was. done by the div-
ers after a hole had been cut in the
side of tbe ship was that of bulk
heading all flanking doorways and
passageways along the route to be fol
lowed inside the ship, so that no div
er could go astray or get bis hose, life-
line,or telephone connections tangled
To furpish as much protection as.pos-
sible against the cold water each diver
was equipped with 1upper gloves,
which were made thin enough to en-
able the diver to guide himself when

vecessary by the sense of-touck alone. |
