C.J, of the Devonshire Regiment,
Imperial Army, who had previously
served as our Allies in the “Finnish
Legion,” in North Russia.- These
Finlanders with many of their
compatriots had been driven out of
Finland into North Russia when the
Germans invaded their country. The
“Finnish Legion” was formed from
among these exiled Finns and rend
ered good service to the British
force. The Legion was commanded
by Lieut.-Col. R. B. J. Burton, O.B.E,,
o¥ Toronto, formerly of the 8th Can-
adian (Winnipeg) Regiment. After
the Armistice most of the Legionar-
fes were repatriated to Finland, but
some Legion Details, including sev-
eral refugee Finnish women and
children, were left in charge of
Lieut. Wetton who was one of the
last to leave North Russia at the
Allies Evacuation of *that country.
His chief Finnish officer under him

Lieut. Wetton was sent to Helsing-
fors, Finland, where the repatriation
of the Legionaries was being car-
ried out. aving suggested strong-
ly to the Britis! ar Office that
!Le remaining Legionaries who were
not rePatriated to Finland should
be given an opportunity to set-
tle fn Canada, Lieut. Wetton was

placed in charge of these Finns on

their arrival in England last spring.
Arrangements were eventually made
for the Finns to come to Canada to
work in the lumber camps, and
Lieut. Wetton brought them over
and took his party through to North
Temiskaming and got them satis-
factorily placed at work in the bush.
As he predicted, these Finns who
rendere &ood work to the British
in North Russia, and underwent sev-
eral months’ military training and
discipline out there and are accus-
tomed to work on the farm and in
the woods in their own country, are
now rapidly settling down well to
their new conditions, are giving
satisfaction in their work and give
promise of developing into good set-
tlers. Some of them are hoping
later on to take up farming work.
Most of them are single men, strong,
hardy types of vigorous manhood,
inured to the extremes of climate
and accustomed to hard work. They
are a very good type of settler.
Some of them can speak very good
English, others in addition to their
native tongue can converse in Rus-
sian and in Swedish, whilst one of
the men can speak fluently in Fin-

The demand for daylicht saving
however, is most insistent in East-
ern Canada and the Eastern States
and for every insistent demand there
is usually a real reason. The reasor
apparently is that the so-calle
standard time in force in the area
in question varies considerably from
the mean sun time upon which the
actual length and intensity of day
light is based. Standard time is &
convenient artifice established in ord
er to secure uniform time for neigh
boring communities or places. he
sun is travelling from East to West
and the noon hour originally travel-
led with it, but it was found advis
able to fix definite areas in which
the noon hour and other hours
should remain the same for the con-
venience of the operation of rail-
roads and telegraphs and the trans.
action of business wherein contracts
involved definite time limits.

Such standard time was adopted
for the United States in 1883 on the
initiative of the American Railway
Association, and as the time of the
civilited world is by general consent
based on Greenwich, England, the
meridians selected for the division
of the various standards were fixed
at the 60th, 76th, 90th, 105th and
120th degrees west of Grecrwich.
Atlantic standard time theoreticall
extended from the 60th to the T5t
meridian and Eastern standard time
from the 76th to the 80th meridian;
Central standard time from the 90th
to 105th; Mountain standard time
from the 105th to 120th, west of
which was Pacific standard time.
These times were adopted by law
in a number of the individual States,
but municipalities have not all fol-
Jowed suit as public sentiment and
habits proved more potent factors in
fixing the time standards for locali-
ties than have State Statutes.

Prince Edward Island and Nova
Scotia, on the Eastern boundary of
Atlantic time zone, have used that
time for thirty years or more, but
it was not until 1903 that New
Brunswick, which was in closer con-
tact with the New England States,
finally by Act of its legislature
adopted X!lnmic standard time of-
ficially for that Province.

The situation was complicated,
particularly in the Eastern States
and Eastern Canada, by the rail-
ways themselves, where in actual
practice it was found nccessary to
fix the time-breaking zones at ter-
minals or division points. As branch
lines have been constructed, the car-
riers have extended on these the!
standard time observed at the jlmc-‘
tion point or upon the main line.
There are instances where the
branch lines radiate out of one zone
into another, thus introducing a time
at variance with the theoretical time
of that zone. The contention of the
rajlways Js that time should be
ch ounly at the points at the
termiui of train dispatching districts
when train crews are relieved.

ard of time by any other state.”
. Then again the demand for dav-
light saving has complicated mat-
ters, The United States Congress
last year passed an Act which de-
feated the general adoption of the
proposed daylight saving, whereas
the States of New York and Mas-
sachusetts adopted daylight saving,

AT FREDERICTON

IMPLICIT FAITH IN ABILITY OF
C.P.R. TO MEET DEMANDS

Head of Railway Expects U. S. Readjustment of Wages and Rates to React On

At the annual meeting of the C.P.R.’
Mr. . W, Beatty, President of the
Company, made the following inter-
esting statement rezarding the af-
fairs of the Company:

“The operations of the Company
during the year, the Annual Report
for which is now submitted for your
approval, have been conducted under
conditions which were so exceptional
as to costs, as to make It unique in
the Company'’s history, as well as in
the transportation annals of Can-
e2da. The shareholders are aware of
the general conditions which so
strongly influenced the results for
the year in question but I doubt if a
full appreciation df them is possible
save with a very intimate knowledze
of the details, the aggregate of
which is so vividly Treflected upcn
the Company's revenues. The cost
of labor, materials and fuel reached
their peak during the year and ex-
traordinary added costs, such as
high exchange and taxes, added
their quota to the expenses.

“The back pay which accrued be-
fore the increased freight and pas-
scnger rates became effective
amounted to a little less thun seven
millicn dollars and the additional
anmicunt required to pay exchange on
coal and other purchases, to four
million dollars. The total, including
provision for income taxes, involved
o1ditional costs of approximately
thirteen million, five hundred thou-
gand dollars which were charged to
tie expenses of the year. All these
extraordinary and abnormal ex-
penses the Company was able to
absorb_and pay its fixed charges and
usual dividends. This result was
only possible because of the excel-
lent character of the Company’s
facilities provided by you in previous
years at large capital expense and
the possession by it of equipment
used with the greatest possible
efficiency, which enabled the heavy
fall movement of trafic to be
effected with a despatch which has
rarely, I think, been equalled. I
cannot speak too highly of the loyal
and effective work done by, the offi-
cers and men of the Company, with-
out whose efforts such favorable re
sults could not have been secured.

“While the condition of the Com-
