Nation Needs Liberalism.

from my Chief and from others of 
my party on one question only 
That question was conscription. I 
consider it today to have been good 
Liberalism on my part to support 
that policy, however much others 
may differ from me. But my politi­
cal faith and tenets are not changed. 
Thiey are those I have always held. 
In these great and eventful days 
of reconstruction my Liberalism is 
perhaps stronger than it ever was, 
because I believe the country needs 
sound and progressive Liberalism. 
When this question of abolishing 
titles was up last session I sank my 
convictions and voted as I did to 
support what I believed to be the 
vital war issue before this Govern­
ment in war time.

To Make Most Money From Wool 
Shearing Mail Be Done Properly 
and Wool Handled Carefully— 
A Few Hints Which Have Saved 
Farmers Dollars.

(Contributed oy Ontario Department ol 
Agriculture, Toronto )

T
HERE Is a beat time to sow 
each class of farm crops to 
secure the highest returns. 
It is difficult, however, to 

know which are the most favorable 
dates for the best returns of the dif­
ferent crops In all seasons. The re­
sults of experiments conducted ovei 
a series of years form a good gen­
eral guide. Some crops give best re 
suits from later seedlngs. Seasons 
vary so much that in some years the 
grains are practically all sown by the 
dates at which it is only possible to 
Start sowing in other years. *lt is of 
the utmost importance, however, to 
■Mrt cultivating the land as early as 
it Is dry enough to work to good ad­
vantage. The first cultivations should 
take place for those crops which 
should be first sown. In this connec­
tion It is Interesting to study the re­
sults ef an experiment which was 
conducted in each of five years at 
the Ontario Agricultural College. 
Spring wheat, barley, oats and pdas 
were sown on each of six dates. One 
week was allowed between each two 
dates. The experiment was conduct­
ed in duplicate by sowing with the 
grain drill and broadcast by hand In 
each Instance. The following table 
gives the average results for the ten 

>ests in the five-year period:
Bushels of Grain Per Acre. 

Spring Bar-
Seedlings. Wheat, ley. Oats. Pea».
1st ....... 21.9 46.2 75.2 25.4
2nd 19.2 45.9 76.0 28.8
3rd.......... 15.4 89.8 64.2 28.6
4th.......... 13.0 37.1 55.8 25.6
6 th.......... 8.4 2-7.6 46.2 21.5
6 th............. 6.7 18.4 37.0 19.6

It will be seen that the spring 
wheat gives decidedly the best re­
turns from the first date of seeding. 
There is not mu'h difference between 
the first two seedlngs of barley and 
oats, bu$ there Is a slight advantage 
from the first date5 in the case of bar­
ley and from the second date In' the 
ease of oats. The peas, however, 
gave, the highest returns from the 
second and third dates, and even the 
fourth gave a higher average yield 
than the first date. After the first 
week was past there was an average 
decrease per acre for each day’s de­
lay as the season advanced of 27 
pounds of spring wheat, 41 pounds of 
barley, 48 pounds of. oats, and 20 
pounds of peas.

These «suits are of special Inter­
est and are worthy of careful atten­
tion at this particular time.

Sheep Shearing.
Shearing and Tying the Fleece.— 

Shearing should only be carried on 
unde*1 the most favorable conditions ; 
upon bright, warm sunshiny days 
when the sheep are dry of fleece and 
the wool has “risen” somewhat from 
the body. Cleanliness and care In 
the removal of all fleeces Is very es­
sential and the shearing floor should 
be swept after each fleece has been 
removed and tied. This will elim­
inate a greet deal of foreign matter 
which, although it may add weight, 
does so at the expense of quality.

Dung Locks or Tags.—It will be 
noticed with many fleeces that there 
are certain hard dung locks or tags 
adhering to the britch ends. These 
contain a great deal of moisture and 
If left on and rolled into the fleece 
produce a damp heavy condition that 
means a higher shrinkage and hence 
less value. They should, whenever 
present, be snipped off with the 
shears before the sheep is shorn or 
else pulled off by hand after the fleece 
is spread out for rolling. They can 
very easily be packed and shipped 
separately, bringing more money this 
way than if left upon the fleece. The 
same Is true of all paint clotted locks 
as well. .

