' FARM AND FIRESIDE.

Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer and
His Household.

It often pays to allow a field of after-
math to grow up for use as late autumn
and early winter pasture. This can be
done only where plenty of pasture is at
hand so it can be gpread to grow up.

An old Pennsylvania Dutch remedy for
scours for colts is raw eggs, four at a dose
every two hours. Break the eggs into a
cup, hold the animal’s head up, open the
mouth and drop in.

A brood mare that is a fast walker isa
treasure on a farm. Not only will she
transmit her quality to her colts, but she
will train them by her example. They
will have to walk fast to keep up with
her.

Some men keep sheep in pastures where
there is scant water supply, because they
think these animals do not need water as
much as other stock. It is perhaps need-
less to say that they are not the ones who
make a brilliant success of the sheep busi-
ness. Sheep need water in their pastures
and common sense in their management.

Expert Dr, Veelcker has analyzed fodder
rape and finds it to be richer in fatty mat-

| ter than any other green food crop.

Neither sheep nor cattle should be put
upon rape food altogether at first, as they
will eat too much of it. T.et them come
up to the full ration gradually. Fodder
rape leaves are smooth and of a very dark
color, almost black,

A man who does it that way says that
stock can be rid of lice by rubbing upon
them a mixture containing 14 tablespoon-
fuls of carbolic acid to a pint of lard. Mix
thoroughly and rub in thoroughly. He
says when a colt begins to look downcast,
as though it were brooding over a secret
grief. examine for lice. But you can get
rid of them easily by dusting yellow in-
sect powder into the animal’s hair.

Cut sweet corn when in milk. ILet it
dry out quite thoronghly. Make a stack
of this with sweet hay in alternate layers
of six or eight inches. The hay will keep
the corn from moulding, and the corn will
empart sweetness to the whole. You will
have feed for the winter stock that will
be eaten up clean and greedily, nor could
we imagine anything better for young
stock or milk cattle.

The Dairy and English Journal, is now
engaged in discussing the advantages of
washed and unwashed butter. There is
little doubt that too much washing injures
the flavor, and the Danish butter makers
whose product controls the English market
get all the butiermilk from the butter by
repeated pressure. It requires much
work, while getting rid of buttermilk by
washing is comparatively an easy matter.
One -of the best butter makers we ever
knew made butter that would keep un-
changed through the year, and she never
used water. It was her oft-expressed be-
lief.that the practice of washing was due
to unwillingness to perform the work that
other ways of ridding butter of its milk
required. In this country there are few
now who do not wash butter. Most of
them consider it essential in fitting it for
long keeping. The contrary opinion by
many English dairymen will perhaps set
our own butter makers to thinking.

This is the time of the year that cows
have chapped and sore teats. Vaseline is
recommended. Grease them every
morning until they are well. Mutton
tallow and kerosene, two parts to one, for
winter use, and three to one for summer
use, is as good, especially if a few drops of
carholic acid be added to each half pound.
To prepare the “ointment” melt the tal-
low and stir in the oil while it is co)ling.

Prof. W. W. Cooke of the Vermont ex-
periment station issues a bulletin on sev-
eral waste products from corn that are
beingsold for cattle food. Three products
tested were cream gluten meal, corn germ
feed and Buffalo gluten feed. The latter
is sold under the general name of “sugar
meal ” and is a by-product in the manu-
facture of glucose sugar from corn. It is
a good feed, but is very concentrated and,
like cottonseed meal should be fed sparing-
ly. Three pounds per day are enough.

Dairy products, despite all commercial
panics, have held their price better than
any others. This is partly perhaps be-
cause the drought in many sections lessen-
ed the produciion of milk, butter and
cheese. But it is true also that taking a
series of years together dairy products
vary in prices less than any others that
the farmers can produce,and the business
is therefore, safer than most other kinds
of farming. The product can be cheapen-
ed by selecting the best dairy stock and
weeding out animals that prove inferior.

Eastern farmers have neverlearned the
western way of entirely dispensing with
the hoe in growing a corn crop. It used
to be boasted by western farmers that in
their land weeds were so few that all the
work needed could be done with a horse
cultivator. This is not true now, and it is
likely that exclusive reliance on horse
labor is responsible for the- abundant
weeds in western corn fields. With per-
fectly straight rows both ways very little
hoeing will be needed, but that little can-
not be dispensed with except at a loss.
Some farmers set the cultivator teeth to
throw earth against the corn, and thus
smother small weeds. This is injurious
to the corn in two ways. It covers up
some of the corn leaves, which rot under
the soil, and it removes some of the rich
soil from the middle of the row to the foot
of the stalk where corn roots cannot get
it.

The pig is not usually thought a very
intelligent animal, but he has the faculty
of finding his way to his home after being
removed from it, though carried in boxes
where he could not possibly retrace his
tracks. An instance of this sort is told of
two brothers who were farmers, who
bought an new farm 25 miles distant from
their old home. Selecting two pigs they
placed them in a box on the sleigh and
started. The pigs were released at night
and put in a pen, but they broke out be-
fore morning and could not be found any-
where. The two brothers returned to
their old home the second day after, re-
solved to get two more from the same
litter and take better care of them here-
after. To their surprise, ‘the strayed pigs
had returned before them, and comparing
notes when they arrived it was found that
they must have gone the whole distance
in not exceeding 24 hours.

HOW AND WHEN TO APPLY LIME.

H. Stewart’s practice in applying lime
to any crop for the benefit of the clover
following it has been to prepare the land
in the best manner, for lime will not make
up any deficiency in this respect—turning
under what manure has been appropriated
for the crop, then the lime prepared by
air slaking, by exposure to the weather in
heaps in the field, and then following by
the seed. The seed and the lime are both
harrowed in together. He says in the

Country Gentleman:

As crimson clover.is grown in the fall it
may be put in with wheat or rye in the
south, where it will stand the winter, but
as this will be hardly safe in the north,
the clover may be sown in the spring with
oats or alone. In that case the lime will
be applied to the'land-as soon as the seed
is sown, or before it is thought more con-
venient. But when the clover is sown for
the sole purpose of plowing in as manure,
the lime may be applied on the land im-
mediately after the plowing. The land is
then harrowed and the following crop is
put in, or if it is to be corn the lime may
be applied in the spring, just before the
ground is finally prepared for planting.
The principle of it is that the lime ig ap-
plied when and in what manner it may
have the best effect upon the green man-
ure for its decomposition.

PUMPKINS AS FEED.

When the pasture begins to fail in late
summer, The Western Farmer advises
.that the pumpkin crop be drawn on for a
supplemental ration. It is not necessary
to wait until they ripen, as they seem
about as valuable when green as when
ripe end will do much to keep up the
flow of milk in the dairy. When begin-
ning to feed the pigs new corn, also feed
them liberally of pumpkins. This will
keep them in good condition, counteract-
ing feverish inclination of the corn, aiding
digestion and apparantly, in a medical
way, warding off disease, many claiming
that a herd of pigs that can have all the
pumpking they will eat are safe from
cholera or swine plague. While this may
be too great a claim, it is undoubtedly
true that they will not-be so apt to con-
tract disease. But a little care such as
covering the pile with straw or putting
them into a warm corner of the barn,
pumpkins may be kept quite up to the
holidays in good feeding condition.

AUTUMN CARE OF STOCK.

