THE MOUTH OF THB PIT

is a massive platform to which ali the
coal from below is brought and is then
wheeled in *‘skips” or small cars eack
containing about half a ton to the
‘‘shoot” inte which it is emptied, aud
from there run into coal wagons or cars
and from there run down to the shipping
docks. Above the plstform are two
large wheels over which run strong wire
cables attached to the ‘‘cages’ which
descend or ascend as required. Having
dressed ourselves in an old suiv and each
being provided with a miner’s lamp, and
accompanied by a guide, we entered one
of the cages with express instructions
not to move until we found ourselves at
the bottom. The shaft was about nine
feet in diameter, and showed by the
light of vur lamps as we shot by a varie-
ty of strata.

The published statement is our answer
to the queries that have beem made in
the past by some of the carpers : ‘‘If we
get in another railway, where would we
get traffic to keep it running ¥’ It will
be seen that 4,400 cars were required to
carry goods in transit one way during the
year 1863, and 25 per cent. of that trade

" would be gladly eeized upon by any rail-
way company frem a lake port nowadays.

The lake carrying trade in 1863, inde-
pendent of lumbering vessels and boats
employed in the coast trade, consisted of
9 propellers and 32 gailing vessels. Be-
tween 300 and 400 sailors were required
to man the vessels, and about 100 addi-
tional men found steady employment at
high wages working at the dock.

*What has brought about the change
which has proved so detrimental to God-
erich? The answer is an easy one, al-
though it is not generally known: The
town has been ‘‘hoycotted” by the G. T.
R. Why ! Because in the lease made
when the G. T. R. asssumed the B. & L.

THE JVAVE IN PENMSYLVANIA,

Philadelphia, Aug. 10.—For the first
time since Januwary 8th, 1817, a very
perceptible shock of earthquake was felt
here today. It was of about ten seconds
duration, and the undulation apparently
extended from northeast to southwest,
increasing in violence with each succeed-
ing second, and subsiding gradually.
The strongest buildings were shaken,
and rickety chimneys toppled over on
the roofs. In all parts of the city,plaster
fell, chinaware rattled, doer-bells began
ringicg, glasses clinked, clocks stopped.
In some instances people were prostrated
upon the floor of their dwellings.
Nervous people were frightened to such
an extent that many thought the de-
struction of the world was at hand.
Kverywhere the populace was excited.
Every house in the city was agitaied
more or less. In a few moments later
three-fourtfis of the entire population
were in the streets. Everywhere men,

the sidewalks and street corncrs and
eagerly discussed the affair. Gradually
the impression that an earthquake had
occurred grew upon the citizens.
