‘His brother, Prince Joachim,
dismissed from the German army Dy
the Emperor because of his affection
for Marie Sulzer, an actress, who pre-
viously had been married in London
to tthe Austrian Baron von Lieben-
berg. X

Another brother, Prince Frederich
Wilkelm, was sent to Konigsberg "0
study and, instead, fell deeply in love
with the beautiful and fascinating
Countess Paula Lehndorff, the nine-
teen year old daughter of the famous
adjutant-general to the old Emperor
William. = The Kaiser objected to the
match and communicated his objec-
tion to the Countess's mother,
the result that, the Royal student was
forbidden the house and,-on his de-
claring that he would marry the ob-
ject of his choice in spite of the Em-
peror himself, he was exiled from the
country.

Prince Frederich Heinrich also
came in for the Kaiser’s displeasure.
Finding that his inclinations were en-
tirely opposed to the attitude insisted
cn by his illustrious rank, he threw
over the “pomp and circumstance” of
the Court and, under the name of
Herr von Rogen, went to live as a
private gentleman. This reactionary

was

decision reached the ears of the Kais- |
er, who ordered the Prince to return |

to Court or ‘to face a life-long exile.
The Prince chose exile. After wan-
dering about ‘in Southern Eurqpe, he
became sick at heart and sought sol-
ace in the Catholic Church. At length
he decided to become a monk, and,
abandoning his real name, entered the
monastery as Brother Henry.

This Prince, who has tasted of ev-
ery ‘luxury, now cleahs his own cell,
sleeps’ on-a plank bed, and on his
ill-protected knees assists his broth-
ers to scrub out the c€orridors. Lodg
hours are spent in devotional exer-
cises, and much time is devoted to
the gardens.

In addition *to this practical sym-
pathy with the demands of the Roman
Catholic Churth, the Prince has made
his whole fortune over to it, to e
devoted solely to charitable and hu-
mane. purposes. - The {{aiser is great-

Civic Affairs.

The terrible drain which prevent-
ible disease makes upon l¥e is its
most apparent effect,- but as was set
foerth at length in the Evening Tele-
gram some years ago by the Hon. John
‘Harvey its economic effects drain the
peckets of its victims. An excessive
death-rate with the disabling diseases
which fore-run death is a public scan-
dal. As it can be prevented by rea-
sonable expenditure of public money
it is economically unsound civic ad-
ministration which permits the waste
o? life and substance to continue.

As we mentioned yesterday, diffi-
culties similar to those which prevail i
in this community have existed else-
where and have been surmounted. If |
other cities have cut their death-rates |
in two, why cannot St. John's? . The |
provision for a more abundant water |
supply from Winsor Lake is a proper |
ore. The money spent in this di-[
rection no one should begrudge, nor
is money wasted which is used to keep
the supply pure at its source. But
the work is only half done, if halfl
the people in the city are inadequate-
1y provided with water, and the point
made by the Hon. John Harris, in the !
Legislative Council, about the proper"
and sufficient distribution of the ad-
ditional’ water which is being brought
t> town was an excellent .one. An
abundant supply of water is one of
the first steps in reducing .ill-health
and death. Moreover it should go a
long way towards a more adequate
disposal of house sewerage in which
the city is notoriously deficient.

But what about the sanitary state of
our streets? Even Water Street,
paved and sewered, is not clean. As
for other streets, foul is not an ade-
quate description of their state. How

Loss of Geo R. Allston.

Capt. Smith being interviewed
about the loss of his ship, the Geo.
R. Allston, to-day, said: We Ileft
Cadiz with salt and wine on March
30th bound for St. John’s. We had a
fairly good run till April 18th, when
in lat. 41.35 N. and 37.00 W., a gale
from the W.S.W. arose, veering soon
around to south and blowing fiercely.
At 4 am. on that day the ship was
hove to. The wind dropped away af-
ter a few hours and left a heavy sea
running. The ship was quite help-
less. A sea struck. the vessel astern
and broke off two of the lower rud-
der irons, leaving it hanging by th:
upper brace. The rudder was driven
from side to side by the sea and
threatened to tear the stern out of
her. Things continued this way all
night, In the morning of the 19th
the vessel began to make water. A
heavy swell was on and nothing could
be done to secure the rudder. Shortiy
after the schr. Marie, Capt. Drillet,
bore down: and took the crew off.
They remained on the Marie till the
256th April, when the Coronation, on
the way to Grand Bank, took them on
board and landed them on the 27th.
The mate of the Marie set fire to th=
Allston. The crew lost all their
clothes.
