Where Are They ?
According to a message from Curl­

ing to the Daily News, the Gorton- 
Pew Fisheries Co. of Gloucester will 
often a branch establishment at Bay 
of Islands.

It is somewhat strange we hear 
nothing nowadays of the great enter­
prises that Messrs. Trefethen & Lord 
were to set going here early this sum­
mer. It will be remembered that they 
hardly had patience to wait for the 
contract with the Government to be 
sanctioned by the Legislature, so anx­
ious were they to commence oper­
ations. The Legislature opened. The 
Legislature sat. The Legislature sanc­
tioned an amended contract. The 
Legislature closed. The Premier 
went to ngland. Oother picnickers 
took their tricks and turn at going 
away for a season. The summer 
came. The summer is passing. But 
where are the great fishery oper­
ations which were to be commenced 
last spring? Echo answers : Where ?

Wanted : An Industrial 
Judge.

Sir Charles Macara, of Manchester, 
the famous cotton expert, in a letter 
to the Lord Mayor of Manchester, 
suggests that recent disputes have 
shown the need for an Industrial 
Judge.

Sir Charles proposes “that a special 
department should be created, with an 
advisory body, composed of a few 
well-known men with the widest ex­
perience. representing both capital' 
and labour, to whom disputes might 
be referred before the stage of a lock­
out or a strike is reached. There may 
be difficulties in the wdy of putting 
these suggestions into operation, but 
the inter-dependence of all industries 
must be recognised, and the disloca­
tion of the largest commercial centre 
in the world shows me the absolute 
necessity that my suggestion should 
be seriously considered and acted up­
on.

"There is nothing, in my opinion,’’ 
he says, “of more vital importance to 
the national welfare than harmonious 
relationship between capital and lab­
our. The want of it seriously im­
perils our position as a great com­
mercial nation. A special department 
with an advisory body such as I have 
suggested, would provide that if a 
real grievance did exist, it would re­
ceive a fair hearing, exorbitant claims 
would meet with their just deserts, 
while resistance to reasonable demands 
would be equally condemned. I might 
also designate the president of the 
proposed advisory committee as an in­
dustrial judge. The appointment 
ought to be a permanent one and en­
tirely independent of party politics. 
Its holder should be naturally a man 
of judicial mind, strict impartiality, 
and experienced in the settlement of 
labour troubles.

"It seems to me that the successful 
settlement of this and other labour 
disputes in various parts of the 
country in recent years clearly in­
dicates that it is not impossible to 
find a man with the requisite qualifi­
cations, and, in my opinion, such an 
act of administration, and without the 
necessity of an Act of Parliament, the 
proposed industrial judge being sup-

I plied with a deputy to assist him and 
| an adequate staff,”

CANADA’S WAY.
On behalf of the Parliamentary 

Committee of the National Chamber 
of Trade. Mr. S. T. Nicholson, the hon. 
secretary, has written the Prime Min­
ister urging the adoption in this 
country of legislation on the lines 
of the Industrial Disputes Investiga­
tion Act of aCnada.

“This Act,” he says, “completely 
prevents any strike or lock-out taking 
place before the'matter in dispute has 
been considered by a Board of Arbitra­
tion. The dispute can be brought to 
early arbitration at the instance of 
either party or of the Government 
alone. The Arbitration Board con­
sists of one representative appointed 
by the employers, one appointed by 
the workmen, and a third appointed 
by the other two.

“When the Board has made its de­
cision, no steps are taken to enforce 
it, and the parties are at liberty to 
proceed with a strike or lock-out if 
they think good; but, as a rule, the 
parties abide by the verdict, which 
has always the irresistible weight of 
public opinion.

“The Canadian Government informs 
us that out of 110 labour disputes, 
which have occurred since the Act 
came into force in 1907. not more 
than ten have culminated in a strike 
or ioc.k-out.------Ext.

A Truce in the
Railway Dispute.

The cruiser Antrim has been sent 
to the Mersey to protect shipping.

Tom 
Mann, the strike leader, summarized 
the men’s demands as follows; A 
general increase of wages of fifty 
cents per week, 54 hours’ work a 
week, and a recognition of the Union. 
The time limit within which the rail­
way men demanded their employers 
to agree to a consideration of their 
grievances expired this morning, but 
the threatened general strike on the 
railroads failed to materialize. In­
stead the representatives of the rail­
way companies and the trade union 
societies involved went into a confer­
ence with the Board of Trade, and 
the traffic proceeded. It is generally 
understood that the truce will be ob­
served during the negotiations at the 
Board of Trade.
