A SERIOUS CHARGE.

In the House of Assembly, last
night, the Minister of Finance, the
Hon. M. P. Cashin took the opportun-
ity of denying emphatically a serious
charge which appeared in the columns
of the Daily Mail yesterday and to
which covert. allusions were made on
Monday. The allegations were speci-
fle and definite, charging Mr. Cashin
with the purchase of 5,000 lbs. of to-
bacco to avoid paying the duties he
knew were to be imposed. The grava-
men of the charge is not in the specific
amount named, or in the niodus opér-
andi. It consists as the Daily News
puts it in accusing "Mimster Cashin,
the Colony’s trustee, of baving avail-
ed of his knowledge of the Govern-

_ ment’s intentions regarding the tarift,

to make money for himseif, in other
words that he prostituted his office
for personal gain.” Mr. Cashin’s de-
nial was positive, emphatic and une-
quivocal, It was without any reserva-
ticns- whatever. Mr. Cashin stated
that he would vindicate himself to-
d2y. The. meaning placed on qis
words was that he would institute a
libel suit to-day. We agree with the
Daily News that the Ministry cannot
let the matter rest where it is. We
agree with- the Daily News that the
charges must be publicly cdisproved, if
the public life of this Colony is to be
held in respect, Minister Cashin must
take further action. The House it-
self affords a speedy means of probing
the charge and vindicating the honour
of- the Minister .the ‘Government, and
the Legislature, for they are all affect-
ed by the charge.

And now for a word 'or two upon

. some things ruggested by the debate
{ Some of the speakers seemed mucl

concerned at the failure of Temper-
ance efforts.in other countries, as, for
instanceé, Canada and the United
States of America. It is quite possi-
ble that, as a statement of fact, there
was scmething in all that was said
réspecting manifest weakness in en-
foreing the laws. But surely the suf-
ficent answer to these objections is
that, instead of going back, the cause
of Temperance is advancing in’ botl
countries by leaps and bounds; sc
that every year witnesses large sec:
tions of territory becoming:“dry.” If
then, we give these peoples ¢redit foi
intelligence and sincerity, we are
compelled to believe that, in thei)
opinion, improvement is effected b;
their legislation. The amount of time
and money which Temperance work:
ers in both countries invest in this
work, is enormous. Are they doing
that for their amusement, or for theii
health? No, they are convinced tha
they are helping to rescue their coun:
tries and their fellow men from ¢
periloys and destructive traffic.
Other speakers again seemed alarm-
ed at the difficulties involved in this
business. There are difficulties; o
course, serious difficulties; but wha
is the mission of .statesmanship bu
to overcome difficulties? Let ' these¢
problems be grappled with in a spirit
of heroism and determination, and i
will be seen that thm are not beyonc
solution. s

sidized companies, if not permittec

strong drink, appeared a real obste-
cle to some speakers. Now it is. jus
possible that a company may be un
wise enough to demand compensatior
for such loss, bat I hardly think i
probable. - For, after all, companies
can only.prgsper -by the good will o
tae publie; and if the people call fo:-
this ‘reform, in the interest of theii
sons, they will effectively deal witl
any company that makeg the: traffic
in' drink necessary by greed of gain

But if this be a real danger, let. the
|imitation be removed; and let it be
come fllegal to convey intoxicants tc

local option districts by any convey:
ance whatsoever.

Some of the spedkers:saw serious
abjections to creating machinery foi
a plebiscite, and thus give the people
the privilege of -expressing their. de
sires in this matter. With this ob-
jection 1 have no sympathy whatéver
Are members of the House of Assent
bly afraid or unwilling to trust the
people who élected them? - Are thel
prepaed to say to the people, “Yor
ask for this machinery that you majy
settle ‘the liquor traffic according t«
vour enlightened judgment; but we
are unwilling for. you to settle it, we
prefer to decide it for you. That
surely is a most ungracious and im-
politic attitude to assume in this de-
‘mocratic age. It seems to me thai
the safe thing to'do with this whol¢
business is to lay the responsibility
upon the shoulders of the people. I
they prefer drink, let -them have it:
it they want total prohibition, le
them have that.

In dealing with Pro-
Mibition he said it was a serious prob-
lem and a matter for searching en-
quiry before carried into operation.
He pointed out that in other countries
prohibition only prevented the impor-
tation of liquors but such a system
would only partially remove the evils
and the question was would we be any
better off under Prohibition.. Moral
suasion, he thought, wouid be a more
¢ffective whip towards sobriety than
lcgislgtion. He: did mot believe thal
the prevention of transporting liquors
hy trains or steamers to Local Op-
ion towns would be carried out suc-
cessfully.” He said he was always £
cempeérance disciple and would give
*he petitions his heartiest support.
Mr. Kent who also prescnted peti-
tions, said that they had a ' two-fold
cbject, one about Local Option Dis-
‘rict and the other Prohibition. He
sndorsed ;what the Primme Minister
aid regarding Probitition
nd pointed out that no good
ad beten accomplished by the enact-
ng of Prohibition in other countries.

