Wellington, N. Z., Nov. 10.—An Iim-
portant development in New Zealand's
naval policy is foreshadowed by Mr.
Massey, the Prime Minister, in a
.manifesto in which he outlines the
platform of the reform party in the
Dominion.

Every effort will be made, says the
Premier, worthily to sustain New
Zealand’s share in the responsibil-
ties and obligations of the British Em-
pire.

The party he represented would un-
dertake to preserve the national de-
fence system already in operation
throughout the country and at the
same time they would promote a naval
policy under which the Dominicn
would train its own personnel and
gradually develop interests in the Im-
perial navy that could protect the Em-
pire as a whole, at the same time
maintain the supremacy of the Brit-
ish flag in the Pacific ocean, as well
as ensure the safety of the trade
routes from hostile raids.

The whole stretch of country from
Nieuf)ort to Dixmude to Ypres pre-
sents a picture so terribly appalling
that it ig difficult to describe it.

The country from a little south of
there towards Dixmude is one vast
charnel house of German slain. Bel-
gian officers estimate the German
corpses slain around Dixmude alone
at -~ thirty-seven thousand. It has
been necessary day after day receut-
ly to send out Belgian soldiers, sev-
eral thousand strong, to bury the Ger-
man-dead in the 'ground from which
the enemy retreated.

The German troops must be suffer-
ing heavily from living day after day
in the trenches amid these putrifying

maasses, masses which in many
points form long heaps four fest high,
They have had apparently no time to

care for them, and little time to

treat the wounded. Our hospital par-
ties find Germans who have been
lying three days in the lines bheyond
the Allies where there own comirades
could not come with aid.

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

PARIS, Nov. 17.—(Official.)

At Nieuport, opposite Dixmude, and
in the Ypres region, cannonading has
again started much heavier than on
previous days. On the canal south
of Dixmude, our artillery stopped the
enemy's operations underway to
check the fldboding. The Germans
were compelled to evacuate several
of their trenches filling with water.
Two German infantry attacks, . one
south of Bixschoote, the other south
of Ypres, failed. On our side we have
recorded. progress between Bixs-
checote and ‘the canal. An artillery
duel.’l)articularly sharp, marked the
line between La Bassee and Armen-
tiers. Several German detachments
which attempted. to cross’ the River
Aisne, near Vailly, were thrown back
or destroyed. There has been heavy
cannonading beyond Vailly, and also
in the Rheims region, where several
shells fell on the town of Rheims. In
the Argonne were no infantry en-
gagements, but we have blown up, by
means of mines, several German
trenches. On the heights of the
Meuse and south of Verdun we have
advanced on several points. In St.
Mihiel region we have taken several
houses of Chauvencourt village, the
barracks of St. Mihiel garrison. This
village is the sole position still held
by Germans on the left banks of the
Meuse in this region. On the re:
mainder of the.front nothing to be re-
ported.

NORTH  SEA CLOSED.

LLONDON, Nov. 17.

Premier Asquith stated to-day in
the Commons, that the British Gov-
ernment had decided to declare the
whole of the North Sea a military
area. All subjects of the enemy
found on neutral vessels, he said,
would be liable to detention as pris-
oners of war. Further oil and copper
would be declared contraband.

BRITAIN’S WAR TAXES.

LONDON, Nov. 17.

Chancellor Lloyd George proposed
in the Commons to-day an additional
duty on beer of 17|3 (approximately
$4.15) per barrel. This is equivalent
to about a cent a glass. He said that
he proposed, as a means of raising the
deficit, resulting from the war, to in-
crease the income tax. On unearned
incomes he - proposed that a man
should contribute one-forty-eighth of
his income this year, and one-
sixteenth next year. In respect to
earned incomes, he said each man
would have to contribute one-
eightieth = this year and three-eigh-
tieths next year. He said that the
country had to.find by the end of the
financial year £335,367,000, or there
would be a deficit of £339,511,000.

