Campaign

We have now arrived at

the time set by Germany

for opening the new sub-

marine campaign. Ger-

many threatens to sink
armed merchantmen without notice
and thu$ without giving time to pas-
sengers ‘or crew to ‘save themselves
by means of boats. Lord Robert Cecil
has made it abundantly  clear that
merchantmen, pursuing their ordin-
ary course of commerce, are not arm-
ed to take the offensive against sub-
marines or other enemy craft.  They
are instructed positively to use their
guns only to defend themselves when
attacked. In the past a number -of
ships have been torpedoed without
notice and  without affording = any
chance of escape to those aboard, so
that there will be little change in the
German programme as it is carried
out in practice. We have no doubt
that little attention will be paid to
the fact whether a steamer is armed
or not. Just as we had finished the
last sentence, we received the first
cable message this morning, and the
first item referred to this matter. Last
night ‘the Admiralty made public a
list of unarmed British vessels, tor-
pedoed and sunk without notice, up to
the end .of 1915. The list comprised
39 steamers and one trawler, and in
addition 13 steamers and one sailing
vessel of neutral Powers.. From this
list is excluded vessels sunk of which
there is any doubt as to the cause of
their loss.

I. T. Lincoln, Spy,
In Brooklyn Jaii

New York, N.Y., Fep. 21.—Agerts
of the department of justice here are
investigating the circumstances of
the escape of Ighatius T. Lincoln, the
self-styled international spy, who was
recaptured Saturday after enjoying
nearly a month’s freedom. It is hint-
ed that other arrests may result if it
is found that Lincoln was wilfully
aided to make his escape  or given
shelter by persons who knew he was
a fugitive from justice. \

Nothing definite has been discover-
ed by the authorities to identify Lin-
coln with any of the tnlawful ac-
tivities of foreign agents in this
country, it was said to-day. He is in
a Brooklyn jail to-day awaiting a de-
cision by the United States eircuit

whether he will be extradited to Eng-
land to answer to the charge of Ior-
gery, upon which he 'was arrested.
Lincoln contends that if he ,is sen’
back to England he will be executed
as a spy. It was learned tc-day that
Lincoln spent a portion of his month’s
liberty on a farm in Red Bank, N.d.,
as a boarder ‘seeking health in the
country. He became involved in' a
dispute with the fdrmer and left Hir-
riedly for the city.

The farmer’s efforts to recover
damages for an auto for which he
held Lincoln was responsible disclos-
ed the fugitive’s identity, giving a clue
to his whereabouts which was follow-
ed up by agents of the department’of
justice, and resulted in his arrest.

GERMANY LAYING MINE FIELD.

: STOCKHOLM, Feb. 29.
Germany has now taken the long
expected action of laying a mine field
around Falsterbo Peninsula, near the
southern extremity of Sweden, in the
Baltic, scarcely three miles off the
shore. . As it is shallow, being no
deeper than fifteen feet, most mer-
chant ships will be obliged to steam
outside of the mine field into inter-
national waters, where German ecruis-
ers are on patrol. The new mine
ﬁeld is intended to prevent the trafiic
in contraband -along the Swedish
coast to Finnish ports, but as the
steamers used in this traffic draw lit-
tle water, seldom over ten feet, the
mine field will not affect them. All
larger ships will be put under German
surveillance. Not even Sweden’s
navy will be able to sail from the
North Sea to the Baltic, nor the re-
verse, with German pilots.

The Poor. Widow.
The Thought of Their Former Happy

Times, When Compared to Old Age,
Loneliness and Want.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—The note by.your Harbor
Grace correspondent of a few days,ago
re the widows’who are getting such
small allowance has set me thinking.
Yes, sir, thinking to such a degree that
1 am actually forced to open the safety
valve and let off steam, which I pro-
pose to 46 with your permission in the
columns of. your paper.

Take the happy young mother with
her little family about her, and the in-
dustrious, hard-working husband, who
never complains but works = at ‘his
calling whatever it may be, paying 100
cents to the dollar and contributing
his full share to the revenue that
goes to keep up the country, paying
the salaries of all the Government of-
ficials.

