As to brown sugar
personally I have no dislike what-
ever, but if the said gentleman had to
sell 1 Ib. of white and 1 1b. of brown
sugar to his customers he may have
a different view on the matter. Pro-
bably Mr. Garland may use it himself,
but a great many of the majority of
fishermen strongly objected to using
it all, but the law was such that we
had to sell so much of each, but it
was quite a job to get rid of same.

As to Standard Flour I have no ob-
jection to same personally. At first
it sold fairly well but when the sub-
stitutes had to be added to it and
forty-nine pounds to every barrel it
then became quite different.

Probably Mr. Garland had the
chance to get white flour as a great
many did. Then it would be all right
to add the full amount of substitutes,
but I think if Mr. Garland had to use
the Standard Flour with the full
amount of substitutes he would tell
a different story.

When at St. John's last winter sev-
eral people said ‘(when talking about
substitutes) that the people were
very particular,

It may be very well for the people
of a city to talk about the people of
the outports re substitutes, etc., but the
fact is the people of the outports have
not the chance to obtain fresh beef,
mutton and all the other extras that
the people of St. John’s have.

The Garden Campaign.

Dear Girls and Boys,—The season
has been so backward that the date
for entries in theé Garden Competitions
has been extended to June 20th.

To-day we would like to speak a
little about Window-Boxes and
Climbing Plants.

A handy man can easily make the
boxes at home from old crates or
boxes. They can be from six to nine
inches wide and as long as the sill.
Holes must be made in the bottom to
allow the water to escape freely.
Give the box a coat or two of green
paint to preserve the wood, and do
not put in the earth until the paint is
thoroughly dry. Good drainage must
be provided by first putting in a lay-
er of ¢lean pebbles.

Many ordinary house-plants, such
ag geraniums, will thrive' well in
window-boxes.

Pansies and daisies, if roots can be
procured, make an effective showing,
and given a little . attention will
bloom throughout the season.

The lovely ferns, which are so
abundant in our woods, make most
attractive plants for ' window-boxes.
They are easily obtained, grow read-
ily, need little care, and can be re-
newed if necessary. f b

Think how much prettier our
streets would look if each house had
even one window-box to brighten it.

Come, everyone, big cnd small, be-
gin to-day to prepare your window-
box. The effort will be well worth
while, for plants and flowers when
loved are assuredly potent educators
and exert a wholesome influence on
the community.

Ugly bare walls and fences are so
easily hidden, that it can-only be in-
difference to them, or lack of know-
ledge of how to treat them, or want of
sympathy with things beautiful that
leaves their unsightliness an ‘eye-
sore to be endured. For almost any
wall is a canvas upon which a pie-
ture can be painted in living colours
with living flowers. A good way is to
plant Runner Beans or tall Convolvu-
lus at the foot and train them to the
top, by means of strings six inches
apart, fastened to the top and the bot-
tom of the fence. Up this the climb-
ers quickly run. -Hops are wonderful
growers.

ONE MAN DROWNED.

On ' Saturday afternoon, Captain'
Joseph Johnson and five members ot ;
the crew of the schooner Albert I
Lutz, arrived in town from Renews,!
which place they had reached that,
morning, after their ship had mpsized_i
in a squall of wind and gone down,
taking one of the crew, the cook, with
her. The schooner left Sydney on
Tuesday with a load of coal for P.
Templeman and was bound to Cata-|
lina. Fine weather was experienced,
and up to the time of the disaster, the
ship was running by the wind in a
moderate breeze with smooth sea.
Ai one o'clock Saturday morning,
without the slightest warning, a
heavy squall of wind struck the ship
and threw her on her beam ends.
The captain mate and two of the crew
were on deck at the time, the former
was aft- at the wheel, and was able
to hang on, but the others were
thrown into the water. With great
presence of mind, the mate, Thomas

