- PARIS, Jan. 10.
The Treaty of Versailles, making 

peace between Germany and ratified 
by the Allied Powers, was put into 
effect at four fifteen o’clock this after­
noon by exchange of ratifications. The 
entire cerepikmy which took place in 
the Cloth Hall at the French Foreign 
Ministry was completed by four six­
teen o’clock. Previously, Baum Kurt 
Von Lerener, head of the German mis­
sion, signed the protocol of November 
1, providing for repatriation for the 
sinking of the German warships at 
Scapa Flow and to ensure the carry­
ing out of the armistice terms. The 
signing of this document occurred in 
the office of the Minister of Foreign 
Affairs.

’LONGSHORE MEN,sax»
ANOTHER MARINE DISASTER.

WEYMOUTH, England, Jan. 11.
Thirty-five members of the crew 

of forty-two of the British steamer 
Treveal were drowned when the big 
vessel was wrecked on Kimmer Ledge 
rock near St Alban’s Head during a 
violent storm in the Channel on Sat­
urday. The Treveal, bound from Cal­
cutta to Dudee, struck a rock Friday 
night The vessel immediately wire­
lessed for assistance, but owing to 
the severity of the storm and dense 
darkness, the tug which put out from 
Weymouth was unable to find her. The 
Treveal was tight on the rooks, and 
was unable to get clear because both 
wind and sea were against her. A life­
boat tried several times to reach her 
but was beaten back by the storm. 
Finally, the Captain signalled to t£e 
tug that he was going to abandon the 
ship. The crew put off In two beau, 
which were immediately swamped In 
the raging sea, while the coast guard 
watched, powerless to lend aid for 
their Uvea, hut only seven reached 
the shore. The Captain was among 
the drowned.

WON’T BE TOO HARD.
PARIS, Jan. 16.

After the exchange ratification of 
the Treaty, Premier Clemenceau will 
hand to Baron Von Lerener the fol­
lowing letter: Jan. 1, now that the 
protocol provided for by note of Nov­
ember 2 has been signed by qualified 
representatives of the German Gov­
ernment and in consequence ratifica­
tion of the Treaty of Versailles have 
been deposited the Allied and Associ­
ated Powers wish to renew to the 
German Government their assurance 
that while necessary reparations for 
sinking of the German fleet in Scapa 
Flow will be exacted they do not in­
tend to injure the vital economic in­
terest of Germany. On this point they 
confirm the declarations which the 
general secretary of the Peace Con­
ference was charged with making or­
ally to the President of the German 
delegation on December 23rd.

NO TRUTH nr STORY.
LONDON, Jan. 10.

In connection with the unconfirmed 
report from Brussels of the German 
Government overthrow. messages 
from Berlin by way of Copenhagen, 
received this morning; did not indi­
cate that anything of an extraordin­
ary nature had been foreseen in Ger­
many up to a late hour last evening. 
The Brussels reports of the German 
Government overthrow are not con­
firmed from any other source and it 
may be noted that despatches them­
selves carry their own qualifications, 
emphasizing a lack of positive infor­
mation.

The Queen*» Champion.
Of all the tragic incidents connected 

with the French Revolution, none 
could he more pathetic than those 
which ended the lives of Marie An­
toinette,the beautiful Queen of France, 
and Count Fersen, her lover. When 
Marie Antoinette found herself trans­
ported to the dull decorum of the 
French Court, and to the reluctant 
and Irresponsive arms of her husband, 
the Dauphin, she was but a child of 
14, but exquisitely beautiful. Her hus­
band was too much absorbed tn eat­
ing, drinlting and hunting, to spare 
a smile for his girl-wife, and it was 
little wonder that she resented this 
neglect. It was on January 12, 1774, 
that she first met Count Fersen. and 
in him her fate. Feraen was a young 
Swedish officer who was visiting the 
French Court, and very soon the spite­
ful tongue of scandal was wagging. 
But the storm of the Revolution was 
about to burst and Fersen was ready 
to shield the woman be loved from che 
dangers which were gathering round 
her. The people hated her tor her 
beauty and alien birth, and when 
bloodshed and rapine became rampant 
Fersen was by the Queen’s side, reck­
less of the death that ever menaced 
him. But even such love and fidelity 
could not save her, for she was torn 
from him and led to death. For seven­
teen years the Count survived the lay 
of tragedy, and became moody and 
melancholy, his one wish being to 
die and end It all. One day he went In 
full ceremonial dress, and his gilded 
coach drawn by six white horses, to 
join the funeral procession of Gus- 
tavus IV., of Sweden. A cry was raised 
that the latter had been poisoned by 
Fersen, and his carriage Was sur­
rounded by a fierce mob, clamouring 
for his blood. They struck him with 
their fists, tore out his ear-rings, with 
pieces of flesh, and finally dragged 
him out of his carriage and trampled 
him to death. Not content with this, 
they stripped and mutilated the cor­
pse, and carried the fragments about 
the town. Thus the devoted lover, who 
had served the object of his devotion 
faithfully for herself alone, ended his 
days In a tragedy even more terrible 
than that which closed the life ot the 
luckless Queen seventeen years per- 
vionsly.

