country.
At daylight on 

the great day we 
were awakened 
by shots up the 
river where 
there are a large 

number of blinds. In a few minutes 
we began to hear the whirr of wings 
and the cry of frightened birds as 
they flew past, down the river. And 
down the river were many more 
blinds with many more men lying in 
wait to send their showers of lead 
into the helpless, desperate little 
creatures, and gloat when the tiny 
lifeless bodies that had a moment ago 
been full of life and song and move­
ment. eame fluttering to earth.
Where the Risk is All On One Side.

They call it sport, of course, but if 
there is anything “sporting" in the 
finest sc\se of that word in a com­
bat in which one party runs no risks 
and the other party has no chances, I 
have yet to see it.

Of course it takes skill to shoot 
birds, hut doesn’t it take almost as 
much skill to shoot clay pigeons? 
Not so much full land excitement as 
getting up at the witching hour of 
dawn and wandering about the woods 
and marshes, and scaring up coveys 
of birds, and making now a miss and 
now a successful shot, and eating a 
bite out under the open sky? No, of 
course not.-- Even I can see that. 
But here's a suggestion—you could 
do all that and use quite as much or 
more skill, and shoot at your birds 
with a camera instead of a gun.

V Virtue I Can’t Achieve.
I can well imagine how the sports­

man laughs that suggestion to scorn 
as a mollycoddle’s notion. Perhaps 
in the final balance of things it de­
serves the scorn, and perhaps not. 
Perhaps there is virtue in the state 
of mind that can gloat over those 
little hunches of feathers with the 
fife ami song quenched out of them, 

.'•r the wounded bird struggling to get

' away, but I cannot achieve that vir­
tue nor grieve very deeply at my lack
of it.

Where the Real Wealth is Stored.
Many of the birds that are shot are 

valuable helps to agriculture. Man 
would be, not poorer, but richer in 
food if they were allowed to live. 
Many of them are beautiful creatures 
■and have lovely bird notes. I am 
not, I regret to say, one of those folks 
who know all about the birds. It is 
a defect I promise myself every year 
to remedy, for I think that the per­
son who learns to recognize the vari­
ous birds and their notes, to watch 
for their coming, to study their hab­
its, has laid up for himself treasure 
in that storehouse of the mind which 
is, after all, the place where the 
truest and most lasting wealth is 
stored.

And I believe that any mother who 
tries to give her child this interest is 
making both a future friend for the 
birds and future happiness for her 
child.

French Ships
Without Cargoes.

FOUR COULD NOT SECURE PER- 
M1T8 TO LOAD.

j North Sydney, Sept. 20.—The fail- 
! ure of the fleet of French steamers, 
; owned by the government of France, 

to secure a permit from the Domin- 
1 ion government to take cargoes of 

coal to France, will cost the home 
i government a pretty penny. There 
, are four of the fleet at present in 
; port, the Marmoutiers, Neuf Briaback, 
1 Hunangue and the Obérai. The latter 
i arrived in port yesterday morning 
' and will pull alongside the schooner 

Inspiration to take ballast. The oth­
ers are here for quite a while, par- 

, ticularly the first named, which was 
j obliged to unload her cargo of Am­
erican coal, intended for Marseilles, 
but which was subsequently sold to 
local parties. This craft has been in 
port for upwards of a month. An­
other, the Hunangue, took on board 
500 tons of bunker at the Scotia pier 
and proceeded on her voyage across, 
but when a couple of hundred miles 
on the journey her rudder was lost 
and an accident to her machinery 
caused her to return to port, and she 
has been here ever since. She will 
likely be towed to-morrow or next day 
to Halifax by the Halifax tug Mus- 
quash to go on dry dock. All the fleet 
have secured permits to take bunkers, 
and as soon as this is secured they 
will proceed to France light. Every 
day the steamers lay here it cost the 
French government something like 
$1,500 a day for each ship.

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The Tragedy of 
the West Coast.

It is the unexpected that usu­
ally happens, and no person 
could have imagined that the 
once prosperous West Coast of 
Newfoundland would be in the 
condition it is to-day. The 
Telegram and its editor have 
been repeatedly accused of be­
ing engaged in an attempt, 
which would be dastardly if 
correct, to ruin trade, bring 
about disaster and arrange 
things so that the price of fish 
would fall locally to six dollars 
per quintal all over the island, 
and particularly in the western 
districts. Those who read the 
Telegram know and realise that 
this is absolutely untrue, but it 
is part and parcel of the vindic­
tive policy being pursued by 
opponents of this paper to use 
every means in their power to 
discredit it. They have failed 
signally, and in their failure the 
madness of rage has so over­
come them that there is no 
lengths to which they do not go 
to carry still further their 
threats of vengeance. Spite is 
being vented daily and every 
twenty-four hours witnesses 
the pouring out of new vials of 
wrath upon our ignorant head. 
Funny, isn’t it, how much space 
and language they use up in 
their endeavours to bring about \ 
the journalistic destruction of 
one, whom they claim to be so 
entirely unfitted for the position 
which he has the honor to hold ? 
And isn’t it still more funny to 
have them solemnly declaring 
that the Telegram is fast going 
to ruin ? And all because of the 
inexperience and utter lack of 
knowledge of our humble self. 
However we are content to car­
ry on, and if it is any source of 
pleasure to them to devote so 
much attention to us, we accept 
it as a fine compliment and say 
Vcith all heartiness, Thank you 
brethren !

