Address on Home, Its Duties And
Sanctity.

As the week passes the impressions
of the services of the Week of Prayer
are deepening, and great imterest is
peing manifested, both by pastors and
people. And so it was last night at
the Congregational Church, where a
jarge congregation assembled, and
where earnest prayers were offered,
and a practical talk delivered.

which really constitute the State. In

ancient times the home-life Qf the
people was not as ideal as it is to-day.
The Hebrew people had the best ideals
of home-life up to their time, but it
was not until the Redeemer came that
the home was established on the high
principies which follow from his
teachings. The Christain home afford-
ed the test opportunity of training,
and the nearer our homes were con-
ducted to religious teachings the bet-
ter should our more pub}ic life be. The
family was the best ass&t of the city,
ahd those people who had homes, but
had not families, could do great good,
and disseminate much blessing, by
taking into their homes two or three
children who had lost their parents.
This was centainly a timely and chari-
table suggestion on the part of the
ipeaker. Will anyone heed it? Would
that some may do so. Continuing the
speaker referred to family prayer, and
he paid a high tribute to the home-life
of St. Jobn's as far as he knew it, in
this respect. The inflience of prayer
in the home, and of consistent Chris-!
tian living by the parents before their
children were of paramount import-
ance. 1f the head of the family broke
one law of the land, or of the Deca-!
logue, and his children knew it, he
could not blame them if -they in turn
broke the law also. There was great
need of a higher standard of life in
the home circle, and the best life of
the hom~ circle makes the best life of
the community. The address was
twenty minutes in delivery, and was
listened to with close and eager at-
tention, and all that was said was
plain, practical and sincere—and \\TiLh—
out a goubt, helpful.

NEW COUNCIL
TAKES OFFICE.

Secretary -.Treas. Says Deficit for
1921 Will Go Into Thousands.

The new Council elected by the rate-
payers on December 15th last, form-
ally assumed office yesterday, Hon.
Tasker Cooke being sworn in as May-
or by the Chief Justice in the forefioon
who in summoning the Councillors
together administered . the oath to
them. The regular meeting was call-
ed to order at 4.30 p.m., the full Coun-
cil being in attendance.

His Honor Mayor Cook in taking his
seat spoke briefly, congratulating the
Councillors who had been selected by
the taxpayers, and asked that co-oper-
2tion be given in every undertaking
for the benefit of and advancement of
the city. Wild schemes, he said, were
out of the question. Sane government
must necessarily be undertaken, and
if conditions could be improved
economy must be practised and every
dollar of revenue used to the utmost
advantage. It was very necessary, he
said, that the financial standings of the
Council! should be first at hand before
any move at expenditure be made.
Rumors were abroad that the financial
status of the Council did not stand
100 per cent. Personally he had not
time to go into this matter, and he
asked the Sec.-Treas. to state how
conditions were.

The reply from Mr. Mahony was: “I
am afra‘d, sir, we will have to face a
very large deficit. It will probably be
the largest on"record. The past year’s
outlay has been enormous, and the
collections not up to expectations.”

Continuing Mayor Cook said there
was no need to further discuss the fin-
ancial nroblem until such time as the
Sec.-Treas. had a full statement ready
which he ordered to be submitted at
next regular meeting.

Councillor Dowden, complimented
the Maver firstly on his election to of-
fice, anl secondly for the position he
had taken as to financial affairs. So
far as he was concerned he had no

other motive than to serve the city and
to see that every dollar of revenue
was judiciously spent. He regretted
that the suggestions of the late May-
or had been made public as he under-
stood they were only offered in a
friendly spirit, and not for any other
purpose. The idea of a “runway” over
Barter's Hill, was, in his opinion, non-
sensical, and instead of benefiting a
people would only be endangering
their !ives. He regretted that an over-
expenditure had been made during
1921, and offered the opinion that if
the press was properly represented at
the mcetings the last year and an un-
biased report given after each meeting
such wogid not have occurred. In the
future he hoped the press would be re-
presented and full reports given.

Councillor Martin congratulatd May-
or Cook on his election and in the
manly wav in which it was conducted,
notwithstanding what was said to the
contrary. He wished to endorse all
that had been said by Councillor Dow-
den whose expressions he believed
were U'mely and well reasoned.

Councillor Outerbridge after brief-
ly congratulating the Mayor and Coun-
cillors moved, that Councillor Martin
be appointed Deputy Mayor. In doing
so he wished it to be remembered that
Mr. Martin had led the poll, that the
ballotts showed he had the confidence
of every class of citizen and as an ap-
preciation of the vote given him, it
was the duty of the Council to elect
him as Decputy Mayor.

Councillor Ryan seconded the mo-
tion.and in doing so paid a tribute to
Councillor Martin’s work while mem-
ber of former Boards. He was prepar-
ed to support every measure that
meant betterment for the city, but
every expenditure should be within
means at disposal.

Councillor Dowden supported the
motion and also Councillor Vinicombe

and being put was carried unanimous-
y.

Councillor Collier after congratu-
lating the Mayor referred to the pub-
lication of the suggestions of ex-May-
or Morris.' He agreed with Councillor
Dowden that they should not have
been published. Their publication was
either a breach of faith or an over-
sight, but in either case it was im-
proper.

Couuncillor Vinicombe held similar
views. In his opinion they should not
have been published. He had never
heard of the different proposals be-
fore, and it looked as if they were
placed on the new Council as a leg-
acy. The opinion was probably abroad
that the proposals were the work of
the old Council but he hoped such im-
pressicn would be removed. As a
member of the old Board he disclaim-
ed any connection whatever with the
programme, and believed the publica-
tion was unnecessary and uncalled
for.

Mayor Cook also regretted the pub-
lication but took the position that fur-
ther discussion was useless and of no
avail.

Councillor Dowden asked the ques-
tion as to the expenditure covering
the Municipal Election. The Sec.-
Treas. was asked to read the minutes
of the final meeting of the old Council,
which showed that the total cost was
in the vic{nity of $8,000.00 as per
original bill presented by Returning
Officer Doyle. The old Council had de-
ducted from the original bill $1,776.00.
It had been ordered by the outgoing
