Old England, of sny time up to a
hundred years ago, could not have
got on (in both senses of that phrase)
very well without plenty of upping-
blocks; for then uot only every gen-
tleman was a horzeman, but middle-
class men as well. The commercial
travellers of those days rode on
horse-back on their journmeys, before
ever they took to travelllng by toach

The oldest
found beside the roads of rural Eng-
land stands on the wide grass verge
on the right-hand side of the high-
way, as you go from Banbury to Dav-
entry, just past Aston-le-Walls. It
consists of two flat stones of unegnal
length, one upon the other, forming
two steps. 'On the side is the inscrip-
tion:

“Thomas Kight (or ‘Hight’), of
Warden, set vp this, Ivly the 0, 1659.”

By “Warden” is meant
Warden, the next village.

There is beside
road to Oxford, on the lofty height of
Shotover Common, an old upping-
block. It was here on an October day
of 1789 that Charles Wesley, hrother
of the famous John, was hejd up and
robbed by highwaymen. H2 meekls
handed over his purse containicg 30
shillings, and ‘when the highwayman,
who had cherished greater expecta-
tions, asked: “Have you no more?”
Wesley answered: “Search me!”

Staggered by thls reply, the high-
wayman did not venture to do so, and
thus Charles Wesiey, who would not
tell-an untruth and say “No!” went
off safely. rejoicing in keeping the
further sum of thirty guineas he had
in another pocket.

The stone beside the Great North
Road at Wansfleld, Tnear Stamford,
marking the eighty-first mile from
London, and bearing the date 1708
and the inftials “E. B.” is an upping-
block of a curious history. It also
serves as a milestone, and was one of
a series set up by Edmund Roulter,
who proposed to couniinue them on to
London.: Whether he carried out his
idea or not is uncertain, nor is it re-
corded why ae cmbarked upon this
fancy. This is the sole surviving
stone of the projecied series.

An attempt to run a daily newspa-
per was made in 1695—with the “Post
Boy.” It had a very brief existence,
and not until March 11, 1702, was the
first daily newspaper successfully

Prof. Priestly described to his
audience how plants form the water-
proof layer, known as the cuticle,
which covers the surface of both the
leaf and the stem.

proof covering of the plant serves the
double purpose of keepiog water
from entering and preventing evapo-
ration from within during hot wea-
ther, reminding one, he said, of the
greased paper placed over jam jars
to keep the jam from drying up

The resemblance, it was pointed
out, was even more close, for both the
plant cuticle and the jam cover are
formed from a base consisting of cel-
lulose covered with a layer of dried
fatty substance, which, in the case of
plants, can be demonstrated with the
microscope. i

ON RECENT TRAGEDY AT
3 ISLAND. :

Sir,—I have to report that I was
advised by telégraph late on Satur-
day 19th, ult., that an aceident had
happened at the Dominion Pier at
Bell Island, that evening, by which
Robert Yetman of Bryant’s Cove, mar-
ried, aged 50, was killed, Patrick
Walsh of Cupids seriously injured
and several others slightly injured.

I opened an enquiry on, Monday 21
took some evidence and adjourmed
until the debris was cleared off to
enable gfe to make an inspection of
the seat of the accident. I resumed
the enquiry on Monday 28th ult.

In all thirteen witnesses were ex-
amined,

The Dominion Pier is used prin-
cipally for the discharge of coal for
the plant and for loading ore into
veésels.

The ore loading tower is flanked on

| East and West by coal pounds. These

coal pounds have timber fences on
the waterside with a space between
the fences and the edge of the pler
about 12 feet wide, which is occupied
by a light railway track. The fence
to the East of the Tower collapsed
without any warning whatever and
fell outwards on the top of the’de-
ceased workman and the others that
were injured. The fence was 9ft, 6 in.
high and 70 feet long, composed of
timber sheeting nailed to and sup-
ported by 12 upright posts two of
which measured 9” x 9” and the rest
8” by 8”. These posts ran down into
the cribwork of the pier at a depth
of 4 feet below deck level and were
securely fastened and stayed below
this level but not above it, where
stays would have interfered with the
operations of coaling. These posts
broke off at deck level and there was
no yielding whatever below that level.
This fence was built out of first hand
timber in May 1923, and replaced a
fence which was one foot higher and
had round timber supports 6” to 8*
in the top and flatted on one side, so
that it was a weaker fence than that
which collapsed and it had been in
use for 3 number of years. It bulged
somewhat under its load but the rea-
son why it is said to Have been taken
down was a reconstruction of the
cribwork on which it stood. How-
ever, on account of this bulging it
was decided to decrease the height
and to use stronger uprights, and it
is stated that no bulging took place in
this new fence and that it stood on the
day that it collapsed as perpendicul-
ar and straight as when constructed
14 months ago. No plans were pro-
vided by the management for the new
fence, the' excuse offered being that
it was only a reconstruction job, and
it was entrusted to Mr, Colbourne,
the Pier Foreman, since left the Com-
pany’s service. The coal is genmeral-
ly heaped up till it is about to flow
over the top of the fence and all
further coal discharged is placed om
the inside of the pile and flows down
unto the deck level as there is no
fence on the land or inner side of the
pile. No coal had been dumped on the
day of the accident on the outer
slope as the pound had previously
been filled up to within a few inches
of the top of the fence. The highest
point of the coal was 23 feet' abov-
deck level, Several witnesses say
that they have seen it higher by sev-
eral feet on other occasions. The coal
delivered in the pound was brought
ashore in buckets by a land crane, A
light staging had been erected over
the track where three men stood to
discharge coal put ashore in buckets
by the ship’s tackle. This discharged
through a hole in the staging into
coal cars running on the track.
Robert Yetman and all the others in-
jured \(except two who were on the
staging were) were engaged filling
and trimming these cars.

