5. I say confidently that British Columbia
has not altered its views. 1t has had the
one great wish gratified, and dreads all
change. I have heard this denied by Victo-
ria politicians; and I bave in vain asked
them for any evidence to support their denial.
If a desire for Union has arisen in the Colony,
how does it show itse!i? The gentlemen who
successfully appealed to the people for a
nomination to the Legislative Council,
pledged themselves to opposition to Union.
The Council, on this subject entirely unfet-
tered by me, vote unanimously against it.
The issue was fairly tried wheoever there
was a chance of success. Petitions were
prioted in Victoria, recommending union and
the abolition of unpopular taxation, and cir-
culated in the mining districts, but they re~
mained upsigned.  Indignation. meetings
were called in Cariboo, but no one would at-
tend. A newspaper was started in that dis-
trict especially to advocate Union and oppose
the local government. The miners merely
protested against the scurrillity of their pro-
iessed organ, and when extraneous assist-
ance was withdrawn, it died from want of
support. Iam for many reascns anxious
that the desire for Union should exist in
British Columbia. It does not.

6. The efforts of the merchants of Victoria
® create such a desire in the mining dis«
ricts were, however, vigorous and well-
timed ; not very bigh principled, but showiog
eoonsiderable political dexterity, It was
thought that Uonion, as a separate question,
could stand no chance of obtaining a hearing
in Cariboo, but it might meet with some at-
tention on the bustings, coupled with an ab-
rogation of the export duty on gold, and a
general reduction of taxation. Systematic
agitation might, possibly, str up the feeling
against the gold tax to a sufficient strepgth
to drag into light its self-imposed associate,
Unioo.

7. It would have been well if Victoria had
earlier passed the resolutions in favor of un-«
conditional Union. It was not until the
efforts to obstruct the Government of British
Columbia by shakiog the confidence of the
people in its justice, bad proved vain that
this wise course was adopted. , Though, I
shall presently show that the larger Colony
has progressed greatly since it .attained a
separate existence, yet it did rnot escape
eotirely ucinjured from the self~damaging
attacks of the Victoria politicians.

Viewed
from the North side of James Bay, as. the
procession crossed the bridge, with the gleam-
ing torches,'the discharge of fireworks, and
the blazing of cannon in the background, the
scene was indiscribably beautiful, and caused
a universal burst of admiration from all be-
holders, - The Volunteers were dismissed at

the Bank of ‘British Columbia and thé fire-
men continued their torehlight ‘procession
through the town, serenadirig” the Telegraph
office, on Government atréet, where Mr Hen-
derson came forward and ‘acknowledged the'
compliment, and subsequently visiting several
offices and residences in the city.

As we are informed he failed,
to accomplish his purpose, and no effort was
“made to bring him'to 'trial on the serious
charge to which he laid bimself liable.
Subsequently he: was employed by Jesse
Drumbeller, Esq, a8 & farm hand, and whilst
at work for this “gentleman, a party counsis-
-ting of four or five men came and took him
away, stating at the time that he was “charg-
“ed with attempting to commit a rape.”
After his removal, nothing further was seen
-or known of the man until his remains were
found as above described. From all the
circamstances, it would seem that the party
‘who took the man away from Drumheller’s
were the men who hung him. Afler the
hanging it seems that his executioners never

e returned, and the body was ‘allowed to hang

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The Union Bill.

‘Our readers will find the bill for the
Union of the Colonies ot Vaneouver
Island and British Columbia in our
columns this morning. It is short,
but explicit enough to convince all
that British Columbia will get every—
thing and Vancouver Island nothing
—the natural result of the uncondi-
tional Union- resolutions, Even the
fiscal policy of this Colony is meddled
with, and although the place for the
-Capital is not indicated, there can be
little doubt that Governor Seymour
and Colonel Moody bave had the ear
of Mr Cardwell, and have shaped mat-
-ters to suit the large landed interests
of the lastsnamed. The bill was in~
troduced into the House of Commons
on the 11th of June and ordered to be
printed. Upon the formation of the
Derby Ministry, Parliament was an~
nounced to meet on the 5th July, in
which case we should have something
concerning the fate of the bill on the
arrival of the next steamer. The Les
gislative Council of British Columbia,
atter Union, will "consist of twenty-~
three members. The present Council
of that Colony numbers fifteen—eight
official and seven popular members,
The remaining eight, who will proba~
bly be elected from Vancouver Island,
will have a pleasant time of it in com-
‘batting the influence of the fifteen

