London, June 17.— The Transvaal situ-
ation ig still the all-absorbing topic for
discussion in’ Great Britain and even the
Oontinent has caught the disease, though
in a less virulent form. Outwardly the
question seems to have advanced but
little, though those who are inside think
the cause of the Uitlanders has gone up
several points. The publication of the
Transvaal blue book with the emphatic
denunciation of Transvaal methods, set-
ting forth in measured paragraphs the al-_
leged political, financial and judicial in-
competencies of the administration “of
President Kruger, and adopting as part
of the government’'s owDp programme. all
the grievances of the Uitlanders, consti-

tuted a step of the highest importance.
It was an unmistakable warning to the
Yransvaal as well as an indication to
the people of ‘South Africa generally,
that the government has arrived at a fix-
ed decision impossible to recede from;
and there are not lacking indications that
the hint has not been lost at Pretoria.

Altheugh it is difficult to separate fact
from fiction in the multiplicity of _the
conflicting stories it is the general im-
pression of those in a position to know,
that the conciliatory despatch which Dr.
Leyds, the representative in Hurope of
the Transvaal, received June 14 repre-
sents the true situation for home con-
sumption. The opinion is now growing
that the delay necessitated in aiting
Sir Alfred Milner’s report of the $loem-
fontein conference will make for a pacific
settlement. As an official in the close
confidence of the government declared,
it will gfve President . Kruger “time to
get his house in order.” But unless the
talked of concessions should be speedily
inaugurated momentous consequehces are
predicted.

The Arbitration Problem.

The Hague, June 17.—It is important
that the present situation regarding the
board of arbitration question be clearly
anderstood. The work of the peace con-
ference has been virtually suspended in
this point and probably will not be re-
sumed for some days. On semi-official
authority it is said the situation is prac-
tteally this. The German government
was opposed in principle to an organized
arbitration court and it is found these

~ views existed prior to the conference and
instructions to that effect were given
the ‘German delegates, and the belief in
Berlin was that other powers, notably
France, were instructing their delegates
:similarly. As the conference proceeded
the spirit of conciliation advanced and
a desire to accomplish important perman-
ent results was manifested. With this
grew up schemes for an organized arbi-
tration board, notably the British pro-
posals to which nearly all the delegates
rallied with the authoritative support of
their respective governments. This at
once left the erman delegates. in a
peculiar condiffon. The difficulty was
not at The Hague, but at Berlin.. In
order to relieve the situation ‘Count Von
Munster, head of the German delegation,
after a long conference yesterday with
his colleagues, decidéd to despatch Dr.
Zorn and Baron Von Stengel to- inform
the Emperor personally of the condition
of affairs. In the meantime efforts had
been made to find a conciliatory scheme
by the suggestion of a limited board es-
tablished at The Hague under the ordin-
ary representatives of the powers which
was proposed by Mr. Andrew White,
head of the American delegation. This
plan Dr. Zorn and Von Stengel, have
been commissioned to plead to Emperor
‘William. The question therefore, is what
His Majesty will reply. The most im-
portant fact is that the German delega-
tion to Berlin were accompanied by Mr.
Ho{ls, secretary of the American dele-
gation, who was able to explain fully
the American plan. ’

In ‘the meantime the delegates of the
great powers here have been merely
marking time. The delegates of Russia,
Great Britain and France, have -held
‘several meetings concerning which the
delegates preserved a silence probably be-
cause no definite decision had been
reached. There is a growing belief, that
HEmperor William is favorable if the
other powers will accept the new plan as
the basis of discussion and will at once
proeeed to discuss a definite plan for
an arbitration board.

The sub-committee on the extension of
the Brussels convention met to-day un-
der the presidency of Prof. de Martens
and adopted several clauses. The report
will be presented to the drafting commit-
tee with immaterial changes.

Germany Feeting Sore.

Berlin, June 17.—The recent develop-
ments at,_the peace conference are gen-
erally commented wupon here and  the
statements of the foreign papers particu-
larly the English, that the German rep-
resentatives at The Hague are opposed
to arbitration, have been noted with dis-
pleasure. Almost the entire press of
Germany give indignant voice to what
the papers term ‘“English intrigues in
order to prejudice the world against Ger-
many’s pacific intentions.” An import-
ant foreign office official said to-day to
the correspondent of the Associated
Press: “The incomplete and usually dis-
torted partizan reports of the doings of
our representatives at The Hague which
have appeared for weeks in the foreign,
notably the English and French press,
are calculated to create false impres-
sions. It was on account of this Count
Munster. proposed that full reports of the
transactions from day to day be given
out officially. As regards England’s pro-
ppsal for a permanent court of arbitra-
tion, this goes beyond the Russian pro-
posal. Aside from this we miss several
seemmgly_ essential features, such as
rules providing for absolute impartiality.
As soon as guarantees of such impar-
tiality are given, Germany will be able
to consent to propositions going beyond
‘the scope of the original Russian propo-
sitions. Some .method will probably be

PRACTICAL FRIENDSHIP.

British Sympathy With United States |

Credited With Preventing Euro-
pean Intervention.

° London, June 16—The dinner which the
White Friars Club gave “Mark Twain,”
Mr. Samuel L. Clemens, this evening at
the Hotel Cecil was a remarkable tri-
bute to the author and at the same time
to’ the friendly relations existing be-
tween Great Britain and the United
States. Each of the speakers among
whom were the Very Rev. Reynold
Holes, United States Senator Chauncey
M. Depew, and Mr. Poultney Bigelow,
dwelt upon this theme. Mr. Depew,
after some light catering and a tribute to
“ Mark Twain” struck a serious note.
Alluding to the change of sentiment in
America produced by Great Britain’s
action during the Hispano-American war
he said: “ When Capt. Coghlan, of the
Raleigh, returned from Manila, he told
us—wleat we all in our hearts already
knew—that the European powers, save
England, sympathized with our enemies,
and that it was only their knowledge
that England would support us morally,
and actively if necessary, which prevent-
ed their interference (applause), and it
was this knowledge which made it pos-
sible for me, when addressing a political
gathering of 20,000 people in America
the other day, to take the Stars and
Stripes in one hand and the Union Jack
in the other, and not hear one dissent-
ing voice in that vast audience.”

ARBITRATION PROBLEM.
Few Days’ Adjournment May Be Use-
ful—Noisome Explosives to Be
Forbidden.

The Hague, June 16.—The draft com-
mittee for the arbitration tribunal scheme
which should have met to-day, adjourn-
ed its sitting to Monday next. The
ostensible reason for the adjournment
was the absence of Baron Estourneles
de Constant of the French delegation,
who drew up the minutes. The delegates
do not regret the opportunity of - a few
days’ more time to deliberate. The dif-
ﬁpplty now chiefly - consists in recon-
ciling a scheme of the other powers with
the view of Germany, but the prospect
is more hopeful.

The naval section of the first com-
mittee met. to-day and received the re-
Dports of Count Soltyk. A majerity of
the section will favor the prohibition of
explosives intended to spread asphyviat-
Ing gases and the use of rams on war-
ships.

GETTING BACK AT CANADA.

Washington Now Looks For Boundary
Concession Before Further Parley-
ing With Canada.,

Washington, June 15.—No official com-
munication of the reaching of an ar-
rangement in London providing for the
temporary delimitation of the Alaskan
boundary has been received at the state
department. It is gathered that a defi-
nite answer has not been received from
Canada by the British government to the
American proposition. At any rate the
British government has not made a con-
clusive answer on its part.

Lest a misleading impression be car-
ried by the statement from London te
the effect that the darrangement said to
have been reached would carry the
boundary issue over until-the high com-
mission meets in August, it may be
stated that any arrangement ratified by
this government is not likely to be limit-
ed in such fashion. Moreover, as the
published record of the last proceedings
of the high commission show, the Cana-
dian- side refused to discuss any other

Nothing in Contention That
Bridge Had Not Been For.
mally Taken Over. +

Missed a Point in Not Locating
Responsibility in Another
Quarter.

From Our Own Correspondent.

Ottawa, 'June 19.—A digest of the
Pl‘l.Vy Council judgment in the Point
Ellice bridge suits was received here to-
day. The Lord Chancellors in deliver-
ing the judgments of their Lordships,
said: : .

The first question which arises ix
what was the cause of the accident?
It resulted, they thought, from the break-
ing down of the bridge from its internal
defects, conpled with the fact of a tram
car running ever it at a part where,
from natural deesy, or other circum-
stances, the bridge had become incap-
able of sustaining ithe weight.

The next point was whether those re-
sponsible for the condition of the bridge
had been guilty of neglect which led to
the accident. Some questions had heen
raised as to the sufficiency of the evi-
- dence to establish-the responsibility of
'any one, but it was right to say that
there was evidenece adduced on both
sides of the condition of the bridge and
the circumstances of the accident. The
jury had had before them the question
whether the approximate cause of the
accident was decay of a particular beam,
and their ‘lordships thought there was
evidence from which the jury might
fairly arrive at a conelusion, and that
there was no ground for disturbing their
conclusion. .

The next question was as to who was
responsible for the condition of the beam.
A serious question might have arisen as
to whether the responmsibility rested on
those by whose acts an unusually heavy
weight was allowed to pass over the
bridge, but the point had not been sub-
mitted to the jury or raised in the argu
ment, and consequently must be dis-
missed from consideration. The cor-
peration undoubtedly from 1892 had had
care of the bridge, and one of their offi-
cers bored holes in a beam at a place
where the jury found the accident arose.
'I'here was ground for the verdict of the
jury that those proceedings materially
weakened the beam.

It was objected that although the cor-
peration. were in physical possession of
the bridge,, the nature of the legislation
in British Columbia was such that the
bridge was not in point ef law in pos-
session of the corporation, but of persons
“wringly‘pretending to-be the corporatipn,
and that »their acts were ultra vires
The British «Columbia legislation wus:
Such that roads and bridges were left
to be adopted or not By particular muni
cipalities from time to time created. It
was sought to be argued that a general
act of the legislature simply gave muni
cipalities power to make by:-l:lw.?, and
that a by-law vesting the bridge in the

-| corpordtion was a necessary preliminary

to treating ‘their acts as corporate acts.
But the act nowhere prescribed any par-
ticular form of adoption, and there was
ample evidence that such an adoption of
the bridge by the corporatiom had taken
place. The fact that the mrunicipality
had taken in hand the mamagement of
tlie bridge was sufficient to satisfy the
statute. If the question of there being
nemdoption was to be relied on, it woulld
be necessary for the corpoeration to es-
tablish that they had no authority to
take over the bridge. It was imposs-
bit to maintain that the acts of the cor
poration were not within their powers.
or that they did mot do aets for which
responsibility was sought to attach to
them.

None of the points raised by the cor
poration were sustainable, and their lord-
ships would humbly advise Her .\I:l.}t‘.\'f_v
that the appeals should be dismissed
with costs. y

From Hawaii.

Reports of Death of the Ex-.
Queen Causes Much Ex-
citement.

Sequel to the Secret Marriage
of Horace Craft and
Helen Wilder.

Honolulu, June 9.—Great excitement
was created especially among the native
Hawaiians by a rumor brought by the
passengers of the steamship Miowera
which arrived from Vietoria this morning
that ex-Queen Liliuokalani was dead.
The report as it came was that she had
gone to New York to undergo an opera-
tion for cancer and had died immedi-
ately after the operation was performed.
The basis of the rumor was said to be a
press despatch received at Victoria just
before the steamer sailed. No word was
received by any of the ex-Queen’s friends
here.

KILAUEA IN ERUPTION.

