IMPROVING BRITISH WHEAT.

Great Results Expected From
mente Lately Carried Out.

1 T T ASHINGTON, June 14.—Grad-
\f\J oally the negotiations for peace
If in the Far East are nearing a 

focus. The one point to which 
the energies of tjiose directly concerned 
in them are being directed is the choice
ëL^p^e^rie^^le’tifâ^^w-
«rs. It is known officially that three 
cities are now under consideration by 
'Russia and Japan. These cities named 
in the order of likelihood of their final 
selection are Washington, The Hague 
aud Geneva.

Thus far no decision has been reached. 
Pans and Loudon have been eliminated 
from the question. It is understood that 
the Russian government objects to an 
Asiatic city, its preference being for 
some European capital. After objecting 
to the holding of the conference in Paris, 
the Japanese government expressed a 
willingness to consider other places which 
afforded adequate facilities, although it 
is assured that Japan’s preference would 
be some Far Eastern city, practically 
within the theatre of war.

May Meet in Washington.
Finally, however, the selection seems 

to have narrowed down to the three cit­
ies named. Objections have been made 
by the Japanese to The Hague, but it is 
not believed that these objections are 
fundamental or unalterable. However, 
ns the situation is, Washington seems 
the most likely city to be chosen.

An announcement of the place for 
holding the conference is expected in a 
few days. So far President Roosevelt 
has acted only as an intermediary be­
tween Russia aud Japan in the negotia­
tions regarding the selection of a place 
of conference. He is in no sense of the 
term arbiter in the matter, and at this 
time there is no probability that he will 
be the arbiter. It is expected that Rus­
sia and Japan will be able to reach an 
agreement without the assistance of an 
arbiter. Should a deadlock ensue—a 
condition that is regarded as quite un­
likely—it is not improbable that the 
President may be asked by the two pow­
ers to name a place of conference.

Ambassadors Reassured.

The principal objection to Manchuria 
is the probable time necessary to get the 
negotiators to the scene. It is under­
stood that the task of the plenipoten­
tiaries will be the conclusion of a limit­
ed armistice. This must come soon in 
order to avoid a general engagement, 
which reports from the front indicate 
that Field Marshal Oyama is already, 
launching.

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Submarine Miners Treat Naval Village 

to a Surprise and Spectacle.

. For several days past the annual prac­
tice experiments in connection with the 
work of the submarine divers attached to 
the forces at Work Point have been pro­
ceeding, being of absorbing interest to 
those engaged in them, while the great 
mass of the public is permitted simply to 
enjoy the mystery and guess the reason 
and result of the frequent explosions 
suggestive of the spouting of giant 
whales, which have recently been of fre­
quent occurrence iu the vicinity of Es- 
quimalt.

Yesterday morning at 10 o’clock the 
grand item in the unadvertised display 
occurred in Esquimau harbor. A squad 
of submarine miners from the Royal En­
gineers, in command of Lieut. Yates, un­
dertook the explosion of some 2,500 
charges of guncotton for the purpose of 
noting its force and other necessary 
data.

There was* some slight alarm in the 
village as the electrical message was sent 
the quantity of explosive, the peaeful 
hamlet shaking as though under major 
seismic disturbance, and the shock ex­
tending even to the crown of Signal Hill. 
A mass of tumbling water was hurled 
quite two hundred feet into the air, and 
thousands of small fish—perhaps} two 
tons, it is estimated—gave up their lives 
in the interest of military scientific re­
search.

The result of the experiment is pro­
nounced by military men to have been 
successful in e\ery way, and the work 
incidental exceedingly well carried out 
by the /officer and men in charge.

Roosevelt Learns of Humiliation of 

Incoming Celestials.

Washington. June 14.—President 
Roosevelt Is manifesting a deep Inter­
est in the statements made to him last 
Monday by a delegation of the mem­
bers of the American Asiatic Associa­
tion concerning the difficulties which 
have hitherto been experienced by Chi­
nese merchants, students and travelers 
in gaining admission to the United 
States. The complaints of the Chinese 
government about the humiliation to 
which members of their classes are 
often submitted upon their arrival in 
the United States, together with 
threats by China of boycotting Ameri­
can goods, hâve aroused the business 
men of the United States to protest 
against what they have regarded as 
unreasonable discrimination in the en­
forcement of the Chinese exclusion law.

In a letter to Mr. Metc&lf, of the de­
partment of commerce and labor, the 
President directs him to see that the 
immigration officers exercise discretion 
in the enforcement of the exclusion 
law to the end that the rèlations of the 
American government with China may 
continue to be cordial.

