A GRAND TRUNK CIRCULAR

Mr. William Abbott, a Londop capitalist
and railway man, has suddenly found him-
self famous on both sides of the Atlantic,
as the chief operator in the strategic
movements by which the fusion of the
Grand Trunk and the Great Western was
brouglit-about. For the attainment of this
reault the Grand Truuk autborities had
labored at intervals during fiftecn years or
more; but all these efforts of former times
came $0 nothing, aud 1t was reserved for
Mr. Abbott to carry ont the plan of an ag-
gressive  campaign which brought victory
at last to the Grand Trunk side. Since
the fasion Mr. Abbott has visited Canada
and the States, and has gone over the entire
length of the line from Quebee to Chicago,
in order to see for himself what the
country was like, and what the

" comdition and prospects of the line
really were. Returning home he has pub-
lished his impressions of the situativn in
the form of a circular addressed to Grand
Trunk proprietors, which is dated London,
Ncvember 4, and which now appcars as an
advertisement in the Montreal Gazette and
the Toronto Globe. i

Mr. Abbott says, ir the first place, that
having recommended railway investments
in Canada, and having now seen for himself
what the road and its comnections are, be
is able to report that the most favorable
views which he has at any time expressed
fell far short of the reality. It is incom-
prehensible to him how parties protessing
to have local knowledge could have g0 dis-
torted factseas-he alleges they did during
the recent contest. Leaving out the Chi-
cago and Grand Trunk line and its equip-
ment, the united companies hzve now 660
locomotives, 620 passenger cars, and 15,-
425 treight cars, He finds the relations
of the road with the Canadian
public satisfactory, with the exception of
an occasional wail from the protessional
grumbler, a statement the exact truth of
which is debateable, to say the least. In-
stead of viewing with jealousy the compet-
ing routes by lake, river and canal, he
thinks they are actually feeders to the road,
and gives what appear td’be round reasons
for this opinion. He has great expecta-
tions from the Chicago and Grand Trunk
extension, which appear very likely to be

realized, we must say. He discredits alto-
gether the rumors of an impending war of
rates between the Great Western scction
and the Canada Southern, and says in efl-ct
that the New York magnates are not now
in a position for entering upon another war
...with the Grand Trunk, he would probably
have us understand. He speaks of mouey
made through fusion saviogs and *‘the
apnihilation of the freight agents and
‘ticket scalpers’ who formerly infested the
towns where competition existed, and who
flourished at the expense of the unfortun-
ate shareholders ” In the last paragraph
of all he throws cold water on the expecta-
tions of a *railway boom” in the United
States at this time, says that the financial
magnates of New York are overloaded with
stocks for which they cannot find an outlet
in Europe or America, and that when
specalative holders have been compelled to
sell at reduced quotations, investors will
bave their opportunity for buying on much
more favorable terms than at present. He
does not exactly say ** crash,” but he does
say something very much to the same pur-
pose.

We quote in full the paragraph of most
interest in the whole circular—that relating
to the * Canadian Pacific railway and the
Jand speculation in Canada.”

It is unfortunate that. this enterprise, whtch was
eriginal'y introduced with the desirab’'e object of
extending railway facilities to and opening up vast
districts in the northwest of Canida, should have
degenerated into, er at any rate have become the
excuse for initiating a gigantic speculation in land

- in that remeote region. In consequence of the sensa-

tional reports which prevailed a few months since o s
to the sales of land by this company and others in
Winnipegand the surrounding districts, some hun-
drcds of land companies were formed in Canada, the
majority of which have since utter'y collapsed.
During the excitement land could positively be
bought i the neizhborhood of yopulated districts
aroand Montreal, Torouto, or Chicag» at a less price
than was being asked in some parts of Manitoba!
The absurdi'y of such a condition of things could
not long remain without produci g a reaction, and
nothing could have been more caleulated to injure
the prospects of this railway than to inflate theprice
o.lclnnd.nn:l so)qh:ck that immigration into i1s ter-
ritory upon which its prosperity depends. It is
to he hepedthat the cnmpall:g will p?f;‘n by this
experience, an: that they ~will discourage the
bellicose tendenc es towards other Canadian raii-
ways which showed some signs of cxistence while un-
der the intoxicating influence of the land mania,

We feel like hazarding a guess in this
connection. Suppose that the *‘ bellicose
tendencies” referred to were suppressed and
the Grand Trunk allowed entrance into the
promised land far away oz the banks of the
Assiniboine and the Saskatchewan—sup.
pose Mr. Hickson's alleged propheoy that
he will be in Manitoba in twenty months
hence were realized—what next ? This,
we believe that Mr. Abbott wouid speedily
see ‘‘sound investments” (to quote the head-
ing of his own circula)) where at present
he sees only reckless speculation. T
which again let us add something that way
have a practical bearing, and, as we are in
the way of it, let us suppose still another
supposition. Suppose that it were deemed
best for the country’s good t» call in the
powerful aid of the Grand Tiunk, as well
as of the C. P, R. syndicate, for the more
certain, speedy and successful settlement
and filling up of the great NortBwest.
The suguestion is at least worth thinking
over; there may be something in it.

Dressed Meat in Canada,
From the Hamilton Times.

The Times is informed on what may be
considered safe authority, that the Chicago
shippers of dressed meat are making pre-
parations to place their goods in Hamilton
and Toronto. A few weeks ago great con-
sternation was produced among the butchers
of Philadelphia, New York and Boston by
the delivery of meat, killed in Chicago at
prices two' cents less than the _east-
ern butchers could afford to sell for.
Thetduty on dressel meat coming into Can-
ada is 1 cent per pound, and as the meat
will. be brought in half carcases, the
duty will be paid on the cheap -as well as
the dear cuts. The duty upon live animals
is 20 per cent a/ valoren. Dressed meat is
now quoted in Hamilton at 5 to 7 cents for
bindquarters and 4 to 5 cents for fore-
quarters, the price having fallen consider-
ably from what it was a few months ago.
To get the Chicago meat introduced in
Hamilton, it will have to be sold here at
prices that, less freight, will net the Chi-
cago owner 3 to 5 cents for hind and 2 to
3 cents for forcquarters —allowing one cent
for duty and one cent for cuttirg under local
butchers’ prices. The plan adopted in New
York wusl[or agents of the [Chicago shippers
1o cut upthemeat and delivér it to order, just
as the local butchers did. JAny innovaticn
which shal- reduce the price of meat
will be weleomed by consumers in Hamil-
ton. Nor will our Canadian farmers need
to be troubled. There is a steady market
in Liverpool for all the high class cattle
they can raise, and the nglish trade has
paid them so, well that, to serve it, they
have left the  Canadian markets scaatily
supplied. They can ship live stock to
England in better condition and on better
terms than it can be shipped from Chicago.