Rolling the Fleece.—Spread the 
fleece out on the floor, being careful 
not to pull it apart and with the flesh 
side down. Then fold the belly wool 
and both sides in until your fleece re­
presents a strip about 18 inches wide. 
Starting at the tali end, roll tightly 
toward the neck, thus leaving the 
shoulder wool, which is always the 
superior portion, on the outside of 
the roll. The grader always estimates 
the gride by the appearance and 
quality of this wool over the shoulder 
and heart-girth, that over the hind­
quarters usually running a grade or 
two lower.

Tying the Fleece.—Having rolled 
tightly, tie both ways with the. spe­
cial paper twine supplied by the De­
partment. Neyer under any consider­
ation use binder twine as the fibres 
become attached to the wool and fol­
low right through into the cloth 
where they always show up quite 
prominently. Many mills have refus­
ed to have anything whatever to do 
with clips that have been tied with 
binder twine. If the paper twine is 
not available use any stout cord father 
than binder twine. Tie each 
fleece separately, never tying two or 
three together in the same bundle. 
Furthermore, avpid as much as pos­
sible the shipping of loose wool. If 
you have two or three different 
breeds of sheep, possibly a grade 
flock and a pure-bred flock, it is wise 
to keep the wool from each breed 
separate and pack it so.—Director 
B. W. Wade, B.S.A., Ontario Depart­
ment of Agriculture,

While undergoing medical or surgical 
treatment in the hospitals of the Depart­
ment, or “Re-Training,” the soldier re­
ceives pay, and his family and depen­
dents are granted adequate allowances.
Information and Service Branch.

This branch of the Department has 
been organized recently to give special 
service to the demobilized soldier.

This branch first comes into contact 
with the soldier in France and" England. 
Here it finds out the soldier’s previous 
experience, the employment he now pre­
fers to take up, and the locality in which 
he intends to settle.

Representatives of the Department 
keep in constant tquch with returning 
soldiers before they reach Canada to let 
the men know just what the country is 
prepared to do for them, to advise them, 
and to give them information.

This service will be extended through­
out Canada and by means of it the 
returned soldier will be placed in touch 
with Government Employment Offices, 
where details of existing opportunities 
for employment are available.

The representatives of the Department 
will themselves be returned men—those 
who can appreciate the soldier’s problem.

The work these branches do will be 
described more fully in later announce­
ments.

Over 100 Wounded in Two-day Fight 
in the Streets. Sohÿers are 

Charged With the
Responsibility.

Cairo, Egypt, Frida)', April ii__In
two days of rioting herî) ended at noon 
on Thursday, 38 persons were killed 
and too wounded, it is announced in 
to-day's official communique. Armen­
ians werê. chiefly * the object of the 
mob’s attacks, and seven of those Willed 
were of that nationality. In rioting in 
Alexandria three p:«rsons were killed 
and six seriously injured on Saturday 
morning, while a continuation of att- 
tacks on the troops resulted in the 
killing of seventeen oth:ir persons dur­
ing the afternoon. The text of the 
statement reads :

“Thcr?j was further rioting in Cairo 
yesterday. The mob, armed with knives 
and hatchets, made attacks largely di­
rected at Armenians. The polio re­
port 3 killed and too wounded during 
the 48 hours, ending at noon yesterday. 
The killed included seven Armenians 
and Tour Greeks. Military measures 
were enforced and the night passed off 
quH'.Iy.

'“Disturbances occurred in Alexan­
dria yesterdaÿ. There was a collision 
in the morning between troops and 
rioters ih the Karmus quarter, in 
which three were killed and six wound­
ed seriously. In an Armenian disturb­
ance in the afternoon tha mob persist­
ently attacked the troops wtio were 
obliged to fire, killing seventeen, in­
cluding a- number of others. The 
public is warned to be inside by 8 
o’clock in the ev-hing.