Owing to the drouth that has so adverse-
ly affected the pasture over the greater
part of our country during the last few
months supplemeéntal feeding of stock is
necessary. It is very poor economy to al-
low animals to enter the winter in low
condition, as in all probability, if they are
allowed to lose their grass flesh, they will
continue to be poor all winter, as a pound
of flesh saved during the autumn counts
for more than a pound put on during the
cold weather. With changeable weather
stock requires more attention. Chilly
nights will demand an increase of grain
food, especially for young animals. Ex-
posure to cold rains is detrimental to the
healthfulness of all stock. The fall colts
and calves, with their dams, require more
care, and can not as a rule, be fed too liber-
ally. It is better that young colts and
calves be kept off the pasture from even-
ing milking time till nine or ten a. m.
when frosty nights arrive. :

MILLET FOR FATTENING HOGS.

“I had 31 head of hogs,” says F. H.
Smith of Brown county, 8. 1., “ which I
fattened on millet seed, which made an
average weight of 524 pounds on foot, and
I fattened one hog that weighed 631
pounds, This hog gained for the last 30
days 21<5 péunds per day. This millet-
makes pork that is second to none. It is
a sure crop, grows quickly and no danger
of frost. It is cheaper than corn and just
as good if not better for fattening hogs.”

PLUCK AND LUCK.

The Girl Who Walked to the Fair and
Paid Her Way.

Miss Hester Weymoth left Swan’s val-
ley, in the southern part of Windham
county, Conn., last June, with only $3,
and, after visiting the fair, returned with
a husband and $50 that she earned her-
self. Her father was a poor man, and she
had contributed to the support of her
parents and given herself a liberal educa-
tion as teacher of the Swan’s valley
school. On the 16th day of June, her
twenty-third birthday, she set out on
foot, with only $3. She took along a few
dozen household novelties, carried in a
handbag, for sale. She travelled directly
west, and while she avoided the railroad
for fear of encountering tramps, she fol-
lowed the country roads running parallel.
She reached Scranton, Pa., in good health,
but her stock of novelties was exhausted,
and she purchased material used in em-
broidery and fancy work. This she sold
and found herself growing better off
financially day by day. She passed
through the oil region, finally arriving at
Cleveland, O. Keeping the Lake Shore
and Michigan railroad in sight, she fol-
lowed the southern shore of Lake Erie to
Toledo. Betwcen Cleveland and Toledo
she sold dress patterns and cleared $38.
This business proved the most profitable
and she continued it until she reached La
Porte. - She arrived at Chicago August 2
with about $75 in her pocket. In Ohio,
about half way between Cleveland and
Sandusky, Miss Weymouth was overtaken
by a thunderstorm. For protection she
fled to a large oak tree in the field a short
distance from the road. When she
reached the tree she found that it already
sheltered & man. He proved to be very
respectable looking, and before the storm
had subsided the two had become quite
well acquainted. The young man was the
owner of the farm of which the field in
which they were was a portion, and when
he learned that the young woman was
bound for Chicago, he gave her the ad-
dress of his sister, who lived there, and
agked her to call on her. When Miss
Weymouth reached the town she called
at the address given her, and found that
the man’s sister was the wife of a wealthy
merchant. The young woman told her
story, and was well received. Arrange-
ments were made by which she was to
perform certain household duties three
days each week for her board and lodg-
ing; the remainder of the time she de-
voted to visiting the fair. Two weeks
after her arrival at Chicago, the young
man from Ohio put in an appearance at
his sister’s house and laid such earnest
siege to Miss Weymouth’s heart that she
consented to become his wife, a pastor
was called and the knot tied. The newly
wedded pair remained in Chicago ten
days, then left for Ohio. The young man
proved to he prosperous,and accompanied
his bride east for the purpose of bringing
her aged parents to the western home.

BLEEDING AT THE NOSE.

If a per-
son who is suffering from severe hemor-
rhage of this character will chew gum
viciously for a minute or two the bleed-
ing will entirely cease, and it is import-
ant for him to keep some gum in his
pocket so that when the feeling of fulness,
which preceds the renewal of attack
comes on, he can avert the danger ina

few minutes.

FIENDS ON THE WARPATH.

Brutal Matabeles Running Wild in

South Africa.

Lonpox, Oct. 7.— The cipher despatch
received yesterday from Capetown gave
details of a skirmish between a police pa-
trol of the South African Chartered Com-
pany and a band of Matabele warriors.
The police patrol was stationed on the
Shaihi river, which flowsalong the south-
ern portion of Matabele land, and near
the north border of British Bechuana
land. The Matabeles advanced almost to
the north bank of the river and fired on
the police, who answered with a small
volley. The Matabeles then retreated
hastily. Nobody on either side was
wounded. The appearance of the Mata-
bele warriors at the Shaihi river indicates
that they intend to attack Taiti in the
gold field along the river and spread over
the country. It is believed that the war-
riors have got beyond control of Chief
Lobenguela, and are determined to force
war at once upon the white settlers. The
Imperial troops are to be sent at once to
prepare the town to receive the attack.

MATABELE CRUELTY.

To say something of the Matabeles’
cruelties and atrocities they committ
when on their raids, a few facts will suffice.
Mashonaland is the principal field of the
Matabele raids. The Matabele have the
utmost contempt for all who are not
“abantu”—i. e., Matabele proper and be-
long to the nation. They being savages it
cannot surprise that they not only know
nothing of mercy and compassion, but
actually have the highest pleasure and
delight when they torture and murder
their innocent victims. The Mashonas
are living in constant fear of the Matabele.
When they go to bed in the evening they
do not know if they will not be awakened
by the yelling of the Matabele impi. The
general practice of the impi is that they
approach, unnoticed and unseen, a Mash-
ona kraal in the night. At the first dawn
of the day the impi raises its war cry and
surrounds the unfortunate kraal, slaugh-
tering whatever is not child or girl or fit
for doing some useful work on the home
journey. Mashonas told the writer how
they kneel down before their inhuman
persecutors entreating them to spare their
lives, but no mercy, no feelings, the asse-
gai has to do its bloody work, and the
battle-axe has to do the same. Sometimes
it happens that the Matabeles, to satisfy
their cruel instincts, drive a crowd of the
Mashonas into one of their huts together
and set fire to it to burn their victims
alive. The groans and moanings of the
wounded and dying only excite the Mata-
beles to new and unheard-of cruelties.
The captured women and children, with
the captured cattle, are driven to Mata-
beleland. Some from exhaustion are un-
able to walk on, then they are Kkilled by
the assegai. Those who have been taken
on to drive the cattle, when approaching
Buluwayo are likewise assegaied before
the eyes of their children and relations.
THE MASHONAS.

The Mashonas are a broken-down nat-
ion. Not only that they have been
crumpled up into small pieces by the un-
interrupted raids by the Matabeles, but
their spirits also have been broken by the
heavy pressure which is weighing on their
minds by constant fear of their poor prop-
erty and their miserable lives. The great
difference which exists between the Mat-
abeles and their neighbors, the Mashonas,
became visible at once. The Mashonas
are a complete wreck physically, intellect-
ually, and also morally. They say that if
the white men do not protect them they
will emigrate from their own country.

CANTERBURY STATION.

Oct. 10.—The clang of hammers, the
hum of saws and the merry whistle
of the workmen, proclaim in stentorian
tones, the life and activity of this thriving
centre for the sportsman, hunter and
pleasure seeker. Within easy access
the numerous lakes, streams and rivulets,
affording excellent opportunities for use
of the rod and rifle.