Dear Sir,—Kindly allow me space
in your valuable paper to state a few |
"acts which is of much importance to
the miners who work underground in
this country. We are very quiet but
at the same time we take stock of
what is going on in the Government
ranks: The Government can find a
means of raising some salaries 200
per cent. but;they can’t find money to
pay a practical miner to inspect and
report to the Government Engineer
on 2]l the under ground workings and
2onditions under which our laborers
have to work. If it was reported that
v fisherman caught a lobster with
mly one eye and a sign of spawn on
its tail, the Government would spend
thousands and pay a heeler a big sal-
sty \to watch Mr. Lobster and advizse
Him not to crawl into the fisherman’'s
sot. If it was reported that some one
shot a black crow up the counf:i, the
Government would send odt an army
of game wardens to capturc t"e slay-
ar or the poor crow, but the miners
are human beings who have to work
in the bowels of the earth for
their bread and butter. It’s no differ-
«nce about them getting their heads
shot off and getting their lives crush-
ed out. Is it possible that the wild
animals in the country are of more
value to them than miners’ lives. Why
is it that the Government ignore the
miners’ appeal for protection by law?
1_have had thirty years of practical
experience in mining, both in this
country and out of it, and Mr. Editor,
and gentle readers, I am prepared at
a moment’s notice to give a sworn
statement of conditions under which
our miners have to work, and which
if published, would be an eye-opener
for the reading public. "If Sir E. P.
Morris and Hon. M. P. Cashin had
their sons working under ground in
Newfoundland, we would have m-
¢pectors and overseers appointed by
the dozen to advise our mining con-
ditions.. Why is it that the Govern-
ment Engineer doesn’t advise on the
above matter? We notice he can ad-
vise the Government to appoint rail-
road inspectors by ‘the bushel. That
is of no earthly use whatever, either
to the Government or to the coamtract-
or. We are going to look to the Gov-
ernment Engineer in the future for
better protection than what we ha've
got in the past. Why not give us at
least two good practical miners and
hove them to report every week to
the Government - Engineer. I Kknow
of several cases in the country where
men lost their lives all through no
inspection by apractical man. ,One
poor fellow was ordered to work in a.
place that was condemned by others.
He worked two hours when a piece of
ore four tcns fell from the roof over
his head and crushed out his life.
' The excavation was 78 feet long, 52
feet wide and 34 feet high without
one stick of timber to protect the
workingmen’s heads. I will hold over
the name of the miner for the sake of
the poor fellow’s friends; 1 know of
others that were sent to their death
in a similar way.

A sad drowning occured in the har:;
bor, near Franklin’s premises, yes-
terday afternoon, the victim = being
Patrick O’Neil, son of Andrew O’Neil,
cabman. The young lad O’Neil with
several of his companions was “copy-
ing” on the ice in Tessier’s dock just
astern of the crusier Fiona, and went
down through some slob which he
thought was safe ice. The little fel-
low made a desperate struggle for his
life.

Shot Without Trial, Friends say.

Friends of Benton on both the
,American and Mexican sides of fthg
river deny that any such trial was
held and say that they have positive
information - that Benton went to
Juarez unarmed, entered Villa’s
head-quarters, was told by Villa,
when he asked for information about
shipping' cattle across the border,
that he, Villa, intended to run him,
Benton, out of the country, as he was
a Federal sympathizer.

Villa is said to have applied to Ben-
ton, who was a quic»k-tempered Scot,
an ugly Spanish. epithet, and when
Bentcen told him that he was a Brit-
ish subject and that he would not be
insulted by any Mexican, Villa is said
to have slapped him in the face,
knccked him to the floor and drawn
his six-shooter, when Villa’s wife
jumiped in between them and pleaded
with Villa not to shoot.

Few relatives of Benton are living,
and Mrs. Benton, who is of Spanish
extraction, has none. Benton's bro-
ther, Santiago, lives ' in ' Durango,
Mexico, and he had a sister, whose
address is unknown, in England. The
brother has been telegraphed to, and
advised te notify the sister. Another
brother, Sir John Benton, is in the
Indian Civil Service.

William S. Benton was a native of-
Aberdeenshire, Scotland, and was
ahout 45 years old. He went to Mexi-
co from Scofland when about 25
vears old. He worked over Northern
Mexico as a mining man, rancher, and
prospector. He finally settled per-
manently on the Hacienda 'Los Re-
medios, near Santa Rosalie, in  the
State of Chihuahpa. He ‘was associ-
ated with his cousir, William Benton,
in the hacienda and had improved it
un¥il it was one of the show places of
Northern Mexico when the revolution
started. 1t is said in Chihuahua that
he paid $1.25 an acre for the 100,000
acres which make up the bacienda,