Vigilance in
the North Sea

The interning of the Berlin at
Trondhjem brings into relief the vigi-
lance exercised by Jellicoe in the
North Sea. The Berlin is a sister
ship of the Emden which did so much
damage to shipping in the Indian
Occan, and which was recently sunk
by the Australian cruiser Sydney’ off
Cocos Island. In 1903 three <cruisers
. +of this type were launched, the Ber-

Ain, the Emden and the Hamburg.
Their tonnage is 3,200 and they carry
ten 4.1 guns, The Berlin managed to
escape from the Heligoland Bight or
the Baltic and ran up a third of the
coast of Norway and put into Trond-
‘jem. In all probability, she was fol-
lowed and forced into the Norwegian
fiord to escape British cruisers. The
fact that on the alternative of leav-
ing in twenty hours or submitting to
internment being put up to her by the
Norwegian authorities, that she ac-
cepted the latter, indicates that Dritish
“‘eruisers were awaiting her re-appear-
ance outside the three-mile limit. The
fate' of the Berlin brings into clear
relief the vigilance of the British
fleet in the North Sea. So far as is
known not a single German commeice
destroyer has escaped. from the North
Sea into the Atlantic for a period cf
three months. The watch kept up is
never ending and it has been highly
successful. Had it been otherwise,
there would have been a far different
tale to tell in regard to the shipping
on the North Atlantic. British ships
.. haveserossed from: North American
_/waters to European waters during

" the commerce -destroyers of our ene-
mies. Ships have come and gone
from Newfoundland to Canada,- the
United States, the British Islands,
the Mediterranean and the Brazils
and to date we are in the happy posi-
tion of not having had to record a
ginge loss. We have much to be
thankful for, and. we can also con-
" gratulate ourselvées that our own iish-
ermen, the Newfoundland Naval ke-
serve, are taking part in this patriotic
and needfal work. A hundred or so
of our own boys are on the H. M. S.
Niobe and more than three:hundred
others who crossed the Atlantic on the
Franconia, are now or soon will be
afloat on other warships helping the
mother country to keep down: the Ger-
man menace on the . high . seas.
There are more getting ready for the
work on the Calypso, and during the
next few weeks we ars hoping to see
a sufficient influx to enable Newfiund-
land to fulfill her pledge of providing
1,000 men for the Navy. The strong
endorsement which this - pledge has
reccived from the F. P. U, and the
example of Mr. John Stone, M.H.A,,
for Trinity District in offering himself
as a recruit will doubtless be fruitful
in stimulating recruiting for the
King’s Navy.

HOW TO KNIT THEM.

To the Editor of The Times:
Sir,—Having for many years tried
various plans for keeping the hands
warm in eold climates when wild-
fowling, I should like to give a word
of warning and advice to these kind
people who are knitting gloves and
mits for winter wear for our soldiers.
Knitted gloves if once wetted by
snow or rain are worthless for keep-
ing the hands dry or Wwarm unless
tirere is a fire to dry them at. When
wet the wind blows through them and
turns the fingers into a numbed and
frozen condition, and keeps them so,
a condition most unsuitable for feel-
ing a rifle-trigger! In quite dry wea-
ther knitted gloves will keep the
hands warm, but even then are very
difficult to feel a trigger with. If
worn when shooting they should have
no ends for the forefinger and the
thumb, as if these are covered with
thick wool, being the fingers chiefly
used, the thread of wool catch on ev-
ery small projection they rub against
on a rifle. Leather sewn partially in-
side a knitted glove, as I see sug-
gested, is a poor dddition, as it gives
no warmth, and when wetted becomes
hard -and creased bn bemg dried and

remains so,

Woollen: mits; as thick as'posslble,

that fit,cloge to the wrist for'a length
of six inches, and which come up to

the .second joint of the fingers, are '

far better than gloves, and leave . .the
fingers free for use. The fingers do
not get cold with these mits, as they
keep the blood warm at the wrist and
hence the fingers are warm, even
though wet. The mits do not catch
projections and do not wear out. I
see it is advised that the mits should
be made of a length to draw over the
sleeves—a very bad plan, as they
would be away from the wrist, and
the wind would blow through them,
and being enlarged to go over the
sleeve, when they slipped off the lat-
ter, as would constantly happen in
any exertion, they would be locsely
fitting to the wrist instead” of fitting
it warm and tight as they shculd do.

House to House Canvass

TO FIND WHO WILL FIGHT.

London, Nov. 11.—To stimulate re-
cruiting and to find out how many of
those eligible to do so are willing to
enlist, the Government has decided to
send every householder whose name
is on the voting list a blank form,
which he will be asked to return with
a statement of what members in his
household have enlisted or are willing
to enlist.

The giving of this information is not
mandatory.