But trouble comes, perhaps the hus-
band, as in many cases, meets a
watery grave, and the poor widow is
left to fight life’s battles alone. To
feed, clothe and care for her little
ones is quite a strain on her. At last
she is forced to appTy to the Relieving
Officer for help, and, oh horror of hor-
rors, she is told there is no room on
the pauper list just then, but when an
opportunity offers she will ‘receive
her dole. Is not her case a.very hard
one. The Relieving Officer has to de-
cide whether she is really in need, he
has to decide between genuine poverty
and imposition. He is only human,
and it may be in some cases he thinks
his superiors -will-vommrend him
cutting down expenses, néver thinkipg
for one moment- that his commenda-
tion, etc., may come at the experise of
misery and want of the poor widows
and orphans. Or if you will, Mr. Edit-
or, take for example an old widow
whose children are settled down, all
with families of their own to be pro-
vided for. The Relieving Officer’s
decision. is final, and he considers her
children"should support her, and he
forces himself to believe they are able
to do so, and he either refuses to give
the aged widow any help, or cuts her
allowance down so low, as to make
life a thing to be -dreaded.

Take another case of an old widow,
living entirely aloné, who has no re-
lative  or friend to help her. She has
been in the habit of working about on
the various farms during the summer
when opportunity offered, gnd the Rg-
lieving Officer after summing up her
case curtails expense by only allowing
her help during the winter months,
and sémetimes such help, is as low as
Three Dollars a quarter. His superior
officer may perhaps give him a good
name or possibly some remuneration
for cutting down expense, which must
be admitted is done at the expense,of
misery, etc. to the poor widow.

To my mind, Mr. Editor, a commis-
sion should be appointed consisting, of
say two or three prominent, kind-
hearted men from each denomination,
who without pay I feel sure would
willingly make all the necessary en-
qﬁiries and recommend to the Reliev-
ing Officer the condition of the appli-
canfs’' for widows allowances.

Why %hould one man be compelled
to sit in judgfient on a lone and help-
less person, and quickly come to the
conclusion that she is not in need of
help, or that she is better provided for
than. she represents.

I hope it will be a long time before
my Tom passes away, but when he
does I will feel myself entitled to the
allowance of a widow, and please, Mr.
Relieving Officer, don’t call it pauper
relief, for we have been paying our
full quota into the revenue of this
country for very many years, and what

| the widow gets is only to my mind the

interest on the amount paid into the
Treasurey of the country. If T should
have the misfortune to lose my old
man, I feel sure I will be entitled to
th’ interegt on his payments, for the
few yurs en left to me.
More later;,if you allow me.

Stealing Wood
on Private Property.

Editor Evening Telegrain.

I_)ear Sir,—Reading your paper of
Friday last, an item appeared headed
“Back to the Past.” The old cusiom
of citizens taking t® the woods; and
one of thre other daily papers contain-
ed an item referring to the same mat-
ter and said that they (the wood
haulers) visited crown lands to obtain
their wood supply. Now it is a good
thing to encourage people in the way
of thrift™and industry but your paper
on Saturday last contained another
item headed “Without the Law,” where
persons owning country_ residences
bhave been invaded, and mentions Mr.
Hodder’s estate. better known as
Lindberg Castle. As I have already
said it is good to encourage people in
the way of thrift, but in a case of in-
truding on private property they cer-
tainly should he condemned and se-
verely punished so far as the law will
allow. The property referred to ahove
was bouglit by an old gentleman
named Hodder who had two sons (if
I am not misinformed); one of them
wgent to the United States and unfor-
tunately was accidentally killed, and
the old gentleman died about a' year
after his son’s death, and I have been
given to understand the property was
up for sale, and if this wood cutting
business is allowed to go cn  much
longer the place will soon be denuded
of its beauty, and certainly will be
valueless. It was certainly one of
the most beautiful places in the coun-
try, but if this state of things are al-
lowed to go on its value will be lost.
The parties who are guilty of this
kind of work mostly enter by the road
leading from Portugal Cove Road so
that they will not be so much-noticed
by the public who reside in that local-
ity. I contend it is nothing short of
barefaced robbery, and as an illustra-
tion of that kind we have a case in
police circles to-day where a person
is charged with entering private resi-
dencés and taking things that doesn’t
belong to them, and I think that the
matter of entering on private proper-
ty and taking the wood therefrom is
just as liable for punishment as any
other case of robbery. If there is no
one here to look after this estate, I
believe the law should take a hand in
the matter and punish the guilty par-
ties. Trusting I havel not trespassed
too much on your valuable space,