Chalk, grasped the dory which
floated up from the deck and cus it
loose, otherwise all would have been
lost. The two men who were in the
forecastle were aroused but it was
impossible to render them any as-
sistance, as the entrance to the fore-
castle was olmost entirely under
water. After many efforts, one of the
men, Charles King, miraculously
succeeded in forcing his way up
through the rushing sea, but the cook,
William L. Jchnson, cousin of the
Captain, a- man of 52 ycars of age,
was unequal to the task and went
down with the vessel which sunk just
a minute or two after the others had
boarded the dory. The men found
themselves without oars and were at
the time about 6 miles south east of
Cape Broyle, but with the use of
the thwarts which they used as
paddles and with the help of the
wind however they succeeded in
making Renews at about 5 o’clock in
the morning, where they were
looked after and  subsequently
brought on here. ‘William Johnson,
who was drowned was a married man
and his widow survives him. He
belonged to Catalina. The Albert J.
Lutz was a ship of 95 tons and
owned by Captain Johnson. The
names of the crew besides those
mentioned were Azariah Tippet and
Fred King.

Postal Aviator
Leaps to Death.

Cleveland, Ohio, May 25.—Hun-
dreds of persons saw Frank McCus-
ker, of New York, pilot of a mail air-
plane, leap 200 feet to his death from
a burning machine here to-day.

Aust’\r;'a Protests.

The eabled intelligence that
Austria does not favor the Peace
Terms of the Allies is not alto-
gether unexpected nor surpris-

ing. She has doubtless taken a

lesson from her big ally, Ger-
many, and intends if possible to
play a similar game of procras-
tination, in the hope of having
the conditions modified in her
favor. Germany has played for
time all through and the en-
deavours of the Berlin Govern-
ment have been directed toward
the securing of peace by nego-
tiation. Austria apparently, en-
couraged by that attitude, and
the leniency of the Peace Con-
ference toward Germany in re-
spect of having granted several
extensions is about to enter up-
on a similar course. Warnings
that the time for talk has expir-
ed do' not seem to be heeded by
either of the Teutonic Powers
and with a perseverance worthy
a better cause they are endeav-
ouring to change places with the
Allies, and instead of being the
suppliants, become the dictators.

The President of the Aus-
trian Republic states that the
Peace proposals handed his Gov-
ernment are of a natuge that
cannot be enforced by anypower
at his command. He is not be-
ing asked to. His part is to
sign. The Associated Powers
will see to it that the terms are
obeyed and carried out. That is
their part of the business. Should
Austria presist in the refusal
to sign, the Allies whose
patience has been worn thread-
bare by Germany’s studied wili-
ness in seeking for sympathy
and in declarations of the in-
justice and harshness of the
terms offered, will take drastic
and immediate action to have
their conditions accepted, not-
withstanding any protest to the
contrary. At the signing of the
armistice with Austria-Hun-
gary on November 3, 1918, the
demands of the Allies were
agreed to unconditionally, the
same to be the basis for the text
of the peace treaty to be made
when Germany had surrender-
ed, and the Associated Powers
had assembled in Conference.
Austria now desires to side step
her agreement made on that
Sunday, and refuses to sign the
treaty of peace urging that to
do so would be exceedingly
dangerous. It will be—for Aus-
tria—if she does not,. Having
been made the tool of Germany
in precipitating the war in 1914,
which has ended so disastrously
for both, it is not likely that the
Powers in Couneil are going to
stand any nonsense from Presi-

dent Seitz. ‘There has been en-
ough giving way already- and
the Allies are now determined
in the course which will be pur-
sued in the case of both Ger-
many and Austria. - Contumacy
and stubborness will not avail
either country. The victors have
the whip hand and also possess
the power to have their decrees
accepted. Neither Austria nor
Germany have anything to gain
by standing out for better
terms, and the choice has been
offered them both, agreement or
occupation. There is no sym-
pathy for the nations who start-
ed the war for aggressive pur-
poses, and their appeal to the
world goes unheeded. As they
sowed, so must they-reap.

Ordination Service.

Yesterday, being Whitsunday, an
ordination service was held at the
Cathedral of St. John the Baptist,
when Mr. John Marks, a student of
Queen’s Theological College, was made
a Deacon and Rev. E. J. Jonés and
J. Beauchamp received the priest’s
order. The congregation was large
and devout. Rev. Canon Bayley
preached the ordination sermon. The
candidates for Holy Orders were pre-
sented by Rev. Canon Bolt, examin-
ing Chaplain. At the administration
of the Holy Fucharist were His
Lordship Bishop White, celebrant,
assisted by Rev. J. Brinton and E.
H. Fletcher. The newly made dea-
con, Rev. J. Marks, being Gospeller.
Other clergy taking part in the ser-
vice and assisting the Bishop in the
imposition of hands were: Rev. Can-
on Field, Rev. C. H. Barton and Rev.
H. gike.