And the captains who 
come to our coast must take off their 
caps to Capt Stevenson for the able 
manner In which he navigated the 
Kyle through 10 or 12 miles of ice up 
the Humber. For the past\ three 
weeks the Kyle has made as many 
trips from North Syney. to Bay of 
Islands, landing cargoes of coal at 
Humbermouth, cutting up Ice and lib­
erating three schooners and a steam­
er that were frozen In, and calling at 
various wharves at Curling and Be­
noits Cove for shipments of herring. 
Other steamers came to the offing, 
even at an early part of the season, 
at the first appearance of ice, but 
made little or no attempt to get Into 
Curling, though they had much 
freight for here. Not so with Capt 
Stevenson, however. Humbermouth, 
over three miles further up the Arm 
than Curling, was hie destination, 
and he got there on each occasion. 
Newfoundland and American vessels 
were frozen in at Curling and Sum- 
merside. He cut them out and towed 
them down the Humber. He made it 
possible for our herring dealers to 
market this past season's voyage, 
and only on her last trip to Sydney 

_6h^ had a call to go up the Gulf and 
cut out a big Canadian freight steam­
er that had got caught In the Ice. The 
amount of service rendered by Capt. 
Stevenson In his good ship Kyle the 
past three weeks cannot be estimated 
on a monetary basis.

The Weapon That Did It. j

It has recently come out that before 
and during the war the Germans bnilt 
no less than 810 submarines, and a 
great English Admiral has stated that 
Germany came within an ace of win­
ning out in 1917 so great were the 
ravages of her undersea boats. The 
weapon which in the end really beat 
the Teuton on the sea was the depth 
bomb. The formidable weapon* was 
invented by the merest accident, so 
says the “Scientific American.” Early 
in the war a fast English cruiser on 
sighting a submarine on the surface 
dashed for the enemy at full speed 
in an attempt to ram. The submarine 
submerged just in time to escape the 
blow "and the officers and crew of the 
cruiser were chagrined to realize that 
though they could plainly see the sub­
marine swiftly speeding away below 
them as they swept over her, they 
were helpless to damage or destroy 
her. One of the officers exclaimed: 
"If I had only possessed some form 
of tomb to have dropepd upon the 
enemy, we could have easily destroy­
ed her." This led to many experi­
ments, one of them being the sub­
marine dart, consisting of a high ex­
plosive shell with a shaf^or throwing 
It. 'It exploded by direct contact, but 
the trouble with this was that it was 
exceedingly seldom a surface ship 
ever got right above a submarine to 
drop the bomb directly upon her, The 
next problem was to destroy the sub­
marine by violent concussion trans­
mitted through the Incompressible 
water from a bomb exploded in the 
vicinity of the submarine. This led 
to the construction of a cylinder 
shaped bomb made to explode at a 
definite depth by hydrostatic préssure. 
From a capacity of sixty pounds of 
high explosives, it rapidly rose to two 
hundred, -three hundred, and by the 
close of the war to six hundred 
pounds, this latter weapon being pow­
erful enough to destroy a submarine 
within a hundred and Seventy feet, and 
was almost certain to disable one 
at three hundred yards. After the 
depth bomb was perfected, it became 
noticeable to the German authorities 
that submarine after submarine failed 
to return from her trip, and this rapid 
disappearance of so many began to get 
upon the sailors’ nerves, and it be­
came harder and harder to get crews 
for the desperate and dangerous work. 
By such means were the dreams of 
German victory destroyed.—Acadian 
Recorder.

Legends of the Black Cat

Among war 
ships the "Renown" and her sister 
ship the "Repulse" are 760 feet long. 
These are the largest war ships now 
in service, but the largest war vessel 
now in the water is the British battle­
cruiser “Hood,” which is 900 feet long 
and of 42,000 tons full load displace­
ment The American Naval Depart­
ment has designed six battle-cruisers 
of 875 feet in length. There is also a 
rumour that the British Admiralty 
are at work on a ship larger and more 
powerful than the “Hood." For two 
generations the “Great Eastern” was j 
the giant of the giants of the sea, and j 
men held their breath vith wonder 
at the mighty hull, whoee keel mea-j 
sured 679% feet and whoee displace- ' 
ment was 18,915 tons. To-day there 
are many ships with vaster measure­
ments than this, and in honour to her 
great architect, it must be said that 
he was far ahead of his time.—Ex.