* * * * * *
We do not know whether or 

not Northern fishermen will lis­
ten to our “tragedies.” They 
will have a tragedy for them­
selves later on, as every indica­
tion points. In fact, according 
to many good authorities from 
the North, the opening scenes 
are being enacted already : the 
final acts will come later. So 
far as the Western fishermen 
are concerned they have their 
tragedy upon them, and it is 
heavy enough in all conscience. 
The times are of a surety out of 
joint in that section of the do­
minion comprising the districts 
of Fortune Bay and Burgeo and 
LaPoile. To repeat it at every

possible opportunity that the 
editor of this paper was defeat­
ed in the latter district in the 
general election last fall is not 
alleviating in any way the 
hardships now being endured 
by many, of the people, nor is it 
studying the amelioration of 
the sufferings which the future 
will undoubtedly bring. The in­
habitants of ' the numerous 
small settlements upon which 
the times press heavily are not 
greatly interested at the mo­
ment as to who was elected or 
who defeated. They are more 
concerned with what is going to 
happen now that winter is near 
with regard to their supplies 
and outfits, usually taken from 
the merchants at this period. 
The cheap sneers and pointless 
jokes of those who profess to 
love them and to hold them in 
high regard, because they help­
ed them to power, will not carry 
any great measure 6f confidence 
in the future to these people. 
Nor will frothy professions of 
how much good is being done 
for the country bring comfort 
to the heart of the father of a 
family who does not know 
whither to go for a barrel of 
flour. When there is no one 
giving credit and no one catch­
ing fish, because it is unsaleable 
in some places, then there is 
indeed tragedy—a tragedy not 
to be treated either lightly or 
flippantly because of its men- 
ance.

Hickman & Co.
Given Permit.

Messrs. Hickman & Co., Ltd., hav­
ing won out in the appeal case of the 
Food Control Board against the rul­
ing of Chief Justice Horwood, applied 
for their permit to get the shipment 
of 200 barrels which were held up by 
the regulations. No other course be­
ing open, the Customs issued the per­
mit and Messrs. Hickman & Co. can 
now take delivery. It is not unlikely 
that other business men will follow 
Mr. Hickman’s lead and test the legal­
ity of the regulations. If the restric­
tions were removed, and free trade 
allowed, sugar according to present 
quotations, would be sold for 17 cents 
per pound.

Judgment in Traffic
Regulations Case.

IN THE CENTRAL DISTRICT COURT
Constable Case vs. Brian Dnnfield.
This is a prosecution for a breach 

of “The Street Traffic Regulatioins’ 
Act 1918.”

The testimony of the complainant is 
unsupported by other evidence, and 
the main facts are denied by defend­
ant. I must therefore dismiss the pro­
secution.

The question of the right of the In­
spector General to make regulations 
governing Street Traffic, except in'all 
times of public processions, rejoicings, 
or other special occasions, was raised 
by Mr. Dunfield. The Act under which 
the Regulations are made is an 
Amendment of Chapter 36 of the Con­
solidated Statutes, entitled “Of Nuis­
ances and Municipal Regulations," and 
in my opinion gives the Inspector Gen­
eral the right to make Street Traffic 
Regulations not only to go into op­
eration on the occasions mentioned, 
but in any case where the streets or 
roads are thronged or liable to be 
obstructed. ”

Fish Did Not
Realize $10.00.

NORTHERN SKIPPER DEMANDS 
HIS CARGO.

There is very little fish landing at 
any of the wharves, although several 
schooners have arrived here recently. 
On every mercantile premises there 
is a government fish inspector in­
stalled, but so far they have little or 
nothing to do. At one of the largest 
buying plants to the Northward, it is 
said that a lively scene was enacted 
during the week. A fisherman, in all 
good faith, landed his summer’s voy­
age, expecting the promised ten dol­
lars per qtl., but when the accounts 
were made up he, to his grief and dis­
appointment, found that the carrgto 
averaged between $5 and $6. A police­
man had to be called and eventually 
the services of the magistrate were 
requisitioned before the outraged 
skipper was given possession of his 
fish again, which he re-loaded on 
board his vessel. A recurrence of 
this trouble will have the anticipated 
result, and the North already is 
seething with rage.