The accident occurred at 3.15 p.m.
The bucket discharging into-the stag-
ing was in mid-air and the other buc-
ket was in the hold of the vessel. No
one that I could discover was watch-
ing the fence when it fell, nor would
anyone say that it gave the slightest
warning, but it fell with extraordin-
ary suddenness and came all togeth-
er as one witness described like the
closing of the 1id of a box, so that
there was no possibility of escape for
the men. The presence of the cars
prevented a much greater disaster as
they held up the fence and the slid-
ing coal off those that escaped with
slight injuries. Yetman unfortunate-
ly sustained fractures of the spine
and chest wall while Walsh had two
ribs and a collar bone broken and it
was feared pneumonia would set inj
but that danger is now avoided and

dredging of the steamer berth might
have disturbed the wharf, but inves-
tigation shows that the dredge re-
moved only what ore and coal had
fallen overboard when ships were
loading and unloading and the whart
was not disturbed in line or level
and no displacement of the crib tim-
bers could be detected. Another pos-
sible course would be a surging of the
steamer against the pier, but the sea
was quite calm and nothing of this
gsort occurred. The facts already stat-
ed preclude all possibility of the fence
being started by contact with the
bucket. On my first visit I secured
one of the broken posts. The wood
was damp, there were distinct traces
of incipient wet rot and the fracture
was short and showed very little fibre.
The remainder of the posts which I
examined on my second visit after
they were extracted were all sound
and gave a fibrous fracture; and a
re-examination of the first mentioned
post showed a much improved appear-
ance due no doubt to exposure to sun
and wind. Supposing this one to have
yielded in the first instance, one
would naturally expect a slight inter-
val of time to elapse hefore the ad-
joining posts yielded, and so on
throughout the length of the fence
and thus giving warning; but the
evidence is very convincing that the
whole fence fell bodily and instan-
taneously. It has been suggested that
the moisture and acids in the coal
softened and injuriously affected the
timber; but, if so, how did the pre-
vious fence survive this action for a
number of years?

Coming now to the calculation of
the strength of the fence and the
strain put upon it by the coal as piled
and using the usual assumption, I
find that the 8 x 8 posts were sub-
jected to an extreme fibre stréss of
2211 1bs. per square inch. It is not
good practice to impose a greater
stress than 1000 1bs. per square inch,
although this is only gne tenth of the
breaking stress of a well conditioned
straight fibred piece of spruce free
from knots and shakes.

Safe practice was, therefore, ex-
ceed by the Company in piling the
coal so high and, in the absence of
anything else having occurred outside
the control of the Company that could
account for the fall of the fence, they
must bear all responsibility for this
accident.

The fence now being erected comes
well within safe limits.

HOPE FOR THE NEAR-BLIND.
TORONTO, Aug. “12.
A Mail and Empire special from

New York says that failing sight, the
result* of rheumatic or other Mfec-

ltion, or even the penentration of the

eyeball, can be arrested within three

_days by injections of pure cow’s milk

into the lumbar region of the patient,
according to Dr. Edward R. Goodin,
of Boston, who arrived here after five
months’ study in Vienna, of this new
discovery by physicians of the hos-
pital attached to the TUniversity of
Vienna. Dr. Goodin reports that milk
injections are a cure for blindness.
Those who are already blind, he said,
may not hope for the restoration of
their sight by this method, but those
who are partially blind from infec-
tion or penentration, or those in
whose eyes the infection has just
been discovered, have good reasons
to hope that their sight will not get
worse, and that sympathetic ophthal-
mia “affection of the other eye” will
be prevented.