" British Columbians. Union in our
case is simply Annexation. We are
‘to  be annexed to the sister Colony ;
but as such annexation is contingent
-upon the consent of the Legislature
of this Colony being obtained, we are
convinced that no such one-sided
arrangement as that proposed will
ever be swallowed by it. The
country wants Union ; and it is pre-
pared to sacrifice a great deal to bring
it about; but it is not prepared to
part with its popular institutions, its
capital, and to change its fiscal policy,
for the privilege of becoming a part
of British Columbia. No, no, Mr
Cardwell! the Legislature made fools
of the people when it passed the odi-
-ous wunconditional Union resolutions ;
but the people will have no Union
that is not established on an equitable
basis. The proposed bill will not
answer—depend upon that !

Despatches in Vienna, of June  5th, from
Bucharest, announce that a serious riot has
taken place at Ibraila. The frontier guards
resist the order to join the army at Buchar-
est, rose against their officers, and demanded
to be sent back to their homes. The Gov-
eroment at first endeavored to compel the
obedience of the mutineers by means of the
regular troops, but as they were supported
by the population it was obliged to yield.

The London Army and Navy Gazette is
disgusted that the Chinese Princes in Eng.
land, were left to find their own way to Al~
dershott camp, with no one but an officer of
eogineers to receive them, and no lunch ex~
cept what they happened to pick up at the
mess of a hospitable corps, !

A favorable change in the weather has
caused a considerable improvement in the
hop plantations in England. The reports
from the various districts throughout East
and Mid Kent, all concur in describing the
plant as much improved.

The Registrar General of Shipping in
England reports tkat in the year 1865, there
were 21,626 British registered vessess (ex~
clusive of river steamers and colonial vessels)
employed in _the home and foreign trade of
the United Kingdom, not reckoning repea~
ted voyages. The tonnage was 5,408,451,
and the number of men employed 197,640

The cholera continues its ravages in Holl-
and. The latest weekly return from Rotters
dam shows eighty-five cases — fifty~five
proving fatal—in the principal towns.

The cultivation of tea in India is a great
success. The government factory turned out
16,125 pounds last season.

General Mouravieff has arrested several
hundred persons, the greater part of them
men of rank and standing, on suspicion of
being implicated in the late attempt upon
the life of the Czar.

A discovery of an important character is
said to have been made in France, which
will enable us to pass over the silkworm and

go direct to the mulberry tree for our supply
of silk.

Dowager Lady Truro has bequeathed to
the Priocess Mary of Cambridge the whole
of her fortune and her house in Eaton Square,
which it is believed will be the future resis
dence of the Princess and her husband.

On March
21, 1865, Governor Kennedy sends a
despatch to Mr Cardwell detailing the
circumstances attending the passage
by the House of the wunconditional
Union resolutions. He says that it
having been claimed that the resolu.
tions did not fairly represent public
opinion, an election was held and
Messrs McClure and DeCosmos, ad-
vocates of the measure, returned by
large majorities. The position of the
Legislative Council—in declining to
consider the question—the protest of
Hons. iihodes and Finlayson against
the non-committal policy of the Coun-
cil, and the newspaper reports of the
debates, are stated in this despatch.
Next comes a despatch from Governor
Kennedy enelosing a copy of the
Chamber of Commerce petition pray-~
ing for Union, for the preservation of
the Free Port, and for the abrogation
of the hostile Customs Act of British
Columbia. On the same date (March
21) Governor Kennedy urges the nes
cessity of uniting - the Colonies on a
uniform basis; the abrogation of the
Free Port is recommended, and the
proposal ot Governor Douglas to have
one Governor for the two Colonies,
and allow each Colony “a separate
Legislature, to make its own laws,
raise and apply its own revenue, as at
present, forits individaal benefit,” is
thought to be “traught with the ele-
ments of dissolution and discord.”
The next despatch that we come to is
one from Governor Seymour, contra-
dicting mos$ of the statements contain-
ed in the petition of the Victoria
Chamber of Commerce, of a copy of
which he had ‘“become accidentally
possessed.” HisExcellency disputes the
safety of Victoria harbour, and says
that in entering that harbour ona
dark night in & vessel (the little ele-