The steamer W. G. Hall brings the re-
port that the volcano of Kilauea on the
island of Hawaii has become active
again. When the steamer was at Puna-
luu on the southern -coast of the island
last Monday morning, about thirty miles
from her volcano, her officers saw im-
mense clouds of smoke rising from the
crater. An effort was made to get com-~
munication with the Volcano House by
telephone to learn more of the extent of
the activity than was disclosed by the
columns of smoke, but a connection could
not be secured. There has been no
steamer from the island of Hawaii since
by which further news could be brought,
but the Kinau is due from Hilo to-night.
The last considerable eruption of Kil-
auea was in 1894,

TO IMPORT ITALIANS.

The local government has issued per-
mits to the planters to bring something
over a thougand Italian laborers from the
northern part of Italy. In addition to
granting the permits, the government
gives a ‘subsidy of one hundred dollars
for every woman, the wife or other rela-
tive of laborers imported, who s
brought here at the same time, not to ex-
ceed fifty women for every hundred men
brought. The British steamer Victoria
is announced to sail from Portugal about
the end of this month with 700 Portu-
guese for Hawaii.

LAW IS GOOD.

SECRETLY MARRIED.

Society received a-decided .sensation
two or three days ago when public an-
nouncement was made of the marriage
of Miss Helen K. Wilder and Horace J.
Craft. . The marriage occurred on the
morning of May 16, and was performed
by Rev. John Nua, a native Hawaiian
minister connected with the North Pa-
cific Missionary Institute. Mrs. Craft
left a few hours later on the Australia
for San Francisco, where she is now
spending the summer with friends near
Niles. Their secret was well kept, and
not until the public announcement of it
was made did anyone except Mr. and
Mrs. Craft, the minister who married
them, and the witnesses who signed the
marriage certificate know anything
about it.

Helen Wilder was one of the best
known young women of the islands. She
is the daughter of the late S. G. Wilder.
Her mother, Mrs. Elizabeth K. Wilder,
is still living. Her father was one of
the most influential men in the islands
during his life. He occupied a number of
positions in the government, among them
being that of minister of the interior,
and many of the public works in Ha-
waii are the result of his efforts. He
was besides the founder of Wildérs
Steamship Company, which controls a
large part of the inter-island carrying
trade. Her mother, Mrs, Elizabeth K.
‘Wilder, who is still living, is the daugh-
ter of Dr. Judd, adviser to nearly all the
Hawaiian kings, and a sister of Chief
Justice Judd of the present supreme
court. She is a Woman of great forcé
of character and a determined will.

Miss Wilder has a handsome fortune
in her own right. Her social position
is unassailable., She 'jk'universally lik-
ed. She has great independence of char-
acter. She took hold of the work for the
prevention of cruelty to animals at a
time when sentiment on the subject
seemed to be dead. She secured appoint-
ment as a police officer for the purpose of
carrying on the work. The result has
been not only reputation to herself inter-
national in its character, but has arous-
ed a sentiment in the islands that heait-
ily supports her work. She carried out
similar activities in other ways, some
of them perhaps in unconventional ways,
but always mantaining- the respect and
good wiil of the community.

Horace J. Craft was born in Ohio but
for a number of years was a resident of
Montana and was in business in Butte
as a partner of the firm of Marsh &
Oraft. Closing out his interest there he
came to the islands last September on
the same steamer that brought Helen
Wilder back from a visit of several
months in the Pacific and = Mountain
States. They became acquainted on the
steamer. He soon afterwards went into
business here as . the manager of the
Pacific Cycle and Manufacturing Com-
pany. It was not long after his arrival
here before the ‘gossips began to con-
nect her name with his and. to prediet an
engagement. Mrs. Wilder, however, for
some reason did not approve of him as
a son-in-law, though she did not disap-
prove of him otherwise and he was a
frequent visitor at her home. Failing to
gain her consent, the young people took
the matter into their own hands and
were married on the eve of Miss Wilder's
departure for the Coast. By pre-arrange-
ment of the young couple, the other
members of the family were taken into
the secret as soon as the steamer sailed,
and finally a few days ago Mrs. Wilder
was told of - her daughter’s marriage.
Much as she had opposed it, she accept-
ed the situation, and insisted that the
marriage should be announced at once.

SAW THE ATLIN NUGGETS.

Well Known Vancouver Citizen Con-
firms Reports of Richness of
New Gold Fields.

From Our Own Correspondent.

land bas returned from Atlin. He said
to the Colonist correspondent that the

country is undoubtedly rich, and the nug-
get stories are absolutely true. The
Pine creek claims where the chunks
came from are not salted with Klondike
nuggets.

“1 saw many nuggets taken out my-
self,” he says, “and the gold is Atlin
gold, 1t is of different color, different
weight, bits of quartz adhering to the
nuggets are different, and the surfaces of
the nuggets are different. Big gold is
being taken out of Spruce, Wright,
Dixie, McKee, Birch and Pine creeks.
I saw a nugget lifted from a claim close
to where I was working. It was worth
$30. The premier nugget came from
Pine creek, No. 5 above discovery. It
weighed 14 ounces, 3 pennyweights. Me-
Donald on 21 below took out $1,200 in
three days. On Birch above diseovery
many pans run $10 and $12.

“ Charlie Lambert, of Vaneouver,
cleaned up $600 on his claim in three
days. When Mr. Leatherdale, of Van-
couver, was standing by I took my pen-
knife, and, turning over the hardpan,
picked out the coarse gold on my knife
blade. While some of the stories of
great discoveries told recently are mnot
true, much gold is being taken from the
creeks mentioned.

“ As for our paternal government at
Victoria, it makes me indignant and ex-
asperated when I think of the suicidal
policy they have adopted regarding
Atlin.

The profit-
sharing plan will be presented to pros-
pective settlers as the most equitable
on both sides and the easiest to under-
stand.

The promoters of the Hilo railway are
very much interested in the project, and
in backing the mission of Col. Whyte,
Mr. Dillingham represents' this combina-
tion of capital. The lands which it is
hoped to open up will be along the pro-
posed line along the northern coast of
Hawaii.

The Planters’ Association has not act-
ed with Col. Whyte, for the reason that
since the objectionable character of Ori-
ental labor on the plantations was so
forcibly emphasized by the Kahuku
riots, their attention has been diverted
to Italy as a supply market. The impor-
tation of a very large number of Italians
has now been definitely decided upon,
by a combination of plantation magnates
who have received valuable assistance
from Consul .S8chafer, at whose requests
the government of King Humbert has
consented to an extensive emigration to
the islands. 4

There is some difference in the terms
upon which Italians come to the islands.
In the case of the Portuguese—700 being
now en route from Lisbon by the steam-
ship Victoria, consigned to W. G. Ir-
win & Co., and under contract to work
for them—the local government bears 30
per cent. of the cost of bringing families.
In the case of these Italians the govern-
ment will constitute 50 per cent. toward
the introduction of families. The last
lggi§lature allowed $50,000 .toward as-
sisting the immigration of either Ameri-
cans ore Europeans, and this appropria-
tion is available for use in connection
with the introduction of the Italians.

The.inception of the project for in-
troducing Italian-born ecitizens is due in
great measure to Hon. S. M. Damon.
That Italy afforded a promising field for
labor had been pointed out by several,
notably by A. Marques, who during the
“eighties” wrote many articles on the
subject, ,but Mr. Damon in 1897 made
practical experiments  with eminently
satisfactory results.

In his report of the Warrimoo’s voyage
Purser Bellmaine notes that the steamer
left Sydney on the 22nd ultimo, with a
fresh southwesterly gale to carry her
up the Australian coast to Cape More-
ton, and reached Brisbane at daylight on
the 25th, Her Majesty’s birthday being
celebrated at sea right loyally. She left
Brisbane the same day at 8 p.m., and
nuchored outside in the Roads awaiting
the mails. which were not received on
board until 2:30 a.m. the next day, when
nnchor wis weighed at once.

strong head winds with a heavy head sen
and continuous bad weather until pass-

ing New Caledonia, the engines having
to be frequently slowed down and much
time being lost in copsequence., From
this point oun, favorable weather was
the rule until arirval at Suva, the Fiji
capital, about noon .on the last day of
the month. The trip being continued the
same day, the Fijian group was cleared
at 7 a.m. on the 1st June, and moderate
winds encouncered which held with the
ship to Honolulu, reached at 8 p.m. on
the 8th. Owing to there being no avail-
able wharf accommodation, the vessel
had to anchor outside until the following
day, when she continued on her voyage
to British Coluaabia ports at six in the
evening. On the last leg of the run
strong trade winds were experienced with
considerable head sea to 32 degrees
north, from which point fine light winds
with a smooth sea and fair weather made
glad the passengers’ hearts until Vietoria
was reached. In her holds the Warri-
meo had on her just-completed voyage
the following cargo: 79 bags shale, 225
sacks hides, - 135 bales skins, 6 cases
treacle, 20 packages general merchan-
dise, 160 cases preserved meats, 6 cases
coffee, 4 bags sugar, 100 cases preserved
pineapples, 6 cases frozen rabbits, 2 cases
kidneys, 60 bunches bananas, 136 cases
pineapples, and 695 empty beer kegs.

When Sydney was left behind the col-
-onies were deep in the subject of colonial
federation upon which a general vote is
to be taken next Wednesday, affirmative-
ly, it is anticipated. The country was
also just recovering from the thrill of
horror that had passed over it in conse-
guence of the second terrific hurricane to
ravage the Queensland coast this year,
fifty vessels, large and small, being lost
with very many lives—indeed the destruc-
tion of the big steamer Loch Sloy was
‘alone attended with the sacrifice of 34
human lives. H.M.S. Pylades was hard
and fast on a coral reef and likely to re-
main so, and half a dozen sgearching
steamers were patrolling the coast in the
hope of picking up survivors from -the
Loch Sloy or others equally unfortunate
craft. AteF'iji the news from Tonga was
picked up that preparations are rapidly
advancing for the marriage of King
Geoge, whose matrimonial tangle was
fully described in the Colonist a few
weeks ago; and also that Loperi vol-
cano was in eruption in the New Hebri-
des. Still another volcanic disturbance
was reported at Honolulu when the
steamer called there, together with inter-
esting decisions in pending legal matters
of international ‘importance.

IN THE GRASP OF THE STORM.

Death and Devastation Mark the Wake
of an Australasian Hurrieane.