It Is pointed out that great difficulty 
is experienced by the immigration of­
ficials in executing the law because of 
.the many bogus certificates which are 
possessed by Chinese.

lt,DgthiIy F,ePadiating the declar­

ation of the council of state that his veto 
was unconstitutional because no member 
of the council regarded himself as beiag 
m a position to countersign it, King Os­
car proceeded: “One of the fundamental 
principles of the constitution and a fact 
that is most important, ia that Norway 
shall be a constitutional monarchy It 
is clearly incompatible therewith ' that 
the King should sink to the position of 
mere tool in the hands of the state coun­
cil. If the members of the council of 
state, by refusing to countersign a 
the royal decisions, could 
from having force, the King of Norway 
would be excluded from participation in 
the state administration. Such a situa­
tion would be as degrading to the 
arch -as harmful to Norway.

‘‘My endeavor has always been to give 
Norway that place within the union to 
which she cau rightly lay claim. My 
royal duty to the union requires me to 
endeavor to uphold its legal basis, eveu 
when by so doing I come into opposition 
with the Norwegian national feeling.

“The act on which I took the oath aud 
which has regard for the

Welfare of the United Peoples 
decided my action in the consular ques­
tion, but here I was met not ouly by the 
refusal of the Norwegian council of state 
to countersign the decision, but by the 
resignation of its members. When I de­
clined to accept their resignations, the 
council dechired that ai^y Norwegian who 
participated in carrying out my decision 
would at the same moment be without a of 
fatherland.

“The council, after attempting to vio­
late the constitution, was to render void 
a decision of the King of Norway, lega'- 
ly given, resigned office and the King of 
Norway was deprived of councillors. The 
Storthing approved this breach of the 
constitution, and by a revolutionary pro­
ceeding declared that the King of Nor­
way had ceased to reign and that the 
union of the two kingdoms was dissolved.

“It remains for Sweden and I, acting 
for the union, to decide whether the at­
tack of Norway on the existing union 
shall lead to the legal dissolution of the 
union.

“Let the present generation and pos­
terity judge between me and the Nor­
wegian people.”

AMERICAN GUNNERY.

■British flag still represents two-thirds of 
the traffic through it. The principal 
nations as users are in the following or­
der: England, Germany, Holland and 
Prance. Not for years, it is stated, has 
the Stars end Stripes been seen on a 
commercial vessel going through it. The 
present toll is $1.70 on vessel tonnage 
and $2 on every passenger, so that some 
of the larger vessels pay as high as 
$10,000 in tolls. The gross revenue per 
Annum represents about 20 per cent, of 
the capitalization and the net earnings 
about 11 per cent. These figures are of 
interest in considering the prospects of 
the Panama Canal.

Victoria and reported the drowning of 
his two companions,, Garry Helterman, 
a hunter who came to Victoria from 
Halifax on the schooner Dora Steward, 
and has been hunting from various 
schooners for many seasons, and one 
Johnson, a boat puller, belonging to 
Victoria.

The boat was lost from, the Vera on 
May 7, when she was 150 nriles oft 
Yakutat on her way to the Copper 
island sealing grounds. For three days 
the sealers worked the boat toward 
land and, after arduous work, suffering 
meanwhile 
drenched by rain and salt-laden, sea- 
spume, t rey were within five miles of 
the shore. Then their boat swamped 
and capsized; one sea filled her, the 
next turned the craft over. Hefferman 
and Johnson, exhausted from their ef­
forts, sunk at once; Tomy Hondo, a 
Japanese who survived, struggled onto 
the bottom of the upturned boat and 
clung there unt.I rescued by Indiana 
who came from a fishing village In 
canoes.

Tomy Hondo, the survivor, speaking 
of the tragedy yesterday morning, said: 
“The Vera had one hundred skins tak­
en on the coast and was making for 
Copper Island. We put a boat over on 
May 7. I, Garry Hefferman and John­
son were In it. We left the schooner In 
the afternoon, fishing. Rain began and 
fog came up.. We lost sight of the 
schooner that night. Toward midnight 
the rain Increased and a heavy sea 
commenced to run. We were then 
about 150 miles off Yakutat. In the 
early morning a blow began and from 
sunrise a gale was blowing. We ran 
before the wind, which blew shore­
ward, being unable, because of the 
heavy wind, to set our sail.

As 
fkr as I could see they did not come 
up again after being thrown Info the 
water when the boat capsized. I was 
or the bottom’ of the boat for about 
two hours, t guess, when Indians came 
with canoes from three fishing houses 
on the shore and rescued me. I was 
shivering with cold and very weak. If 
the Indians had not come I must soon 
have been drowned. The Indians fed 
me and I was taken to Juneau by a 

lU launch run by three men. From 
eau I came to Seattle by the steam­

er Humboldt, arriving on Saturday 
last.”

He only took 
the first five months of 1904 because in 
that year the pithead of No. 1 was 
burned, and the rest of the year was 
therefore too much broken to make a 
fair comparison with other periods.