London, Sunday, April 13—A Reut­
er’s despatch from Cairo, dated April 
nth states that many Armenians were 
massacred during the rioting on Wed- 
n (-.day and Thursday. It is said that 
2,500 Armenians were" collected there 
oh Friday night and lodged in various 
bfoldings under military protection.

INDIGESTIONHousefiirnishers ♦I Ontario Street A Profitable and Efficient Ration for 
Work Horses When Fall Work 
Closes—How to Feed Roughage 
to Lire Stock to Best Advantage.

(Contributed by Ontario. Department of 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

O
NE great lesson whi.eh Is be­

ing impressed on the people 
of Canada at the present 
time, and which cannot be 

emphasized too much is the need for 
thrift or economy. In this connection 
those in, authority ought to set a 
worthy example to what Lincoln call­
ed “the Common People,” of whom 
he la reported to have said, “The 
Lord must have loved them, because 
he made so many."

Farmers farm, “not for fun” as a 
man said to me one time, “but to 
make money.” This may not be a 
high ideal for farmers or anyone else, 
but nevertheless it is a very necessary 
pqrt In the lives of most farmers.

The chief value of winter dairying 
from an economical viewpoint is, 
that prices for milk, butter and 
cbeeae are always greater in winter 
than in summer, and it the producer 
of milk can keep winter production 
costs down to the level of summer 
costs, the gain in price for the milk, 
cream 1 and butter sold in winter. Is 
clear profit. Some claim that this 
cannot be done and that the extra 
cost of feed In winter, more than 
eounter-balances the extra price* re­
ceived tor winter dairy goods.

This is probably true where the 
cow-feeder is obliged to purchase all. 
his concentrates in the form of high 
priced dairy feeds, such as oilcake, 
cottonseed and glutgn meals, but 
where a farmer is able to grow all 
his roughage, and at least one-half 
the meal ration, on his own farm, 
there Is probably not so much differ­
ence between winter and summer 
milk costs, as some would suppose, 
especially on. high-priced land. Where 
cheap, rough land is available for 
summer pasture, then summer milk 
can be prodùced comparatively cheap.

Another phase of milk production 
in winter worth considering is the 
labor problem, sin winter there is 
more time to attend to the cows than 
in summer during the rush of work. 
Having the cows in a comfortable 
stable makes pleasant winter work 
looking after them. If at least half 
the herd be fresh during November 
and December, these cows will be go­
ing dry at harvest time the following 
summer, and thus labor is more even­
ly and more economically distributed 
throughout the year. Winter dairying 
may be warmly commended to the 
people of the Province of Ontario 
who keep cows for profit.—Prof. 
H. H. Dean, Ontario Agricultural 
College, Guelph.

The Proper Ration for Horses When 
the Fall Work Closes.

When the fall work Is completed 
and the hard-worked horse is at the 
beginning of his long period of idle­
ness, feeders naturally plan to change 
the ration and carry the horse 
through thfe winter as cheaply as pos­
sible. The horse should get exercise 
regularly. He should not be taken 
from regular hard work and tied up 
in a stall day In and day out. It pos­
sible, the work should gradually ease 
off and the feed, particularly the 
grain ration, should be cut down 
accordingly. The Idle horse may be 
wintered almost wholly on rough- 
ages. Good clover hay, or better, a 
mixture of clover and timothy well 
cured will serve as the main winter 
feed. Roughages are always cheaper 
than grain, and where hay Is avail­
able the grain ration of the idle 
horse should be very small, but it 
horses are fed straw in place of hay 
a small grain ration is required te 
keep them from losing in flesh. A 
few roots are beneficial, a good-sized 
turnip once a day or a few carrots 
will be found to aid digestion. If 
hay is not plentiful straw may bë 
substituted at the noon feed an,4 
roots given with It In feeding hay 
make the morning and noon ration 
smaller than the night feed, giving 
about as much at night as at the tw<7 
other feeds. Idle horses should be 
fed three times daily. If any grain 
whatever Is fed make it rolled oats 
and it is not necessary to give more 
than a quarter the amount used when 
the horses are at hard work, provid­
ed plenty of good hay is available.