The village itself, having suffered heay-
ily by the fire last June, and from its sad
need of respectable sidewalks, is not likely
to call forth admiration for its beauty and
picturesque appearance. This, however,
will be greatly improved by the complet-
ion of several fine buildings; viz., those of
Edmund Lundon, J. H. Carr & Sons and
Luke Lawson. Ed.having purchased the
adjoining lot, on which Luke Lawson’s
former beautiful residence stood, has
erected thereon a combined store and
dwelling house, which for beauty of de-
sign and excellence of workmanship, is
doubtless without a par in any village of
the province. J. H. Carr & Sons have
finished their large and commodious hall,
the basement of which is to be used as a
store.

THE HEART OF A MASON.

Relic of a Political Murder Committed
in Mexico Thirty-three Years ago.

A strange ceremony was performed in
Oakland, Cal., some time ago, the like of
which is without parallel in history. The
ceremony was the receipt of a human
heart by Gethsemane chapter, No. 5, Rose
Croix, of the Scottish rite of Masonry and
the formal assuming of the care of it by
the chapter. It was a brilliant gathering
and one that,as described by the San
Francisco Examiner, was unique in its
way. Even in the history of Masonry it
has no equal.

The heart was that of Ygnacio Herrera
y Cairo, who was. the governor of the
state of Jalisco, Mexico, thirty-five years
ago, and who was killed, so the masons
claim, because he was one of the first
masons in Mexico. The murder was
committed thirty-three years ago, and un-
til the present, the heart was carefully
preserved in Mexico — where, the masons
say, will always be a mystery, except
among the craft. It finally came into the
possession of Mrs. Rosalie L.de Coney,
the wife of Alexander K. de Coney, now
the consul-general of Mexico and a resi-
dent of San Francisco.

The last request of the dead man, that
his heart be preserved and removed to
some place where it would not be dis-
turbed in future years, had never been
carried out. The heart had been pre-
served, but it was still in Mexico and in
danger from the unsettled condition of
the couutry,and those who felt the re-
sponsibility of carrying out that last re-
quest, did not feel that their strange
charge was safe until it had been deposited
with the Masonic iralernity in the United
States.

Among those who knew of the existence
of the strange relic, was Mrs. Rosalie L.
de Coney, who was in her childhood the
favorite of the dead man, and it was this
reason that made her the more anxious
to.carry out his last request. She visited
Guadalajara with the power of attorney,
and after considerable difficulty she se-
cured the heart and conveyed it to San
Francisco.

The ceremonies at Gethsemane chapter
were unique as beiitted the strange oc-
casion and the strange act. There were
many prominent masons present, repre-
senting the United States and Mexico.
After introductory ceremonies, Mr. de
Coney presented a painted portrait of
Ygnacio Herrera y Cairo, while his wife
handed to the care of the chapter, the
large bottle with the human heart floating
therein. An original chant and a hymn
were then sung, and the remarkable
meeting came to an end.

A HORSE WITHOUT EARS.

A curious accident occurred recently to
two fine horses belonging to Messrs. Lin-
ton & Patterson. The animals, attached
to a dray, were standing in the yard of
the Ashes Inspection office, near to where
some potash was being transferred to new
casks. One of the horses, in an effort to
scratch himself, got some of the powerful
causticon his head. Assoon as this was
noticed, water was applied to the suffer-
ing animal, but not before a very painful
and serious mutilation was produced, both
ears being eaten off, and a large raw sore
produced on  the forehead. The animal,
in its struggles, rubbed its head against
its mate, inflicting on the latter large
burns on neck and flank.

DE JONG MURDER MYSTERY

Strange Disappearance of His
Two Wives.

AmstErDAM, Oct 5.— A reward of 25
florins has been offered by the magistrate
of Arnhem for the discovery of the body
of Miss Juett, who recently mysteriously
disappeared in Holland after her marriage
with the Dutchman, De Jong, now in cus-
tody.

Another reward of 100 florins is offered
by The Echo of Amsterdam for the dis-
covery of the body of the other missing
woman, Schmitz. The police are still
actively prosecuting their investigations,
but up to the present no fresh light has
been thrown on the mystery. De Jong,
on being examined, declined to give any
information of the two women, and re-
fused to state his whereabouts either on
July 7 or 8, or on August 13 and 31, about
which dates the two women respectively
disappeared.

LIVED HAPPILY TOGETHER.

To go back to De Jong's first appear-
ance in Holland with his young English
wife, it seems that on June 16, the land-
lord of the Hotel Sluisat Arnhem received
a letter signed H. De Jong, taking rooms
for himself and his wife, and on the 18th
the couple arrived. M. Sluis, who had
plenty of opportunities of observing his
guests, says that Mrs. De Jong was a
pretty young woman, who talked gayly
and pleasantly with her husband, but be-
came reserved and rather shy when
strangers were present. This was proba-
bly due in great part to her ignorance of
Dutch. The relations between the mar-
ried couple were always of the best, and
the manner of one to the other was affec-
tionate. They remained at the hotel un-
til June 24 and then they left. De Jong
paid his bill in English money. During
their stay at Arnhem Mr. and Mrs. De
Jong made an excursion to Wageningen,
and while they were there De Jong en-
tered into conversation with an hotel-
keeper, whom he informed that he was
the owner of a factory in England, where
he had lived many years,and that he had
married his wife after an engagement
lasting six years.

DROPPED SUDDENLY FROM SIGHT.

There is a complete blank as to the do-
ings of Mr. and Mrs. De Jong from June
24 to July 5, but on the latter date they
returned to the Hotel Sluis. There they
stayed two days. On the 17th they
again left the hotel, and took, it appears,
the steam tramway which runsto the
outlying suburbs, for they were subse-
quently seen between Renkuw and Heel-
sum. Towards 5 o’clock De Jong came
back to the hotel alone and told M. Sluis
that he had left his wife at the station,
where he intended to rejoin her at once,
as he had made up his mind to go to Ant-
werp, his family being there. His boxes
were accordingly taken to the station, but
the hotel porter who had charge of them
says that he saw nothing of Mrs. De
Jong at the station, and that De John
himself, instead of going off by the train,
went into a house of ill-fame.

DE JONG SOLD HER CLOTHES THAT DAY.

Here, as has been subsequently learned,
he endeavored to sell some articles of fe-
male wearing apparel for three hundred
francs. The people at the house refused
to give this price, and De Jong later on
as the police have since found out,
gold the clothes at different places. It
seems, in fact, that De Jong, so far from
going to Antwerp, remained some weeks
at Arnhem, lodging with his brotherr,
who is in the building trade. During this
time he visited Cleves, where it is said he
sold various articles of jewelry, and in
the last week in July, he started for Am-
sterdam, telling his brother that he had
obtained a berth as steward on a boat.
It should be added that the police have
found at pawnshops at Arnhem, some
dresses which belong to Miss Juett.

AN ENGINE DRIVER’S STRANGE STORY.
‘A strange story is told by the driver,
stoker and conductor of the steam tram-
way at Aanhem, by which Mrs. De Jong
went with her husband on July 7, never
to return. They say that on July 6, they
saw a lady walking between the rails in
front of the engine. The driver put on
the brake instantly, and the train stopped
in time fo save an accident, The lady
then walked off into the wood by the
side of the road, followed by a man who
had been watching her, with a smile on
his face. They have been confronted
with De Jong, and state that they believe
him to be the man they saw. The driver
says the lady seemed to be deliberately
keeping in front of the train, and his im-
pression at.the time was that she wished
to commit suicide.