Each form will be accompanied by
a letter signed by Premier Asquith,
Andrew Bonar Law and Arthur Hen-
derson, presidents of the Parliamen-
tary Recruiting Committee, in which
they state that the number of recruits
thus far obtained, though large, is not
nearly large enough to meet the na-
tion’s requirements and that, to main-
tain complefe the new armies which it
is hoped to throw into the field in a
few months, “we shall need all the
best the nation can give us of its
youth -and strength.”

“If we are to repair, as far as may

be humanely possible, the fnnumer-
able wrongs inflictd on our Allies, if

we are to avoid for ourselves the ills
which they have suffered; if we are to
maintain for our children all that we
hold dear in honor and the freedom of
our very life as a nation, we must
fight with the courage and endurance
which won for us the struggles of the
past.”

Thrilling Rescue
of Niger’s Crew,

(Special Cable to the Morning Chron-
icle.)

Deal, Eng., Nov. 11.—By the de-
struction of the English gunboat Ni-
ger, which was torpedoed and sunk
by a submarine in the downs this
afternoon, the realities of war were
brought home to the inhabitants of
Deal and Walmar.

A loud explosion was heard from
the gunboat as she lay off the Deal
pier and great volumes of smoke én-
veloped the vessel.

When the smoke cleared, the Niger
was observed to be settling down for-
ward. Men, women and children,
rushed to the sea front exclaiming
that the vessel had been torpedoed
or mined. They soon realized that
the Niger was doomed. The Deal and
Kingston lifeboats, as well as boats
from other parts of the beach were
launched in an effort’ to save the
sailors.

Consternation and almost panic
prevailed among the hundreds who
stood watching the ghastly sight from
the beach. Fortunately the North
Deal galley, Hope, commanded by
Captain John Budd, lay at anchor
near the spot waiting to land the pi-
lot from a London steamer which was
| gcing down the channel. When the
boatman realized that the Niger had
been hit by a submarine or mine, to
use their own expression, they rowed
like the very devil.

HEROIC SAILORS.

“We saw the sailors,” said Captain
Budd, “jumping from the vessel’s side
in ‘dozens. As we neared the fast dis-
appearing vessel we came upon

swarms of men struggling in the sea

and herojeally helping to support
each other. Some were fully dress-
ed, others only partly so. They were
clinging to pieces of “"reckage and
deck furniture and some were in life
belts. ‘ : '

“It was a heart-rending spectacle.
The men were so thick in the water
that they grasped at our oars as we
dipped them into the sea. We res-
cued so many and our boat got so
choked that we could not move. With
our gunwhale only just out of water,
we were in danger of sinking our-
selves.

“We called to the men that we
could take no more in, or we should
sink ourselves, but they continued to
pour over the sides and some clung

| to the stern of our boat. We  had

about fifty on board. Never had there
been so many in the boat before. One
burly sailor, whom we told to wait

{ until the next boat came along, laugh-

ingly remarked while he was in the
water, ‘alright, I. will hold on by my

“By this time the ship was very
nearly under water, and we shouted
to him to hurry up as the Niger had
turned over on her side and was likely
to go down at any moment. That
brave captain only %ust managed to
jump in time when the gunboat gave
a lurch and sank on her side in eight
fathoms of water. We were proud to
rescue that captain, for he was a true

sailor.”

Big Guns In War.

Much that is sensational has been
written by non-experts about the big
guns that have made their appearance
in the war, and which have been so%
destructive to the cities against which '
they have been used. As a matter of
fact, very little of a definite nature is
known about these guns, their size or
details. An expert discusses tLhese
guns in the special war issue of the
Scientific American of November Tth,
where he sums up the evidence as fol-
lows:

Apparently thers are three tvpes:
an 1l-inch German howitzer; o 1%
inch Austrian howitzer; and a Ger-
man 16-inch siege gun. The first two
pieces have been freely photographed
—the huge 16-inch piece has, appar-
ently, so far escaped the camere.

ed. It was now quite dark and both
sides continued firing at the flashes of
the opposing guns. The Monmouth
was badly down by the bow and turn-
ed away to get her stern to the sea,
signalling the Gldsgow to that effect.
At 8.30 the Glasgow signalled to the
Monmouth, the enemy is following us,
but received no reply. Under a ris-
ing moon the enemy’s ships could be
seen approaching and as the Glasgow
could render the Monmouth no assist-
ance she proceeded at full speed to
avoid destruction.