The singing by the choir was ex-
ceptionally fine, the Benedictus,
Agnus Dei and Gloria in Excelsis
being exquisitely rendered.

The greatest deed of kindness ever,

cone to Germany was the stroke of
the Allied pen which reduced her army
from a potential military force of 10,-
000,000 to a permanent police of 100,-
600,

For thereby have the German peo-
ple been turned from war to = work.
They cannot any longer war; but they
can work—they must work—and they
will. Patriotism and common sense
point that way. Your German is
nothing if he is not practical; and,
whatever may be. wrong with his
psychology, he can never shut his
eye to the fact that, at the present
moment, the obvious thing for him to
do is to go to work; Set the wheels of
his wonderfully  efficient industrial
machine in motion; and apply himself
with dogged determination to the task
of -getting his country back upon its
feet.

Nor is the task so Ropeless as Scei-
demann and his coadjutors would have
us believe.

In the first place, the terms impos-
ed on Germany are far less onerous
than a Germany triumphant would
have laid upon the Allies; and no one
knows this so well as the Germans
themselves. For despite their railing
against President Wilson, they are
well aware that his influence has won
for them an easier expiation than they
would have been called upon to work
out, if the fourteen points had never
been set forth.

Moreover, Germany will go to work
rid of the crushing weight of her nav-
al and military burdens. Pre-war
statistics show that in money alone
this represented the huge 'sum of
$400,000,000 annually—which was ex-
ceeded, no doubt, in the loss of rev-
enue, due to the diversion of ''many
millions of her people from industry
and commerce.

The return of these hosts of Ger-
man workmen to the factory and the
farm, and to transportation on land
and sea, will represent a great addi-
tion to the wealth of the country; and
the resulting revenues, when added to
the clear gain of $400,000,000 due to
military retrenchment, should easily
represent an annual addition of ¥ bil-
lion dollars to the assets of the nation.
A further increment of wealth will be
duc to the reconstruction of her vast
armament works for the production
ci articles of trade and commerce.

Germany will go to work, not mere-
1v in the material but, also in the mor-
al and ecthical world, where, if any-
thing, she has even more serious lee-
way to make up. She must win her
way back to the confidence of the
world that she has so greatly betray-
2d---for it is inconceivable that she
will be content to remain forever a
Pariah among the ' peoples of the

earth. And there is no surer road by

which to return than that broad in- hich

and to their honor be it said that, in
the midst of all the present rhodomon-
tade over the so-called brutality and
betrayal of the peace treaties, they
have not hesitated to say to the Ger-
man people “Be quiet, and go to
work.”—Scientific American.

But though eradicating the bald
head from the scenery be a toppy
enterprise, a still loftier adventure
was under discussion. The saving of
the soul. And advertising is the
medicine prescribed. Dr. Fahy, the
Gabriel d’ Annunzio of advertising
whom we quote, postulates that man’s
attitude toward his soul is like that
toward his hair—he doesn’t know
he’s got one until it’s too late. Ad-
vertising, -says the good doctor, can
make man cognizant of his soul, just
as it has made him ~onscious of his
hair.

And in a way we
don’t question it. We are convinced
that advertising can put the church
back to fighting trim quicker than
any other remedy available.

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The British Touch.