Will Be Cleared Up.
Our Daily Contemporaries have tak­

en a very pessimistic view of a tele­
gram recently received by the Fisher­
ies Department that Itlay was “Not In­
terested’’ in our Newfoundland Fish.

W’e have seen a telegram since then 
received by a private firm from Mr. 
Ragnoli. the President of the Con- 
sorzio, stating that the reason he re­
fuses to make any purchases is be­
cause he has received two very con­
tradictory telegrams from the Minister 
of Marine and Fisheries, and it is im­
possible to get to work with an Ad­
visory Board, which changes it plans 
every second day.

It is our opinion that these matters 
will be cleared up satisfactorily very 
soon, and there should be no need to 
get frightened. (We hope so—Ed. Tele­
gram).

In Italy and other Countries they 
are accustomed to have their Govern­
ments state what their arrangements 
will be for at least months in advance, 
and hence, their difficulty to follow 
our movements.—Trade Review.

Food Control Board 
Lose Sugar Case Appeal.

Judgment of the Chief Jusitce 
Upheld.

Yesterday afternoon Justices John­
son and Kent filed their judgments in 
the appeal of Hon. H. J. Brownrigg. 
Minister of Finance and Customs from 
the judgment of the Chief Justice, Sir 
William Horwood in the Hickman 
sugar ease. Both judges upheld the 
finding of the Chief Justice and the 
appeal was dismissed with costs. The 
judgments as handed down yesterday 
are as follows: —

IN THE SUPREME COURT. 
Between Henry J. Brownrigg. Minister

of Finance and Customs, Appellant,
and A. E. Hickman & Co„ Ltd., Re­
spondent.
Appeal from an order made by the 

Hon. the Chief Justice on the 13th of 
September, 1920, that peremptory 
mandamus issue to the appellant dir­
ecting him to grant his warrant for 
the unlading of goods into the Colony.

Mr. L. E. Emerson (Mr. Carter with 
him) for the appellant.

Mr. Morlne. K.C., (Mr. Bradley with 
him) for the respondent.

Opinion of Mr. Justice Johnson.
Before proceeding to the reasons 

why I think the order appealed from 
was right, I deal with the exception 
raised by counsel for the respondent 
that it was not open to appellant to 
introduce for the first time at this ap­
peal the contention that C. C. Pratt 
wa» the applicant and not A. E. Hick­
man & Co., Ltd., in whom, if in any­
one, lay right to the permit sought. I 
Infer from Rule 9 of Order 54 and from 
the papers left in Chambers that the 
only facts dealt with by the Chief Jus­
tice were those appearing in C. C. 
Pratt's affidavit and those admitted 
at bar. Ex parte Firth 19 C D 419 was 
relied on by Mr. Morine who referred 
also to the White Book of 1915 p. 1118. 
But I cannot hold that those authori­
ties sustain his objection, in the cir­
cumstances before us on this appeal, 
which is by way of rehearing in a 
Court which includes the judge of 
first instance. As I view this applica­
tion, the Hickman Company. Ltd., is 
prosecutor and makes affidavit by its 
secretary as to the essential facts re­
specting its rights as importer of the 
sugar in question. A limited company 
cannot make affidavit; it has neither 
back to be beaten nor soul to be con­
demned for perjury. Its affidavits are 
made either by a director, its secre­
tary, or chief officer, and Mr. Pratt is 
both its secretary and a director.

Dealing with the main question, Mr. 
Emerson contended that regulation 
No. 9 of the regulations as to sugar 
(made by the Food Control Board, ap­
proved by the Governor in Council un­
der the provisions of the Food Con­
trol Act 1917 and the War Measures 
Act 1914-1916, dated 27th July. 1920, 
and published in the Royal Gazette), 
was effectual to prohibit importation 
of sugar unless permit to do so was 
first obtained from that Board. The 
caption of the regulations and all of 
them but No. 9 relate to sale of sugar, 
not to importation. I infer from that 
caption that the regulations were 
made by the Board under the power 
conferred by Sec. 3 of the Food Con­
trol Act.

Raising and expenditure of public 
revenue is essentially within the con­
trol of the people’s branch of the 
Legislature, and the Customs Acts set 
the limits and conditions within which 
taxable merchandise may be import­
ed. From this “ follows that express 
authority of Parliament is necessary 
to delegation of powers vested by

those Acts in officers of Customs. 
Chapter 22 of the Consolidated Statu­
tes (3rd Series), which is the code ap­
plicable to matters within its scope, 
provides that on compliance with its 
conditions, an importer shall be en­
titled to, and that the collector or 
other proper officer shall grant him. a 
warrant for the unlading of his goods 
inwards. Hickman & Co. Ltd., com­
plied with those renditions as to the 
200 barrels of sugar referred to in C. 
C. Pratt’s affidavit but the Customs of­
ficer replied that as the importer had 
no permit from the Food Control 
Board regulation 9 stayed his hand.