-phant, Leviathan) drawing three feet

nor Seymour does not, however, tell

In
a long dispatch from Governor Seymour
to Mr Cardwell, written from Rue de la Paix,
Paris, and dated February 17, 1866, the Vie

torin merchants are handled’ “ without
gloves” for their interference in the af-
fairs of the sister Colony; the Cariboo Sentinel
is denounced as the representative in Caris
boo of Victoria (a libel by an opposition
sheet which Governor Seymour shouid have
had better taste than to reiterate;) in the
face of the numerous and almost daily banks«
ruptcies, Governor Seymour assures Mr
Cardwell that “ British Columbia is flourish-
ing,” and, as proof thereof, a list of the pub-
lic works completed in 1865 (with Victoria
capital, be it borne in mind) is sketched out.
His Excellency then lays down a form of
government, by which he proposes to give
Vancouver Island jfour popular members,
divided as follows : Victoria, 2 ; Nanaimo,1;
and Comoz, 1. British Columbia is to fur-
nish 8 popular members, and the remaining
ten members are to be Government - officers
or appointees. The port of Victoria is de~
nounced as “not in the direct line of com-
merce,” and the assertion is made that no
vessels except those specially bound there
ever enter it. Nevertheless, His. Excel~
lency does admit that “ Victoria is the largest
city and the most agreeable place of resi-
dence,” but he thinks that ‘ in seeking Union
with Briuish Columbia, Vancouver Island re-
linquishes all claim to the possession within
her limits of the seat of Government.” (A mel-
ancholy fact.) A despateh from Mr Birch,
enclosing a petition for Union from ¢ 445
persons,” completes the list. It is evident
from the meagre extracts that we have quot~
ed, that Governor Kennedy Las used his best
endeavors to bring about Unien, while Gov~
ernor Seymour has left no stone uaturned to
belittle us in the eyes of the Colonial Office
and give us a bill that he knew we would lay
down our lives rather than accept. The plain
truth is this : Governor Seymour is not, in
favor of the Union of the Colonies, and has
thoroughly indoctrinated Mr Cardwell with
his views. The Derby Ministry may give us
an officer less susceptible to such influences;
but whether the Colonies be united or not,
nothing will excuse the position assumed by
the gubernatorial “ delegate ” of British Col-
umbia to Downing Street. He has not sim-
ply opposed Union, but he has also opposed
Annexation, and favored the adoption of a
system that amounts to nothing less than
Ancihilatian.

vided by lawful authority, the Governor of
British Columbia shall have, in relation to
the territory for the time being .under his
Government, all the powers and authorities
for the time being vested, in relation to the
United Kingdom in the Commissioners of
Her Majesty’s Treasury or in the Commiss
sioners of Customs, with respsct to the ap-
pointment ot warehousing ports, and the
approval and appointment of warehouses or
places of security in such ports, and every-
thing consequent thereon or relative thereto.

7. Nothing in this Act shall take away or
restrict the authority of the Governor of
British Columbia, with the advice and con-
sent of the Legislative Council .theredf, to
make laws for the peace, order and good
government of British Columbia either before
or after the Union ; nor shall anything in this
Act interlere with the exercise of any power
hat would have been .exerciseable by Her
Majesty in Council if this Act had not been
passed.

such Order or Instrument,

SceEDULE.—Acls repealed —An Act to
provide for the Government of British Col-
umbia ; An Act to define the Boundaries of
the Coloby of British Columbia, and to ' con-
tinue an Act to provide for the Government
of the said Colony.

Company and the steamship Golden Age, for
violating the State Revenue law in not hav-
ing-affixed stamps to their tickets asrequired
by the laws of that State. The actions were
brought by Attorney General McCullough in
behalf of the State. - The complaint in the
former case sets forth that the steamship
Moses Taylor has, gioce the 12th day of Au-~
gust, 1865, taken out of the State 2905 pas~
sengers, whose tickets or memoranda of pas-
sage were not properly stamped, by wkich
the owners of the ship are liable in the sum
of $250 fof each violation. “In' this instance,
it is claimed that the defendants are liable in
the sum of $726,250, The steamship Golden
Age is charged with having on her Itx‘ips of
April 30th and June ‘9th, 1866, taken out of
the’ State 661 passengers on tickets  which
were not properly stamped, for which viola-
tion of the law $165,250 is claimed. The law
requires that tickets shall be 'stamped & fols
lows : First cabin, $6; Second cabin; $4 ;
Steerage, $2. ' It also provides that the eom-
pany shall be liable in the sum of $250 for
each violation of the law.

ARRIvAL oF THE “Josie McNEar.—The
new sideiwheel steamer Josie McNear, Capt.

with the respectful request that he may take
the same into his earnest and immediate conn
sideration.”