When the just-arrived steamship War-
rimoo left her home port in New South
Wales on the 22nd May, the government
steamers Warrego, White Star and
Victory were patrolling the southern sea-
board in the hope or aiding some sur-
vivors of a recent hurricane; organized
parties of settlers with native guides
were doing similarly humane duty
ashore; dozens of bodies were being
given burial; and the big steamships
Loch Sloy and Pylades (the latter one
of H. M.'s warships) were piled up on
dangerous reefs, the former a total wreck
and the latter likely to become one.
Twenty-four lives had been lost in the
destruction of the L.och Sloy, with per-
haps 100 to 130 more along the tempest-
swept coast. President James Clark of
the pearl shelling company bearing his
name had, with a private relief party,
buried in all 38 bodies of storm victims,
and in a message sent from Thursday
Island said: *“ Wreckage and death mark
the way all along the seaboard from
Cape Melville to the bottom of Bathurst
Bay. Although shipping was perfectly
protected from the southwest, when the
hurricane came from .  the gnorthwest
everything was on the rear lee shore in
shallow water. The only vessel saved
of 40 that were anchored for safety
along this stretch of Queensland coast
had dragged into deeper water by sheer-
est accident. We recovered but 10 of
52 vessels lost by our company, these
minus sails, masts and gear and the men
who had manned them. We found others
under three fathoms of water, broken
beyond repair; others were on the rocky
beach, ground and splintered into kind-
lings. The loss of life among our men
alone is over 100, and more than 400
widows and children are left destitute.”
The loss of the Loch Sloy is attributed
chiefly to the absence of a lighthouse on
the southwestern part of - Kangaroo
island; the disaster occurred between
Cape Bedout and Cape Coudie. The ill-
starred Loch Sloy was a sister ship to
the Loch Maree, whichloaded at Sydney
two.years ago, sailed and was never
heard from more. The Loch Sloy sailed
from Glasgow last January, in command
of Capt. Nichol and with a crew of five
apprentices, twelve seamen, two stew-
ards, cook, sailmaker, carpenter and boy,
MecMillan, Tweedale and Cleland being
her three mates. Mrs. Nichol accom-
panied her husband, and Capt. and Mrs.
Leicester, Mrs. Cartridge, Messrs. Lamb,
Logan and Kirkpatrick were passengers.
The voyage was tempestuous, but with-
out serious mishap until Kangaroo
island was sighted at 5 o’clock in the
morning of the 5th of May. It was
about the middle of the mate’s watch,
and he with an A. B. were in the wheel-
house. Five minutes before the ship
struck there was no sign of land, and
the crew on duty were refreshing them-
selves with coffee after a hard fight with
the storm. They had hardly got the
cups to their lips when the lookout re-
ported land ahead, and the helm was
thrown over to port. 'Then the captain
took command, and all hands were called
up to bout ship. The mainyards were
swung around, and the foreyards were
being hauled round when the ship struck
the reef about 600 yards from shore,
and going at race-horse speed. Every-
one by this time was on deck, passengers
included. The ship bumped heavily,
ripped, and before thought could bear
fruit in action was among breakers that
swept clean over her, carrying every-
thing moveable with them. All struggled
for the rigging, three passengers (includ-
ing the two ladies), Capt. Nichol, the
three mates, the sailmaker, three seamen
and three apprentices climbed to the
mizzentop. William J. Simpson, one
of the apprentices, describes what hap-
pened subsequently. He says: ¥

“ Within two or three minutes of strik-
ing, the mainmast fell with a thundering
crash over the weather side, carrying
with it those who were on it. From our
position on the mizzen we could see the
ship breaking up fast, and shortly after
the fall of the mainmast the foremast
also carried away and toppled over on
the lee side. About 20 minutes after
the actual grounding the mizzen followed
and everything was over. I had seized
a life-belt and had this on when I was
cast overboard. I remember nothing
until finding myself floating aong the
wreckage, some of which I clung to, and
by means of which eventually T reached
the rocks. There I found Mitchell and
McMillan and Kirkpatrick. We picked
up a casé of whiskey and a few tins of
herrings, and from these we were able
to make a meal. We found ourselves in
a sort of cave, but suecceded in reanch-
ing the summit of the cliff. Kilpatick.
who was suffering severely from the

-
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settlers. 'We walked several miles with-
out success, and spent the night under
some bushes. The following day Me-
Millan and Mitchell went in search of
water, while I stayed behind with Kil-
patrick. MecMillan returned with news
of the discovery of water, and left again
for an additional supply, but he never
came back again. On the 27th I man-
aged to help Kilpatrick to the cliffs, and
after wandering ab6ut for some time
Mitchell found us and piloted us to a
place where water had been found. We
three then stayed in the same spot for
one or two nights. We came to a gully
where a plentiful supply of water was to
be obtained. We remained there one
night, and next day Mitchell and I pro-
ceeded along the coast, leaving Kilpat-
rick too exhausted to move further until
we could bring him assistance. We left
him two bottles of whiskey. He was
not then delirious. We continued to
walk along the coast until we reached
Cape Borda lighthouse. Mr. Smith, the
second keeper, met us three or four miles
from the light station. We were then
exhausted. We subsisted upon grass,
dead penguins washed ashore in the
breakers, and shellfish. We suffered
terribly through insufficiency of clothes,
and walking bare-footéd made matters a
great deal worse. I mever saw any
bodies on the beach, and all that could
be seen of the wreck the following day
was the jib-boom.”

Mitchell, who was the first of ten all
told to reach shore—three dying of ex-
haustion and Kilpatrick being lost in the
bush—thus describes his swim ashore:

“]1 was clinging to a barrel and saw
great waves rising behind me strewn
sith debris. - At one time I would go a
little under water, and would see and
feel timber just gliding by. The rock
we were thrown on seemed the only
place possible which anybody could
reach. It was a kind of shelf just out
from a rock. The ship struck about half
a mile from land, and rose a little with
each wave until she was completely cov-
ered by huge waves, The cargo con-
sisted chiefly of gunpowder, whiskey and
cornflour. The gunpowder caught.alight
in the water. It was a difficult and
hazardous climb for the survivors to
reach the top of the rocks, as they were
almost perpendicular. From the place
where they. were thrown, we sailors got
to the top, and had to leave Kilpatrick
down on the shelf.” :

Mitchell said further that he found

some water and supplied others. Dur-

ing the next two days the survivors

hunted everywhere for assistance. For

three days Kilpatrick was left on the

shelf. He was unable to get up, but

after some trouble the others managed

to pull him to the top. It was then

agreed that MeMillan should go out and

try to . secure assistance. Kilpatrick

gave him big boots and a coat. As

M‘Millan did not return in three days

the remainder made for Cape Borda.

They saw a steamer and a bark- passing

clos¢ inward, and knew from that a

lighthouse must be somewhere in this di-

rection. On the way here they ate only

pigfaces and roots of shrubs, and had

a little water for the greater part of the

journey. They saw the reflection of the

lighthouse the night before they were

rescued. They saw no dead bodies float-

ing about. Kilpatrick only went about

two or three miles from the wreck, and

would not leave water. He tried to come

on, but only got about 30 yards, and then

fell to the ground, so they were obliged

to leave him there with water close at

hand. Captain Lester was on a holiday

trip, and intended returning home via

China, he and his wife“buying a yacht

of their own.

The dead, in addition to Captain and

Mrs. Nichol and the three mates, include

all the passengers save Kilpatrick (for

whom there bilgsmall hope) and the fol-

lowing members of the crew: Harding,
Brown, Buchanan, €lelapd, Mishourne,
Calcutt, Terry, Finlaysgn, Martinordy,
Smith, Honston, Blonwasty, and
O’Brien.

Another feature the storm was the
stranding of the British cruiser Pylades,
bound from Plymouth( where she had
just gone into commission) to Sydney, to
relieve the Royalist. She too had ap-
proached very near to her journey’s end
when _di r-overtook her, being ecaught
in-the same blow that was the original
cause of misfortune for the Loch Sloy,
when off Thursday Island. Before her
course could be altered the cruiser was
fast on North-West reef, where she is
still pounding to pieces, all efforts of her
own and the fleet of tugs sent to assist
her having proved equally ineffectual.
The vessel lies with her head to south-
east, and sways badly with the swell.
It is generally agreed by marine men
that she will be a total loss. She was
on her way to Samoa to relieve the Roy-
alist, which was then to return to Eng-
land.

A MAGNIFICENT SPECTACLE.

The Great Voleano of the New Hebrides
Again In Eruption.

Some mighty forces appear to be work-
ing in the heart of the earth, for word
is received by the just-in Warrimoo that
co-incident with the seismic disturbances
at San Francisco recently, old Kilauea,
the great volcano of Hawaii, sent a col-
umn of smoke, cinders and lava into the
:L‘ir, while 2,100 miles away the mighty
New Hebrides volcano Ambrim joined in
the eruption, neither Ambrim nor the
Hawaiian Vesuvius having been in gen-
eral eruption since 1894. As to the
eruption of Ambrim, Rev. T. Smail
writes as follows from Nikana, Epi
Island, New Hebrides:

“ Another great voleanic disturbance is
in evidence. A few weeks ago Lopevi
showed signs of unwonted activity, and
we feared another violent eruption. This
did not occur, however. On the 15th
April we heard agam the peculiar rat-
tling din that proelaims one of our two
volcano neighbors in eruption. This,
turned out to be not Lopevi, but A
brim.

“ By afternocon its majestic pillar of
cloud stood high in the air, a column
fully 10,000 feet in height, almost per-
pendicular and rose-tinted. It may be
merely a coincidence, but Lopevi also
showed much more smoke than usual.
On_former occasions I have not noticed
any synchronism in their activity. The
high black column of smoke went stead-
ily up all Sunday, and towards evening
windows and doors rattled, and finally
the houses shook with the vibration, al-
though we were 35 miles away.

“This continued all might, the roar
from the volcano being at times alarm-
ingly loud and heavy. The quality of
the sound resembled distant thunder, but
somewhat lighter and more rattling in
tone; it has the boom of a country
threshing-mill, together with the crack-
ling of a road-metal crusher.

“ A curious phenomena was seen yes-
terday, and once previous, viz., a rain
cloud in close conneetion with the eolumn
of smoke, and evidently -caused by it.
The smoke went spiring up in the centre,
and the rain kept falling at the edges,
but mot encircling it. I cannot say
whether this water was thrown up as
vapar from the<howels of the mountain.

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AN EXPLOITATION COMPANY.

With Seven Pounds Capital Essays to
Handle Millions—Receiver
Called In.

From Colonial Goldfields Gazette, June 3.

The statutory meetings of the creditors
a‘nd shareholders of the British Columbian
Exploitation & Gold Estates, Limited, were

held on Friday, in last week, at the Care,

Stre?t offices of -the board of trade, Lmy-
coln’s Inn Fields. Mr. A. S. Cully, assistant
official receiver, in commenting upon the
case, remarked that the facts very clearly
showed the way in which the value of prop-
erties were sometimes inflated by promoters
Or companies tormed to acquire them. The.
company was registered in July, 1896, with
a capital of £7, the promoter being Mr.
J‘ohu Sheridan, who was assisted by Mr,
E. H. Seddon and Mr. Cottam. The objects
of the company were of an extremely wide
character. The prospectus stated that the
company was formed to explore, purchase
and carry on the business of mining, mine
owners and mine prospectors generally, but
more ‘particularly in the colony of British
Columbia and the adjacent territories under
British influence and control, ° In August,
1897, the nominal capital was increased to
£200,000, and under an -agreement then
entered-into a Mr. G. W. Jones, who was
stated to be Mr. Sheridan’s nominee, was
to pay the expenses up to amd including
allotment, and to receive 2 per cent. on
the nominal capital. The first prospectus,
which was issued in August, 1897, contained
the following headnote: ‘‘A pioneer parent
company—A company with 10 proved claims
—Seventy-three further claims under con-
sideration—Great gold finds in British Co-
lumbia—Rush of diggers—Sixty-eight pros-
pectors with more than a million dollars
In gold dust and nuggets—Next season’s
estimate yield $50,000,000—Rich finds daily.”
(Laughter.) A reference was also made to
ten mining claims situate near China creek,
in the Alberni district, British Columbia.
The official receiver was informed that Mr.
William Shaw, who was a clerk in the em-
ploy of Mr. Sheridan, obtained an option
in July, 1897, to purchase the claims for
£3,000, and 7.500 shares in a company to
be formed. Under a subsequent agreement,
Mr. Shaw assigned his interest in the option
to the company for £12,000 in cash and
£28,000 in shares; but, owing to the fact
that the prospectus only brought in appli-
cations for 1,499 shares, the company never
acquire the claims, although the directors
went to,allotment on that small subserip-
tion. It became necessary for the company
to acquire some property, and in October,
1897, it acquired a lease of the dredging
rights for three miles of the Quesnelle
river, Cariboo. British Columbia. the pur-
chase price being £75,000 in shares. It was
interesting to study the history of that
lease. In the first place, it was granted
by the gold commissioner of Cariboo to a
Mr. Reichenbach for twenty years, at an
annual rent of $150 and a royalty of 50
cents on every ounce of gold obtained; but
both rent and royalty' were subsequently
reduced. Mr. Reichenbach assigned the
lease to Mr. Frank Spencer for $1 and other
valuable considerations, and in October,
1897, the latter assigned his interest in it
to Mr. William Shaw for £30,000 in cash
or shares. Mr. Shaw next assigned the
lease to the company for £75,000, and 45,000
shares were duly allotted t., him, the other
30,000 being allotted to. Mr. Spencer. The
issue of a second prospectus in October,
1897, brought in applications for only 24
shares, which were duly allotted. (Laugh-
ter.) In order to provide weorking funds,
the company entered into an agreement
with Mr. Henry Mockford, who took over
a portion of the company’s rights and
undertook to payv them 30 per cent. on
the net profits. Nothing, however, had yet
been done on the property, and it was
impossible for the officilal receiver to ex-
press any opinion upon the value of the
lease. The only ogher asset of the com-
pany was £96. representing unpaid calls,
and, apart from a sum of £3.105 due to
Mr. Jones. the liabilities only amounted
to £310. In conclusion. the chairman stated
that the official receiver would probably
consider it his dutv to apply to the court
for a public ingniry into the affairs. of
the. company. The case was left in.the
hands of the official receiver to be wound
up in the usual manner.