$30,000 B>-law to Be Presented

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(From Thursday’s Daily.)
: What gives promise of being one of 
the most interesting and instructive de­
bates in the history of Victoria’s muni­
cipal bodies was inaugurated at the gath­
ering of the school board yesterday even­
ing, when Dr. Ernest Hall, the latest ad­
dition to the ranks of the trustees, pre­
sented his resolution condemnatory of the 
cadet corps, and providing for its aboli­
tion as an element of militarism incon­
sistent with the spirit of civilization 
and inimical to the highest form of edu­
cation along commendable Hues. The 
doctor himself occupied all the time 
available for consideration of his resolu­
tion when the disposal of other business 
permitted its being reached, and it was 
at his suggestion that further considera­
tion of the question in its many phases 
stood over until the next regular meet­
ing of the board, upon the adjournment 
of the debate by Trustee Mowat. Sev 
eral ether distinctly interesting features 
presented themselves in connection with 
last evening’s meeting, the board taking 
occasion to formally request His Wor­
ship the Mayor to have submitted to the 
qualified ratepayers a bylaw to provide 
#30,000 for necessary school buildings 
and 'establishment iu Victoria West; the 
board determinin'- to insist upon recog­
nition of its unlimited rights in appro­
priation In defiance of the city’s councils 
•attitude, and refusing the suggestion of 
Mayor Barnard that the opinion of the 
Supreme Court be sought as to the extent 
of power; and it being disclosed incident­
ally that although the board some time 
ago .placed -itself 'on record by resolution 
as favoring the twelve monthly payment 
plan of remunerating teachers, effect has 
never been given the resolution by neces­
sary reference to the Council of Public 
Instruction for approval—in consequence 
of which it is improbable that the favor­
ed plan can come into operation with the 
beginning of the new school year.

At the inauguration of last evening’s 
meeting, which was attended by Chair-

expenditure of public money for military 
instruction. Another point he would be 
prepared to prove by the highest authori­
ties that the drill itself does not satis­
factorily accomplish what is claimed for 
it in its defence. It is not what has 
been urged, the factor in securing im­
proved carriage, quickness, action and 
muscular development. He had no ob­
jection to young men, after they had ar­
rived at the age of discretion and matur­
ity, attaching themselves to the local 
militia—indeed he rather commended 
their so doing. But so long as the chil­
dren were under the care of the school 
board in the plastic formation period to 
obtain the best care aud to be developed 
mentally and morally according to the 
highest standards, he could not endorse 
a factor which he held to operate preju­
dicially to such results. Militarism, he 
contended, was contra to the highest 
standards in education. Herbert Spen­
cer had said that the psycnoiogical effect 
of handling rifles, the militarism of 
cadet corps, accustoms our boys to meth­
ods having the most prejudicial effect 
in the growth and development of their 
minds. He would not say with another 
great writer that “the wearing of the 
uniform stops the power of thinking,” 
but it did tend toward the development 
of a disposition not in accord with the 
best spirit of the age. There was per­
chance a gain in courage and self-re­
straint, but were these substantial recom­
pense for what Ruskin had termed the 
brutalization bred of soldiering. The ef­
fect undoubtedly was to develop all th.it 
is brutalizing—the idealization of organ­
ized murder—the cultivation of all that 
we should strive to utterly eliminate. 
This was the psychological ef­
fect—to develop all that was 
brutalizing, mean and contemptible. 
•Perhaps our boys should be taught 
about wars, but along other lines. They 
should be taught their Inner causes. Rus­
kin had said that more than half the wars 
were for the purpose of taking away the 
lands and property of others. He did not 
think that the elimination 
from the curriculum would 
safety of Canada In Its young men. Jus­
tice and right should be inculcated, and 
If It were a question of justice, young 
Canada would ever be found ready. Jus­
tice and war in theory and practice were 
not akin. Carlyle had exposed the Impos­
ture of these national quarrels, “in which 
the poor blockheads who do the fighting 
are made the tools of the governing class­
es. Straightway the word ‘fire’ is given 
and they blow the souls out of one another 
and in place of sixty brisk, useful crafts­
men, the world has sixty dead carcasses 
which It must bury and anon shed tears 
for.” If boys were taught that it is the 
injustice of modern wars to be the method 
of forcing the opening pf new markets, he 
did not think that our boys would be so 
apt to develop the mockery of militarism 
that had grown with the swev lof the im­
perialistic wave over the country.

The hour being late. Trustee Hall 
brought his remarks to a conclusion some­
what abruptly, and Mrs. Jenkins having 
seconded his resolution for the purpose of 
bringing it Into debate, the adjournment 
was moved by Trustee Mowat until the 
next regular meeting of the board.