SOLD HIS SECOND WIFE'S APPAREL.

The disappearance of Miss Schmitz, De
Jong’s second wife, remains as great a
mystery as that of Miss Juett. Some
people have asserted that they saw her
during the first week in September (that
is some time after her supposed disappear-
ance), but the evidence on this point
seems open to question. In any case all
her goods and chattels, including her
clothes, were sold by De Jong at Amster-
dam. In a box belonging to De Jong,
which was seized by the police at Am-
sterdam, was found a spade with a much
shortened handle.

1,000 PERSONS PERISH.

Greatest Storm kmowa for Years — A
Hurricane Sweeps the Country.

The loss of life caused by the storm of
the 4th inst., at New Orleans, will pro-
bably reach 1,000. Joe Webber and Mec-
Sweeney met with total demolition. With
two steamers went their entire crews to a
watery grave, and beside these five lug-
gers were swept out of existence. The
islands adjoining to Grand Isle were in-
cluded in the hurricane that swept this
country on Sunday. Rozari, one of the
group, had a score of inhabitants. Tke

place was entirely depopulated.

Reports of damage by the storm at
Mobile, Ala., are coming slowly ; the rail-
roads, shipping and mills are the heaviest
losers. The amount aggregates nearly a
million ; the loss to human life cannot be
estimated.

On Farmers' Island, opposite this city,
two houses are standing out of a total of
twenty-three. Relief expeditions to this
section found a group of little children
clinging to trees, their parents having
been swept away. On both sides of the
bay were many villages, some of which
are totally destroyed and the inhabitants
gone.

A row-boat trip of the marshes made
by a reporter reveals a tale of desolation
and death. At every point touched,
houses were completely gone, while the
upper eastern shore was swept as if by a
cyclone. From Blakely as far south-east
as reports could be had the natives report
only death and destruction. :

For miles inland the trees are laid low,
and much loss of life is reported all along
the shore. This side of Blakely in the

marshes whole families have been swept
away and the actual loss of life will pro-
bably never be known. There is no
doubt that the damage will reach at least

a quarter of a million dollars.
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POLITICAL.

Again a cluster of political clouds are
gathering on the horizon and wire pul-
lers are asking what they forbode.
This time the trouble is occasioned by
the report that Sir I.eonard Tilley
will go to England as high commis-
sioner in place of Sir Charles Tupper,
who will enter the Dominion cabinet
either as leader or otherwise. It is evi-
dent that the conservatives do not care to
face the people with the government asat
present composed.

E. McLeod who does not appear to be a
success as an office seeker has to quiet
him been promised a nomination in
Kings county as Mr. Foster does not care
to risk a fight there with Lieut. Col. Dom-
ville. This will send Foster to York
which he has been told will bea very
safe constituency for him whatever the
facts may be.

In that case Mr. Temple comesin for
the senatorship which has been promised
him so long. If Foster decides to run
any where else, Uncle Thomas will then
have to face the music and he knows
from experience that there is no great
fun in a York election. Mr. Chesley and
Mr. Hazen will likely show up for St.
John, but as the latter is a full fledged
protectionist and the former a pledged
supporter of large tariff changes it is diffi-
calt to see how they can run on the same
ticket.

Then it is said that Hon. John Costi-
gan seeks retirement and that Mr. Hazen
will likely take his place in the cabinet,
but Costigan’s retirement has grown to be
a very stale chestnut. In Sunbury Mr.
Wilmot is being coached to contest the
twin counties but he sees before him a
difficult undertaking. Mr. Perley and
his friends think that Mr. Wilmot’s
chances are not g0 good as would be Mr.
Perley’s and the trouble over the fishery
commissionership has strengthened Mr.
Perley. Then again the liberals have a
strong grasp on these counties and will
render it a difficult job on the part of any
to wrest it from them. They have learned
by their defeats what chances their oppon-
ents will dare and are prepared to meet
them.

Carleton is very quiet but in the event
of election some one will be putup for
certain to keep Dr. Colter from going to
the help of his friends.

Whether these rumors are founded on
fact or otherwise the liberals should pre-
pare, for an election is near at hand and
organization has ncver been hegun too
early.

The liberals of Gloucester have had a
grand meeting and are going into the
fight to win. They intend calling a gen-
eral convention when the county organiza-
tion will be completed. It is necessary
that before the new year liberal candi-
dates should be named in every county of
the province. It will be a fatal mistake
to wait till the election is declared and
then to put up the first candidate who will
accept, whether he is the best that can be
got or not.

SILVER BILL.

The week just closing has been an
anxious one in the senate of the United
States, as the discussion on the repeal of
the Sherman bill has been continued and
votes taken on certain amendmenis to
the original motion. The Sherman act
was a bill passed by which the nation
was obliged to buy silver to the extent of
a certain number of ounces each month.
It was intended to be an impetus to the
silver mining industry of the west and
proved to be such.

Congress was called together about two
months since by the president as the
United States was in the throes of a
financial panic and something had to be
done. The house of representatives set
a time limit for discussion on the bill and
its repeal was adopted. The friends of
the purchase clause, however, were de-
termined to retain the bill as law, and
though in a minority, yet they have
adopted all sorts of obstructive tactics and
express their determination to continue
the fight all winter. Senator Allen on
Thursday concluded a speech of fourteen
hours. Our despatches do not recom-
mend the address as conspicuous for any-
thing but length. The amendment to
the repeal bill by Peffer ordered laid on
the table by a vote of 33 to 17. It is the
intention of Stewart to talk till Sunday
morning — he began at 6.30 on Thursday.
There is something very childish in this
sort of statesmanship, and the oppor-
tunity for such a display is one of the
weak points in the constitution.

It is almost absolutely certain that the
bill will be repealed, but not for some
time yet.

NO PENSIONS PAID.

The superannuation of Mr. Vankough-
net, deputy superintendent general of
Indian affairs, has stirred up a cloud of
dust in the conservative ranks of the up-
per provinces. Mr. Vankoughnet is only
fifty-seven years of age and says that he
did not desire superannuation. It is
evident that he has been turned out of
office to make room for Hayter Reed,
the fur looter and the change means a
burden on the people of $2,200 as a pen-
sion to the retired deputy. Not only is
this all, but $3,000 has to be paid as a
salary to the new appointee. Mr. Van-
koughnet did the work for $3,200, now it
means $5,200. The again, col. Panet is
to be put on the retired list to make room
for major Sam. Hughes, and so the work
goes on. It is only a question of a short
time when the pension list of Canada
will equal that of the United States in
expense, while not the slightest excuse
can be made for it. These officials after
serving a certain term have no right to a
pension. The people pay them while
they do the work and no one should be
cempelled to pay them anything when
out of office. The idea is absurd and
should be done away with as soon as poe-
sible.

For greater security the Hon. Mr. Hag-
gart, abont three years since, when post-
macster general, increased the rate of post-
age from two to five cents. It was then
thought that if the small increase would
secure this promised safety that it would
be wise to adopt it, and the measure
passed parliament and was received by
the people with very little discussion.
Now from the fact that $1,100 have been
stolen during the past year near Ottawa
alone from registered mail it is evident
that the security does not amount to
much. It is also probsble that money
has been stolen from the mails in other
places as well. If, then, the increase has
not fulfilled the object for which it was
intended, it would be wise to repeal it at
once as the tax is a large one.