From a purely military point of view
the Germans won the war up to July
!18th, 1918. Then came a sudden and
‘dramatic turn of affairs and from that
d}\te until the signing of the armistice
‘on_Névember 11th they were driven
backward all along the line and were
.only saved from complete destruction
by the great surrender. Since that
time there has been much discussion
as to whom the supreme honours are
due for the deliverance of the knock-
out blow which ended the Iong blood-
bath of the nations, there being a
tendency for each of the Allies to put
forth special claims. It is pleasant
reading, therefore, to find an American
writer summing up the triumphant
statistics of the various Allies during
the four final months of the campaign
on all the fronts, and after due con-
sideration honoring the British Em-
pire with the greatest accomplish-
ment. :

After the termination of the enemy
offensive against the British front in
Flanders and in Northern France, a
tremendous task confronted Haig’s
Army. Fully 5,000 miles of new
trenches had to be dug, 23,000 tons of
barbed wire and fifteen million steel
or wpoden pickets used and 485 miles
of neW railroad with 4,000 miles of
siding had to be constructed. Fully
3,500 miles of carriage roads had.to
be built and 500 shell craters filled,
using one and one half million tons of
road rock and 685,000 ties. In its ad-
vance 700 road bridges had to be
built, and many miles of water mains
and 400 mechanical pumps had to be
installed to insure 20 million gallons
of water daily to the advancing
troops. Such was the enormous
amount of material work to be done
in order to start and ‘carry ‘forward
the great offensive campaign. Mean-
time the Air Forces had been at work
most energetically. Between January
1st, 1918, and November 11th of the
same year, the Royal Air Force down-
ed 2,900 enemy planes and put 1,200
others out of action, while 300 obser-
vation balloons were destroyed and
5,000 tons of bombs dropped on Ger-
man positions. In May, General Haig
loaned four divisions ‘of British troops
to the French. Early in July all
French troops were withdrawn from
the British front, and by the middle
of the month eight divisions were
loaned to the French. When the
grand offensive was on, day after day
saw great gains made in terrain and
huge numbers of prisoners taken.
From July 18th to November 11th, 59
British divisions encountered and
seriously defeated 99 separate Gér-
man divisions, capturing 2,858 guns,
9,600 trench mortars, 29,000 machine
guns and 188,000 prisoners. During
the same period, the French took 1,-
§80 guns and 189,000 prisoners, the
Americans 1,421 guns and 14,500 pris-
oners. It will thus be seen that the
British figures are much greater than
those of the-other Allies, and it may
be added that from first to last the
British forces captured 327,000 German
prisoners.

The Italian battle line was also the
scene of tremendous activities during
the final period of the war, and in
those activities the British and French
contingents did their parts in splen-
did style, but the taking of Austrian
prisoners was a very different task
from capturing the st:rn fighters of
Prussia. As it was, the British cap-
tured 49,000 priseners on the Italian
front and 759 guns. The French cap-
tured 20,000 prisoners and 400 guns,
while the Italians took 200,000 pris-
oncrs and something like 2,000 guns,
their forces being, of course, many

the British and Freach co-operating
with them.

In the Balkans there was an Altled
araly composed of practically ail the
Allied nations, and of these the Ser-
bians did the fiercest of the fighting,
yet ihe British forces there captureri
25,000 prisoners.

Wave of Resentment.

Sweeps Over Germany,

Paris.—The protests that come
from various quarters in Germany
over the peace terms, as they were re-
ported before the official terms be-
came known, are as nothing in com-
parison with the wave of remon-
strance, anger and bitter disappoint-
ment that is sweeping over Ger-
many now that the treaty has been
presented. States, municipalities, dis-
tricts, organizations of various soci-
eties, business men’s and women’s
‘clubs and the political parties through
their spokesmen are vieing with each
other in finding words in which to ex-
press scorn and condemnation for the
document.

For perhaps the first t‘i.me in his-
tory all the German parties are united
in opposition to the terms.

The newspapers are utterly swamp-
ed with protests being able to print
but a fraction of them. They are
urged to this, for instance, by the
Tageblatt, which says the unalterabie
attitude toward the treaty taken by
the Socialists of other countries will
not be of assistance, because they are
in the minority if" their - countries,
and the Germans must protest for
themselves.

The government likewise is being
overwhelmed with telegrams which it
is utterably unable to answer save byi
public anrouncement of its gratitude.
In the criticisms, President Wilson is
only mildly assailed here and there,
since werd has gone to the press from
official quarters that he is not to be
taken to task. The assertions upon
which stress are laid are that the
proposed peace lacks all elements of
in no way to|
the President’s fourteen points, while
indignation is expressed over terms
characterized as unbearable and as
spelling slavery for the German peo-
ple. Some of the protestants declare
they are deeply moved and outraged
by the provisions of'the treaty, while
others express deep contempt with
what they call “a brutal peace of
force.” The expression, “a verdict of
death,” is one frequently used.