Is regulation 9 ultra vires of the 
Food Control Board and if so was the 
approval by the Governor in Council 
(which the proclamation declares to 
have been under the provisions of the 
Food Control Act 1917 and the War 
Measures Act, 1914-1916) also ultra 
vires and of no effect?

As I read the Food Control Act. 
which is an Act respecting control of 
trading and makes no reference to im­
portation, subsections (a) and (b) of 
section 2 are negligible here. Subsec­
tion (c) refers to control of distribu­
tion and to prevention of hoarding in­
terfering with supply or transporta­
tion of necessaries, and cannot relate 
back to importation. Nor can section 
(3), which provides power in the

actual or apprehended:
(b) Out of............shortage of stocks

and increase of prices of articles 
of commerce "resulting or to be 
expected to result during the 
continuance of the war from the 
fact that war has existed."

(c) Out of any other condition of 
facts attributable to war;

(d) Trading, exportation, importa­
tion, production, manufacture.

It may be questioned whether “ac­
tual war still continues.’’

(a) Does not call for comment;
(b) Nor can shortage of stock or 

increase of price of sugar re­
sult from importation of sugar;

(c) No such condition of facts was 
suggested at the hearing; and 
as to

(d) I think it cannot, however, lib­
erally construed, be held to em­
power the Governor in Council 
to enact, by mere approval of 
regulations made under another 
and inadequate statute, abso­
lute prohibition of importation 
of sugar or other merchandise 
in default of permit issued by 
the Food Control Board; thus 
repealing the powers vested in, 
and suspending the duties im­
posed on, the proper officer of 
Customs by section 29 of the 
Customs Act

For the reasons above referred to, 
and because the War Measures Act, 
1914-1916 cannot be supposed to have 
had in view the Food Control Act of 
1917 or its Board with whom regula­
tion 9 originated, I think that regula­
tion 9 was ultra vires of the Board 
and that its approval by the Governor 
in Council was also ultra vires and of 
no effect.

The War Measures Act plus the 
Food Control Act and its regulations 
do not by implication repeal or oualify 
the provisions of Chapter 22. The en- 
actmeA of the Exports and Imports 
Act of 1918 corroborates these con­
clusions.

This appeal should be dismissed, 
with costs.

One of the first instances in drama 
that comes to mind is the scene in 
"The Tempest.” where Ferdinand and 
Miranda are found playing at chess, 
and Ferdinand denies the gentle im­
peachment, “Sweet lord, you play me 
false.”

“The Sublime Combinations.”
Tennyson pictures Henry II. and 

Becket engaged in a friendly chess 
contest in his play or “Becket,” and

he does so with history accuracy. The 
Icing, preoccupied with weightier mat­
ters, falls a victim to the churchman s 
wiles. He is a bad loser, and kicking 
over the board, exclaims: “Why, there 
then—down go bishop and king to­
gether; I loathe being beaten.”

The Duc de Beaufort, imprisoned at 
Vincennes, in "Twenty Years After,” 
was “immersed in the sublime com­
binations of chess.” Like King Henry, 
he makes blunder upon blunder 
through inattention, and is easy game. 
In the same book. Dumas appears to 
give credence to the tradition that 
Henry IV., the evening before he was 
assassinated, was playing at chess and 
saw clots of blood upon the board.

Chess-board of Matrimony. 
Oliver Wendell Holmes had a keen 

Insight into the game, and his allu­
sions to It are many. In “The Profes­
sor at the Breakfast Table” there is a 
striking metaphor where the mother 
of Iris, “seated with her companion 
at the chess-board of matrimony, had 
but just pushed forward her one lit­
tle white pawn upon an empty square, 
when the black knight, that cares no­
thing for castles or kings or queens, 
swooped down upon her and swept 
her from the larger board of life.

Holmes invokes the aid of another 
chess comparison in the same book 
when he remarks upon “the nice 
shades That separate the skilful play­
ers.”

The Life of Catherine Gladstone, by 
her daughter, Mary Drew,records that 
Mrs. Gladstone showed no little skill 
at chess: “The tradition survives that 
Mrs. Gladstone beat Mr. Gladstone, 
that Mrs. Gladstone beat Lord Lyttel­
ton, and that Lord Lyttelton beat Mr. 
Gladstone."

Probably the earliest reference in 
literature to chess was that by the 
Persian poet Firdusi, who, in his his­
torical poem, “Shahmama,” mentions 
the introduction of the game into 
Persia.

In “The young Tamlane" we read )
that

Four-and-twenty ladies fair
Were playing at the chess.

It is worth recalling that the first 
book Caxton printed in England was 
a translation of a treatise on the game 
written about 1300 by Jacobus de Ces­
sons. a preaching friar.