"They strive to discover the common lines
rof action upon which employer and
-employed can unite. And it is through
the efforts of such men, seconded by
the willingness of the great majority of
employers to do what is right, that
much of the improvement in the condi-
tion of the working classes is due. The
fundamental fallacy of the resolutions
:adopted at . Silverton is that capital is
hostile to labor, to use the jargon of the
:agitators.  No such hostility exists.
‘The large majority of those who,are in
a position to employ others are willing
to pay a good day’s wage for & good
day's work. We do not claim that this
was always the case. We do not elaim
that even now it is universally the case,
but we say it is ‘the rule, and that the
grasping, grinding employer, who op-
presses  his workingmen and squeezes
their wages down to the lowest fraction
is the exception. Times have greatly
changed in the last fifty years. The
millionaires of to-day, and certainly the
large employers of labor, are in the
majority of cases themselves graduates
from the school of the workingman;
they know from personal experience the
workingman’s needs; they can smypa-
thize with him in his aspirations.

One of the positions taken in the reso-
lutions is that the rate of wages can be
increased by shortening the hours of
toil. On the very face of it this state
ment is an absurdity, because shorter
hours at higher wages mean increased
cost, and increased cost means reduced
consumption, and reduced consumption
means a reduced demand for labor,
which in its' turn - means competition
among workingmen, and this-necessarily
leads’ to lower 'wages. - The columns of
a newspaper do not afford space for the
examination ‘of this question thoroughly;
but it may be well to point out that the
Pposition advanced in the resolutions loses

to such a hurried trip is that the time"
is completely taken up in sight-seeing,
thus rendering it nearly impossible for
the visitors to study the problems, which
concern other parts of Canada as well
as this provigce. If such press associa-
tions as come to see us in the future
would arrange their itinerary so that they
could remain longer in British Columbia
centres an opportunity would be afforded
for an interchange of views on public
questions, 'which could hardly fail to be
beneficial to both parties.

Our visitors have had a royal reception
in Seattle, Tacoma and Portland, and
especially in the latter city, where the
people put forward an extraordinary and
highly successful ‘effort to make their
stay interesting and memorable.

Victoria as the most westerly city in
Canada must always be a point of extra-
ordinary interest to Canadians. It is
a city whose pretensions are modest, but
whose prosperity rests upon a very solid
foundation. There are no ear-marks of
a “boom"” here, but there is plenty of
evidence of stability. The city is grow-
ing. Even residents scarcely appreciate
the greatness of the growth that is tak-
ing place steadily, so unobtrusive is it.
It may be well to remind our visitors
that Vancouver Island has an area of
nearly, 15,000 square miles and that éare-
ful observers have put the population
which it can support, if properly develop-
ed, at several millions. Naturally people
from the prairies will ask if there is
much farming land on the Island, and
they may be surprised when told that no
one can give a very accurate idea on this
head. It is certain that a large portion
of the Island is not fit for tillage, but
how much of the remainder is cannot be
stated with anything like certainty.
Every fresh exploration brings to light
hew areas suitable for settlement. None
of these are what the prairie people
would eall large, but as a rule the fer-
tility of the soil is high, and though the
land is very difficult to clear it produces
crops which make the clearing of it pro-
fitable. TThere is much excellent grass
land and excellent feed among the tim-
ber especially in the western and north-
ern part of the Island. But the great
prosperity of this portion of British Co-
lumbia will come from the exploitation
of its forest and mineral wealth. No es-
timate can be'placed upon the value of
these resources. The coal mines are
enormeous in area and of the highest qual-
ity. The metalliferous ores are widely
distributed, and development is proceed-
ing viggrously in several localities with
the .most excellent promise of success.
As a commercial point Victoria is in a
position to compete for the trade of the
whole province, of she northern gold
fields and of the Orient and is getting a
fair share of it. As a residential point
our visitors must see for themselves that
our city cannot be surpassed.

Once more we express to them the cor-
dial welcome of the people of Victoria
and the hope that their return journey
may be safe, pleasant and profitable.

It seems that Mr. Tarte and Mr. Blair are
ho longer on speaking terms. That Sir
Richard: Cartwright and: Mr. Blair were
not in the full enjoyment of eaeh other’s
confidence has been known for some time
past. It has also been understood that
between Sir Richard and Mr. Tarte there
Is a great gulf fixed.

In Sir Oliver Mowat's
case the departure from the platform led
to a withdrawal ,from the government.
Sir Rickard has threatened to bring the

The situation, while revealing
the condition prevailing in the esbinet of
many ministers, is unfortunate for the
courtry, in that it repregents us as inducing
British capital to take up a work and then
turning round and injuring the enterprise
In which that capital: is invested. The
govermment, had it been acting with fore-
sight, would have declined to ecomsent to
the charter, or, having giwen the charter,
and having subsequently decided teo prose-
cute the work as a public undertaking, it
would have seen to it, had it been har-
monfous, that the company was rotified not
to . ge on.

His Offence Against Fair Play,
Honor and Decency in
Public Life. :

From the Westminstef Oplumbian.

The Vancouver Province professes, has
professed, ever since the organization of
the present provincial government, to be
a friend and supporter of the govern-
ment, Yet its freakish performances
have shown, time and again, that it is,
apparently, more anxious than anything
else to bring the government into disre-
pute and ridicule, so far as it can, and
to bring about, if possible, its disintegra-
tion. To this end, the Province never
loses an opportunity—it will make one, if
none exists ready to hand—to represent
Mr. Cotton and Mr. Martin, the chief
commissioner of lands and works and the
attorney-general, respecticely, as at dag-
gers drawn—MTr. Cotton invariably being
represented on the Province’s fant.astis
canvas as “the villain still pursuing,’
while Mr. Martin stands for virtue tri-
umphant, or about to triumph. That is
how the Province artist lays on the col-
ors, but from the proper perspectlye of
an impartial observe_r. the Province’s
pictures. have the trick apparenﬂy un-
known to the artist, of showmg_ things up
just the opposite to what he 1nten§ed-—
which is unfortunate for Mr. Martin, at
least, who is continually receiving this
dis-service ‘at the hands of his over-
officious and obsequious journalistic
satellite.

We have been led to make these re-
marks, on a rather unpleasant subject,
because the thing has, at last, been push-
ed, by this most indiscreet and meddle-
some journal, to and beyond the point of
a public scandal. Ever since the Dead-
man’s Island controversy arose, the
Province has taken every advant?ge .of
the unfortunate complications which in-
evitably arose as to the ownership of the
island, to show and emphasize a differ-
ence of opinion in the cabinet, between
Mr. Cotton and Mr. Martin, on the ques-
tion: and those strenuous efforts reached
a climax the other day, when the Pl:OV-
ince dished up, with great evident relish,
a column and a helf report, or alleged

government, as a whole, in claining
provincial possession of the island, was
right, by acting, even with an excess
of zeal, as attorney-general, in that be-
half. 'The question of ownership is' still
before the courts; and, for Mr. Martin,
now, to “rat” on his colleagues (as he is
represented by the Province to have
done), to try to curry faver with a certain

«.tlement in Vancouver, and to knife Mr.

Cotton with that element, is one of the
most contemptible things—* there have
been others ”—that has ever been perpe-
lt)l_-nted in ‘the politics of British Colum-
ia,

Mr. Martin has a perfect right to differ
with his colleagues, and to urge his own
Views upon his colleagues in the execu-
tive, with all the force at his command;
but having failed to bring the govern-
ment round to his way. of thinking, hav-
ing acted with and for the government,
according to the views of the majority,
he has no right to act in the scandalous
manner in which he is represented to
have acted—he is an experienced enough
politician to know that. He had the right
to resign, and common decency would
have dictated that he should have avail-
ed himself of that right, when he found
himself unable longer to maintain even an
apppearance of/harmony with his ecol-
leagues, If he has acted as he is rep-
resented to have done, the Primé Minis-
ter should relieve him of the necessity of
resigning.

British Columbia wants no ‘“nest of
traitors” business, hatched in any one
constitueney in the interest of the 'prov-
ince. It wants a strong, clean, har-
monious, - popular.- government. It de-
clared for that, at the last general elec-
tion, at the polls, and will have it, if it
has to overturn and sift into the rubbish
heap, along with the debris of “Turner-
ism,” any undesirable material that may
turn up.

THEY CALL HIM “SATAN.”

History of a Tiger That Only Water

Last March in San Francisdo,, the
management of the Adam Forepaugh-

NEW TELEPHONE SYSTEM.

Improvements That Are Beiwg Made by
the Loecal Company.

Although it will be some time before
the Victoria & Esquimalt Telephone
Company have their new metallic system
installed, it will not be gong before there
will be an improvement in that part of
the service, which requires it most. For
the company are installing the new Sys-
tem on their long distance ’phones first,
and before many weeks that buzzing
which so greatly interferes with conver-
sations over the wires between Victoria
and Esquimalt, Rockland avenue, upper
Fort street and Oak Bay, will be done
away with. At present the: company
have about 300 miles of wire strung.
The new system requires that all this
shall be duplicated, for-to 'do away with
the buzzing sound it is necessary to
have a tomplete circuit by wire—that is,
two separate Wwires for each ’phone—in-
stead of Tunming.to the ground to com-
plete the circuit,

A new switchboard has been set up in
the central office for 600 'phones, This
also is a great improvement on the old
one, the connections being made much
more quickly, and without the operators
having to call out the numbers to ome
another. When the improvements have
been completed, Victorians will not have
any complaints to make in respect tg
their telephone system. ;

Muﬁléipal Court -of Revision
Expected to Conglude Its
Business To-day.

Reductions Less Than in For.
mer Years-Yesterday’s
Reductions.