THE KESWICK MURDER.

Continuation of the Case Before the Po-
lice Magistrate,

On Tuesday morning the trial of the
deaf mute Edward Wheary, for the mur-
der of his sister-in-law, Bertha Wheary,
was resumed at the police court.

Zopher B. Dunphy, of Mouth of Kes-
wick, was the first witness sworn. The
first part of his testimony related to the
movements of the Wheary family on the
day of the murder; to the finding of the
murdered woman’s body, its position,
blood marks and other facts, and was
similar to that of the previous witnesses.

The latter part of Dunphy’s is import-
ant, as it related to circumstances attend-
ing the finding of the bloody axe. One
night after the murder the witness and
Henry Tucker stayed at the Wheary
homestead and during the night took a
lantern and searched for the axe. After
examinining the garden, wood piles,
barns, hog pen and fences they came back
to the shed where they found the axe
hid behind some boards. They had to
climb over some barrels for to get it.
There was blood on the blade and on the
handle where it goos through the eye and
in some dents in the poll of the axe, and
the axe was wet as if with water. It had
been put there in that state as it wasin a
dry place. It was behind a board which
stood up against a board partition, and
they discovered it by setting the lantern
on the floor. They marked the axe for
future identification, and Dunphy after-
wards gave it to Hedley Wheary to bring
to the police court. The axe was pro-
duced in court and was identified by the
witness as the axe which they found.

Coun. Wm. Kinghorn was the next wit-
ness sworn. He stated that he had been
called into the Wheary house just after
the murder had become known and saw
the corpse. His description of the remains
and the evidence of the struggle for life
are similar to the testimonies already pub-
lished in the HERALD.

Dr. B. Coburn, who had acted as coroner
sworn, said: “I went in the shed door
and found Bertha Wheary lying upon her
back on the floar, her feet two and a half
feet apart,and a pool of blood at her head
and anotber at her feet. Her face was
covered with dry blood. I found a bruise
on the knee and shoulder. The head was
turned to the left side; one arm was bent
across her breast and the other laid on the
floor. I raised the head and found five
different cuts in the back of the neck.
Three of the cuts were two or three inches
long and not very deep. They were clear
cuts, as if made with asharp weapon. The
other cuts extended through the vertebra,
completely severing it, so that only the
muscles of the throat held the head tothe
trunk. The door opened in and there was
a splash on the outside of it. When I at-
tempted to open the door I had to move
the foot of the body first, and when the
door was opened the splash on it came di-
rectly over the pool of blood at the feet of
the body. I would infer from this that
the head first lay against the door, and had
been moved in order to shut the door.”

The father of the prisoner, Joseph
Wheary, testified to the events of the day
on which the murder was committed. He
told about the prisoner returning to the
house about dark with the digging fork.
The prisoner was twenty years old and
had always been on good terms with the
murdered woman.

He said he lived in the same house with
his son Hedley, at Keswick. His own
family consisted of himself, wife, daughter
Mabel and two sons the prisoner and Ty-
ler. Hedley’s family consisted of his wife
and two small children, the oldest being
about three and a half years old named
Frank, and the youngest between two and
three years of age. On the morning of the
27th of September, between 5 and 6 o’clock
Hedley took a team and set out for Jewett’s
mills, five miles distant. Shortly after,
Tyler went to Thos. H. Colter’s place,
where he was engaged at farming. Wit-
ness set prisoner at work digging potatoes
at which he continued till dinner time.
After 1 o’clock witness’ wife and daughter
drove to meeting at Macnaquac. When
they left the house, Bertha Wheary was
standing in the door of her husband’s
apartment, while the prisoner was at the
woodpile, about 100 feet from the house:
These two, with two small children, were
the only ones left at home. Witness had
written on a slate his instructions for
prisoner’s afternoon work. This was his
usual method of communicating with the
prisoner. He returned home in the even-
ing and found a large number of people
assembled. He went into Hedley’s kitch-
en and found Bertha Wheary lying dead.
[Witness here described the position and
appearance of the body, corroborating the
evidence of previous witnesses.] After
dark the prisoner came into the kitchen
where witness was sitting, carrying in his
hand a potato digging fork with which he
had been working. Hedley tried to take
the fork away from him. He resisted but
Hedley took it. Prisoner was very angry
and kicked Hedley. The prisoner sat
down and then went out, and in doing
his customary work witness wrote on the
slate: *“What have you been doing?”
and handed the slate to the prisoner who
glanced at it and laid it on the table. No
further attempt was made with the slate,
but the witness tried to communicate by
signs and the deaf and dumb alphabet,
though all had no effect; the prisoner
stubbornly refused to communicate with
the witness, Shortly afterwards the police
came and took him away.

Henry Wheary, colored, brother of the
murdered woman, was next called. He
swore that on the day of the murder he
was working at hauling buckwheat from
his field into his barn. The field was
70 or 80 rods, and his barn about 15 or 16
rods, distant from Joseph Wheary’s house.
Between 12 and 1 o’clock at noon on the
fatal day the witness saw Joseph Wheary,
wife and daughter drive away from his
home, and twenty minutes after he saw
the prisoner come out of Joseph’s shed
and go into the cellar. He had a basket
or pail in his hand, and saw him return
from the cellar and go into the shed
again. He did not notice whether he
had anything in his hand. About a half-
hour after that he saw the prisoner come
to the wood pile from Joseph Wheary’s
part of the house, pick up something
which he was unable to distinguish and
again go into the yard between the two
sheds.

About three-quarters of an hour later

 he saw the prisoner again. He had a

child in his arms and another child by
the hand. He was walking with them
around the yard. The child which he
held by the hand was Hedley’s little boy
Frank. He saw the prisoner again after
dark at Hedley Wheary’s shed door,
where he was standing laughing. He
left with Charles Wheary to put up
Charles’ horses. Witness did not see
him again. He thinks the prisoner had
the same clothes on then that he wears
now. The witness did not know auy-
thing about the murder, further than
what the previous witness had sworn to.
When he first saw the prisoner he was 50
rods away, and the second and third time
about 15 or 16.

Mr. Vanwart cross-examined Wheary

as to the position of his barn, and the
distances from there to Joseph Wheary’s,

but failed to upset his evidence in any
way.

. Two other Whearys, Mabel and Tyler,
sister and brother of the prisoner’s, were

also examined, but nothing of importance
was elicited beyond the fact that they
were both absent from Joseph Wheary’s
on the day and time the murder was com-
mitted.

A change has come over the prisoner.
He is now very quiet and takes more in-
terest in what is being said, as it is inter-
preted to him in the sign language. The
case was then adjourned, to be resumed
on Tuesday next.

THE HOOPER CASE.

Mrs, Hooper Poisoned Wish Prussic Acid
by Her Husband.