On Sunday morning the Rev.
Dudley B. Ashford gave his pcople an
{interesting and most instructive
study of the Motives and Methods of
Christian Service as revealed in the
lifo. of St.-Paul. A study of the
‘Jeast’ yet greatest of the Apostles
gives us as a first principle that it'is
God who is the real worker. Paul
never lost sight of that fact. “It is
God that werketh in us”. Such a
thought should keep us humble but
should also give us confidence.

Then came
the vision of the man from Macedonia,
and “immediately” Paul endeavoured
to go. We ought to be ever ready for
the unexpected prompting of God’s
;Spirit. There was somcthing very
: definite about Paul’s testimony and
ywork. He insisted continually upon
concerning Christ’s
! divinity, humanity, atoncment and
resurrection. “He preached Christ
that He is the Son of God”. We notice
also that he was very personal in
his work. He got hold of individuals
like Sergius Paulus, King = Agrippa
and the Phillipian Jailor. And
alongside this “one by one” method
there was also a world-wide vision.
“That the Gentiles should be fellow-
heirs”. He must reign till He hath
put all enemics under His feet”. The
world for Christ was his motto. We
notice too a tremendous urgency ab-
out Paul’s ministry, a vritable passion
for souls. “I could wish myself
accursed for my brethern’'s sake”.
But coupled with this there was also
a remarkable patience. We read that
he returned to Lystra and Iconium
and Antioch, “confirming the souls
and exhorting them to continue in the
faith”, It is not enough to get folk
converted, they need establishing also.
Another characteristic of Paul’s
ministry was his courage and en-
thusiasm. “I am ready not only to
be bound but to die at Jerusalem”
he says. And alongside this boldness
we notice his tact and adaptability.
He used the synagogues wherever ho
went in order to reach the Jews. And
at Mars Hill in speaking to Greeks
he showed great skill in finding his
point of contact by his- reference to
“tho Umknown God”. Two other
characteristics of Paul were his faith
and his reason. “I can do all things
through Christ” he ‘says. - Christ is
the power of God unto salvation. But
Paul was also ever ready to give an
!answer concerning the hope that was
in him. We read that he disputed
with the Jews in the synagogue. So
faith and reason should go together.
And what is the reward for faithful
service? More Service. In the par-
akle of the Talents the Lord says to
his servanis, “Because thou hast
been faithful in a very little have
thou authority over ten cities”. To
Paul in the prison at Jerusalem there
came the message, “ Be of good cheer,
Paul; as thou has testified of me in
Jerusalem, so must thou bear
witness also at Rome”. To witness
at Rome meant martyrdom, but Paul
died in the faith that *“henceforth
there is laid up for me a crown of
righteousness.”—Com.

Unusual Bridge

Construction.

A combination bridge and market
place has been constructed by the
city of Monterey, Mexico, and this
bridge which serves a double purpose
is one of the sights of that part of
Mexico. A shaded market place is
almost necessary in the southwestern
pert of the continent to protect the
produce and make marketing com-
fortable for the citidens. It may be
that the people felt that they were
scarcely getting the value of their
money in putting up a simple bridge
that was only necessary part of the
year, as the river is dry except in the
rainy season whén It becomes a
raging stream that is very difficult to
cross. As the market place on top of
the bridge is used all the year and
means an income to the city rentals,
the wisdom of this unusual bridge
ccnstruction is seen at a glance.

Heavy buttressed walls support the
bridge. These are of solid concrete,
but the walls, roof, and partitions for
the booths are made of metal lath
with a coating of cement. This
greatly reduces the cost and is per-
manent and fireproof. A double row
of windows or. each side of the en-
closed part of the bridge gives
sufficient light and ventilation, so that
it is always cool and pleasant on the
Lecttest day. Monterey is evidently
one of the enterprising Mexican cities
which is keeping up-to-date' in its
construction work.—Scientific Ameri-
can.