Scott in said to have objected to 
learning chess because the time it 
would occupy would be sufficient to 
learn two languages. On the other 
hand. Henry Thomas Buckle was one 
of the finest players of his day. John 
Hubs, when in prison, deplored hav­
ing played at chess “whereby he had 
lost time and run the risk of being 
subject to violent passions.”

Napoleon’s Curious Set,
It is a curious circumstance that 

most great generals were poor chess­
players. Marshal Saxe was an excep­
tion; and Napoleon relieved the 
tedium of life on St. Helena by play­
ing with a quaintly-carved set One 
king was fashioned in his own image 
and the other represented Frederick 
the Great, the other pieces showing 
the respective uniforms of the two 
leaders.

In regard to the part chess has play­
ed in history, one must dismiss as a 
myth the romance that Charlemagne 
lost his knigdom over a game of chess 
to Guerin de Montglave ; and equally 
doubtful is the story that a certain 
Prince Otkar of Bavaria was killed by 
a blow on the temple by Pippin, who, 
sc the story runs, had been ignomini- 
ously checkmated.

William and Canute.
It is easy to believe, however, that 

the fiery William the Conqueror, when 
beaten by the Prince of France, 
“knocked the chess-board about his 
(the prince’s) head,” and that the in­
cident “was the cause afterwards of 
much enmity between them.”

There are many evidences that Can­
ute was an enthusiast. Carlyle, in his 
“Early Kings of Norway,” relates that 
a dispute arose between Canute and 
Earl Ulf when at chess, that the earl 
upset the board, and was murdered 
shortly afterwards by Canute's orders. 
The “Ramsey Chronicle” records that 
Canute, visited on State matters by 
Bishop Utheric, was found at chess 
and dice with his courtiers.

Henry !.. John, and Edward I. are 
likewise stated to have been fond of 
pastime.

In mediaeval days chess came un­
der the ban of puritanical prelates. In 
France fines were imposed for indul 
gence in the game; and in Spain the 
edict went forth that “Clerks playing 
at dice or chess shall be excommuni­
cated.” A bishop ordered to do pen 
ance for being a chess-lover in 1061 
was reproved by Cardinal St. Peter 
Damian in these words: “Was it right,
I say, and consistent with thy duty to 
sport away thy evenings amidst the' 
vanity of chess, and defile the hand 
which offers up the body of the Lord 
and the tongue that mediates between 
God and man with the pollution of a 
sacrilegious game?” Brian Chapman.— 
in John O’London's Weekly.

Single-Handed Ships 
That Have Sailed 

The Seven Seas.
(Concluded.)

(By Arthur S. Hildebrand, in the New 
York Post.)

In 1911, two men left Victoria, 
B.C., bound around the world in the 
Tllikum. The Tilikum was an Indian 
war canoe, hollowed from a single 
log, thirty feet long, drawing eight­
een inches of water, with a displace­
ment of four tons. She is the small­
est boat that ever circumnavigated 
the globe. Capt Voss gave her a 
deck and a small cabin and rigged 
her as a three-masted schooner. In 
the Indian Ocean the mate was lost 
overboard while adjusting the bin­
nacle light and in his fall he took the 
compass with him. Yet the Tilikum 
made port and finished her voyage. 
Again it was navigation by guess and 
by God that did it.

In 1899 Capt. Howard Blackburn of 
Gloucester made a voyage to Eng­
land in the sloop Great Western. 
She was thirty feet long. In 1901 he 
sailed from Gloucester again in the 
twenty-five-foot sloop Great Republic 
and made the passage to Lisbon in 
thirty-nine days. The Great Repub­
lic satisfied him for years and he 
made several long voyages in her.

But the instinct of the sailor was 
at work in him, the instinct for the 
perfect boat. He built the dory 
America, sixteen feet nine inches 
long, five feet broad and drawing one 
foot of water. A sea-going boat j 
needs legs under her; that a boat of 
only one foot draught should be wea- i 
ther worthy is remarkable. Yet the 
America has done well, making long 
voyages, sailing herself like a big one 
and coming through gales, though 
she has not as yet crossed the ocean.

Capt. Voss appears again, sailing 
with two companions in the yawl 
Sea Queen, a shiuiack. Out of Yoko­
hama she met a hurricane in the In­
dian Ocean. In a gale at sea the 
process of safety is this: When you 
can no longer reach, run before it; 
when running is unsafe, heave to; 
when it blows too hard for that, lie 
to a sea-anchor and play dominoes in j 
the cabin till the storm is passed, j 
But in the hurricane the Sea Queen j 
lost her sea-anchor. The force of the j 
wind took the masts out of her; the j 
mizzen, bare of sail, blew into three | 
pieces. She was rolled over, and lay 
bottom up, Capt. Voss clinging to her 
keel, trying to right her. The other 
two men were in the cabin at the 
time, filling oi! bags. She righted. 
They brought her into port under a 
jury rig. There is a lesson in this, 
a lesson as old as the sea. “Don’t 
give up the ship." At sea, a man is 
nothing, but the ship has a chance, 
always.