It is confidently anticipated that His
Worship the Mayor and the four alder-
men who with him constitute this year’s
court of revision and equalization, will
be relieved of their arduous labors after
to-day’s sitting, the kst of appeals being
about exhausted, and yesterday having
seen the real business of the year accom-
plished. The appeals were altogether in
connection with the Work and Finlay-
son estates properties, including realty
alone worth in the neighborhood of half
a million, or $435,100, to be exact. All
the Work and Finlayson heirs were rep-
resented, and the reductions secured in
their behalf total in the aggregate
$23,792 on land and $1,400 on improve-
ments, the latter being limited in quan-
tity. Reductions of somewhat less than

$15,000 had previously been granted this
year, so that unless the unexpected hap-
pens with a vengeance to-day, the total
reductions for the year will be consider-
ably less than those of 1898, when the
court of revision elipped down the as-
sessor’s figures by $34,000, appeals to the
legal remedy making the total finally in
the neighborhood of $96,000. The record

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TIME FOR ACTION.

The Globe very sensibly agks if the
present is not an occagion for the calling
together of the legisiature, when such an
‘occasion can arise. The coadition of the
province is serious and is daily becoming
more so. Mines are shutting down in all
directions; transfers of mining. property
have been abruptly arrested; the value
of developed properties is depreciating
every day. Meanwhile the government
stands supinely by, waiting for no one
knows what.

Far be it from the Colonist to exag-
gerate the nature of the situation. We
would gladly believe it to be favorable.
But it is the worst kind of folly to refuse
to recognize conditions art_ﬂgxe are. . Dgg_
after day passes and thmgs;: { 4
worse. Nothing is done to_minimige the
evil. Not a governmént: mper_’};ns,:a
word to say. With hundreds of.-men out
of employment and the value of mining
properties steadily depreciating, the organ

of the Finance Minister discusses the af-
fairs of foreign countries, and the organ
of the
views on prige-fighting. But what else
can be expected from a divided cabinet?
The business of the country is going to
the dogs, while Messrs. Cotton and Mar-
tin struggle for supremacy. Neither of
them has the courage to tell the truth,
lest he may alienate the vote of a cer-
tain section in Vancouver, to which both
of them are playing in a pitiable manner.
A more disheartening spectacle never
was presented. Here we have a fair
province suffering from hasty and ill-
considered legislation, and mot an effort
has been put forth by the government
to avert disaster. Do the members of the
government see daylight ahead? If so,
why have they not made some public de-
liverance upon the subject? Will they
undertake to say that at any date in the
near future the dispute between the mine
owners and the miners can be adjusted so
that work can be resumed on them?
Have they made the slightest effort at
reconciling the two parties? Apparently
they know nothing, have done nothing
and have not the least intention of doing
anything. The reason lies upon the sur-
face. It matters little to Messrs. Cotton
and Martin what becomes of the busi-
ness of the province so that they can
hold on to office. If Mr, Cotton can get
Mr. Martin out, he is ready to allow
things to drift as they are now drifting
to the great loss of every one. If Mr.
Martin can get Mr. Cotton out, he will
not hesitate to wreck the province in
the operation.

The whole combination ought to be
turned out. They are all equally res-
ponsible for the harm that has been done.
They must plead guilty either to ignor-
ance or recklessness. We believe them
to be justly chargeable with both. Dis-
trusted by every business interest in the
province, quarrelling among themselves,
rapidly losing the friendship of their
warmest supporters, the government is
rushing headlong to destruction, which
would be a matter for congratulation, if
it were not dragging the business of the
province with it. The time has come
for action. Turn out the incompetents
and self-seekers who have been uncon-
stitutionally foisted upon the country.

-_—
A TIMELY DISCUSSION.

The Columbian and the Province are
engaged in an_animuted discussion of
the merits of prize-fighting, the former
taking the view that the spoft is degrad-
ing and the latter standing up for it. To
suggest that .this editorial conflict has
arisen because a “ boiler-maker” wrested
the championship laurels from a * black-
smith ” would be doing an injustice to
these papers. To suppose that would
waste their grey matter in the elucida-
tion of an abstract principle of no local
or present interest would be to accuse
them of a prodigality unwarranted by
the reserve of material in store, The
ounly explanation is that they are dealing
in an indirect way with the internecine
strife now being waged in the ranks of
the government which they support.
The Province, as becomes the champion
of the Manitoba belligerent, poses ag the
defender of the settlement of moot ques-
tions vi et armis; the Columbian, which
does not regard the injection of Martin-
ism into political ﬂﬁ;irs of British Col-
umbia with conépicuous equanimity,
rather looks with favor upon the Gospel
3 \ia(-(ording to Cotton, and dissents en-
/tirely from the bloodthirsty views of its
\contemporary. Reading the Province be-
tween the lines, it is very clear that Mr.
Martin proposes to proceed against his
colleague with violence; and that, judg-
ing from the Columbian, it is Mr. Cot-

ton’s intention to avoid fisticuffs at all
odds.

FINLAND.

Reference has already been made in
these columns to the Russianizing of Fin-
land now in progress, but omly an in-
adequate idea was given of the nature of
the changes being forced upon the people
of that country. The prineipal direction
in which aetion is being taken by the
Czar's ministers {s in connection with the
military serviee of the people. Under
the Finnish conefitution as confirmed by
many Czars, the grand duchy is to fur-
nish on a peace footing 5,600 men to the
Russian army for three years’ service,
the officers to be Finnish citizens and
the soldiers to be retained at home, ex-
cept in case of foreign war. The hew
edicts increase the number of. conscripts
to 36,000 and the term of service to five
years; they provide that instead of being
officered by men of their own nationality
the Finnish soldiers are to be drafted
into Russian regiments to serve in re-
mote parts of ‘the empire. Finland is to
be , garrisoned with Russian soldiers.

Attorney-General presents its|

‘There can only be one object in the adop-
tion of this policy, which is to extermin-
ate Finnish civilization and freedom.
The area of Finland is abont 140,000
square miles, and the population is in the
neighborhood of 2,000,000. Nothing more
need be said to demonstrate how the
country will suffer from such a draft
'upon its young men as the new military
regulations will call for. The London
Times says the mnew 'policy means
nothing else than the complete and delib-
erate extirpation of the Finmish national-
ity. The movement looks like a deter-
mined attempt on the part of the Rus-
sian bureaucracy to stamp out the last
vestige of liberty within the OCgzar’s
dominions. While it is true that the
Finns cherish their ancient language and
literature and have the warmest regard
for their Swedish neighbors, and while
they decline to become assimilated with
the embruted peasantry of the neighbor-
ging‘ province, Finland has never been a
danger point toRussia. The people are
loyal to the crown amd . law-abiding.
The:grand duchy is oné of the few por-
tions of the empire where Nihilism has
not acquired a footing. ‘Why, then, this
radical and extraordinary change, which
is rapidly driving people out of the coun-
try and breeding discontent among those
who remain?

THE STELLAR UNIVERSE.

With all the progress that has been
made in astronomical science, with all
the improved means at our disposal for
observing the stellar universe, with all
the study that men have given the sub-
ject during past centuries, the language
used by David nearly three thousand
years ago is quite as appropriate now as
then. We can yet say:

“The heavens declare the Glory of
GOd.Y’
and feel that nothing else can express
the sentiment, which comes upon us
when we learn of their marvels.

The first thing that occurs to most
persons, when they begin to get some
idea of the facts of astronomy, is that
this world is a very small portion ef
the universe. How small we cannot
possibly estimate, but its bulk compared
to that of all the stars can hardly be
greater in comparison than a small peb-
ble to the earth itself. As our sun has

attendant planets, it is probable that
some at least of the.myriads of stars

have their systems ot attendant worlds.
Large and small, the members of our
planetary system number hundreds.
Many of the stars are known to be im-
mensely larger than our sun. Hence they
may have a more numerous retinue of
planets. Moreover it is known that there
are dark stars, and since a few of these
are known to exist, it is probable that
very many more are unknown. There is
something inexpressibly awe-inspiring in
the thought of huge dead globes, vaster
than a thousand of our worlds, flying
through space in utter darkmess. Un-
seen by any eye except that of Him who
created them, they circle in their ap-
pointed orbits playing some inscrutable
part in the wonderful drama in whose
great overture “the morning stars sang
together and all the sons of God shouted
for joy.”

A second thought which will come to
us when we have reflected a little upon
ascertained facts, is that worlds and
systems of worlds are evolved from
chaos, reach an acme of development and
then become dead, so to speak, for no
other word will suit. Thousands of orbs
have passed through the stage in which
the earth now is; thousands have not yet
reached it. Has there been intelligent
life on these dead stars? Have systems
of religion, philosophy and government
been developed there? On those huge
dark stars, which circle around, did men
and women once live, and love and hate
and speculate as to the nature of things?
If so, where are they now? If not, what
were the nameless orbs like in the prime
of their development? If this little world
of ours glorifies its Creator by the intelli-
gent worship of its inhabitants, how did
those incomparably vaster globes -dis-
charge the same duty? These things are
beyond our philosophy. When we think of
them, we feel like exclaiming with David
again:

“What is man that Thou are mindful
of him!”

THE EIGHT-HOT'R LAW.

We agree with the Globe in regretting
exceedingly that the Lieutenant-Gover-
nor did not see fit before leaving for his
trip to the North to act upon the sug-
gestion made in the Colonist a few days
ago and call upon his ministers for a
statement regarding the working of the
eight-hour law and some assurance that
its injurious effects will only be tempor-
ary. We think it was and is his duty
to do so, for the province has suffered, is
suffering and will continue to suffer from
this ill-advised legislation.

On the general proposition of an eight-
hour day, the Colonist takes the position
that this is a matter which ought to be
left to the employer and the employed to
settle between themselves, subject to
such supervision as will prevent the
former from imposing upon the latter.
The shorter the hours, up to a cerfain
limit which no one can indicate in ad-
vance, the more labor must be employed,
which is on the face of it a good thing,
but if more labor is to be employed
lower wages must be paid, or the cost
of the product must be increased, which
are both bad things. The labor agitator
will say that by shortening the hours and
keeping up the rate of wages, all that is
done is the employer’s margin ofprofit
is reduced, but as a rule competition cuts
this down to the smallest limit consistent
with the successful carrying on of busi-
ness, for the employer must have a suffi-
cient margin to make it worth while tak-
ing the risk of losses, or he will not en-
gage in business, and hence there will
be mno demand for labor. All this is
elementary, and it is what one
would suppose legislators would have
in mind - when attempting to pass
laws dealing with labor, but not
five minutes were devoted to the
consideration of these principles, or in-
deed of any principle at all, when the
eight-hour law was passed. No one
alleged in the legislature that the men in
the metalliferous mines were being over-
worked and ought to have shorter hours.
No one asserted that they were being
underpaid. No one thought it worth
while to ask if work in these mines
could be carried on as advantageously
in eight-hour as in ten-hour shifts. No
one thought it necessary to inquire if
the shortening of the hours of work
would have any effect upon the rate of
wages. In fact every elementary prin-
ciple that ought to have been taken into
account was disregarded, and the law
was railroaded through with even less
consideration than is given to a formal
motion to adjourn.

We have in British Columbia a Bureau
of Mines, with a minister at its head.
The question of hours of- labor might
very well be left to the supervision of
this Bureau, which could hear what both
sides have to say, and could in ninety-
nine cases out of a hundred arrive at a
conclusion perfectly satisfactory to all
concerned. Workingmen, when not in-
terfered with by irresponsible agitators
and self-seeking politicians, are
thoroughly reasonable. Capitalists have
no disposition to erush their employees.
A little good sense, a little mutual for-
bearance, a little effort to understand the
economic questions involved, would pre-
vent the great majority of labor troubles.

THE DOCK .CHARGES.