Mrs. Hooper suddenly died at Terre-
bonue, Quebec, on Monday, September 18,
while travelling with her husband from
her parents’ home at St. Ambrose de Kil-
dare to Montreal. A short time before
her death she had drank about half a cup
of milk administered by her husband.
They took her on the train at Terrebonne
and she died shortly after. She had only
been dead a short time when her husband
poured a large quantity of high wines
down the throat of the corpse, for the
purpose, as he said, of preserving the
body. When the woman was taken ill,
it was supposed she was on her way to
an insane asylum in Montreal. After the
body left Terrebone, it was lost sight of
for some time by the friends and relatives,
though it has since transpired that it was
buried in"Port Hope. Hooper made some
very peculiar statements and sent some
very strange letters to his wife’s relatives
about the manner in which she met her
death, and as there was a certain amount
of mystery attached to it detective Car-
penter, in his capacity of a Quebec pro-
vincial detective, was asked to investigate
the case. The {body was traced to Port
Hope and an order was secured to have it
exhumed. In the meantime Hooper
himself had been up to the grave and
was attempting to resurrect the body on
his own responsibility when he was
stopped by the local authorities, who
themselves undertook the work. The
inquest began on October 3rd, but was
postponed for a week pending the analy-
gis of the woman’s intestines by Prof.
Ellig, of Toronto, the Ontario government
analyst. The woman previous to her
going on the train was seen around
Louisville, where she arrived all wet,
and said that a dark man had tried to
drown her.

Charles E. Cameron, M. D, of 41 Argyle
street, Montreal, told Judge Dugas the fol-
lowing story: I met Hooper on several
occasions some three years ago. It was
on the occasion of a small convention of
the Philatelic association, with which we
were both connected. Since then we
have corresponded in relation to this
matter. I have always taken an interest
in postage stamps, and so did Hooper. I
never saw him after the convention until
Sunday, September 17 last, when he came
to my house. He chatted freely about
stamps and other kindred matters. After
a while he said that there was an obnox-
ious dog where he was staying, and he
asked me if I had any poison by which
he could killit. He said it wasa very
large dog and he would require a heavy
dose. I told him I did not keep any
poison in the house. I advised him to
call in a policeman and have him shoot
the dog. He replied that the dog was a
pet with the ladies, and being very fond
of him they would not like to have a
mess in the house. I asked him what he
wanted and he said “hydrocyanic or Prus-
sic acid.” I may tell you that I believe
this to be the strongest poison known.
One teaspoonful is a fatal dose and it will
kill in from two to five minutes. On his
asking me for a prescription I told him I
could not give him one, but gave him the
following order : !

Please give bearer enough hydrocyanic
to kill a large dog.

(Signed) DR. Cuask. E. CAMERON.

Hooper was cool and in fact seemed
quite happy, and chatted freely about
matters in general. He was not in the
least excited, but quite the contrary. He
seemed quite natural and jolly. I did
not ask him about his wife, because I was
under the impression that she was dead.
He mentioned casually that he was
going to visit two or three stamp collectors
in this city, but did not say where he
came from or where he was going to. On
Tuesday, the 19th inst., two days later, I
left the city to attend the convention of
the Canadian Medical association at Lon-
don, Ont. Then on Friday following I
went on to Chicago to visit the fair. I
returned to Montreal on Wednesday, the
4th inst., and in perusing the newspapers
which had been kept for me I came across
this' Hooper affair,and then it dawned
upon me that it was my duty to speak of
Hooper’s visit and his actions. R. W.
Webb, druggist, of 2263 St. Catherine
street, called and told me that Hooper had
had the order filled at his place on the
same day that I had given it. Dr.Cam-
eron added that it would be very difficult
under ordinary circumstances to trace
this poison especially long after death.
For about eighteen hours after death the
strong almond smell would reveal its pres-
ence. After that it would be more diffi-
cult.

HARVEY STATION.

The prices paid are seventy
cents a barrel for potatoes, and thirty-two
cents per bushel for oats.

Townsend, one of Woodstock’s popular
young ladies.

The Campbellton Enterprise says a
young man, who was out driving with a
young lady, one evening lately, had the
misfortune of running over a poor little
skunk, which, for the last act of its life,
generously sprinkled a dose of its balmy
fluid over the two young people.

The dwelling of Mr. Richard Hosford at
Wood’s Lake, near 8t. Martins, was
burned to the ground on Thursday last.
Much of Mr. Hosford’s furniture was
destroyed. The house was insured for
$500 in the Atlas. It was formerly
owned by Mr. John F. Godard. ‘

Lady Tilley has sent a statement to the
press of the receipts and expenditures on
account of the Boys’ Industrial Home,
from which it appears that she has re-
ceived $8,085.38, and expended $8,016.42,
leaving a balance in hand to be used on
the grounds and for additional furniture
of $68.96.

The following telegram was received at
St, John from Washington at 12.25 yester-
day. The storm now on the South Caro-
lina coast will move northeast attended
by dangerous northeast gales and heavy
rains and unusually high tides along the
coast. Shipping interests should take
warning.

The corner stone of the new Methodist
church at the Narrows, Queens county,
was laid on Wednesday last by rev.

Word was received at Moncton, Thurs-
day morning that the Scott Act petition
asking for an election has been rejected by
the department at Ottawa, on the ground
of a defective list. The attorney for the
Westmorland Scott act repealers says the
defect in the petition will be remedied at
once and the petition again forwarded to
Ottawa.

The trial at the sitting of the supreme
court at Amherst, Judge Meagher presid-
ing, Thomas McCoy, against whom the
grand jury found a true bill for the mur-
der of Paul White at Joggins Mines, after
occupying nearly two days, was concluded
yesterday afternoon. The jury, after an
absence of twenty minutes, returned a
verdict of manslaughter and not of mnr-
der.

The Evening Record printsa story to
the effect that the territory of Lower Cali-
fornia has been purchased from the Re-
public of Mexico by a syndicate of Ameri-
can and English capitalists, who propose
to annex the peninsula to the United
States. The syndicate have bound them-
selves to pay $45,000,000 to Mexico for
relinquishment of all its rights to the
territory.

About 150 persons went from Chatham
to Nelson Sunday afternoon on the steam-
ers Nelson and Miramichi to be present
at the laying of the corner stone of the
new Roman Catholic church. Thesolemn
and imposing ceremony was performed by
His Lordship the Bishop of Chatham, as-
sisted by Father Morrissy, of Bartibogue,
Father Dixon, of Newcastle, Father Wal-
lace, of Barnaby River, and the parish
priest, Father Power.

The Newcastle Advocate says that the
firm of Messrs. Clark, Skillings & Co., Lt'd,
of Glasgow and Boston, dealers in wood
supplies, have decided to erect a mill
there for the sawing of spool wood. They
have purchased a piece of land near
the deep water terminus and intend
erecting a large mill to be roofed with
iron, thoroughly equipped by the best

machinery and driven by an engine of
one hundred horse power,

In DEMAND.—Brown leghorn chickens are
in big demand now as there are a great
many partridge shooters in the city who, in
the gloaming, can go down the street with
three or four leghorns on a string, and pass
them off very well for the bird of the forest.

SoLp Our.—The real estate and person-
al effects of the late James Shields of Maug-
erville, were sold on Saturday last, at that
place by Jas. S. White, auctioneer. The
real estate was knocked down to C. W.
Shields of this city, brother of deceased, for
$750.

Hi1s TomesToNE.— The tombstone to mark
the grave of the late metropolitan has ar-
rived and will be put in position next
week. The base is of freestone 8 feet 6 by
four feet on which are placed the plinth
and carved stone which have come from
England.