The yawl Sea Bird, twenty-five 
feet long, went from New York to 
Rome in 1911. She Sea Bird, model 
and prototype of the Sea Queen, is a 
skip-jack, that is, she has a V-shaped 
bottom and is planked with an angle 
at the turn of the bilge. She is a 
very small boat for ocean voyaging 
and her quarters are cramped for 
three men for so long a time. But 
she is able and dry and a good sail­
er, and she does her work like a big 
one. Capt. T. F. Day, with two oth­
ers, took her from New York to the 
Azores in 17 days. For a boat so 
small this is wonderful going; many 
a great square-rigger spreading 
three acres of canvas would be pleas­
ed to make such a run.

And so it goes. There Is no lack 
of men who love to sail the sea, and 
the sea Is always there. Yachtsmen, 
gentlemen adventurers, old salts who 
can never get enough of it, heave 
anchor and make sail, and go to sea. 
The boats drop down the harbor, the 
headlands sink from sight, the off­
shore lights go down over the edge 
of the sea and the dawn finds them

To live in a suburb of this sort with pure air, plenty of space around the house, 
and modern interior sanitation and improvements is to ensure health for the resi­
dents who will realize to the full the advantages of good living. In a Garden Suburb 
children thrive, they grow up vigorous in mind and body ; their daily association 
with trees and flowees, birds and all the manifold delights of nature develop in them 
a love of all things beautiful and a better understanding of life.

We appeal to the public to subscribe the Capital without delay for the erection 
of one hundred houses to be built and ready for occupation before the end of the 
year 1921.

Delivered At The Opening of The 

Twenty-Fourth Biennial Session 
of The Diocesan Synod, Wed­
nesday, Sept. 15th, 1920.

jjy brethren of the Clergy and
Laity:—
When the 2Srd Session of Our Dio­

cesan Synod met In the month of July, 
.191$, the closing scenes of the Great 
War were being witnessed. Amidst 
hope and fear, hut with unshakeable 
determination to achieve an honour- 
able peace, our Empire was throwing 
into the conflict all Us available re­
sources. No one claimed that mistakes 
had not been made. Experience had 
been purchased at tremendous cost. 
The task had been found out of all 
proportion to the capacities of pre­
war Boards of Army and Navy Ad­
ministration. The impact of a colossal 
onslaught had shaken the very found­
ations of traditional methods, and the 
national readjustments necessary had 
been accompanied by dangers and 
risks which to many seemed to be In­
viting disaster. Meanwhile other forces 
than those of the allied arms had been 
working for the overthrow of the 
Central Empires of Europe. With 
startling suddenness the German mili­
tary machine collapsed. Just at the 
time when preparations were being 
matured for a decisive blow, which 
Germany was obviously incapable of 
successfully resisting, the allies agreed 
to an armistice as a preliminary to the 
arrangement of terms of peace. If we 
on our part cpuld claim no conspicu­
ous military victory our foes .at any. 
rate had failed in their wicked designs 

, against mankind.. Freedom had once 
more triumphed, and free men were 
glad to lay down their arms, and, if it 

■sdght be, betake themselves to the 
more congenial tasks of peace.

The most casual survey of the re­
cord of the past two years would serve 
however to bring home to every one 
of us the conviction that the end of 
the war has not meant either nation­
al or international concord; and at 
this juncture the wisest of men would 
hesitate before making a dogmatic 
pronouncement upon the question as 
to what measures are best calculated 
to ensure a real settlement of the 
many and complex causes of the pre­
sent unrest. It has been truly said 
that “Humanity has suffered long 
years, and for all its expenditure of 
blood and treasure, has been ‘nothing 
bettered, but is rather grown worse, 
and is now feeling dimly for the hem 
of His garment by Whose power alone 
it may be made whole.’’ One by one 
our human expedients have failed. De­
fensive armaments on the principle of 
si vis parent, para helium, alliances to 
secure the balance of power, the Ef­
forts of noble minded diplomatists 
through the concert of Europe, and the 
far-reaching pronouncements 6f ex­
perts in international law, all have 
contributed their quota, but the world’s 
wound is not healed and now the Lea­
gue of Nations—the latest and great­
est of all human expedients—is pain­
fully struggling into life—what is the 
moral of all this! The moral is that 
the social order for which humanity 
hungers is beyond the reach of mere­
ly human expedients. Nothing will 
establish peace on the earth but a new 
('rent Ion from God In reaponae to re­
pentance and prayer,1'

THE LAMBETH CONFERENCK.
Perhaps some of you will recognise 

. that 1 have been quoting from the Re­
port of the "Committee of the Lam­
beth Conference appointed to eonaidèr

are indeed independent Mut Independ­
ent with the Chrlstain freedom which 
recognizee the restraints of truth and 
love. They are not free to deny the 
truth. They are not free to ignore the 
fellowship. And the objects of our con­
ferences are to attain an ever deeper 
apprehension of the truth, and to 
guard the fellowship with ever in­
creasing appreciation of its value.”