The more the action of the public
works department in reducing the dock
charges at Esquimalt is inquired into,
the more evident it becomes that the sub-
ject cannot have received as much con-
sideration as is desirable, for surely such
a reduction would not have been made
without there was good reason to suppose
some benefit would result from it. In the
absence of any authoritative explanation
of his reasons, it is to be presumed that
Mr. Tarte has been led to believe that
the present charges kept business away
frem Esquimalt. If this were the case,
and eare had been taken not ta need-
lessly interfere with private interests,
no one would have anything to say
against the reduction, for it is better that
the government should get a smaller fee
for dockage and workingmen more em-
ployment than that reverse conditions
should prevail. That such a reason might
have influenced the minister is evident
from the fact that no reduction has been
made in the charges at the government
dock in Quebec. When® Mr. Tarte comes
to examine into the facts, we are quite
confident he will realize that the change,
8o far from being in the interest of those

they saw the -

whom he wouM desire to serve, is really
likely ih the long rum to do them an in-
jury. We think this is demonstrable and

will deal with the question at some length
for the purpose of making the demon-
stration. ST

If the object of the reduction is to
secure new business, where is that busi-
ness to come from? The vessels refzuir-
ing to be dgcked may for convenience
be divided under four heads: Steamers
plying to the Orient and Australia, ves-
sels owned or making their home ports
on Puget Sound, local shipping and mis-
cellaneous sea-going vessels of all kinds
and nationalities. Taking up these
classes in detail we have first the vessels
engaged in the Oriental trade. Owing to
the very much cheaper price of Oriental
labor and the fact that Hongkong is &
free port, the regular Oriental liners
would not dock at Esquimalt if the dues
for dockage were altogether abolished.
Even under the old scale the fees at Es-
quimalt were one half what they were
at Hongkong. ' Steamers engaged in this
trade will only go into dock here, when
it is imperatively necessary to do so, and
in such a case the fee would cut no figure
at all. The same remark applies to Aus-
tralian vessels, which will only use the
Esquimalt dock in cases of emergency.
These vessels when requiring to be dock-
ed will not seek Puget Sound or San
Francisco for that purpose on account of
the fees, because the charges there are
higher than they were at Esquimalt
under the old scale.

The reduced fees are not likely to at-
tract the second class of vessels, that is
those owned or controlled on Puget
Sound. Local feeling runs strong there
and will prevent owners and agents from
sending their vessels to a Canadian dock
except in cases of extreme necessity. “It
is useless for the government to think ef
catering for Puget Sound business, -by
cutting rates, which were already lower
than those charged over there. :

The third class, that is the local ship-
ping, has not asked for a reduction, does
not complain of the old charges and
would not under any circumstances seek
docks elsewhere, especially as the charges
elsewhere are higher than the scale just
altered at Esquimalt.

We think it reasonmable to conclude
from the above reasons that neither of
the above three classes of shipping are
likely to contribute any more than they
do now to the business of the dock by
reason of the reduced fees. We come
now to the fourth class, namely, the mis-
cellaneous, that is, the vessels that may
come from anywhere and everywhere to
use the dock.

The competing points with Esquimalt
are Puget Sound and San Francisco.
Following are the gates at these points:

400 2¢ per ton
These are the same rates as prevail
now in Quebec. The new rate at Esqui-
malt is as follows:

Over 2,500 tons 400 2c per ton
We think it very clear from the afore-
going that the reduced fees will not lead
additional vessels to come to Esquimalt,
at least in any very considerable num-
bers. On the other hand the effect of
the reduction will be to compel the ship
railway to close, and this means that
at any day Esquimalt may cease to be
a port where vessels of the mercantile
marine, even our local ecraft, can be
handled. Close the marine railway, put
one of Her Majesty’s ships in the dock
for six months or more, as has already
happened, and even our local shipping
will be:driven to Puget Sound for re-
pairs. We think, therefore, that it is in
the interest of workingmen that Messrs.
Bullen’s enterprise should not be killed
by such a reduction in the rates. In
addition mention may be made of the
| Pect that the Messrs. Bullen are con-
stantly seeking for business, some of
which goes to the Esquimalt dock, and
if they are driven away no one will do
this. and the loss will fall upon the dock

as well as upon the workingmen.

THE DIVORCE EVIL.

The New York Nation recently dealt
with what it called “ The United States
Marriage Scandal” in a manner which
ought to arouse the attention of 4ll
thoughtful minds in that country, and is
not unworthy of consideration by Cana-
dians. Spraking of the condition to
which legisiation has brought matters, it
said: * The institution of marriage can
hardly be said to exist among us, any
more than in the fifth century at Rome,
when twenty wives in succession was not
an extraordinary allowance, even for a

Christian deacon.” 8o common is
divorce becoming, says the New York

paper, that people who are content go
live together as man and wife * until
death do them part ” are beginning to be
regarded as prudes, fossils and old fogies.
Perhaps this is stating the case more
strongly than the facts yet warrant, but
undoubtedly the drift is in that direction.
In some of the states the law is such that
the marriage tie can be dissolved practi-
cally at the mere whim of the parties,
and divorce is looked upon as the easiest
and simplest way of settling a trumpery
dispute. The consequence is that mar-
riages are contracted without any
thought of the responsibilities of the
reiationship. The marriage ceremony
has been robbed of all its impressiveness
by the substitution of mmyors of cities

and justices of the peace for clergymen,
who rattle off some sort of formula,

ordering a drink. The next step in the
way of facilitating the entrance into the
marriage relation is the invention of
what is ealled *the common law mar-
riage,” which was not known to the
common law. This consists in an agree-
ment between two people to live together
as man and wife. Sometimes they sign
a paper to that effect, but this is not al-
ways regarded as necessary. Indeed it
is a fact that in the United States to-day
the newspapers will speak of a man’s
“ common law wife,” and the courts will
seriously consider her rights, when the
relations of the man and woman are
such as every law of God and man re-
gards as both illegal and immoral. We
are far from denying that diverce should
be denied in any case; we are far from
saying that marriage is wrong unless the
benediction of the church goes with it;
but it is worse than folly—it is absolute
madness—to shut our eyes to the teach-
ings of history, which show that with
the disregard:of the holiness and per-
manency of the marriage relation comes
national decay.
PASSING COMMENT.

The News-Advertiser thinks Major
Halder has been hasty in his conclusions
as to the workings of the British Colum-
bia mining laws, and says he ought to
exercise great caution before expressing
his views in the British press.

The Wellington Enterprise joins in
the call to all persons, who are in favor
of promoting the welfare of the province
and are opposed to the mischievous policy
of the present government, to unite on
some common ground. It is not a ques-
tion of men or of parties, but of the wel-
fare of the whole province.

It is quite true, as the Province says,
that no one wants to see this country
overrun with cheap laborers; but it is
also true that the workmen in the metal-
liferous mines are in danger of precipi-
tating just such a condition of things.
Let reason and common sense prevail in
the tunnels and drifts as well as in the
managers’ offices.

The Kémloops Standard enters a pro-
test against the action of the government
in cutting the pay of teachers down to
the days in which they are actually en-
gaged in teaching. The protest is pro-
per. Teachers ought to be paid for the
holidays. They require holidays. Their
pay is not extravagant.

The Nelson Tribune commends the re-
fusal of the ‘“peace officers” to permit the
management of the Athabasca ‘mine to
swear in or have some of its employees
sworn in as special constables and au-
thorized to go armed. We endorse the
principle of this refusal, which we pre-
sume is that the preservation of the
peace is a matter for the officers of the
crown and not for private individuals to
manage,

The Cumberland News, discussing the
employment of Japanese in the coal
mines, says the matter is wholly in the
hands of the \ﬁlitc miners, and it asks
them not to insist on employing Japanese
for the sake of saving a few doilavs. Aec-
cording to the News, the question is not
one between capital and labor, but be-
tween one class of labor and another.
We reprint the article from the News as
an interesting contribution to an interest-
ing subject.

The Boundary Creek Times thinks that
the reports of the trouble between the
Attorney-General and the Finance Min-
ister must be discounted somewhat. Not
a bid of it. Justice cannot be done in
cold type. Those who were present at
the interview with the Vancouver dele-
gation will tell the Times that nothing
short of a kinetescope could do the thing
justice. By the way this is an idea for
the Finance Minister. Kinetescope
views of the meeting of the executive
would be as funny ‘as the average prize
fight.

The Times avers that it did not say
that ‘““the law will not allow contracts
to be violated.” Well, it might have
said so, for such is the case. But before
enforcing contracts the law endeavors to
learn what they are. This is a matter of
evidence. Our contemporary asks how
we would have it discuss the action of
private individuals in the conduct of
their lawsuits if not editorially. We
would have it not discuss such matters
at all. The courts-of the land are open
to every subject, and no one has a right
to endeavor to intimidate persons from
resorting to them.

“If not Turnerism, what other ‘ism’
does the Colonist wish to see foisted
upon the people of British Columbia?”
It is the Inland Sentinel which asks this
question. We shall not play upon words
with our contemporary, although there is
a strong temptation to do so, but will
meet the Sentinel squarely upon the
question which it desires to have an-
swered. The movement which has the
support of the Colonist is not in favor of
Sir Hibbert Tupper, as the Sentinel sug-
gests. It is not in the interest of any
man, or combination of men. It is purely
and wholly in the public interest, and we
repeat that we do not care who the politi-
cal leader of the mew movement is, so
long as he is a man, who will command
public confidence. So far as Mr. Turner
is concerned, if he is acceptable to the
public and will take the place of first
minister again, the Colonist will have
the greatest pleasure in supporting him.

LOUBET STILL .CALLING.

Waldeck Rousseau Also Reports Ina-
bility to Form Cabinet for France.

Paris, June 19.—It was announced late
this evening that Senator waldeck-Rosseau
has declined the task of forming a new
cabinet. His failure was due to the re-
fusal of M. Camille Krantz to accept the
portfolio of public works, which he con-
siders inferior to the portfolio held by him
luv the retiring cabinet.

Poincare and Guillain made their accept-
ance of office dependent upon the inclusion
of M. Kantz. The latter, besides refusing
the portfolio. of public works, expressed his
disaproval of certain measures which M.
Waldeck-Rosseau proposed to take against
the generals and colonels who recently in-
spired a newspaper propaganda in favor
of the army.

The failure of M. Waldeck-Rosseau makes
the situation exceedingly difficult. Both
M. Casimir Perier and General Bruegero
declined to enter the cabinet. It is quite
uncertain whom M. Loubet will now sum-
mon, M. Sarrien or M. Paul Deschanel,
'DPresident of the chamber.of deputies.

Peace Conference Not Anxious to Inter-
vene Between Great Britain
and the Transvaal.

London, June 16.—The correspondent

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An Instrument for Recotd_ing
Earthquake Disturbances
the World Over.

Victoria Now Working in Con-
junction With Leading
Scientists.