GoNE To MaINE.— Ora Kilpatrick, who
has for some years carried on the last block
business at Keswick, will hereafter operate
on the line of the Bangor and Aroostook
railway. This winter he will employ 70
men and expects to give the railway 250
cars of freight per year.

Doucras Boom.—Work is being closed up
at Douglas boom. Several large lots of logs
have been sent down by tow boat to the
lower booms to be rafted. They were held
together by having a boom passed round
them. The season has been a very good
one for work at Douglas.

SpecraL Trip.—A large number of citizens,
including Dr. Currie and hon. Mr. Phinney,
have taken advantage of the special excur-
sion trip to Boston. Dr. Bridges will at-
tend to Dr. Currie’s patients in the mean-
time. Dr. Bridges has had a very suc-

" cessful practice since he located in this city.

TaE Case RevERsED.— The petit jury in
the Fredericks-Stiltham case acquitted the
defendants. J. A. Vanwart has been in-
structed by Fredericks to institute proceed-
ings against the constable, magistrate and
landlord as the distress for rent was ex-
cessive, and there were several illegalities in
the proceedings.

More GorLp Founp.—Point de Bute is
excited over an alleged discovery of gold.
Application for mining license has been
made by J. H. Wright and large areas will
be taken up. The lead is similar to that at
Memramcook. Tests haye been madeshow-
ing that the pure metal is present in con-
siderable quantity.

Escarep FroM TueE REFORMATORY.—The
St. John youths, Cunningham and Williams,
recently sentenced to four years at the re-
tormatory, stayed long enough to get a bath
and a new suit of clothes each, and a gener-
ous meal of roast lamb, vegetables, etc.
They then disappeared and up to date have
escaped the vigilance of the police.

Boyce vs. Lrpserr.— The case of Wm. H.
Boyce vs. John Lipsett was finished at the
county court Tuesday. Mr. Boyce, as agent
sold Mr. Lipsett’s farm and was to receive
five per cent commission. Lipsett’s claim
was that he was to pay Boyce 2} per cent.
The jury found in favor of Boyce and Lip-
sett had to pay the full commission.

Porato SHipMENT.—Potatoes were a poor
crop in Ontario and in many parts of the
United States, and the provincial crop which
was excellent is beginning to be shipped.
Eight car-loads have been shipped to S8t.
John from Harvey station for the West
Indies. Buyers are beginning to visit the
city», The prospect is that prices will be
fair for potatoes.

A Bie Srean.— There is quite a sensation
in Ottawa over the fact that $1,100 have
been stolen from the mails in transit from
country offices around Ottawa to a branch
of the bank of Montreal during the past
year. Post office inspector Sweetman and
a detective have been at work on the case,
but so far have been unable to locate the
thieves.

At FgEDERICT .. JUNcTION.—Mrs. John
Sheha";}s resigned her position as post
mistress at Fredericton Junction. A host
of friends assembled at the office and in
token of the esteem felt for her and the very
careful and obliging way in which she has
handled the mails presented her with an
address and a handsome diamond ring. D.
‘W. Hartt is the postmaster in charge.

BANGOR & ARroosTo0K.— David Burpee
and H. Simmons, of Gibson, are getting
their work on the Bangor & Aroostook rail-
way in a fair state of completion though
much remains to be done. They will sub-
mit tenders for the large bridge at Houlton
to be built by the town. They expect to be
absent all winter. A trip has been made
over the road from Brownsville to North
Twin dam, a distance of thirty miles. Rails
are laid about two and a half miles beyond
the Penobscot.

McFARLANE vs. CrockET.— On Thursday
the attention of the court was occupied
with a suit brought by W. G. McFarlane,
late reporter for the Gleaner, against J. H.
Crocket for the recovery of $27 wages.
Some time since McFarlane sued and re-
ceived judgment when Crocket went on the
limits, his bondsmen being his brother and
John Moore. Going outside the limits the
present action was begun. J. H. Barry ap-
peared for McFarlane and J. A. VanWart
for the defence.

STANLEY FAIR.

One of the Brightest Celebrations Ever
Held in that Stirring Village.

As usual the Stanley fair bad very fine
weather for its observance on Wednesday
last, and a very large crowd attended from
all over the country, there being many
from various points on the C. E. R. The
deputation from this city included H
Beckwith, M Tennant, E Allen, J Van-
Buskirk, A E Massie, F Strickland, G Per-
kins, H Ratter, C Gill, H Logan, R Black-
mer and others,

The display of cattle was small, but there
were some excellent animals. The sheep
as usual were good and several fine horses
attested to the fact that Stanley can pro-
duce some good specimens in this line.
Farm produce was extra as were also the
various home made articles,

Dancing was indulged in, there being a
platform erected on the grounds. The usual
ball was held in the evening when the
building was packed.

The giant swing owned by H. Turnbull
was erected, but before it could be put in
operation it came down with a crash and
just in time to prevent a mishap. Messrs.
Buchanan, Logan and Blackmer had
jewellry stands on the grounds and did
some business. One man while viewing
the horses and cattle got badly kicked by a
colt.

Logan’s hotel was thronged all day. There
was some fighting, but as usual the fair
passed off very quietly.

One thing happened which may not find
its way into print unless attended to now.
It appears that a Fredericton citizen went
to take a bath in the placid and health
giving waters of Ryan brook and became
the victim of the small boy. Jumping off
a rock with a splash resembling the flounce
of a wounded whale he struck down the
stream at a Valkyrie gait. His exuberance
of spirit and strength of arm carried him
beyond the lines set by prudence, and he
was long in returning. Since the time
Horatius swam the Tiber no such swim-
ming has been seen. But just here the
small boy got in his work. He was out
with his usual gun and saw the boots of the
Fredericton citizen on the mossy margin of
the stream. He decided that he would
carry them home and he did so. When
asked on the road where he got them he
said ‘ that he found them in the woods and
thought they would be very handy to boil
pig's feed in, they were shaped so like a
boiler.” But the swimmer had to return to
the village barefoot like a palmer returning
from a pilgrimage.

Sandy and Uncle Thomas.

Sandy Munro of Southampton, had quite
a long interview with York’s representative
to the commons, Mr. Temple, a few days
since. Mr. Munro, who knows more about
the river between this city and Woodstock
than any other man in the county, ex-
pressed his yiews preity plainly, showing
just where money could be spent to much
advantage along the different bars. He ex-
plained How by building dams or sheer-
waters at certain points the water flowing
into the smaller channels might be turned
into the larger ones thus deepening the
channel and giving the Florenceville a
longer season. What money has been
spent on the river—and that was very little
—during the past eight years as the steamer
makes a shorter season each year, was wast-
ed, so that a dozen trips, six in the spring
and the same in the fall, is the extent of
her work ; yet the people put up with it but
for how long they will do so is not certain.
After the interview Mr. Munroe decided to
fit up his tow-boat so it will be good for ten
years more at least. His action in this re-
spect would appear to show that the up
river folks are not to have much done for
them in the shape of better accommodation.

New Post Office.

It is evident that the new government
building at Chatham does not suit the
asthetic taste of the World, as the follow-
ing from that journal shows :

Eyery visitor to Chatham stops to laugh
at the building the government is erecting
for post office and custom house purposes,
and asks, ‘ What is it? Who designed it?’
architect Fuller of the public works depart-
ment, Ottawa, who took a look at it the
other day and got out of town before night,
proposes cutting off the corner that projects
beyond ihe street line and putting a door
there, which would improve the building
in respect both to appearance and utility.
It would be still better if the whole front
were torn down and rebuilt on the true
street line.