These words should be borne in 
mind by all who read or epeak of 
what the Lambeth Conference has 
said.

The recent gathering at Lambeth 
though larger than any of the five that 
preceded it, claimed no greater power 
than former Conferences: it passed 
no Canon, and made no laws, it as­
sumed no coercive jurisdiction over 
any province or national or regional 
Church. As Archbishop Longley said 
when defining the position of the first 
Conference “It has never been con­
templated that we should assume the 
functions of a general Synod of all the 
Churches in full Communion with the 
Church of England, and take upon 
ourselves to enact Canons that should 
be binding upon those here represent­
ed. W’e merely propose to discuss mat­
ters of practical interest and pro­
nounce what we deem expedient in re­
solutions which may serve as safe 
guides in future actions.’’ It is nec­
essary to bear in mind the real status 
of the Conference—what it is not as 
well as what it is—and then study the 
documents resulting from its deliber­
ations.

Not one of the 252 Bishops who 
were in attendance was there by other 
than mor&l compulsion. All were there 
because they had accepted an invita­
tion, not because they had received a 
command which they were not free to 
set aside.

And what shall I say in regard to 
those five momentous weeks? To have 
had the privilege of sharing in ever

And so, 
if any ask wbat we bishops were met 
for, after so much travel and with so 
much circumstance, we assert our firm 
belief that the message God has in- 
trustefi to us is needed more perhaps 
than ever before, in a world which is 
waiting half consciously for its fuller 
and more thoughtful utterance.”

It was in the spirit of these word* 
and with a full sense of its great re­
sponsibilities that the Conference 
turned to consider the various que»-/ 
tion submitted to it

Purin$ the first week each subject 
In turn was dealt with by previously 
selected speakers, known experts In 
the matter in hand. At the close of 
the discussion of each subject a Com­
mittee was appointed to consider it 
and report.

Then for two weeks the Committees 
met, and having fully considered the 
subjects entrusted to them, drew up 
reports accompanied in each case by
resolutions.

Then for two weeks more the whole 
Conference considered the reports in 
turn, and received thenf; and after the 
most careful deliberation agreed to the 
resolutions in the form in which they 
now stand.

It was felt that by far the most Im­
portant of the reports was that deal­
ing with the question of reunion 
amongst Christians; and that the 
Synod may the better understand the 
entirely new method of approach by 
which the Conference entered upon 
the consideration of this question, I 
now propose to read the "Appeal to 
Ail Christian People" which the Con­
ference has adopted and sent forth.

AN APPEAL TO ALL 
PEOPLE.

CHRISTIAN

From the Bishops Assembled In the 
Lambeth Conference ef 1950.

We, Archbishops. Bishops Metro­
politan, and other Bishops of the Holy 
Catholic Church in full communion 
with the Church of England, in con­
ference assembled, realizing the re­
sponsibility which rests upon us at 
this time, and sensible of the sym­
pathy and the prayers of many, both 
within and without our own commun­
ion, make this appeal to all Christian 
people.

We acknowledge all those who be­
lieve in our Lord Jesns Christ, and 
have been baptised into the name of 
the Holy Trinity, as sharing with us 
membership in the universal Church 
of Christ which is His Body. We be­
lieve that the Holy Spirit has called 
us in a very solemn and special man­
ner to associate ourselves in penitence 
and prayer with all those who deplore

,, , . ,, . ...__„ the division of Christian people, andso small a degree m the deliberations, . . . , ,__ _. are inspired by the vision and hopeto have lived in the plectric spiritual.] r
atmosphere which pervaded every ses­
sion, is a never-to-day-forgotten ex­
perience. We felt that we were meet­
ing “at an hour which must forever 
stand by itself in human history: an 
hour of strain and unrest; an hour of 
proud bereavement and of deliberate 
hope: gathered toe, not only at the 
opening service but daily for thanks- 

i giving, for intercession, for dedication, 
for resolve; gathered in full assurance 
of faith."

A glance at the Agenda paper will 
be sufficient to prove that the deliber­
ations ranged far outside any mere 
ecclesiastical grooves. It can be claim 
ed with truth that the subjects dealt 
with "touched human needs on every 
side"—international and inter-racial 
relations in East and West; industrial 
perplexities; psychical experiences 
and developments; marital and moral 
problems, domestic and civic; woman's 
place in council and in work,

The Conference was upheld by 
countless prsyere. Doubtless there 
were some, as the Arch­
bishop of Canterbury remind­
ed us In his opening ad- 
dr»**, "who would tell us In courte­
ous, not scornful challenge, that It was 
all an anachronism. Doubtless there 
were some saying ‘Your eredel phras­
es, your holy rites, are out of date.
They have had their day. They have

of a visible unity of the whole Church.
I. We believe that God wills fellow­

ship. By God’s own act this fellowship 
was made in and through Jesus Christ, 
and its life is in His Spirit. We be­
lieve that it is God's purpose to mani­
fest this fellowship so far as this 
world is concerned, in an outward, 
visible, and united society, holding one 
faith, having its own recognized of­
ficers, using God-given means of grace, 
and inspiring all its members to the 
world-wide service of the Kingdom of 
God. This is what we mean by the 
Catholic Church.