Step by step Mr. Napier Denison, of
the Dominion meteorological service, is
placing Victoria to the front in the field
of scientific knowlg?dge. The storm and
tide gauge, of which an interesting d?-
seription was given in last Sunday’s
Colonist, is but one of the several mod-
ern instruments with which the local ol')-
servatory, under Mr. Baynes Reed’s
charge, is being equipped. T_he seismo-
graph, perhaps a more attractive looking
machine, if of less value, has been locat-
ed in the basement of the old custom
house, in a room by itself, shut off from
all other than artificial light, The other
day Mr. Denison took considerable
trouble in explaining the_a intricacies of
the instrument to a Colonist reporter. He
said: ;

“The technical name for this instru-
ment is ¢ seismograph,’ or more correctly
speaking, ‘unfelt earth movement
recorder” It was invented several
years ago for the British Association by
Prof. John Milne, of Shide, Isle of

Wight who is universally known as a

great authority and enthusiqst upon the
subject of earthquakes, This pgrt)cular
instrument, which is the tenth installed
throughout the scientific world, was pmd
for by a British Assocfation grant, given
in Toronto in 1897, and placed along
with the one at Toronto under/the super-
vision of the director of the/ Dominion
meteorological service, who after receiv-
and comparing these records' with the
Toropto ones, forwards copies of all
seismic ~ disturbances to Prof. Milne.
This instrument is mounted upon a pier
of masonry, which rises from the; solid
clay many feet beneath. It consists of
a horizontal aluminium pendulum three
feet long, pivoted upon a fine steel point
and suspended by a silver wire from a
rigid upright. Upon the free end of
this very sensitive pendulum or boom is
attached a thin metallic plate about two
inches square, through the centre of
which is cut a narrow slot. This plate
comes directly over a ‘clock box. In
this is placed a roll of sensitized phot_o—
graphic paper, 2 inches by 35 feet in
length, wound on a drum, which by
means of clock-work travels past a nar-
row slot in the top of this box, at the
rate of five feet per day. To obtain a
continuous record the light from a small
lamp_ is reflected down and through the
slot in the plate on the swinging boom,
on to the photographic . paper below,
which is moving at the rate of 214 inches
per hour. Every hour is manked upon
this roll, by allowing a small shutter at-
tached to the minute hand of a watch,
cut off a portion of light from the paper
once every revolution. Each day at noon
the error of this watch is obtained by
comparing it with a chronometer, which
in turn is checked several times a week
by comparisons obtained through  the
(. P. R. Telegraph Co. from the Mont-
real . observgtory. .. Eyery Saturday a
fresh roll of paper is put on the instru-
ment, and the past week’s record devel-
oped in special long trays by folding it
upon itself until all is completely im-
mersed in-the solution. In a few min-
utes the trace appears upon the paper,
when undisturbed as a perfectly straight
black line, with white marks at regular
intervals denoting the eclipsing action of
the shutter on the minute hand of th'e
watch as it hourly crosses the slot. This
instrument is so sensitive that when the
pendulum or boom is at rest, one can
start it vibrating by merely pressing a
finger upon one side of its stone pier.
On the other hand, while it responds to
a direct light pressure, still the passage
of a heavily freighted wagon in the
vicinity appears not to affect it. How-
ever, should an earthquake occur, even
in some remote part of the globe, it al-
most invariably records it in the form
of marked vibrations or swinging, often
amounting to half an inch in amplitude.
To illustrate this, many may remember
reading of a severe earthquake occurring
in Mexico last January, which destroyed
much property. Although no shock was
felt here, still upon developing that
week’s trace, a most pronbunced dis-
turbance was recorded at the calculated
time it would take the seismmic waves to
arrive. In this case the boom responded
to what are called small ‘preliminary
tremors,” which preceded the greatest
wave by many minutes. The Ilatter
caused the boom to swing almost off the
paper, and kept it vibrating for hours
afterwards. A week later a copy of this
disturbance as shown upon the Toronto
instrument was received, in many re-
spects similar to the Victoria one.

‘“ Since last September, when this in-
strument was set up, over 33 disturb-
ances of a greater or less degree have
been recorded and forwarded to Prof.
Milne. Many of these have their origin
in the vicinity of Japan, both on land
and under the adjacent ocean, while
others occurred in South America,
Greece and the Indian archipelago. It
is a curious fact that these °‘seismic
waves’ - travel relatively at a greater
velocity from distant portions of the
globe than those nearer at hand. Prof.
Milne suggests that this is due to the
waves radiating from: the more distant
disturbances, travelling through the
denser medium of the earth’s interior,
which recent investigations are tending
to prove is far more compact than any
surface rock yet known.

“The rate of travel of these waves
varies roughly from 21 miles per second
for short distances, to 10 or more miles
per second when traversing the central
portion of the earth.

** Another curious fact is that local
earthquakes that actually make the earth
beneath us tremble and cause alarm to
some, do not affect the seismograph as
much as many of the distant ones do.
In last week’s frace two well-defined
earthquakes are recorded—one on Sun-
day, June 4, the other next morning. As
recently reported in the Colonist, these
were also recorded upon the Toronto in-
strument 12 minutes and 13 seconds be-
fore they reached this station, showing
that although we know not yet their
points of origin, still we can assume they
are to the eastward of Toronto, prob-
ably in Europe.”

A description of the probable origin of
earthquakes, both on land and submar-
ine, and the numerous interesting phe-
nomena connected therewith, Mr. Deni-
son promises for future publication.

- DEATH OF HENRY S, MASON. -

Had Been a Resident of the City For
Nearly Forty Years.

The death occurred yesterday morning
of Henry Slye Mason, a resident of Brit-
ish Columbia since the early sixties, and
a gentleman who for many years took
an active interest in the affairs of his
adopted provinece and city. Although
he had been a very sick man for some
time past, the news of his death came
as z surprise and shock to his many
friends. Mr. Mason was born in Lon-
don, England, 63 years ago, so he was
quite a young man when he came to Viec-
toria 43 years ago. For a time he was
in the law office of Mr. S. Green on
Government street, and later entered the
Attorney-General’s office as chiéf assist-
ant. He gave up law to become a part-
ner of Mr. Thomas Alsop in the real
estate and financial business, he building
up the large business now carried on by
the British Columbia Land & Invest-
ment Agency, with which he was con-
nected until a few years. ago. Under
the Jate provincial administration he
again entered the office of the Attorney-
General as crown solicitor, and took a
prominent part in preparing the case of
the province in re the railway belt lands
and other important matters.

The deceased was of a quiet and. re-
served disposition, but made ' many
friende during his long residence in Vic-
toria by his sterling business gqualities.
He leaves a widow and one son, the lat-
ter in the office of the British Columbia
Electric Railway Company.

The funeral will take place at 2:30 on
Tuesday afternoon from his late resi-
dence, 298 Dallas road, and at 3 o’clock
at the Reformed Episcopal church.

Relics of a

Prehistoric Race

Professor Franz Muéllér the
Author of a Remarkable -
Discovery.

A Water Famine in Australia—
Congressman Mendell
Talks.

Out of the Southern Seas, it is reported in
advices brought by the R.M.S. Watrimoo,
there comes a new puzzle to baffle the an-
tiquarians or else to furnish for savants a
fascinating objective poimi—the reconcilia-
tion of the prehistoris races of the world.

Professor Mueller, of Munich, who has
been engaged in certain scientific work for
a German firm in Samoa during two years
past, is the author of this new sensation
‘for scientists, and his discovery is this:
That while there has never before been
any suggestion of- affinity or relationship
between the prehistoric races of America
and the islands of the South Pacific, such
relationship was an actuality, as proved
by numerous specimens of centuries old
household utensils of earthenware, orna-
ments, carved pipes, weapons of copper and
mica, and hatchets of stone which he has
during the last six months been exhuming
from a series of mounds on one of the
Smaller islands of the Ladrones group, dis-
tant about 90 miles from San Ignacio de
Agana, the capital, on Guajan Island.
These articles and the mounds themselves
are pronounced by Professor Mueller and
scientific men with whom he has conferred
at Sydney, to be precisely similar to the
relics and habitations of the long-passed
mound builders of the lower Mississippi
valley and Central America, more particu-
larly the latter.

Some 22 mounds in all have been opened,
and a characteristic feature of the series
is found to be the presence of wells simil-
arly built to those in ancient American
excavations. The mounds, too, are con-
structed in symmetrical or geometrical
figures, eclipses or rectangular parallelo-
grams usually, enclosing areas varying from
two to twenty acres.

The discovery was in a manner accidental,
but none the less interesting: Professor
Mueller had been making a tour to study
the copra supply prospects, and was for the
timebeing - accompanied only by natives.
He moved about among them as they work-
ed, and was vastly surprised to see them
using in their simple cooklug several bowls
and a hatchet of stone, such as he had seen
before, but never outside of the antiquarian
section of a museum.

Interrogating the natives, he learned that
the objects to excite has curiosity had
been found on an island twenty miles dis-
tant—*‘‘dug up from the ground.” This
island he immediately visited, together with
a second pot far removed, of which the
natives had said nothing, finding on each,
mound-enclosed spaces yielding many treas-
ures of antiquity. 3

There was, however, nothing to indicate
interment of bodies, and it is presumed
that the mysterious prehistoric race had
other methods of disposing of their dead
than burial—probably a great oblong stone
base or altar with hollowed centre and
bottom flues (clearly forming a draft to
assist fires placed upon the top), which
was discovered in the largest mound en-
closure opened, may have been the crema-
tion stone of the forgotten race.

The natives have neither legends nor folk
lore to account for the mounds or their
makers, indicating that they are not de-
scended from the vanished race (ag indeed
all their own implements, utensils, ete.,
would also indicate); while the Spanish
residents of neighboring islands can throw
no light upon the subject. Thev have
known of the mounds for centuries, they
say, but had never felt tempted to probe
their mystery.

Indolently gsatisfied to be alive themselves,
the life and history of a vanished people
is nothing to them, even if that people
and the forerunners of the red Indian upon
the American continent can be proved one
and the same race,

“Quien sabe,” they say with a careless
shrug, and thus are satisfied.

* * *

“My ideas of just the form of government
that will be established are these: A name,
the territory of Hawaii, relations with it
to be precisely the same as now exist be-
tween the United States and its territories
of the mainland, except that Hawaii be left
in absolute—or as nearly absolute as may
appear best for the public interest—control
of its local affairs,

“I would hardly venture to say that this
Q]ntform will prevail in congress, but I be-
lieve the West and perhaps also most of
the East will be extremely friendly to
such a policy.”

The people of Cobar mining distriet,
Western Australia, are (according to reports
brought by the Warrimoo, suffering great
distress through the failure of their water
h9]es and artesian wells, several having
died of thirst.

In their distress the residents have ap-
pealed to the government to undertake
a free delivery of water from Nyngan,
where the municipality of Cobar wonld
gladly pay the price asked by the sister
municipality.

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Chiét Engineer Tye Pays a Visit to
Victoria—Work Progressing.

Mr. W. F. Tye, of Trail, the chief engi-

neer of construction on the Columbia &

Western railway, has been spending

several days at the Driard, accompanied
by Mrs. Tye, Miss Egan, of Belleville,
and Mr. Maloney, of London, Ont. The
party returned last evening to the Koot-
enay country, where Mr. Tye still has

| important work before him in connection

with the big undertaking with which he
is so prominently identified.

The road, which is designed to take to
market the ores of the Boundary coun-
try, and ultimately to establish the long-
talked of Penticton comnection, is, Mr.
Tye says, now graded for 25 per cent. of
its entire length, only a short stretch re-
maining to be disposed of at the Green-
wood-Midway end.

Track-laying is alsd completed for
about 38 miles, and the builders cannot
but feel satisfied with the measure of
progress attained, when the difficulties of
the situation are fairly considered.

In the first place, the engineering diffi-
culties to be overcome have been enor-
mous; then again, the work has been
very much held back through the large
amount of bridging to be done—the
country providing very little if any ser-
viceable timber, and materials for the
bridges having to be hauled in in conse-
quence as the road advanced.

It is to be expected that the building
of the second section, from Midway on
to Penticton, will follow very shortly
upon the completion of the work in
hand, for the company now have three
survey parties in the field, and the dis-
tance from Midway to the new objective
point is but 90 miles, through infinitely
easier country than that traversed by
the road from Robson to Midway.

Preliminary explorations are also being
made by way of the Similkameen to-
wards Hope, the intention being to con-
nect the Kootenay roads ultimately with
the main system at this point—or in
reality to provide a second or alternative
main line penetrating the great mining
districts of the Kootenays and reaching
the prairies by way of the Crow’s Nest
line.