Peddler's License.

It is probable that the shopkeepers of the
county will make a formal demand on the
council to secure legislation to enforce a
license fee on the numerous hawkers and
peddlers who infest the country districts,
the more sparsely settled villages especially.
It is said that some of these peddlers, Arabs,
are living at the Indian camps at St. Marys.
If this is true it is the duty of the com-
missioner to oust them. They pay no
taxes, have no interest in the county, their
only object appears to sell a lot of trash for
the highest possible price and pay as lit-
tle as possible for their entertainment. If
the petition comes in it is pretty sure to
pass.

Sneak Thieves.

During the whole summer petty stealing
has been carried on in St. Marys and Gib-
son, with occasional visits to suburban
houses on this side.

There is
no clue at present, but very strong sus-
picions rest on three persons who may
shortly be called on to give an account of
themselves.

MAakE THEM SAFE.—Quite a large number
of cellars are lying open, veritable life traps
at Gibson, and steps are to be taken to have
them fenced in or covered. Some of them
have been open since the fire of several
years since, and others have been exposed
since the late fire. As they are near the
road they are dangerous both to pedestrians
and to those who drive carriages. It isto
be hoped thatthe owners will at once at-
tend to t™e work of making them safe.

MARyYsvILLE LuMBer.— All the drives
have got in and the water is up toa good
pitch for sawing. There will be logs enough
to run the mill - t1ll late in November or
the river freezes. It has been the best
season’s work in the three mills that has
ever been done. The work all through the
town has been pushed and it is without
doubt the busiest summer that the town
has had with the exception of the year the
factory was building.

F. C. B. Conrerence.—The F. C. Baptist
general conference of New Brunswick
will hold its sixty-first annual session
with the F. C. B. church, Waterloo street,
St. John, commencing to-day. There was a
large number of delegates by boat and train
yesterday and this morning.

FOUND GUILTY.

Currea’s Assailant Reaps the Reward
of His Crime.

The jury in the Curran vs. Morgan case
returned a verdict of guilty. It will be re-
membered that on the 16th of last month
Frank Curran, a commercial agent, while
here on business was assaulted by Joseph
Morgan. Curran’s evidence was to the ef-
fect that he was drinking on that day. He
met Morgan in a Regent street saloon when
the latter struck him. Witness did not re-
turn the blow and left immediately, going
to the Barker. He remained in his bed
there all day. In the evening he went
down stairs where he met Morgan who
asked him to go out and have a drink of
beer. He went out with him. They went
down to Parliament square when he told
Morgan that there was no drug shop there
and started to go back. Morgan then
struck him, knocking him down, and
kicked him on the head and body till he
was helpless,

The court room was crowded when judge
Steadman took his seat. The prisoners ap-
peared quite composed. William Wilson
addressed the court on behalf of Morgan,
pleading his previous good character as at-
tested to by Messrs. Hale «& Murchie in
whose employ the prisoner was.

The judge then in a lengthy and pathetic
address to the prisoners, said that on account

of the life they had been leading and their use
of intoxicants, it could have no other end-

1 ing than putting them in the position they

then occupied. He felt, he said, that their
aged mothers had the sympathy of the com-
munity as they had his sympathy. He told
them that in Haney’s case the extreme limit
of punishment was fourteen years, and in
Morgan'’s case, three years. They were then
sentenced to three and two years respec-
tively. They will be taken to the Dorches-
ter penitentiary on Monday next.

Curran was on Thursday night run in by
the police as he was intoxicated.

The R. R. C. L Sports.

For the past month the’men of the in-
fantry school have been practicing daily for
their sports which take place this afterncon.

EDGAR MURDER.

Do Him Up — Knock His Brains Out and
Other Threats.

The trial of Bela Noyes for the murder of
John Edgar came up before the Machias,
Me., court on Tuesday last. Attorney gen-
eral Powers and county attorney Campbell
appeared for the state, and the prisoner,
Noyes, was defended by Messrs. Howes,
Hanson and McNichol.

Considerable time was spent in empan-
nelling a jury, fifteen being challenged by
the'defence, four by the state and three set
aside for cause, There were fifteen wit-
nesses present for the prosecution, four of
whom saw the killing and several proving
that before the fatal fight Noyes had used
such threats as that he would ““ do him up;”
would ‘“ knock his brains out;” and that
after the killing Noyes said that, ‘‘ he hoped
to Christ he had killed him.”

The defence makes the plea that, Edgar
was kicked by a horse or death was caused
by apoplexy.

W. R. Foss, on whose premises the mur-
det was done, is arrested and in jail on four
indictments. First asan accessory to the
murder, second for selling intoxicating
liquors, third same offence, and fourth
keeping a tippling shop and public nuisance.
It is not ascertained whether the first offence
is bailable.

The testimony was concluded Wednesday.
The lawyers have addressed the jury and
the case is expected to close this morning.

The jury retired at 3.40 p. m. on Thursday
and at 6.30 returned a verdict of man-
slaughter.

Noyes was sentenced on Friday afternoon
to two years imprisonment. Foss was let
out on bail.

A verdict for the plaintiffs wasgiven at
the supreme court in the case of the Pom=
inion Type Co. vs. The Gazette Publishing
Co. of St. John.

This was an action on a promissory note
alleged to have been made by the defendant
company and signed * The Gazette Publish-
g Co. Limiled, A. G. Bowes, president.”
It appeared that Jobn A.Bowes had pur-
chased a quantity of type from the plaintiff
previous to the incorporation of the defend-
ents’ company and had given his note in pay-
ment; that when the defendants were in-
corporated, John A. Bowes transferred the
type to the company and took stock in the
company in payment ; and that the plain-
tiffs afterwards accepted the note in ques-
tion in substitution of Mr. Bowes’' note
The defendant claimed that the note was
given by the president without considera-
tion and without the authority of the de-
fendants. A verdict was given for the
plaintiffs,

Smash Up.

When the mail was late yesterday morn-
ing people began to enquire as to what oc-
casioned the delay. It transpired that the
express from the junction had met with a
mishap. At Salamanca adraw bar connect-
ing the baggage car with the tender broke
and the engine wenton and left the train.
There was so much momentum that the
engine could not be stopped in time but
went past the station and jumped the track
in the old race course. The engine and
tender were damaged. No one was hurt.
Coaches went down and brought up the de-
layed passengers.

For Divorce.—A prominent lawyer of
this city has been retained in a divorce suit
which is shortly to be brought up in the
courts here. The parties are quite promi-
nent residents of this county and some
interesting statements are to be made. Itis
said that the wife will sue for maintainance
and that the husband will then put in for
absolute divorce.

AccIpENT AT GiBSON.—Quite a serious acci-
dent occurred at Gibson on Thursdgy. J.
Kyle and two of his men were shingling a
barn when the staging broke and they fell
to the ground, a distance of twenty feet.
Mr. Kyle was the most seriously hurt and
will be confined to the house for a few days.
The others escaped with a few bruises.

Ox Bow Bripge.— Mr. Fleicher, of St.
Marys, has about completed the Ox Bow
bridge below Gagetown, Queens county.
He has made a good job of it. It consists
of five steel bents, is thiriy-seven feet high
and will be a durable structure.