II. This united fellowship is not visi­
ble in the world to-day. On the one 
hand there are other ancient episcopal 
communions in East and West, to 
whom ours is bound by many ties of 
common faith and tradition. On the 
other hand there are the great non- 
epiicopal communions, standing for 
rich elements of truth, liberty and life 
which might otherwise have been eb- 
eeured or neglected, With them we are 
closely linked by many affinities, raci­
al, historical and spiritual, We cher­
ish the earnest hope that all these 
communion#, and our own, may be led 
by the Spirit Into the unity of the 
Faith and of the knowledge of the Son 
of God. But in act we are all organiz­
ed In different groups, each one keep­
ing to itself gifts that rightly belong 
to the whole fellowship, and tending, 
to live its own life apart from the 
reet.

III. The causes of division lie deep 
in the past and are by no means sim­
ple or wholly blameworthy. Yet none 
can doubt that self-will, ambition, 
and lack of charity among Christians 
have been principal factors in the 
mingled process, and that these, to­
gether with blindness to the sin of 
disunion, are still mainly responsible 
for the breaches of Christendom. We 
acknowledge this condition of broken 
fellowship to be contrary to God’s 
will and we desire frankly to confess 
our share in the guilt of thus crip­
pling the Body of Christ and hinder-! 
ing the activity of His Spirit.

IV. The times call us to a new out­
look and new measures. The Faith 
cannot be adequately apprehended 
and the battle of the Kingdom cannot 
be worthily fought while tbe body is 
divided, and is thus unable to grow 
up into the fulness of the life -of 
"Christ. Tbe time has come, we be­
lieve. for all the sqparated groups of 
Christians to agree m forgetting the; 
things which are behind and reaching 
nut towards the goal of a reunited 
Catholic Church. The removal of the; 
barriers which have arisen between 
them will only be brought about by a

, new comradeship of those whose
: faces are definitely set this way.

The vision that arises before us is 
that of a Church, genuinely Catholic,: 
loyal to all Truth, and gathering into, 
its fellowship all “who profess and 
call themselves Christians,” within 
whose visible unity ail the treasures 
of faith and order, bequeathed as a;

On 
fthe contrary, we theittfully acknow­
ledge that these ministries have been 
manifestly blessed and owned by the 
Holy Spirit as affective means of 
grace. But we submit ■that consid-i 
orations alike of history and of pres­
ent eagperience justify the claim 
which we make -on behalf of the 
.Episcopate. Moreover, .we would 
urge that it is now and will prove to

by the way of mutual deference to 
one another's consciences. To this 
end, we who send forth this appeal 
would say that, it the authorities of 
other communions should so desire, 
we are persuaded that, terms of union 
•having been otherwise satisfactorily1 
adjusted, bishops and clergy of our 
oommunion would willingly accept 
from these authorities a form of com­
mission or recognition which would 
commend our ministry to their con­
gregations, as having Us place in tbe 
one family life. It is not in our pow­
er to know ihow far this suggestion 
may be acceptable to those to whom 
we offer it. We can only say that we 
offer it in all sincerity as a token of 
our longing that all ministries of 
grace, theirs and our-, shall be avail­
able for the isetvice of our Lord in a 
united Church.

It is our hope that the same motive 
would lead ministers who have not 
received it to accept a commission 
through episcopal ordination, as ob­
taining for them a ministry through­
out the whole fellowship.

In so acting, no one of us could 
possibly be taken to repudiate his 
past ministry. -God forbid that any 
man should repudiate a past experi-

TRADE SLUMP-A RAT OF HOPE.
A city friend tells me that business 

has not been at co low an ebb since 
the armititic - as it is now. The pres­
sure cf the banks has eliminated 
most of the speculators from the 
markets, but in various commodities, 
for instance, in tea. woollens, and 
some nor.-ferrous metal i, there are 
accumulations of produde which 
holders would be only too pleased to 
market if they could find buyers. 
But with money tight, the labor out­
look threatening, and the impression 
widely held that unemployment will 
be serious this winter, the buyer has 
become a very elusive bird. Manu­
factured articles are being delivered 
to the wholesalers in fulfilment of 
old contracts a* a far more rapid 
rate than tho retailers can take them 
up, with the result that socks are 
now beginning to accumulate in 
warehouses.