This road will be an exceedingly busy
one, for it will be even more direet than
the present main line, and traverses a
rich mineral region; for scenic grandeur
it will possibly be inferior to the great
western section now penetrating the
British Columbia Alps, but it will never-
theless present a rare and more diversi-
fied panorama.

One of the first and chief advantages
of the present C. & W. line will be to
take the ores of the mining districts
penetrated direct from the dumps, mak-
ing delivery either at the Trail smelter
(now in operation) or at the 500-ton
smelter at Grand Forks, which Mr. J.
P. Graves is about starting to utilize the
output of his various properties.

Several others smelters through the dis-
trict are projected; while new mining
camps are daily coming into existence
as the railway advances to give access
to what has heretofore been much of an
impenetrable country.

Much good agricultural land is found
through the Kettle river valley, in the
vicinity of Grand Forks, Midway and
Greenwood; while the connection estab-
lished with the Crow’s Nest line solves
the full problem, as coal and coke can
be brought as soon as the rails are laid,
through to Midway without even break-
ing bulk.

Busy towns have grown up with the
advent of the new railway at Robson, at
(Gladstone (the centre of the McRae
Creek or Burnt Basin district), a very
promising territory rich in free-milling
orej, at Cascade City, Grand Forks,
Columbia, Greenwood and Midway.

Adjacent and in reserve as a stimulus
to future railway building, rieh mineral
discoveries are reported from the Simil-
kameen, where a high-grade copper
quartz is being found of a quality and
in quantity highly satisfactory.

BRITISH COLUMBIA’S PERIL.

It is much to be regretted that the
Lieutenant-Governor should not have de-
ferred his visit to the North until some
steps had been taken to stay the hands
of the wreckers in their work of ruin. But
the ahsence of His Honor renders it all
the more necessary that the people should
be watchful of their interests and continue
to strive for a solution of the grave
problem confronting them. It is not be-

George Larringan’s Heroic Effort to
Rescue a Man From Drowning,

the little fellow who heroically rescued
him from drowning in James Bay on
Saturday morning. The accident was
duly chronicled in the Colonist on Sun-
day morning, but all of the story was
not then told. The boy had to use al-
most supernatural strength to get Kenny
into his boat, for the latter, though hold- |
ing firmly to his cork leg, which sup-
ported him, was little more than helpless.
After all had been accomplished, Larrin-
gan returned home and had just ascended
the long flight of steps at the residence
of his guardian, Mr. Beckwith, when
from sheer exhaustion and excitement
he fell backwards: Mr. Beckwith was
taking a nap while waiting for the San
Francisco steamer, when the fall awoke
him. Rushing down the stairway he
found Larringan almost unconscious,
bleeding profusely from the mouth. Dr.
Davie was summoned, and found that
the boy had narrowly escaped breaking
his neck. He has not yet fully recov-
ered. The courage he has shown and
the promptness with which’ he acted is,
so those acquainted with the full circum-
stances of the rescue say, worthy at
least of more than passing notice.

Kenny is a watchman on the C. P. N.
steamers, and ‘he has time and again
fallen overboard, but each time his arti-
ficial leg has saved him. Some months
ago he was stretched out, like dead, for
several minutes after being hauled out of
the harbor at the C. P. N. wharf, and
it was feared then that his end had
come.

PRESSMEN COMING.

Some of
the journalistic company intend to ex-
tend their tour so as to visit both Atlin
and Dawson.

Klondikers
Coming Home

Tees Arrives with Thirty From
Dawson and Considerable
Treasure.

Charges of Favoritism by Offi-
cials of the Atlin
District.

There was quite a sprinkling of Klon-
dikers around the city hotels yesterday,
and considerable gold, bearing the stamp
of the government assayer, was offered
to the banks and merchants. For be-
sides the thirty Dawsenites who arrived
on the steamer Tees early in the evening,
a number of Victorians who came south
on the steamers arriving at Seattle and
Vancouver reached home on Sunday.
Among the latter were L. Arthur, T. G.
Wilson and Messrs. Frank and Mary-
mont, all of whom are engaged in busi-
ness in the Klondike eapital. Mr: Ar
thur came up the river on the Canadian,
belonging to the Canadian Development
Co., and having left Dawson on June 3,
was the last of those now here to start
for the outside. The Canadian, he re
ports, passed several steamers on the
way up the river, and although the
water was low, had no great difficulty
in making the trip. Mr. Frank alse
came up the river on the Canadian,
while Mr. Wilson was a passenger by
the Columbian. The accident to the
latter vessel happened after he left her,
she being on her return trip, but he
heard that she would probably be floated.
Even if she was laid up for some time,
Mr. Wilson said, the Canadian develop-
ment Co. have plenty of steamers to
handle the business.

There was quite a crowd down to
meet the Tees uponm her arrival, the
news having come from Nanaimo that
she was on her way down, some had it
practically loaded with gold dust. There
was enough on board to satisfy any
reasonable man, but the Teés was far
ship,” the total
value of the dust aggregating not more
than $750000, of which only $25,000
was in possession of Purser Munro, so
that of the balance only an estimate
could be made. There were but few
claim owners among the passengers, the
others being traders or working miners.

Mr. F. W. Killen was among the last
to go into Dawson over the ice, and hav-
ing completed his business, started for
the outside by the first steamer, the
Columbian. The clean-up, with the ex-
ception of some rocking - that will be
done during the summer, is now practi-
cally over, and no doubt by this time
most of the gold is on the way to the
coast, said Mr. Killen. That, he added,
was what spoiled the country, the men
sending their money out just as soon as
they could. Even those who do not
come out themselves send the gold out,
and then live through the following win-
ter on as little as possible. Everything
was being overdone, he said, there being
too much capital, mostly in the hands of
a few, too much labor and more goods
than can possibly be consumed. How-
ever, there is lots of gold there, and the
total output must have been enormous.
The water in the river was very low all
the way along, and unless it raises the
boats on the lower river will have some
dificulty in getting up. It is expected
that there will be a rise between White
Horse and Dawson, but even as it is the
steamers can make the trip with a little
care on the part of the pilots. ;

Five steamers had reached White
Horse from Dawson up to June 10, and
four of these were boats owned by Vie-
toria companies. The Columbian, of the
Canadian Development Co., reached the
rapids on June 8, and the Canadian, of
the same line, a day later. The Flora,
of the Bennett Lake & Klondike Naviga-
tion Co., completed her first trip on June
5, and the Nora, also of the B. L. & K.
N. Co., on the 10th. The Willie Irving
also arrived on the 10th. There were
500 passengers on the five steamers, half
of whom are still at Skagway, and th.e
amount of dust brought out is being esti-
mated by the ton. Conservative pas-
sengers, however, estimate its value at
about four million dollars, while steam-
ers on the way up the river have as
much more. It will take a very short
time, they say, for the total output to
reach the mints.

The passengers on the Canadian had
quite an exciting trip up the river. The
captain had promised to pass steamers
which left two days ahead of him, and
the passengers entering into the spirit of
the race, did what they could to assist,
working at the wood piles when the
steamer stopped for fuel. It appeared
at one time as though their efforts had
been in vain, for in passing through Five
Fingers the steamer struck the bank,
and besides tearing off some of the upper
woodwork, a steam pipe was broken, fill-
ing the cabin with steam. It was rather
exciting for a time, but the nature of
the damage was soon learned and reme-
died, and the steamer started off again,
after those ahead of her. She passed
the Phillip D. L.owe with 150 passengers;
the Bonanza King, hung up on a bar
with 100 passengers; the Tyrrell at
Hootalingua on a bar and with a hole
in her bottom; and the Gold Star, fast
on Fifty-Mile river. There were 13
steamers at Dawson when she left,
ready to start up or down the river as
soon as they could get passengers. Two

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE.

Thomas R. Mitchell Cuts His Throa
and Then Jumps Into the Arm.

Thomas R. Mitchell, a lad of ninetee
and son of a local painter, who has fo
some time past been in the employ o
Messrs. Thomas & Grant, is at present
a patient in the surgical ward of the
Jubilee hospital, figthing with all the as-
sistance professional skiil can give him to

prolong a life which on Sunday evening

he made a determined effort to destroy.

Suicide had evidently been deliberately
contemplated, for after cutting his throat
so that his head hung limp and horrible
by the half-severed neck, Mitchell sprang
into the water in order that the terrible
werk mjgh§ be made complete.

The instinct of self-preservation ap-
pears to have risen Buperior to the sui-
cidal mania at the touch of the cold
water, for Mitchell forthwith struck out
lustily to keep afloat, his back-hand
stroke being sufficient to keep his head
anq severed windpipe above the blood-
stained water until he was fished out and
sent to the Jubilee with a police escort.

'Mltchell had been despondent for some
time past, family matters being the par-
ticular basis of his melaneholia,  He was
also somewhat unbalanced in religious
matters in which he evinced deepest in-
terest; and hereditary insanity, descend-
ed through {is mother, no doubt complet-
ed his. tempprary derangement when he
reached the conclusion that he would end
hls»l'lnhi‘ippy existence, That this de-
termination had - been arrived at more
than a week ago is indicated by an
entry in his notebook picked up at the
Gorge—the seene of Jast Sunday’s tragedy
—and reading as follows:

“June 11—The Gorge, Vietoria, B.C.—
“God be merciful to me, a sinner.”

Ppssibly reason triumphed on that oc-
casion in time to prevent a consumma-
‘glon of the mad deed planned: perchance
it was his courage that failed Mitchell
at the moment for action.

Be this as it may, he returned to the
Gorge last Sunday—walking out from
town—and with a: razor he had earried
with him hacked his throat from right
side to left, cutting through the wind-
pipe, half severing the head with an
immense and ragged wound, but missing
the jugular vein.

en.he coolly ‘‘closed the razor; re-
turned it to the case and the case to his
pogket: and sprang into the water—this
being shortly before seven o’cloek.

He was looking very well yesterday at
the pospitn,l considering the narrowness
of his escape, and although not allowed
to' talk appeared ‘more cheerful than for
davs past, the loss of blood having been
good for his mental malady. The medi-
cal men now fear chiefly the develop-
ment of pneumonia, which would be al-
most certain to complete the deadly work
Mitchell has himself bégun.

ATE THEIR OOM I:;DE.

American Prospeétors In Alaska Found
Dead With Terrible Suspicion
Attaching.

Circle City, Alaska, May 20, via San Fran-
cisco, June 19.—A ‘story of yossible canni-
balism and death on the Yukon trail has
just reached here. Three men, who left
Dahl river December 5 for Jimtown, were
net heard of then again, and were supposed
te have been lost. Nothing was heard of
them here till the steamer Rideout, which
arrived to-day, brought a terrible tale of
suffering and horror,

The men were Michael Daly, Vietor Frair
and M. Prevost. They were from Provi-
dence, R. I.,, Woonsocket, R. I., and Brock-
ton, Mass., respectively. Their bodies were
discovered 15 milés from the mouth of
Old Man’s creek, they having lost the trail
and became bewildered. Having left the
Dahl river with only three  weeks’ food,
which was amply sufficient for the 130
miles to Jimtown, they were goon reduced
to starvation,

Daly’s body was found partly eaten. On
a stove incthe temt, just as it was left
some
scraps of moose hide and meccasin were
found, of which they had endeavored to
make a stew. Daly’s body was identified
by the clothes. The ogher two men were
found dead five miles from the tent. The
fact of the tent flaps being shut down
when found would seem to preciude the
possibility of  Daly’s body having bheen
eaten by animals. The other men were
doubtless driven by hunger te the awful
extremity of cannibalism.
